EARLY HISTORY OF
BRIDGETOWN CONTINUED

Town Laid Out in Building Lots,
Early Settlers. Choosing of Name.

(By M. E. Armstrong)

We have now introduced the prin-
cipal actors who are to play the main
parts in the establishing of Bridge-
town one hundred years ago, but be-
fore referring to them further let us
stop a moment and review what had
happened here previous to 1822. ,We
found that the French had settleméits
all along the river from Annapolis
tc Paradise and there were numerous
villages with their small houses and
.big families. The first Bridgetown
established about 1650 by Denis
Gaudet had its centre to the eastward
of our present towa centre. They, for
obvious reasons choosing a more com-
manding site, centering, at and apout
the Ruffee hill,

For one hundred. years these Acad-
ian early settlers made amd travelled
the paths from settlement to settle-
ment. Cut wood and timber in the
fields gardens and pastures that we
ncw roam thoughtlessly over. They
hunted the woods, fished the brooks,
as we do now, :but more in earmest
and for bigger game,;

They cleared fields, dyked the
marsh land along the river that has
now produced its annual wealth of
hay for near three hundred years. In
short ila their simple and primative
ways, they did much as we now do
to live and provide for their families.
But they had troubles in government
and masters and ill advisors, we
think, that ail wcerked together for
their undcing in the ead and in 1755,
int he month of September they were
commanded by English officers to at
once vacate their lands and leave
their homes to be carried away to
strange lzads in vessels awaiting
them in the river,

Not long after they received these
crders and were looking for some
possible mode of escape from
severe punishment, their houses and
barns were burned and thus the first
Bridgetowi1 disappeared completely
and the Gaudets, and their neighbors,
were totally removed from this vicin-
ity and their ccws and their oxen,
their sheep and horses, and their
numerous hogs and other stock turia-
loose in the fields and woods to
care for themselves. So the cufrtain
fells cn our first attempt at European
ttiement here, in 1755.

of Queen Street at corner of Granville,

| Here he built a shop and for many

years this particular corner was

{ known as Thorne’s Cormer and his

shop as the “red store”. Mr. Thorne
erected a house where Dr. Armstrong
now lives and the large elm trees
on the street line of this home 1ot
was planted by Mr. Thorne more than
ninety years ago.

From 1836 to 1858 Mr. Thorne repre-
sented Granville in the House of As-
sembly and was a popular represent-
ative. He was of quiet and easy man-
ner and not particularly gifted as-a
platform speaker. He made few
speeches in parliament. In politics,
he belonged to what was called in
his day the Tory party, and seems
tc have been able to win, by
ous effort,
He could be more correctly described
as a liberal- conservative for both as

a politician and citizen he was broad- !

minded and generous, and was high-
Iy respected in the new commercial
centre just beginning here and thru-
out the whole township.

About the same time the Thornes
came here, Silas Piper, M.D., from
New England, located here, buying
the lot on which Mrs. T. O. Foster
now lives and building the present
Foster house as well as the adjoin-
ing shop now owned by Lockett's, Dr,
Piper was the first doctor to locate
here, and for upwards of twenty vears
was a busy and successful practition-
er in the centre of Annapolis County.
He died of typhoid fever in November,
1840, aged fifty-four years, and left a
widow and seven children. It was
said of Dr. Piper that his unwearied

attentions, upright conduet and amia-
ble dispositica won the affection and
respect of the entire community. _

Enoch Dodge, wheelright was an-
other early settler here, coming from
Kings County, and buying the lot
still owned by this family. Mr.
Dodge’s workshop was the old Post
Officée building adjoining his house,
both house aad shop have survived
the changes of almost one Fundred
vears with.alterations and necessary
repairs.

Enoch Dodge, Sr., whoy was the
father of the .ate Enoch and Wamford
Dodge, married Catherine Foster
iromm Granville, the thirteeztn child
of Benjamin Foster, in 1822.

John Quirk, a native of the Is'e~of
Man, secured a lot on Water Street
where Thomas Mack now lives and
erected a house there in the Summer
of 1822, he was a mariner in early
life. In 1821 he married Eliza, daugh-
ter of Rev. Thos. Handley Chipman,
by whom he had seven children. After
her death, he married Phoebe Tupper
Fitz Randolph, widow, in 1834, and
by the second wife there were four
more children of which Messrs. John
and James Quirk still remain.

Mr. Quirk’s numerous deals in pews
in the town churches is not to e,
interpreted as his traffiking in this;

He was personally an Anglican, but
marrying the daughter of the old
pioneer Baptist minister, Father Chip-
man, he generously bought a pew in
the remodelled Baptist Church, for
her family and as his second wife
was a Methodist he generously bought
a $40 seat in the mnew Methodist
Chapel, and still later a higher priced
one. His selling one at a cheaper
price in 1841 is not to be understood
as a drop in the pricg of seats in the
Methodist Chapel, or to a poor preach-
er, but was merely an inducement
