Women of tho miseries brought about in that district by
the Hindu custom regsrding marriage :—** A great desl
has been said and written —wisely too—about the miser-
ies of Hindu widows ; but here, in Travancore, wa have,
under the sanction o reli%’on, a far worse evil. It will
hardly be credited by my English readers that the inon-
strons system of allying Nayar girls to Brahmans is not
only allowed but defended by. mothers and other rela-
tions for tho sake of gain, and also the good fortune likely
to happen to a girl by reason of her cofhection with one
who is looked on 48 being scarcely inferior to a deity.
This allisuce oocasionally lasts for years but in‘the ma-
jority of cases & fow months or wocks suffice to make the
deceiver weary of his toy which ia then thrown aside and
forgotten. To the poor victim there then remains no al-
teroative but a life worse than widow-hood. ;.,Eg-;y mar-
riago lics at the root of thisevil. * Brahmans of fipe years
being frequently given brides of six or seven and being
obliged to wait, perhaps, eight or ton years till they are
growa up, in'the timg splace themablves with the
socioty of Sudra women. In this way I lose some of the

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THE WORK ABROAD.
The Can:}diaq Baptist Mission.

8Y THE REV. J. B. BTILLWELL, D.A.

This Miesion was opened by the Rev. John McLaurin,
March 12th, 1874, and is therefore about filteen yeara old.
There are really two Canadian Daptist Missions, but in
this paper we shall spesk of the wurk as one, for though
direoted by twe differant Boards, the policy is largely the
samo. Thoro aro six"Helds of work, and with the excep-
tion of tho Akidu'field which is pretty well hemmed in
by other missions, all these lie mostly out of tho range of
other workers, so that from Cocanads the wholo coast
line strewhin%rbo and beyond Culingapatam, with the
oxcoption of Vizagapatam, falls to us, and is dependent
upon us for the Gesp-1. _ Another station will be shortly
opencd, and soveral moro are under consideration, so
that ina fow yeara wo oxpost. this region to be well sup-
plied with workers. Thero are about 3,000,000 people de-
pendent upon us for the bread of life, a responsibility
which we fully appreciate and are trying to meet. We
have asked for large reinforcemaents, a missionary for

- avery $0,000 people and & native worker for every 1000,
Given such o ataff of workers and- the evangelisation of
this regiok, under Divine blessing, beconies a pnssibility.
Tho 'apganl for ruinforcamenta has met with the hearty
sympathy of the Home Boards and they have expressed
the cunviction *‘that the nceds of the case as to men
have nat been overatated,’ and assure us of their deter-
minstion to do all in their powor to answer the appeal.
Though we thus meditate enlargement, it will be along
pld lines of policy ; for nothing radical is intended, ex-
cept incrensing the working force. Tho late criticisms

- on Missious have come aund gono leaving us just about
where we were before. Qur missinn is not of a kind that
knows no change, if anything better can bo suggested,
but wo are naturally conservative and wish to bo sssured
firat that a change is essential-and will most probably be
beueficial, bufure making it. We propose to state briefly
how our mission stands as regards : .
Education. — This is subsidisry to and follows the
directly evangelizing agency. It is not considered to be
in any way preparatory to touversion, and therefore is
fostered omong our converts only. The education con-
*tomplated in the mission is the education of the Christian'
community, and is‘intended to fit them to fulfil their part
in thia great work of evangelizing the countr{. Hence it
-is oncouraged only to the oxtent that is helpful to this
ond. Thero are about 50 achools conducted by as many
Christlan teachers in the various villages, Most of these
are gmrel_v primur{. nnd sorve as feeders to the-Beminary
at Bamulcotta, whore our teschers and proachers are
trained, aud to the boarding schools for girls at the
various statinns, In theso latter schools, in additisn-to
ordinary subjects, the girls are taught sewing and“stich
other duties as fall to teachers' and preacher's wives or
to those in sbout a similar atatioh. Attached to the S8em-
inary thero is a Scoular Department, made necessary
because of the Primary character of the village schools.
This falls just a littlo short of the Middle School axam-
ination which we Jtope to reach shortly. Alongside of
the scoular courso is a-course of instruction in Biblical
and theological subjects; iu-the former of which most of
tho Biblo is gone through. At present there are 78 stu-
denta in the Seminary, bub ten. of these are wives of

students.  Wa have also an indigonous school, mentioned .

by Mr, Qralgin e former number of the Harvest Field,
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teaching -up to tho Middlo School examination, over
which we are not a little pleased. ' In all our village
" schools the teachers are Christisus, and besides teaching
they are augposod to preach throughout their own imme-
diate neighborhood. In the Beminary we have had two
Hindus engaged in the Sccular Department, but those
are being replaced by Christian men, so that our educa-
tion work is done almost wholly among the Christisn
community end by Christisn teschers.  There is room
for development in our schaol work, but it will, we doub!
not, keep pace with other ad7ances, .

Self-pport.~The priaciple of the missiun is itself to
pay the aalaries of those agents whose time is apent
wholly in aggreasive evangelistic work among the Hindus,
and to thriv the 5u€port of those whose work is mainly
pastoral upon the churches for which they caro, propor-
tionatoly at least to the extont to which thoy are theroby
withdrawn from work among the heathen. That is our
principle, though at present only imperfectly embodied
m fact; but we are moviog in that direction. Suvme
churches Eutly or wholly support a pastor. The Gunan-
napudi Church can do 80, and will shortly. At present
thoy aro building. The Akiduchurch is to pay a preacher,
while another coutributes a part. The Cocanada church
has contributed a part for a long time to its pastor. The
Samnulcotta church, mostly scugonu {rom the Befinary,
Euy a teacher in the village and will support a preacher,

esides contributing to other work. These are beginuings
and are being multiplied by movements in the remaining
churches. But we gsve fallen far short of the attainable
.on'account of the scarcity of missionaries. Two have
“fallpn on the fleld, others gnd to retire or go on furlougl,
80 that for nearly fivo years wo have been able to do very
Jitllo aggressive work. The advauce made during these
ours iﬂ%argely due tu the impetus of work donu%efcre.
owover wo are recavering our position, are multiplyig§
- our forces, and shall be in a position to do vigorous work
henceforth.

We advocate a definite proportion in giving. All the
students in the Seminary havo agreed to contribute one
anno to the rupee out of what they get for their foed,
many of the preachers and tenchere are coutributing at
the same rate, and members are begiuning to follow suit.
A very few are coutributing a teuth. Tho universal
adoption of thorule that one anna to the rupee should be
given will completely solve- fur us the problem of eelf-
support.—Written for tho Harvest Field.

] t as.a denomination expect in our mis-
sion enterprise unless the young of our congregations
are instructed, firat, concerning our own mission amon,
the Telugus, and then with m?orence to the great worE
done in other countries—Japan, China, Africa, ete.

The young should be made to foel that some responsi-
bility resta upon them individually to carry out the last
great command of our departin, rd, ‘?30 ye iato all
tho world and preach the gospofto every creature.” |

The imﬁortnnt question arises, how may this best be
accomplished] Let me suggest as the first atep that
overy Sabbath-achool take up missiop work in some form.
Encoum%t: each child to bring at least twa or-more conts
every Sabbath, one for the school and the rest for mis-
sions. Theso conts to bo saved from money given the
children to lgeud on caudy, or earned by them in some
way duriog the week. Each teacher should keep account
of this mopey, and give it onch Sabbath to the treasurer
‘of the Sabbath sohool. . At the close of every quarter the _
sum rawed by each oclass can be read before the school,
and the one who contributes the most to be the banner
olass for the quarter. This plan has been tried with ex-
cellent resulta, - It is surprising how much money can be
raised in this way. There is no doubt two missionaries
ocould be supported by our Sabbath schools every year, if
each ono would undertake this matter. Then the money
raised is but a small proportion of the good done. The
sm;it of solf-sacrifice anso benevolence cultivated in the
ohildren, together with tho prayers they are encouraged
