One of the most disputed
points is this :-How often should an-
imals be fed? A different thing, be it
noted, from, how much should they be
fed ? Vhen looked into, I think it
will be found that man's convenience,
rather than the best welfare of the an-
imal he has tamed, has been consult-
ed. Now will Master Bean divide his
P. Rocks into two groups, and feeding
them the same food in the sanie quan-
tity, give it to one lot as he does now
three times a day, and to the other lot
twice a day, keeping the birds under
the saine conditions in ail other re-
spects. Let him do this for six (6)
weeks and report the results to tis
journal. What results ? The number
of eggs laid by each group, and the
weight of the fowvls of each group be-
fore and after the test. He should, of
course compare, as far as possible, ma-
ture birds with mature birds and not
with pullets ; or let him compare pul-
lets and pullets. Many people would
say that to feed more than twice a day
was a waste of time and energy I
should like to know the results of some
such experiment«as has been proposed.

I think, Mr. Editor, your suggestion
of -a column ' for age, in addition to

those shown in my table (see January
REvIEw,) is an excellent one. I have

really made this estimate of the effect
of age, but not in this convenient and
expressive manner. With remembrance

All-that is necessary is to place the box
over the lamp, as the box should have
no bottom. - Be careful to allow no
light to show except at the openirg
where the egg is held. If preferred, a
bull's eye lantern may be used instead.

Hold the egg to the opening, close
large end tip ; look through it at the
light, and after the eggs have been in
the incubator or under the hen a week,
clear eggs are infertile ; dark eggs
contain chicks unless rotten. Turn the
eggs around from left to right, or vice
versa, and the examination will be
easier.

BREEDING WHIiE DORKINGS.

BY MR. O. E. CRESSWELL.

I have been asked to write something
on " Breeding White Dorkings."
Though it may sound egotistical, I be-
lieve that the best service a breeder
can generally do for his brother fanciers
is to relate some of his own experience.
Mine in connection with white Dork-
ings extends over nineteen years, and
when I attempted to commit its story
to paper I soon found it would far ex-
ceed the limits of a short article. I
content myself therefore with trying to
summarise, as tersely as may be, the
leading points to which my experience

tells me a would-be successful breeder
of white Dorkings should turn his at-
tention.

I will ask my readers to take these
observations in conjuuction with the
"Standard" of our club and the illustra-
tion. The "Standard," which has been
drawn up with much care and after
much conference of breeders, describes
the ideally perfect white Dorking cock
and hen. The artist depicts them in
the illustration. It is for me broadly
and roughly to give some hints for
their production.

But, first, to prevent disappointment
to novices, I must say candidly that I.
have neither seen nor produced a per-
fect bird, though I have known hens
that came little short of perfection. It
is well that this should be thoroughly
realized by beginners. They naturally
study a "Standard," and then write for
stock to some well-known fancier; but
when they get birds, as assuredly they
must, in some points behind the ideal
ones, they are apt to think themselves
taken in. The mosP famous cup-win-
ners I know are only relatively perfect.

The heads under which I think
most points of excellence in white
Dorkings may be grouped are three ; I
will call them the three "C's"-consti-
tution, colour, and comb.

Constitution.-I put this point first,
as all-important. It is but trouble and
vexation to breed from weakly birds,
and the first endeavor a beginner
should make is to get vigorous stock.
How is such to be got ? .Partially it
must be taken on trust ; some reliable
breeder must be trusted to supply birds
from a strong family. There is as
much difference in the constitutions of
feathered as there is in those of human
families. But to a great extent an ed-
ucated eye will soân see the signs of
strength or its absence in any bird.
Many of the "Standard" points are such
not from arbitrary fancy, but because
they are sure indications of a vigorous
habit. I would especially mention

proud carriage and the well-clipped
wing, which show muscular power ; all
the points of leg and foot (save alone
the fifth claw), which indicate a power-
fully and well-constructed leg; even the
breadth and abundance of tail feathers
have their meaning. They are certain
a ccompaniments of r mina. On the
other hand such defects as "squirrel
tail," or slightly enlarged feet are sure
tokens of some weakness ; and most of
the "disqualifications" are practically
destructive of all healthy progeny.

Co/our.-There is a popular belief
t·hat all white poultry are delicate.
This I have disproved in rnany cases,
in none so conclusively as in that of
white Dorkings. I had kept the dark
'and silver-grey breeds for some time
before I tried the white, and I at once
found the latter to be the hardier race,
and I fnd them so still. But, it may
be said, what about the purity of the
white on which we insist ? Firstly, I
say it is b·eautiful and attractive, and
we wish our !poultry to be beautiful,
though useful, before all things ; but I
will say more - there is a practical
point in this purity of colour : it indi-
cates purity of race, and I verily believe
too, freedom from all inclination to the
prevalent complaint offancy poultry-
liver disease. Theorists aud unpracti-
cal people have advocated all sorts of
crosses to "improve" white Dorkings.
IHow they are to improve them I know
not, but this I do know, that for ten
generations impurity of race shows it-
self in yellow hackles, not necessarily
yellow in the birds youth, but easily so
turned by exposure to the sun. I have
often observed, too, that the first indi-
cation of liver disease in a white bird
is increasing yellowness of hackle. I
do not say that yellowish birds may
not be perfectly healthy, but it is safest
to select breeding stock from the pure
white. By caref1 selection I have
produced a family of silver-grey Dork-
ings, whose silvery hackles are no
- ire affected by the sun than are
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white pigeons. To produce a like
strain of white is my ambition and ex-
pectation.

Comb.-I place this point last, be-
cause it is partially an ornamental one,
yet by no means entirely so. I have
always found neatness of comb go with
vigor, and flabbiness with want of con-
dition. The best combed cock that I
have ever had (lie is a little too small to
have often appeared in the show pen),
has now entered his sixth year, yet
through the late miserable frost and
snow only one egg per dozen from his
three wives has proved infertile I
fear that these are rough and meagre
hints to the breeder of this most useful
and attractive fowl, but I must not ex-
ceed my allotted space.

the birds, but placed before them so
that they may use it as need requires.
When you throw in the fresh supply
have you ever noticed how the Lord
of the Harem will call in his most en-
gaging manner, to tell his fair corn-
panions that something " awful" good
bas been added to the bill of fare, and
to niake haste and get the best, " oh !
it is just lovely, my dears, just what we
have been wishing f. The very shar-
pest and cleanest gravel; and delicate
pieces you so much need for your
precious eggs ; my pretty little pets."
And so you may fancy him calling by
every endearing term to the feathery
ladies of his love. And how they
know-artful little coquettes-that he
bas some unusual treat for them, and
they will spread their wings and take up
as much space as possible to prevent
each other from getting the choicest
pieces. If it were unnecessary they
would act very differently I am sure.
Some people persist in calling the fan-
ciers method of feeding, ar4flcial; ',if
course by fanciers I am referring to
practical .men.) But that is an alto-
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gether mistaken idea. He but seeks
to provide as nearly as possible for his
birds in confinement, such food as his
observation has taught him they seek
for themselves wvhen at liberty. And
the more nearly he can supply such
muaterial as they procure for themselves,
the nearer he approaches to a natural
systeni of feeding. There is nothing
artificial in giving gravel, oyster shell,
coarser kinds of food, straw, cut hay,
etc. Friend Mortimer rightly says
'trash.' I dare say it looks to every
breeder "dirty trash," which is going a
step farther still. I muîst say according
to my notions and feelings I should de-
cline with thanks the invitation of the
most highly bred " male or female
rooster," to share his or her supper on
the manure pile. I would decline even
to go halves im a worm, vea. a butterfly
itself would not tempt me, but then
tastes differ "yer know." So let us

provide as far as possible the insect life,
the coarser elements of food such as
husk, hay refuse, litter piles from the
stables, shell, gravel, green food, dust
boxes to take the place of the open
ground in summer, clean pure water,
etc., in fact such a mixture, as near as
possible, as the birds pick up in the
summer, when at liberty to catch the
early worms and such like delicacies
themselves. I think that sheaf oats
and wheat, is one of the best foods;
the birds eat a surprising quantity of the
husk, and it is such a splendid plan :or
exercise to thresh it out themselves that
I never think of going into winter quar-
without it. I give the loose grain and
simply throw in enough sbaf stuff to
keep them busy; one day oats, another
wheat. Corapare it with results and it is
not at allas expensive as it may appear
at first, and then there is the benefit of
the straw besides.

Mr. Editor, I beg room for a short
notice of the accommodation for poul-
try at Collingwood Agricultural Fair,
as intimated in my last letter to RE-
vm.w. The great Northern Exhibition
needs no words of mine to extend its

fiame. It is as well known ana popular
as your great Industrial, and deserved-
ly so. But I am to confine my remarks
to the poultry department. The build-
ing devoted to poultry exhibits is large
and well lighted, the coops are a good
size, but the fronts are covered with
laths too close to allow the birds to be
seen to advantage, but it is pjomised
that wire fronts shall be added this
year. Some idea of the extent of the
exhibit there may be gained when I
tell you that round the sides th, coops
are three tiers deep, and in the cen.re
block of coops which face both ways
there are four tiers, and even with this
accommodation there are a large num-
be, of birds hae to be shown in exhi-
bitor's own cops. The last two years
an entry fee of ten cents per coop has
been paid, with the result that a larger
exhibit and much finer stock has been
shown. Major Lloyd of Newmarket
was the iudge this year and gave per-
fect satisfaction as nearly as it can be
done. The management are getting
quite enthusiastic over this departmient,
which is growing a " big boy " on their
hands, and if they only carry out the
plans proposed this year their poultry
building will be one of the dest that
can be desired. With such a chickcn-
man as Mr. H. Foreman in their midst,
with two or three others not far behind,
fanciers cannot fail to feel they are "to
hum" in the pretty town of Colling.
wood. Our feathered friends in the
same town some sixteen years ago
could have been counted on your tw,
hands; I mean, our respectable feathered
friends, those whicb approached the
nearest to the thoroughbred of to-day.
Few would have thought it possible
that in less than ten years there would
be several classes of thoroughbred
birds on exhibition. For I asked more
than once in those days where I could
obtain soma thoroughbred birds; and
more than once I was asked what kind
they were, and told that they did not
know what I meant. However the
Great Northern has for years encour-

aged to the utmost of its power nd
fostered by its interest, one of the great-
est commercial industries of the present
day ; one too that promises to be -rat
amidst the greatest, in the near future.
Their prize list has been liberal and
classes for young and old are now th-,
general order. The management has
been improving the last two years, and
ere long all will be complete for birds
and exhibitors. One thing is certain it
is going ahead as fast as possible, and
wishing it increased success and useful-
ness I will conchide this short note on
a very large subject.

A MOVABLE ROOST.

A convenient arrangement may be
made by nailing four boards one foet
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wide each, and four teet long, together
with strips at the ends and centre.
Legs one foot high should be attached,
and two perches, about the length ot
the boards, placed six inches froin the
floor made by the boards.

From the first they inherit the large
comb, erect in the cock, lopped in' the
hen. From the second it has the yel-
low leg and poor flesh which is much
depreciated. It is exceedingly prolific,
lively, and if the fiesh were better this
would assuredly be the veritable farm-
ers fowl, that which costs little and
yields much. It is little known, and
only as a fancy variety, but ail the
breeders who possess specimens are aIl
satisfied, and no one here doubts that
in some years it will rank first amongst
French fowis. It will be known and
appreciated for its merits as it ought
to be. There are but two varie-
ties known in France, the brown and the
white.

THE BROWN COCK ; head, short;
beak, long and crooked and yellow in
color ; eye, red ; comb, very large,
straight, evenly serrated and red in
color ; wattles, long ; face, red ;
neck, long, covered with a cloak of fine
feathers ; body, oval, fairly high on leg;
shoulders, broad ; back, round ; breast,
wide ; leg, slender and bright yellow .
toes, slender and straight ; four toes to
each foot ; tail, bushy, composed of
very large and grand sickles carried
the same height as the Minorca.
Weight, from 4 to 6 pounds, offal
light. The Leghorn cocks are inclined
to be quarrelsome.
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HEN ; head, fine and graceful ;
comb, very large, foided over on the
head, bright red in color ; wattles,
long and rounded ; face, deep red ; ear,
lobes of moderate size, and pure white,
whichis distinctly the sign of good layers
The rest same as the cock. The lay-
ing season is very fong, and the eggs
are very large. They are practically
non-sitters.

PLUMAGE, cock ; head, orange red;
hackle of same color ; small and mid-
die wing feathers dull red ; large feath-
ers, black, with a green lustre.
Primaries, black, except extreme ends
which are bordered with light brown.
Secondaries ; insjde feathers, black,
outside, light brown ; breast of brilliant
black ; tail, black, edged with brown
sickles, black with green lustre. Hen;
hackle, golden yellow, streaked with
black, breast, a clear brown ; shafts of
feathers white ; the rest partridge color,
exceDt tail which "is black.

DUNNVILLE SHOW.

About 9 o'clock on the 16th. I hitched

my horses, and in cc mpany with a friend

we started for the Dunnville Poultry
Show, with a f<w pair of my own birds,
the wheeling being very good for the
time of year which it generally is any time
on the Forks Road leading to Dunnville.
When within a few rods of Rink we saw
sornething in the street ahead which
seened like a house moving,as we drove
nearer we saw it was a large load of
coops and cages for the show, being the
third or forth delivery from the Express
O ffice;these birds being mostly from the
large breeders of the west. Just as wYe
drove up in front of the show-rooni I
was greeted by the friendly hand shak-
ing (f the President, and other officers
of the society, at the same time my birds
were carefully being unloaded and car-
ried intotheRink by the conmittee,and
otters engaged by the Society for the
convenience of exhibitors.-a After I had
my birds all properly placed, I presen-
ted myself before the Sec.,Mr. Marshall,
for my entry tickets, which were aIl ready
and handed me in a jiffy. After at-
taching these to my coops I took a scout
around to sce how the competition ivas,
and although there were not as many
birds as at Grimsby the competition in
some classes was nearly as good. The
building is large, commodious and weil
fitted for the occasion, for wnich the
officers deserve ail the praise imaginable.
One very interesting feature was the
Dog Show, Grimsby would outnumber
this show on birds but I an quite safe
in saying, I think,that Dunnville would
double the number of dogs that were
shown at Grimsby. With two good bands
playing, dogs grand march around the
rooni twice, while the quack of the duck
and the crow of the cock brought you
to think that everything was going but
the cook stove, and some said that
would go in the morning.

ANNUAL EXHIBITION.

The Sixth Annual Show of the Bow-
nianville Poultry Association was neld
in î:hat town on the 2nd, 3 rd, and 4th
of January, and we are very much
gratified to see that our efforts in mak-
ing this a good and successfut show are
appreciated by a large number of exhi-
bitors, both from the East and West.
Many new faces were with us, fror
Toronto, Malton, Kingston, and other
points, and one and all expressed their
satisfaction, at the fair and courteous
treatment they received at the hands of
the directors, and members of this
association. The judging gave univer-
sal satisfactioa. The practice that Mr.
Smelt bas had, conbined with
his practical knowledge of the
different varieties of poultry, rank
him as second to none of our
Canadian judges. His interpretation
of the American Standard of Excellence
is certainly fairer to the breeder than
that of some of the American judges
who are apt to allow themselves to be
led away by an American ideal, that
the breeders of Canada would scarcely
care to copy or breed to. We are not
aware that the correctness of judge-
ment was questioned in a single in-
stance, which is highly satisfactory, no
doubt, to friend Smelt.

There were 542 entries of birds, and
a large nuniber of pigeons. In the
Poultry classes some of the birds would
I be hard to beat,and this more noticeably
in the Cochir.s, Brahmas, and white and
brown Leghorns. These classes were
full, the Leghorns especially so, and it
speaks well for the care given to them,
that very rcw birds were disqualified for
defects of any kind. The Plymouth
Rocks, Hamburgs, of the dufferent
varieties, and Polands were large clas.
ses, and contained sone exceedingly
fine birds. We were pleased to sce
the small fowl exhibitors to the front.
The show of Gaine Bantams was large,
and some of the birds were beauties,
\.no have won red tickets in more than
one Canadian exhibition. The Fancy
Bantanis were also out in full force,
especially the Pekins, of which there
were no less than fourteen entries.
There was the usual show of ducks,
geese and turkeys. A pair of Bronze
turkeys. shown by A. Tamblyn, and a
pair of Aylesbury ducks by George

Vright, being particularly admired.
The success of the sho. held in this

town is very gratifying to the directors
and members of this association. They
have not had a failure since the com-
Tiencement, six years ago, and this
year they determined to give all prizes
on single birds, thus doub1inýg th.!ir
prize '-st of last year.

LEGAL DECISIONS REGARDING
NEWSPAPERS.

i. Any person who takes a paper regularly
froi the post office whether directed in his
naine or anothers, or whether he has subscrib-
cd or not, is responsible for payment.

2. If a person orders his paper discontinued,
he must pay all arrears, or the publisher may
continue to send it until payment is made, and
then collect the whole amount, whether the
paper is taken from the office or not.

3. In suits for subscriptions, the suit niay
be instituted in the place where the paper is
published, althougli the subscriber may reside
hundreds of miles away.

4. The courts have decided that refusing to
take ncwspapers or periodicals from the post
o'fice, or removing and leaving them uncalled
or, w hile unpaid, is "prima facie" evidence
of intentional fraud.
