THOSE SAMOA STAMPS.

BY JOHN R. HOOPEIR.

Mueli has been said and wvritten of
the new issue of stamps of arnoa, and
wide and laughingly diverse are the
opinions bestowed on the last, euission
of this country, called the Il palm-trèe
series." The PhiQatclié Fo2rtnighily
advises its readers te leave the issue

severely alone. Vie Wleste-7i Pitilatelisi
dlaims the issue has been received on
letters throughl the post office. Thie
Ph ilatli Gazette snys fhat the counter-
foiting of Sarnoan stamps is carried on ln
Paris extensiv'ely, and that, as regards,
their use for postal purposes, they are as
valuable as the originals. The HALIFAI

PHILATELIST, being still in dowbt as re-
garding the real postal value of these
starni*s, 1 hasten to givo whait I consider
the only correct version of the Sarnoaii
starnp issues that I have obtained throughi
long corresponclence, extending back
over a vear. lui the first ph-ce, tiiere are
g'enuline ý8a1oan stamj)s of tlue fii-st
"express series" wieh are exteiisive1y

counterfeited. These stamps were useil
local ly. I have on the authority of a Sanioan
officiai, but very few put in circulation.
I have, however, reason to believe that a
large nuiber of sheets were struck <Tf
frorn the origina-l plates, for the sole
benefit o>f s<>e eîiterprising stimip deaier,
so there is ne likelihood of thieir hein-
any great rdrities. On account of thio
peculiar surroundings of the first issue,
the second issue, or "palnî-tree serie,"
m.'as accepted quite dubiously by thie
philatelie ivorld, but thîs new series is
really a governinent issue, it is not a
a local express~ .f is used for stamp duty
and zeill carry lecrs to, foreign countries.
Thsis I have proveiî te my evident satis-
faction. The central post office in Sanioa
is at Apia, and aIl foreign letters corne
through that office, hience nearly ail of
the latter issue are post n]arked at Apia.
Before these stamps wvere chronicled in
any philatelie paper, I received a letter
from an old schoolmate of mine, -%vho is
now Attorney-General of Hawaii, and
in it he encloses an enivelope rcceived by
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hiîn frotr Sanmoa. Tht envelope is
mtaînped by a 2 pence, orange, and a 4
pwnce, bine, Samnan stamip, and bears
thie postmark «'Apia-Jan. 5- -Saiioa."
it tooki just six weekzs to send that letter
frorn Samoca to Honolulu, and it is evi-
dent that there is a systîni of postage iii

Vhe former colintry. Vhnt the stnnip, on
tie envelope in îny posseýssion1 paid
postage bctween those two poiritts, is
stifficipnt for iiie te place thern in miy
collection lis a gfenuinc postagre stallp.
1 hiave not as y-et seen aniy counterfeits
oif the second issue, so cannot describe
alnv differeuces. Very tèev collettors
hanve n genhine fir'st issue coniplete. yet
cMilplete sets Pre advertised wholesale,
about 5 cents a set. Let oui' yauthful
1callectors heware of Sanioan stanips,
Imrticularly tho tirst " express " issue,
but at the sunel) tnie know thiat the
8ecoiid izisue wt*re autliorize(l by the
