Go ye, therefore, and teach all nations : haptizing
them into the name.of the Father, and of the Son and of
tho Holy Ghost. Matt. 28.:.19.

1. What is Baptism 1

(1) Baptism:is.a rite or ceremony belonging:

to the Gospel dispensation. The first mention
made of this rite in God’s Word is:in the.ac-
count given of the harbenger of Christ, when
he came to prepare the way of the Lord, to
roake his paths struight he .preached the bap-
tism.of repentance for the remission of sins ; and
le said, he that sent:me to baptize with water,
the-same said unto me : Upon whom thou shalt
see-the Spirit descending and remaining on him,
the same is he which -baptizeth with-the Holy
Ghost, . °

(b) 1t did not come in the place of Jewish
washings or:sprinklings ; neither does-it till the
place of’circumeision ;

(¢) It‘was'not prophesied of by Isaiah when
he said; so ‘shall- he sprinkle many nations ;
neither-by: Ezekiel,-in the words, Then will 1
sprinkle clean water upon you, and you shall bo
clean;. The -vord-used by these prophets was
nottthe,same, word used by our Saviour ; neither
did these:prophesies refer to this dispensation.

(d) Tt.is-the ceremony instituted by John
the Baptist to which our Saviour submitted to
fulfill all righteousness and leave an example
for His followers, and Jesiis bas made it the rite
of induction int6 His kingdom. We are said
by Paul'to be baptized into Christ, and in so0
déing to'put-on Christ.

2,” ‘How is'baptism performed }

Here we meet an app.rent difficulty, for the
translators-of ‘King. James did- not, for some
rsason, translate the word that.tells the how of
its being:perforned, but left us with a Greek
word. with an English ending. Were we to ex-
amine the-Greek:Jexicons and Greek literature
we inight satisfy ourselves as to the action,
But this difficulty is-only apparent, for circum-
stantial. evidence is sometimes stronger than
direct testimony. Let us then investigate the
woid.of Giod on this subject, and

(2) 'Wefind that when this rite was to be
performed they sought a place where there was
much water. .(Johniii: 23.) And John also
was baptizing in Znon, near to Salim, because
there was much water there. They baptized in
the viver; (Mark i: 5.) And- there went out
unto.him .all the land of Judea, and they of
Jeérusalem, and were all baptized of him in the
river of:Jordun,.confessing:their sins.

(b) Before they were baptized, they, (both the
administrator and the person to be baptized),
went down into the water. (Acts viii: 38.) And
he commanded the chariot to stand still, and
theéy went. doon both: into the water, both Philip
axnd the eunich, and he baptized him.

(¢) Afterthey were baptized ihey cawe up
out of the water, -(Mat. iii: 16.) -And Jesus
when- hé-was baptized, went up straightway out
of the water, and, 10, the heavens -were opened.

unto him, and he saw the spirit of God de-
scending like a dove and lighting uwpon him,
and, lo, a voice from heaven saying, ¢ This is my
beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.  Acts
viii: 39.—And when they were come up.out of the
water, the Spirit of the Lord caught away Philip,
thut the eunuch saw him no more, and he went
on his way rejoicing. Were we tol i common
sense work we might let the subject rest there,
for who evér knew a preacher to take a candi-
date for baptism to a river where there was
much water, to go down with the candidite into
the water for any other purpose but to dip or
immerse him, I have never-seen such a thing
done, and I.do not suppose that the apostles
were more simple than men of the present day.

for Paul. says in Rom. vi: 4. 5, “Therefore we
are buried with him by baptism into death,

of the Father, even 50 we also should walk. in
newness of life. For if we have been planted
togetlier in the likeness of his death, we shall
be also in the likeness of his reswrrection.””” And
againin Col. ii: 12. ¢“Buried with him'in bap-
tism, wherein also yu are visen with him through
the faith of the operation of God, who hath
raised bim from tho dead.” Paul also states the

hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and
our bodies washed with pure water.” And once
moro we read in Tit. iii: 5. ¢ Not by works of
righteousness which we have done, but according
to his mercy he saved us by the washing of re-
generation, and renewing of the Holy Ghost.”
In the figures which Paul has here used we can
see but one action. No person can be said to
be buried until they are covered, neitheris any-
thing said to beplanted until it is covered. Our
Saviour once had a conversation -with a man
who cama to ask about the kingdom which He
was soon to set up, and Jesus informed him that
in order for a man to enter thut kingdom, he
must be born again, born of water and the Spirit.
These figures all point in one direction. A
person then, in being baptized, goes to a river,
or where there is much water, and then he with
the admiuistrator, goes down into the water,
where he is 'buried and raised up to walk in the
newness of life, Then he comes up ont of the
water.

3. Whoare to be baptized

(8) Those who were capable of making a
decision for themselves and of going to the place
where the baptizing was to be done. 'We never
read of any person being brought to John, to
Jesus, or to the apostles for baptism.

(b) Those who believed the Gospel.  Mark
xvi: 16.—He that believeth and is baptized
shall be saved. We find by an examiration of
the preaching of ‘the apostles, after they had
been commissioned by the Lord that their fivst
preaching was to present Chuist as having died
for our sins, according to the Scriptures, having

Scriptures. (1 Cor. xv: 4) When these facls
were believed with all the hedrt, or in other
words, when they believed that Jesus was the

Christ,- the Son-of God, they were baptized,

But we are not left to imagine what was done,:

that like as Christ was raised up by the glory.

result to the body in these words, *“ Havinyg our-

been buried and risen -again, according- to the

(Actsviii: 12; viii: 37; xviii: 8,) Many other
passages might be cited to establish this fact, but
we deem these sufficient.

(¢) Those who repent.

Our Lord has said, except ye repent ye shall
all likewise perish as did those upon whom the
tower in Siloam: foll, and those Galileans whose
blood Pilatc mingled with their sacrifices, and
Pauil said wlien speaking to those on Mars Hill,
The tithes of this ignorance God Winked at, but
now commandeth all men everyivhere to fepent.
In the first sermon preached after the Lord hid
commissionéd His apostles, we are told tiixt
when they heard that the person whose ‘blood
theyhad called to reést oh thiem; and ‘on theéir
childrén, was raiSed‘up, exaltéd, and made by

-God, Lord and Christ, they weéré pricked in

theéir hearts, and said unto Pétér and’ ilié rest
of ‘thie apostles: “ Men and brethren, wliat shiall
we do.” Now, Peter wag fitted to tell'them,
for he had received the Comfoiter, the ‘Holy
Ghost; and‘he spoke as the Spirit gave bim ut
terance, and the answer which he gave them
was this: ¢ Repent, and be baptized every one
of you in the name of JesusChrist.” ‘(Acts'ii: 38.)
Peter has given us the order here and who
would dave to change it. We see then that
persons coming tq baptism were required.to be-
lieve tho Gospel and repent.

(d) Those who confessed. Christ.

When. the eunuch said to Philip. see; here is
water what doth hinder me-to bo baptized, he.
said: 7 believe that Jesus Christ. is -the Son.
of God.” (Acts viii: 37.) In writing to the
Romans Paul says: « With the heart man be-
lieveth unto righteousness, and with the mouth
confession is made unto salvation.” (Rom. x:10.)
And the righteousness. which is of fuith speaketh
ou this wise....The word is nigh thee, even in
thy mouth-and in thy heart, that is the word of
faith which we preach. ¢ That if thou shalt
confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and
shalt beliove in thine heart that God bath raised’
Him from the dead, thou shalt bo saved. (Rom.
x: 8,9.) The persons then who were baptized
by the apostles had their hearts changed, or
puriied, for faith makes this change as we learn
from Peter. (Acts xv: 9.) God put no differ-
ence between us and them, purifying their hearts
by faith, Their actions were changed, for this
i¢ the office of repentance. It is a turning from
one thing to another, in this case from sin to
righteousness. _The confession of Christ as_the
Son of God indicates to the world that these
changes have taken place. Baptism without
these changes is a myth, is not in reality a bap-
tism at-all. I would not knowingly lead down
into the water for baptism any person in which
these changes had not takén place for any con-
sideration.

4. What is the design of-this institution? .

a). Remissior.of sins, a present salvation.
We find that the baptism of John had this de-
sign, for Mark says: (i chap., 4 verse) “John
did baptize in the wildorness and preach the
baptism of repentance for the remission of sin.”
Remission of sins then was an object -to_be- at-
tained in being baptized -by John ;-but, is that
ohject to; be attained in obeying the command of
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Jesus, to be baptized. Iet us examine the
commission given by Christ to his apostles just
after lns asconston, (Mark 16: 160 And he
snid unto them: * Go ye into all the world and

preach the Gospel to every creature. He that [ gapon. There is joy in heaven and among tllo|

Lelieveth and is b.spt,ia:\l shull Le saved, and ke
that Lulieyoth not shall be damwed.”  Here we
have a salvation promised to them who belicve
and are baptized. In what sense were they
saved? Tt us turn to the account given by
Luke of the same commission. (Luke 24: 46, 47.)
Thus it was written and thus it behoved Clvist
to suffer, and to rise from the dead the third
day. And that repentance and remission of sins
should be preached in his name among all nations,
beginning at Jerusalem. And ye are witnesses
of theso things. And behold I send the promise
of my Father upon you; but tarry ye in the
¢ity of Jerusalem until ye be endued with power
from on high. We see that the saved of Mark
is vemission of sins with Luke. But how did
the apostles understand this matter when they
began to act in this matter. Let us turn to
their first sermon. (Aects 2: 38.) Then Peter
said unto them : “ Repent and be baptized every
one of you, in the name of Josus Cluist for the
remission of sins and ye shall receive the gift
of the Holy Ghost.” The remission or forgive-
ness of our past sins is » design of baptism.

(b) It is the initiation rite by which the
believing penitent who las confessed Clrist
with his mouth is inducted into the Kingdom
or Church of Christ—into Christ’s body. (Ron
vi: 3) ¢ Know ye not that so many of us as
were baptized into Jesus Christ weve bap-
tized into his death.” (Gal, iii: 27.) « For
as many of you as have been baptized into
Christ have put on Christ.” It is the act by
which our stato or relation to God—to Christ—
is changed,  We may come very near to Christ
betore baptism ; in fact, we must come very
near, but before it we are out of Christ, after it
we are in Christ.

RECAPITULATION.

1. Baptism ig not n ceremonial washing,
9. It belongs to the gospel dispensation.

3. It is performed by burying a proper sub-
jeet in water, in the name of Christ and into
the name of the Father and of the Son and of
the Holy Ghost.

4. A proper person for baptism is one who
comes voluntarily, believing in Jesus with all
his heart, repenting ot his sins and confessing
Christ.

5. 'To such baptism is for remission of past
sins and to induct into Christ.

OBITUARY,

Died at Lexington, Ky., on Sunday, 16th ult.,
Bro. Job. T, Journeay, in the 29th year of his age.

A startling telogram reached us on the 156th,
stating the oxtreme illness of vur Bro., and prepat-
ing the way, in some measure, for another, more
painful but less unexpectcd, annonncing his death.

But a few days previous we received a letter from
him, full of life, and health, and expectation, and
so soon after, the sad, sad news of his painful and
untimely death! While we sometimes feol the
stroke too heavy to benr, we must not forget it is
the Father's hand that wiclds the rod ; and the
closer we cling to that hand the lighter the stroka.

Though we mourn his early removal froin a life
of’ promlsed uaefulness, we cannut regrot his bliss-

ful transition from a world. of care, nnd sorrow, and

chunge, to one where he can rest face to faco with
his Redeemer and’ hie God.

Our dopamd Bro. was born at Weymouth, |

Digby County, and was baptized on a confession of
his faith in Christ, by Elder4Y. A. Gates, at South-
ville, in April, 1881, Soon after his confession of
Chirist, he became impressed with the importance
of his Master’s work, and decided to dovote his
time, his talents, his life, to. proclaiming the way
of lifo to others.

With all tho enthusiasm of his nature he went
mto the work of proparation for the ministry ; and
to this end he entered Lexington University as o
studernt in Sept., 1882. ‘He had'nearly comploted
his second year of study ; and woe were expecting
soon to moet him'again, enjoy his companionship,
and hear from his lips the words of life and love.
But alas! we.shall seo him no more till the day
when graveyards shall give back the treasure we
lent them, and we all meet before the throne of
God.

Our Bro.'s great forte was determination. What
he tindertook must be done; and in this lies much
of the secrot of that success that the w orld ascribes
to genius.

frankness that won himn friends where\ er he was
known.

His illness was obstruction of the bowels, and
Iasted about twelve days.

He was buried in Lexington, away from kindred
but not from friends,

He married in.April, 1881, the youngest daughter
of the writer, whom he leaves a widow to mourn
the removal of an affectionate husband—a Christian
companion. He also leaves an aged father, brothers
and sisters, and numerous friends to lament their
irreparable loss.

It turns only one way,
while othur keys turn backward and forward, The
key of knowledge opens a secret or turns a rmystery
into a revelation. When a mystery is revealed the
work of the key is done. We understand the keys
of the kingdom to be the keys of knowledge. Jesus
spe. ks of the mysteries of the kingdom and not of
its doors or gates, He tells his apostles that their
cyes and ears said and heard what many prophets
and wise men sought for in vain. It was given
unto them to know the mysteries of the kingdom of
heaven. Sce Matt. xi: 25, Luke x: 21, 23, 24
& 8: 10.  These men became stewards of the mys-
tery of God (1 Cor. iv: 1.)to declare or make known
the mysteries to mankind.

Gravitation was once a mystory kuown only to
the Creator. Newton had the key which opened
this mystery for all mankind.

But, although the kingdom was opened to the
Jews at Pentecost, neithor Peter nor auny one olse,
for sovoral years after, know ‘‘that the Gontiles
should bo follow-heirs, and of the same body, aud
partakers of his promise in Christ by the gospel.”
—(Eph. iii. 6.) Petor thought thom unclem, bnt
step by step ho was led by the Spirit to go and
preach to a Gontile audionce in the house of Cor-
neliua, as worded in the 10th chap. of Acts. While
preaching the gospe! of Christ to them the Holy
Spirit miracnlously fell on thom and settled for-
ever the glorious fact ¢“ that God hath to tho Gen-
tiles granted repentance unto life.” Here Peter
used the second key and opened the kingdom to
the Gentiles. Did he shut that kingdom and ronder
it necessary for anothor to have the key ! Certainly
not. The same opening sorves uutil the end of
time. Others preached the gospel to the Gentiles
aftor the sccrot was made known by Peter. Finally
Paul had charge of that departinent, ps the gospel
of circumcision was committed to Peter.—(Acts
xiii: 2, 3, 4. Rom, xi: 13. Gal. it: 7, 8, 9.
Eph. iii: 8.

The glorious gospel of Christ. was thus revealed
and became the power of God unto salvation to
every one that believeth, to the Jews first, and also
to-the Gentiles, and no power terrestrial or infernal
can close it. Allmen who wish to be saved can
now learn from the lips of the only man who ever
had the keys of the kingdom, how they can be saved.

The same apostle tells the saved ‘how they can
abide in Christ and gain the eternal kingdom. Add
to your faith virtue, knowledge, temperance,
patience, godliness, brotherly kindness, charity.
For if ye do these things ye shall never fall, for so
an cntrance shall be ministered unto you abundantly
into the cverlasting kingdom of our Lord and
Saviour, Jesus Christ.—(11 Peter, 1.)

But although Peter had the keys of the kingdom
he never claimed the power to forgive sins, It was
said of none but the Son of Man that he had power
on carth to forgive sins. Jesus gave the apostles
power to heal all diseases and to expel demons, but
not power to forgive sins, Ie sent them to teli in-
fallibly how God would forgive sins through Christ,
and speaking metonymically says: * ‘Whosoever
sins ye remit they are remitted unto them, &e.—
(John xx: 23.) e neversaid that-they could forgive
a man his sins against God. Peter tells 'his hearers
to save themseltes from the ungodly, (Actsii: 40.)
but never. hints that he could save them: Cornelius
was to send. for Peter, not to save him, but to tell
him words whereby he and all his house should .be
saved.—(Acts xi: 14.) The apostles had.a treasure
in earthen vessels that the excellency:of the power
may be of Qod and not of them. The casket is
carthly but the jewel is eternal and divine.  Mirncles
were their credential and yet they never claimed the
power to forgive sins. But what can be thought of
men who have no such credentials ¢laiming such
power? Who would prefer being guided by such
pretenders to receiving the glorious gospel of’ the
blessed God?

‘Luke 12.

It is generally conceded, I believe, that tho two
brothers referred to in the 13th vorse were sons of
tho rich man mentioned in the 16th verse. So
regarding it, and desirous of bringing out the full
force of tho Saviour's romarks in presenting a por-
trature of human nature, but, by no means to be
copied, we givo a brief statement of the whole
case.

About the timo of the Saviowr there lived in
Juden o cortain rich man, whose ground brought
forth plontifully—to such an extent.that his barns
were insufficient to hold the increase.

my fruits and my goouds, and in addition to this I
will now decide what my future course in life shall
be—T will say to my soul, soul, thou hast much
goods laid up for many years, take thine ease, eat,
drink and bomerry !  The troublesome questions
settled to his entire satisfaction, he feels somowhat
rolieved, nnd is soon with the members of his family
making known to thom hig plans for the future.
With pardonable pride they recognize his wisdom
and ability to meot successfully alnost any iminer-
geney.

It is now past midnight and allis hushed in sleep ;
but God who never slumbers, looks down upon
that poor man and saya: ‘¢ Thou fool, this night
thy soul is required of thee, then whose shall those
things be which thou hast provided 3 The morn-
ing dawns, and the family which a few hours ago
was full of joy is.now overwhelmed in grief, for
the angel of death during the night had quietly cut
down the etay and support of that family. Through
the day the nows of the sudden death flies from
house to house. The neighbors are astonished ;

-serious and holy thoughts take possession of .each

heart as to who will be the next, The day for the
funeral arrives and everything isin readiness. The
friends from farand near wend their way to tho
house of mourning, snd waiting for the time to
march in-funeral order, they stand around in groups
discussing the wholo course and conduct of the
man’s life. Some remembering the time and place
of his birth, when he came into the present neigh-
borhood a poor-boy, but through hard work and
prudence he had becomo a rich man.

After a while the enquiry is started and search is
made for a will of the father ; but no will has been
made. Still no unpleasintness is approhended;
each member is interested in the welfare of the
other; their honesty and love for each other is
proverbial,

But in a few months tho desire of gain begins to
grow ;. sclf-interest bégins to-doom up ; the rizhts
of others ave lost sight of ; and one bugins to make
claims which are denied by the others.

We wonld
judlge him to be a kind, good-hearted, jovial fellow.
His Toulishness consisted in this. (a) In laying up
troasures on earth and nonc in heaven. (b) In work-
ing and wearing out his physicial frame to gathor
around him, not simply enough fur ¢wn support,
but also tu furnish riches, carthly riches, for his
children after him.  (¢) In counting that he had a
number of years to live, when he had no promise
to that effect, and the uncertainty of life was
everywhere to be scen.  (d) That ease and comfort
and life were found and attained by the possession
of earthly goods.

FOREIGN.

UNITED STATES.

Despatches from Cincinnati, March 28th, give
the following account of the riots : The outrageous
miscorriage of justice in this oity, so soverely com-
mented on for years, but whioch has recently been
growing almust intulerable to the better disposed
portion of tho community, culminated to-day, when
Wm. Berner, a self-convicted ‘murderer, whose
crime was & most bratal one, by the verdict of a
jury escaped the capital punishment he so richly
deserved, and was sentenced to 20 years’ imprison-
ment in the penitentiary. When the sentence be-
cama generally known, public mdignation knew no
bounds. Ten thousand persons gathered at Music
Hall in response to the call by reputable citizens to
take action on the verdict. Dany could not get
inside the bnilding. Strong resolutions were adopt-
ed condemning the verdict, and a committee on
legislation was appointed. On adjournment, the
vast crowd moved directly to the jail. where they
began an attack on the front door. The police,
however, gained control of the jail and dispersed
the mob, On Saturday night the riot was again
resumed and the court house burned. The State
militia was called out, and fired upon the mab from
the jail windows, Killing and wounding. many. Oa
Sunday the rioting was again resumed, but the
troops were too much for the mob, and quiet is now
restored.

The number killed outright or dying at the
hospital up to midnight, April 1, is 41. The nnm-
ber wounded is 120 and probably half as many more
wounded not. reported, Burner, who caused the
riot and bloodshed escaped during the riot, but he
was recaptured and lodged in tho psnitentiary at
Columbus.

In Saunderaville, a thriving town of 1,500 inha-
bitants in Washington county, East Central Geor-
aia, there was & fearful uprising of negroes on Sat-
urday night and an attempt on their part to mas-
sacre all the white people in the town and county.
The trouble was due to the arrival of a communis-
tic emissary who convoked in the-woods, outside of
the town, a uegro mass mecting of abous five hun-
dred. The negroes were told that they were poor-
ly paid and little better than serfs, and that the
only way to right their wrongs was to murder
every whito person in the County and take posses-
sion of all tho property of their victims, which, he
said, rightfully belonged to them, and not to the
whites. The negroes were supplied with money
which they freely spent for whiskey, and were thus
made more -than ordinarily excitable, After the
meeting the negroes paraded the streots, boasting
of their contemplated wassacro.  The local military
company was called to arms, and quietness again
vestored.
