The sacrifice
of life -attending this hazardous occupation greatly exceeds that
of the previous ycar, while the loss of vessel property in connec-
tion with the fishing industry is the largest ever record-
cd in a single year fromi that port. The total nuber of vessels
lost is 29, against 10 the previous ycar. The number of lives lost
is 112, against 53 the previous year.

-CrARLEsToNX advices report the rice market steady with sales
of 1,693 barrels at 3 ta 3Vc for fair up ta 5 ta 5%c for prime. The
total receipts from Septemiber 1 ta October 12 have been 5,453
barrels, against 4,292 barrels for the corresponding time of last
year. The total exports have been 3,470 barrels, against 3,312
barrels for the corresponding time ]ast year, leaving a stock (on
hand and slip-board) of 1,783 barrels, against 1,042 barrels for the
corresponding day last year.

-- AnAxN cattle appear ta be exceptionally froc from disease.
According ta Prof. Brown's statenent there were landedat Liver-
pool and Debtford in 1893 four Canadian animais affected with
pleuro-pneumnonia. From the States there were received, 36
animais with this disease. The iealthiness of Canadian sheep
nay be inferred from the statement that only one sheep from
Canada was reported ta have been affected with " seat," whereas
from Chili there came 120, and fron Argentine 1,053 with this
disease.

In that period the
Mutual Life has paid for taxes $1,897,946 ; the Equitable, $1,518,.
010 ; the Connecticut Mutual, $1,485,952; the New York Life,
$1,273,986 ; a total of $0,246,780. Thus four companies pay ane-
half of this enornous total.

-Ous Trenton, Ont., correspondent writes: Messrs. Gilmsour

lation is the only item of the Return showing any coli-
siderable movemnent. hie excess over August is $3,084,-
700, a decline of $-t433,210 fron the highest output of
the month, the total at the close of September -being
S833,355,156. A year ago the figures were $35,128,026.

The average circulation of the banks for the five
ypars 1880-03 wras $33,140,600, and the greatest expan-
sion ½39.51,318 in November 180.2. In 1893 the high-
esGòàintcaehed was $37,834,627. Had our agricul-
tural export trade nsot fallen sone 50 per cent. during
tlhe last quarter we might have witnessed a return to
these figures in September. As respects the course of
trade we are not worse off than our ieighbors wihose
exports of breadstuffs during the montli just closed were
$10,000,000 less than in 1893. The cause of this is a
restricted foreign demuand rather than. indisposition to
sel. Wlieat and cotton whicli doninuate the geieral
movemnent of the markets are lower in price than ever
before chronicled, and this fact tends to check expan-
sion of traffme in other commodities.

The combined falling off in Canadian exports and
imports for the quarter just ended is slightly over
$8000,000. Trade discounts renain almost stationary.
This points to a feature of the Septeiber business
worthy of attention, viz. that the new advances lead-
ing to expansion of circulation were offset by equivalent
realizations of commodities previousily borrowed agaiist,
and thus no change in the discount total is obser-
vable.

The aggregate of discounts is $190,773,025 as against
$204,654,480 for the corresponding period of 1803. It
was thien our opinion that, quite apart from any pre-
cautionary curtailiment of advances due to the crisis
across the border, the advances of 1893 were over-ex-
panded in themnselves, having risen from $188,107,1.35
in the previous year. The decline to present figures,
though indicatinîg slackness of trade, is a wholesomne
change for the year to have evolved. The more does it
appear so when we remind ourselves that disturbingo
eleinents have not disappeared fron the financial
centres of the United States. The Treasury balance
there has not beenî restored to sound condition, being
still under $61,000,000, The gold shipiments which tle
condition of the sterling exclange market render
profitable,- and probably, in fact which have already be
gun], create apprehsensions and the saume cautionary
policy wlich Canadian bankers adopted tiis time a year
ago, cau wisely be renewed.

li this con nection it is deemed a pity that our pro-
vincial governmnent should seek to renew abroad, it a
commission, a loan which if really needed our local
banking institutions could absorb -with case London
and Paris markets, a year ago, viewed further provincial
borrowings with a degree of disfavor. At the present
juncture, the opportunity to utilize our home strength
in deposits in view of the fact just mentioned, and of
very recent and unvarranted cloyen-foot eriticism
by a portion of the London press, should not be
heedlessly passed by.

The banks have reduced their reserves of gold and
legal tenders $237,084 since A ugust, but still maintainî

a strong position. Their total strength in this respect
is $23,560,000 against $20,000,000 a year ago, and $18,-
000,000 in 1802. Greater strength is needed in soie
individual cases.

Overdue debts, notwithstandimg idsnmmer and
autumn appropriations are increased $372,836 since Sep-
tember 1893. It is nevertheless satisfactory to note

e that the overdue debts have been less than 2 per cent
t since 1885, of the amount borrowed fromt the baniks.

The conservative daily press, speaking for the govern-
ment, give assurance that the needf il legislation will be

- brought forward at the next Session to remedy the un-

TF WH EAT IPROBLEM.

Notwithstanldiig Chc depression in .wheat values, the
area anted tlirouglioti Ontario duriing the present
season shows litle siglis of diminution. Indeed in
many laige sections there is a muarked inîcrease in the
aiea pluder winter wheat, an evidence tlat the predic-
tiols oF the earlier part of the year are not likely to bo
verified. There is more thian one cause at work to wvar-
rant fic eersisten t eîltivation of wheal on both sides
of the political flne.

Whatever eise may befall the eultivator of the soil,
lie is always ceitain of' a coifortable livelihood whetler
wleat seIls att 50 cents or a dollar, and altotigli it
las falle to L1be former figure and is noÈ likely to make
any inarked recovery in pricei hnearly everything aise
blat is produced on our farmns still maintains a fair.
nicure.of value. Il soime respects, as in butter and

SI tleîice h be'en aàle on the e and ib
eannîîot be said that oats and other coarser grains have
very mnaterially falilein off.

Wheat at1us. a quarter is enougli to make the people
of G reat Britain stare, and they cal scarcely believe
that it may possibly go any lower, the argument being

there as well as here, tliat with. wheat at such a price, it
iwill not pay aiybody to grow it, and that with a less-
ened supply the price must shortly rebound. It would
be well to renienber in this, connection that if the price
of whieat, like that of inost other articles, involved in-
terest on capital, the argument adduced would be nathe-
matically certain, but the question is, does the cultiva-
tor of wheat outside of Great Britain Look for any re-
turn on capital? lHe is rather looking for wages, and
is prepared to accept wages remarkably low. Cultiva-
tion of land by the applicatioln of capital is alnsost con-
fined to Great Britain and perhaps Belgium. The
w'heat growers of the world with their dependent faii-
lies, 90 or 100 millions of souls, arc all or nearly all, in
Raussia, the continent of Anerica, and India, sinall free-
holders liable, in some places, to low rents but not as a
body to eviction. They are nostly people of very
liimited imans, except, to somneextent, in Canada and the
United States, and they sell the surplus of their crops
to provide for other vants such as clothing, and maybe
a few luxuries.

There is nothing else which they can produce so cer-
tain of selling for cash, and they are compelled, there-
fore, to adhere to the cultivation of wheat. These 90
millions of people cannot abandon their little proper-
tics, or go to other trades or callings or get money by
anv process, exce»t by sowing and reaping their own
fields. They are unfitted for any other occupation, so
that tley really have no alternative but to continue
growing wheat and keep on hoping for better prices.

Everything that the fariner buys, as frequenitly
poiiited ont in these columns, has fallen alnost propor-
tionately to the price of wheat, and there is every prob-
ability that in somte respects the depreciation iay con-
tintue. English econoinists go so far as to claim that
the increased competion among the wheat producing
cotntries of the world mnust go onsending prices down-
vard until the quarter of whcat (8 busiels) sells for

1.2s. or equal to about 87 cents per bushel. It is poinît-
cd out also by writers in the English papers, especially
in the London 7iues, that while there is a shrinkage of
some lundred thousand acres in Einglaid and of about
5 million acres in the United States under wheat culti-
vation, this arises rather froin the disuse of hired labor,
which the farmer finds it difficult, if not impossible, to
pay for of late years.

Rb. is not a little remarkable that althougli wlicat
lias fallen in the English market to about 50 cents

per bushel, the masses of the people continue to pay
for the loaf of bread the sane price as wheu it vas
more than 50 per cent. higlier. There is another point
which probably will be taken into consideration, name-
ly, that the farmer, although obliged to sell his wheat

and som1e other articles at so low a prica, really accom-
plishes mnore by sticking to what he so well understands
than lie conld by entering into any other occupation,
being in this respect, soinewhat sitnilarly to the

old time laborer on the plantations in the State of Vir-
gin ia where tobIaco wvas the only article raised, and ow-
iîg to vhich after Eniancipation, the whole of the State

feli incknto its di-iginal prairiarilôditilon.
The nations of tie world lave tèeso 1dràii tdgethOr

of late fears by lo'w rates of fregli that Uhe area under
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wheat has been largely extended to countries \where
labor is much lower than it is in more civilized coun-
tries: In this manner, India and Argentina, both of
wlhch could probably supply the entire wants of the
w'orld with wheat, have been. chiefly instrumental in
brning -vheat to the low price to,.which it bas fallen.
but we deal with this side of the subject in another
article.

THE FIRE INSURANCE LLOYDS.

The insurance committee of'the New York Chamnber
of Commerce which has been investigating on behalf
of that body the subject of fire insurance by l'1oyds,
and the question of what legislation tlhese bodies should
be subjected to both in the interests of the insuring
public, and the regular stock comîpanies, have reported
in favor of the innnediate passage of an act compelling
the Lloyds to submit to the saime rides to which the
stock companies are suibject; to make the same reports
of condition, assets, liabilities, incone and expenditure
as they do; to hold the saine reserves invested under
the samd supervision, and to assune their just propoi-
lion of the burden of taxation imposed upon all others
engaged in the business of fire insurance.

That sonie such step would shortly be taken vas ine-
vitable. It was felt that it was unfair to saddle the
stock conipanies with the whole burden of taxation
when, owing to the competition of the Lloyds, they
were only receiving a portion of the premiums; and un-
just that they should be subjectedto harassing restric-
tions while their competitors escaped. '[in the interests
of the insuring public, too, the departnent should be
emîpowered to investigate their position and demand
ollicial reports of their operations. No doubt the busi-
ness of lire insurance cau be conducted as profitably by
capable individuals associated as members of Lloyds, as
by the saine individuals as stock holders in a regular
company. But in the latter case the public have the
gutarantee of the capital, which in the Lloyds tbey have
not, and hence the necessity for close and impartial
scrutiny of their position is doubly urgent, if their cus-
toners are to roceive the protection they are en-
titled to.

In the absence of a fixed capital the custoners of a
Lloyds have to depend practically upon the sufflciency
of the premiumîîîs charged to neet losses. Thus the
bloyds arc really trustees of the premiun monîey which
is the guarantce of indemnity for the stipulated terni,
and therefore tlere is no reason why they should not
be held by legislative enactnents in the same way as
are the regular conpanies, banks, and other fiduciary
institutions. Yet it is stated that instances arc known
where these unearned prem inms have been divided as
profits by the Lloyds, thus leaving their policy holders
without any recourse in case of disaster, save on the
pockets of the individual menbers of the Lloyds. How
safe audl satisfactory such a recourse would be is illus-
tratecd in the case of Hess vs. 'Van Alden. Hess was in-
sured for $1,000 in a company working on the Lloyds
priaciple, and consequîently *one hundred ieinbers
maderwrote the policy' for $10; each. The claini was

di.sputed, and Hess found himiself obliged to sue the 100
members.separately for the amount of their interest.
He gained a.;erdict against the first. It wvas pron ptly

ppealed,'amafter. thq ,sameo process las been gone
.through with oaci of the other 99 undèrwriteis Mr.
'less will bo an oder, a viser, and a very nuch poorer

ian, even if ho prosecutes his suits to the bitter end,
and is successful in every case.

Insurers in Lloyds (10 not always take sulficiëntly
into considération the limit of liability imposed. Most
of the Lloyds policies contain clauses fixing the inaxi-
muni of their responsibility in the case of a confiagra-
tion at five times the amount of 'subscription. Thîus an
extensive fire might materially reduce the anîount eacli
sufferer could recover under a Lloyds policy, and instead
of getting the full amount they had paid for, tley
ni git be compelled to accept a pro rata share of the
aggregate ainount of only five separate clainms, vhich
night fall very seriously under the total of their l'ss.
Again, in the case of death or bankriptcy of a Lloyds
subscriber, the insurer miglit suifer. Iii eitlier case the
estate of the subscriber could not be distributed juitil
all executory or running contracts vore disposd 'of,
and in the case of the contestation of a will, this' nuight
ilivolve a delay of years. All these possibilities mili-
tate against the prospect of prompt paynient in the case
of loss, and their existence should prompt the careful
insurer to replace his risks witl an authorized and re-
sponsible company and not be induced by the ofer of
a lower rate of premiium to seek security in an institu-
tion which may fail him at the hour of lis direst
need.

From the bankers standpoint the existence of Lloyds
aifords an additional source of peril. Some of the
Lloyds contain among their underwriters mercantile.
men, and their outstanding risks are often vert large
One Lloyds in Illinois is mentioned as hîaving nearly
$8,000,000 at risk of loss by a single lire. Were this to
take place, the commercial standing or mercantile
credit of its mem bers might be seriously afected. It
might even involve the bankruptcy of some of themn
and thus the loss would eventually fall wholly or
partially on their bankers. Is not this theu practically
forcing the banks ta run the risk of insurance coi-
paiies, without the compenîsatory premiums, by foicing

themin, indirectly, to assume fire risks?
Fromn the stand point, then, of the banker, the pro-

perty owner, and the merchant, ià is desirablé that
stricter supervision should be instituted over the swairm
of Lloyds which bave sprung into existence during the
past few years. It is only just to all that they should
conforin to the sanie regulations, furnish the saie safe-
guards, and bear the saie burden of takation as the re-
gular companies. Heretofore they have nanaged to se-
cure all the advantages of the fire insurance business
while evading its losses and burdens. But that period
is evidently drawing to a close. When so influential
a body as the Chaiber of Commerce of New York
decins it necessary to move in the matter it is tolerably
safe to predict that further steps will be taken athe
next session of the State Legislature. The existence of
the Lloyds, may in sonie instances,. bo iniperilled by
stricter supervision and increased expenditure. But
the security of the insuring public is the point at iss ne,
and this must be .insisted upon at all liazardS.

hie explanations of the Conuuissioier of Inland

Ievenue on the subject of- mixing Manitoba wheat do
nol carry mnucli weigit wiLli the grain trade. Technui-
cally, he is correct. The weliat is not actuailly mtixed
iinside ie elevator. Buit wlien tiree different grades
arc run into thei sane iold fron the elevator spouts the
fact lhat tley do not nix exactly within its walls is a
purely secondary consideration. It does not matter to
the purchasers whether the nixing is done in the ele-
vator bin itself or twenuty feet outside. What they are
iii terested in is the fact that they practically do not get
wIat they paýy for, and that, under the sanction of the
governmuieinL iispector's certificate of its being No. 1
liard, tliey are forced to receive a mixture of No.'s 1, 2
and 3 liard, together with a percentage of " rejected"
w'heat, and of! smîutty grain whici lias undergone a pro-
cess of doctorring in a grain "hospital." No doubt the
goveriiuenit ollicial upon whose statements Mr. Miall
relies, aind wlio was sent to Fort William to report, did
no; se any of this doctoring. In the first place the
shippers were hardly likely to do it deliberately in his
presectue as soon as his errand was knowni, and in the
second place the elevators wcrerutnintg, oit the occasion
of bis visit, on a cargo for a Montreal nilling house,
whose agents, wien they buy No. 1 liard, see that they
gel; it, :ind (Io not rely on any inspectors certificate for its
qoality. le was thus iunable to personally report anîy
îb:inig; but hat lic xamined saoe of the nanifests lie

iighl liave clanged his mind as to its non-existence.
lin fac instances of it are only too plentiful, and sonie
o' tlim will shortly be brouglit before the côurts. In.
one case in which a Montreal liouse purchased a cargo
of' No. î hard, it was discovered tiat the 19,000 bushels
of real No. 1 hard were mixed with 9,000 bushels of
lower grades, including 4,000 bushels of rejected. And
yet il ld all passed the inspector as No. 1 liard,
allhougli it weighed a pound and a half less a bushel
than gconuinîe No. 1 would have done. Naturally,
althouighl it looed:fairly well to the eye, il could not be
expectied to retuirn anything like the saine results to

hlie mtiller. There are otlier cases equally strikinig.
On lot of 26,000 busheIls, all certificated as No. 1 hard,
contained cight carloads of No. 2 liard, three cars of
No. 3, aid two cars of rejected wheaL, and in the case
ofi aitotier lot of 60,000 bushiels only 18 carloads wcre
genniine No. 1, althougli the whole consignment was
graded as such.

Under these circîuistances it is nioL curious that buy-
crs refnse to pay as mnucih for Port William as for
Dulflth inspection. li Duluth whatever grade the car-
load is on one side of the elevator, it is the saine on the
otlher. 11 does noit go in as " rejected," and coie out as
No. I hard. As a consequence buyers are willing to
pay a cent a bushel more thtan current prices of No. i
liard Manitoba, providing it will pass Duluth inspec-
tion. That is, Lhey want the genuine No. 1 wheat,
williot any admixture front the grain hospital. They
don't want a mixture of No. 1 with rejected and smuutlty
wlieat;, and iiot all the inuspectors certificates in Canada
can get ten to accept it without objection. They have
lte leeling lhati hey are being iniposed upon, and they
lay the blaime 1on 1the inspection. li fact itlooks as if hie
Caiadiai ceroificate of quality carried very little weighît
wili foreign buyers, niowadays, if prices are any cri-
terionî.

The inîjnry this practice does to the standing of Man-
itoba wheat in consuming centres is incalculable. The
quantLity of rejected and sinutty wrheat in a crop like
the present one is probably not more than ten per cent,
and were this kept rigidly apart, and sold for ivlat it
really is, there would probably be soie loss to the
growers but not anything like so nuch as there is when
it is deliberately mixed in with_ No. 1 hard and sold as
such. The result of its presence in the really good
wheat is that the whole of the crop is depreciated. The
price of No. 1 liard Manitoba falls four cents under
that of Duluth inspcted, millers lool upon it with
suspicion, and the lass to the province and the
farmers mounts up into the millions. It is all very
well to say that the mixed grain passes the standard, and
that the excellence of the rest of the wheat is sufficient
to cover up the rejected and siutty portion. But the
iniller soon finds out the difference in the flour, and the
consequence is that lie will not.pay as iuch for Mani-
toba No. 1 liard as he will for No. 1 liard Duluth, al-
though it is really a better milling wheat. When lie
buys Duluth inspection he knows what he is. getting.
When lie buys Manitoba, lie does not. Naturally this
makces a difference in their respective values to himn, and
this differen'e is faithfully reflected in the price. The
fact is that, in the grain trade, as in all others, honesty
is the best policy in the long run. Shifting standards,
and complaisant inspectors may succeed in imposing on
the buyer for a \vhiile. But lie soon discovers wlhen lie
is not getting what he expected, and then the seller suf-
fers, as it is only just lie sliould. The trouble is, that
the lionest shipper, who ships straiglit wleat, is coin-
pelled to share the losses of his less comipunctious
IrotLier,for the dubious character of the latter's cargoes
soon becomes ivown, and the stigna of it naturally ex-
tends to his own.

THE GRAND TRUNK RE PORT.
It was scarcely to be expected that the report pre-

sented by the directors of the Grand Trunk iRailway on
the business of the road during the first six months of
the present year wouldt be a favorable one. Trade in
the United States wvas at the climax of depression. The
silver question, the uncertainty as to the tariff, the coal
and Pullman strikes which culmninated in the carnival
of disorder at Chicago, wlien President Debs tied up the
traffic of the western hailf of tiis continent to obtain
recognition for the American Railway Union, and the
low prices ruling for every description of agricultural
produce and industrial product, all conbined to )ring
down the earnings of the railway to the lowest point.

The figures givel in the recent report of the Grand
Trunk Railway Co. are not more unfavorable than was
expected in view of the situation for some timte past.
Compared with the corresponding six mon tus of 1803
the passenger traflic fell off 11.28 per cent, in nmiber
and l .77 per meit. in receipts. Thie freiglt and live
stock carriei decreasei 1L.03 per cent. in volume and
10.10 per cent. in amount of freiglt dues. There was
a decrease of 23,000,000 ton miles in the tirougih trafic
and of 70,000,000 ton miles ii the local. The decrease
in Americat' west bounid througlh freighl amounted to
20,000,060 ton miles which involved so muielh hauling
of empty freiglht cars westward as to naterially inierease.,
the working expenses. Yet it is to the credit of the
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management that these were decreased during the half
year by 10.53 per cent., and that the percentage of
working expenses to gross receipts was broughtdown
to 72.32 per cent. or 0.21 per cent. lessthan iii 1893, al-
though the average rates per ton per mile (0.00 of a
cent) was the same.

The percentage of workinig expenses to gross receipts
certainly seemns high. But we must reieber that the
Grand Trunk Railway is the pioneer road of Canada, and
that it was built at a time when railroad construction
and equiipment were far more cQstly than they are to-
day, and consequently that its responsibilities to the
public are iuch larger. Like all old roads, its expen-
diture for repairs and, above all, for replacement, are
heavier than in the case of the more modern companies.
The cost of nmaintenance of the latter, is necessarily
low. Thieir tracks, bridges, culverts, locomotives, and
rolling stock, are new, and of the most improved pat-
tern. Their outlay for repairs is consequently small,
and they cai run at a minimu of expenses when an
oader road, obliged to keep up witb the modern demand
for all that is newest and best in passenger and freight
accommodation, is comn pelled ta extend rather than con-
tract its expenditure. Then again, the Grand Trunk bas
no side issues froin -which a profit can be drawn, when
the road itself is not paying. It lias no land schemes,
hotels, or health resorts to swell its gross receipts.
\What dividends it pays must coie out of its earniugs.
lt bas no ollier resource but the one ; and when that
one well of profit is dried up, through circumstances ab-
1 utely uncotrollable by the nost skillful management,
it caii onily put the inatter frankly and fairly before
its shareholders and wait for better times.

TH1E CURRAN BRIDGE CASE.

The arrest of Enianuel St. Louis, the contractor for
the building of the Curran bridge, -was the only course
open to the governient after the discovery of the over-
expenditures they had bon induced to make by him
during its construction. The charges are six in num-
ber, and are to the effect that in the first six montlis of
1893 he obtained, with attempt to defraud the govern-
ment, suins aggregating $170,412 to which lie was uot
cntitled, and, further, that lie destroyed the time books,
eheques, bank-books, ledgers and balance sheet with the
saime intention. Mr. Sb. Louis bas accordingly been
arrested and nust stand his trial.

These developments have revived public interest in
the Curran Bridge scandal, and perhaps it may b weil
to recall the more salient incidents elicited by the con-
mission of tirec engineors appointed by the goven-
mîîent to enquire into the inatter; When the new bridge
was first projected its cost was estimated at $155,000.
But chaIiges 'were made in the plans, and, as the work
haMd t o doe in the winter, and vas pushed through
il, great haste in order to avoid obstruction to the navi-
gation of the canal as far as possible, unexpected con-
tingoncies arose, and fresh plant had to be purchased,
iutil in the opinion of experts the legitimate cost of
die bridge was raised to 8234,000. When, hovever, the
Lccoults began to come iii in April, the Department of
Raiiways and Canals found itself suddenly confronted
witi bills for wages and construction amounting to'
$490,725, or more than double the anticipated cost.

Thon Mr. Collingwood Schrieber hurried to Montreal
to investigate, in company with Mr. Douglas, one of the
expîert engineers of the departmiient. They found ai
extraordinary côndition of affairs. In order to expedite
construction the bridge was ordered to be built by day
labor instead of by contract. But .the departmnent had
not hired the labor themselves. They habd contracted
with Mr. St. Louis to furnish the necessary labor at a
fixed schedule of wages which was subsequently discov-
ered to be far in advance of those actually paid in this
city.. On every single man and horse employed the
contractor drew a profit. More than this, he estimated
himself the nituber of men required, and naturally
hired all lie could, since the more men emliloyed and
the greater his -profit was. The result was that so iiiaiiy
men were hired that sone merely gave in their time in
the mornings and went of to work elsewhcre. A civil
action in the Exchequer Court to recover the amuount
over-paid, $143,800 was at once begun, and durinîg the-
progress of this action it was first discovered that all
the books and vouchers had beei burnt. This iwas
deemed so suspicious that the government resolved on
arresting St. Louis at once.

GRAIN SHIPMENTS VIA NEW YORK AND
MONTRL{ EAL.

There are some causes atwork, asyet unintelligible to
some people, which have lad the affect of sending the
great bulk of ocean grain shipments this fall by way of
New York, vith a very small proportion via Boston.
Two vessels in port hiere (different lines) have been at
no little pains to secure grain ballast lately; and
have actually agreed to carry it to Liverpool for 6d. a
quarter (8 bushels being about a quarter of a ton) or
equal to a freiglit rate of '4 cents per bushel. We sub-
join the rates from the rival ports for purposes of coin-
pariso:

One would suppose that the differenceshown in favor
of Montreal would be sulficient to determine shipuients
this way. It seens however that there are more than
countervailing diŒerences on the side of New York.
Grain shippers in this direction do not secm to be able
to dispose of their cargoes as readily in Europe, owing
chiefly to our more limited season of navigation, where
as in New York they can ship whenever they ploase, and,
with the greatei number of vessels to all parts of the
world, choose.their narket. Antiier cause namned lies
in the exactions at this port whereby bargemen are
somnetiies obliged to carry the grain until the ocean
vessels are ready to receive it-in order to save storage
to the shipper-thus practieally mnaking themli perforni
the functions of warehonseien. It is claimed in adi-
tiôn that even at the saine rates New York will be
favored owing,not only to the greater conpetition noted,
but to the facility. fLor storag-h, as leading ta possible
cuts in freights at all seasons. As an exanple of the
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rivaiy of' the bwo ports, ib is uiderstood tlat no sonner
was the above special 1 -2c per busiel rate from
Mottntal, tiatnoed in New York, than. fights
itere fell to 1 cent per bistel. All this cannot fail to
have a markeu elTet utpn the wheat market in, Great
lnbitaili, anid tiher-e o tiosU who argue tIat we have not

yet recied bottoi in occai freigh ts.

TlE DUTY 0XO B00M-STICKS.
'Te notification by the Customs Departiment that

te dttty of 20 per cent. Oi the boom-sticks which are
'sed i il Lowin tg saw logs to Michigan itumber centres is

bo be exacted next season, has evoked nuch adverse
criticism anong Amterican lumîbermen who regaiî it as
itew evidence of tinfriendlintess on our part, iow that
Canadian dressed, as well as tundressed, lumuber .s per-
ittibLed to enter te United States frec of duty. Those
boom-sickis btey claim are as much a iimans of trans-
poration as bte railiroad cars which are every laS'per-
iîi,îi to eitber Canada in bond. They are usuially

lte 1 rompet-y of ithe tow-boat coipanties, who haut themu
actross the I;lke, liii bten wibth saw logs (by means of
Ciatadiai lboi ) and ha Lteimi back to ho used again
ant agait. Tey are iever laided oin Canadiai soit, al-
bittogi tey do enter our waters. They are just as
necemsury 'or te tr'nsport of logs as railroad cars arc
lor ie carriage of' grain ail ei rc dadise. Why bten,
argile hlie luiibernien, siuilt tiey inot be permibted to
be inmrked and registered at bite Aiericati Cstom House
an1d go baick and fori;lt it a simir manner ? To pay
Iuity on tei every trip would ho a very severe tax.
''hey cross the iake every two wecks during the seasont,
atd a "striig" is worth $1,500 bo $2,000. To pay 20

cp 1 tilt o themI cadch trip would thius mean a tax of
$)00 to 8800 per thit 1,1, and this te luilibertmien urge
would e alimost prolibitory.

At Lhe interview witi bhe Hton. N. Clarke Wallace
fast fall, ni whici the gove-nmient consenîted to te
duty beinîg waived during the presetib season, the lium.-
betrmoi 0iered Lo tow blthir booimt-sticks across the lake,
pay yon t hiet in Citiiada, and have thei marked
and sealed by ite Ctntadiat cuistoms oflicials, provided
litey ivere allowed to cross tie-eafter ii bond. They
poiited out t lty vore not iiitnded as luimber for
sale ; but mterely as facilities for transportation. TisF
te governmtt refused to allow, and denianded wiy

tiey were not made of Canadiat logs and chains. The
ruply was liat ithey had nevr hieard of Canadian ciains,
that imp iitorted chains vould bave to be used in any
case, atnd that it was atlmost impossible to get timuber of
tho tcessary size iii the districts ii wlhich the logs are
ont. lBoomt-sticks require to lie 30 fet long, and not
less thait 20 inîceis iii diaineer. Now the siore tituber
uf GeortgianL Baty is comttparatively short, and it would bo
ntecessary to go i long way itland to get suifficiently
large titber. Owing to the rocky nature of the beds of
the rivers down vhiih they woutld require to be drivei, it

wold bnext to impossible to deliver ithem sound and
tt nîsplinitered lit te lake. Even the 16-foot saw-iogs arc
so crinslhed and splintered on the drive ltat more tait
10 lier cent. retcheis the lake as waste. low thten
couîld they expoct to drive 30-feet sticks safely ? Be-
sides, il! iL were practicable .o makebte booms in Cati-
tada, te saute trouble woulid arise with the American
Customtîs and it,'ould tmerely be a case of jumtiipinîg fromt
te fryiig-pn into bite lire.

iIHere the imatter rests at present,.and vliat'the policy
of the government will be by tie time the tows begin
to cross nexb spring it is impossible to foresoe. Let us
hope it will be conceived in afriendly spirit towards our
neighbors across the fine ; for it must not be forgotten
that the international commerce i. saw-logs brings no
little profit to our people, while the onîly additional ad-
vantage that would accrue to us froin the manufacture
of'the boom-sticks hore would be the 'trifling expenîli-
ture for boring the holes for the chains in their ends.
In addition to this the international understanding that
Canadian iLuber should be admitted free, and that in
return our governent should impose no dluty on saw-
logs, lias resulted ini a rise of f rom 50 to 100 per cent.
ii the value of Canadian timber limits. As to the ex-
penditure in the preparation of the logs for market, we
get our fair share. [n fact the bulk of the cost of con.
verting the standing tinber into dressed luimber is pmid
out in this country. Of the alleged cost of $10.5 per
thousaind, $8.75 is expended here. It cósts the Amenri-
can lunmbermnan fromn $3.50 to $5 par thousand for cul-
ting the logs and placing them in the rivers. le pays
$2 for stumupage, and $1 for Crown dues. River-driving
costs 50 cents to $1, and rafting and placing in the
booms 25 cents, per thousand. Al this is paid to Can-
adians. The Auerican gets the 50 cents per thousand
for the towage across the lake, and ite' cost of sawing
and piling wiieh varies from $1.50 to $2.12-, accord-
ing to the facilities of the miil. But il can easily be
seen that Canada gets a large share, and that the state-
ment that the Americans are deplebing our forests wiith-
ont compensation is not altogetler founded on fact.

0f course there are to be taken into accout the
value of bte slabs and other waste for makiung lailhs
and fuel, and also fuel for the manufacture o sait
which reduces the miiill labor to about $1 per thousand.
The cost of driving, the stuipage and ducs may bo also
reduced by one third owing to the extra out-turn froimi
bte logs. The price obtained by »U. S. mili men is fromt
$15 to $18 per thousand.

In the course of tiis article, we have endeavored to
(o fuill justice to the views of representative Americant
luimbernen who have called tpon us to explin, leir
opinions iii bte matter; but there is another side to the
citestiont and one warranlted by reciprocal trade relations.
Under te law, as it stands in our Statute Book, these
booms, i mantuf actured in Canada and properly staipied,
cati be taken to bte 'U. S. aid brouglit back free of dtity
as ofben as the parties desire, that is, assuinug, as is
claimed by maniy of our people, that the obstacles iii
te way of obtaining and driving suitable boom-sticks,

to the lalce-side do not exist to any serious extentt.
There is no reason why the Americans shot1ld tnot
permit these booms to enter the U. S. without paytmet
of dut y. We regret that the space at our disposal will
iot permit of more lengthy breatment of the subject
tihis week.

The maker's association iee1)
a list of jobbers, and also of retailers 'who do suflicient busi-
ness to be sold to direct a értain- milnjiton dêalei Pnip6 d
to be put on the list, but for trade reasons, which cou 1d nt
be e-xplained here, he was .refused. In reveuge lie imtpi'el
a quanitity of anneaied wire fron the Untited States whici ie
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could afford to place on the market at $1.90, while the list

price was $2.28. ILs competitors took the alarm, and out to

the saie figures, and wlen the travellers for the Montreal

iouses got on the ground they were confronted with $1.90

wire. They wrote promhptly back to their principals who

have laid the iatter before the association. But wvhat can

they do in the face of Aierican wire, laid down duty paid in

Canada at $1.90?
Another case of the conpetition of American iron is that

of cast iron pipe. Black iron pipe, on which the trade dis-

count here is 70 p. c. uip to 2 inch, and 67 p. c. for over that

size, has been purchased at.

THE KAY ELECTRIC WORKS.

There is sone danger of over-doing the electric business, and
this is proved somewhat bytlie several cases of insolvency in this
Une recently brouglit te light. Latest among them we notice
that of the Kay Electrie Works of Iamilton, Ont., who summoned
a meeting of their creditors on Friday last to recelve a statenent
of their affairs, and a probable offer of compromise. Nearly all
the principal creditors were represented, among thein being Mr
Douglas, late partner, whose claim for $2,000 was one of the
obstacles in the early stage of the meeting towards an amicable
understanding. The ordinary liabilities consisted of-Accounts
Payable, $7,858; Bank of Hamilton, $208; preferred, wages, $631;
rent $180; lien (Williams) $302; lien (Stewart) $228. The assets
anounted te $5,200, of which machinery and tools were valued
et $2,800, accounts receivable $504, dynamos on commission $400,
&c., leaving a nomial surplus of $286.87. Anominal offer of 40
cents in the dollar, payable li 2, - and 8 mnonitihs, with interest at
6 per cent. the last paymsent secured, was made by Mr. Douglas,
the proprietor, mahing on the unsecured liabilities a dividend of
33j cents on the dollar, was discussed for saie tite. On motion
of Mr. Iope, of Messrs. Adat Hope & Co., a committee was
noninated toconsider the offer, and report, but on the represei-
tations of a creditor rom Montreal, who poiuted out that there
was much loss te be apprehended from delay in proseeuting the
business besides the timie of the business mci nominatcd, thre
above offer vas carried almost unanimously. It is te be hoped
that the enterprise nay have better days in store for it,

THE CAMEL IN AUSTRALIA.

The naturalization of the camel lin Australia has greatly i-
proved the breed, and already the " ship of the desert" is ea-
ployed in large numbers ta take up and -stock extensive areas
separated by barren belts fron the settled regions. They are
also employed to carry gold fron the diggings. Tihere ara soie
ten thousand camels now in Australia. Cases are known ia
whichî they have gone for three weks without water.

Less .tian ten years age Jas. Worthington with other gentle-
mi, acquired the Bolt Coipaiy property and business li
Toroito. A factory erected at a cost of $40,000, machiiery to the
value of over $100,000, bar iron and finished goods te the anount
ofabout $67,000, tools, dies and all the affects of a rinning bnsi-
ness with 200 acres of land were thus acquired, the whole
valued et over $800,000; or if the land be reckoned at the value
made by Mr. Wortington,* $500,000. The new company organ-
ized was known as the Outario Bolt Company to take up that
business, but later they changed it to the " Ontario Forge and
3olt Co. of Swansea, Limîited."

That company was placed i liquidation on the 26th of last

July, Mr. Worthington huaving himself appointed liquidator. On
the 14th September the creditors substituted E. I. C. Cliarkson
liquidator li his place.

The forewarning of the near approach
of winter which ushered in the earlier
days of last week, bas had al decided effect
on trade during the present week; dry-
goods, clothing, boots and shoes, furs, and
kindred lines 'displaying a full share of
activity. This, ta a certain extent, bas
prevailed throughout as sliown by the
added life given te the wholesale trade
througlî botter orders by letters and trav-
elers. With the well'assbiled stocks now
in retailers' hands, following. hic weeding
out process indulged ln so: generally dur-
ing the prevailing dull-:suaimer season,
confidence is more marked in a general
way, and retailers do not display the same
lhesitancy ln ordering goods tliat are staple
and sure of sale. Values have remained
nostly steady during ý the o past week.
Sugars are. unchanged. with somewliat
larger supplies. Syrups aire still scarce at
the reflieries, and firmer in price,
Clcese bas been constantly on the down
grade for some weeks past, the present
cable -quotation of ' 58 shillings 6 pence
becng the lowest notcl for some time.
Remittances, on the whole, show improve-
ment though not suflicient ta counter-
balance the renewals of former montls.
While many persons in the UJnited States
admit some degree of linprovement, others
are nt quite sa pleased with the situation,
and believo sone more time must elapse
before any -marked improvement takes
place. There is als soine little indication
of improvenent in Canada, but more tlian
usual caution is observed in buying and
selling.

The tend-
ency is still downward; about 10o a pouînd
is all English buyers want ta pay. Cable
shows another drop for the week ta 48
shillings 6 pence.

BUYING FOR SINGLE DEMANDS.
While ever; live merchant should en-

deavor to keep everything in stock for
vhichi there is anty llikelihood of there be-

ing a denand by any number of his
custoners, the mistake is soinetiies made
of ordering quantities of goodls only asked
for once or twice and which stand little
chance of being disposed of. Frequently
in such instances, particularly when the
goods are either out of style or of a very
extrene fashion and cannot be obtained in
your town, the wisest way is to utilize the
mail order system of a metropolitan store
and purchase the exact amount asked for.
It inayseem hard to forego making any
proflt on the goods, but it will be far wiser
than to lay in a boit or two of cloth for
whiclt no demand exists and the remainder
of which vill eventually have to be sacri-
iced at a loss which the- profit on the
single sale will by no means compensate
for.

FALL DRESS GOODS.
The new covert cloths shown by the

trade have a smooth, iard, twisted sort of
surface, which sceens to make them even
more suitable for tailor-made gowns for
utnusually hard wear. These are now of
mnixed colours, the new brown and green
bronzes, or of blue woven with green, or

grey with blie, also * black with grey.
•fleavier covert coatings are also in mixed
colours, and are sometimes.double-facetd, a
light contrasting colour on the wrong side
serving as trimming. The tan coatings are
shown again, but it ls predicted that nixed
colours will be more used. Another va-
riety called diagonal coverts is woven in
very wide diagonal lines, and it is a gayer
combination of colours... There is a return
to canel's liair, which was displaced by
the stiffer cloths preferred by tailors. This
is now made very fleeey, and sometimes
with the pile flattened in what is called
the India finish. Pressing the pile very
close and fiat gives~tle glossy-like lustre
which is observed in many new stuffs..
Soine of the costly qualities are double-
facedi, and ail are exdeddingly warm-look-
ing, yet are of lighlt veigit becauwe they
are sleazily woven. The black cameil's
hair shows green or red through froin the
wrong side, illuininating it only in certain
lights, and is very effective. Havana brown
on one side and black on the othor promises
to b popular colouriñg for winter gowvns.
There are also dotted and speckled cainel's
iair stuffs, a contrasting colour of silk
woven in to show only In the dots, as bluet
silk specks on a bronze-green surface of
wool, and cerise or green flecks on black.

A NEW SOURCE OF SUPPLY.
Lonidon is to have a new source of supply

-this time fron Norway-which is per-
fecting arrangements for supplying the
English netropolis with as much miutton,
alive and dead, as it can spare for expor-
tation. Systematic experiments were matie
recently under the supervision of the Stav-
anger Agricultural Society, and the results
were so satisfactory that in the approach.
ing cold season it is to be repeated on a
larger scale. It appears that eighty sheep
ach weighing about a hundred pounds,

were fattened for a week or so until they
turned the scale at fron 113 to 120 pounds.
They were then shipped to London, wiere
they realized au average price, after de-
ducting commission, of 30s Od, and as the
total outlay had beeon only 26s [d per hiead,
there was a net profit of is Sd on caci ani-
mal. Forty were alsiso sent over with the
skins, hoofs and interiors intact, but on
these there vas atn average loss of 10s per
head, partty explained by the skins being
danaged through bad packing., Nover-
theless, the Stavanger Society have come
to the conclusion that the business promises
to be remimnuerativeand lthe English people
have tuis au additional guarantee of an
adequate supply of mutton.
