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TiE CHURCH OF ROME.

HER PAST, PRESENT AND FUTURE,

Extracts trom the Protestant Historian
Lord Macaulny’s Essay on
the IPopes.

———————

In this age of controversy, when every
jmaginable wenpon is being used against
the Church of Rome, it might not be out
of place to_quote & few lines from one
of England's greatest critics, esanyists
and historians. Any one conversant
with Lend Macaulay's works is aware
that he hasnever had any love for Rome,
wor for the opes.  Yet as an historian
he hus sought to be exact and undoubt-
aily he was deep and well-versed. Gifted
with a prodigious memory, and endowed
with s keen judgment, he wrote for
pesterity and  for immortality, The
following cxtracts are from his critical
essay upon Van Ranke’s History of the
Popes. Lot the prophets of 1ll-omen,
whnure constantly predicting the down-
&1 of Catholicity, read and ponder :—

“[here 1= not. and there never was on
this eatth, & work of human policy so
well dezerving of examination as  the
Roman Cathalic Chureh,  The history of
that Uhnrelt joins together the two great
ages of human civilization. No other

imetitution is Jeft standing which earries
the mind back to the times when_the
sinke of sacrifice rose from  the Pan-
theon, and when camelopards and tigers

bounded in the Flavian amphitheatre,
The proudest royal houses are but of yes-
terday when compared with the line of
the supreme Pountifls. That line we trace
hack in an unnbroken series from the
Pope who crowned Napoleon in the
pinetecnth century, to the Pope who
crowned Pepin in the eighth; and far
hevond the time of  Pepin the august
dynasty extends till it is lostin the
twilight of fable. The Republic of Ve-
nice came next in antiquity. But the
Republic of Venice was modern when
compared to the Papacy ; and the Repu-
blic of Venice is gone, and the Papacy
remaing. The Papacy remains, notin
deeny, not & _mere antique, but full of
lite and youthful vigor. The Catholic
Church is still sending foith to the farth-
est ends of the world missionaries ns
zealons as those who Innded in Kent with
Augustine, and is still confronting hostile
kings with the same spirit with which
she confronted Attila, The number of
her childeen is greater than in any for-
mer age.

“Her acuisitions in the New World
bave more than compensated for what
ghe has lost in the old. Her spiritual
ascendaney extends over the vast coun-
tries which lie between the plains of the
Mieouri and Cape Horn, countries
which, n eentury hence, may not impro-
bahly contnin a population as large s
that which now inhabits, Europe.  The
membhers of her communion are certain-
Iy not fewer than_ a hundred and fifty
millions; and it will be diflicult to prove
that all othier Christian sects united am-
ount to ahundred andtwenty millions.
Nor do we sec any sign which indicates
thattheterm of her long dominion is
approaching. She saw the commence-
ment of all governments and of all the
ecclesinslical establishments that now
exist in the world ; and we feel no as-
gurance that she is not deatined to see
the end of them all, She was great
and respected before the Saxon had
set foot on Britain, before the Frank
hnd passed the Rhine, when Grecian
eloquence still flourished at Antioch,
when idols were still worshipped in the
temples of Meccea. And she may still
exists in undiminished vigor, when some
traveler from New Zealand ghall, in the
midst of vast sclitude, take his stand
on n broken arch of London Bridge to
sketeh the ruins of St. Paul's”

* Four times since the authority of the
Church of Rome was established in
Western Christendom has the human in-
telleet risen up against her yoke. Twice
that Church remained completely victor-
ious, Twice she came forth from the
conllict bearing the marks of cruel
wonnds, but with the principle of life
still strong within her. When we reflect
o the tremendous assaults she has sur-
vived, we lind it difficult to conceive in
what way she is to perish.”

Archibishop Ryan has established a
home for widows™ in_Philadelphia, The
building selected will accommodate 85,
besides the Sisters in charge.

Canon Johnson, for many years the
trusted friend and secretary of Cardinal
Manning. will occupy the same position
towards the new Archbishop.

There will be elections in France dur-
ing the month for Mother General of the
Orders of the Good Shepherd, Marianites
of Holy Cross and Sisters of St. Joseph.

The first public ceremony of Bishop
McDonnell was the blessing of the new
Church of St. Augustine, Fith avenue
and Bergen street, Brooklyn, on Sunduy,
15th inst.

Most Rev. Dr. Eyre, Archbishop of
Glasgow, intends to endow Bearsiden
Catholic College with the £2,600 present-
ed to him by the Catholice of the arch-
diocese as n jubilee offering.

In an address delivered at St. Paul,
recently, Bishop Shanley advised young
men to take up farms. The bishop haa
done a great deal in_the way of culligﬁ
attention to the fertile lands of the R
River Valley.

Rev. Augustus Tolton, the negro priest;
will celebrate High Mass at_the cath-
edral, in Boston, on June5. In. the
evening he will lecture in Bowdoin
Square Theatre, his subject being “the
Catholic Chureh, the True Liberator of
tho Colored Race.”

The Holy Coat of Treves has been
senled in the presence of the civil and
military authorities and replaced in the
reliquary consecrated to it for centuries,
Bishop Korum is preparing a detailed
account of the miracles accomplished
through its agency last year,

In July the Right Rev. Monsignor
Farley, Vicar-General of New York, will
gai! for Europe.to preach the sermon at
the dedication of the Cathedral of Mon-
aghan, Ireland. He has been invited to
this honor by the Bishop by Monaghan
out of respect to his family, who came
orginally from this district.

Bishop Zardetti has sailed from New
York for Havre on his way to Rome,
where he will present to the Holy Father
the resolutions ef the Catholic Working-
men’s Benovolent Union of New York,
adopted at the demonstration on Mare
2 in honor of the Pope. The resolulions
have been magnificently engrossed.

1t may be mentioned as a curious co-
incidence that the Archbishop of West-
minster, who made his first speech to a
London meeting since his amccession to
the office in the Weatminster Palace
Hotel recently, spokein the same room
where the late Cardinal addressed his
last public audience, and stood on ex-
actly the same spot while delivering his
speech as the decenscd prelate.

Rev. John McLaughlin, author of ““Is
One Religion na Good as Another?” at
Coatbridge* Scot., recently closed a three
weeks’ mission, which was attended by
extraordinary success and enthusiaam.
During the last week of the services over
500 persons received holy communion
daily, and over & dozen priests nassisted
Fntﬂer McLaughlin in confessional work.
The distinguished missioner, at the
closing service, said that in &ll his expe-
rience he had never witnessed so success-
ful a mission outside of Ireland.

The face of the boy reading
is the same as that of the gamin upon
whose shoulder the paternal hand of the
priest vests, but the cxpression has
changed toa tranquil and contented one,
the hard features of the street waif being
softened into a look of bright intellig-
ence. These two figures, which serve as
a foil for the imposing central statue,
are five feet three inches, and five feet
nine inches in height repectively. One
is supposed to be twelve years of ageand
the other three years older. After the
group is cast it will be mounted on a
pedestal consisting of twenty-five tons of
Quincy granite.

A SKETCH OF THE FAMOUS [RISH
POET.

Dublin—-Glasnevin—Scenes Familiar to
the Bard—A Beautifaul Pen Plcture
by a Friend of the ‘f‘l‘rue
Witness.”?

Travelling through the north of Ire-
land, a few years since, circumastances
compelied me to pass & few nighta in an
old-fashioned inn, in one of the most se-
questered parts of wild, romantic Done-
gnl. A few miserable cabins, tenanted by
gaunt and hungry peasants, & stretcir of
wild moorland fringed by a jagged sheet
of water wera the only views seen from
the dingy window of the dilapitated inn
known as the Blackthorn. It isa truth
that the grandest and most picturesque
scenes of nature grow tame and dull
from long familiarity, a few hours tramp-
ing on the marshy moarland, and gazing
on the bleak and barren hills, satisfied my
desires for natura) scenery. 1 was glad
to return to the dull companionship of.
the village inn, and listen to the oft re-
peated tales of misery and biting want
argued by young and old in the szme
wenry strain. What with centunes of wan-
ton persecution, of a religion held by the
majox-iﬁ' of the people, rack-rental, brutal
landlordism, unproductive soil in un-
skilled hands, it would be surpassing
strange if Ireland was not the Niobe of
nations, and the thorn of pretensious but
poorly equipped stutesmen of our days.
Moore, in one of his gracefnl verses, al-
ludes to the sons who have learned to
betray, might this not be applied to
those delnded men who, for the sake of
a grent name, are willing to sacrifice a

roat nation? I fear that the impartial
historinn will be compelled to treat
them as the lower kind of de-
magogues, who finding their bread
and butter occupation going _to
ruin, band together and make one last
rally in the guib of patrictism to bolster
up their iniquitous occupation. To gy
the least their tactics smell of venality.
True patriotism is the debasement of self,
for the common weal of our country. It
is not accompanied with murderous wea-
pons, broken heads, and epithets far he-
yond the copious vocabulary of London
fish-women. Wearied by the burden of
tales that I was gowerless to lighten, I

I
was not particular as to the kind, novel
or theological tract, it mattered little.

Moths had cut
through some of its similes, and greasy
thumbs left their impress on its meta-
phors. It, with ita bright fancy and its
scholarly longings, and young lmagina-
tions, fairy tints, was sadly out of place.
It was like placing a gold fish in an alle-
gator tank, The reader niay lave seen
the little lyric under happier conditions,
in some volume robed in green, and bur-
nished with sunbursta and gold stars, ihe
peculiar dwelling of Irish verse, but let
him whet his appetite, youth and its
beauties, the things that were, but can-
not return, the days of Auld-lang-Syne
tnﬁch most hearls, and of these the waif
ells :—
Ah! my heart is weary walting,
Whaiting for the May—
Waliiog for the pleasant rambles,
Where the fragrant hawthorn brambles,
With the woodblne alternauing,
Scent the dewy way.

This graceful and tender lyrie, with its
intricate metre made me long to know
more of the author, On my arrival in
Dublin I was gaddened that the bard
slept in Ireland’s Westminster Abbey,
Glasnevin. The visitor to Ireland’s me-
tropolis will need no guide book to
direct hia course to the sacred spot that
holds the ashes of Ireland’s liberators
0'Counell, Curran, Pamell, and the dust
of her fiery youergg oels whose brilliant
hopes, support y . an_ intellectual
gupremacy, rare in political movements,
was doomed to the saddest failure.

Every natior: glories in some peculia-
rity, and clings to it, with the same per-
sistency that & man clings to bis hobby.
Russia has her drosky to draw the tra-
veller over the long stretches of arid
plains and by tortuous mountain paths.
Ireland has ber famous i:.untin CcAr.
Seated on one of those racking vehicles,
driven by 'a cabby racy of the soil and
brimful of wit, strongly recalling to my
mind the *boots ” “ readier in repartee,
quicker with an apropos and droller in
illustration than my own Mickey " des-
cribed by Lever in_his last preface to
Charles O'Malley. I was driven through
narrow streets, part historic monuments,
that once resounded with the sonorous
eloquence of Irish genius, now the
gathering place of ~imbecility, and
other ills, to Ireland’s most hallowed
spot. Tne day was unpropitious for a
etical pilgrimage. Sombre clouds like
o lot of sea-gulls sailed over the gray Irish
sky, and at theinterval of a few minutes,
rain flew in torrents. Despite these draw-
backs, my driver whistled, sang or
aracked his joke,and his horse deligiting
in the spirited name of flying Betay, ns 1f
accustomed to such acenes, Jogged along
with the utmost unconcern. F¥rom Dub-
lin to Glasnevin calls forth no eulogium
from the traveller. Was it not the con-
secrated ground of Ireland’s noble dead ?
I fear that the seeker in-quest of gatural
beauty would pass it by, and hasten to
that land of mystic beanty, g0 eloquently
sung by the poet musician Balfe, in his
Killarney. The first impression, conveys
the ideaof a park attached to some old
manor with walls high enough to check
the leaping propensities of ihe red-deer.
From the four angles of the square en-
clozed plane, rise towers, bigh enough to
command o view of the surrounding
country. These lowera are now in dis-
use. In years gone by, they were the
necessary appendage to the Irish grave-
Yﬂrd. In their enclosure, through the

ong watches of the winter nights, sat an

armed band ready to open fire on the |g

audacious body-snatcher. Few tales of
these epcounters remsain in the memory
of the people, but from them, one can have

# tolerable aocurate picture of thé reck-

lessness of a class of criminals, and the
state of society that winked at such ne-
farious practices. Let usremember that
those were thedays, when all crimes were
rampant, in order that Ireland’s death
the Union cowld be affected.

Arrived at Glasnevin, we entered by
one of the gates, And in company with &
paid official, one of the kind-
liest of men, we wended our way
by green lawns, and well kept paths, part
monuments of marble and granite, eu-
logizing worthies whose fame Liravels
no further than the cold stone upon
which it is chisseled until we come to &
strange looking mass of stone devoid
of sll artistic show. This said the
guide is the grave of Curran. “Have
you heard of him ? he was a great man,
sir, & wit, an orator, his daughter loved
Emmet, Moore made a poem on it.” Such
was the bare chronicle, vouchsafed :g
my humble guide, parrot-like repeated.
I blamed him not, it was his_bread and
butter trade to repeat these few lines to
every stranger that visited the cemetery.
To the curious herd it was sufficient, an
the scholar needs no cicerone to point
out where genius lies entombed. At that
moment I was thinking of thal mind
when the radiance was shed over the
banquet-hall of the Knights of St. Patrick,
or when its fiery eloquence was pleading
the cause of hia country, before the bar
of humanity. The facile end graceful
pen of Irving has enshrined in one of his
charming sketches, the memory of his
daughter’s love-affair with the ill-fated
Emmet. Those who know Curran’s life
and the gloom that hung over it like a
mountain mist, until it finally veiled it,
will forgive, or at least be indulgent to
the lonely old man, Those who follow,
through continental Europe, the wander-
ings of Curran’s daughtcr, her marriage
to a brute, her lonely life, made doubly
so by the ever accompanying phantom
of her murdered lover, will need no poet's
sympathelic verse to bring up a tear.

PASTORAL. LETTER.

OF HIS QRACE ARCHBISHOP FA

On the Erection ot the Dlecese of Valley~.
fleld, and the Appolntment.of Blshop
Emard, < 0%

The following is a brief resume of th
Pastoral Letter issued by His Grace
Archibiahop Fabre, on the accasion .of:

ITS SURROUNDINQS, STREETS
AND BUILDINGS,

The Olden Houses, Cathedrals and other
public edifices—Anecdotes conneo=
ted with Irelnnd’s Capltal.

_ Returning once more citywards, one
-passes many hnunts of the fine gentlemen
of the last century, the Mohocks, the
duellists and swashbucklers, for whom
nobleese oblige bore strange meaning. On
Cork Hill was Luca’s coffee-house, their
famous resort, where they met and emu-
Iated their London brethren in the wild-
est oxcesses, 'They were individual, in-
deed, in their love of duelling. On the
crest of one of the mild and gracious hills

which ring Dublin about stand, naked
and forlorn, the ruins of the Hell-fire
club-house, whereto, the choice spirits
who composed the club were wont to
resort from time to time. Strange stories
are told about this place. Paces were
measured tor many a pair of fine gentle-
men here ; the censtant killing-off of the
members saved the club from congestion,
no doubt. Butthe great duelling-ground
was the Fifteen Arces out in Phenix
Park, thst lovely wildwood, with its
green glades and winding roads, its pleas-
ant pastures, and thorn bushes all white
in spring.

Coming back to College Green, one
may see, if one will, the House of Lords,
which the governors of the Bank of Ire-
land have kept intact. Tne House of
Commons, with its memories of Grattan,
is the cash-office of the bank, and allthe
rest, the speaker’s robing-room and other
chambers devoted of old to the legislat-
ors, are now the various offices of the
bank. *he Houee of Lords is a stalel
chamber, panelled all in oak and wit{;
oak pillars, and arched sedilin at either
end, and finely carved mantel-pieces.
The walls are hung with gigantic tapes-
tries in fine preservation. representing
the battle of the Boyne and the seige of
Derry. Down the centre of the room
goes s long, polished table, whereat my
lords were wont to sit deliberating on
those solid and massive chairs which now
are only used by the governoms of the
bank at their half-yearly meetings. An
obliging porter will point out all this to
you, elucidating dark points. Of course,
the Commons’ chamber is altogether
despoiled to its belongings. In St. And-
rew’s Church, at the head of Suffolk
Street, is the great chandelier which
lighted it; at Leinster House, in the
board-room of the Royal Dublin Society,
gtands the speaker’s chair; Lord Mas-
sareene and Ferrard, the grandson of
John Foster, the Inst speaker of the Irish
House of Commong, holds in trust the
spenker’s mace, which his grandfather
refused to surrender to any body save
that which had entrusted it to his keep-
ing. Sir Joshua Barrington gives one n
coup d'asl of the lamous and less famous

ists and poets, he whose rare beauty of
character and face and demeanor had
msade him a lovEed and honored guest &t
every court in Europe.

Mrgirs. House i now, perhaps, the sad-
dest of all ; half workhouse and half jail,
it looks docked of its upper story, and
stained grey black with the north wind
and the rain. Where is now the splendor
that John Wesley saw in 17% ?—the
octagon room sheeted in mother of-pearl,
where Charles James Fox and Henry
Grattan met, whither came Flood and
Wolf Tone and many another. *“ Alas!”
said the great Dissenter, who loved his
noble friends, the Earl and Countess of
Moira, well—* Alas that all this splendor
should pass away like & dream.”

Dublin is a oity of the past, and we
hope a city of the future. Nay, cer
tainly it is & city of the fulure, as our
country with all her sealed wenlth of
minerals, her undeveloped ricknees of
natural resources, awaits her future when
the richer lands of to-day shall come
seeking what they themselves have ex-
haused. And her people, with their great
and widespread talent, all fallow for want
of educatiou, with their cleaving to the
old lamps of faith and religion whichless
fortunate lands have bartered for worth-
less will-o*the-wisps—shall not her peo-

le have their future? Surely; and,

eeping still to the allegory of the East-
ern tale, it may be that by the magic of
their unbartered lamps they shall work
marvels, and reap riches, before which
the Sultan’s orchard, with its fruit trees
bearing rubies for apples and diamonds
for dewdrops, and emeralds as large as_a
man’s hand for leafage, shall pale its
uneffectual fires.—KRutherine Tynan in

Sir Joshua Reynolds paint-
ed her in hergreat hat and powdered
curls, her srcque and petticont, and
dainty, high-beeled shoes, Some such
dress she wore at n Rotunda ball : o pink
silk with a stomacher and sleeve-knots of
dinmonds; a large brown velvet hat,
with knots of pink ribbon, and a great
profusion of diamonds—so some Belle
Assemblee of the time tells us, Once ehe
went clattering down in her grand equip-
age to mean Francis Street, to see a Mry,
Dillon, the wife of a woolen-draper, whom
rumor had declared to be a more beauti-
ful woman than herself. The frank
duchess was delighted with her rivai's
dignity and sweetness, and taking her
by the two hands and kissing ber white
forehead, “ My dear,” she snys, “ you
are the moat beautiful woman in the
three kingdoms.” .

In the twenty years, following the
Volunteer movement and preceding the
Union, Dublin throve incredibly, In
Rutland Square lived ten earls, to say
nothing of other peers, spiritunl and
temporal, with o host of nobles and right
honorables.

Sackville stroet, a shaky boulevard
then with overhanging lime trees, held
the town residences of four earls, six vis-
cotints, two barons and fifteen members
of Parliament. Gardiner’s Row, Great
Denmark street, North Georgestreet and
Malborough street had their full quota,
and this northern part of the city had its
birth inthose prosperous years. Now
it is decaying, or decayed, most of it, to
tenement houses, except Rutland Square
and Sackville street.

The old houses of Dublin would takea
long article all to themselves, with their
memories and their dreams.

One famous sapphire was found in
Bengul by a poor man who sold wooden
spoons. It was taken to Europe and
was bought by the house of Rampoli at
Rome. Later it became the property of
& German Prince, who sold it to Perret,
a Parisian jeweller, for $31,620. It
was absolutely without o blemish
and weighted 176 carats. This stone
eventually foundits way into the Museum
of Natural History at Paris,

A beautiful star sapphire is owned in
New York,and two magnificent specimens
of this jewel in possession of Burdett-
Couts are valued at $139,560.

Another in the collection of Mr. Hope
is called the “ marvellous sapphire,” be-
ing blue by daylight and amethystine
by night.

Among the crown jewels of Rtussia is
a magnificent sapphire representing a
female figure enveloped in (R‘npery. '%hc
stone represents two tints, a circum-
stance of which the artist has skillifully
taken advantage, to make the woman
derk and thie drapery light.

The mest remarkable stone of this
kind is an engraved sapphire represent-
ing a profile of & young Hercules, exe-
cuted {Iy Chelus. It is in the Strozai
Cabinet at Rome.

The ten sober families had sixty-one
children, five only dying in the first
weeks ; four were aflected with incur-
able diseases of the nervous system, two
only presented inborn defects. The re-
maining fifty, 81.9 per cent. were normal
in their constitution and development.
From this series of investignations we de-
rive the sad truth that among the chil-
dren of drinkers the prevailing mortality

fame of this fa?cilx‘mting
;' dates from the beginning of the pre-
:;t,’t (};:nmry. In 1802 the Edinburgh
Review Was issued under the superinten-
dence of Jeffrey, Sydney Smith, Horner
and Brougham. Then fqllowed the
Waverley Novels, Blackwoeod's Magazine,
Chambers’ Journal, and Tait’s Magazine.
A glance b the annals of the city for the
last century alone is enough to bewilder
the mind. Probably no other city in
the world, of the same size, can boast of
a record haif so brilliant. The associa-
tions that cluster about every cornerin
the Old Town read like a romance. High
Sireet rings from end to end with the
undying echoes of illustrions feet ; and
in the cemeteries, that have since be-
ou read the names of
those who, in their day, walked these
strects in obscurity ; but over whose dust
pilgrims from the antipodes now pause
reverently with uncovered heads, and
Dear away with thema blade of grass
or a memorial.

An English travellerin 1618 wrote thus
naively of High Street : “Here I observe
the finest and goodliest street that ever
minec eyes beheld ; for I did never see or
Liear of  strect of the length ; the build-
ings on each side of the way being all of
syuared stone, five, sixand seven stories
high., The walls are exceedingly strong:
not built for a day, & week, 2 month or a
year, but from antiquity to posterity-for
many ages.” The strect has not changed
greaily, but the eyes of travellers have.
I is still handsome, 2 mile loug, with
houses of many sorts on each side ; and
when the air is misty, aa it frequently is
in this climate, and the sun Is pouring &
mellow saffron flood down the full length
of the street, the effect_of the whole is
maguificent and unrivalled. It is not the
the breadth of the atrect, nor the height,
nor the brauty of the buildings, that im-
pressex you ;on the contrary, the strect
is neither broad nor splendid ; but there
is not a line in it, nor a gable, nor a cro-
oked eornerl but seems to add to its won-
derful and complete picturequeness.

Lot us start from the Castle and walk
down its whole length to Holyrood. The-
re are five divisions, known respectively
as the Castle Hill, the Lawnmarket, the
Hich Street, the Netherbow, and the
(‘n;nngm(-. Castle Hill, a century anda
falf ago, was one of the most aristocratic
quarters of the Old Town. Here stood the
palace of Mary of Guise, mother of Que-
en Mary : and here dwelt the Marquis of
Aruell,” the Earls of Cassilis, Leven and
Dumfries ; the Lords of Holyrood house,
Sempill and_Rockville; the Countess
Dowager of Hyndford, and many others
of like rank. Those days arc over now.
There iz an old Scotchman pumpingaway
on his wheezy bagpipes up at the cor-
ner, and there sre bookstalls and shops
along the pavements.  ‘The butterfly of
Fashion had iled out of the locality,
leaving only this dingy and crumbling
chrysalis.

Justround the corner to the left is
Allan Ramsay’s house, overlooking the
gardens on the shore of the dry lake;
and close by is Dr. Guthrie's Ragged
School. A little way down the street is
a remnant of the West Bow, an arch in
the city wall. A hundred years ago, as
wekn »w, this wns & [amous thoroughfare,
Down its length passed in their time
‘Anne of Denmark, James I, Charles I,
Oliver Cormwell, Charles IL,, and James
II. The Marquis of Montrose and the
Earl of Argyll, were dragged under it in
the hangman’s cart, on their way to ex-
ecution in the Gragsmarket. It was down
the West Bow that the murderers of Cap-
tain Porteus hurrded their victim, as
Scott relates in “The Heart of Midloth-
ian.” And here stood the house of Mayor-
Wier, who had a [atal gift of prayer; but
it was observed thathe could not pray
unless be hada particular stick in his
hand, and he” was therefore burned for
witcheraft in the year 1670, On eacl side
of the street there are small entrances, no
bigzer than house-doors, leading into
dark, narrow alleys, with numerous ten-
ements crowded closeabout them. These
byways are called closes,

Some of the dark nooks, or closes, we
will enter; but first let us look into James’
Court, rather more roomy than a close.
Here David Hume lived and wrote &
grent, part of his history. Here Boswell en-
tertained Dr. Johnson when he visited Ed-
inburgh in 1773, and met the best society.
“Johnsonand 1, says Bozzy, “walked
arm in arm up the High Street to my
housein James’ Court, He acknowledged
thut the brendth of the street and the
loftiness of the buildings on each side
made a noble nppearance. My wife had
tea ready for him, and we sat chatting
till nenr two in the morning.” In Bax-
ter’s Close, Burns, when he first came to
the cityin 1786, shared an apartment
with his friend John Richmond, a writer's
clerk, at a weekly rent of three shillings
sterling, A few paces distant, in Lady
Stair's Close, lived Lady Stair, for many
years at the head of fashionable society
in Edinburgh, Her marriage te the
Viscount Primrose formsthe groundwork
to Scott,s story, *My Aunt Margaret’s
Mirror”

The g'ory of High Street is St. Giles’
Church, Tradition says it was founded
early in the ninth ceniury ; that it had
at one time forty altars within its walls,
and n holy relic in the shape of an arm-
boie of its patron snint enshrined in a
silver case. But after the Reformation
it was partitioned into four places of
worship, and the sacred vessels and re-
lics were sold by the magistrates to de-
fray the expense of the ulterations. John
Knox was appointed pastor of one sec-
tion of the building ; and in July, 1565,
being much disturbed at the marriage of
Mary and Darnley, he startled his hear-
ers from their sleep in this wise: * I see’
said he, stretching out his arm as if he
would leap from the ?ulpit and arrest
the passing vision,—*I see befere me
your beleaguered camp; I hear the
tramp of the horsemen as they charge
you in the streets.” And one of hiz lis-

teners thus comments on his forcible de-
livery : “ He was like to ding [dasn] the
pu}gnt. in blades [splinters], and flee out
of it.” In another seotion of the church,

The lilerary

came shrines,

where an effort was made to introduce
Episcopacy, Jenny Geddes threw her
stool al the head of the Dean. This put
an end {0 the new church movement for
8 time.

During his absence in Switzerland in
1566. Kox was burned in effigy under the
shadow of St. Giles; andin 1572 his body
was committed to the grave in the yard
east of the church. To-day nota vestige
of the original cemetery remains. The
square is paved; a thousand busy feet
cross it, and even the teams drive overit
a8 freely as if it had never been consecrat-
ed ground. In the midst of that busy scene
there is & small bronze plate set in the
pavement bearing the ipitials * J.X.,”
and there lies the body of the “ great re-
former.” St. Giles’ is being modernized
and prinked up ; stained glass, carved pul-
pits, and the other evidences of tuste, are
returning. I liketosee this spirit awaken-
ing in a people who destroyed the fine
deanery church of Restalrig because it
had been voted by the General Assembly
in the presence of John Knox, “a monu-
ment of idolatry”” The pulpit now
standing where Knox’s old pulpit stood
is of white-stone, elaborately carved in
the semblance of spints and angels. Old
Tollbooth Jail formerly stood against
this corner. Scoit immortalized it in
his “Heart of Midlotbian”; and in the
pavement there is & brazen heart, poli-
s}llxed brightly by the feet of the passing
throng.

If y%u were to wander in among the
narrow lanes nearthe Pariiament House,
you would come to Writer’s Court,
where was situated Clerihugh's Tavern,
celebrated in its time ns the meeting
place of the “Mirror” Club. It was thi-
ther that Scott conducted Colonel Man-
nering and Dandie Dinmont on a certain
Saturday night, through adark alley and
up & dark stair, in search of Counsellor
Pleydell, whom, we are informed, they
found in a jovial company, engaged in
the now forgotten pastime of “High
Jinks.”

Alian Ramsay's shop is down High
Street,—a timber-fronted tenement, with
a broadside of windows, and & crowd of
gables overhead ; such a house as looks
as if it could tell tales—a capital subject
for a sketchy drawing or a waler-color.
It was here Ramsay began business ns a
bookseller, and published many of his
works. Ramsay erected a theatre in
Carruthers’ Close, a few doors below;
but for more than balf o century it was
used ns & church, and in it Edward Ir-
ving often preached. Now we must has-
ten up steps, though every inch of the
way is crowded with interest; there ave
eloquent sermons in these stores, if one
had but time to listen to them.

John Knox’s house stands at the cor-
ner, where the street suddenly narrows.
The side of his house looks directly up
the street, and from that lower window

he was wont to nddress the
people  who gathered here to
listen to him. 'There 18 a cigar

floor. We get the

shop on the ground-
and are shown

key over the counter,
through & series of very small and very
dark rooms. The whole place 1s colored
like o meerschaum, and is as tidy and as
cozy ns possible. But how such & dove-
cote could have sheltered the fiery fana-
tic, which it did fornearly twenty years,
is more than I can comprehend. Here
he wrote most of his history of the Re-
formation ; and here he died, in Novem-
ber, 1572, at the age of alxb{-seven.
Scott's grandfather lived just back of the
house, a favorite haunt of Walter’s boy-
hood ; and over the way William Fal-
coner, author of “The Shipwreck,” was
born,

Woe are now down in the Canongate,
at the foot of HighStreet. Inthe White
Horse Close stands the old inn where
TIshnson once stopped,—a queer shell of
aghouse, With rooms protruding on ench
gide, and a stairway golng up betwee}n
the two and parting under Johnson's
window. You there turn to the ight or
left, and enter which wing you please.
The gable was full of pigeon-holes when
I visited it. The court was dirty and
dingy, and the place smelt bad. Even
the Doctor’s society could hardly make
me contented with thespot now.

In Play-House Close was erected the
first theatre in Edinburgh. There, on
the evening of December 14, 1746,
the Rev. John Homes’ tragedy of
“Douglas” was first presented to the
public; in consequence of which the
author wns suspended by the Presby-
tery, and constrained to throw up his
charge at short notice. At the Theatre
Royal, erected later, Edmund Kean,
Mr:. Siddons, the Kembles, Catalani,
Mrs, Jordan, and Mackay, played their
different parts with great success. |

In St. Jobn Street Smollett resided
with his sister in 1766. Burns was u fre-
quent visitor at No. 13, where the
beautiful Miss Burnet was dying of con-
sumption. At No. 10, on the same side,
lived Ballantyne, Scott's confidential
critic and partner. At No. 138 board
were gathered such worthies' as Scott,
Lockliart, Erskine, Terry, Sir William
Allan, George Hogarth, ete. Moray
House has its sad memories ; but they
are political, and just now the authors
are more to my taste, At Queensbury
House—very ugly it is, too—uvnce lived
the accomplished Lady Catherine Hyde,
the patroness of the poet Gay. Pope,
Swift and Prior bave each made songs
about her. Just over the street is “Jenny
Ha’s,” where Gay (not to belie his name)
gpent many & pleasant heour with Ram-
say and the choice spirits of the town.
The place is open stl 1, and there I filled
my tobaceo-pouch in memory of those
who are gone.

There are a thousand stories yet un-
told, but why seek [
a volume, and a good sized one, to do
justice to this wonderful old High Street.
There is no end to the memories of Edin-
burgh. Why, here 1n North College
Street, in his student chamber, Oliver
Goldsmith passed many quiet hours
groaning over his text-books. And ab
the top of the street, In a house now un-
happily swept_away, Walter Scott was
born. Go to No. 39 Castle Street, just
out of George Street, and you will see
ibe house that was his home for six and
twonty years. Turn to_his diary and
rvead his farewell to it : March 15, 1826.
This morning I leave No. 88 Castle
Street for the last time, The cabin was
convenient, and habit had made it
agroeable to me. _So tarewell, poor No.
80! What a portion of my life has been
agent here! It has sheltered me [rom

the prime of life to its decline ; and now
{ onst Bid geod-bye to it In

them ? It would take | Ont

Square the poet Campbell lived when he
wrote the “ Pleasures of Hope.” At
Darien House, an_msylam for lunatics
and paupers, poor Ferguson died.

But enough! There1s no end to the
story. Just see how rich the graves of
Edinburgh are! In any one of the ceme-
teries there are scores of names that may
bs called immortal. I bave selec-
ted a few of the class for which the city
is distinguished. At 8St. Cuthberl’s
churchyard lie the ashes of Thomas de
Quincey. At St. John's, those of the
Rev. Arch. Alison, father of the historian
and himeelf the author of “Essays on
Taste ™ ; also of Miss Catherine Sinclair,
authoress of “Modern Accomplishments,”
etc. Look in at Grayfriars for the graves
2&‘ Allan Ramsny, Hénry Mackenzie,

The Man of Feeling”; and for the
martyrs’ monument, bearing this inscrip-
tion ; “Executed at Edinburgh about an
hundred of neblemen, gentlemen, mims-
ters, and others, noble martyrs for Jesus
Christ. The most of them lie here.” At
Canongate there is Ferguson the poet,
whose tomb was raised at the expense of
Robert Burns: Adam Ferguson, histo-
rian; Adam Smith, author of the
“Wealth of Nations”; Dr. Burney, au-
thor of a history of music, etc. In Old
Calton burying-ground lies David Hume.
In Dean Cemetery, John Wilson (Chbris-
topher North), and his son-in-law, Pro-
fessor Aytoun; Edward Forbes, natura-
list; Francis Jeflrey and his friends,
Lords Cockburn and  Rutherford.
Alexander Smith, author of “Edwin of
Deira” and “Dreamthorps,” is buried in
Wharriston Cemetery. At Gravge ure the
bodies of Dr. Chalmers and Hugh Miller,

The poet Drummond, of Hawthornden
went to the Hiﬂl Scool and University
of Edinburgh. Michael Scott, who wrote
“A Booke of Alchemy,” and that other
Michael Scott, who wrote a book of
greater interest and value, called “Tom
Cringle’s Log,” were both familiar with
High Street. Hogg, the Ettrick Shep-
herd, was a familiar figurs at Ambrose’s
Tavern. The Rev. Witty Sydney Smith
found lodgins in South Habnover Street ;
Sir David Brewster, editor of the ‘‘Edin-
burgh Cyclop:edia,” was & High School
and University graduate. The Carlyles,

Thomas and  Jane, just mar
ried, lived a little way out of
town, at Comely Bank. There they

entertained, and from that house he
wrote letters to Goethie; but other lod-
gings, and poor ones, he had occupied in
various parts of the city.

Lawrence Hutton in his deligheful
“Literary Landmarks of Edinburgh”
calls attention toa fact not generally
known. A former suburb known as the
Sciennes—a street now bears the name,
“but the word is pronounced in the
local vernacular as it spelled sheens”’—
got its name from the old Convent of St.
Catherine of Siena, which once stood near
by. The nativesseemingly do not much re-
verence their ancient Catholictraditions;
for n certain * steep and strained alley.”
which was originally known as the
Wynde of the Blessed Virgin Mary in the
Field, is now called Guthrie Street, per-
haps after Dr. Guthrie, the Scotch par-
80N,

Defoe and Dick Steel, Dickens and Dr.
Brown, who immortalized “Rabb and
his Friends,” knew and loved Edinburgh.
I might go on through the whole alpha-
bet, but 1'll stop right here. Thackeray,
once walking with Dr. Brown, saw one
of those wonder(ul sunsets which glorify
the Metropolis of the North. It was
Sunday evening ; uponone of the heights,
agninst the glowing sky, stood & wooden
crane used in a quarry below, and so
placed as to assume the form of & cross.
The sacred symbol caught Thackeray’s
eye; he prused suddenly, and then, in a
voice tiremulous with emotion, ex-
claimed ; *“Calvary!” The friends walk:
ed on insilence, and then tumed to other
things.—By Charles Warren Stoddurd in
the Ave Maria.

Bishop-Eleot Michaud honored by St
Stephen’s parishioners at Winooskl.

Wednes_day-evening the 11th inst. the
congregation of St. Stephens’ parish of,
Winooski tendered a reception to Bishop’
elebt Michaud of Bennington, and not-
withstanding a_down-pouring rain was,
n progress during the early part of the
night, the event was in every way a snc-
cess. A committee from St.Htephen’s
came o this city early in the evening
and escorted {the reverend gentleman to
the 6.06 train; arriving ‘at Winooski
they were met by the Sherman military
band and fully 600 of the church con-
gregation over which Fr. Michaud so
long and faithfully presided. A pro-
cession was formed, and the Bishop-elect
was escorted to_the parochial residence
of Rev. Fr. Whitaker, pastor of St. Ste-
phen's, where lunch was served in fhonor
of the distinguished guest, the following
clergymen partisipating : Bishop-elect
Micbaud, Rev. J. F. Audette of Winoo-
ski, Revs. Coathuel, Claremont and
Boyle of Burlington, Rev. Fr. Albans, of
the Trappist Monastery, Oks, P.Q., Rev.

Brelivett of Barre, Shannon of
Underhill, Mathieu of Milton, Long of
Fairfield, Barron of Richmond, Gelot of
Middlebury, and Rev. Bros. Paul and
Aurlain of St. Joseph’s College.

At 8 o'clock the Bishop officiatel at
the Benediction at St. Stephen’s, fully
300 of his people and friends being un-
able to gain admission to the edifice.

that during the time he has been with us
he has endeared himself to us all, and
we hope be may be long spared to us as
our spiritnal guide.

Since your Lordship’s removal from
the pastorate of the congregation, we
have watched with pride your splendid
career, and noted the many testimonials
you have given to your interest in our
holy religion by ceaseless attention to
very good work. )

In conclusion, we beg leave again to
assure you of our respect loyalty and
devotion ; yes, Right ev. Bighop-elect,
we can say without the shihbest sem-
blance of adulation that you have at_all
times discharged the duties of the priest-
hood to our fullest satisfaction, and have
endeared yourself to every Catholic
heart in this parish, while your kindness,
courteous henring and strength of char-
acter have won for you the respect and
esteem of all denominations.

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THE ASCENSION,

Three mountains rear ‘their historic
heads above the plains of the Holy Land,
Tabor, Calvary and Olivet : three ncts in
the life of Christ tower conspicuously
before the gaze of believing generations,
‘the Transfigurntion, the Crucifixion, and
the Ascension. The scene in Bethlehem,
and the mighty cvent of the Resurrec-
"tion, are like the termini, at either ex-
tremity of that wonderful life of thirty-
three years; but the other three scenes,
enacted upon the summits of mountains,
are surrounded with a special awe-
inspiring grandeur. On Tabor, in pre-
sence of His faithful friends, the Son of
God became radiant in the glory of 1lis
transtigurnted  Body ; on Calvary, in
presenze of His enemies, His friends,
His persecutors, His followers, His dis-
ciples, His mother, the Son of Gad
bowed down His head, gave up the
ghost, and consummated the redemp-
tion of man, by the unsolved mystery of
a Divinity sutfering a human death: on
Olivet, in presence of His apostles, His
envoys, His Church, the Son of God left
the earth and ascended bodily into
Heaven, to open its portals for those He
had redeemed upon the Cross, and t)
prepure their crowns and thrones for all
who were, are or ever will be, unto the
end of time, faithful to His teachings
and to the precepts He has left them.

Mount Olivet is half way between
Bethania and Jerusalem, Before the
ascension Christ went to Bethania, where
Martha and Mary resided with Lheir
brother Lazarus, whom He had raised
from the dead. It is probable that he
went to Bethanin te visit those dear
friends and to bring them to Olivet that,
with the Apostles, they might behold
His glorious ascension.  Had Christ
ascended into Heaven immediately after
the Resurrection there miglit have been
greave doubts amongst His own followers,
as well as amongst His cnemies, as to
whether He really arcse from the dead,
or whether His disappearance were not
a cleverly arranged scheme. But during
forty days He travelled about the scenes
in which His presence wns familiar
during His life-time; He appeared at
different intervals and in many loeali-
ties to divers persons; He talked with
sand instructed His disciples; He fre-
quented the streets of the cities nnd the
fastnesses of the mountains; He came
and went—not as u man, but as a
Divinity endowed with  ubiquity and
passibility,

That glorious Thursday at last came—
to-morrow will be its anniversary—when
collecting Hix followers and friends e
proceeded to the top of that storied hill,
and there, in the presence of the world,
He bade them all adien, promised them
to be forever (invisibly) with them, and
that He would send them the Parac’e ¢,
the Holy Ghaost, who would bring them
wisdom and strength: then, as if lifted
by an unseen power, He slewly nscended
into the empyrean, disappeared gradu-
ally in the blue vault above, and entered
the Kingdom that “is not of this world,”
the “ Mausions of the Father,” the
* QOelestinl Jerusalem,” the land that can

bLe seen only by the eye of Faith, Mix
visible presence no longer required on
enrth, His mission of redemption ful-
filled, His church established upon a
rock that the powera of hell can never
undermine, Christ left to St. Peter the
care of His “lambs and sheep,” the
charge of the “ Keys of the Kingdom of
Heaven,” the great and wounderful oftice
of visible head, on earth, of His Spouse.

It was, therefore, upon Ascension Day
that the career of the Catholic Church
commenced. Up to that point Christ
had been on earth in person; He
directed, instructed, guided; but from
that hour the bark of Peter wns left to
the mercy of the billows that were
surging upon the vast ocean of the
future, with no other visible pilot than
the Chief of the Apostles and no other
chart than that of a simple and sublime
Faith traced in lines too distinet to be
mistaken. As the years rolled into cen-
turies, on each recurring anniversary of
that great event, the sucecessor of &t,
Peter and the Vicar of Christ upon carth
must have pondered over the extraor-
dinary responsibility that lay upon his

shoulders. There werc times when it
would a'most seem as if the shoals and
quicksands were Ltoo numerous and that
the Fisherman’s hand could never guide
the bark safely through the narrows;
but again, Christ had sent, according to
promise, the Holy Spirit, and, according
to promise, Hec was ever with His
Chureh, and “the gates of hell could
not prevail against her.” -
-4in this year of Our Lord, 1892, the

Peter, Leo XIII, sees numlferless
brakers that threaten the BShip of
Faith, and he calls upon the

Catholic world to pray that he may
have the happiness of triumphing over
all the dangenrs that surround him and his
vessel. Let us, then, upon this holy
feast of the Ascension, go up in apirit to
Afount Olivet, and there, while watching
with the Apostles the triumphal depar-
ture of the Saviour from earth, beg of
Him to leave to His representative all
the choicest blessings, the gifts of
strength, wisdom, courage, and pereever-
ance; that while he is heroically doing
battle with the enemies of Faith, he
may be assured of a final triumph in the
struggle, and a long interval of peace on
earth, before following the Divine
Master to the peace that is cternal !

TOM MOORE.

On the 25th May, 1779, in Aungier
strect, Dublin, was born, of Catholic
parents, a child destined for fame, one
day to become, “the poet of all circles
and the idol of his own”—7Thomas Moore.
Consequently next Saturday will be the
hundred and thirteenth anniversary ofthe
birth of Ireland’s immortal bard. It ismeet
that we should call attention totheevent
and pay an humble tribute to the mem-
ory of the one who did more than any
other single individual to awaken a
sympathy for Ireland in the breast of
the stranger.

The story of Moore's life can be found
in every edition of his poems, and the
elitions are countless ; there is searcely
an Irish child that has ever attended an
elementry school, but knows the prinei-
pad details of Moore’s eareer.  However,
it may not be out of place to briefly
refer to them here.

Atthe age of fourteen, Tom Moore
wrote verse ; and it was of an order sufli-
ciently high to secure for it o welcome
place in & Dublin Magazine called the
Antholugia Hilernica. He received his
carly iostruction from a Mr, Samuel
Whyte, who had taught Richard Brins-
ley Sheridan. Moore completed his
studies in the Dublin University. While
there he learned Italian from a priest
and French from an emiyre. In 1799 he
left Ireland, went to London with his
furtune—a very slim one indeed, for it
consisted of a few pounds and his “Qdes
to Anacreon.” Lord Moira befriended him
and, with sume encouragement from his
patron, he faced the world with a volume
in 1801, Thix tirst publication was un-
der the name of “Thomas Little.”

In 1803 the poet obtained a position of
Registrar of the Court of Admiralty, at
Bermuda, Ile did not long hold the
position ; it was  uncongenial, He
travelled all over America and returned
to England. In 1306 he published his
“Qles and Epistles.” Jeffrey criticised
this volume very severely in the Edin-
burgh Review. The result was that he
and Moore met and fought a bloodless
duel. This event was the means of es-
tablishing an acquaintanceship, which
developed into o deep friendship, be-
tween Moore and Lord Byron. In his
fumous satire “English Bards and Scotehs
Reviewers.” Byron refers to this event.
In 18097 Moore published his Irish melo-
dies; Sir J. Stevenson arranged the
music ; to this enterprige Ireland’s poet
owes almost all his undying fame.

In 1811 hie married Mixs Bessie Dykes,
an nccomplished actress. In 1817 le
wrote his grand oriental tale of “Lalla
Rookh.” Moore had three children, nll
of whom died before himself. During
the latter part of his eventful life he
sutfered from aslight mental intirmity
and the constant devotion, fidelity and
unremitting care of hiis noble wife made
his last years comparatively happy. At
the nge of seventy three years he died.
His death took place at Sloperton Cot-
tage 1n February 1852,

Such is o brief and burried sketch of
the immortal Irish Bard, Tom Moore.
Needless to speak of hismatchless songs,
his undying melodies, his inimitable
odes, his wonderful oriental poetry.
Fach of our reader= is as familinr ns we
are with these gems of thought and mas-
ter-pieces of verse. His songa form a gar-
land plucked from Wicklow to Bermuda.
He sang not only of his native land, of
her fern-clad hills and verdant vales ;
but hissong, like the spirit of the goud,
went into every clime, touched the heart
of every race, until the woes and wrongs
of Erin were heard upon distant shores
aud until the tyrant himself would
“ Pause at the song of his captive, and
weep.” Hesang the exile’s lament ns

Schuylkill i he sang of the “Otinwa’s
tide,” and the echo of his chant yet
lingers by the rapid at St. Ann’s; with
his wizard-muse be awoke the slumber-
ing peacefulness of Cashmerean valleys,
he brought tearstotheeyesof the Araby’s
daughter,” and he made the orient nrds
warble anew in the "Bower of sweet
roses by Bendameer's stream.”

He did more than any other man to
draw the attention of the world to the
music and literature of lreland, He in-
vaded with his songs, the sadons of Lon-
don and he foreed the hard-hearted aris-
tucraey to hear the lament of Erin, and to
join in the melodies that told a tale of
sorrow, of persocultion, of misery, then

With the magic wand of his irresistable
chant he knocked at the doors that were
closed against the most eloquent appeals
for mercy and justice, and, as if by mir
acle, those portals flew open and the ad-
vocate of Ireland was admitted into the
most reserved circles of her bitterest en-
emies. If “music hath charms to sooth
tho savage breast,” Moore’s music had
power to conquer the barbarious in-
stincts of his country's oppressora.

Ireland owes him an eternal debt of
gratitude! May the garland of his songs
ever crown his name with immortality,
and may his gem-like melodies glitter
forever in the diadem of his fame !

¢“THE STABAT MATER.”

The Catholic Times tells us that at
the Easter vestry meeting in Manches-
ter Cathedral there has been u discus-
sion about alleged ritual irregulnrities
in tho mother church of the Anglican
diocese. “There was the usual com-
plaint of lighted candles in broad day
light, and the usual hairsplitting as to
whether they were introduced simply
for the purpose of giving light, oras an
accessory of theservice itself. It they
were utilitarian they would be legal, but
if not—well, they were * Popish ' and con-
trary to law.” After several other dis-
cussiona there arose a question that will
surpise many an Anglican and all lovers
of music. “ Violent ohjection,” says the
sanie report, “ was made to the perform-
ance of Rossini’s masterpiece, the
‘Stabat Mater. A Mr. T. Smelt cha-
racterized it ns ‘ a disgrazeful thing’ and
‘an idolatrous service.,’ Dean Maclure
beat & judicious, but hardly heroic re-
treat belore the evangelical assault. He
sought to reduce the enormity of the of-
fence by explaning that it was pertorm-
ed ‘more as a piece of music than with
a view to any idea that the words would
make the smallest impression, in their
particular shape, upon the persons who
heard them! In his view church music
is simply a means of amusing the eon-
gregation and not of exciting or elevating
their religious aspirations. A concert
held in the church instead of the music
hall ! "

S0 the Dean of Manchester had to
bow down before the bigotry of Mr.
Smelt. The dictionary tells us, after
the word *“smelt,” that it menns to
“melt ore.” Hard as the Dean'’s com-
position might be it seems that the
power of his over-heated co-religionist
reduced all his adamantine nature to
liquid, and that it raun off into another
and very ditferent mould. Again we
find, elsewhere, that “a smelt is & pecu-
liar fish;” and surcly the definition not
only appiies to this unpoetic, unsympn-
thetic, unmusical, unreasonable crea-
ture, but also to the whole vestry that
supported  him. Does it not seem
strange to find a Christian minister— a
priest, as he is called, of the church—
telling the world that on Good Friday,
the commemorative day of the solemn
tragedy of Cavalry, no interest should
be taken in the meaning of the words
which describe the Passion of Christ and
picture the agonies of His mother as
she gazed upon that awful scene? The
Dean—intluenced of course by a fire-
brand, peenliar tish—sees no harm in
turning 2 Christian Cathedral into a
Music Hall for the amusement of his
congregation ; but he would never have
it, for & moment, thought that he could
possibly attach sny importance or menn-
ing to one of the most exquisite poems
cver penned by man, one of the most
graphic pictures of that great event
upon Golgotha, one of the most perfect
expressions of a Mother’s agony under
the gibbet, where hung, for man's re-
demption, Her Divine Son. Oh! that
appeal in the sccond stanza; how it
should go to the heart of the monst
hardened !

# Quis est homo qul non fleret,
Sanctam Matrem «f videret,
Dum pendebat Fllius 2"
Who is the man that would not be
moved to teams were he to have seen
that Blessed Mother, standing under the
shadow of the Cross, while Her Son
hanging suspended between the heavens
and the earth, dying in all the agonies
of human torture, and breathing forth
all the might of superhuman love? We
had often reflected upon that verse,
and surely we never thought that the
man ever lived whose sentiments were
so chill and whose heart was 8o eallous,
that he could not admire, at least, the
human composition of that poem, even
were he not to believe in the celestial
nttributes of the one who hbore the
Saviour, who followed Him from cradle
to grave, and who watched over His Inst
supreme set of Love. But such n man,
we are sorry 1o say, does exist, and he is
no other than Mr. Smelt of Manchester.
Gol help the poor Dean who is under
the lngh of such o bigot, for he will cer-
tainly wicld it with all the bratality of a
slavesdriver. However, there is a great
congulation in the knowledge that Mr.

Ve have a few plain words to say
this week about certain phuses of the
school question, in as far as the English-
speaking Catholic schools are concerned.
Not long ago we had two Commissioners
on the Board; bul those who were re-
cently in authority saw fit to remove Mr.
Monk, an energetic and pains-taking
member of that body, and to replace him
by onc of the natlonality of the major-
ity. Although we have only one repre-
sentative remaining, still we do not think
it useless to address the members of the
Board in the intererts of our English-
speaking Catholic children; moreover, it
s pur duty to do so,

Twu great bodies have been set in
commotion by the recently raised
question of increased taxation—the P'ro-
testants and the French-Canadians. We
desire, under thie present circuwmstances,
toask our Catholic School Commissioners
a simple question : when are provisions
going to be made for the adequate ac*
comodation of our English-speaking
Catholic childreu? We will take oneex.
ample, this week, and ask that all con.
cerned may pay special attention toit.

In the East End of this city we find
the Protestant element making hervic ex-
ertions to provide proper school-iccomo-
dutions for their youth, Scarcely more
nunierous than the Irish Catholies, in
St. Mary’s and St. Bridget’s parishes. the
Protestants have succeeded in erecting
a magniticent building on 8t. Catherine
street, Last, and have styled it the
“ Landsdowne =chool ”: it is a real mo-
nument to their perseverance and  ener-
gy. The old Panet street school still
stands to tell the story of their progress,

In that section there are good accomo-
dntions tor the Catholic young girls ; but
for the boy= the case is ditferent. Tt will
Le urged that the Irish Catholie, or to
speak more broadly, the English-speak-
ing Catholic Loys have clusses in the
Freuch school. It is true @ with one pror
fessor for every tifty or sixty children.
How cinany one man properly attend
to the elementary instruction of such a
number? And to-day, for Jove or money,
they could not get another class ro m. as
the buildings are already tvo fulll  Go
down there and talk to a child of ten ox
fiftcen yents of age, and unless you or
told his nume and nationality, vou woutd
suppose, by his aceent and  language,
that he was n French-Canadian chiid.
attempting, in broken Iinglish, to tell
you hisstory. A parish iz not o pari-h
unless it hasg its own school, and the En-
glish, (or Irish if you like) pari-hin the
East End has no school.

Where then dosome of the children
get the rudiments that they have? for
there are some that are properiy drilleit
in their mother tongue.  These children
put their crustof hread and picee of
cheese in their bag for a lunch and in the
morning, at an hour when other children
are only awakening from slumber, they
are off on the road to their distant
school.  Some go to St. Ann's parish out
near the Point, others ta the Cathedrad
school, othiers up to Mount St. Louis; ali
over the city,they are scattered,  ‘This
is the true state of the case.  Nuw, we
ask, why cannot these children have 2
school at home, wherein they may re
ceive n proper clementary training and
be taught, at least, their mother tongne 7
It is the duty of our Catholic represent-
atives on the Nchool Board tosee to this,
and we trust they will not negleet to
take this hint and to seriously look 1nto
the question.  Next week we shall have
a word to say to the parents about the
constant attendance of children ut school.

It wad simple aud
business-like, Montreal’s commerce and com-
mercial men are substantial, like the build-

themselves, Thesounding of trumpets is not
necessary todraw attentionto it, There was
another rensun for this siinpliclty in that the
ceremonies have been'puslpnned till next year
when the new liome of the board will be com-
pleted. There was 8 large number of specla-
tors present, including many of the most prom-
inent men in theclity. At 11.15 the members
assernbled in the buard room to welecome ihe
|iuests of the ocearion, Sir Donald Smith, M.P.;

{on Senator Murply, Mr.J.J, Carran, M.P,,
and Hin Worship the Mayor. At 11.30 they

rocreded to the corner stone, preceeded by
Mr E. B. Greenshlelds, president of the board.

The corner stone ix an linmense block of
;:lrﬂnlle, and cut on on the fuce was the inscrip-
tion,

4 ANNO DOMINT MDCCUXCIL"”
.

As s00n as the guests had taken up thelr
places Mr. Greenshieids stepped jorward. It
was only right and proper, he sald, that the
new corner stone ut the Board of Trade bulld.
Ings should belald this year, 1t belng the &th
year sinco the incorporationof the board. The
proper recogunition of thisx was deferred till
next year, when by a banquet or by some
other means thoy would fittingly celebrate
this important event, and hoped to recelve
their friends in their new building, erected to
protect the commercial interestg of this great
and growing city. The board had its origin in
a small commitiee formed by the merchantsof
Montreal in 1822, nrd well was it for Montreal
that her merchants had lenrned at this early
day to say,* United we stand; divide we fall.”
During the yenrs that had passed since then
had been witnessed many great discoverle«,
and in Canada the building of canals, railways
and bridges, andtelegraphs. The board had
always assisted the cltizens In muking this
cily the great metropoils commerclally of
Canada. ‘They hoped to assist in retalning
this proud position.

Str Donatd Smith delivered a practical and
able nuddress in which he clsverly reviewed the
history of Montreal from acommerical stand-
point and in the course of which he referred to
theexertiusn of Mr, J. J. curren in forward-
ing, né a member of parliament, the interests
of the Board of Trade.
Mayor McShane was then called on and made
a few well-chosen remarks. He hoped, as
representing the people of Montreal, the laying
of the corner stone would be the foundation of
success to the board. They, like himself, had
worked up to thelr present J)osll!on of honor
and he hoped the board would go on ndvanelng,
If any oné man more than another was weis
come upon that occasion, it was our indifati-
gable Irish Catholle representative, Mr, J. J.
c\}‘rmn, who made one of his happleslt spe-
echel,
Mr. Curran was grected with appluse, He
sald that fifty-eight hours ago he had received
a despatch from thes:cretary of the Board of
Trade doing him the honor to ask him to make
afew remarks to the members of the board on
this nu.:{nlclous occasion, which would mark
an ern inthe commercial history of the me-
tropolls of Cannda. The Bonrd of Trade
evidently belteved in the adage, * finie coronat
opem,” and they were rese:ving the oralion,
worthy ofthe event, for the complotion of the
structire, where, in a great measure the com-
mercial destinles of the country would bo
moulded. (Agplnuso). The Board of Trado,
with its membership of 1,200, was & great body.
The mercantile community of Montreal was
still larger, but he could not fail to notlee in
the immense concourse of persons bofore him,
not only our merchant princes, but the sons of
toil, who had come to witness what was to them
a guarantee of good days to come, wilh ample
remuneration for the labor that would accrue
from the entorprise of our merchants and
manufacturers —(applause) — and lie must
not omit, as formlog part of his au-
dience, the fair Iadles of Montreal,
whose presence graced the windows op-
posite and whose smlles must cheer the hearts
and stimulate the zesl of the promoters of this
reat work, (Great cheering.)

Ile was not speaking as a party
muan, and he could say for the Board of gmde
of Montrenl that their efforts had been con-
duetlve to the prosperity of the country, because
they had in agenerous splrit soared anove party
constdorations and driven them from thelr
councils, It mattercd not whence the flscal
Eollcyor the conntry had como.

IRISH BOOKS AND WRITERS,

The New York Tablot Conrespondent on
These Toplcs. '

. Compared with the remarkable scrac-
ity of Irish publications, or books in the
Lrish language, particularly in rural dis-
tricts in Ireland some forly years ago,
the number at present in circulation is
indeed highly gmtifyingn Then Dr. Gal-
laugher’s Sermons and the Spiritual Rose -
were family treasures, and everyone in
aparish knew where a copy of either
was to be met with, Both ks were
rrim.ed in the English character, and
ook quite formidable to a beginner,
wilh the b’s instead of the dots used to
mark aspiration.  Later on, the late Dr.
M’dale translated St. Alphonsus Ligu-
ori's Stations of the Cross, and pre

an Irish catechism, accompanied by an
English translation. Since that time we
have had an abundance of books printed
in the Irish character, some suitable for
beginners, and others for more advanced
students, 8o that there is not any longer
an excuse for those who are anxious to
learn the lauguage of their native land.
Besides the first, second and third books
printed for the use of students com-
mencing Irish, by the Society for the
Preservation of the Irish uguﬁa,
there have recently been published :
Seare-Leanamhuin air Iosa (Imitation
of Christ) ; Tri 'Bior-Ghavithe an Bhais
(Three Wind-Spits of Death); The Fate
of the Children of Lir ; The Lay of Oisin
on the Land of Youth The Pursuit of
Diarmuid and Grainne; The Fate of the
Children of Tuireann ; Duanaire (Rev. E,
D. Cleaver); Joyce’s Irish Grammar;
Songs and Poetry of Munster; Leabhar
Syculnig-heachtn and Le H-Ais na
Teineandh { Dr. Hyde); Gospels and
Homilies (Dr. Atkinson), eto., etc. Al
the foregoing, except the last mention-
ed, are printed in the Irish character.
An Teagasg Crio-straighe. or the Chris-
tian Doetrine for the discese of Rap-
hoe, with the permission and authority
of. the bishop of the diocese, is & tranala-
tion into Insh of Dr. O'Reilly’s_ cate-
chism. A great number of children
throughout this diocese at every confir-
mation come forward prepared in the
Irish Catechism, and it was to supply &
want long felt amongst teachers and
others that Must Rev. Dr. Q'Donnell,
the patriotic bishop of the diocese of
Raphoe, had the present catechism pre-
pared. Tho book contains Morning and
Evening Prayers, the Litanies of Jesus
and Mary, the Acts of Contrition, Faith,
Hope and Charity, Prayer before Mass,
etc. In the catechism portion we notice
some additional matter in the shapo of
definitions of Purgatory, Grace, Indul-
aences, Days of Abstinence, etc., not
ound in G'Reilly. The book ‘is very
creditably printed, and must ;prove a
great boon to those engaged in teaching
Irish, as well as to all anxious to learn to
road the Gaelic language. Not the least
valuable to these latter is the appendix,
which contains the Irish alphabet
sounds of the aspiratied and ec]ilpaed
consonnants, sounds of vowels, diph-
tongs and triphtongs, etc., as pronounced
in Donegal. The appendix also contains
a vocabulary in which the most diflicult
words are explained and their derivations
given. With the aid of this little book
alone itis not difficult for anyone to
Jearn Irish, and it is believed that many
will take advantage of the work to learn
something of the beauty and poetry of
the Irish tongue. :

An oppres-
sive fear seemed to have settled over the
niore timid of the citizens ; it was notof
a kind with that which would be excited
by the approach of a large invading
army : it was rather the undefinable
dread which takes possession of the ner-
vous when passing a lonely spot by
night. The wildest rumors were afloat.
It waswellknawn toevery one that Rome
was filled with emissaries of the secret
gocietics ; they had tlocked in from vari-
ous parts of Italy, and were supposed to
have an ample supply of arms. It was
felt that a s}umberiug volcano was be-
nenth the feet of the citizens, and that a
disustrous eruption might, at any mo-
ment take place. The diabolical halred
of religion with which many of the lea-
ders were actuated, the lawlessness of
rutfian bands, the paucity of the Poutifi-
cal troops,—all conspired to unsettle
men's minds.

As the days of October passed bands
of raiders were everywhere at work
through the Pontifical States. If a force
were sent against them at one point, they
would disappear, and begin a raidin
another guarter. If too hotly pursued,
they would quietly step across the fron-
tier and lnugh at the soldiers who could
no longer follow them. From this it can
easily be seen how difticult was the task
of the defenders of Rome. Few in num-
ber, and obliged to protect o large tract
of country, it was impossible for them to
succeed. Whenever they got an opportu-
nity ol tighting, as at DBagnorea, Val-
icorsa and Montiparioli, the soldiers of
the Pope made short work of their ene-
mies. But as the raiders kept beyond
range a8 much as possible, and tired out
the Pontifical troops by ceaseless marches
and watches by day and night, there was
but little room left for bravery.

: lity they number 1,692 and extend
f-g?;y ‘miles, with & width in some places
of seven miles. "The descent of the river
through them 18 made in well-defined
channels, which with their extensions,
are 80 deep that vessels_of the greatest
draught con pass readily between the
Jake nnd Ogdensburg. As early as 1678,
ihe waters of this archipelage were tra-
versed by o flotilla of two-gun barges and
one hundred and twenly canoes, led by
Frontenue, Governor of Canada, attended
by the celebrated Abbe de Fenelon.
Steamers ply between Cape Vincont,
Qlaylon, and Alexandria Bay, on the
arrival of trains at the two former
places. Overlooking the islands, on
the €anadian gide is Bgock\';lle, of 6,000
inhabitants, a railway junction, and be-
low which the Thousand Island are left,
and the open_ river, Lwo miles wide, is
entered. Thirteen miles farther lics
yroscott, n stone built town, whose chief
business is dune by o great distiilery
and hrewery, and two iron foundries.
The bastions of Fort Weilington are seen
on the enst. The Grand 'I'runk Railway
is neacly once mile lrom the town, and
the St. Lawrence & Ottawa Railway be-
sing at the riverside. The river 1s a
mile wide here, and opposite stands Og-
densburg, with two miles of wharves and
extensive flour and lumber mills. It is
the terminus of three railways; and its
sitnation at tie toot of sloop navigation
on the Inkes gives it pecullar commereial
advantages.  Ten million bushels of
Western grain pass this peint_anuually ;
fast veur 16,000 tons were shlpp_ed here
for Montreal—a new departure, for np to
1500 sueh transfer was made only at

(ingston.
m.»\%mut seven miles below Prescott be-
gins Lthe chain of the St. Lawrence canals
proper, constructed to Overcome the
rapids  which  they flank and a
total rise of 9064 feet, with
locks enabling lake vessels to descend
and exchange cargoes with the sea-going
ghips at Montreal. They are, In order of
dexcent, the Galop, Rapide Plat, Farran’s
Toint, Cornwall, Beauharnois, nnd Lach-
ine Canals.  Their combined length is
43} miles, the distance between Proscott
and Mentreal being 119 miles.  The first
three are also styled the Williamsburg
Canals.  The Galop formerly comprised
two distinct chaunels, known as the Iro-
quois and the Galop Canals; they were
joined and now form one line.

Originally, this system of canals was
desizned for o depth of 9 feet, but the
fuctuations in the stage of theriver ren-
der it diffienly to maintain ; al times it
10 6 feet 7 inches.  On account of the
increased size of vesscls, the Canadian
government deeided in 1871 to make
navigable depth of 12 feet through all
the canals and river-shallows, which soon
after was changed to 11 feet.  Sinee then
wo:k has been carried on with this object
in view, but it has not been completed.
Two new locks of the Cornwall Canal ure
of the standard dimensions {(Wellund
size); and the Lachine Canal hasg been
completed for 12 feet navigation, with
locks and bridges adapted for 14 feet
navigation, the untouched work in it
cousisting of the excavation of the canal
prism to a further depth of two feet for
more {han six miles of its length.

The river clhunnel hus been cleared of
obstacles to 14 feet navigation from the
hiead of Galop Rapids to the Corwall
Canal; from the foot of the Intter to the
Beanhiarnois Canal it is navigable by the
largest vessels ; and a depth of 14 feet
agnin exists though Loke St. Louis,
excepling the lower four miles, in which
the channel must be deepened and
widened at & number of places.

The Cornwall Canal overcomes the
Long Sanlt Rapids ; at St Regis, near the
foot, the forty-fifth parallel intersects the
St. Lawrence, which now becomes
exclusively Canadian. It isalee interes-
ting to observe the small width of the
river at this point, and the narrowest
width between the United States and
Canadinn territory was 600 feet, mensured
between the northwest side of Croil’s
Island and the canal bank. TheSt Law-
rence now expands into Lake St Francis,
23 miles long and 5 miles in maximum
breadth, and dotted with islets at its
lower end.

The Besuharnois Canal lie on the
south side of the river and overcomes
the Cascades, Cedar, and Cotean Rapids.
Surveys for & new route hnve been made
on the northern bank. It connects Lakes
St. Francis and St. Louis, the Iatter in
tum being connected with DMontreal
Harbor by the Lachine Canal.

The latter consists of one channel with
two distinct systems of locks, the old and
the enlarged, both of which are in use.
On its banks are the Canal and Grand
Trunk offices and sheds, occupying a
point of land on which the celebrated
Victorin Bridge finds its terminus. Op-
posite the upper enirance ie the Indian
village of Canghnawnga, the terminus of
the Montreal & New York!Railway, with
which the Grand Trunk connects by
ferry ; u railroad from Montrealito La-
chine borders the northern bank of the
canal. Sea-going vessels can pass iato
the basins between the lower locks with
coal, sugar, and plaster for the factories
in this part of the city and {or the Grand
Trunk works. They can also reload at
the same points, where is ample dock
room.

After leaving Lake 8t. Louis, the St.
Lawrence dashes wildly downthe Lachine
Rapids, n descent of forty-two feet in two
miles; and eight miles farther on, after
pnesing beneath the twenty-five spans of
the Vicloria Bridge, oneand three-quarter
mllles long, reaches the quays of Mont-
real.

The purpose had in view by the Can-
adian Government in determining on a
depth of fourteen feet, were to enable
the largest classes of lake vesscls at that
time to carry their cargoes direct to
Montrenl without breaking bulk ; to se-
cure for Cannda all the advantages which
the possession of this magnificent waler-
way ought to give it; to make the St.
Lawrence in its whole lenglh tho highway
Ly which the surplus products of the
West ghould seek an oullet to the ses;
and to put it into a position to compete

ton, the

successfuly fox the export trade of the
continent with the eeveral lines of com-
munication on our side of the boundry.

The total expenditure on the Welland
and St. Lawrence Capals iz about $41,-
250,000 ; it will require $12,750,060 more
to complete the work, or54,080,000 in sll.
The consiructioo of the lock at Sault
Ste. Marie and other necessary improve-
ments will swell this sum to $66,000,000,
the final result being a navigable depth
of fourteen feet between Lake Superior
and Montreal,

Many careful students of the question
have doubted whether the large expen-
diture already incurred on the Welland
Canal will ever be justified by the result.
It is, of course, the connecting link bet-
ween the great lakes and the principal
seaports of the Dominion ; and the
Government of the latter has been anima-
ted by the belief that the great com-
merce now passing from Duluth, Chica-
go, and other United States poris on the
lakes to New York, and thence to Europe
would take the Welland Canal route,
thereby making Montreal the chief port
on this continent. This impression was
snpported by the consideration that
Montreal is nearly three hundred miles
nearer than New York to Liverpool.

and several persons have been arrested
in connection with the cowardiy act,and
will be tried before the loeal covrt.

The Cardinal Aechbishop of Paris has
reltnrned to his ree after his visit ad
imina, The Mess ger announces that he
is the bearer of an autograph letter from
the Pope to President Carnot. In his
dinlogues with Mgr. Richard the Holy
Father expressed his regrets at the war
carried on by the Republhcan Gavern-
ment, against the French episcopacy,
adding that France was not responsible
for this attitude, for he was convinced
that the Catholic majority was devoted
to the Papacy. Ieo XIII, wound up
with these words: “The Church is the
“canae of God, and I do not despair that
“the French, when they perceive the
S unhappiness intn which a policy ad-
<« verse to the Church hag led them, will
“one day sclect a Government which
« will restore to the eldest daughter of
 the Church her peace and prosperity.”

ImrespiNG EvietTions 1N WesT CraRre,

—At the Kilrush Petty Sessions, on
April 25, & number of tenants on local
estates were rummoned under the evic-
tion-made-clauses for the possession of
their holdings. The first was a tenant
on the estate of Mr. Westby, at Tulla-
brack, near Kilrush, The court gave
the usual order for the sheritl for the
eviction, The other case in the same
locality, at the snit of the Marquis of
Conyugham, was settled.  There were
seven cascs for orders for cvictions on
Capt. Vandeleut’s estate, near Kilrush,
Mr. Hillinrd, on behalf of Patrick Kelly
of Leadmore, applied for a dismissal,
which was granted. The court then
made orders for eviction againgt these
tenants on the Vandeleur estate; John
and James Connell, of Moyne; Michael
McGrath, of Carnacella ; Patrick O'Dea,
of Moneymore ; John Crowley, of Carna-
nes, Martin Madigan, of Carrandota ;
and Thomas Quinlivan, of Ballinerinin.
Other similar evictions are to take place
on the estate near Labasheeda.

EyiGraTiON FrROM KERRY.—A large
number of emigrants left Killarney by
the day mail train on April 28, most of
them being bound for America. From
an carly hour in the moming Inrge
crowds from the outlying country passed
through the town to the station, so that
long before the train was due the plat-
form was croawded with emigrants and

their friends to wish them God-speed.
It was a most pathetic scene. l'enrs
rolled down the furrowed cheeks of gray-
haired men and women as they clung to
the children who were the only hopes
they had in the few remaining years of
therr life. Immediately the train arriv-
ed, there was a rush for the carringes,
which were nearly filled with emigrauts
from North and West Kerry, many of
whom wore the bright-colored jerseys of
the Gaelic Atletic Association, while not
a few of them carried their camauns as
a sonvenir of thesports and passtimes of
the Old Land. As the truinsteamed out
of the station, a wild cheer went up from
the friends of the emigrants, which way
heartily responded to by the latter, who
waved hats and handkerchiefs through
the windows until the train turned a
curve of the line, and they were lost to
sight.

Tur death occurred recently of the
Rev. Patrick Murphy in his native town
of Wexford. Father Murphy was for
many years the chief pastor of St. An-
thony’s parish, Scotland road, Liverpool.
As a priest, says the Liverpool Daily
Post, he confined himself to the duties
of his charge, but his endeavors for the
advancement of primary cducation in

his parish were herculean, and he had
happy facility of enlisting the sympnthy
and cc-operation of men of other creeds

than his own. No Roman Cathoiic ever
possesecd_in this city a wider or more
cordial circle of Protestant friends, or
turned them to better aceount, or illug-
trated more delightfully the old virtues
of simple hospitality and geninl compn-
nionship which have been traditions—
often embalmed in literary records—of
the Trish priesthood.

Tk Rev. Daniel Kavanagh, of Wex-
ford, died on April 23, aged about S0
years. Father Kavanagh received his
early eduention in St. Peter's College,
and entered the logic class of Maynouth
in 1833, Here he had a mast lailliant
cateer, and succeded in carrying oft the
tirst prizes in each of his classes. Pre-
vivous 10 his health becoming impaired.
Father Kavanagh, whose work 1n the
cnuse of his country was second only to
that of his Chnrch,‘md many encounters
with Inndordism, which then existed in
its most vicious and oppressive form.
Among other places, he made himself
felt in the Fitzwilliam rent uilice, and
routed some of the officials there who
were responsible for the harsh treatment
to which the tenants were subjected.

Tue Cexst'. oF TyroNe~-The popula-
tion of Tryrone, which in 154 was 312,-
Wi, i3 now 171,401, During the ten
vears, 1881-01, the (lecrense was 26018,
The number of emigrants in the decen-
ninm amounted to 28060, « total of 121,-
1S5 for the last furty years. In therural
districts the average loss of population
was 142 per cent.: while the principal
tewns, Omagh, Strabane, Dungannon,
Cookstown and Angnacloy, showed a de-
crease of 4.2 per cent. Catholies, who
unumber more than oue half, decrc_:lsed
14.7 per cent ; Protestant Episcopalians,
117 Presbyterianas, 12,5 ; Methodists,
57: and all other denominations, 7.4.
In 15831 the number of persons who cou'd
nrither read or write was 50 per cent.,
and last year the percentage was tn.7.
The illiterates have fallen oft in ten
years from 30.4 per cent. to 245 per
cent. Tyrone covers an area of 806,658
statute acres,  Of these 173252 were
under tillage last year, 7 under
meadow and clover, and 327,444 under
pasture ; 9,036 are plantations, 43,056
turf bog, 9.9035 marsh and 99512 barren
monntain lamd.

letter showed I was already aware—viz.,
that as a board you do not inguire into
the religions denomination of candidates
secking appointments as nurses in the
workhouse, In my letter to you 1 endea-
voredd te show that this system of
appeintment, whatever merit it may
have in other respects, has a most inju-
rious cffect on the spiritual welfare of
the Catholie sick and dying, inasn:uch as
they are left with only one Catholic
nuise, whose duty is contined to one
particular department of the female
mtirmary, while in the whole of the
male infirmary, children’s infirmary,
hospital and lunatic department there is
not to be found a single nurse of the
Catholic faith. I asked your boand to
consider whether, in the intercsts of fuir
play and religious toleration, such a state
of things should be pernntted to conti-
une. That is the question I desire to be
answered. ] venture tosuggesta remedy.
I trust your board will either necept it,
or make such modilications in the exist-
ing method of appointments as to war-
rant the hope that at least a few Cath-
olic nurses will be appointed in the
future,” Mr, Morgan said that the raising
of such a question was a bane and a
curse, and that it should not be conside-
red for one moment. He thought it
would be n most deplorable thing for
them to engage nurses for the purpose
of looking after the religion of the
inmates, becnuse if such were atlowed.
the guardians would neverbe able to put
down religious quarrels that might oceur
and the bitter sectarinn feelings that
would arise. Mr. Morgan proposed this
resulution, which  was unanimoundly
adopted : Resolved, That having earefuliy
considered the letter of the Roman Cath-
olie chaplain, requesting the guardinns to
appoint Roman Catholic nurses toattend
to the religious requirements of the Cath-
olic inmates, we are of opinion that it
would be highly detrimental to the
maintenance of discipline anil the good
management of the house to permit any
oflicier to engnge in religious exercises,
of any kind, with the inmates under his
or her charge, and we further reiterate
our determination to select in the future
as has been done in the past, the most
suitable candidate, irrespective of creed
or class, for appointments in the house.

MicHAEL DaAvITT'S EL0QUENT PLEA FoR
Prack.—Messrs, John Dillon, M.P., and
Michael Davitt addressed a big National
nmeeting at Slane, on Sunday, April 24

between the two sections of the Irish
party.

Nothing but our nwn crimin-
al folly can keep it from our shores ; and
what does & Parliament as a substitute
for Dublin Castle rule mean to every
man and every interest in [reland who
have ita truest welfare at heart ? To far-
mer and Inborer, artisan and mechanie,
trader and merchant, it will meana dom-
estic and sympathetic attention to all re-
nmiedies, laws, and oceasions by which the
properity of the industrial community
can hest be promaoted. It will means that
whereas the country has hitherto been
governed practically in the sole interest
of n useless landed aristocracy, freland,
nnder Home Rule will be governed jor
the benefit and advantage of the workers
of all classes, creeds and occupationa,
The country will be ruled for itselt by it-

gelf, armed with tiie miesion and the
power to build upun its material welfare
and socinl happiness.  And are we going
to forget all this for a miserable and hum-
itiating diskension ¥ Are we nbout tonct
the part of political lunaties, and put
away by our own insenzate conduct the
boon for which we: tought and conquered,
and which may be handed to us as the
rewanl of our efforts and the proof of our
victory by the veiy people whom we
have converted to our cause ? Many of
the noblest of our race have willingly
died that the principle of Irish nation-
hood should fructify in the blood of
martyrdom and beget the fruit of living
liberty with which to blesathis Celtic land
of ourss Holocausts have been made of
our people generation after generation in
the struggle for the right to live upon
the suit which God created for their use.
The battle for our rights national and
social, hag thus been handed down from
sire to =on, in varying but never-ending
contest, until it has fallen to the fortune
of thase of us of the present day tocome
within sight of the goal of victory.

Who Wero the Aborlaluces of Iroland ¢

As many volumes as would compose
an ordinary library have been written
on tac origin of the European people;
and all who have discussed the subject
contrived to he wrong for want of these
rules which I laid down in my intradue-
tory cssay. The celebrated Dr. Percy,
Protestunt Bishop of Dromore, County
of Down, Ireland, was the first who ap-
proached at all near the truth. In his
renealugical table he makes the Saxons,
English, Lowland Scotch, Belgic, Prussic,
Francotheorics, German, Suabian, Swiss,
Cumbrie, or old Icelandie, Norwegian,
Danish, Swedish, to spring frem a Gothic
origin, while he describes the ancient
Gauls, ancient British, \Welsh, Armori-
cans, Carnish, Irish, Frse, and Manx, as
{:tm‘eedmg from a Celtic root; and Pin-
<erton has decidedly thrown more light
upon the suliject than any antiquary of
the Inst century. He was, however, a
partisan, and labored, throngh Ialse ar-
gument and mutilated quotations, to
depreeciate the poor Celts, and clevate
his favorite Goths and Scythians. who
were, by the way, one and the same
people.

“The intellizent and impartial in-
quirer.” says Sharon Turner, “is now
satiztied that population has heen, every-
where, the result of emigration from
some primeval residence.  We can trace,
from histarical docnments, the eoloniza-
tion of many parts of the world; and
the traditions of other nations sufli-
ciently assure us that they have been
eflusicns from nmore ancient sources.
Whe:e history and traldition fail, we can
discern the same kind of origin, from
the impressive attestations of analogous
manners aml languages. The unneces-
sary fables of various original races, as
well as of spontaneous animal vegets-
tion, arc therefore now discredited.
Nations have branched ofl' from preced-
ing nations, sometimes by intentional
emigration, and sometimes by aceidental
separation, War, commerce, want, ta-
price, turbulence and pride have each,
i varicug regions, contributed to dis-
perse the human race into new settle-
ments; and among those tribes which
have frequented the sea, the casualtics
of the weather have often compelled un-
desirned colonizations.”

_ " There are,” he says, ** no more varie-
ties of form or manners among the
numerons tribes of mankind than such
as the descendants of one pair may have
extubited under the varving intluences
of ditterent climates and countries ; and
of dissimilar food, customs, diseases, and
occupations,  We may therefore believe
the account of the most ancient history
which we pessess, that all nations have
sprung from one original race; and to
its primitive parents in the first souree,
and in the second, to one or mure of
their three descendants, who survived
the awlul catastrophe, in which the first
diffusion of human population disap-
pearcd, we must refer the various
colonies of Britain, whom we are about
to enumerate.”

“ All ancient history,” continues Tur-
ner, “ agrees with the Mosaic, and with
the researches of modern science and
antiquarian curiosity, to place the com-
mencement of population, art, and
knowledge, in the Esstern portion of the
world. Here men first appeared and
multiplied; and from hence first spread
into those wilder and ruder districts,
where nature was living in all her un-
molested, but dreary and barbarous
majesty.”

In these passages the reader has all

that is really valuable in Sharon Turner's
disquisition upon the Celts and G ths;
his deep research is visible in every
age, but his application of facts merits
t little commendation. He describes
the Celts as everywhere jeared and
hated ; snys they were the Cimbri, and
that they frequently proved formidable
to the Roman army, having defeated
the Consul Narbo and many illustrions
men of that nation. The sarae opinion
and character of the Celts was held by
Pinkerton, but n writer in the Edinburgh
Review clearly proves that they were
Goths. 1 do not recollect the number of
the volume at this distance of time: but
it is one of the enrly ones. It is quite
evident from the ahove quotations that
Turner knew nothing of the Celtic peo-
ple; thig is not to be wondered at, since
he was guided by authorities more than
by evidence; and nenarly all the ancient
writers apply the Greck words KELTAT
and KELTol to the Goths,* whom they
generally contrive to mistake for Celts:
hence the calumnies which have been
heaped upon this inteiesting people,
whose only crime was a premature
civilization, To their superior polish
and cultivation, they were indebted for
constant defeat and partial annihilation.
Theirs were those acquirements which
render the posgessor less brave, but more
humane. That the Celts were a highly
polished people will be proved by-and-by,
and that they carried with them the arts
of civilized life into Ireland will be
readily admitted when the facts of the
case are Inid before the reader. My
proofs and facts will not be fanciful, like
those of Vallanay, nor conjectural, hke
those of (’Conner—but I must not anti-
cipate.

When the Celts lirst entered Furope
we know not ; they were there, au least,
seven or eight hundred years before the

Arrinn sn?'.q the Celts nre of lofty stnturo, and
Strabo tells us thelr halr was yellow; thesg
are the marks of & Goth, Livy commlts the
sume error, and Polyblus assures us that those
wha ancked Rome Winler Brennus were Cells,
They wera (iothic Gauls, as his and Tactius's
descriptions show, These anthors wero not
always wroug, ny they knew of two distinet
riaces in Gmﬂ, but they aro perpetually con-
founding them. Abrldged from a very orudite

essay on _the Gauls and Celts, Soo * Mc.
Culloech's Highiands and Western Isles,”

birth of Christ, a period beyond which
profane history does not carry us; and
probably the Goths may have migmted
sooner, though we have no earlier ac-
count of them. From this time, the
Gothic stream of populativn continned
to tlow in upon Europe, and, wherever it
appenred, the Celts retired before it, dis-
mayed and broken-hearted. Rome, im-
perial Rowe, repelled it for a while, by
arming one barbarous horde against
another. Wltimately, however, she fell
before the irresistible strength of the
Gothic arm.
Every state of society is not equally
favorable to the development of military
qualities.

The American In-
dians will endure (as all history proves)
without a murmur the most refined tor-
ture, but they are seklom known to
have faced an enemy openly; they as-
sail their foe treacherously, shoot their
darts from places of concealment, and
depend for success upon sudden effort
mther than upon manly and resolute at-
tack, But, when men acquire more re-
liannce upon  personal prowess—when
they have more to depend and more to
gain~—when rivalry has produced emula-
tion, amd when to be fearless is to be
famous, =ociety is in that state which is
productive of men possessing all the at-
tribittes of warriors; and such was the
