Arthur Beauchesne, Esquire, MA, K.C, F.RS.C, laid upon the Table a List
of the Members returned to serve in this Parliament received by him as Clerk
of the House of Commons from and certified under the hand of Jules Caston-
guay, Esquire, the Chief Electoral Officer, which said Certificate and List is as

SEVENTEENTH GENERAL ELECTION

OFFICE OF THE CHIEF ELECTORAL OFFICER

This is to certify that since the dissolution of the Sixteenth Parliament on
the thirtieth day of May, 1930, writs of election, dated on the thirtieth «day of
May, were issued by His Excellency ‘the Governor General for the election
of a member or members for every electoral district in Canada, such writs
being severally addressed to the returning officers mentioned in the attached
list and directing the nomination of candidates to be held either on the fourteenth
or the twenty-first day of July, and the poll, if required, on the twenty-eighth
day of July of the said year.

And that thereafter from time to time by reason of the acceptance of
office of profit under the Crown of certain -of the members elected under such
first mentioned writs, further writs of election were issued for the election of
members for certain electoral districts as in the said list more fully appears.

And that the persons named in the attached list have from time to time
been returned as elected pursuant to the said writs, their names having been
duly entered in the order in which the several returns were received in the book
kept for that purpose pursuant to the statute in that behalf and notice of such
returns having from time to time been duly published in the Canada Gazette.

A Message was received from the Senate informing this House that the
Senate had passed the following Bill without any amendment:—

- Bill No. 4, An Act to amend the Customs Tariff.

A 'Message was received from His Excellency the Governor General, desir-
ing the immediate attendance of the House in the Senate Chamber.

Accordingly Mr. Speaker with the House went to the Senate Chamber;
when His Excellency the Governor General was pleased to give, in His Majesty’s
name, the Royal Assent to the following Bills:—

An Act to amend the Customs Act.

An Act to amend the Customs Tariff.

To these Bills the Royal Assent was pronounced by the Clerk of the Senate
in the following words:—

“In His Majesty’s name, His Excellency the Governor General doth assent
to these Bills.”
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Then the Honourable the Speaker of the House of Commons addressed
His Excellency the Governor General as follows:—

“ May 1T PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY:

“The Commons of Canada have voted moneys required to enable the
Government to defray expenses in respect to the relief of unemployment.

“In the name of the Commons, I present to Your Excellency the following
Bill:—

“An Act for the granting of aid for the Relief of Unemployment.”

“To which Bill I humbly request Your Excellency’s assent.”

To this Bill the Clerk of the Senate, by command of His Excellency
the Governor General, did thereupon say:—

“In His Majesty’s name His Excellency the Governor General thanks His
Loyal Subjects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to this Bill.

After which His Excellency the Governor General was pleased to close the
First Session of the Seventeenth Parliament of the Dominion of Canada, with
the following Speech:—

Honourable Members of the Senate:

Members of the House of Commons:

I thank you for the prompt consideration which you have given to the
measures submitted to you, and which are deemed necessary for the relief of
unemployment in the Dominion. It is my fervent hope and confident belief
that these measures will prove effective in accomplishing the purposes for
which they have been enacted.

Honourable Members of the Senate:

Members of the House of Commons:

In relieving you from the duties to which you were summoned, I commend
to the Divine protection the people of this Dominion.

His Honour the SpEAKER off THE SENATE then said:
Honourable Members of the Senate:
Members of the House of Commons.:

It is His Excellency the Governor General’s will and pleasure that this
Parliament be prorogued until Saturday, the 1st day of November next, to be
here holden, and this Parliament is accordingly prorogued until Saturday, the
1st day of November next.
