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! YEAR is but a short time in the
existonco of the Universal Church ;
but it is woll worthy of notice, as
it gives an iden on a amall scale of

the reverses and triumphs of that great
hody on earth. Tho year of grace,
18992, which has just gone fro n us, was
a year of hope and promise. In its
gencral tendencies it was similur to the
other years of this half century, in
which men scem disposed to make the
¢hurch somo reparation for the ravages
their predecessors of the past century
had made .in her fields. .1t was sig
nalized also by tho tightening of the
bonds which, since the days of her
Divine Founder haveunited the Church
of Christ to the cause of the poor and
suffering. Tho enlightened Pontiff who
gits in the Chair of Pator has set the
example of accopting what is good in
modorn Jifs and thought while repress-
ing its evil tendencies, aud ho has been
ably assisted in this policy of councilia-
tion by' the circle of ominent men who
compose the Sicred Col'ege of Car
dinals.

In Italy, however, and in Rome
itself, the Sovereign Pontiil has not
been successful in gaining that liberty
of action so necessary for the proper
administration of the affnirs of the
Catholic world; and the Italians,
though weighed down by an immense
debt, excessive taxation, an oppressive
military system, and organized misgov-
crnment, have not yet learned from
their troubles to do justice to their
spiritual head. The country is daily
going from bad to worse ; and brigand-
age, suicido and divorce, those daugh-
ters of atheism, are duily becoming of
more frequent occurrence ; and yet, on
acount of the strange inertin of the
large Catholic population, a Liberal
Govermment still misrepresents the
country in Rome. One occurrenco will
go to show the blind hatred of these
men against everything Catholic. Dur-
ing the CQolumbus celebiation a collec-
tion of Catholic societies, which were
paying honor to the great discoverer as
an Italian aud a Catholie, were attacked
in the streets of Rome by a mob urged
on by a member of the Chamber of
Deputies. It was an act worthy of these
would-be apostles of enlightenment,
that they should seek to dishonor the
nr mory of the man who was one of the
most important agents in bringing about
our boasted modern ¢ivilization,

Auother event will also go far to
dispel the idea some Catholics have
held that the Holy Father has sufficient
liberty in his own sex. Some peaceful
Freach Catholics, who had mede a
‘pilgrimage to Romo to testify their
loyalty to the Soverign Pontiff wero
mobbed on the streots on a trumped-up
charge of insulting the usurper who sits
in the Quirinal, :

On an appeal being made by French
citizens to their Government, that
public-spirited body responded with an
order to the bishops not to fonn any
moroe pilgrimages, out of regard doubt-
less, for the feclings of their* brothoer-
infidels in Italy. Tho Bishop of Aix,
21. Gouthe-Soulard, firmly but respect-
fully asserted to the Minister of Public
‘“Worship his right a8 a Catholic and a
citizen to-act freely.in this matler. In

consequenco of this spifited declaration

.

of his rights, ho was pluced on trial and
finod 3,000 francs for insulting that
most august functionary,

This checding on the part of tho
French Government was all the more
uncalled for, sinco His Holiness, in a
lotter to the hierarchy of ¥ru-ce,
decided that French Catholics should
accopt the republican constitution of
Frar ce, and turn their ehorts to repeal-
ing the obnoxious laws which disgmeo
their statute book ; and the Cardinals,
as well as wany lenders of the Right,
had alrendy announced their intention
of adhiering to the policy of the Pope.
Indeed, the immediatoe cause of this
was the action of Canlinal Lavigerie
in proposing thoe toast of *“The French
Ropublic” on board the flag-ship of
the squadron at Algiers. In spite of
this friondly attitude, however, the
Governmer:t has blindly pursued its
course of petty persecution, just enough,
perhaps, in the Providence of God
to rouse the Catholic people to the
fact: that they should imitate their
brethren in Belgium and Germany in
doing their duty at the polls, and turn-

-ing out the scoundrels wlhose misdeeds

oven now cast disgrace on the French
nation in the eyes of the world

In the internal adwministration of the
Charchr the most important changes
were the appointment of Cardinal
Ledochowski as Prefect of the Propa-
ganda and tho election of Father
Murtine as General of the Jesuits
Thie new Cardinal P'refect was prepared
for his exnlted dignity by the trials of
persecution.  When he was Archbishop
of Posen he was imprisoned by
Bismarck under the notoriour. May
Lavs for nainiaining his rights as a
Catiwolic relate. - And now the ouce
mighty Chaacellor is in danger of his
ui. Sberty 'n the Empire he formed,
avd his vict.m is second in authority
in the Universal Church. Truly the
Lord *hath put down the mighty
from the.r seat and hath exalted the
humble,”

The condition of the Church in
Germany to-day is a subject of consola-
tion to every Catholic neart. It is
only twenty years siuce the inaugura
tion of the XKulturkempf, or Penal
Laws, against the Ohurch, and now
Bismarck is deprived of power mainly
through tho influence of the great
Catholic party, and all the obnoxious
laws huve been repealed except that
rclating to the Jesuits, And there is
now a strong probability that the
Centre may force that act of justice
also from the Government, in return
for their support ou tle Army Bill
But the most favorable sign of the
times was the bill introduced by the
Prussian Government for the education
of every child in the kingdom accord-
ing to the religion of its parents—to the
end, as the Emperor remarked, that no
child in Prussia might be brought up
without a knowledge of God. The
bill, though supported by the Centrists
and Consorvatives, was withdrawn on
account of the violent opposition of the
Liberal partics.  However, the fact that
such a sweeping measure could be
introduced at the express desire of the |
Emperor himsclf is a refreshing sign
of the progress of religious education.
- The happy state of affairs which
exists in tho German Ewpire is mainly
due;.under God,.to the zeal and abilities
of the great Catholic leador, Wind-
thorst, who, twelve months since, woat.
to his rest covered with years and.

honors. In his case, the good he'did”
1]

was not “ interred with his bones.” It
lives after him in the great party which
his onergy constructed, snd in the
examplo ho has set to persccuted
Catholics of avery uge and clime to uso
tho means Providonco gives them to
free the Ohurch from oppression.

In England the Church is shadowed
by a senso of loss, though it is a loss
which has long been oxpected. In the
month of January Henry Edward,
Canlinal Manuing, passed to his rest.
His loss was not felt by the Church
a'one—a nativa mourned him. But he
will be missed in a special manner by
the Church, which lie found an infant
and left strong and beautiful, worthy
to take a place in the cenncle of the
Lo'd. His successor, Archbishop
Vaughan, is fitted in every respect to
fill the position his death left vacant;
but it will be long ere the people of
Fngland forget the great English
Cardinal, Catholic in overy sense of the
word, who showed to this unbelioving
genoration that the cause of Christ and
the cause of suffering humanity are
one.

The stream of conversion which he
did so much to set in motion is still
flowing in; and though the sanguine
expectations of many Catholics have
been disappointed, the position of the
Church has in every way been much
improved, ang there is still great veason
to hope that in the Providence of God
Catholic England — the dream and
prayer of so many pious souls for 800
years—is rescrved as a future triumph
of the Chorch.

A gatifying oceuirence was the
election of Ald. Stuart Knill as Lord
Mayor of L .mdon. As he was a
stauoch Catholic, and unwilling person-
ally to attend tho services of the
Istablished Church in connection with
his position, there were some objections
agaiust his election; but a sense of
justice and respect for his censcientious
action carried tho day, and he was
eiecced by the almost unanimous -vote
of the Livery.

Among other European occurrences
the celebration by which the Spaniards
honored the memory of Christopher
Columbus is worthy of special mention.
1t was a splendid tribute of an intense-
iy Oatholic nation to the great dis-
coverer. The year was also marked
by a grand Catholic Congress at
Seville. Tke outbreaks of anarchy
early in the year were the work of
forcigners, and have quite died out
among the people. His Holiness paid
a beautiful compliment tothe Queen of
Portugal by presenting her with the
Golden Rose. In Belgium, the elec.
tions resulted in the roturn of the
Clerical party to power, and the census
of Switzerland shows that the Church
is gnining grund even in the strong-

holds of Calvinism.

Dut to give any proper idea of the
history of the Church in these times,
attention must be given to her mission-
ary labors which may remain as the
important events of history among
nations yet to be, when the petty
porsecutions of European polentates
have become but a disagreeable recol-
lection of an unwise past. The Sacred
College and the religious orders have
been making strennous efforts to propo-
gate the truths of the Gospel among
those who sit in-darkness. One of tho
most gratifyivg, triumphs was the
conversion of the Patriarch of the

Nestorians, with most of his followors.
This horesy has beon in existonco for
fourteen centuries, and the thought
that the graco of God has reachiod them
at Inst will give new strength to thoso
who hope the day will come when
Northern Lurope will see a second Ago
of Faith.

In Ohina th» Church has been a
church of suffering. In many places

.secrot sociotios, actuated by the samo

anti-Christian spirit as their brethren in
Europe, burned the mission buildings
and slanghtered prie: s and neophytes.
A Catholic, however, never sces any
reason to despair on account of nersecu-
tion ; ho knows that in more ways than
one tho ¢hurch suffering approaches
nearest to the Church triumphant,
The time may come for China when the
martyrs of 1802 are honored on the
altars of the Church throughout the
longth and breadth of that vast Empire.
Io Jupan the year was signalized by
the crention of a hiorarchy with titles
drawn from the Japanese Sees, Itis
not an event important in itself ; but
it is significant of the progress of the
Church  in that land, where, three
centuries ago, St. Francis Xavior
prenched with so much fruit The
progress of cthe Church in Japan s
peaceful at present. The sprinkiing of
the blood of her Martyrs has been on
her doorpost there these 300 years,
and the ange! of destruction respects
the sign and passes over iu silence.

— s

The work which Fuather Damien
carried on among the lepers is being
continued a3 quietly and unostente-
tiously as he began it. Catholics, who
aro accustomed to such examples of
self-aacrifice among their missionarics,
find in this no reason for wonder, but
the admiration of the Protestant world
shows that such deeds of Christian
heroism are the exclusive glory of that
Church which holds in her keaping the
fountains of supernatural favors.

.

Africa, which is to this 19th century
what America was to the 15th, is a
special field of missionary endeavor.
The soldiers of Ohrist have shown
themselves aven more cager in enlarg-
ing His dominions than the temporal
powers in acquiring new possesgions.
Iu the north, Cardinal Lavigerie has
been doicg wonders to iestore the

ancient glories of the church of
Augustine and Cyprino. His now

‘Inissionary body, *“The White Fathers

of the deseort,” have had great success
in carrying out his wise designs for the
conversion of the tribes of the Sahara
and the suppression of the slave trade.
It is indeed fitting that a prince of
that church which abolished slavery in
Europe should be the instrument in
wiping out the last vestige of that
curse in its very home. The death of
their great (Cardina! a few months ago
will be aseqero trial to his young
community, but there are many men in
its ranks quite capable of carrying out
the work ho begau.

In Central Airica the Church has
been suffering  persecution.  The
majority of the people of Ugands, with
their King, had been converted to the
faith, and the Protestant minority
rebefled, and, with the aid of the
Mohammedens and the officers of the
East Africa Company, massacred the
Catholics and deposed the XKing. The
British Government bas the affuir at
present under consideration ; and there
is overy roason to hopo that they will
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mako suitable reparation, as far as lics

in their power, for the wrong done to

the King and people of Uganda.
——

The President of tho Liboria Repub.
lic, though a Protestant, requested tho
Holy Father to send him missionarics,
which he, with hix usual zeal for souls,
has already doue. This leads to o
considoration of the great work which
the Josephite Fathers and the Sistors of
the Blessed Sacrament have commenced
umong the Negroes of the United
States. It has been a reasonable sub.

* jeet of complaint thai the Catholics of

this continent have not devoted them-
selves sufliciently to this Lranch of
God’s work ; but if zeal will 1eceiveits
roward, as it surely will, Father
Slattory an! Sister Catherine will soon
remove that reproach from the American
Church.

The most important event in the
history of the continert for the yem
was the celebration of the Columbus
Centenary. It was a splendid oppor-
tumty of instructing our Protestant
friends a3 to the part Cutholics have
played in the history of this cuntinent,
and weo think every mlvantage was
taken of it The Huly Father ordered
a Bigh Mass in each church in Italy,
Spain and America ; processions were
organized by Catholic schools aund
encicties ; and from the julpit and the
platform and the press, peaple were
informed that Columbus was a Catholic,
sailing for a Catholic puwer, with the
blessing of n Cathulic mouk, in the
interests of a Queen whou is know..
to history by the title of *7The
Catholic.” The Pope has alsu blessed
the World’s Fair to be Leld at Chicago
next year. He has sent out  Arch
bishop Satolli to represent lum there,
and also to settle any questions of dis-
pute in the Church in the United
States.

Among the questions which arose
was the famous compromise system of
education, which has Lecome known as
the Faribault system.  Archbishop
Ireland, moved by the poverty of lus
people, allowed the Catholics in two
parishes to give wer ther school
buildingsto the cutmmon schoul trustees,
thus shanng m the public funds for
their support—the only condition being
that Catholic teachers should be em-
ployed and religion taught after school
hours. Much controver-v was aroused
over this plan, but Rome’s decision was
““folerari potest.” Hut the Archbishops
of the Umted States, m councl
assembled, decided only lately to carry
out the decrees of tihe Council of
Baltimore to give every Cathohic child
us thorough a Cathonic tramng as
possible,

—_——

In Qanada also we have had our
school troub'es, and we find that the
great battle for the rights of the parent
1 education is not yet ended among
us. The Act passed for the seculariza-
tion of the schools of Manitoba has
been declared infra vires by the Privy
Council, and now the distressed
Catholics of that province are appealing
to the Dominion Government for the
remediary meastures 10 which the
Manitoba Act justly apd manifestly
entitles them. We hope that fair
minded Protestantz will join with us
in seeing this act of justice done to our
brethren in Manitoba, not only on their
account, but also to give a needful
rebuke to those firebrands who seok to
disturb the principle of mutual forbear-
ance on which Confederation is estab
lished.

———

The year has been a year of jubilees,
The venerable Archbishop of St. Louis
celebrated lus golden jubileo as bishop,
an event which has occurred but thrce
m acentury ; the festivities at Scranton
in honor of Bishop O’Hara have just
been finished ; and pearer home the citi-
zons of Toronto and London have joined
i congrstulating the Archbishop of

jubilee. Tt was also tho fiftioth anni.
vorsary of the establishment of Toronto
as an episcopal city.

It has beon also to high and low a
yoar of death. Many distieguished
Cat: olics have been called to the
rowand which their faith and works
have morited.  Besides Gardinals Man-
ning and Lavigevie, the Sacred Collego
has lost Ca diual Simeoni, who was so
long identified with missionary offort
as Profect of cho Propaganda.  Oardinal
Memmillod, tho distinguished repro-
sentative of the Swiss Catholics, and
Oardinal Iowanl, the venerablo Eng-
lish Cardinal, Father Anderledy, tho
General of the Jesuits, closed a lifo of
labor and zeal in tho cause of reiigion,
Bishop Trepped, beat known as member
of the French Chamber of Deputies,
has ‘eft the scene of his labors; and
the Ohurch in Scotlund mourns the
loss of Archbishop Smith, who held
the Sees of St. Andrew’s and Edin-
bugh.  In Germany the historian
Jannseos, whuse histury of the Refor-
mation caused so much confusion in
Protestant rauks, passed away bofore
his work was quite completed, and in
America wo mourn the loss of two dis-
tinguished lavmen—John Gilmary Shea
and Daniel Dougherty- -who, in their
respective capacities as historian and
orator, upheld the honor of their
race and reiigion among the people of
the United States. And basides these
are the cou tless thousands of those
whose simple faith and earnest work
bave gained them a place in the history
which ne man can hnow as yet—the
histury which the Recording Angel the
written in the Bovk of Doom, and wily
remain as the tiue history of the world
io the annuls of the Church triumn-
phant.

Death of a Venerable Priest,

There died recently in England an
Oblate Father who had a comewhat
varied career. Born in Upper Canada,
1819, of French parents, Father
Pinet was educated for the bar, and
practised law for o number of years.
In 1848 he enterd the Oblate novitiate
at Longueunil, . Q., made hig profes-
sicn  the following year, and was
ordained priest in 1851. Shortly
afterwvard he was sent to the Oblate
misgsion on the ccastof Labrador,whsre
he remained two years. Twenty-four
months i+ a comparatively brief period ;
but twenty-four months spent in
missionary work among the Labrador
Indians in the Fifties might well be
deemed eyuivalent to a lifetime of
ordinary labor. Labrador skies are
not the meet hospitable, and Father
Pinet for wecks at a time knew no
other roof. He often had to choose
between raw meat and starvation ; in
a word, he fared as the savages among
whom his lot was cast; and if his
success in converting the Indian
was phenomenal, it was won at the
cost of an heroic enduranoe that com-
pletely shattered his health. 1n 1854
he was sent to England, with the hope
that the climatic change might save
his tife. He occupied many important
positions in his Congregation there,
among others, that of Provincial and
Provincial Procurator. His death,
which was somewhat sudden, bereaves
his brethren of ur. exemplary confrere
end the Church of a devoled son.

CARDINAL LAVIGERIE.

Pancgyrio Dolivered at Lille, Franco,
by Mgr. Banaend.

Trandated from L'Univers.

My Brernren—Thoe time has not
yet come for taking the just measure-
ment of the eminent man who hasso
latelydisappeared from the scene of this
world. It is with him as with the
grand mountains of his native country
which require to be seen from afar in
order that it may be possible for the
gaze to take in their obain and
ostimate exactly their heght. So
hikowige 18 it true to say that by the
goneral outhnes of his physiognomy
a3 by the bold initiatives of lus
thouglt, this bishop, although modern,
ig however less tho man of the present
than contemporary of the future.
When then the future will have
dawned for him and this sun will
bave made grow,and will have ripened
tho seed of works and 1doas which he
cast into the world, then will peoplo
wonder how his genius and Eis
heart were in advance of all the un.
dertakings and of all tho conceptions
which the future will see realized. It
is then, my brethren, and then only,
that he can be presented to the
judgment of history, as it is said that,
the just man is presented at the judg-
ment seat ot God. with tke entire
train of lus works ; ** Opera enim corum
seguintar sllos."

We chould therefore have waited
until 1t became possible to glorify in a
worthy manner so rich a memory.
We shonld likewise have waited,
brothren, ont of charity to myself, in
order that I might at least be able to
glean 1 so vast a field something
which would deserve to be laid, as a
homage, upon this illustrious tomb
just closed to-day. But does admira-
tion wait? And in fact bhas it waited
till this hour to proclaim thia name by
the thousand voices of the press, in
every part of the globe? And doecs
gratitude also wait? And has not
ours been for & long time pledged to
him, to bim who gave us in tlus city
of 1alle a colony ¢ ¢ his priests, a school
of g children, and a-short time ago
also the mission of preparing those of
his Africans whom he destined to be
physicians of the desert. °

1 will therefore speak: you have
desired it. Aud in 2 concise descrip-
tion which I had wished to make
short, I will, if it pleases you, show
you the great bishop, the great
raissionary, the great Ifrenchman.
sSuch indeed has appeared to me, and
will appear to you in the life of his
Eramence Charles Martial Allemand
Lavigerie, Cardinal of the holy Roman
Church, Archbishop ot Algiers, Arch-
bishop of Carthage, Primate of Africa,
founder and sugerior of the Missionary
Fathers of Algiors, ement servant of
God, the Church, Ins country.

L

Such august destinios are not with-
out providential preparation. There
was firstly, my christisn brethren, a
proparation for the ministry of his
priesthood in those bnlliant studies
which rapidly led this child of the
Pyreneesto the doctorate of literature,
to the doctorate in theology, to the
chaplaincy of Saint Genevieve, to the
chawr of -ecclesinstical history in the
Sorbonne. To these first ports of his
brilliant career, the Abbe Lavigerie
hastened at a running pace, and with.
out delaying at them, pressed ss he
was, unconscionsly, by & mysterious
vocation, wishing only to open to his
priestly action those necessary hor-
zons of theological, literary and his-
torical learning without which a priest
is no longer the light of the world.

There was another prepsration, a
preparation for his missionary career
m  his direstion of the work
of the Schools of the East. This

star rising upon the East, he under-
stood was the star of lus destiny:

' It was in this work, that I at length
found my real vocation," ho wrote
afterwards ; ‘i1t was there that I
found myself for the first time in
touch with the infidel world.,” Hoe
had already prenched in favor of thig
work of chinrity's crusade i all the
great pulpits of IFrance, drawin
towards this desolate and dovustnmﬁ
East, the gold and the lcart of
Christians, when in 1860 wo seo him
ombark himself and set sail for
Beyrouth.

It was the poriod of the horrible
massacres of Syrin. The vengeance
of 60,000 Mavonites who were under
our protection, called forth vhe sword
of France. The distress of a multi-
tudo of widows and orphans appealed
to the almsjof Franco. The Abbe Lavi-
gerie arrived at Lebanon witk three
millions (francs) to distribute amongst
the victims. 1lle himsclf during six
months often at the risk of his life
traversed on horseback this unfor-
tunate ccuntry smoking with fire, red
with blood and black with devastation
and ruin. What days, what sights!
brethren, I think I still feol the
shiver which his words sent through
an audience in which I was, when on
his return one day he related in the
pulpit the discovery e made of the
field of carnage oi lair-ol-Damar, at
the thick cloud of ravens which flew
around and with crieg of joy hovered
over the countless deud.

The two great orphanages of Bey-
routh and Tahleh werv opened to tho
clnldress of the vietims. This priest
was for a whole people in their mourn.
ing the angel of the resurrecticn ; and
when ke returned to France, he
brought back to it not only the
enthusiastic gratitude of Lebanan, the
adiniration of the world, the blessing
of Rome; he brought the soul of a
greatmissionary. Heau became orien
tal soul in the Dast as we ghall ses
him later transformiug his soul into
an African sevl in Africa. From the
time of Saint Paul apostles have the
art and the duty of such transforma-
tions. ¢ Omnibus omnia factus sum.”
T became all things to 511 men.”

There was an apprenticeship of his
life as cardinal which he aftearwards
led at Rome, in his position of anditor
of Rote, but without at any time
abandoning his works in the Eust;
the apostolate ever held irrevoeablo
possession of himn. God, who was
leading Lim by the hand, brought Lim
to this centre of all things catholic, to
strengtLen him in the source of pure
doctrine and devotion to the Roman
Pontiff. And when soon after it was
necessary to tear himself away from
Pope Pius IX. whom he had very
much loved, he protested that nothing
would blot out from his soul the
memory of a Pontiff whose virtues
were equalled only by his misfortunes.
He carried away from there the nawme
of Romo engraved in hig heart and
love; we know whether he was
faithful.

But behold him a bishop! And
here, brethren, shall I dare to qualify
simply as prelude and apprenticeship
this episcopate of Nancy, so fruitful
by itself in ecclesiastical institutions
which I have only to mention? Or-
ganization of a diocesan court, provi-
dent fund for aged or infirm priests,
episcopal freedom, creation or exten-
sion of ecclesiastical colleges, wlat
things in so fow years! But then
already bis genius is ahead of th-
present. He feels the threats of a
near and dark future; he foresees it
and he prevents it.

RT. REV. BISHOP (’HARA.

Impressive Cercmonies at His Silver
. and Golden Jubilee.

A despatch from Scranton, Pa.,
dated Dec. 21st, gays: One of the
prettiest of all church ceremonies was
tho pontifical mass with whieh Right
Rev. Bishop Willium O'Hara this
morning celebrated his silver and
golden jubilee. The mass was ccle-
brated at 16.30 o’clock at St. Peter's
Cathedral, in the presence of the most
distinguished of all the Catholic clergy
of this gection of the covntry. Cardi-
nal Gibbons and Archbishop Ryan,
of Philadelphia, assisted in the cere:
mony.

One of the most impressive events
of the celebration was the presentation
to the Bishop by the clergy of the
diocece of an address, setting forth
their love and 1espect for bim, and a
check for $15,000 as a further indica-
tian of their esteem. The voice of
the Bishop faltered as ne responded
with thanks.

Features of the mass were the sing-
ing by an immense choir, which
included distinguished soloists, and
the jubiles address by Archbishop

yan, which was exceedingly eloquent.
In cencluding, le said - ** And now it
remsing for me to announce to you,
my dear people, that our Holy Father,
the Pope, crowns this event by his
benediction. There has been received
by cablegram ‘the hearty congratula-
tions of His Holiness in St. Peter's
cbair. And now it remains for me,dear
Bishop, in behalf of His Holiness, Leo
XIII., in behalf of His Fminence the
Cardinal, in behalf of the venerable
Bishops hero assembled, in behalf of
the priests and the faithful people here
to-day, in bebalf of your beloved old
- parish of Sv. Patrick’s, of Philadelphia,
where you spent twenty-four years of
your life, to congratulate you on this,
your golden jubilee, and to hope that
your days reay be spent in holy peace,

aond that in the end, the Divine
Master, whom f'ou have served 8o
long, eo faithfully and so well, may
transfor the mitre nf your opiscopacy
into a crown of oternal glory.”

At tho conclusion oif the muss,
Cardinal Gibbons spoke briefly, ox-
prossing lus deep regard and respeet
for the vonerable Prelate, in whose
hionor all had assembled.

Aftor the Mass camme the dinner of
the cleigy, which waa private. Brief
remnrka wero mnde by Cardinal
Gibbons, Archbishop Ryan, and
Bishops Keane, Horstmann, McGov-
ern, Ryan, O'Hara, Phelan and
O’Dounell,

At College Hall tlus ovenimng a
roception was given by the Bishop to
guests from adistance,hss parishioners,
and the people of the city, From8to
10 o'clock tho reception was for the
visitors and tho non-Catholics. After
10 tho Bishop received thousends of
Catholics of Saranton and surrounding
towns.

In all its history Scranton never
saw such a procession as that which
moved along the principal avenues on
Thursday 1in honor of Right Rev.
William O’'Hara. Over 14,000 people,
coming from every town and hamlet in
the valley, turning out to do honor to
the venerable prelate, who for twenty-
five years has with great piety and
signal ability presided over the desti-
nies of thus diocese.

The great pageant was reviewed
from a point near St. Poter's Cathe-
dral by (ardinal Gibbons, Bishop
O'Hara, Archbishop Ryan and five
other bishops. The <kies were clear,
even though the air was cold and
active exercise in the marching line
was a pleasure. Along all the prin-
cipal streets were thousands of people.
coming from all parts of Northeastern
Pennsylvania. Special traing wero
upon all the railroads and their
capacity was strained. For over two
hours the procession was in motion,
thhe parade ending a little after two
o'clock.

Four hundred people attended the
banquet at College Hull this evening.
It was a most delightful event, though
marred somewhat by the absence of
twe of the announced speukers,
Cardinal Gibbons and Governcr
Pattison. Thn Cardinal was com-
pelled to leave for home 1n the after.
noon in & special car. Governor
Pattison, after agreeing to come,
broke his engagement at the eleventh
hour.

Judge F. W. Gunster presided over
the fiast and made the opening
sddress. One of the principal features
of the night was the address of the
laity to the bishop, which was deliver-
ed by Chaicman P. F. Smith, of the
committee of arrapgements. At the
conclusion of this address the bisbop
was presented with a check for
$145,000, the second for that amount
given bim.

Tho other speakers of the evening
included Archbishop Ryan, Judge
Lynch and Jobn 1. Lenshan, of
Luzerne ; Editor E, J. Lynett, ditor
John E. Barrett end Joseph O'Brien,
of thig city, and James J. O'Neill, of
Carbondale.

But so caroful is the Church
that all powers shounld lend to IMnith
a3 hor handmaids, that she insists on
tha excercise of reason. Whooever

1. st be proved by reason is condemned ;
this is tho meaning of the sylisbus and
of the Vatican Council.

One observes among sume really
good and devout people a desire to
underrate both the intellectual and
the wethetic. The catechism, they
cry--the catechism; that is enough.
¢ If the catcchism will not keep a
young wan or young woman in the
right track, nothing will.” And,
couseqently, there is a suprome
indifference or a contemptuous toler-
ance shown when there is n question
of higher education for young Catho-
lics. This is truo especially of the
education of women. * Dear me!"
says Mr. Oldboy, *what does a
woman want with books and studies ?
Can she sew? Can she make me
comfortable ? That's the question.”
The question for him, and many like
him, but not an answer to the main
question, which is: How can all the
powers of men's and women's mind be
brought to the service of Christianity ?
How can such logical qualities as they
possess and such msthetic tastes be all
turned to the greuter glory of God and
to the betterment of their own peace ?

Catholic education stops, as a rule,
on the day the young -eople leave
school. One may say that the en-
vironment of the young Catholic after
he leaves school is an education in
itself, as life is the best educator. He
learns new lessons each Sunday from
the symbolism of the Mass ; he learns
of the greatness and glory of the
Church from her music and her pio-
tures; and each holyday or annivers-
arystrengthens his love andadmiration
for the Spouse of Christ, who is the
regenerator of the world. But to get
even a small portion of the meaning of
the Church, wae must he prepared for
it.

No man can read a great poet well
unless he brings to the reading some-
thing more than a kuowledge of
grammar. We all know .bat it is
better to read Homer in a translation
than to read the lliad only for its
techmeal value. The scholar who
had devoted his life to the study of the
genitive case and died lamenting that
he had not given 1t to the dative, is a
type of the men who narrow them.
selves and neglect tho talents God has
given them. That all intellectual
narrowing is bad, we see every day.
It 18 a false reaction agamnst intel-
lectual narrowness whick: gives Mr.
Ingersoll his audiences.

It is not true that the environment
of the Catholic yourg man or woman
will educate him or her in the
right direction after he or she leaves
schoel ; for the atmosphere of our
social environment is full of miasma.
Who can help breathing it? Why is
it that vocations for the rcligious state
are fewer among men in our country
than in Catholic countries? It is
because the boy after he leaves school
ceases to bo educated in the right
way.

A stupd man may be a good
Christian. The legend of the lily
growing ont of the beart of the poor
idiot who loved Our Lady is doubtless
true. It ought to be; the whole life
of St. Francis of Assisi shows us hew
true it is that simple-minded men bear
the lilies of Christ in their leart of
‘hearts. Our Dord did not die only for
the clever people; He did not come
on carth to spread culture. The old
French Jansenist crucifixes represent-

"ed Him with His arms nailed aloft, to

symbolize the assumptious that He

died only for a few. Tho attitudo of
the Jansenist is tho atlitude of some
of our modern intellectual poople. [t
i3 unconscious, but it is absurd.
Nevertholess, tho other oxtreme—
that Christianity is only for the lowly
and the ignorant—is just as bad. 1t
takes ull the forces of a Christian to
corroborate with divine grace; and
tho more truly intollectual he is,
the more really westhetic dovelopment
must go in the right way.

« In my time,"” says an old man, in
oue of Augier's plays, *‘there was
God.” There always was and always
will be God, and the people aro
coming more and moro to recogmnize
thig trath; but is not the knowledge
of the ways that lead to God worth as
much attention as the knowledge of
practicel things? Must one bo n-
tont with tho rudimonts? "Thor. Jre
the Catholio school should not give
tho pupil the idea that he1s * fimsh.
ed,” but the idea that he is only
beginning ; not the idea that he is to
be like the world around bhim, but
that, if he can not lead the world
around him, he is to be different from
it. * In some communitics,” Emer-
son says, * it is our duty to be
eccentric.”” St. Bernard expresses a
like thought.

If to love the things of the soul and
the mind, if to prefer the beautiful and
fine, rather than money and luxary
and foverish excitement, is eccentri-
city, the Catholic, who surcounds
himgelf with the atmosphore of lus
faith ought to be glad to be different
from the rest of the world. It must
come to him: he need not go to 1t.
His atmosphere will be like steam,
which, surrounding & man in a fire,
keops the flames from touching him.
His differonca is like the wet hand-
kerchief that saves his life in the
smoke.

Mr. Murphy was intro-
duced by Vicar-Ueneral Roousy,and gavea
most interesting and encouraging report of
tho work that the society is doing amongst
the Italians of the city. The number of
applicants for the classes of the mght school
had increased very largely, especially
amongst the Engl.sh speaking cg‘i'ldrcn.

$36,048 42. Tho financial items of the dig-.
bursements  wore :—Salaries, 518,710 ;
goneral purposes, §4,082; capital account,
810,465. The disbursements exceeded the
receipts by $77. The report was adopted
on the motion of Trustee Burns, scconded
by Trusteo Walsh.

The report of the sites and bailding com-
mitteo stated that thoy had received plana
for tho new school on Bond street from the
architects, Mcssrs. Post and Holmes, and
recommended that the plans should be ag-
copted. Tho committco also recommended
that tho architects bo directed to propare
agcciﬁcntions ond advertiso for tonders for
the building.

The Incarnation of God the Son
was tho greatest marifestation that
even God could make of His infinite
goodness, love and mercy for the
human race. He had created man
through love — He redeomed lum
through merey. Tho creation was a
manifestation of Almighty love—the
Redemption was a manifestation of
infinito and ull-pardoning meroy.

Man was originally created and
constituted in justice and innocence.
He was o child of God and an heir of
heaven. By his fall he lost his
innocence and justice and forfeited his
Sonship of God and his heirship of
bheaven. He was banished from
Paradise, and was driven into exilo—a
fupitive from the fuce of God, lus
offended father. Jesus Christ, the
Son of God incarnato, comes down
from heaven, to restore to man the
Sonship of God and the heirship.of
heaven, and to bring lim back from
Ins exile and lus flight from God to an
union of friendship and of love wivh
Him. The incarnation of Christ was
in principle the redemption of man-
kind, and their restoration to their
place in God’s eternal plains and to
their own immortal destinies.

In the Jlden dispensation the fear
and dreed of an offended Gou ruled
and overpowered the hearts and minds
of men. In that dispensation God
ruled his people by the manifestation
of ..lmighty power, by the force of
stupendous miracles, by.signal and
tremendous chastisements of guilt, and
s the might of His outstretched arm.
When Adam sinned he was seized
with fear, and he hid himself from the
face of God. 1 heard Thy voice in
Paradize, and was afraid, and becauss
I was naked I hid myself.” This un-
holy fear, which carried away man
fram God, was transmitted with life to
all the posterity of fallen Adeam—
banished and proscribed and expelled
from Paradise by a sword of fire. All
antiquity fled and lnd itself from the
fuce c¢f an offended and angry God.
And this fear which dominated anti-
quity was different in kind from that
boly fear of God which is the begin-
ning of wisdom, and which inspired
the sinner at the same time with g
dread of divine justico, a hatred of sin
aund a loving hope in the divine good
neas and mercy. The fear of the
ancients wus & slavish fear, that had
jts origin in hatred of God, who
punished sin and in batred of the
penalty inflicted or the sinner and not
in repentance for the sin that merited
the divine chastisement. And what
were the bitter fruits of this unholy
fear, that eventusted in the flight of
mankind from God ? Under its nlight-
ing influence the world had become
thoroughly corrupt and out cof joint
with the purposes of its Creator.
Men bad for the most part lost the
knowledge of the true God and of the
priceless value of the immortal soul.
Paganism, with its degrading rites
and superstitions, and its vast system
of idolatry, held the world enthralled.
A dead sea of woral corruption
covered the face-of earth—vice became
deified, for each bad a God for its
author and :patron —whilst the great
and eternal God was unkoown and
unchangeable. He was an outlaw
his own creation. The buwan family
bad lost its unity and sanctity, and
became disrupted and broken up.
Slavery held in its chains two-thirds
of the Roman world, and degraded,
demoralized and corrupted 1t. - Human

life had become a dark and perplexing
mystery onsiirouded in impenetrablo
darkuess, with all its problems un-
solved and its destinies and purposes
unexplained ; - and man, *“noble in
reagon, wfinite w faculties, in form
admirablo, 1n action like nn sngel, the
beauty of the world, the paragon of
cronted thugs,” becamo worthless in
his own eyes—the sated slave of his
gonsual  plensures, and ignoble
passions. Such is the appalling
picture which all sacred and profane
writers deaw of the moral state of the
world 1 the days of Augustus Cuesar—
such was the moral coudftion of the
world that the Saviour of mandkind
came to redeom and save. But how
is this to bo nccomplished? How are
Jusiice, peaco and mercy to be made
to work togother in this divine work
of human salvation and restoration.
“ Behold,” cries out the prophet,
* God himself will come and save
you." * Eecco Deus ipse veniet et
galvabit vos.'—Igaias ¢. xxxvV,, 4.
God himself will come down from
heaven in the Incarnation to seck his
lost cluldren, to dissipate their unholy
and destructive fears, to bring them
back from their banishment, and to
win their confidence and their love.
He will not come in great power and
mujesty as he did on Sinut, when he
was clothed with the lightnings of
heaven and spoke in a voico which
was as a roll of thunder, and when the
terrified people cried out to Moses, ** O
Moses, speak thou to God for us, but
let not God speak to us, lost we die."
No,; God the Saviour will veil the
splondor of His mnjesty, the awfulness
ot Iis power, the terrors of His
justice, and will come gently as the
dew of lieaven falls on the tluvsty
earth—silently as the foolsteps of the
dawn descending the eastern lills.
He will becowe man, He will become
our Lrother, nay, He will come in
the sweetness and tenderness and
dependence of an infant; and with
the pleading outstretched arms and
the winsome and irresistible smile of a
child, He will destroy our fears and
will bring us back again to faith and
hope and love in God our Father who
is in heaven. This is the divine
philosophy of the Incarnation and
birth of Clirist, in which * mercy and
truth have met each vther and justice
and peaca hava embraced each other.”
Misericordia e« veritas obviaverunt st
Justitia et pax osculate surnt.—(Ps.
Ixxxiv., 11.)

The birth of the Incarnate God
was the visible manifestation of the
divine bounty and goodness. Hence,
St. Paul says of it, that in it ¢ the
grace of God the Saviour hath appear-
ed to all men.” (Titus 2. ch.) And
again ** the goodness and kindness of
God the Saviour appeared.” (Titus,
8 chap. 4th verse.) Hence, also, St.
Bernard, commenting on St. Paul's
words, asks, ‘ How could God better
command or manifest his goodness
than by assuming our flesh? How
could He more strongly declare His
mercy than by clothing Himself with
our miseries?* As Moses made
known to men God the Creator, God
the Master and Sovereign Lord, God
the All powerful and the infinitely
Jugt and Terrible, so the Incarnation
and birth of Christ revealed to the
world God the Saviour, the God of
love, and tenderness, and mercy—
God the Father and the Brother and
the Friend of man. ¢¢ The geace, the
goodness and linduess of God the
Saviour hath appeared to all men.”

The Incarnation and birth of Jesus
Christ gave hope of pardon and con-
fidence to the guilty fallen world. He
was the day-star from on high that
rose above the horizon of time and
shed the light of hope and radiance of
pardoning love like the smiles of God
on the darkness of human misery and
despair.  * Fear not,” said  the angel,
announcing the birth of Christ to the
shepherds, who on the firat Christmas

and the hills and dales of Galileo ro-
ccho the glad refrain, and the burden
of their song is: ** Glory to God in
tho highest, and peace on earth lo
men of good will.” Ho hae come to
destroy the kingdom of Satan and the
reign of 8in on the earth, and establish
instead tho kinsdom ot God's peace
and love. All pswer is given to that
Divine Child in heaven and on ecarth,
and Ho will use that divino power to
destroy the reign of Satan, to forgive
sin, to save man and to restore a fallen
guilty world to the friendship of God.
The bruised reed be will not break,
and the smoking Hlax he will not
extinguish; He will have pity on
human sufferings and compassion for
human sorrows and afilictions. Under
the beneficent exercise of Higelmighty
power, the blind will sce, the lame
walk, the lepers will be cleansed, the
deaf will hear, and the poor will have
the Gospel preached to them, and
that gospel will bring them hope and
comfort.

In
man's uninllen state God walked with
him in Paradise, and converged with
Inm as a triend, and the memory of that
happy intercourse haunted him in his
exile like that of o bappy dream that
can novor be forgotten, like the recol-
lection of a vision of unutterable beuuty
once seen in the far off years, but has
nover faded from memory.

Bat whilst this hunger and thirst
for God still racked the human soul
and fumished the human heart, and
parched the whole moral being of man
with unquenchuble desires and un-
utterablo longings, there wasg in s
being centrilugal force al work, the re.
ault of the fall carrying him away from
the God he had offended and pughing
and driving him farther and farther
from him. This force was the original
fear and torror of divine justice that
first cnured man to hide from God and
kept him far away from Him. The
result ot theso conflicting forces in
man's spiritual being wae idolatry, or
the worship of man meds Gods. AMan
~ouldnot livewithoutGod-~heran away
ang hid himself from the true God—
ho thorefore nade gods unto himself.
Now, the birth of the man God in the
flesh reconciled these two conflicting
forces in man's moral nature, for it
ocatisfied the desire of man for God and
disarmed his fears that kept him away
from him. It was the restoration of
the human race to their place in the
original design of God and to their true
and immortal destipies. Jesus, in
becoming man, and clothing himsel€
with our flesh, became one of our--
selves—a fellowman and & brother.
And in doing this he appealed to the
best and strongest feclings in our
nature for our confidence and love, for
there is that within us that prompts
us to give out our confidence and
heart's affections to those who try to
assimilate themselves to us. When
Alexander the Grest conquered Darius
and made himsolf master of Persia, he
cloihed bimself in the national
costume, to win the confidence and
gain the affections of the Persians.
Kings and rulers do the same thing
even now when visiting subject
peoples, and even missionaries in
strange and far off lands wear the
national costumes of the countries
thev are evangelizing, in order to con-
ciliate their feelings, to disarm their
prejudices, and to win their confidence
and affections. Now, the Son of Gad,
in becoming man, acled on this
principle, Ib order to win our hesrts
He clothed himeelf with our hearts,
He clqthed himself with our flesh.
« He was made,” said St. Paul, “in

‘the likeness of mwun, and formed in

fashion as.a man. God sent his Son
in likeness of sinful flesh.” (Rom. 8rd
chap.) He allowed Himself to bo
tempted in all things like unto our- .
gelves, except sin. ** Therefore™ says
the same Apostle (Hebrews IL., 14),
« therofore because the children are
partakers of flesh and blood, He- also

Himself in liko manner had been
partaker of the same, that Ho might
deliver them who, through the fear of
death, wero all their life subject to
servitude, for nowhere doth He take
hold of the angels, but of the sced of
Abraham he takoth hold, Whorefore
it behcoved him in all things to be
made like unto his bLrothren that he
might become a merciful and faithful
high priest beforo God, for in that
whorein Ho hinge!f hath suffered and
been tompted, He is ablo to succor
thom also that are tompted. Thus,
Christ, in the Incarnation, has
humbled Himself, taking upon Him
our form aud our likeness, and has
thus banished our foare, hus won our
confidence, and gained our love and
affections, and in this way has undone
tho evils of the fall: In this mystery
heaven is united to earth and God to
man. Hes became the Son of Man
that wo might become tho sons of
God. He came down on earth that
He might lift us up into heaven. He
was born in time, that wo might be
made sharers of a happy eternity. Ho
beeame poor and suffering and an
exile heru on earth, that, throoeh Him,
we might one day be rich and happy
in our oternal homo in heaven.

But lest, after His ascension into
heaven, we should lose s:ght of Him,
and wouid cease to bo attracted to-
wards Him by the chords of Adam,
that is, the bonds of confidenroe and
love, Ho instituted the Sacrament of
the Blessed Eucharist, in which and
through which He would still remain
in amystic but a real manner amongst
His earthly children. This Sacra.
ment is called by theologians an
oxtension of the Incarnation ; it is the
incarnation applied to tho wants of all
men.  In this Sacrament we become
one with Him. We receive Him nto
our souls and hearts—we feed upon
Him—we live of His life, and form a
most intimets union with Him. * Asg
the Father hath sent Me., and I live
by the Father, so he that catath Me
the same also shall live by Me, Ho
that eateth My flesh and drinketh My
blood abideth in Me and I in him, and
I will raice him up on the last day.”
(St. John vi.) So that the Cathohe
church is in a spiritual sense Paradise
regained and restored. In it we may
converse daily with God, and God is
daily with us, as he walked with our
firet parents in the cool of evening in
the olden Paradise. In it we eat of
the trce of life so often as we partake
of that living bread which came down
from heaven and giveth life to the
world. And the waters of life are
there--those fountaine of the Saviour
the sacraments, through which the
blood ot Christ is applied to our souls
to cleanse, to purify end invigorate
them and to make them fair and
beautiful and fruitful ic all virtue and
holiness of life. #And the sun of
truth shines therein and maketh a
perfect day, for the glory of God
enlightenth it, and the Lamb is the
lamp thereof. And the nations walk
in the light of it, and the kings of the
earth hring theirglory and honor into
if, for it is the tubernacle of God with
men. and he dwelleth with them, and
lier cHildren are Bis people and God
Himself with them is their God.
(Apo. ¢. xx1.)

0, dearést brethron, let us forever
thank and praise and blese God for
His infinite geodness and His bound-
less mercies to us in the incarnation
and the birth of His only Son, for
Ho loved us as to give us His only
begotten Son—the greatest gift that
even He in .the omnipote.ace of His
goodness .and the infinitude of His
riches ‘could bestow. Let us forever
sing His pruises, saving with the holy
David, ** The mercies of theLord I will
siug forever and I will show forth the
truth with my mouth to generation
and genecation.” (88th-Psalm.) Lot
us say with the church, “ O how
inestimahle thy love, thou bast deli-
vered up thy-Son' to -redeem a.slave.”

And let us ohey the voico of tho
Baptist, which tho Church re.echoes
in tho holy time, * Prepare yo the
way of the Lord, mako straight his
paths.

Chiof of the Bandits of Eurcpe.

If thers were a tribunal to pass upon
crimes against Europe, the first cri-
minal who would be put at the bar,
mn obedionca to tho outery of France
and Germany, would be tho forger of
the 18th of July, 1870.

Princo Bismmark is not the only
statesman who has lied and used for-
gery ns o weapon of war. He is the
fitst and the unly ure who hias hed to
bring on war, to sot upon each othor
two nations who wanted peace, und
with the full knowledge that such a
war must be horrible at the titne and
full of disasters for the future. Thosu
few strokes of the pen across the dis-
patch sent by his Iging not only meant
the death of 800,000 Frenchmen
and of 200,000 QGermans; they
not only meant the misery of 2,000,-
000 Luman Dbeings; they meunt
misery and torror, perhaps for conwu-
ries, between the two nations at the
head of human progress. They
meant the education ofnew generations
to love war and scorn right, the
cultivation of hate, and a war of
oxtermanation set up as the ideal of
wars to come. They meant the racast-
ing of Europe in such shape that hate
should prevail and commien humanity
ve ignored. No great wark, no preg-
nant word, not a step in moral
advance, has been made during theso
twenty years—years passed in a night.
mare of preparation for & morrow
still more terrible, that may leave
Europe exhausted and a proy to anar-
ohists and barbarians. This man, by
one lie has stained with blood the com-
mg century.

France did not want war, she
wanted to suppress the Empire, to
reconquer her own liberty, to devote
herself to the ideal, always missed but
always sought, of democracy and fra.
ternity., France, which lhad made
Italy—and she does not regret it even
to-day—was ready, and is still so, to
give her hand to a Germany which
shall be really German.

Germany did not want war. She
had be come united. The treaties
which gave to King William the com-
mand of all the German forces made
sure her independence as against ovt
side enemies, and left her indepe’
dent at home. To arouse her to war,
it was necessary that she should be
provoked or made to believe that she
had beon provoked. Two men in
Europe wanted war—one vaguely,
and as in adream. One, the drecamer
of the Tuileries, exhausisd by disease,
by disappointments, by the plebiscite,
feeling his throue sinking under the
tide of revolution, and catching wildly
at any straw, The other wanted war,
bat coldly, with clear sight and a will
of iron. He wunted it not for tho
unity of Germany, which was accom
plished, but to transformn this defen-
sive union into an offensive and
8 conquering one, to transform the
free union of States into an autocratic
empire. He wanted it in order %o tear
from France those of he: provinces
the most Erench at heart, in order to
make Yure of a dictatorship which
should be perpetual, because of the
threat of possible vengeance. In a
word, be wanted it because he was
sure of victory, because he kncw the
weakness of the Empire, bad counted
1ts goldiers and captans, he knew that
he could put three men 1n the field to
one on the other side, and had a
Moltke against a Lebmuf.

This war, which the two nations
did not wish, had to be made inevit-
able, and had to be declared by the
captain of France, so that m the eyes
of Europe, formal and mdifidrent, the
legal side should be on the side of
Pruggia, and that great Germany,
heavy aud honest, might be stirred to
the depths of 1ts conscience, and throw
itself into a crusade against the

-

aggressor, backed with tho conviction
that God was behind its legions,
The oceasion camo ; King William lot
iv slip through his fingers. * The
aflair was spoiled.” Bisinarclk gent
out his falsified diepatch., War fol.
lowed. It satill lasts, When will it
end? Frunco doos not attempt n
justification of her Empdror, nor of
the men who ncted for him., Io
knew that tho dispatoh was falsified,
and yot accepted it. Ho recognized
an insult which he hiad never received,
in order to gain the right of revenge.
He was able tu uumash the Chancellur,
and yet ho becamo bis acoomplice.
But he. at lenst, has paid tho debt, in
person and in his posterity. Nomesis
waits for the other head. The inewit.
abloe Nemesis 18 ofton late, and 1s fond
of visiting the crimes of the father
upon the son. 1n tlus instance, how
over., she camo soon; the crimimal
himsolf wag chosen us the agont of
her work, and sha did not wait for
Bismarck to get to hell.

A tremor of indignation and shame
has shaken Germany from end toend;
and thir hardy Bismarck is astonish-
ed. Is it pussible that all Germany
does not ronar with laughter betweon
two mugs of beer over the story of the
trick ho played upon France ? Would
it not have been madness to have
missed so good a chance, when failure
was 1mpossiblo and there were two
provinces to be won and so many
milliards ? Could a better and more
plausible pretext have been found, or
ono which was more gure to win the
sympathy of Lurope? Without it,
could *“ the young flowor of the Con.
federation of the North,” as the poetic
Journal de Hambowrg puts it, ¢ have
borne imperial union as fruit 2  And
Germany stends aghast before this
hero to whom she owes so much, and
whom she sces at last as he was—a
robber baron of the Middle Ages. She
feels the flush of victory upon her
brow, and also her loss of faith in her
cause.

Alveady it had been asked upon
many sides, without an answor having
beon given, whether the conquests of
1871 have not cost too much ; whether
the pleasure.of lorzing into the family
circle, at the {)oint of the bayonet,
children who hate this family, was
worth the butchery of the pust, the
eacrifices of the present, the terrors
of the future. Moreover, has not
Germuny abused her vietory? Has
she not drunk too deeply of this bad
wine of success and glory ? Would it
not have been better to let the Empire
fall of its own weight and allow peace,
years, and liberty to cement the
German rvnion? YWhat has war
brought tnat peace would not heve
given her, with the exception of a
sort of Franco-Germen Poland, a war
without end, and the new draft of men
and blood now asked by Cap..+'?
Her only consclation was that . .e
did not invite the war, that it had
been imposed upon ber as a duty, and
she found relief from past miseries
and future distress in the thought that
Divine right was on her side. She
repeated the words pronounced by the
old Emperer a3 the mauguration of
the Germania of Niederwald: ** Tha
German armies, under the lead of
their princes, were the instruments of
Providence. In the years of 1870-
1871 we felt tha help of the Divine
Will.” And now Germany awakes
from its dream of ssintly glory to
discover that instead of having been
the soldier of God, she was but the
instrumont of a brigand, and to find
in the place of the finger of God the
hand of a forger! .

In o moment she sees all her past
glory poisoned by this Bismarckian
canker; the munument of Ems
changed into one of shame; the Ger-
mania of Niederwald that has with-
stood anarchisy dynamite, shaken and
soiled at its foundations, bocause tho
Empire was dishonored at birth, and
Europe repeats with Faust *Am

(Anfnng war die Lugoe™—at tho bogin.

ning was a lio,

In this memorable week somothing
has sunk into the German soul which,
notwithstanding the weak donials of
Caprivi, works for reconciliation inore
powerfully than cannons or nfles or
treaties—namely, doubt. Can Cer.
many keop with a clear conscience
what Bismarck has stolen? As to
the unensy idealist who bolds m Ins
hunds the destinies of Gormany, this
irregponsible heir of tho victories of
his grandfather and of the troachery
of the Chancellor, it would be mtorest-
ing to know what thoughts stir his
soul. Yet history kuows but one
prince who, of hiszown free will, as o
watter of justice, 1 ohedienco to
nght, aud for tho sake of futuro
peace, gave up ananiquitous conquest .
his nume is Saint Louis.

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ABOUT CATHOLIC CLUBS.

The Catholic Church is the most
perfect organization on carth. She
is a most petfect organization, and the
fruitful mother of organizations. She
has her great Religious Orders, her
Congregations, Communitics, Confra-
ternities, Sodalities, and that latest
splendid manifestation of organized
prayer and work—the League of the
Sacred Heart, now counting its mem-
bers by millions.

But though the Church so favors
the creation and development of these
special organizations, indeed perhaps
because she does, our Catholic people
and their pastors too are liable to
forget the need as well as the power
of purely social organization.

‘The Catholic Church is a superna-
tural society founded by Christ for
the salvation of souls.  But the Church
of Christ is not supernatural only.
Like her master and model she is
human and divine. Her members on
carth are mortal men, united by social
ties, and the Church is for the salva-
tion of human society as well as for the
salvation of immortal souls. Now it
is this social part of the Church’s work
that Catholics may not sufficiently
value. Those who have strayed from
the centrc and source of revealed
truth'and supernatural life, are forced
as it were in sclf.defence, to make
their religion entirely social. While
Catholics, who fcel secure in their
certainty of faith and unity nf worship,
may be too easily content with the,
merely supernatural. By all means
let pastors and zealous .nissionary
priests exhort the faithful, and get
all they can, to join Sodalities, Con
fraternities and Leagues of Prayer.
But let them remember for that not in
bread alone doth man live, though
that blessed Bread be divine, and that
He who told us to pray always, did
not tell us to Le always at prayer.
Christians are not to be of the world,
but they are to be in the world, and
they must lecarn how to utilize this life
while fitting themselves for the next.
It is truc indeed that Catholics have
sccular socicties, that exist chiefly, if
not only, for earthly interests. Such

,are our beneficial, financial, and pro.
tective associations. But besides the
societies that are purely spiritual, or
primarily secular, we need organizations
that shall be principally social ; that
will fit in, as it were, between the
religious and the secular, and taking
something from each harmonize both,
It is often said and truly that this is
the agé of the people, and preachers
talk to us about the apostolate of the
laity. But if the Catholic laity are to
use their power and be worthy of their
apostolate, they must be more united
socially. The meeting in church for
prayer, or in the hired hall for business,
bazaar, or public lecture, 1s not suffi-
cient for their social nceds. Amongst
the foremost of those social needs,
is a mutual and more intimate know.
ledge of each other.  Such knowledge
and friendly companionship as should
Tead to social harmony and avic
strength ; two“things that are not ag
characteristic of  Catholics as they
should be. Then, our people, espec-

organization. Man 1s not all muscles
but neither 1s he all and only mmd. |
Physicial cultute may be unduly
exalted, but it may be »ss unduly
ignored, or unjustly condemned.
There is really aothing heretical or
anti- Catholic i a well equipped
gymnasium, a howling alley, or a
billiardroor, or even in a quict game
of cards. But there is much in all
these that will bring and keep our
young men together. ‘The world knows
this work, and the children of the
world are, in this particular, wiser and
more practical than the chiidren of
light. THere 1s no reason why we
should not have in each of our large
cities, at least onc firstelass Catholic
Club.  The difticulty  sometimes
brought forward against such an
organization seems to us onc of the
strongest arguments in its favor. ‘The
difficalty is this ; our Catholic pcople
are separated off into distinctly mark-
ed classes it is said, and could never
be got to unite in the casy and
familiar copanionship of a club.
That's just it. ‘There is unfortunately
too much of this social separation, and
the very best way to bridge over the
chasm is by the union and eq. ality
that club life gives—cquality not of
wealth or class, or con ition ; but a
nobler equality or friendly rivalry, in
talent, industry, energy and skill. A
more practical difficulty in starting and
supporting a club is lack of funds.
But this could be met by the financial
ability, experience, and energy of the
members, and by the generous patron
age and co.operation of our morc
wealthy Catholics, who would thus
become public benefactors as well as
nodel members of social and civic life.
In this matter of public and practical
beneficence we wmay learn some useful
lessons from our non-Catholic friends.
As we may also indeed, in the matter
of social organization, which with them
is such a source of strength. We have
incidentally given a name to the
Catholic organization we contemplate :
we have cadud it, a Catholic Club.
We are aware that some cbject to the
name.

"THE EPIPHANY.

‘T'o-morrow, January 6th the Church
cclebrates the great feast of the
Epiphany, which is closcly connected
with Christmas not only by reason of
the mystery of Bethlehew, but also by
the history of the two days.

For some centurics several local
churches consecrated this day to the
Feast of our Saviour's birth. fut
when in A, ). 376 the Holy See
decrced that the Nativity should be
cclebrated on the 25th of December,
Epiphany was somewhat, though not
altogether, stripped of its original
glory. It still bore its name, which
significs The Manifestation, and carries
with it the hallowed memory of our
L.ord’s baptism by St. JTohn, which also
took place, according to tradition, on
this day. Another mystery honored
on the Epiphany, is the first exercise of
the Divine power of Christ in chang-
ing water into wine at the marriage
feast of Cana, when our Lord ¢ mani-
fested his glory, and His disciples
belicved in Him.” But the mystery
which is honoured the most by the
Roman Church on this feast, although
in the Greek Chuich itis placed in
the office of Christmas, is the adom.
.tion of the Magi or Wise men. ‘This
was the manifestation of the Messias to
the Gentile world : on which account
the day bas been termed the Christmas
of the Gentiles. Then while the star
rested over the manger, shedding its
pale silver hght upon a scene upon
which the stars had never looked
before, there shone over the souls of
the great men who had come to adore
the King the mighty light of Christ’s
truth and love divine. The holy
Gospel tells us that they brought with
them gifts of gold, frankincense and
myrth.  Gold was due to Him as the
King of Kings, the sovercign master of
all treasures. And they offered it to
Him as we offer our charity, our earnest,
mine - developed love. Frankincense
was due to that wondrous Babe,
because He was the high God towards
vhose infinite being every man should
ascend bythe incense of humble praver.
Myrrh was offered to our lord asa
profession of faith in His holy humanity,
which one day was to suffer death
upon the cross.

Thus we sec that three classes of
persons receive our Lord in three
different degrees—the holy, the simple,
and the learned. Learning is repre-
sented by the Magi—the last illumin-
.ated—it comes from afar and by a
diffiicult journey. Faith and the
simple minded are represented by the
shepherds ; prayer by St. Joseph.
Mary, the Mother, stands apart in a
special order, too sacred and too
special to Le compared or expiained.
To which of these classes shall we
belong? Prayer will always find us
neer Jesus and Mary ; the faithful
fulfilment of our daily dutics, the
night watching of our little flocks, will
always find us prepared to pass over
to Bethlchem, if only our cars are
open to hear the angels’ song and the
word of the Lord. Will reason lead
us therc, where alone peace abideth?
Tt will if we follow the star and are

Editorii Notes,

The mission of Mgr. Satolli to the
United States seems to occupy a good
deal of the attention of the public
press, more than is for the cdification
of all concerned. Interviews are re-
ported ; opinions asked and obtained ;
explanations sought and given—and
all tending to render the venerable
legate's task more difficult and to throw
open all his decisions to that criticism
which is so hostile to the spirit of the
Church. The following extract from
the Catholicr Review of New York: is
couched in devoted terms and ina
tone of loyalty and respect which we
hope will be more widespread than it
has beep for some short time past:
“In spite of the wish of the Holy
Sce that the school question should not
be agitated in the Catholic newspapers,
disputation still continues in some
quarters from which a more prompt
obedience should be expected. In
controversices of this kind, which must
be described by the Hierarchy, the
Catholic Reviewe has no part to take.
Its one mission is to co-operate with
the Church teaching - not to instruct
the clergy, nor to lay down the law for
the bishops, nor to dictate to the Pope.
It docs not believe in washing the
fanuly hnen in public.  Its own course
is clear.  Screne in fidehty to duty, it
has no hobby to ride, nu ase to grind,
no views to maintain to the detrimerit
of union and peace, and no desire to
participate in any ¢ victcry ” that shall
have for vietims any large body of
devotcd“Cathohc prelates, priests and
parents.

We learn that his lordship Bishop
Dowling of Hamilton, quits that city
on the 28th of the present month, on
a visit to Rome, where he will assist in
the celebrauon of the Pope’s episcopal
jubilee.  His Lordship will, before his
return to Canada, pay a visit to the
Holy Land.

The other day we received a book
with an accorrvanying note, asking us
to preach in St. Basil’s church upon
the subject of certain marned passages.
Will the donor kindly call upon us at

St. Michael's Ccllege, when we shall
be happy to help him in any spiritual
difficulty into which the book in ques-
tion scems to have plared him? We
regret that no name was given, as it
would have saved us calling any
attention to a doubt which i1s more
casily solved by prayer and advice,
than from pulpit or editorial chair.

We have also received a long letter
fromr an esteemed correspondent, in
connection with Dr. Douglas’ diatyibe
against Sir'John Thompson. As the
Catholic Weekly Review in its last
issue dealt very fully and ably with
this insolent, uncharnitable and uncalled-
for attack upon our distinguished co-
religionist, we deem it better to drop
the question for the present.  Without
belittling the harm which such spiteful
tongucs as that of Dr. Douglasdo, we
somehow think that they hiss like
serpents, but are harmless as geese,
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Chaos is the Word.

So much attention has recently
been given the Public School system
of the United States that the editor
of the Jormwm has instituted an in-

vestigation  into  the methods  of
teaching  adopted in  American

schools.  He chose as the inn ssti-
gator Dr. J. M. Rice, a gentleman
who has paid a great deal of atten-
tion in the problem of how the
cducational training of the young
may be most easily and most per-
fectly accomplished.  Mr.  Rice
pursued his inquiry by personally
visiting a large number of towns
and cities.  In this way he examined
the schools in thirty -sin cities and
inspected  the workings of twenty
institutions for the training of teach-
ers. In his 1eport Dr. Rice savs :
« The characteristic feature of our
school system may perhaps be best
defined by the single word ¢ chiosy
as it lies in the fact that each city,
cach county, and in sume States cach
county district, has practically the
privilege of conducting its schools in

accordance with any whim upon

“which it may dedide, being restricted

only by certain State laws of second-
ary importance. Conscequently, un-
less chaos be preferable to law and
order, there is no  foundation for
the opinion held by so many that

our public <chools are the best in the
world.”

with sufficient preasion to find accept.

ance, if judged by theological and
historical experts. We are quite cer-
tain that not one member of these
churches, clerical or lay, could formu-
late an argument to justify their
rivalry or disunion.”

Quite right. They are vawstung
fractions, as the algebraists would put
it.  Here s the Horld’s argument on
a business basis, You will perceive
that the only considerations which
enter in are the numerical and the
economical.

“Were the Presbyterian and Methodist
Churches to become one the united body
would number over one-third of the
entire Christian population, being 1,602,-
66S according to the census of 1891, out
of 3,799,586, If we take out the Roman
Catholics there are jeft 1,807,091: so that
the union which is proposed would
absurb and amalgamate over 83 per cent,
of the Protestants of this Dominion.
Tnere are now about 1500 Romuiun
Catholic clergy, the new organirzation
would have 2700, That is, uncer the
Roman Catholic system it requires only
1500 ¢clergy to minster to two milliots of
members, which is one priest to every
1333 laymen, whilc the united Presby;
teria- s and Mecethodists would have 2700
ministers for 1,600,000 members, or a
clergyman for esers 3592 lay people,
This {ooks as though the sheep of those
folds required more than double the
number of shpeherds to tend, feed and
keep them out of the wilderness than the
flocks pastured by Rumau Catholic priests
require, When we consider the zeal,
the devotion to pastoral work of all
kinds, which so nobly characterize the
Catholic clergy,and the fidelity of their
flocks. we cannot accept as an explana.
tion of this diversity any theory which
implics that Protestants are shepherded
morce watchfully than their religious
opponents, Indecd, taking them head
for head, we venture to say that the
1333 Roman Catholics get more personal
attention from their onc pastor than the
392 Presbywerian and Methodist people
do from their minister.”

From all the—which the writer con-
cludes that these figures have-only one
explanation, which is that there is an
enormous, costly and wholiy inexcus-
able waste of encrgy and money in the
existing system.

The Largest Locomotive.

Tho largest and most powerful engine in
the world has been built for the Mexican
Central Railroad by tho Rhodo Island Lo-
comotive Works of Providence. Rhodo
Island. Iis appearance is as uniquo as its
hauling capacity is remarkable. Viowed
from u distance, tho observer might infer
that two locomotives were placed back to
back, but in reality the immense machine
is inseparable and is worked by a single
crow. Designed for Jmlling froight trains
botweon Tampico and Alexico over moun-
tain grades of 154.4 feet to the mile, power,
not speed, was the principal object to be
attained. Tho two duplicate engines, bolt-
ed together back to bach, have one throttlo
lever and ono reverse lever to operate both
cads of the machine. Tho two boilers are
carried on a long rigid frame, and the cyl-
indors are also fastencd on the frames. in-
stead of on tho trucks. Power is trans.
mitted to the driving wheels by e flexible
mechanism. The water supply is held in
saddlo tanks, on the tops of the boilers.
Thoe driving wheels, with their frames, form
two six-wheel trucks, which carry the loco-
motive. The weight of the machine in
working order is 250,000 pounds, the tanks
holding 3.000 gallons, and the coal bunkers
& tons. The weight or the drivers is 210,-
000 pounds; on cach truck 20,000 pounds.
So advantageously is this groat load dis.
tribated over thorigid wheel base of nearly
28 foct and the total wheol base of $5 fect
and 10% inches that tho machine is not
bard on the mils. The regular load of the
doublo bogio locomotive on tho Mexican
Central grades, which are twice as difficult
as the steepest on the Pawtuxet Valloy
Road, is cstimated at ten cight wheel cars
osch londed with 40.000 pounds of freight,
or 50 por cont. 1n oxcess of thoe load which
alarge consolidativn engine could haal over
tho same grado with a more favorable
curvature.

granted to overy priest uot under occlosias-
tical censure, and celsbrated privately three
masacs {u the chapel of St. John's Coll.ge in
Brooklyn.

The case wasg heard and adjudicated by
Mgr. Satolli, tho Papal ablegate, who autho-
rizes the publication of the following :

“ Toend with the many contradictory
tolegrams sent out to the University for
inquiry, it is thought expedient to state that
at 9 o'clock p.mi.. Dr. McGlyon was deolared
free from ecclesinstical.consures and restored
to tho oxuroise of his pricatly fuactions, after
having satisfied the Popo’s Legate on all the
points in his case,"

It is 8aid that Dr McGlynn complied with
threo conditions. First, he gave testimony
that bo h rbored no doctrina contrary to tho
Church's teachiog  Second, he expressed
regcet thit heshoudd ataoy time hava maui-
festod a spirit of insubnrdination, Third,
he promised that at no future time would
ho take + course in opposition to that of an
ecclesiastical superior.

The Arohbishop of New York,on receiv-
ing tho news, gave this statement tu the

Tess :

P “The Archbishop has learned with great
pleasure tho good news published in thls
morping's papers of the return of Dr.
McGlyna to the communion of the Church.
At the proper time he will not fail express
to tho Most Reverend Dolegate Apostolie
his thankfuloess for the good offices his
Excellency has rendered in the premises.”

The Rev. Dr. B aun, of St. Aguoes’s
Church, said that he was greatly pleased
to learn of the restoration of the Rov. Dr.
Mo Glyon to his old place in the priesthood.

“Do you tnink,” was asked, *‘that the
Vatican was moved to do justice to Dr.
McGlynn by receiving a clearer under-
standiog of what real Ameiican citizenship
is ?‘-l

*No, sir, 1 do not,” replied Dr. Braon;
“‘the Vatican has alwayas underatood the
inatitutions of this country., I think that
Pr. McGlynn owes hig restoration entirely
to Archbishop Corrigan, From the tucep-
tion of this trouble the Archbishop has been
the doctor’s friend., He was willing to do
anything for bim, The Archbishopis a man
of kindly fmpulse. Ho never harbored an
unkind thought against Dr. McGlynn and has
alvays stood ready to help him. If Dr.
McGlyan does not know this now, he will
learn it somo day, and will be only too glud
t0 ackoowledgo the fact.” )

Cary, and a purse of $2,000 was added to
Father McGlynn's Christmas box.

*I do not sce how their case will be
objected. It hes unothiag whatever to
do with Dr. McGlynn's reinstatement,
When burial in consecrated ground was re.
fused to them tho issue was closed, That
is my idea of the laws of the Church, They
orred io supporting Dr. McGlyon while he
was under tholban of the Church, and
their dcath in that beiief, in my opiniog,
gettled the 2ase there and then.”—Catholic
Columbian.
