Re/.-
IL A. Cardun, Dopnty Grand Chaplain, and the otlier Companions,
opened this Special Session iu tlie Illustrious Order of the Royal Scailet,
aocoreling. to the propor forms, with soluain prayer, and thu Com-
panions resumed their seats,

The Grand Master then aro:se, and addressed the Grand Lodge in mh-
stance as follows—the utmost silence reigning throughout t°io .'arge

n*«einblago, except while interrupted by cheers and^otlier tokens of
ajiprobation :—He expressed his very great pleasure at meeting mnny
of tiiose brethren who had been separated since we last met in this very
building iu 1853. Our glorious In.stiiution should be one and u^ Uvided,
nndnotone had gone further or taken more pains to bring ajout that
happy position, which, he was proud to state, the Order now occupifHl.
lie hoped the proceedings of this Session of the (hand Lo.^o;e would be
^inducted in that orderly and decorous manner which should charac-
t^-rise a society in which brotherly love and union reign predominant.
He then gave several reasons for summoning this Session, amongst*
triuch were : tluit lie desired to see the members of the Institution more
cemented in unity of feeling and sentiment, and he thought personal
iiitercourse with each other the most judicious way of accomplishing
the object he had in view; that being admitted, he trusted that ail the
brethren would be actuated by the same fedings that he was, and that
Mie interests and well being of the In-titudon would be carried out to the
fullest extent, with a determination that brotherly unity should and must
k-overn all their actions

; then would the Society prosper and be a terror
to its foes, and an instrument of power in our hands, which would make
our iniluenee be fel*. throughout the length and breatlth of the coantry.
He next alluded to the rapid increase in the ranks of the Society, not only
in numbers, but in respectability, wealth and position. He was confident
tiiat the brethren would iiear with the greatest satisfaction, that oru
hundred and ont Warrants to open new Lodges had b -^n granted since
tlie last meeting of the Grand Lodge, at which time he had the honor of
being chosen the head of th.is great and poweiful body of United Orange-
men. Li the past ten months an average of ten Warrants had been
issued, or cue every third day. Brethren, we have reason to be
proud of the tide which public opinion is taking in our favor. Let us be
raoderate in our transact ion.-^, and enjoy our high position with that dio-,

nity which becomes true Orangemen. He also alluded to the va'st
amount of Correspondence and several other matters, which would be
brought under the notice of the Grand Lodge, and which he had no doubt

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would receive the most caroful con.iiileration of the Cornpp.iiioris and
Brethren. Ho also apologised for tho ubsenco of the (iro.nd Troasurer,
which was caused by sickivoss in his (tho G. T's.) family.
