Hon. W, J. Hanna bore the brunt ‘of
all the discussion in the legislature yes-
terday. Hon. A.'G. MacKay objected
"to a clause in the House of Refuge Act
in which ‘the puntsbn_:‘ent_ of inmates
was left to the officials of the institu-

tion. Under the act, which was framed
‘up by a committee of judges, the lleu-
tenant-governor-in-council. was mnever
mentioned as having any authority in
the matter. Sir James Whitney ex-
pressed ;surprise that such a regula-
tion should prevail in a British country.
He sald the lieutenant-governor-in-
cotncil undoubtedly should be held re»
sponsible on all mattérs of this kind.
r. Hanna also had to account for
& clause in the Health Act whereby
compulsory vaccination. for smallpox
was enforced, on the recommendation
of the medical health officer.  Hon. A.
G, MacKay contended that in cases
where the M. H. O. was a responsible
man, the rule would hold good, but in
other cages where suspicion of a disease
being smallpox had brought about a
scare in the neighborhood, he did not
think it justifiable ' that the whole
cemmunity should :be subjected to com-
pulsory vaccination, or the alternative
of a Tine of $25. He recommended that.
the matter be left to thé chief medical
health officer.

The base of the mill is 40x 110 feet
with the cyanide plant added.
