The World has been trying for some
days now. to find out the reason of the
f1ferior- telegraph service between To-
ronto and Cobalt, and the holding up of
messages. between. these two. pointg. at
‘North Bay. :
The public will'be somewhat surpris-

made - between . the - commissioners. of:
the TemisRaming and-Northern Ontario

Railway in 1905, and since the ‘Whitney
government, came‘into power, which ties
up. the commission and its telegraph
sexvibe more or less to the ian
Pacific ‘Railway. In- order .that the
public m#y just see what this agree-
ment s, we reprint it in full,

The World heard-a member of the
legislature say- yestérday that the com-
mission and ‘the government could: not
move too quickly to have this agtree-
ment rescinded and have a new agree-
nwent' made by which ‘there would be
thru  telegraph -and telephone service
between Toromto and:Cobalt and inter=
mediéte stations. He was of the opin-
ion- that the government at that time
.and the commission had: no.conception
of. the - magnitude. - that this' service
would ‘assume, And that as the contract
bad been méade, and probably made in
good faith, there was nothing éise to do
than to have .it modified in the public
irterest - and with the view to quick
communication by mouth and by wire.

Here is the contract which The World
dug out of last year’s report of the
railway commissipners: :

Telegraph Agreement,

‘- Memorandum - ‘of agreement made
this ' thirty-first day of August, 1905,
between the Teémiskaming and North-
ern Ontario Railway commission, here-
inafter called the commission of the
first part, and thé Canadian' Pacific
Railway Company, hereinafter called
the company of the second part:

1. Whereas the - commission own and
operate a system of  telegraph - lines
for the public as well as for its own
business and theé ‘commission propose
to operate telegraph lines on its line
of raflway for similar purposes, it is
mutpally agreed between the commis-
gion and the company that in consid-
eration of the interchange of telegraph
business one with the .

thé one system -and points on th"e“1
other .which thru;rates shall in .no.

of transmission on the two lin
thc’ company’s, telegraph rates f,
-responding on ifs own lines wifhout
the consent‘of both partles. .

2. It is further agreed that the thru
rates between stations on the commis-
sion’s railway and all points on the
company telegraph system and its con~
nections shall be twenty-five cents per
ten-words and one' cent for each ad-
ditional word more than the-rate to
and from North Bay, Ontario, eéxcept
as per the following two paragraphs.

3. The rate between the commis-
sion’s officers and offices in sections
twe and three on the company’s tele-
graph lines will ‘be fifty cehts per ten
words and three cents for each ad-
ditional word. Said section two com-
prises all offices on the main line west
of North Bay to .and including Nipi-
gon, Ontario, section 3 comprises all
offiges on the branch line from Sud-
bury, Ontario, to Sault Ste, Marie,

Albany, N, Y., Jan,'14.—The, ebbing
tide of rural. population as compared
with the city’ population, has turned,
and the decrease in farm values, which
has been-in’ progress ‘in New York
State for 25 years, may be: said: to
have ceased, according to the view of
State. Commissioner. of Agriculture
Charles'A. Wieting, as expressed In
his annual report, handed down in the
legislature - to-night. )

The moVvement of country people to
the cities and tb the west, he thinks,
has stopped, and . these people are
again beginning -te realize the attrac-
tions of New York  State farms. He
places the shrinkage in farm value in
this state during the past quarter of a
century at nearly $7,500,000.

The great-problem is still the short-~
age of farm labor. The department
during the past year has turned from
the stream of immigration 4171 per-
sons to the farms of this sfate, and
has taken steps to acquaint the work-
ing people of Europe with opportunity
here thru advertisements published in
Great . Britain, Ireland,  Germany,
Switzerland, Denmark, Sweden, and
Norway.

The trial of George R. R. Cockburn,

charged with making false returns to
the government, was commenced be-
fore Magistrate Denison yesterday, and
will be continued in the police court
fo-day, when Inspector J. W, Caldwell
of Ottawa will be examined, ;

The evidence of Pope and Cheno-
weth, head office accountants, went to
show that Mr, Cockburn signed false
reports, but without the knowledge that
such reports were incorrect.

Frank R. Pope statéed that McGill,
Chenoweth and himself prepared the
monthly statements from the branch
returns, the head office ledgers and the

security ledgers. Several reports were
produced and witness claimed that errors
had been made in each item because a
certain amount of money had been paid
out for securities and placed under the
column of current loans in Canada.
This money, he thought, went to New
York,

“Did Mr. Cockburn ever attempt to
investigate any of the reports you sub-
mitted for his signature?” asked Col.
Denison,

“Sometimes he would ask what had
caused increases or decreases,” replied
Mr. Pope. <

“Could he have found out where re-
turns were' falze?” o

“He would have to be a' good book-
keeéper. 1 don’t think that he could have
examined all branches of current loans,”

“Could he in two or three days satisfy
himself that all was correc¢t?” -

‘“Not if he had to go to each branch.
That -would take months. He could
heve discovered errors in the returns if
he, got the necessary assistance from
M¢Gill, Chenoweth and myself,” said
1the witness. 8o far as he knew, the
president knew ‘nothing of the false re-
turns, This was concealed from him.

When asked what opinion the presi-
dent could have had of ‘the current
lcans account, the witness said that
Cockburn might have thought there
was something wrong., These should
have been placed under the head -of
securities,. 'When handed returns, the
rresident accepted them as correct,
trusting to the officials of the head of-
fice. Mr. Pope did not think it his
duty to enlighten Mr. Cockburn with-
out the order of his gemeral manager
so to do, but ‘“the general manager
never told me to keep anything back
from him,” added the witness. The
bcoks containing information regarding
the New York transactions were kept
locked up, and not brought out for gen-
eral inspection.

Walter Chenoweth, head clerk, did
not know that transactions were being
concealed. Mr, Cockburn often asked
questiong when signing the report.

Witness stated that the head offlce
had not had a decent inspection for a
long time. Errors could have been
11ccated right there without going to
New York. He had concealed transac-
tions from Cockburn, but did not think
Cockburn knew of any wrongdoing,

Acting Crown Attorney Bayley asked
witness what Cockburn’s salary was.

“Four thousand dollars a year,” was
the reply.

“The financial aspect is important,”
said Mr. Bayley,

The greater part cf ironing. is the'
dempening and folding of the clothes.
Al'. articles are not dampened and
filded alike. . Flannels are ironed while

ed clothes are dampened just before
ironing.

Artjcles are sprinkled and sorted
while they are sprinkled. The sprink-
ling is done with a brush and warm
water. When all are sprinkied they are
rolled up in seéparate lots. The napkins '
are smoothed out, the edges drawn
even,. and laid one over another
smoothly. When all are in the plle
they are firmly rolled and wrapped in
a towel.

Towels are folded in the middle, with
‘the edges drawn pperfectly straight
and the fold evenly laid. One towel,
is placed on another and all rolled up-
Sheets and tablecloths must.be folded
in the middle and the sides and cor-
ners matched with great care. It
needs two persons to do this properly.
Pillow cases require but slight damp-
ening. Sheets need more. Table linen
should be quite damp, starched pieces
exceedingly so. Underwear needs be
only moderately damp.

The 'irons must be perfectly clean,
both on top and on the bottom. If
they are at all rough they should be |
rubbed with emery paper ang a little
salt. The cake of beeswax is a great
aid to smooth irons. There should be
a couple of sheets of manilla paper on
the side of the ironing table to rup the
irons. on before beginning to press.
The iron should move with the grain
of the cloth, lightly at first, then more
heavily. The greater the pressure the
more gloss.

Sheets are ironed first double, and
doubled in half and ironed, doubled
again and ironed. When the doubling
and ironing have been repeated the
third time the sheet is done.

‘A combination
of the companies holding Niagara
franchises could act as it pleased, in
defau}t of effective statutory control,
and_ could compel the power con-
sumers to pay any prices it chose to
impose. To this end, the injudicious
and unstatesmanlike policy of the late
provincial government has come, and
its failure to subject the power com-
panies to proper regulations and su-
pervision may yet cost the province
dear. Proper consideration of the vital
questions involved in the utilization of
the greatest power producing asset of
the province should have led the late
government to recognize the necessity
of restricting the capitalization of these
companies to the proper cost of estab-
lishing their plants, and of exercising
close and strict supervision over the
rates to be charged. This worse than
blunder must be retrieved while there
is time, even if it involves the expro-

the extent of 53,000 horse-power. In
these circumstances, the  Cana-
dian commission take advant-
age of the opportuniti' to ‘re:
iterate the views expressed in their
report of April, 1906, tg_at the govern-
ment, “while fully recognizing the jus*
rights of these corporations, should so
control the export of power from Can-
ada as to protect public interests.

No fault will be found with this part
of the commission’s report, but in the
paragraphs immediately succeeding
suggestions of a 'more controversial
character are made. The commission
opines that the electric companies can-
not be held to have complied with
the conditions of their agreements with
the power commissioners,‘““unless or un-
til they have severally or jointly built
transmission lines in Canada to an
equal extent as in ‘the Undted States,”
and they .urge that it is ‘not a fair
interpretation of the agreement that
“Canadian consumers should be com-
pelled to build transmission lines  to
Niagara Falls as a condition of feceiy-
ing any benefit from this public util-
ity. This part of the répcrt and any
federal legislation along its lines de-
serve the most rigid scrutiny, since it
may conceivably and easily involve
direct interference with the policy of |
the Ontario government in securing
cheap power for the people. A monop.-
oly under the control of the over-cap-
italized electric companies, involving
not only the generation but the trans-
missfon and distribution of white coal,
is the very contingency which the
Beck power  proposals. are designed
to prevent. wap

Looking to the emphatic endorsement
recently given the policy of the pro-
vinciaf government, and the decisive ;
inclination exhibited by the electors
towards public ownership and opera-
tion of the transmission and distribu-
tion of Niagara power, Premier Whit-
ney must feel warranted in assuming
a more advanced position on this im-
portant question, and also on the rela.
tions of franchise-holding corporations
in general, and the electric companies
in particular, to the people. No hesi-
tation should be felt by the govern-
ment in coming to a decision itself to
build and operate transmission lines,
and thus provide an effective check
upon the rates levied in respect of
this part of the undertaking, And
there must be far more than a mere
right of supervision over the actions
of the electric companies.

hANK OF NOVA SCOTIA.

In another column will be found the
scventy-fifth annual report ofthe Bank
of Nova Scotia. This long-established
institution has not failed to participate
in’the commercial prosperity which has

been the distinguishing feature of the
past year, and the\figures disclosed con-
firm the high place it occupies in pub-
lic confidenice. The net profits for the
year to Dec. 31, 1906, after allowing for
estimated bad debts,

against 11 per cent, for the preceding
three quarters.

Ags a result of the careful policy of
the board, the reserve fund now
amounts to $5,250,000, representing 176
per cent. of the paid-up capital. An-
other prominent feature of the report
is the immediately available assets
which reach a total of $8,445,961.59.

The importance of getting road ma-
terial  i8 patent to all.
commercial agent' at Manchester in
his last weekly report has been. mak-

cadam {n the Engli¥h roads. - He says
that tar -macadam is ‘made of etone
or slag in which tar is intimately in-
corporated ‘with the material before
iv is put on the road. In Newcastle
it -is found 'that the sldg from blast
furnaces is the best material for hold-
ng the tar, and it is gradeda from a
2-inch stone in the bottom layer then
1 inch, and lastly 1-2 inc¢h, each layer
helng treatéd separately with tar, and
it\rolls down without further binding.
Furnace- slag is not -a necessity, ‘but
owing to ite porosity it makes better
tar macadam: than a hard impervious
stone. Any road stone that is hard
but absorbent is eminently suitable for
tar"macadam. g s ‘

Another Experiment inTar Macadam

The  “Northumberiand engineer . is
carrying out at ‘the present time eight
miles of tar macadam, which. he states
produces_mo dust* whatever, ang glves
a-perféct  road surface, This experi-
ment is undemaken not so- much with
a view to abating the dust nuisance,
as from motives of economy. ‘Two
miles have been laid for ten ‘months.
The extra. cost of tarring -ang mixing
the ‘stone has ‘been. 3s. 1 1-2d. per ton,
or 30" per cent. more than ordinary
broken ‘stone, which ‘costs 1s, .7 1-43.
per square yard, whilst.tar macadam
costs 28. 1 1-4d. per square yard, By
employing machinery to mix the ma-
terial in future, a saving will be ef-
fected, and In consequence of the sav-
ing of“labor in scavenging and fn lay-
Ing the material, it will cost no more
than otdinary maecadam, and will en-
dure' much ‘longer.

The . Kent engineer referred to-.a
c¢heap form-of tar macadam, having
built in ‘August last a mile of road
with blue Norway granite by laying ‘it
onh the o6ld surfacé and then pouring
hot' distilled tar into it. On top of
that was laid clippings of the same
material .and then rolled down. This
formed a very nice surface, and its
cost, including.tar, labor, stone, ete.,
was 1s. .9d per super. yard. It . has
stood the test of all: traffic during
the past three. months, 'No tar is lost
by percolating thru, . as rolling seems
to bring it right up thru- the clippings
agaln. It is deemed advisable to tar
paint the_ surface the following spring,

Tarmae for Road-Making,

The county surveyor of Nottingham-
shire has patented a material for
rcad-making . named “Tarmac” and
which is controlled by a company call-
ed the Tarmac Limited, and I exam-
ined the length "of six miles made
therefrom; on ‘one of the main roads
out of Nottingham, ' some portions of
which wegre laid over four years, and
as yet need no repairs.

TBaltimore News: An important mea-
sure is now before the Canadian parlia-
ment looking to the extension of public
authority over the relations between
capital and labor, and it is reported that
its enactment is assured. If so, we
may look forward to an experimeént on
American sofl, whose results will af-
ford instruction of special value to this
country. The meastre is a compulsory
arbitration law. Such legislation has
been operative for a number of years
in New Zealand and Australia, with re-
;su]ts that are to _some extent in ques-
{ tion, but which appear to:be generally
! regarded as satisfactory. Those are

! distant countries, however, with their
own peculiar conditions, and experience
there cannot be safely taken as a guide

_to public policy in this part of the
world, Canadian experience will be far
more valuablé. Labor unions there are
largely affiliated with labor unioms in
this country, and if the new measure
works well there, demand for similar
legislation 'will be apt to spread fto
this country.

New York, Jan., 14—Prof. Herschel
Clifford Parker and Walter G, Clark
explained in their Columbia University
laboratory yestérday the workings of
the incandescent lamp, which they
have invented,

With their helion fllament they expect
to shave electric lighting down to one-
thi¥q its present cost,

Prof. Parker, who 1is professor of
rhysics at Columbia, and Mr. Clark,
who is an electrical engineer, have col-
laborated for several years in an effort
to find a better medium than carbon.
The substance which they have named
helioh ' is the result. The helion flla-
ment is composed largely of silicon. The
other elementg are deposited from gas
on a thread of carbon,

If immediate manufacture were at-
tempted the helion lamp would cost
10c more than the other, but it is hoped
to reduce the cost, and meanwhile the
la is expected to last twice as long
as the other, besides operating with sé
much less current.
