The Important changes made in the
port on ministry were in relation to
e training for the ministry. No ean-
didate for the ministry will be received
‘unless he has been first recommended
by a body corresponding to a session,

quarterly board, or a local church.. The i

duty of enquiry into the personal char-
acter, doctrinal beliefs, and general fit-
ness of candidates for the ministry shall
be laid upon the district meeting, dis-
trict council or presbytery, and that
such enquiry shall be repeated- each
year until they are recommended for or-
dination, The duty of final enquiry
shall be laid upon the annual confer-
ence, synod or association. Candidates
‘shall be examined on the statement of
doctrine of the united church, and shall
satisfy the examining body that they
arc in essential agreement therewith,
and shall in the ordination service be
asked the following questions: ‘““Do you
believe yourself to be now a child of
God, thru fdith in our Lord Jesus
Christ? Do you believe yourself to be
truly called to the*office of the Chris-
tian ministry, and that your motives
are zeal for the glory of God, love for
the Lord Jesus Christ, and desire for
the salvation of men? Are you per-
suaded that the Holy Scriptures contain
sufficiently -all doctrines required .for
eternal salvation  in our Lord Jesus
Christ? And are you resolved out of
the said Scriptures to instruct the peo-
*plc committed to your charge, and to
teach nothing which is not agreeable
thereto?”

e Training for Ministry.

The second report on ministry re-
ceived last night related the train-
ing for the ministry and was wholly
new. It read as follows:

1. The attaihment of a B.A., includ-
fng Greek, to be followed by three
years in the study of theology. Dur-
ing the course or before ordination
welve months must ~ be spent in
preaching. (2) In cases where the B.A.
flegree is unattainable there shall be
two alternative courses, both starting
from university matriculation. (a)
Mhree years at least in arts, followed
by three years in theology. During
the course or before ordination twelve
months must be spent in preaching.
(b) Two years preaching under -the
supervision of. a body cofresponding
to a district meeting or “presbytery,
with appropriate studies, and four
years of a mixed arts and theological
course in college. (4) Suggested curri-
cula: (1) Three eyars arts training
(as in (2) A), English language and
literature, three years. Two languages,
one of which must be Greek, two
years in each. Philosophy, including
psychology, logic and ethics, two
years. Public speaking, voice training.
Two other- subjects from the arts cur-
riculum at the option of the student—
one year to each.

1. Wh7e under supervision of dis-
trict meeting or presbytery, and en-
gaged in preaching for two Yyears.
English Bible, New Testament in
Greek, élements of theology—life of
Christ, history f missions, Englizih
literature, practical training, including
preparation of sermons.

2. Four years of mixed arts and
theological course in. colliege. The
arts’ course—English language and lit-
‘erature, philosophy, including psycho-
logy, logic,and ethics, one language;
any one option from theg arts course.
Theological course—Horniletics, pas-
toral theology, systemftic theology,
New Testament, language and litera<
ture, Old Testament literature (Eng-
lish Bible), church history, Christian
ethics and sociology.

5. The following is suggested as a
comprehensive course in theology from

This suit was tried in July and
August last, the trial lasting ‘three
weeks; many of the ablest lawyers in
Canada were retained, the legal fees
alone amounting to about §125,000. The

The judgment is divided into two sec-
ticns: The facts, and the law.  The
former refers to the history of the com-
penies and the agreement.

Alphonse Verville, " the labor . M.P.
for Maisonneuve, is in favor of abol-
" ishing the ‘militia. He did not de-
veiop his {dea at any length, but his
objections to the militia, as at present
organized, might be summarized as
follows: (1) They cost too much. (2)
They are used as & capitalistic po-
- lice to combat organized labor.

Whether anything costs too much
must always depend upon whether we
need it, and then upon the question
as -to whether it is unnecessarily ex-
pensive. The vast majority of our
people favor. retaining the militia, if
only for sanitary reasons, There are
those,. however, who insist that the
department of mil and - defence is

" administered with e travagance. The
estimates are growing larger every
year, and yet -many militiamen claim
that the service is being starved, in-
'stead of rendered more efficient.

* Taking over Halifax and Esquimalt
has added to the .cost of malintaining
the “regulars’”’—the Canadian perman-
ent force—and this brings us to the
crux of the militia question.

Hence our universal-be-
lief in a high tariff. . e i
But, assuming that Mr. Cockshutt is
right, what is the remedy? Shall we
increase the tariff, and how shall this
be accomplished? It is more than
doubtful if either political party could
raise the tariff very much, altho it is
not unlikely that the duties might be
readjusted. The imports might de-
crease if our people refused:to buy im-
ported goods, but in nearly every cou
try, to say that a thing is “imported”
seems to carry the impression of added
worth. It is not unlikely, however,
should the stringency continue, that
 people will buy less, both at home and
abroad, and thus, incidentally, the
volume of imports may: be decre.ased
and the balance of trade swing in_our
favor.”

SUCCESSFUL STATE RAILROAD
MANAGEMENT.
Supposing it were true—which it is
not—that public ownership and opera-
tion necessarily means increased ex-
penses of manpagement, it would be
far more’ than counterbalanced by the
fact that the capitalization represents
the actual expenditure consequent on
the establishment of the enterprise.
The condition of those countries, es-
pecially the British states of the south-
ern hemisphere, that have adopted_the
principle of state ownership and opera-
tion of the steam railways, provides 2
valuable object lesson of the advan-
tages that Z\wnd it. The railroads are
run for the benefit of the people and
the advancement -of the rational in-
dustries, rebates and .discriminations
are unknown, and the surplus revenue,
instead of being paid away to share-
holders, foreign or otherwise, is return-
ed to the users of the railways. In
the words of The London Financial
News, a journal by no means Iriendly
to public ownership, the policy of the
state is “that the lines shall not more

interest charge, proper provision being
made at the same time for renewals
and replacements.’.

This was said {n connection with tha
report just issued of the chief com-
missioner for the New South Wales
Government Railways and Tramways
for the last year. As the net result
the revenue has established records in
regard to the business done, and the
surplus, after paying working expenses
and interest, is the heaviest yet return-
ed to the treasury, and will x_naterially
assist the government in regard to the
state’s finances. The gross revenue for
the‘)year amounted, roundly, in all, to
$28,000,000. ’l}he working expenses and
interest together came to $24,700,000,
leaving a surplus returned to the state
of about $3,300,0000 And the govern-
ment did not wait for the end of the
financial year to give the traveling
public the benefit of the profits that
were being earned. As the favorable
showing was anticipated, . substantial
reductions were made during the year
ir the rates and charges for both pas-
senger and freight traffic—the reduc-
'ticns amounting to no less than $1,500,-
000. In this way the surplus revenue
is being returned to the users of the
railways, as the policy of the .state
"dictates. But ' in addition the railway
'staff were also considered, increases
hg.vir}g been bestowed during the year,
while working conditions were made
‘lighter. ‘

No difficulty has been found in New
South Wales in proceeding with the
considerable additions to rolling stock
rendered necessary by the growing
traffic—many orders having been plac-
ed locally and in Britain.. Up to the
end of the year the total capital in-
vested in the steam railways was,
roundly, $222,000,000, and in the tram-
ways, or street railways, $18,000,000,
the total ipvestment being thus $240,-
000,000, and on this amount  both pro-
ave returned a profit of near-
er ‘cent.

umns these figures are taken, adds the
following details, showing the large
railway traffic in all descriptions of
business: : :

The number of passenger jour-
neys was 41,500,000, while 8,500,000
tons of goods were carried; the
train miles were close on 13,000,000.
On the tramways, which age prin-
cipally electric, the number of pas-
senger journeys made during the
year was 155,000,000. The working
expenditure to earnings .on the
railways stood at the satisfactory
proportion of 53 per cent.; 145 miles
of new lines are under construc-
tion, which will give the benefit of
railway communication to a num-
ber of rising districts, and 362 miles
have been authorized for construc-
tion, including an important exten-

The Montreal Herald said editorially
last night: -

they sound too much like a cam-

paign promise to carry instant con-

viction.

tory, cridjcism-and reforms, and arrives
at the conclusion that modernism is a
synthesis of all heresy and must logi-
cally lead to atheism. 7

provisions:

(1) - The teaching of philosophy, posi-

tive theology, etc., is to be carried on in |

the¢ " church, schools and universities,
but in a gcatholic spirit.
(2) Modernists are to

be removed

. The lasting influence of farmyard
manure is strikingly brought out Ir.

‘the Rothamstead experiments in Eng-

land. At this notéd experiment sta-
tion, barley was grown for a great
meany years in successio the same
soil with different manuyes, and also
without any-manure. I will be suffi-
cient for:the present purpose t0 no-
tice two of these plots. Plot one was
contifiuously unmanured for forty
years, and produced a crop of barley
evéry year. Plot two received \at the
rate of fourteen tons of farmyard man-
ure per acre every year for twenty
years and was sown with barley each
year. /At the end of this perioa, plot
two was divideg into two parts, .Ont
part. received farmyard manure at the
same rate as before for twenty years
more, while the other part received no

'manyre of any kind during the next
| twenty years,.

and barley was sown
every year on both parts. There are,
therefore, two periods of twenty .yéars
each, and the results may be compar-
ed. The average yield of grain on the
continuously unmanured plot for the
first twenty years (185 2to 1871) was
twenty bushels per acre. The aver-
age yield from the continuously man-
ured plot during the same period of
time was 48% bushels per acre. For
the second twenty years (1872 to 1891)
the average yield from the continu-
ously unmanured plot was 13% busheis
per acre, on the part of plot two wnich
received no manure during the second
twenty years, the average yield was
301, bushels per acre, while on the part
of plot two, which was contlnuous!.v
manured as before, the average yieid
was 49 bushels per acre.

Thus it will seen that the influ-
ence of the firstitwenty years of man-
uring extends over the second twenty
years, producing an average crop of
30% bushels, as compared Wwith 13%
bushels on the plot which received n»
manuring during-the whole_forty year<,
Nor did the influence end there, for
the experiment was contiuued long:*r
and during the next five years, 1892 to
1896, inclusive, the average yield from
the continuously unmanured plot was
11% bushels, per acre; whereas on the
part of plot one, which had received
farmyard , manure from 1852 to 1871,
but nothing after that date, the aver-
age yield during the same five years
(1892 to 1896) was 24% bushels per acre.
Therefore, after twenty-five years
without manure, plot two continues to
show a marked advantage over the
continuously unmanured plot, and no
one can foretell Jjow much langer the
influence of that twenty years -of ma-
nuring with farmyard manure will be
traceable.

8. —Farmyard manure increases the
humus (vegetable matter) of the sofl.
The action is extremely important, bes
cause humus, besides supplying plant
food as was ‘previously explained, im-
proves the water-holding power of

' soils, and makes clay soils more open

in texture, more easily worked, and
altogether more fayorable for the de-
velopment of plant roots.

4—As the vegetable matter (humus)
furnished by farmyard manure decays
in the soil, substances: are formed
which have considerable influence up-
on the insoluble compounds of plant
food contained by the soil tending to
make them soluble and fit for plant
food.

5.—It 18 belleved by some very good
authorities that rmyard manure al-
so adds to the doil certain organisms
(bacteria) which exert a very benefi-
cial influence in making plant food
available.
