There are 57 life prisoners, 10 Chinese
and 23 Indians. 'There are 839 single
and 482 married men, and seven. widow-
ed.

THE C.P.R. ANNUAL MEETING

o el

Sir William Van Horne Explained All
About the Rate War.

Went Fully Into the History of the Differ-
entials aud Defended the Course Taken
by the C. P. R, Officials—The Year’s
Business Has Been Good and the Out-
look is Bright.

Montreal, April 6.—The annual meeting of
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company was
held to-day, The report was adopted, and
the proceedings were unanimous through-
out,

In submitting the report of the directors
for approval, the President sald, with re-
ference to the difficulties. with American
transcontinental lines :

For a number of ‘years prior to 1894 the
Canadlan Pacific had, by agreement with
the trapscountinental lines, been -allowed
differential rates on passenger traffic - be-
tween the Kastern States, Bastern Canada
and the Pacific coast, Tne principie of
differential rates, witen appiled In our case,
was not new. It was adopted many yeass
ago,and as a m of adjusting differes
in conditions between competing lines, dif-
ferentlals are in use to-day for this purpose
in various parts of America, and even be-
tween the Atlantic seaboard and Chicago,
where they are accorded certdin trunk
les, including the Grand Trunk,

‘The Stination Had Impreved.

In 1804 the situation of the Camadian Pa-
cific as regard through passenger traffic had
considerably improved, and a4 new agree-
went was made, whereby the Canadian
Pacitic differentials on transeontinental pas-
senger traffic wege reduced, and conined in
the East to restiicted territory. They ap-
Piled to adl points on the Pacific coast. At
that time taoere was not much iravel to
Alaska, but a few months back it became
dpparent that that travel would soon reach
furge proportions, and about the opening of
the present year, just as the new stream
of fravel was setting in, we discovered
that the agreement of 1894 was being vio-
lated by competitors, Our agents. bought
tickets at agencies of the Great Northern
and Northern Pacific Compandes, not only
at our differentinl rates, but far below.
The evidence was unquestionable, and the
facts as to broken mtes,’and who broke
them, were pot dended by anybody,  We
called the oifending ilines to aecount for
violation of the agreement, and they repl ed
that they had decided to no lomger conscot
to differential rates on Pacific coast tmffic,
and asked for a meeting coucerniug the
question. We insisted on the reetoration
of the rates and terms of the existing
agreement as a condition cedent to a
meecting, They refused. e then, after
notice, published an open tanff, making
such rates as the provisione of law and
the interests of the Canadian Pacific seem-

éd to require,
The Question Now at Exane.

The question at fssue at this time is
whether there shall or shall not be dll’!’:ﬂ-E
ential rates; that question we are prepared
0 uss on its merits when a meeting is
held for the purpose of revising the . exist-
ing agreement, The question now is whe-
ther, as a condition precedent to meeting
the lines intercsted for the p se of re-
vising the agreement, the rat and con-
ditions ante-bellum shall be restored. We
have the right to insist on this, but in the
interest of peace have been wiling to leave
to disinterested arbitration the question
whether the rates and conditions shall be
restored in whole, In part, or not at all,
rondh:g the meeting. A resolution provid-
ng for such arbitration was offered at the
conference of the Mnes Interested at New
York three weeks ago, This resolution was.

Any business man will tell you that
the way to keep it secure and to kKeep 1t a
constantly increasing quantity, -is to get
right into the closest pcssible touch with
the customers and‘ to' get the management
of the business right on the spot where the
business is done 1 am so persuaded that
this is the only course for the Grand Truak
to pursue, having regard to its enormwus
busin here, that in my opinion, if Mont-
real selected the most valuable square an
the city, removed the building, placed
upon the site the finest railway offices on
the continent and presented them free 10
the Grand Trunk, it would be the worst
bargalin the company ever made to accept n‘;
on the conditions that the head office should
remain there.

Gradaal Movement Towards Toronte.

I have been watching this gradual move-
ment towards Toronto for muny years, and
for the last 20 years have been one of a
i«w business men who stood in the breach

ghting for lower rates and better facili-
ties for our city. We have been doing
business for many years against the most
shanretul disermimination aganst Toronto and
iu favor of Montreal, Soine years ago
these were of the most flagrant character,
I have submitted to the officers of the
Board of Trade specific cases; as an in-
stance, I may mention a large shipment of
sugar to Sdaforth, on which Wwe were
charged He per 100 1bs, more from Tcoronto
than was charged for a similar shipment
from Montreal. Such things were most
difficult to discover, and when they were
discovered and had to be admitted by the
company (although we knew them to be
frequent), they were put down as mistakes,
end we had to submit to any anmint of
worry and odium in our endeavor to get
this state of affairs remedied, I mention
this to show that Toronto has achieved its
commercial supremacy in spite of these
rallway discrimipations against her trade,
Its growing importance has forced upon
the rallways the remedy for these wrongs
agalnst us, which have now largely, but
not entirely, been removed. When aito.
gether removed, Toronto, as the great rev-
enue-producing district of the Grand "Trunk,
will be still more definitely established.

Pue to Lack of Knowledge.

That the offices of the company have not
been brought here sooner I belléve is large-
!¥ due to the lack of proper Fnowledge of
the position and the circumstances and
conditions which surround 1t. When Presi-
dent of the Board of Trade, I had numer-
ous Interviews wvith the chief officer of the
company in Toronto, who is still, here, and
who wuas then, and is now, the warmest
possible advocate of the proposed change,
To then discuss it with our citlzens scems«d
hike sacriler;e. and to touch the sacred and
venerable institution almost a sin, and I
had frequently to defend the terms in which
I referred to it in my annual report,

Mr. Wainwright, in the discussion of the
question with the Montreal City Council,
is reported as saying :

It should be remembered that the com-
pany had the most of its mileage west
of Toronto, where it is now being asked
to establish its offices. Many of tha
officials of the road were of the opinfon
that Toronto would he a far more cen-
tral point for the company. There had,
indeed, been & good deal of sentiment in J
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the establishment of the offices In Mont-
real in the finst place, The company’s
lines had been extended so far west-
ward of late years that, from a business
point, it would be better to have the
offices removed to Toronto. ‘This had
been recognized for a number of years,
but the ‘old officlals had become so at-
tached to Montreal that the thought of
leaving was very distasteful to them,
und this alone kept them there,

This shows the trend of thought among
those bLest qualified to judge of the com-
pany’s affairs, ¢

Ald, Laporte 18 reported as raying :

There is no sentiment in business,
and I suppose If the Grand Trunk saw
it would pay better to have lts offices
in Toronto {t wowld quickly put them
there, The mileage of the company
may, it is true, be largely In Ontario,
but we all know it is from Montreal
the company gets the great bulk of its
freight to carry over its lines in On-
tario.

It would scarcely be necessary to answer
this statement if the question had not
been surreunded by so many popular de-
lusions. That Montreal conld control busi-
ness, when they were in no way connected
either with the producer or consumer, is
absurd. Take the company’s tonnage and
passenger receipts for Toronto and com-
pare them with those of Montreal and you
have a complete answer to Mr. Laporte.
1 am subject to correction if wrong, but
I ecannot see how Montreal could contro!
or direct a material fraction of the com~
pany’s business. On the other hand, the
Toronto merchants have the opportunity
of most seriously diverting the freights
which are recelved from and ship to
Montreal and numerous points all over
Ontario. :

Committee Idea Endorsed.

RAILWAY NEWS.

A number of officials in the passenger
dcpart.ments of several American lines
were in the city yesterday making ar-
rangements for the running of excur-
sions to the Christian Endeavor Conven-
tion, which is to be held this summer
Nashville, Tenn. The Grand Trunk of-
ficials, Messrs. M. C. Dickson and W.
Keating, met Messrs. H. J. Rhein of
the Lake Shore and Michigan Southern,

The two Wabash trains which run
daily between Toronto and Niagara Falls
are to be withdrawn, and the service
supplied by Grand Trunk trains, which
will likely be run on the same time-
table. This change is necessitated by
the agreement entered into between the
Grand Trunk and the Wabash regard-
ing running powers over the southern
division,

The rallronds have suffered a decrease in
passemger traffic during the past week,
which ds accounted for by the fact that
travelers are waiting the single-fare Faster
holiday rates, which go into effect to-day,
The Grand Trunk and Canadian Pacific
officials say that their passenger traffic
receipts have not suffered by the rate war,
The Grand Trunk lost ground a little dur-
ing the first week of the war, before they
met the Canadian Pacific tariff, but since
then the business has increased three-fold,
and receipts remain practically at their
normal figure. In one small Grand Trunk
ticket office 5000 more tickets are accounted

THE BROWNING CLUB.

Discussion of Music and Peetry Exempli-
fled in the Works of the
«Liub’s Hero.

“ Music and Poetry” wae the phase of
Browning’s work considered by the Brown-
ing Club last evening, the members fur-
nishing quotations from his works,

* Browning Theory of Poetlc Art” was
treated of in a paper by Miss Helllwell,
contrasting his theory with that of John-
son, who considered the thought subjective
to the style, whereas Browning says: "‘Bet-
ter the rugged truth,’” for “beauty Is truth
—truth beauty, that is all you know and
all ye need to know.”

Browning either did not care for elabor-
ate style or else was incapable of it. He
aimed to be sincere, genuine, and allows
no flowing rhythm to interfere with his
idea. Browning's epilogues are himself, as
art can never be impersonal, but must
breathe the personality of the creator.

The true Poet. as exemplified by Shakes-
peare, and' in a lesser degree by Browning,
wrests the truth from his inner self, car-
ing what God thinks rather than man, and
to uiter perfect verses must be capable of
combining in himself the subjective and
objective natures, the real and ideal.

A further consideration was that a poet’s
environment influenced his work. One poet
may write over the heads of the masses,
bmd}f-t &0, he must be independent of their:
verdict.

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Spanish Swindlers Tried to Work a
Citizen of Beamsville, Ont,

The Usual Story—Large Fortune Locked Up
in a Bank - Beantifal Girl Whase Father
Was Cnst in a Dungeon and Died—-Good
Priest Takes Care of the Girl and Wants
Money to Send Her to Her Relatives in
Canadd.

Hamilton, Aprll 6.—(Special.)—A tele-
graphic despatch appearing in an Oqtarlo
paper two days ago to the effect that a
gang of swindlers operating from Spain
were defrauding people in the United
States of large sums of money has brought
to light a similar operation right here at
home. It makes an interesting drama, into
whose scenes there crowd the gloomy
fortress of Valencia, Spain; New York, Chl-
eago and the quiet little Ontario village of

Beamsville. :
The play opens in May, 1807, and runs
pearly. a year before the curtain rings
down. On May 11 Harvey Tallman, for-
merly proprietor of the saw mills in the
vlllageno( Beamsville, had thrust into his
bhands over the postoffice counter an en-
veiope covered with seals and bearing the
postmark Valencia, Spain. The letter in-
side was in English, written in an educated
hand, despite the q‘unlntness of its idioms,
and was signed “Aifred Diaz.”
Clatmed Relattonship.

The writer began by claiming relation-
ship with the Beamsville man on the

ound that he had marnied in Cuba a lady
y the name of Caroline Tallman, and then
went on to unfold his story. 'According to
jt Diaz had dm‘i:g the command in Cuba
of Captain-General Martinez Campos been
“Captain-Treasurer’’ to that officer, and
held Spanish funds to the amount of $175,-

When General Campos was retired
General Weyler took his place and Weyier
and Treasurer Diaz quarrelled. Diaz, in
revenge, went over to the Cubans, taking
the money with him,

The Treasurer Had a Daughter.

The Treasurer had a daughter named Ce-
cilia, who latei on figures prominently in
the story. .

To ensure the future of this girl. Diaz de-
cides to leave Cuba for Spain, and goes via
London, where he takes the precaution of
placing the $175,000 in a bank. The guar-
antee ‘“payable to bearer’” he places in a
portmanteau having a false bottom, and
then with Cecilia and the portmanteau he
continued his journey. Landing in ain
he placed his danghter in the lege “Para
Senoritas Anglo- nol” at La Estrella.
The military authorities had,” however, got
wind of his arrival, and Djaz was seized

and after an outrageous trial sentenced to
12 years’ imprisonment in the military dun-
geon of Valencla. He was debarred from
the sound of all human ‘voices except those
of the jailer ard. a priest named Rosendo
Marceo Aracil. The miseries 'of the con-
finement bring on a disease which must
slortly end in death. His chief thought
of course is his darling daughter, now a girl
of 17. and he naturally wishes to place her
under the care 2f her Beamsville relative.
He and the priest have become fast friends,
and it is through his kindness that he is
enabled to write this letter. “Will Tallman
take the soon to be fatherless Cecllia into
his protection and care for her as Diaz had
lone?'*-
Lawyver's Feos ! ezessary.

The writer goes on to say that according
to the law the portmanteau containing the
priceless document on whose retention de-
pends the fate cf the $175,000 lying in the
London bank is in the hands of the au-
toorities, and cannot bé recovered until the
trifling cost of his lawyer's fees has been
met. For the sake of the girl and Tall-
man, who Is also a legatee under its terms,
this he trusts will be sent. The utmost care-
n:ust be exereised, however, and in writing
Tallman must be sure to enclose his letter
in two envelopes, the cutside one of which
Is to be addressed to the priest.

Tallman'’s First Move,

Mr. Henry Tallman of Beamsville has
a large circle of relatives, and by some
chance the dead “Caroline” may
Lave been one of them. He ac-
cordingly answered on May 25 that
he wouid be glad to-give Cecilia a home.
Beamsville was a very healthy village, and
Cecina, atter a short visit, he would place
jn the Ladies’ College, Hamidlton. Diaz,
bowever, must let him KEknow by retarn
wail how the embargo on the trunk coald
be rawed, and also the name of the London
bank.

1'a= Beamsville man had not long to wait,
On June 25 Diaz wrote again, He was de-
hghbted at the soft heart of Taliman, and
could now dle happy. With his fast-failing
strength, he reminded his Beamsville rela-
tive that the document lay at the bottom
of the portmanteau, It contained two bot-
toms, but the secret space could be got at
by breaking through the smailler bottom,
1t was out of the question, however, that
dear Cecilia couid set owt on the long and
aangerous journey to the New World alone.
The kind priest, however, had come to the
rescue, and would bring her and the trunk
with the fortune to Beamsville, Neither
had money, Tallman could advance the
iraveling expenses, along with the lawyer’'s
fee, and afterwards recoup himself from the
London bank. *“You can fully rely on this
saintly chaplain,” the letter concluded.

The Saintly Priest Auswercd,

from the rev. priest and confessor. It was
dated July 3. At the top was printed the
rev. father's name, and at the right a pie-
ture ot the ciucitixion. The rev, father
said that he had the painful task of com-
municating the sad news that Diaz was
‘dead, He had passed away early in the
worning, after receiving the holy sacra-
ment ; and “let us y.”” sald the good
chaplain, *‘that God will keep him in Ilis
holy glory.,”” Then he goes on to speak
mbout the will, Talman and the priest had
been appointed its executors. Taliman was

THE TWO HERLTH OFFIGERS

Disagree as to Sanitary Condition of
the Cattle Market.

Dr. Bryce to be Brought to Book—Looking
Out for New Smallpox Hospital Site—
Eminent Lecturer on Taxation Reform
Coming — Conveniences for Parks—
Lotest From the City Hall.

An exceptionally lively meeting of the
Local Board of Health was held yes-
terday afternoon, with a full attendance.
. Dr. Sheard asked and was'granted per-
mission to send Mr. Noxon, Provincial
Inspector of Prisons, a copy of Inspec-
tor Awde’s report, which allayed the
ruvmors that cholera was prevalent in the
Humber Piggery.

This reminded Ald, Lynd that Inspee-
tor Noxon and Dr. Bryce, P.H.O., wese
reported to have made statements about
the alleged unsanitary condition of the
Cattle Market. He moved that Dr.
Sheard be requested to ascertain if t*he
statements were actually made, and, if
so, to ask for proof.

In Good fieaithy Condition.

Asked for his opinion, Dr. Sheard
stated that the Cattle Market was in as
good condition as any elsewhere, Cases
of hog cholera had been discovered in
this as in every similar market, but the
stables had been promptly disinfected.

Ald. Lamb approved the metion. He
thought that the statements should not
have been published, but they had not
been officially made, and should not be
noticed.

“But,” said ex-Ald. Preston, “the
statements have been made in the press,
and .Dr. Bryce should be brought to
book. If his statements are true a
remedy should be found, and if they are
not, he should be made to take them
back.”

_Ald. Lynd's motion for an enquiry car-
ried, with Ald. Saunders, Lynd and ex-
Ald. Allen and Preston’ voting yea, Ald.
Lamb nay.

The Smalipox Hospital.

, Then came the matter of burning the
Smallpox Hospital, referred by Council
to the Board. - Dr. Sheard advised that
the building was under control of the
Board of Health alone, but this did "ot
satisfy Ald. Lamb. The latter recalled
that it had only been put up temporarily,
but he would not want it. burned down
unless a new one was ready to replace
it. At present it was an eyesore in
Riverdale Park, and he thought Dr.
Sheard ghould select a new site,

The Meédical Health Ufficer would not
entertain any idea of doing without a
hospital. "“Away back in the '70’s, in the
novice days of sanitation,” said he, “they
never dreamt of burning a hospital.”
Chicago had one now in the middle of
the city, which cost $150,000; Washing-
ton’s cost $75,000, and, like that of Lon-
don and every other capital, it was cen-
trally located. The danger from con-
tagion was infinitely more to be con-
sidered than the interference with park
privileges.

On motion of Ald. Saunders the chair-
man was requested to consult with the
City’Solicitor to ascertain as to what the
rights of the Board of Health are as re<
gards the Smallpox Hospital, and also
to report on the’ whole matter.

On motion of Ald. Lamb, Chairman
Crane, Ald. Saunders and Dr. Sheard!
will confer with the mover to select
site, ascertain cost of new hospital and
prepare specifications for same.

Free Use of Pavillon.

Messrs, Stapleton Caldecott and Edgar
A, Wills appeared on behalf of the
Board of Trade to ask the Parks ¢nd
Exhibition Committee to grant the free
use of the Pavilion upon the evening of
April 22, when Thomas G. Shearman
would address a public meeting on the
matter of municipal taxation. Mr.
Shearman was represented by Mr. Cal-
decott as a wealthy Yankee lawyer and
greatest recognized authority on taxation
reform in the United States. "TThe Board
of Trade had long felt the onerousn2ss
of the personalty tax and wanted it su-
perseded by a business tax. They want-
ed the question threshed out, and Mr.
Shearman had consented to speak pjo-
viding only his expenses were paid.

Davies $50 was granted for the purpose
asked-

On motion, $2000 will be placed in the
ectimates for removing manure from the
Cattle Market, and to spread it en the
parks.

Somebody broached the subject of pro-
viding hygienic conveniences in the pub-
lic parks, and it met with ready acqnui-
escence, Chairman Score’s suggestion
that a penny-in-the-slot arrangement to
put the affairs on a paying basis ‘vas
supported by Dr., Lynd, but was not
popular. . The Commissioner will report
on the matter.

The Commissioner having reported
against the extension of Anderson-street
across Queen’s-avenie, the matter of lay-
ing a bicycle path along the proposed ex-
tension will be decided by a sub-commit-
tee.

Maternity Henses.

The Medical Health Officer has pre-
pared a report on the enforcement of
the L Act relating to maternity houses.
He says in part:

“While I consider that the operation
of the Act will not put a stop to child
desertion, I think its tendency will be
to decrease it. I would, therefore, re-
spectfully recommend that your board 1e-
quest the City Solicitor to prepare the
necessary bylaw declaring the Act to bLe
in foree within the municipality of the
city of Toronto, and that the same be
submitted to the Municipal Council for
their adoption.”

Sidewalk Areas.

Last July an official was appointed to
measure area openings in sidewalks, in
order that a tax of eight cents per square
foot might be charged in, the business
districts, with a grade down to four
cents on the outskirts. Coal chutes and
vaults and baker’s ovens were made as-
sessable by the same bylaw. But the
appointee, it appears, has not made a
report in time for entry upon the as-
sessment rolls. The City Solicitor has

THE TORONTO WORLD
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THE GOVERNMENT'S PREFERENTIAL

TRADE POLICY. bt

Canada has taken three distinct steps
towards the .initiation of the much-
talked-of Imperial Zollverein policy.
First of all the Dominion Government
cleared away the obstacles that have
made the adoption of such a policy an
impossibility. These obstacles were the
treaties which precluded 'one portion of
the empire extending an advantage to
the rest of the empire without allowing
certain foreign nations to share in the
advantage, Canada brought the ques-
tion to a focus, and compelled Great Bri-
tain to denounce the French and Bel-
gian treaties. The result of our initia-
tive is that, on and after Aug. 1 next,
the ground will be perfectly free of all
the obstacles that have hitherto prevent-
ed the adoption of an Imperial Zollverein
policy. This is the first step. Canada
has cleared the way.

The next step was the practical, al-
though limited, application of the policy
by the Dominion of Canada. On and
after Aug. 1 next Great Britain and cer-
tain of the colonies will enjoy a spe:ific
and substantial advantage over all for-
eign countries in dealing with Canada
The duty on goods coming into this
country from foreign countries will be
25 per cent. higher than on goods com-
ing from Great Britain and the colonies
above referred to. Canada has made
these concessions without securing any
reciprocal advantages from the countries
benefited by our preferential tariff. The
idea of an Imperial Zollverein implies
reciprocity of preference. Canada has
not as yet secured a recognition of this
principle of reciprocity, which is the cs
sence of the policy. The Laurier Gov-
ernment appears to be impressed with
the idea that Great Britain is so at-
tached to the principle of free trade that
it. will never cousent'tn_a reciprocal ap-
plication of Canada’s preference, as such
application would involve the taxation
by Great Britain of breadstuffs coming
into that country.

The third step taken by Canada was

announced by the Minister of Finance in
bis Budget Speech on Tu2sday. In in-
creasing the duty on sugar from foreign
countries, whereby the West Indies are
to-receive a marked preference in Cana-
dian markets, Canada has applied the
principle of taxing’ an important food
product in order to benefit an Imperial
industry. Great Britain cannot see its
way clear to give Canada a preference
because such preference would increase
the cost of her breadstuffs to Knglish
consumers. Canada proves in a prac-
tical way that the arguments which in-
fluence Great Britain and prevent her
granting us a reciprocal preference do
not influence Canada, which has volan-
tarily tncreased the duty on an important
food product.
Canada, then, has cleared the way for
reciprocal preferential trade; has adopt-
ed the Imperial Zollyerein principle as
far as it is possible for her to adopt it;
and, finally, has shown Great Britain the
unreasonableness of her opgosition to
giving usca reciprocal preference by
agreeing to have herself taxed in the
same way that Great Britain would
be taxed if the latter extended to Can-
ada a reciprocal preference,

.The policy of the Government in this
matter will be generally approved of; not
only in Canada, but throughout the
whole empire. Englishmen, we imagine,
will be especially surprised and delight-
ed at.our boldness in increasing our tariff
on such a stable anticle of consumption
as sugar in order to encourage and pro-
tect an industry that is indigenous to a
portion of the empire that is in no way
geographically connected with Canada..
We do not see that Canada can go any
further in the direction of the general
adoption of the Zollverein policy. 'I'he
adoption of the policy, as far as its re-
ciprocal aspect is concerned, now rests
with Great Britain.

While the Government has committed
Canada to a policy of preferential trade
it is surprising that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
has not only not insisted on Great Bri-
tsin extending 'reciprocal treatment to
Canada, but has actually told the people
of Great Britain that no reciprocal treat-
ment was expected of them. 'This, to
our mind, is the one serious mistake of
the Government in its preferential trade
policy.  Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s Jubilee
utterances on this question have done
more than anything else to prevent Great
Britain from following our lead in the
extension of preferential trade. The
Premier proceeded on the assamption
that Great Britain was irrevoecably com-
mitted to Cobdenism and free trade;
that an abandonment of that policy Ly
the English Government was something
that could never be expected, or even
hinted at. In proceeding on these lines Sir
Wilfrid made a fatal mistake. His ardent
infatuation for free trade was a grievous
blunder. Sir Wilfrid not only misrepre-
gerted public opinion in Canada on this
oceasion, but he showed himself utterly
ignorant of the drift of public opinion
in Great Britain. Cobdenism is no long-
er a living force in that country. 'I'ae
extent to which this one-time popular
policy is discredited is ably set out in an
article by John P. Young in the current
number of The North American Review.
The closing paragraph in the .article
reads as follows:

“IL.ecky candidly admits that educated
Englishmen now recognize that Cob-
denism was devised in the ‘interest of a
great commercial country which did not
produce sufficient food for its own
subsistence, although its manufactures
might almost supply the world,” and he
adds ‘that because the rest of the world
could not be deluded into believing that
a policy designed to secure the ecom-
mercial supremacy of England, by mak-
ing the people of other nations depen
dent upon her for manufactnred articles,
it was foredcomed to faiure.” Tae

it was ready to take advantage of the
great impulse given to trade by the gold
diseoveries, averted this 'doom for a long
time by obscuring the real workings of
.Cobdenism; but now that it is plainly
seen that every advanced nation js de-
termined. to maintain its own workshcps,
the English have lost heart, and, econ-
omically speaking, Great Britain is drift-
ing no one cdn tell whither.”

In “an article in the NewsReview of
November. 1896, Williams, the author of
“Made in Germany,” pointed out that
“when the last attempt was made to get
rid of foreign sugar bounties,nearly every
trade union in the country (England) pe-
titioned in favor of the bill for ratifying
the convention,” which is only another
mode of saying that the British working-
man no longer finds the. *‘cheap-loaf”
argument alluring. : <

All the evidence goes to shoswv that
Great Britain is ready to throw off its
free trade shackles and adopt a policy
that is consistent with conditions as they
exist to-day. Mr. Chamberlain was con-
vinced some short time ago that the
commercial federation of the Empire
through the establishment of an Imperial
Zollverein 'was Great Britain’s true
policy, but in his opinion the success ¢f
the policy depended on its voluntary
acceptance by the colonies. Instead of
endorsing the Imperial Zollverein policy
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, representing the
most important colony at the Jubilee,
actually opposed it, saying that its adop-
tion would savor of protection, which
was the greatest of all mistakes. With
this slap in the face Mr. Chamberlain
abandoned his pet project, stating that
he would never touch it again, even with
a pair of tongs.

What is even more aggravating to
Canadians is the Finance Mini§ter's ad-
herence to the Laurier blunder. In his
budget speech he stated that no recipro-

from. Great Britain. That country, in
his opinion, would never agree to tax
wheat for the benefit of the colunies.
He, too, like Sir Wilfrid Laurier, has
failed to read the signs of the times.
Free trade in Great Britain is no longer
a living policy. The people of that
country are anxiously looking for a policy
to take the placé of Cobdenism, which
is thoroughly disciedited. The coming
policy is without doubt a policy based
on the Commercial Federation of the
Empire and the adoption of the principle
of an Imperial Zollvercin. Hom. Mr.
Fielding says Great Britain will never
reciprocate in such a policy, no matter
how far Canada may go in extending to
her preferential treatment. Therein he
is sadly mistaken. The Commercial
Federation of the Empire, and with it
the creation of an Imperial Zollverein,
is rapidly coming to the front. It wili
be the accepted policy of Great Britiin
within two years. The only thing that
can delay its adoption beyond this time
is the antipathy of -the Government of
the leading colony towards the project.

Is Architect Lennox’s Advice in Gity
Hall Elevator Deadlock.

Thinks Second Offers Unfalr to ihie Clty—
Says i‘.lectile System 1s Cheapest to In-
stal and Ruun—Local Makers Toemder
Low—Board Wiil Decide.

The Board of Control will meet to-day
to take up the report of Architect [en-
nox upon the second tenders received
upon the amended plans and specifica-
tions for three elevators, and also those

for an electric generating plant.
The Kespective Tenders.

The tenders received are as-follows:

Aftér an exhaustive resume of arga-
ment and statistics, the architect says:
“In conclusion I would recommend that
none of the present tenders be acceptad,
but that negotiations be opened with the
first tenderers and, if possible, that one
of their tenders. be accepted, which
would thereby be a saving and at the
same time would provide for the full
requirements of five elevators, which are
in my opinion required for -the build}
ing.”

_ Favers the Elect. Ie System.
The hydraulic elevators once installed,
he argues, no extra expense would be
involved in running them, there being
already a high-pressure steam plant in
the building.” But to instal an electric
system an electric generating plant
would be necessary. The lowest tender
for a plant of this kind was $14,965.
Teking the cost for running elevators at

‘one-third of this there would be en-

tailed an extra cost of $4988.33 to be
added to the electric elevator prices. ‘I'he
other two-thirds cost of plant would be
entailed by lighting. . .

Even then there would be an actual
difference of $4000 in favor of the elec-
ttic system. !

. Question of Cost.

Then as to the cost of operation. By
comparison with systems clsewhere in-
stalled he estimates that it would cost
to run_three hydraulic elevators, $807.84
per year; and for three electric elevators,
$532.44 per year.' Taking into consiger-
ation the interest on the difierence in
price between the two kinds, it would
cost $387.40 less approximately for the
three electric elevators, as against three
Lydraulics. 4
Recalling then that the recommenda-
tion for five elevators was thrown out to
save $10,000 by requiring only three, the
architect comes to the conclusion that
the board is not getting a fair propor-
tionate reduction. The comparative loss
by accepting the second in preference to
the first tender he estimates at $2815,
and, in addition to this claims that the
contractors have all tendered according
to their own specifications. In view of
ikis situation he recommends that the
first tenders be reverted to as awvyv
mentioned. .

 THE COSTOMS AND SNUGGLERS,

How the Authorities are on the Lookout
to Prevent the Thriving
Trade.

Frank Ozier, who is well known to the
police of Western Ontario, is nearing the
end of a four months’ term in the Detroit
jail for smuggling,

In .Novembeér last he, with some others,
made a haul of fine eloths and other mer-
chandise from stores In Rodney and got
across the border with the plunder. The
cloth he cut into suitings and was dispos-
ing of them in that way when the customs
officers ran across him, and, thinking the
cloth too good for a peddler to be handling,
arrested him for smuggling, Ozler pleaded
guilty and was awarded four months.

The -authorities at Rodney will probably
take steps to secure Ozier's arrest and ex-
tradition when he is liberated. It has
been too much the custom when a man
escaped to the other side of the line to
say: ‘““Oh, let him go.”” It makes the life
of the professional thief altogether too
easy.

Dr. Allan Balnes dressed the
cut and put in several stitches, and the
injured man was removed to his home in
Mr, Blake's carriage.

DEATH OF CONDUCTOR SNIDER.

(Jp——
The Well-Known Grand Trunk Evangelist
Has Crossed the Bar—Death Took
Place at Windsor,

The news of the @éath" “at' Windsor of
Conductor Snider will cause sorrow to his
many friends in this city and all over Can-
ada For five years the well-known evan-
vgelist resided ia Toronto, living with his
wife and only daughter, first on Henry-
street, and later at 168 Huron-street. While
in this city he was connected with McCaul-
street Methodist Church, where he was
frequently in the pulpit, and the announce-
ment that Condurtor Snider was to preach
always filled the edifice. His own recital of
the circumstances of his conversion was
always interesting. In his younger days
he was, by his own story, fond of fun, and
he was always in demand as a fun-maker.

His different lectures made it apparent that
he was a great mimic, and courlr’teu a hu-
morous story in irresistible style.. After
his conversion he was an enthusiastic Chris-
tian worker, and was never so much in his
eiement as when proclaiming the Gospel
to. his fellow men. He always appreciated
a joke, however, and was not by any means
a long-faced Christian. Bocially he was al-
ways genlal, and won all who came in con-
tact with him, while his home life was a
model. To him there.was indeed no place
like home, and his excellent wife and charm-
ing daughter will have the warmest sym-
pathy of the many friends they made in
this city and elsewhere.
Brief Blography.

Mr. Snider was born on the 1st March,
1852, was educated at the Public schools
and Walker's Academy at Guelph. At a
very early early age he commenced nis
railroad career as a newsboy on the Great
Western Rallway, and had occupied the
positions of prakesman, baggageman,
freight train conductor, and for many years
that ‘of passenger conductor on the Grand
Trunk, all of which positions he filled with
satisfaction to the railway company and
pleasure to the traveling public. Abont
two years ago, after Mr. Hays came to the
Grand Trunk, Mr. Snider .was promoted

from the Stratford Tun to the main lne,

and resided for a time in London. From
there he was sent farther west and took up
his residénce in Windsor. Some seven or
eight months ago he was stricken with an
jllness which resembled cancer of the bow-
els, _and suffered severely, his life being
despaired of. Last Christmas he spent in
Fergus and improved a good deal; indeed
his friends hoped that he would recover
with complete rest and quietness. Early 1n
this year he visited Toronto and was cheer-
ful and hopeful. However, the malady re-
turned, and at last death triumphed over
cne of the most consistent of Christians.
The remains will be interred at Fergus.

Ottawa, April 6.—(Special.)—Sir John
Curling’s committee to ascertain the hest
and mdst feasible route to the Yukon
gountry was organized yesterday, and
examined Senator Reid of Cariboo. He

gaid, in his opinion, the Ashcroft route
was preferable to any other, because
alreaay there is one of the finest wagon
rouds in the country fromn Ashcroft to
the mouth of the Quesnelle River, a dis-
tance of 220 miles, Stage coaches run
twice a week in summer time on this
route, and make the trip in three days.
I"10m the mouth of the Quesnelle to Yele-
graph Creek, following the old telegraph
line, there has been a pack tramn cver
since the time of the Cassiar gvld ex-
citement. By this route supplies are
taken to the Omeniean mines and- the
Hudson Bay Company’s pdsts in British
Columbia every year.
Another advantage of the route is that
from Quesnelle until you get to Tele-
graph Ureek there is abundance of food
for any number of horses and cattle
that may use the route, Hay grows five
or six feet high, and there is any amount
of it, so that it can be cut and stored
for winter use. :
The Government of British Colurbia
are improving the itrail, and have voted
money for that purpose, and will brdge
the smaller streams and put ferries on
the larger streams as soon as the season
opens, Parties using this route need
not necessarily go through to Dawson
16 look for gold but can branch off ecither
to the right or left and find themselves
it a mineral country all the way, and
in his opinion were just as likely to suc-
ceed ag by going to the frozem north.
Those who approved of the Edmonton
route might extend the road from hd-
monton through the Yellowhedad Pass ,to
the up'per waters of the I'raser, where
it would join the road from Ashcroft.
These two routes would not only furn-
ish thé most fegsible roads to the gold
fields of the ukon, but would pass
through a valuable mineral country all
the way, through a considerable portion
of which mines are already in existence.
The country to which he referred lies
in the valley between the coast range
and the Rockies, and offers no engineer-
ing difficulties whatever. The route
fiom Ashcroft also furnished a good
many navigable stretches. You strike
the Fraser River 160 miles north of Ash-
croft. From that point it is navigable
by steamboat to Quesnelle River, and a
few improvements would furnish con
tinuous navigation for 450 miles to a
point within 200 miles of Telegraph Creek
‘I'ie route from Edmonton through Yel-
leowhead Pass would also strike naviga-
tion on the Fraser, and by utilizing the
Stuart Lake would give 500 miles of
mnuvigation, The Fraser River is navi-
gable to a point where seven miles of
wagon road will transfér one to naviga-
tion on the Peace River, for small boats.

Prime’s Crop Report.

Prime's weekly crop report states that
in the growing world farmers have been
simply waiting for the ground to get into
condition to commence seeding. In the
winter wheat belt there has been such an
excessive moisture that it has simply been
impossible to get upon the ground, The
coming week will have to bring very radi-
cal changes or we shall be forced to meet
a late season. No spring wheat has been
yet sown worth reporting, and no radical
increase in the acreage is looked for. Very
little progress has been made with seeding
the oat crop, none ha,vlnf been sown in
Illinois, Indiana .or Ohlo. In Nebraska and
south of the Ohio River frosts have cut
down the early oats and necessithted re-
seeding. Winter wheat crop jogs along
sglowly. It was cut down In Indiana ter-
ritory, Oklahoma, Texas and portions of
Kansas by the recent hard freeze. Country
mills report light stocks of wheat, and
Kansas stocks are very low. Nothing has
been done in corn planting,

Eurepean Outlook. 2

According to Beerbohm’s review 'of March
crop conditions the area sown in the Unit-
ed Kingdem is larger than last year, and
farmers’ deliveries have been large, evidenc-
ing their intention to hold over no old sup-
plies. The amount left in farmers’ hands
was estimated at 16,000,000 bushels, against
21,400,000 bushels last year, and 16,000,000
bushels two years ago. - Reports from
France stated that the weather was mild
and the outlook for the cm&)‘hcontinued
satisfactory by all accounts. e demahd
for wheat from France will be continuous
and active for the next four or flve months
if the official estimate of the crop was cor-
rect, These estimates indicated a total
crop of 248,000,000 bushels, with 28,000,000
bushels old wheat left over. Taking the
ordinary rate for food and seed the require-
ments are about 340,000,000 bushels, and
they indicated a deficit of about 64.000,000
bushels. The rate of imports so far has
been about two-thirds of this amount, Re-
ports f®dm Belginm, Holland and Germany
are fairly good and no complaints are re-
‘celved.  In the Danubian provinces crop
conditions are fairly good.
