HAD UNDERGONE AN OPERATION

Experienced Nurse by Mistanke is
Sald to Have Given Wrong

At noon-yesterday un experienced nurse,
it is sald, made an unfortunate mistake
in giving the patient her treatment, with
the result that Miss Pollard died a short
time after,

Everything possible was done when the
mistake was found out, but the young wo-
man's weak condition made It almost im-
posgible for the patient to recover.

WHITE STAR VYLEET.

Facllities of co-i-uacm Be~
tween Liverpool and the Ause
tralian Colonies,

The history of Liverpool has been inti-
mately associated with the development

of the Australian colonles from the earliest
days.

THIRD TEST CRICKET MATCH,

Australians All Out for 172 Runs,
While England Has 110 for
Four Wickets,

Leeds, June 29.—The third test cricket
match between the visiting Australlaus and
an All-England eleven opened here to-day.

have been snowering advice upon the selec-
tion committee regardiug the coolce of an
eleven, with the resuit tuat cousiderabie
fil-feeling has been aroused amoug some of
the players who have thought themselves
slighted, But the public ciamor has led
to the .exciusion of some of the old-time
favorites, '

The English eleven, however, is thorough-
Iy represcutative, and includes Maclaren,
Manjitsiobjl, the tamous Indian crickeier;
Jackson, kry, Hayward and Hearpe., 'The
Australian dpllyeu are those who beat the
All-England eleven at Lords by 10 wickets,
The Australians at junch time had scored
11 runs for six wickets down, The Austral-
jans were all out iu their first inuiug for
172 runs,

At the close of play England had scored
119 runs for four wickets down, in the first
inning,

Wales, Lipton and the Shamrock,

Loundon, June 20.—The Dally Chronicle
this morning announces that the Prince of
Wales has challenged Sir Thomas Lipton,
the owner of the Shamrock, and that a race
will be arranged for the third week of July,
in the Solent.

The attention of the Canadian people is
at the present moment directed to a ques-
tion in regard to the Canadian Govern-
nent rallway system, raised by the presi-
dent of the Canadian P . Parliament
is being asked to ratify an agreement
between the G Trunk and the Minister
of Rallways under which the Grand Trunk
delivers all its freight for points, on the
Intercolonial to tbe Intercolonfal at Mont-
real, instead of as now at Quebec. And
in, return for this favor the Intercolonial
sgrees to deliver to the Grand Trunk at
Montreal all freight intended for points
west of Montreal originating on the. line
of the Iutercolonial, This agreement is
to last for 90 years. It has already passed
the House of Comons and is now before
the Senate, Mr. Shaughnessy is telling the
Serate that the House of Comnions has
wissed the significance of the agreement
and secks to influence the elder body to
throw It out, as he considers the bargain
is a bad one for the country, and, we sup-
pose, for the C.P.R.

This is' the position in brief. What there
is in Mr. Shaughnessy’s contention we are
not at the present mwoment In a position
to say. But The World has long held a
very clear and declded opinion in regard to
the pecessity that exists of preventing any
enfangling alliances ,being made between
the Government system and the other
rcads. We attach the greatest importance
to the thorough independence of the Cana-
dian .Government rallway system. It was
hampered in the past by an alllance with
the C.P.R., which, fortunately, has come
to an end. The greatest care must now
be taken that an equally unfortunate en-
tanglement extending over a long period’ of
years, is not made with the Grand Trunk,

Onr position in regard to the solution
of the transportation problem is in brief
this : We believe in national control of
rallways and would like to see a national
ownership of the whole system.

T'his latter—Govercment ownership of all
lines—however,we are afrald, is a chnsider-
able time distant in the future, but we
hold-that in the meantime the best way of
solving the railway problem Is to take
(1) Government control of all rallways
thfbugh a rallway commission and (2) by
a Government system paralleling the great
lines, compel them to do justice to the
recple in the way of rates. We have no
idea at the present moment of nationaliz-
ing the Canadian Pacific and the Grand
Trunk Rallway, but the one, cheap, sure
and reliable way.of regulating these two
great corporations is te gradually extend
the Government system (now reaching
frem Halifax to Montreal) alongside of

“|the Grand Trunk and C.P.R. to Georglan

Bay, and, if necessity calls for it, to
ultimately extend it across the continent.
But such a road, as we, sald before, must
be kept free of all entanglements with
the other two great corporations. By
neuns of clever lawyers and adroit man-
agers it is possible to almost destroy the
efficlency of the national system, and it
will be only by. the greatest watchfulness
that the usefulness and thé independence
of the national system is preserved. We
therefore await the answer that the Gov-
ernment will make to the statement of Mr.
Sbaughnessy. At the present moment we
cannot admit that the C.P.R. Is a disin-
terested witness. It sought to gobble the
whcle Intercolonial system some years
ago, and it might like to. cripple it now.
It may be that the Canadian Pacific is
shouting because its own ox 1s gored. But
there is one thing we are already convine-
ed of and it is this : that If the proposed
ugreement as to the carriage of freight
originating in the east is of such a nature
as to preciude this freight going over the
Goveruwment system if it should be extended
further west—and It must be extended
frriher west If it s to be efficlent—it is
a mistake and ought to be thrown out by
the Senate. The whole question will stand
the fullest and most deliberate considera-
ticn. It is better to be safe even if slow.

Fer the present moment we content our-
selves with laying down the broad general
principle that the casiest way to amellorate
trapgportation grievances Is by the estab-
lishment of a national ruliway system in
competition with the other rallway corp-
orations, This idea 1s very well brought
out in The Forum magazine for July, just
to hand, in an article written by ex-Sena
tor Peffer, who has given a great deal of
study to the question, We are thoroughly
in accord with the conclusion of his article,
wkich, though dealing with the problem In
the United States, Is equally applicable
to Canada. His conclusion runs as follows
oand s worthy of the attention of every
citizen of this country :

The begiuning of the final remedy for
rallway itrusts is suggested iu the late
teport of the United dtates Con-
missioner of Kallrouds, Gen. Longstreet.
The Supreme Court has decided that a
railroad Is a public highway, an im-
preved highway; that the business of
rullway transportation s of a public
nature; and that, in performing it, the
carrier Is, to a certain extent, perform-
ing a function of government, Now,
let Congress act on Gen. Longstreet's
recommendation and begin by provid-
ing for the early construction of a
national freight raflroad with double
trucks from St. Louls to San Francisco,
and follow that immediately with three
cthers ke it—one from Chlcn;o, by
vay of $t. Louls, to Galveston, I'exas;
another from Jamestown or Bismarck,
North Dakota, by way of 8t. Louls, to
Savannah, Georgia; and a third from
$t. Louls to New York city. The aggre-
gate length of these several lines would
vot exceed 06500 miles; and the roads
cculd be bullt and equipped for about
<50,000,000, This amount could—if it
were decmed pecessary, rather than to
issue treasury-notes—all be borrowed
from our own peo[‘)le on 2% per cent,
DO-year bonds; and long before these
bonds had matured, the net earnings of
the roads would have raised a sinking
fund large enough to pay them. After-
ward, rates could be reduced according-
ly; or the Income of the roads could
be turned into the trnnu7 as publie
revenues. There would be no divi-
dends to be paid to stockholders, no
fixed charges for bondholders, no ex-
travagant salaries to officers, and no
campaign contributions to political com-
n fttees. Nor would there be any need
of the services of a corps of high
priced lawyers.

These roads, in the beginning, need
carry nothing but freight and the
heavier classes of mail matter, they
should be m;g)lled with motive power
sufficient to haul not only Government
cars but those of all persons or com-
yanies applying for transportation; and
the .employes should be protected from
political intermeddling by a tepure de-

are sorry for those peliticians, {rrespective,
of thelr party, who bave not the capacity
aud the political foresight to grasp-it.

18 THE PRESS DEGENERATING ?

Mr. J. 8. Wiilison sometime recently de-
livered a lecture before Victoria University
on “The Duty of the Press,” The pub-
lisher of a 'certain spaper directory
seemed to ‘think very highly of some of
Mr. ‘Willison’s remarks and he pre-
faces  his work with an extract
from the editor's lecture. Glancing over
the extract we come to this sentence:

“The great fault of the Canadian press
-has been that it was political rather than
national, and one of £he most hopeful signs
for Canada at this hour is that in the
main it tends to become national rather
than  politieal.” Irrational devotion to
party can hardly be consistent with ra-
tional devotion to country.”

We are sorry we cannot agree with Mr,
Willison in his optimistic estimate of the
Canadian press., We belleve the tendency
of the press is in the very opposite direc-
¢lon to that indicated by Mr, Willison. Let
us review, for instance, the history of
Canada’s alleged leading daily, The Globe.
In years gone by The Globe had an ab-
#olute independence of its own. The
policy of the paper was not decided by out-
siders, When George Brown was editor
of The Globe he was the man who shaped
its policy. He had a free hand and main-
tained his freedom in the face of politi-
clans and corporation magnates. Under
Mr. Brown The Globe was more of a na-
tional than a party paper. It gained an
enviable reputation as Canada's leading

Journal and the fag ends of this reputation |

continue even to the present day, But The
Globe fell into the hands of politiclans, or
rather into £he hands of men whose busi-
ness it is to graft on the country through
the politiclans. Mr, Jaffray is not a poli-
ticlan pramarily. Nor is Mr, Cox. Their
ambition is moneywards. Politles to them
is merely an fincident in their business,
The Globe to-day is In 4he hands of such
men. The man who sits in the sangtum
editing the paper has really nothing %&
ever to do with shaping its policy. e-
tween the capitalistic proprietors and the
noliticians who work hand and glove wih
them, the “we’’ of the sanctum Is swamp-
ed out of sight. This particular “we’” has
as much Independence as a hog on Ice,
The Globe of to-day is the most servile
party paper in Canada. Mr, Willlson has
not studied the downfall of The Globe,
otherwise he would not have made the
stesement that the Canadian press Is be-
coming more national and independent,
The Globe of to-day never rises higher than
the party it supports. If it assumes a
lofty virtue it only does so to shield its
political bosses. All its talents are at Zhe
beck of these bosses., To play &heir game
it resorts to all the wiles and blandish-
ments of the professional courtesan. Its
whole soul—whatever it has of good or'bad
—is lald at eéhe feet of its bosses, These
Iatter have squeezed every vestige of its
manhood out of The Globe, If The Globe
had any spark of manhood left it would
not have allowed Its old-time reputation
to sink to the level of the rascals who
have been running at large Zhrough the
country seducing the manhood of Cana-
dians, Let not: Mr. Willison seek to de-

lude the public that the press is becoming | &

better, when we see Canada’s leading jour-
nal sheltering a criminal like Preston and
a Government thai has gagged and silenc-
ed justice. Dirty as is the whote of this
West Elgin business, The Globe is wallow-
fug In the midst of it. Its virtuous indig-
nation is all assumed. The white robe
that it wears is put on for the very purpose
of hiding underneath the arch-criminals
in this political debauch. The Globe will
have to see the gang gthrough to their
finish, It bas no alternative, The Globe,
jn short, Is the mouthpiece of the gang.
