ROME, via 'Paris, May 24~King
Victor Emmanuel has addressed tho
following order of the day to the army
and navy:

“Soldiers of land an¥ sea: Fespond-
ing with enthusiasm to the appeal of
the country a year ago, you hastened
to fight, in conjunction with our brave
allies, our hereditary enemy, and as-
sure the realization of our national
claims,

“After having surmounted difficul-
ties of nature, you have fcught in a
hundred combats ' and won, for you
have the ideal of Italy in your heart.
But the country again asks of you new
efforts and more sacrifices,

“I do not doubt that you will know
how to give new proofs of bravery and
force of mind, The country, proud and
grateful, sustains you in your arduous
task by its fervent affection, its calm
demeanor and its admirable confidence,

“I sincerely hope that fortune will
accompany us in future battles, as you
occupy my constant thoughts,”

The order was issued from the gen-
cral headquarters of the army today.

OTTAWA, May 24—The Duke of
Connaught on the occasiofof Wmpire
Day has received messages from Gen,
Sir Douglas Haig, commandeéf-in-chief
of the British armies in France, and
from QGen, Joffre, generalissimo of the
armies in France, to Gen. Haig which
the latter added to his cable, expressing
full confildence in the ultimate victory
@f allied arms and greetings to the
people of the Dominion. Gen. Joffre
adds a word of admiration for the fight-
ing qualities of the overseas force,

Gen. Halig’s cablegram follows:

“All ranks under my command in
France join with me in greetings on
Empire Day to our fellow subjects
thruout his majesty’s dominions. re-
presentatives of every part of these
dominions bound together not only .by
ties of blood, but by eimilarity of
ideals and loyalty to one crown and
one flag., Our armies are united
heart and soul in this great fight for
freedom and justice, the old watch-
words of our race.. Confident in our-
selves, in the ungrudging help and’
support of our kin thruout the world
and in our gallant allies, we look for-
ward to certain victory.”

Joffre’'s Tribute.

Gen, Joffre's message, which was
appended by Sir Douglas Haig, fol-
lows: “On Empire Day I am much
pleased to express to you the senti-
ments of high esteem and comrade-
ship felt by the armies of France for
the hrave troops of the dominions, of
the Indies and of the colonies, whose
fine conduct and brilllant deeds on all
batlefields where they have been en-
gaged have cxcited such admiration.

LONDON, May 24—The fighting on
the Italian frontier has suddenly
slackened, only a few isolated attacks
being reported ,and military observers
at Rome assert that it has been neces-
sary for the Austrians to replace their
Icsees and to hring up fresh troops for
a stronger offensive. It is believed
that the Austrian commanders are
pianning to extend the line of attack,
for large assemblages of reinforce<
ments continue to be reported on the
northern banks of Lake Garda. These
troops intend, it 1§ believed, to attempt
an invasion of Italy along the northern
province of Bresci.

A semli-sfficia]l statemeént issued at
Rome pays that the Austrian offensive
on the Trentino front and the furious
efforts of the Germans at Verdun
are a concerted effort on the part of
the central powers to prevent an ex—
pected simultaneous attack by the al-
lies on all fronts, Germany and Aus-
tria aim at wearing out’ France and
Italy, counting on the temporary halt
continuing in Russian operations.
They hope that when Russia is able
to renew the fight the other two na-
tions will be so worn out as to need
a rest, The statement i{s made that
this simultaneous offensive of all the
allies will cause the German and Aus-
trian plans to fail.

- ISRATHER SLOW
ith Last Year's

Unusual Showing Not
Favorable.

DECREASE IN ACREAGE

Percentage of Seeding on
Stubble is Reported to
Be La,rge'. .

WINNIPEG, Man.. May 23.—The
Free Press today published its first

crop report for the season 1916, This
is 12 days later than first report of
1915, which appeared on the 11th of
May. One hundred and fourteen points
in three provinces have been heard
from, Hardly so good a response as
usual, but partly accounted for by
correspondents having left for the war
without notifying the paper. Reports

nrecelved are sufficlent to gather a very

fair idea of conditions,

Asked as to when seeding would be
completed, 10 points gave May 10; 17
the 12th and 18th; 15 points the 15th,
18 points the 16th to 18th, inclusive;
36 points the 20th, and 18 points 22nd
to 80th, inclusive, In 1915 about 95
ber cent, of the wheat seeding was
complete on the 11th of May. The
seeding of 1916 was fully two weeks
ahead of 1914, so that while our seed-
is later than last y9ar it is not neces-
sarily so very much later than that of
1914, Some 11 points state that seed-
ing is no later than last year; 10 points
that it is 5 to 9 days later; 17 points
place it as 10 days later; 36 points as
14 to 156 days later; 15 points as 15
days later, and 21 points as 20 to 21
days later,

Nine pointe claim no reduction in
acrzage - of wheat; 4 points ‘a<§ per
cent, reduction; 24 points a 10 per cent,
reduetion; 18 points a 20 per cent, re-
duction; 31 points a 25 per cent, re-

Percentage , seeded on  stubble {s
Jarge, Some’ 43 points, mainly in Man-
itoba and Alberta, report no seeding
on unplowed stubhle, while 17 points
report acreages running from 1 to 5
per cent, seedéd in this way, and 30
points report stubble arpas running
from 10 to 40 per cent, Of these, 12
points claim acreage of 40 per cent.
seeded in this way, while 6 points rc-
port stubbled acreages, running all
the way from 45 to 90 per cent. In
1915 at least-60 per cent, of the entire
crop went in on summer fallow, and
balance on the best part of fall and
spring cultivation.

This year, however, every point but
three reports abundance of moisture,
while last year by May 11 one hun-
dred points out of 1568 reported rain
needed badly. Points reporting largest
percentage of stubbled in crop this
vear are points having the largest
percentage of summer fallow last year.
Height of early sown grain is about
2 to 3 inches, as 47 points give it 3
inches and 34 points 2 inches. On
May 11 last year the average height
was 8 Inches, so that this season’s
growth is evidently much slower,

Response as to areds in coarse
grains is not very complete, but in-
dication is that increase in oats will
be from 10 to 15 per cent. and for
barley 16 to 20 per cent., while flax
varies all the way from none to 30
per cent, It is/evident that so far
conrse grains. actually seeded is
small,

Supply of labor seems to be suffi-
cient on the whole, as only 20 points
reported any shortage, Wages run
from $30 to $60, with the average
around $40,

Only 84 points responded definitely
to the question of amount of wheat in
farmers’ hands for sale, but estimates
from these points total 19,669,000, This
includes 3,000,000 tributary to Regina,
3,100,000 tributary to Swift Current
end 8,000,000 in an area of 100 miles
around Calgary; some 55 points report-
ed 1,681,000 bushels of oats to come
«nd 32 points reported no oats for sale,
ard a few said oats needed.

Comparatively. few points rdported
ré-seeding after drifting, but those that
aid generally reported considerable
areas, 23 points totalling a re-seeded
area of 21,950 acres; 5 points reported
6 per cent. of total wheat crop re-
seeded,

The letter reads: i

“lI am writing to tell you about your
husband’s death. - You will have had
the official communication by now. It
was my sad duty to let you know how
it occurred and all the particulars.

“He was ehot thru the head by a Ger-
man sniper concealed in. sonie: high
spot and which at the time we did not
know, but of which theré is nothing
left now, He was just walking down
the trench when he was hit. He was
killed instantly and suffered no pain,
It happened at 10 o’clock on the morn-
ing of April 17.

“l cannot tell you how sory we all
are.

Lord Robert said that in 1915 the
British Government was willing to al-
low the exportation from Germany to
the United States of two cargoes of
dyestuffs but that this offer had

Conservatives exiled Sir Richard Me-
Bride and called Hon, W, J. Bowser
ta the premiership., They would not
hear of appealing to the people upon
the proposal to loan $7,000,000 to the
Pacific Great Eastern Rallway, It was
suggested that the federal govemmem
might advance the money, but a pil-
| | grimage to Ottawa proved fruitless,
8ir Richard went oversea and Premier
Bowwer ruled in his stead.

As a surprise, therefore, comes the
announcement that’the Bowser Gov-
ernment had decided to loan $6,000,000
to this same Pacific Great Eastern
Raflway Company. The company is
pullding a line to connect the Grand
Trunk Pacific with Vancouver, It has
been completed from Vancouver to
Clinton and the $6,000,000 loan is for
construction work between Clinton and
Prince George where it joins the Grand

! runk Pacific. Later on it may push
into the Peace River country, but the
loan about to be made by the British
Columbia Government simply provides

. for the completion of the road to
Prince George,

The owners of the road are said to
be Foley, Welsh and Stewart, the big
raflway contractors who built most of

. the Nationdl Transcontinental east
and west of Winnipeg and a great deal
of the Canadian Northern, They cer-
tainly demonstrated that it is better
to build ‘a railroad than to own it.
Why then did they undertake to con-
struct a raliroad of thelr own from
Vancouver to Prince George? Is it not
falr to surmise that it is being bullt

" for:the Grand Prunk Pacific?

while whoever owns the road,
or whatever their purpose in bullding
it, the company is giving all the se-
eurity it can to the province for the
new loan. The enterprise is to be
mortgaged, 49 per cent, of the common
stock is to be hypothecated and the
aaticipated Dominion subsidy of $12,000
a mile, is to be assigned to the pro-
vince in advance. When everything
ip settled up the province is to get $2,-
000,000 of common stock as a bonus
for the loan,

Today the Grand Trunk Pacific ar-
rives at the coast 500 miles north of
Vancouver, It must depend upon the
Pacific and Great Eastern to get into
Vancouver. But If the Grand Trunk
Pacitic really owns the Pacific Great
Bastern, it must be evident that the
latter will’ be absorbed with -the for-
mer in the nationalization that cannot
be long deferred.

NEW YORK'S MAYOR

disclosures were checked by the com-
mittee's refusal to hear his testimony
at a public session and he will decide
today whether he will give the full de-
tails of the telephone conversations to
the committee in closed session,

The “mayor declared that the police
evidence shows that leaders of Cath-
olic charitable interests in New York
hove conspired to interfere with the
legislative committee nted by
the governor to investigate state chari-
ties, to discredit the comm.mee, to
spirit persons away from its jurisdic<
tion, to coach witnesses and to trump
up testimony.

BRITAIN'S AR SERVICE
S GREATY INPROVED

Earl Curzon Says Comparison
With Germany Need Not
Be Feared.

PERSONNEL OF BOARD

Announcemént Made in House of
Lords—Resolution of Censure
Withdrawn,

LONDON, May 24.—The debate in the
house of lords on the aerial service was
resumed today. Barly Curzon sald the
reason ‘why the government had mnot
created a ministerial depariment to take
charge of aeronautics was the lack of
agreement beétween the war office and

the admiralty on this subject., He be-
lleved both departments would have
resisted a measure providing for an air
ministry, and that unless thelr wviews
were harmonized there would be no justi-
fication for putting forward such a
project.

The nation had reason to be proud of
its aerial service, which had accomplished
zren things, Earl Curzon continued, The

efences of ILondon and of the country
at large, he sald, were much more
formidable -at present than they were a
short time ago.

Looking at the rise of the nation’s air
service from almost nothing at the be-
ginning of the war, Lord Curzon said he
considered it an enterprise sccond to none
in the world, and belleved that it need
fear no comparison with the German air
service.

Ministry of Aeronautics.

Another reason for not creating a
ministry of aeronautics, added rd
Curzon, was that the setting o6f the ma-
cliinery to that end at work in the midst
of the war would havé meant a tre-
mendous effort and might have exercised
a disturbing influence, His personal
opinion was that such a ministry was
destined to come, but he would rather
see it come as military compulsion had
come, as a gradua] agreement among all
those interested.

If it is desired to keep the shrub of a
uniform wsize, thesé root-suckers should
be removed at once, since their growth
very materially hinders the development
of new top-shoots dor next year's flowers.

Such shrubs as 1 , ~ syringas,
japonicas, snowball, golden bell and other
members of the spning class, should re-
celve strenuous pruning as soon as the
blossoms have begun to fade, thus stimu.
lating the growth of hundreds of top-
shoots, Many of the hardier and thoroly-
rooted varieties can well stand several
extra clippings ds the summer advances.
The Persian MHlac is a shrub that will
send out immense long drooping top-
shoots within a few weeks if the prunin
is rigorous and the tree well rounde
out, The longer those fine thin twigl
grow, just 80 much the longer will be
the lovely feathery plumes of soft
lavender next sprirg.
