MAINE FIVE MASTER IS
SOLD FOR $140,000Washington, July 18—Formal an­

nouncement is made by Secretary Bak­
er that an agreement had been reached 
with representatives of the American 
steed industry, in conference here, un­
der which the entire production of the 
industry would be made available at a 
price to be determined on the basis of 
a cost of production, inquiry being con­
ducted by the federal trade commission.

On their side the government repre­
sentatives assured the steel men that 
reasonable profits would be included in 
the price fixed and that provision also 
would be made to care for the expan­
sion'of the Industry to meet new de­
mands.

The Gardjner G. Deering, a five-mast­
ed schooner built in Bath in 1908, hail­
ing from Maine and with John G. Stalil 
of Waldoboro, as captain, was sold re­
cently in Boston to a New York con­
cern at $140,000 which is considerably#’ 
more than could be obtained under pre­
war conditions.

The Deering, which just passed her 
14th birthday, registers 1,982 tons gross. 
She was owned by Boston interests and 
her captain, who was principal owner, 
Captain Stahl, recently entered the navy 
as lieutenant-commaander.

Paris, July 10—Paris is speculating 

pleasurably on the evidences of internal 
troubles in Germany. The secret session 
of the Reichstag, the flittering hither and 
thither' of the Kaiser and his generals, 
the evident uneasiness of Von Bethmann 
Hollweg, and above all the Erzeberger 
attack and the sensational coalition be­
tween the Catholic and Socialist party 
fit into the theory of the war’s sudden 
ending this year by a German collapse, 
to which many well-informed people 
hold tenaciously. Sucli theorists admit 
that the present storm may blow over, 
but they assert that the meteorological 
conditions will produce another and 
more serious one, and finally militarism 
and Hohenzollernism will be engulfed 
in a hurricane.

It is believed by many that serious 
Internal troubles would lead to Ger­
many's offering Alsace and Lorraine, 
Belgian and Serbian Indemnities, and 
kertiaps even thei abdication of the 
Kaiser in favor of his son. Nobody 
doubts here the willingness to carve 
Turkey and parcel out Austria. She is 
known to be feverishly active in efforts 
to pacify Russia and France through 
self-constituted

fIt is one of the significant events in i 
recent German politics, says the New, 
York Times, that two of the conspicu- 

tierman leaders who attended the 
Stockholm conference supposedly as re­
presentatives, in part at least, of the 
Berlin government, have since their re­
turn to the Fatherland, taken a stand 
against the policy of Bethmann Holl- 
weg in refusing to make known his 
peace terms to the world. These two 
are Philipp Schcidemann, leader of the 
Socialist majority, and Matthias Eree- 
berger, one of the leading members of 
the Centrist party.

Erzeberger, who by his severe critic­
ism of the government’s course and for 
a no-annexation peace and parliamentary 
reform, raised such a storm in the Reich­
stag main committee, is forty-two years 
of age, and is regarded as one of the 
most fiery speakers in the German par­
liament. ' He became a member of the 
Reichstag as a Social Democrat in 1897. 
Later he became one of the leaders of 
the Centrist (Catholic) party, forming 
one of the principal bonds of union be­
tween it and his old party.

Until the trip to Stockholm, Erzebcrg- 
er stood in the front rank of defenders 
of the government, von Hindenburg, and 
von Tirpitz. On Jan. 18, 1917, he gave 
an interview to the Overseas News 
Agency on the Entente’s reply to Presi­
dent Wilson’s note, asking the belligerent 
chancelleries for information in regard 
to aims in the war. In this Erzeberger 
asserted that the Entente wanted to re­
organize Europe on principles which 
they themselves did not consider race 
and nationality—while “the unprovoked 
attack of the Entente had welded Ger-

The government exercised diplomacy 
in taking the handling of the clauses out 
of the hands of Hon. Arthur Meighen, 
the solicitor-general, whose manner is in­
clined to be dogmatic and irritating, and 
placing the responsibility in the hands 
of the more persuasive minister of jus­
tice, Hon. C. J. Doherty, who was large­
ly responsible for the progress made. 
The premier also rendered his assistance 
during the long night sitting.

There were some fireworks. Mr. Oli­
ver described the clause as a law intend­
ed to terrorize the people and “force a 
conscription upon a disfranchised pub­
lic."
