courts, are as destitute of truth as they are devoid of charity, 
and we feel refreshed with the meekness and the power 
with which you have exposed and refuted all such errors.

You have our best thanks for the able manner in which 
you have pleaded the cause, and vindicated the principles of 
our national establishment. The Church of Scotland con­
tinues to possess, as she has ever done, spiritual indepen­
dence and spiritual freedom ; and those who say that she 
has surrendered her liberty, either ignorantly misunderstand 
or wilfully misrepresent her condition. She is jealously 
alive to all undue interference with her rights and privileges, 
and ns she never has compromised, so we trust she never 
will compromise, her character, by giving up what necessa­
rily belongs to her as a Church of Christ. And adhering to 
her in her day of trial, you will be gratified to learn that 
almost all the vacancies created by the painful and extensive 
secession which took place in May, 1843, have been filled 
up with able and acceptable ministers, and that she is now 
in a state of as great efficiency as in the brightest days of 
her past history.

Attached as you are to our country by the ties of birth 
and kindred, and to our Church by a full approbation of her 
doctrines and discipline, we cannot doubt that the remem­
brance of former times will cause you to feel more than a 
common interest in all that is passing amongst us : and we 
beg to assure you that such recollections strengthen the 
affection we should ever cherish toward you, as they will 
increase our efforts to promote your peace and advance your 
prosperity. With you the harvest is great, and the labourers 
arc few, and we feel ourselves called on, by every conside­
ration, to assist you to the utmost of our power.

We arc not ignorant of the means that have been employed 
to entice the people among whom you labour, to leave your 
ministry; of the efforts that have been made to sow the 
seeds of dissention among yourselves ; and though these 
endeavours have been attended with partial success, we yet 
rejoice to think that so large a majority of the office-bearers 
of your Synod and of your people have resolved to maintain 
their connection and intercourse with the Church of Scot­
land. This resolution we regard as alike worthy of your

We could wish that those who boast so much of Christian 
freedom would allow others to enjoy the Christian liberty 
they claim for themselves, and that you were left undis­
turbed to prosecute the important work to which you have 
been called, by disseminating among your people the glad 
tidings of the gospel, it is our confident hope, as it is our 
earnest prayer, that the Master whom you serve may support 
you under alt your trials, and direct you in the path which 
He himself will approve, so that all events, however 
ingly adverse, may be overruled for promoting His 
glory and the good of those that love Him.

The Synod sustained the report, and, after mature delibe­

I. Respecting the property of the Church that may be 
put in peril by the recent secession.

Where the majority of a congregation have seceded and 
continue to hold the Church property clearly deeded to a 
congregation in connection with the Church of Scotland or 
with this Synod, the Synod recommend that the minority 
shall not relinquish their right to the property, but, for the 
sake of peace and with the hope that the present division 
shall be healed, that they shall use all forbearance and dis­
cretion in the assertion of their rights ; and that they shall 
not bring the matter to issue in a court of law, unless they 
are constrained thereto by continued and wrongful possession 
on the part of the majority.

With the view of preventing, so far as possible, the evils 
of litigation, the Synod appoint the following committee to 
meet a committee to be appointed by their Seceding brethren, 
if they shall approve of the measure, to whom conjointly all 
disputes and difficulties connected with church property, 
shall bo submitted lor advice, viz. :

by a special act :

It is therefore hereby declared, That this Synod has always 
claimed and possessed, does now possess, and ought always, 
in all time coming, to have and exercise a perfectly free, full, 
final, supreme and uncontrolled power of jurisdiction, disci­
pline and government, in regard to all matters, ecclesiastical 
and spiritual, over all the ministers, Elders, Church Mem­
bers and congregations under its care, without the right of 
review, appeal, complaint or reference, by or to any other 
Court or Courts whatsoever, in any form or under any pre­
tence ; and that in all cases that may come before it for 
judgment, the decisions and deliverances of this Synod shall 
be final. And this Synod further declares, that if any 
encroachment on this supreme power and authority shall be 
attempted or threatened, by any person or persons, court or 
courts whatsoever, then the Synod, and each and every 
member thereof, shall, to the utmost of their power, resist 
and oppose the same. And whereas the words in the desig­
nation of the Synod, “ in connection with the Church of 
Scotland,” have been misunderstood or misrepresented by 
many persons, it is hereby declared, that the said words 
imply no right of jurisdiction or control, in any form what­
ever, by the Church of Scotland over this Synod, but denote 
merely the connection of origin, identity of standards, and 
ministerial and church communion. And it is further en­
acted and declared, that this supreme and free jurisdiction is 
a fundamental and essential part of the constitution of this 
Synod ; and that this may be fully known to all those who 
may hereafter seek admission into our church, it is enjoined 
that all the Presbyteries shall preserve a copy of this Act, 
and cause it to be read over to, and assented to by, every 
Minister and Probationer who may apply for ordination or 
induction into any pastoral charge.

The Synod then called for the report of the committee 
appointed at last meeting of Synod to draw up a memorial 
to the Governor General, on the subject of the Sabbath 
traffic on the Rideau Canal,—when the Convener, Mr. Ro­
manes, reported a draft, which, having been read and fully 
considered, was adopted, and ordered to be engrossed for the 
Moderator’s signature.

The Synod next called for the draft of the Address to the 
Queen, which was given in and read by Mr. Romanes, and 
having been fully considered, the Synod adopted the same, 
and ordered it to be engrossed and signed by the Moderator.

The Synod had transmitted to them, by their Committee 
of Bills and Overtures, an overture anent annual reports from 
Presbyteries of such of their principal proceedings as may be 
of historical interest, for the purpose of being printed along 
with the minutes of Synod. The Synod agreed to the said 
overture, and instructed Presbyteries to send up to the annual 
meeting of Synod, along with their records, a short and well 
condensed report of their principal proceedings during the 
past year,—for the purpose of being embodied in the minutes 
of Synod,—including the licensing of probationers, the ordi­
nation and admission of ministers, the removal of ministers 
by death or otherwise, the formation of new congregations, 
the organization of new sessions, the employment of mis­
sionaries, their principal missionary operations,—and all such 
notices as it would be desirable should appear in the printed 
minutes of Synod, as historical data.

The Synod had next transmitted to them, by their Com­
mittee of Bills and Overtures, an overture that the Synod 
would publish a complete and uniform sett of their whole
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minutes, from the commencement of the Synod in 1831 
After mature deliberation, the Synod instructed the Clerk 
to institute the necessary enquiries, and should it 
that the undertaking will meet with sufficient encouragement 
on the part of the office-bearers and members of the Church 
to ensure the defraying of the expense of publication without 
involving the Synod in any pecuniary responsibility, or should 
the publication be undertaken by a bookseller or publisher 
on his own responsibility, the Synod authorize the Clerk to 
publish a complete and uniform set of their whole minutes 
from the organization of the Synod in 1831, and to add, in 
the shape of notes or appendices, such further materials, 
drawn from the Records of Presbyteries and the documents in 
possession of the Synod as maybe deemed useful or necessary 
for illustrating the minutes as well as the history and progress 
of the Cnurch,—and for this purpose the Synod instruct 
Presbytery Clerks to furnish, from the records of their res­
pective Presbyteries, the dates of the ordination and admis­
sion of their several ministers,-of their removals and deaths, 
where there have been any,-of the organization of congre­
gations and sessions,—and short memoranda of any other 
matters that may be of historical interest :—and the Synod 
further appoint the remaining members of the first meeting 
of Synod in 1831 to be an advisory committee, to any of 
whom the Clerk may apply for counsel and direction in any 
matter connected with the publication of the minutes, or the 
selection of matter for the illustrative notes.
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1The Synod, on the recommendation of the Presbytery of

The grand object for which we are called, as ministers 
and rulers of the Church, is to preach the Gospel of our 
Lord Jesus Christ to our fellow-sinners, and it will be our 
aim, with all diligence and prayer, to lead our people in the 
path of duty and finally to the inheritance of a blessed 
immortality. To this great work we trust wo shall bo 
enabled to devote ourselves with a diligence and fidelity that 
our Divine Master will bless and approve.

It is known to your Excellency that at our late meeting 
in Kingston a number of our Brethren conceived it to be 
their duty to separate from us mainly on the ground of our 
connection with the Church of Scotland, and the responsi­
bility which that connection appeared to them to involve 
concerning recent events in that Church.

We have no wish to conceal that differences of opinion 
exist among ourselves on those points, but being in full and 
indisputed possession of all the freedom and privileges 
necessary to a Christian Church, and apprehending no danger 
of interference on the part of the Civil Powers with 
Spiritual Jurisdiction, we are thoroughly persuaded that this 
diversity of opinion is a proper subject of mutual forbearance, 
and no valid ground for separation.

The evils arising from religious dissensions, especially in 
this land, both as it respects the progress of the Gospel, 
and social order, arc so manifest that we shall continue to 
use every just and reasonable means to bring back 
Seceding Brethren into their former fellowship with us. 
We are perfectly agreed in our adherence to the 
Standards of Doctrine, Discipline, and Worship,—and the 
sole point at issue between us is, not any thing arising from 

circumstances in this colony, but from the judgment 
formed respecting the circumstances which occasioned the 
disruption in the Parent Church, and the mode in which we 
should act on that judgment.

We have not abandoned the hope that our Brethren who 
have left us may yet be brought to concur with us in thinking 
that diversity of opinion on the proceedings of the Parent 
Church docs not warrant the breach of our Ecclesiastical

that must result from it. The evils to which we refer, do 
not affect our spiritual and religious interests alone.

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unquestioned right of jurisdiction in all things spiritual ; we 
naturally supposed, that we were not called either by duty 
or expediency, to agitate questions which neither did, nor 
could practically concern us.

Amid many difficulties and privations, which are neither 
experienced, nor conceived of, by ministers of any denomi­
nation in Scotland, we were engaged in the peaceful prose­
cution of our labours in this extensive region. In such 
circumstances we should naturally have expected, from all 
churches professing the same faith, every possible encou­
ragement and assistance. It was therefore with much 
surprise and regret, that we observed in some of the organs 
of the Free Church, expressions of a desire to produce, or at 
least to countenance, a disruption in our Synod, and division 
and strife among our congregations. We were for a time 
willing to ascribe this to ignorance of our condition, or to a 
want of due consideration of the position of our church j but 
from the subsequent conduct of the Free Church in publish­
ing and sending out letters, addresses, and other documents, 
calculated to excite the feelings of our people, and commis­
sioning deputations for the same purpose, we are compelled, 
however unwillingly, to conclude, that there exists a desire, 
on the part of the leaders of that church, to disturb and dis­
tract the congregations under our care. We cannot regard 
such conduct, as wise, generous, or Christian, but still, when 
we think of the high character, and the beneficent efforts of 
many of the members of your church, we cherish the hope, 
that when the case is fully and fairly represented, you will 

cause to adopt a different line of conduct.

We enjoy the very same liberty, and stand in the very 
same position, as that for which those who now constitute 
the Free Church so long contended ; a position similar to 
that of the Irish Presbyterian Church. Wc are as entirely 
free, in every sense of the word, as the Free Church itself, 

any church in the world, whether established or not 
established. It was admitted by every member of Synod, 
present at Kingston, in July last, even by those who left us, 
« that none of the causes which led to the disruption in 
Scotland exist here,” and in the published words of one of 
those very persons, it is declared, “ whatever may be the

We claim for ourselves the same liberty of judging and 
acting which we concede to others, and we solemnly de­
clare, that in all we have done in this matter, we have acted 
according to our conscientious convictions of duty, and with 
the most earnest desire to do what would be most conducive 
to the spiritual welfare of our people,—and we cannot but 
feel ourselves therefore deeply aggrieved, when we see 
charges which we must characterise as reckless and unwar­
rantable, brought against those who, to say the least, have 
been as faithful and laborious in the service of the Lord, as 
they who bring forward such allegations ; men who have 
borne the burden and heat of the day, who have spent years 
of ill-requited labour in gathering in those, who but for their 
exertions would have been strangers to the means of grace.

Let it not for a moment be supposed, that we entertain 
any hard, or hostile feelings towards the Free Church. 
Many of its members we revere and love ; we admire their 
devotedness and their zeal ; and we cannot doubt that in 
taking the position they assumed, they acted on the most 
aincere convictions of duty ; we should therefore gladly 
welcome that church, as a fellow-labourer with us, in evan­
gelizing this country, and surely the land is wide enough for 
us both ; there is work enough to employ all our exertions, 
and all our means. Why then may we not say to each other, 
“Let there be no strife I pray thee between thee and me ; 
la not the whole land before us V Why should our feelings 
of Christian regard, and our desire of friendly co-operation, 
be thwarted by the stern aspect of hostility ?

overlate secession of the Minister, tho Synod cannot pass 
this occurrence without a strong expression of their surprise 
and regret, that the Presbytery could not obtain admission 
into a church under their jurisdiction, when it was officially 
intimated that the Presbytery should meet there on that day.

The Synod ordered the Clerk to attest the Records of the 
Presbytery of Hamilton cum his nolis, that on page 248, 
vol. i. it appears the Presbytery met on the call of the Clerk, 
and not by adjournment,—that, on page 253, no adjournment 
is marked at Saltfleet, and the next meeting took place at 
Hamilton, without any appointment;—that many of the 
minutes are not signed by the Moderator:—that (page 8, 
vol. ii.) a pro re nata meeting was held at London, without 
the Moderator’s conduct being approved of in calling the 
meeting, nor is there any notice taken of such meeting at 
next ordinary meeting;—that in regard to some of the 
recently admitted members of the Hamilton Presbytery, it 
appears that so far as Mr. Lindsay is concerned, he 
received by the Presbytery of Hamilton, in July, 1843, on 
presenting certificates of ordination and appointment by the 
Colonial Committee as Missionary within the bounds of the 
Presbytery of Hamilton, and inducted into the charge at 
Ayr, on October 11 th, 1843,.—and so far as regards Mr. 
Smellie, testimonials in his favour were received on October 
lllb, 1843, and sustained, and he was inducted to the charge 
at Fergus, on December 13th, 1843,—and in respect to Mr. 
Peden, an application was made (July lith, 1843) through 
Rev. George Cheyne, by Mr. Peden, Student of Divinity in 
connection with the Secession Church in Scotland, to be 
taken on trials for license by tho Presbytery of Hamilton,— 
the application was sustained and referred to the Synod for 
leave to take him on trials, which leave, being asked, 
granted by the Synod,—and it appears that the Presbytery, 
at a pro re nata meeting, held at London, February 1st, 
1844, licensed and ordained, on the same trials, the said Mr.

Presbytery from a consideration of all which facts it is 
evident that Messrs. Lindsay, Smellie, and Peden, having 
at the times above specified, voluntarily connected themselves, 
by application, with the Synod of Canada, in connection with 
the Church of Scotland, through one of its Presbyteries, 
must have been cognizant of the fact that a disruption of 
the Church of Scotland had then taken place, and also of 
the fact that this Synod is in connection with the Church of 
Scotland, and having separated themselves from this Synod, 
in July last, ought to be regarded as having voted with the 
minority at the time of the separation, under the influence 
of considerations altogether inadmissible in the case of those 
who would act free from bias in taking part in the pro­
nouncing of a solemn ecclesiastical decision and that the 
remaining members of the Presbytery of Hamilton are 
admonished to be more careful in all these matters in future.

The Synod adjourned till to-morrow morning at Nine 
o’clock; and was closed with prayer.

circumstances of the members present will permit.
