The feeding of wheat to animals is pro­
hibited. In order to discourage the rais­
ing of pheasants, which are destructive 
to crops, it will be illegal tio feed to 
them grain which can be used as food.

The export of oats from Ireland is 
prohibited, except under a license. This 
is in order to conserve sufficient oats for 
the next crop. Millers are now required 
to extract from wheat seventy-six per 
cent of flour, the new order requires that 
eighty-one per cent shall be extracted, 
either by further milling of the wheat 
or by the addition of flour derived from 
barley, maize, rice or oats.

London, Jan. 12—Baron Devonport, 
food controller, has issued further orders 
designed to check needless consumption 
of foodstuffs. It will become effective 
on February 1.

After that date it will be illegal to 
manufacture any forms of chocolate re­
tail at a price exceeding three pence an 
ounce, or any other sweetmeats exceed­
ing two pence an ounce. The use of 
sugar or chocolate for the external cov­
ering of cakes, pastry, etc., is forbidden. 
During 1917 no manufacturer will be al­
lowed to use for confectionery more than 
fifty per cent of the amount of sugar

London, Jan. 11—“They had forgotten what we were like in the 
old days, but it will take them a long time again to forget this lesson. ”

“The Allied peoples are looking to Great Britain, trusting her 
rugged strength, her great resources. She is, to them, like a tower 
in the deep.”

“I want to see your checks hurtling through the air to the enemy 
entrenchments. Every well directed check, properly loaded and 
timed, is a more formidable weapon of destruction than a twelve-inch 
shell.”

These are a few of the striking sentences employed by Premier 
Lloyd George in his Guildhall speech today appealing for subscrip­
tions to the new war loan. The speech made a deep impression, and 
is regarded as effective an answer to the German peace campaign as 
i3 the joint Allied note published in the morning papers here today 
with comments of warm approval.

Bonar Law announced that the basis for the new war loan was 
issue at five per cent, and the price 95. The period of the loan was 
thirty years, with an option for redemption in twelve years. The 
chancellor said five per cent, would be paid on application and the 
balance in equal proportions. The last payment would be on May 30.

The government, the chancellor added, was giving an option of 
a tax free loan at the rate of four per cent, issued at par, to be 
deemable at the option of the state at the end of twelve years.

Foreign holders of the stock, he announced, would not be liable 
to the income tax.

A sinking fund will be established in connection with the loan, 
the chancellor announced. Each month one-eighth of one per cent of 
the total sum will be set aside until a total of $10,000,000 is accumu­
lated, which will-be used in purchasingthe stock whenever it falls be­
low the issue price, thus giving stability to the loan.

That which 
they desire, above all, is to ensure a peace upon the principles of lib­
erty and justice, upon the inviolable fidelity to international obligation 
with which the government of the United States has never ceased to 
be inspired.

“United in the pursuits of this supreme object the Allies are de­
termined, individually and collectively, to act with all their power, 
and to consent to all sacrifices, to bring to a victorious close a conflict 
upon, which they are convinced, not only their own safety and pros­
perity depends, but also the future of civilization itself.

Yesterday the land­
lord threatened to turn the family out 
for non-payment of rent. The father is 
a sober man and a laborer, but has been 
ill. The mother does not appear to be 
strong, and the eldest child, a girl of 
fourteen, is delicate. Mr. Wetmore, 
through the Municipal Home, gave tem­
porary relief. He and Dr. Melvin will 
visit the house again, and an effort will 
be made to solve the very serious prob­
lem of this large and destitute family.

A case that was even worse was in­
vestigated yesterday.

Think of the mothers and children cooped up in Serbian huts without 
proper clothing. Lend an ear to the bitter cry of the little ones as they 
esk: “MOTHER, WILL EVER THE TIME COME WHEN I CAN 
EAT AS MUCH AS I LIKE?”

Children below seven never reached Siberia, and yet there must have 
been thousands of these babes when our people started for their march out 
of Lithuania and Poland.

These conditions make it imperative for us to appeal to the generosity 
of the people for help. The Russian Refugee Fund since inception of war 
has forwarded $2,400 to Montreal. We are now going out to collect dona­
tions for that cause under the auspices of Mayor Hayes, and trust that 
everyone will respond generously as they did last year.
