Black began operating a forge and

wagon plant in Indianapolis in 1865.
Late in the 80°’s he became interested
in gasoline engine propulsion of vehi-
cles. He eventually perfected an en-
gine which he attached to a type of
carriage, known as ‘a runabout. He
drove it more than twenty years. Sev-
eral years ago it was stored in the
business house basement by an owner
who never reclaimed it. Black first
used a kerosene torch in his ignition
gystem, but later procured a cumber-
some storage battery. His first spark
coil was imported from Germany. It
weighed sixteen pounds.
+ Two years after Black’s failure, El-
wood Haynes, of Kokomo, an oil oper-
ator, who had perfected an automo-
bile in the wagon works of Elmer
Apperson, secured patents on his ma-
chine. It is today in the Smithsonian
Institute at Washington labeled, “First
gasoline automobile.”

OTHERS I<.ILOWED.

Indiana became the cradle of the
automobile industry through the activi-
ties of Haynes and Apperson, and now
only Michigan and Wisconsin produce

more cars than the Hoosier state. How-
ever, few of the early well known In-
diana made cars now are in the mar-
ket. The Cole, National and Path-
finder no longer' are made. The Pre-
mier factory makes only cabs. Stutz
is out of control of the Stutz plant,
and since retiring from that concern,
has made the H. C. S.

GROUND SQUIRREL

IN THE early years of our republic

when the people of the federated
colonies had just begun to explore the
western ¢ountry and to find out in an
imperfect way the vast extent of their
territory they found among other
strange and new birds and animals
this little ground squirrel. Strange to
say, it had thirteen stripes, which were
taken to represent the thirteen colonies
and between these stripes were rows of
white spots on a dark ground, typify-
ing the stars of our flag.

He seized upon it
eagerly, and the affection for the little
animal gave way to one of hatred. He
was hunted and trapped, and poisoned,
and, finally, noxious gases were used
in his destructtion.

Conservative
MR. KING AND DEFEATS.

(Victoria Colonist.) -
Mr. Mackenzie King says that his
government was never defeated by the
people, that it was never defeated in
the House of Commons, and that it
was never censured by the representa-
tives of the nation. Mr. King and
eight of his ministers, or nearly half of
the Cabinet, went down to defeat at
the polls in the last election.

The Stevens amendment
to the motion to adopt the Customs
Committee’s Report was carried in Par-
liament, involving censure of the Min-
ister' of Customs in the Macknezie
King Government. Thus, Mr. King’s
Government, in the person of its Min-
ister of Customs, was censured by the
representatives of the nation. He suf-
fered what amounted to two defeats
in the House of Commons, and in or-
der to escape the consequences of a
motion of outright want of confidence
he asked for the dissolution of Parlia-
ment, and, when it was not granted, he
resigned. ‘That motion was subse-
quently passed, so that it became ob-
vious to the people of Canada why his
Government resigned. It was only a
question of less than twenty-four hours
before it would have had to resign.

SECTION 5 SUB-SECTION (a) OF THE MOTOR
VEHICLE LAW STATES;

It shall be unlawful to carry on a motor vehicle any light-
ing device of over twenty-one candle power, equipped with a
reflector, unless the same shall be so designed, deflected or ar-
ranged that no portion of the parallel beam of reflected light
when measured seventy-five feet or more ahead of the lamp
shall rise above 42 inches from the level surface on which the

vehicle stands.
2 Every motor vehicle while in use on a public highway
shall be provided with good and efficient brakes, also
with a suitable bell, horn or other efficient means of signalling,
and shall, during the period from one hour after sunset to one
hour before sunrise, display two lamps showing a white light
or white lights visible within a reasonable distance in the
direction towards which the vehicle is proceeding and a suit-
able lamp carried on the rear of the vehicle, throwing a white
light towards the registered number and a red light directly
back of the vehicle. No tail light is required on motor cycles.

\

SUB-SECTION (b) STATES:

On and after the coming into force of this Act no spot light
shall be used unless the same is placed on the right side of the
motor vehicle and such spot light shall be so attached as to,
at all times, throw its -glare towards the right side of the
road. The throwing of the glare of the spot light towards
the centre of the road or to the left of the driver, so as to in-
terfere with an oncoming vehicle, shall be deemed an offence
under this Act and the person guilty thereof shall be liable
to a penalty not exceeding twenty dollars.

SUB-SECTION (c) STATES:

The number plate on the front shall be as far forward
and as high from the ground as may be necessary to render
it distinctly visible, and the number plate on the back shall
be so placed that the lower edge thereof shall not be lower
than the body of the motor vehicle; provided that this sub-
section, so far as it relates to the position of the number plate
on the back shall not apply to motor trucks or other motor
vehicles for the delivery of goods.

of "Inltrument

. St. Paul's (Valley) ¢hurch congrega-
tion is looking forward with much ex-
pectancy to the completion of the in-
stallation of the new church organ,
upen which work the builders are now
well advanced.

Prof. Jas. F. Browne,.organist of the
church, has written for The Times-
Btar, in this connection, an article of

interest on the history of the organ.
It follows:

By JAS. F. Brown.

It has already been reported in these
columns that a modern electro-pneu-
matic organ is being installed in the
Valley church to replace the old but
sweet-toned {nstrument which many
readers remember, and which has given
good service for over 50 years.

During the last half century, it may
be of interest- to remark, enormous
strides have been made in the science
and art of organ-building as in every
other branch of human endeavor, and
a comparison of the action of a
‘tracker” organ with that of:-an up-to
date instrument like that being erected
by the Woodstock Pipe Organ Builders,
of Woodstock, Ont., leaves one amazed
at the advances which have been made
in so short a time.

ORGAN HISTORY TRACED.

Those readers who are music-lovers
—and who could love music without
maintaining an interest in and a
wholesome respect for the “King of
Instruments” P—may perhaps be pleased
to trace, with the writer, an outline of
the history of the organ, which it in
itself an assemblage of so many other
instruments.

Althoughh we are informed in the
Old Testament that Jubal, son of
Lamech and Adah, “was the father of
all such as handle the harp and the
organ,” yet it would savor of anachron-
ism to suppose that these instruments

‘actually existed in the days of the

patriarchs.” The Greek word organon
means an implement for making or
doing something, and the Latin word
organum has practically the same
meaning as the Greek. The word organ,
then, in out sense, means a machine
for causing. a musical instrument to

. T
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preserved model

sound, as opposed to the sound being
produced by the human breath.

FIRST MADE BY BARBER.

The earliest known wind instrument
not blown by the human lungs was
made by Ctesibius, a barber of Alexan-
dria, who lived some time between
the years 284 and 246 B. C. Ctesibius
succéeded in making a machine con-
sisting of a hollow vase, inverted, with
an opening in the top, to which he at-
tached a trumpet.

On water being pumped into the vase,
the air was driven with force through
the trumpet and a very powerful musi-
cal note was produced. Early writers
claim that the machine caused so
much admiration that it was conse-
crated in the Temple of Venus.

Hero, a pupil of Ctesibius, who is
known as the writer of an engineering
work entitled “De Pneumaticis” de-
veloped the principle discovered by his
master by constructing an instrument
in which air was conveyed from a
vase again by water pressure tp a row
of pipes arranged in scale order, any
of which could be caused to sound as
desired. This was without doubt the
predecessor of our modern organ, and
since water was the motive power, so
to speak, the instrument was named
in the Latin “hydraulus.”

MODEL IN ENGLAND

By following the instructions given
by Hero of Alexandria and Vitruvius,
a Roman engineer of a somewhat later
date, and by = careful study and com-
parison of representations of the
hydraulus on contortniates and pic-
tures in ancient manuscripts, the Rev.
F. W. Galpin of England succeeded in
making a complete working model of
this instrument, which he was always
pleased to exhibit to organists and
others desiring to see'it. In construct-
ing this model Mr. Calpin was aided
by the discovery in 1885, of a well
in pottery of a
hydraulus found at Carthage.

The hydraulus was extremely popu-
lar and.a source of wonder and.as-
tonlshment to the unlearned. It was
used in contests and public games as
well as at entertainments and feasts
in private houses; it performed, in
fact, the functions of the calliope or
steam organ used at the present time
in circuses, the tone of which it might
have recembled.

CRIPPLED JAP GIRL
PAINTS WITH TEETH

£15 to £100 Paid For Some of
Nicely Decorated
_ Sashes

LLONDON, Aug. 28—London’s one-
armed artist—a girl who sits all day
on the pavement in Regent street and
Oxford street, earning a meagre liveli-
hood by painting postcards—is beaten
by Yoneko Yamaguchi.

As her name implies, she is a Japan-'

ese girl, 87 years of age. Twenty-two
years ago, her father, in a fit of insan-
ity, killed five of his six children and
cut off Yoneko’s arms.

But, despite this painful handicap,
she paints marvellous pictures, holding
her brushes in' her teeth.’ She paints

£15 to £100 are paid for the shashes.

She takes the
brushes from a tray with never a mis-
take, and with quick, masterful
strokes sketches her subject.
