Mayor Scho-
ield, during a discussion regarding a
farther extension of west side water ser-
vices, said that the government was
bringing along a scheme whereby they
would pay one-third of the amount paid
out for municipal work gbove the cost
should it be performed under normal
conditions, provided that the pravince
and the city shared the balance of the
excess.

Report on Renewals.

{  Commissioner Jones presented his re-
! on the proposed renewals on the
west side as follows:

Within a very short time the Lock

Joint Pipe Co. who have the contract for,

laying of a thirty-six inch main to
Spruce Lake will have completed their
labors and will then commence to dis-
mantle their plant preliminary to re-
moving it to other fields of activity.

. You are well aware of the reason
which impelled us to undertake this work
and therefore it is not necessary for me
to go into details. In a general way,
however, it may be stated that the lead-
ing mains from Spruce Lake to the dis-
tribution system were entirely inade-
quate; one of the mains twelve inch was
of obsolete design and entirely unreliable.
Under such conditions it must, be ap-
parent to - the citizens that what has
been done was absolutely necessary for
the betterment on the West Side.

Much yet, however, remains to be
done before it will be possible to get the
full benefits from the expenditure we
have already incurre
As originally planned the new main was
to be extended from the reservoir to
Barnhill’s corner. Instead, however, a
twenty-four inch cast jron main was
laid from Barnhill’s corner fo the Man-
chester farm. It is from this last named
point the new thirty-six inch main is

. being laid to Spruce Lake, a distance of
about four miles. A gap of about three-
quarters of a mile remains to be done
and when this is completed within four
or five weeks the water can then be
turned into the mew main. )

It will be necessary in order that the
‘west side inhabitants may benefit to
the fullest extent from the increased
supply of water from the new main to
lay another twenty-four inch pipe from
Barnhill’s corner eastwardly to the reser-
voir, a distance of about
an estimated cost of $43,810. An addi-
tional sum of $17,590 will be necessary
to carry the new pipe from the reservoir
to Champlain street, 1,500 feet, making
a total expenditure of $61,400.

I am assured by the city engineer tha
regardless of whether or not we
additional work, the increased supply
from the new main will have the effect
of greatly improving conditions on the
higher levels in Lancaster which district
for years, as you know, has been without
an adequate supply of water.

During the spring and summer months
seventy or more workmen and teams
have been engaged in the pipe laying
operations carried on by the Lock Joint
Pipe people on the Manawagonish road,
and this same staff would be fully em-

loyed until Christmas and a large num-
ber during the winter months if con-
tracts for the new pipe were awarded

now.

The sum of $61,000 necessary to com-
plete the new extension and give the
west side practically a new water Sys-
tem will materially add to the cost of
the work on hand. Were it not for the
fact that we are considering means to
proyide labor for the unemployed
the immediate future I would not at the
present time bring forward this pro-
posal. Should, however, the council de-
termine on a policy of providing em-
ployment for the needy I know of no
scheme that could be undertaken that
would prove SO beneficial to so many
persons as the one I have suggested.

1f we should conclude to undertake
to enlarge our plans at the present tinie
1 would impress upon the members the
importance of having our own people do
all the work it is possible for them to do
rather than have the money go out of
the city, as would be the case if we pur-
chased cast iron pipe. The concrete pipe:
is made by our own workmen under the
supervision and direction of the con-
tractors; while at the same time all the
materials that go into the manufacture
of the pipe are to be had in our midst.
It is obvious then the great advantage
it would be to the city if in the award-
ing of a new contract provision were
made that the pipe be manufactured
within the limits of the city.

Howard Veinot, Involved in
Litigation Over Estate of
Brother, Cuts Throat—His
Nephew Last Year Killed
Four Others and Himself.

Bridgewater, N. S., Oct. 13—An after-
| math of a tragedy which shocked Nova
Scotia a year ago, occurfed here last
night when Howard Veinot, aged sixty,
died as a result of a self-inflicted razor
wound. He had cut his throat in the
morning, during the progress of a trial
in the supreme court here over property
left by his brother, Win. Veinot, one of
the victims of Havelock Veinot, who ran
am_uck near Hemford, on Sept. 19, 1910,
and killed four others and then himself
over a petty property quarrel.

William Veinot was the father of
Havelock, and the case in the courts
seems to hinge on whether the murdered
father or the slayer son died first. The
brothers of the father have brought suit
to prove that Havelock died before his*
father. .

In case the father died before the son,
the son would besan hier to the father’s
property, and on Havelock’s death, his
mother, who is still alive, would as next
! of kin fall heir to the proj # y.

If, however, the son died first, the ~
fabtre’s brother would take the prop-
erly.subject to the dower interest of the
widow. o

Dr. J. D. Logan’s Maxim of
Fire Prevention — Nova
Scotia’s Loss This Year.

(Halifax Recorder.)

For the ten months which énded July
81, 1921, Nova Scotia’s fire loss totalled
the appalling sum of $2,477,767; twelve
persons lost their lives and five were in-
qued. Practically a large portion of
this waste of property and human life
was preventable, The fire prevention
campaign is an international movement,
occurring annualy in Canada and the
United States, to show forth the causes
of the stupendous loss of property and
life and the methods by which that aw-
ful loss can be greatly reduced, and in
time, as hoped, be wholly prevented.

Anyone who makes claitn to being a
good citizen and who neglects or refuses
to take measures against the ocucrrence
of fires on his own preperty, is not a;
good citizen so far forth, but rather a
menace to society. Fire prevention is a
personal duty; and is an outstanding
example of the charity—the human
brotherhood kind—that begins at home.
The causes of- fire are many, and the
methods of prevention are also many,}
but both causes and methods may be
readily and briefly summarized.

In an address before the Commercial
Club of Halifax, Dr. J. D. Logan, who
has spent more than a year studying fire
prevention methods, and who is active
in the present campaign, said that the

| practical maxim of fire prevention could
:be expressed in the old latin formula,

“ex nihilo nihil fit,” or “out of nothing,
nothing comes.” That is to say, as ap-
plied to fire prevention—“where there
is nothing combustible, there can be no
fire.” ;
The fire prevention campaign is only’
a method on a large scale of educating
the people to be careful about combusti-
ble matter in their homes, business pre-
mises, manufacturing plants, churches,
public institutions, and outdoer sports,
inasmuch as, in the last case, many for-
est fires, which have started the holo-!;
caust in villages and towns, can be
charged to the carelessness of hunters
after moose and other game. There is
as yet no well-formed and deep-seated
“public , congcience” about the moral,
as well as the economic evil of fires, and
the moral necessity of taking all possible
measures against the human, that is, the
preventable causes of fires. |
e truth is that the great majority '

of fires' have three preventable causes—
Carelessness, stupidity and ignorance.!

UNREST IN INDIA

Rustom Rustomjee Said They
Were Economic, Religious
and Political—Britain Gen-
erous.

(Montreal Gazette.) ’
“The situation in India will be worse
before it is better,” predicted Rustom
Rustomjee in the gourse of an address
before the students of McGill University
yesterday afternoon. He reviewed the
salient points of the Indian question, de-
scribing conditions before the introduc-
tion of British rule and conditions to-
day, and mentioned the effort of India
to aid the cause of the Allies during the
war.
Rustom Rustomjee also reviewed the
causes which had produced thel present
political ferment. “Unrest in India can
be ascribed to many causes,” said he,
“but the most important causes are
three: economic, religious and political.
To understand the ecohomic cause one
must realize the contribution of India
in the Great War. The war broke out
in August, 1914; by September 11 of the
same year 65,000 Indian soldiers set sail
for France on sixty-five transports fully
equipped by India. These men arrived
in. France, according to Lord Haig, in
time to aid in checking the first advance
of the Huns. Indians fought beside the
Canadians in France and Flanders; be-
side the Australasians in Gallipoli and,
Mesopotamia; beside the South Africans
in East Africa, and with the British on
every front. At the close of war India
had on all fronts a total of 1,250,000
men. g

reserve, two billion dollars in gold. More-
over, India furnished all the provisions
for the Mesopotamian and Palestinian
campaigns as well as ammunition and
equipment for her own troops. All this
was paid for out of Indian revenues.
India’s contribution was made eagerly
and of her own initiative, but it sadly
depleted her reserve supplies and re-
sources, so that when the annual rain-
fall failed in 1919, there was widespread
famine and misery. Eighty-five per cent.
of India’s population are agriculturists
depending entirely upon their crops for
their living. Everything humanly pos-
sible was done by the India government
for the relief of distress, but despite its
efforts 35,000,000 people were affected by
the famine. It was not, as~announced
in those lying Hearst papers and in one
Toronto newspaper, * 85,000,000 people
who died of hunger; that number were
affected, but comparatively few died.
However, unrest followed in the steps
of famine.

Religion Another Cause.

“A second cause of unrest is one of re- |

ligion. During the war the Mohamme-
dan soldier in the Indian army ’fought
against his brother, the Turk. He did
ehis because he thought the Allied cause
was one of justice and righteousness, and
despite the fact that the Sultan of Tur-
key had declared a jehar, or holy war.
Shortly after the war, however, some
English and American clergymen boast-
ed that the Great War was a crusade
against Mohammedanism, a war against
the powers of Islam. These pronounce-
ments were carried to India and dissem-
inated by agitators. The 72,000,000 Mo-
hammedans in India turned their eyes to
Islam and found much to confirm the
assertion; Constantinople humbled, Bag-
dad reduced, Palestine in the hands of
Christians, and an Arabian king over the
Hedjaz. And so Mohammedan leaders
promise agitation until Islam is restored
to its ante-bellum status.

“The third cause, I am sorry to say,
found its origin on the North American
continent. The principle of self-deter-
mination, enunciated by President Wil-
son without regard to the political
status of younger nations, had its echo
in dia. Unprincipled agitators
grasped the opportunity to further their
own ends with results that may delay
the even progress of the Indian nations.”

The speaker also reviewed the Ghand-
ist movement and the so-called Amritsar
atrocities which he characterized as “in-
indiscretions unsanctioned by
the Indian government. The 1919 Gov-
ernment of India Act was also described
in detail by - Rustom Rustomjee.
“Throughout history nations have had to
wrest their liberties and powers of self-
government from unwilling hands,” said
he, “but here was a group of nations,
empire by Great
Britain, presented with most generous
powers. of self-government, and en-

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- SCHOOL CHILDREN

Of Montreal Group of 300, 27
per cent. Were More Than
5 per cent Below Standard
Weight — Medical Inspec-
tions.

(Montreal Gazette.

The malnutrition of children, and the
result of observations made in the pub-
lie schools of the city, showing that of a
group of 300 children, 27 per cent. were
over 5 per cent. below standard weight,
form the subject of an article by Dr. J.
G. Browne, in the Health Bulletin, pub-
lished by the Montreal Health Depart-
ment.

Dr. Brown also calls attention to the
medical inspection in schools to which
he says not enough attention has been
paid. “One of the great advances made
in the ed#ication of children has resulted
from the introduction of medical in-
spection - of all children attending the
public schools of the city.”

He said, further:— -

While innumerable advantages have
resulted from the careful examination
of teeth, skin, eyes, ears and throat con-
ditions, there has been one defect, to
which sufficient attention has not so far
been paid: I refer to the nutrition of
the child.

Observations Made.

During the past year, some observa-
tions were made on the nutrition of
children attending some of our large
public schools. A special record has
been established for 800 children whose
heights and weights have been compared
with the standards as prepared by Dr.
Thomas D. Wood, of New York. :

It was found that eighty-ftwo children
(27.3 per cent.) were over 5 per cent be-
low the standard weight prescribed.

‘Of these, thirty-four, or 11 per cent,
were over 10 per cent below the stand-
ard, and forty-eight, or 16 per cent, were
over 5 per cent. below the standard.

The most marked case was one of a
boy who was twenty-four pounds un-
derweight.

While these figures are insufficient to
draw conclusions from, still they are
ample to show us the importance of fur-
ther investigations along this line, and
I have strongly recommended that scales
and measures be placed in all public
schools for use as an important part of
the routine medical inspection.

Industrial expansion previously reported
has solidified into some definite statistics
of enlarged p§oduction of basic com-
modities, notably coal and coke, iron and
steel, lumber, cement, other building ma-
terials and hardware. From quite a
number of cities, reports are that a small
but still perceptible gain in employment
is noticeable. Perhaps the most notable
step forward, however, is that revealed
in the increasing number of reports in-
dicating better collections. Crop reports,
excepting those as to cotton, are mainly
good, indicating that late summer
weather repaired some of the damage re-
ported to late crops earlier in the season.
Corn is a large but irregular crop, in-
sect damage and molding being noted,
Perhaps the best description of the
week’s events is that furnished by the
phrase further moderate improvement,
sight not being lost of the fact that buy-
ing is still largely for present or nearby
needs, the filling of these wants being
the basis of the gains in preceding weeks,
now visible in the form of definite
monthly statistics. In this connection
it might perhaps be well to take with
allowances.some overoptimistic advices,
bred of these visible gains, pointing to.a
probable big surge forward in business,
evidences og which are still not clearly
discernible to conservative eyes.

A PLEASED BANKER.

A Toronto banker in touch with busi-
ness at many points summarized his
opinion on Saturday by saying that con-
ditions were noticeably on the mend, and
he hoped to see- continuing confidence.

$21,387,000 FUR HARVEST.

Canada Produced More Than 3,500,000
Pelts in 1920,

P

More than three and a half million
pelts, valued at $21,500,000, were pro-
duced in Canada in 1920, “according to
a survey by the National Bank of
Commerce. Muskrat and beaver pelts,
valued at $6,000,000 and $5,300,000 re-
spectively, comprised about half the
total, with marten, mink, silver fox and
fisher following in that order.

A small proportion of these pelts was

produced by the fur farming industry,
which confines itself almost entirely to
silver fox. The fox has proved most
suited to domestication and has been
raised successfully for the last forty
| years, in 1919 there were 424 ~fox
| farms, three mink farms and two rac-
I coon farms, with a total production of
2,543 pelts valued at $508,549. On the
farms at the end of the year were 8,320
foxes, mostly o fthe silver variety, val-
ued at approximately $3,00,00.
‘ The largest part of th? Canadian fur
| production is exported principally to the
| United States. In the fiscal year 1921,
imports from Canada totalled 2,684,000
pelts valued at $9,093,00.

Ballantyne Pier. :
This pier, so named in recognition o
the interest taken in the development of
the port by the Hon. C. C. Ballantyne,
Minister of Marine and Fisheries, was
designed and is being constructed under
the supervision of Consulting Engineer
A. D. Swan, M.1C.E, and will, when
completed, be one of the most sub-
" stantial, commodious and best-equipped
piers in the world. = _
Its situation is on the south shore of |
the central part of the harbor, about |
18-8 mile east from the city post oﬂic.e,g
and its dimensions are 1200 feet in,
length and 841 feet in width, with a
shore quay 936 feet long and 39'0 feet |
wide. :
The type of construction is a solid
sand and gravel embankment filling with
reinforced concrete cylinders along the
sides and outer end. |
The sand and gravel filling forming
the heart of the pier is about 134 feet
wide at top, and at the inner berths
where the basins are to be 85 feet{ deep
at ordinary low water there are four
rows of reinforced concrete cylinders
resting on solid rock and carrying pre-
east concrete trusses which support the
floor or deck of the pier. At the outer
berths, where there is a minimum depth
of 45 feet at ordinary low water, there
are three rows of reinforced concrete
cylinders,
The front line of the transit sheds will |
be constructed about 30 feet back from
the cope line of the pier so as to permit
of two lines of raflway tracks along the
front of the sheds and single rail at cope
level for semi-portal cranes. l
Transit sheds, three of which are 500 |
feet long and one 400 feet long, are all |
of reinforced concrete, two stories in:
height, 110 feet in width, with loading
platform in addition at the back of ‘the
sheds. - :
“ Between the sheds along the centre
line of the pier there is accomodation
for three railway tracks and a roadway
for wagon and motor traffic. /
The ground floor of the sheds at the
front is at the same level as the cope
of the pier and will be constructed on an
easy gradient from the front to the
back, so as to obtain the requisite height
to permit the floor of the railway cars |
being at the same level as the floor of |
the sheds, the roadway level being prac-’l
tically the same as the cope level. This |
system of avoiding depressed railway
tracks has been adopted at certain of the
most modern ports in Great Britain, and
~ has proved a great success.

The most modern equipment for hand-
ling cargo will be installed, including a
ninber of semi-portable electrical cranes
along the front of the sheds, capable
of handling cargo either to or from both
floors of the sheds and the holds of the
largest vessels afloat.

' Terminal Railway and Car Ferry Service

The construction of a service track
on the north side of the Canadian
Pacific Railway to connect the Ballan-
tyne pier with the Dominion govern-
ment wharf—a reinforced concrete struc-

| ture 800 feet by 300 feet, about three-

querters of a mile to the east, and at
present allotted to and operated by the
Canadian Government Merchant Marine
—has been approved by the board of rail-
way commissioners. This will be the
first link of a terminal railway system
which it is intended will ultimately em-

| brace both the north and south sides of

Burrard Inlet, extend southerly to con-
nect with the Canadian National termin-
als dnd skirt the southishore of False
Creek ‘to Granville Island—a fully occu-
pied industrial area of approximately 80
acres, reclaimed by the commissioners
in 1916—continuing westérly to the Kit-
silano Reserve, an area comprising 80
acres, of which a survey has been pre-
pared for future industrial expansion.
To link the north and south shores of
Burrard Inlet the construction has been
approved of gn eight-car ferry barge and
terminals slips at Ballantyne pier and on
the north shores, and it is planned to

have this service in operation contempor-
aneously with the competion of the Bal-
lantyne Pier.

Log Storage.

For the purpose of assisting the log-
ging and lumber industries and control-
ling the handling of booms in the interest
of navigation, a boomipg ground was
constructed on the north shore of the
‘central part of the harbor in front of
Mission Reserve, with a storage capacity
of approximately 4,500,000 feet. This
public ultility is the care of an attendant
who is always on hand, and is connected
by telephone with the office of the har-
bor master, who is responsible for its
operation.

To meet increasing demands for stor-
age, another booming ground of simi-
lar capacity has been constructed farther
east, in front of Seymour Reserve. i

In this connection, the construction
of a lumber assembling and distributing
l.wharf is among the improvements con-
templated by the commissioners, the
main object of which is to provide fa-
cilities that will enable interior mills and
also mills on tide water which have
limited capacity and storage and no
deep-water shipping facilities t0 assem-
ble their products for export shipment.

Buaker Coal. .

The commissioners have under con-

sideration the provision of coal storage

and bunkering facilities for the convience

of vessels coming into the harbor.
Grain Elevator.

The Dominion government grain ele-
vator situated on the government wharf,
embodies| the most modern ideas in ele-
vator construction. It has a storage
capacity of 1,250,000 bushels, a receiving
capacity of 20,000 bushels per hour, a
loading capacity of 60,000 bushels per
hour and a sacking plant with a capacity
of 8,000 te 5,000 bushels per hour.

Car Falls With Child and Traps Her
lgz:h. to Shaft, Strangling Victim to
