St. John'’s, Nfid., April 19—The poli-
tical pot is still boiling furiously here,
although the general and by-elections
are months past. The latest sensation
was created in the course of the charg-
ing of election petitions against Messrs.
Woodford and Jones, elected members
for Harbor Main, in November.

Woodford, who stands charged with
corrupt practices, declared in an affi-
davit that Premier Squires and Hon.

M. P. Gibbs attempted to bribe him to
resign his seat. The opposition papers
have been harping on this for some time
and the opposition members have peti-

tioned the governor to refuse to allow:
the local legislature to be opened by
Premier Squires until the whole inci-
dent is closed. The opponents of the
government have also called a public
meeting to discuss the situation.

The ground has-been knocked from
under the feet of the protestors by an-
nouncement that the governor, on the
advice of the leader of the government,
has gecided that a royal commission
shall’ issue an order for investigation of
all the circumstances.

PROFITEERING
CHARGES MADE

Boston Sugar Man and New
York Potato Dealer Are De-
fendants.

New York, April 20—Charged with
making an unlawful profit on the resale
of sugar, E. R. Shurburne, members of
a Boston sugar importing firm, was ar-
raigned her yesterday before United
States Commissioner Hitchcock. The
complaint, which was made by members
of the government’s “flying squadron,”
alleges that Sherburne purchased 960,-
000 pounds of San Domingo sugar from a
produce firm at 16%; cents a pound, and
resold it for 21 8-4 cents. The complaint
alleges that he made $40,000 more than
a reasonable profit. Sherburne was held
in $1,000 bail.

The “flying squadron” also charged
John McElroy, a produce merchant, with |
profiteering in potatoes. Government
agents say McElroy purchased potatoes
at $5.835 a hundred pounds, and resold
then at $8.83. He furnished $1,000 bail.

SEAL SEASON
WAS A FAILURE

Less Than 85,000 — Action
Against Crew—War Relics
Reach Newfoundland.

8t. John’s, Nfld., April 20—Consider-
able interest attaches to cases against
members of the crew of = the sailing
steamer Terra Nova, just returned from
the jce fields. All the ships met with
poor luck. They did not obtain enough
seals between them to make a good car-
go for one. When the period for which
they had signed on expired, the major-
ity of the crews of some steamers re-
fused to stay out longer, and practically
forced the masters to return to port.

The captain of the Terra Nova has
now entered test cases charging the men
with violation of the Merchant Shipping
act.

The total catch this season is less than
35,000 seals for nine ships.

Big shipments of war relics presented
by the British government to the Do-
minion of Newfoundland arrived here on
the Furness liner Dighy. The shipment
includes heavy guns, howitzers, ma-
chine guns and other war material cap-
tured from the Germans and Turks.

Mr. H. P. Hill, M. P. P, West_Ot-
tawa, is an ardent believer in propor-
tional representation. In an address in
Toronto last .week he advocated the
change and expressed the hope that the
Conservatives would make it one of the
planks in their platform. The Globe
report says:

“Frequently, Mr. Hill said, Canada
had witnessed the anomaly of the opin-
jons of half a province being without
" representation
Scotia, for instance, in 1904, returned
to Parliament 18 Liberals and no Con-
servatives, although there were only 56s-
000 Liberal votes cast, as against 46,000
Conservative votes. The same thing
happened in British Columbia, but the
shoe was on the other political foot, and
the Conservatives benefited. Still an-
other instance of political misrepresen-
tation he gave was that of 1896, when
a government with a majority of votes
cast throughout the country was thrown
out of power.”

Canadian Finance gives another very
striking illustration when it says:

“There have been many flagrant in-
stances proving the unfairness of our
cxistiﬁg election system, but the most
recent and perhaps the most flagrant of
all was the recent Ontario election. Out
of a total vote of 1,153,567 the Farmer-
Labor government now in control se-
cured only 383,970 votes, for which they
received 56 seats, and the opposition,
representing 769,597 voters—double as
many as the govemment——only secured
55 seats.”

Manitoba has adopted proportional
representation, and Canadian _Finance
highly approves of the step and says:

“The Manitoba government deserves
commendation for its wisdom in adopt-
ing proportional representation for elec-
tion purposes. It is a just and fair
method of representation tp strong
minorities in proportion to their voting
strength.

The Manitoba
experiment will be watched with keen
interest by the other provinces, and it
is therefore imperative that steps be

faken promptly by the government to|

inaugurate a campaign of education so
that the electors may be conversant with
the operation of the system.”

There has been some discussion of the
new system in the eastern provinces, but
it is not generally well understood, and
no party has taken it up as a serious
proposition.
Canadian Finance observes, invests it
with a new interest in all the provinces.

THERFE’S MONEY IN IT.

The secretary of the Canadian Good
Roads association declares that good
roads mean millions for Quebec. That
province introduced a good roads policy
about eight years ago. Since then mo-
tor tourist traffic has steadily increased.
In 1015 only 8,430 motorists visited the
province. In 1916 there were 7,581, in
1917 there yere 9,427, and in 1918 there
were 9177. During 1919 there were

A DANGEROUS UNREST.

Industrial and social unrest in the
United States does not subside. The
problem is a very serious one, made
more so by the vicious activities of agi-
tators who seek the overthrow of organ-
ized government. Some of the demands
made by these people are such as would
lead to chaos. They do not seem to
have learned from the experience of the
Russian people that Bolshevism as a
working policy is an utter failure. May
Day this year may see more than the
usual demonstrations by those whose
aim is revolution. And the agitation
in the States is by no means confined
to the I. W. W. The Toronto Globe
says: :

“Parlor Bolshevism is one of the great-
est dangers to the welfare of the United
States, according toe Mr. Peter W. Col-
lins, director-general of the Employment
and Reconstruction Service of
Knights of Columbus. During the last
year he traveled forty-seven thousand
miles in that country and answered three
thousand questions in the last six months
alone, and he makes the deliberate state-
ment that there is more danger of revo-
lution, that there is more Bolshevism to
the square inch in New York city, and
more Bolshevism to the s’quare foot in
the United States of America than there
is in the whole tremendous expanse of
the Russian Soviet Federated Socialist
Republic.”

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DENTISTS W
ATFREDERICTON

Oppose Amendment to Act
and Bill Will Not Be
Recommended.

(Special to Times.)

Fredericton, N. B., April 20—A dele-
gation of some thirty dentists appeared
before the law practice’' committee of the
legislature this morning to oppose a pro-
posed .amendment to the dental act un-
der which dentists who had been prac-
tising in Great Britain at the time the
New Brunswick act was passed should
be permitted to practice in New Bruns-
wick without further gualifications.

H. O. Mclnerny, for the Dental
Society of New Brunswick, said that the
society opposed the bill on the grounds
that it was legislating in the interest of
one man only. He understood that the
society had no objection to registering
this man if he either passed the cus-
tomary examinations or produced evi-
dence that he had been a registered (_ien-
tist in Great Britain, at any time,
although the professional standards in
Great Britain were lower than in this
province., .

Dr. W. P. Broderick, of St. John, presi-
dent of the society, said that the legis-
lation now on the books had been
adopted for the protection of the public
more than for the dentists, There was

\ ho disposition on the part of the Society
. to keep any man out of practice, but they
felt that the properly constituted board
should be allowed to pass on the qualifi-
cations of those who would practice.

Dr. O. B. Price, of Moncton, said that
the purpose of the act was to raise the
standard to such an extent that they
would secure reciprocal relations with
the other provinces. Legislation such
as proposed might destroy the reciprocal

. relalions now existing. .
Dr. F. A. Godsoe; of St. John, regis-
trar of the society, said that there was
nothing to show that the man in question
ever had been a registered dentist in
Great Britain, L ;
Dr. F. C. Bonnell, of St. John, re-
merked that the man in question, Dr.
W. Gerrard of Fredericton, had inform-
ed the legislature that he could and would
produce certificates of British registra-
tion, but- had failed to do so. .
Dr. R. M. Gibson, of Fredericton, Dr.
W. J. Bonnell, of St. John, Dr. A.
Cormier,. of Moncton, Dr. W. H. Stecvesé

The dean of a British dental
college had told him that they were
fifty years behind Canada and the United
States.

SOLEMN WARNNG
GVEN AGAINST
GERMAN PEOPLE

(Canadian Press Despatch)

Toronto, April 19—Frederic W. Wile,
American newspaper correspondent, who
represented the London Daily Mail and
its associated papers in Germany, ad-
dressing the Canadian Club here today,
said that after twenty years of thinking
it over, he had at last begun to under-
gtand the British character. Mr. Wile
said that what Americans thought cold-
iness and reserve in the Englishmen
was really shyness.

Mr. Wile, who is of Irish descent, said
he sympathized with the Irish race, but
any deal with the Irish must be a square

deal within the British Empire. It was

I a political necessity that Ireland must
 remain within the British independence
‘gystem. Great Britain could not give com-
‘ plete territorial independence to Ireland,
Mr.- Wile declared.

Touching on Germany, Mr. Wile,
speaking with the authority of thirteen
years residence in that country, said:

“I tell you solemnly, out of the depths
of very intimate acquaintance that
though Germany is down, she is not out.
I tell you' solemnly that we are dealing
with a German people that in defeat and
temporary chaos, is absolutely unrepent-
ant and unregenerate.” -

Mr. Wile added that the German peo-
ple, if they could, would resort to all the
indescribable horrors which they employ-
ed three or four years ago to reconquer
everything they have lost.

“I ask you to believe that France is
right in doing what she is doing,” he
said. “Foch knows his boche.”
