“These conditions must, together with 
free exit from London and passage1 
ac-oss Scandinavia, be guaranteed by 
Holland, Norway and Sweden.

Oyster Bay, L. L, Sept 6—Captain 

Archibald B. Roosevelt, first of the four 
of Colonel Roosevelt to be wounded 

in action, arrived at the family home at 
Sagamore Hill late yesterday afternoon 
after surgeons at the Army Base Hos­
pital at Willamsbridge had granted him 
an overnight leave so that he could come 
here to see his five-months-old son, 
Archie, who was born in Boston while 
Captain Roosevelt was in Prance.

He arrived at an Atlantic port on a 
hospital ship on Monday, and immed­
iately telephoned to Colonel Roosevelt 
here, so that hie wife, who was Miss 
Grace S. Lockwood of Boston, could 
arrange to go to see him. She left last 
night for Washington, expecting to 
meet Captain Roosevelt at the home of 
bis sister,fMrs. Nicholas Longworth, but 
he was directed to proceed at once to 
the Base Hospital at Williamsbridge, in 
the Bronx.

When he reached the base hospital he 
telephoned to his home and Colonel 
and Mrs. Roosevelt started at once for 
the hospital by motor. They had hardly 
reached there when Mrs. Archie Roose­
velt arrived. She had learned in Wash­
ington that the army order for his 
transfer had been issued. After the 
members of the family had been talking 
with him for a few minutes in one of 
the visitors’ rooms a surgeon directed 
Captain Roosevelt to report at once to 
an examination room.

While thé surgeons were making min­
ute examination of the shrapnel wound» 
in his arm, Captain Roosevelt told them 
that he would like to see his young son 
at Sagamore HilL Upon learning that 
the officer had never seen the child thç 
surgeon said that he could leave the 
hospital for the night upon condition 
that he would bé “careful." Despite the 
slight stiffness of thé healed wounds in 
his right knee, Captain Roosevelt made 
good speed back to the visitors’ room 
with the news. The surgeon followed 
him. “Do you call running tike a race­
horse being careful!" he asked.

When the motor drew up at Saga­
more Hill, Archie Jr., was asleep in a 
•carriage under a tree. He objected at 
being disturbed, in tones that stirred 
the admiration of his grandfather, but 
he became quiet when his interest was 
directed to the gold and blue stripes on 
the sleeve .of his father’s uniform, de­
noting a year’s service at the front and 
a wound in battle.

Captain Roosevelt’s arm Is paralysed 
because shrapnel fragments cut the 
nerves in the elbow, and he Is forbid­
den to try to raise it from his side. It 
1s not in a sling, but is bound in a 
bandage of elastic and linen. Surgeons 
here have expressed no opinion upon 
the condition of the atm, but it was re­
peated that surgeons in France said 

■it would be several months before he 
would be able to use it freely. The 
wound in his knee is healed qpngdete- 
ly and he is not lame. The same shell 
that injured his fcg broke his left arm 
in two places.

His general condition is excellent, 
and surgeons said he appeared to have 
been benefited greatly by the sea voy­
age. He was wounded on March 11 last 
while in command of a platoon from the

BOARD URGES GREAT

USE OF MOTORS
Instead of curtailing the use of motor 

vehicles, as has been necessary in Eng­
land and France to conserve gasoline for 
military uses, car and truck owners will 
be doing their country a service by 
using their machines to the fullest ex­
tent for the relief of passenger, freight 
and express traffic on the railroad in 
the United States and Canada accord­
ing to the Petroleum War Service Com­
mittee of the Council of National De­
fence.

The gasoline situation, which threat­
ened last summer to result in a short- 
economy, due to campaign recently en­
couraged by the United States Bureau 
of Mines, the drilling of new oil wells, 
increased production of gasoline by the 
“cracking process,” decreased use of 
automobiles during severe winter 
weather and lack of shjppdng facilities 
for export to Europe have combined to 
cause consumption to fall below pro­
duction. The reserve supply accumu­
lating will tax storage facilities to the 
utmost before the winter is over.

A statement issued by the Petroleum 
War Service Committee indicates that 
it is desirable to use gasoline for power 
purposes to insure continuous and am­
ple production of fuel oil for the navy. 
Gasoline is in the nature of a by-product 
of fuel oil, which is used also in mer­
chant ships, munition factories and other 
industrial plants.

As gasoline cannot be stored in large 
quantities because of lack of storage 
facilities and inability to build additional 
storage tanks at this time, and as it is 
impossible to ship more gasoline abroad 
than; is now being forwarded to Europe 
It is evident that in the present coal 
shortage, and railroad congestion every 
effort should be made to utilize motor 
trucks and passenger automobiles for 
hauling merchandise and carrying pas­
sengers on utilitarian errands.

The gasoline situation in this coun­
try is not to be compared with that in 
Europe. England and France are almost 
entirely dependent upon Imports of 
petroleum products, and the inability to 
Import is limited by lack of ships. It is 
for this reason that the use of motor 
cars for private use has to be suspended 
except for the most urgent requirements. 
America, oh the contrary, is tile world’s 
largest til-producing country and is un­
able to export more than one-quarter of 
its gasoline production. To the extent 
that gasoline, kerosene and fuel oil are 
used for power purposes, the supply of 
coal Is conserved.—New York Times.

As approximately thirty-two in every 
thirty-three gallons of gasoline con­
sumed in Canada are imported from the 
States, either as crude petroleum or as 
refined gasoline, it is abundantly mani­
fest that the recommendations of the 
Petroleum War Service Commission as 
set forth above, apply as much to Can­
ada as to the States.—J. A. Pugsley &

Sugar $3 a Pound.

Stockholm, Sept. 7—(By the Asso­
ciated Press)—The American refugees 
from Moscow reached Stockholm today 
—twelve days after their departure from 
the Bolsheviki capital.

When the Americans left Russia they 
say flour sold at $1.25 a pound and that 
it was seldom obtainable at any price. 
The price of sugar was $3 a pound, and 
the staple was scarce at that.

Wholesale charge of the Bolshevik 
newspapers that the Bourgeoisie are 
wholly responsible for the food shortage 
no longer quiet the hungry laborers, 
whose faith in the Bolsheviki is waning 
appreciably.
British Arrested.

Stockholm, Sept. 8—Twenty-six Brit­
ish subjects holding official positions have 
been arrested since the attempt to as­
sassinate Nikolai Lenine, according to a 
despatch to the* Svenka Dagbladet trom 
Helsingfors. These Britons have been 
threatened with death by shooting should 
Lenine die.

Harbin, Manchuria, Aug. 31—(By the 
Associated Press)—Bolshevik forces have 
destroyed the trans-Siberian railway in 
the region west of Dauria, a town 
twenty miles from the point where the 
railroad crosses the Manchurian border.

The water problem in that district is 
acute as the water service stations have 
been destroyed by the Bolsheviki who 
also have poisoned the wells.

There is an unconfirmed report that 
the Czecho-Slovak troops operating in 
the vicinity of Lake Baikal have fought 
their way eastward and now control the 
railway thence to Tchita. If this is true 
the Czefcho-Slovak forces here believe 
they will have no difficulty in joining 
hands with them.

Apparently the only way 
they can give expression to their feelings 
Is 4o kill or Imprison some innocent per­
son or persons who could not injure 
them, but who may happen to belong to 
the bourgeoisie, or are British, or have 
not subscribed to the Bolshevik doc­
trine of government by knife and bomb.

The men agreed that the loss of horses 
and mules could not be replaced for 
many years, and, since African eleph­
ants may be found in vast numbers, and 
•be tamed easily, both felt positive that 
the Allies would assist in the shipment 
of the big beasts.

“One elephant will do the work of 
twenty-six horses,” said Mr. LapLra who 
has charge of the Belgian government’s 
business in the Congo, “Europe must 
be reconstructed and there will be no 
horses. We are using the African ele­
phant in carrying timber from the for­
est, in plowing and in aU kinds of farm 
work.

J. A. Ruddick, Dominion Dairy com­

missioner, writing in The Farmer’s 
Advocate, says that since the removal 
of the embargo on oleomargarine a lit­
tle over 4*000,000 pounds of that product 
have been imported into Canada, and 
6,000,000 pouhds have been manufac­
tured here.

“These quantities are not large com­
pared with 140,000,000 pounds of but­
ter, which we consumed during the same 
period,” Mr. Ruddick says. “Tbe actual 
consumption of oleomargarine Is even 
less than the figures given, because 
there are large quantities now held by 
importers who cannot dispose of it The 
sale of oleomargarine has been decreas­
ing since toe first months after its in­
troduction.”

New York, Sept 8—The Associated Press tonight issued the following:

• The British and French armies continue to cut their way into, the German 
does on various sections of the lower part of the battle line in France,

Notwithstanding the bad weather which has caused somewhat of a slack­
ening in tile operations, Field Marshal Haig's forces have materially encroach­
ed upon Cambrai and St Quentin, while farther .south the French armies are 
pressing eastward on the old Noyon sector towards La Fete and Laon and 
northward from Soissons in an auxiliary manoeuvre with the same objectives 
In’view. Between the Vesle and the Aisne rivers, whefe the American troops 
are fighting with the French additional ground has been gained by the Allied 
forces. ,

The British now arc standing at Villeveque, six miles from St Quentin, 
having carried out an advance over a ten-mile front on' the general line of 
Hpehy-Resbecourt and Vermand. To the north the greater part of the Havriw- 
court Wood ,one of the German strong points barring the way to Cambrai has 
been captured, . ,

So rapid has been the British advance along this portion of the front that 
they now are- in the posititms they held before the big German drive of last 
March. In the positions the lGermans are offering stout resistance to further 
progress by the British. „ i \

Gradually the Freiyh are working ing their way around the St. Gobain 
forest north of Soissons in the movemdht that aims at the outflanking of La 
Fere and Laon, and all the German positions east of this region. They have) 

/ readied the outskirts of ..the villages of Servais on the nbrth edge of the forest 
and two and a half miles from La Fere, while a short distance to the north 
they have taken the village of Mennessis on the St Quentin canal. This lat­
ter gain brings the French within little more than right miles of St Quentin.

North of the Alsu near Sdissons the Germans are fighting hard to keep 
^the French in check, realising that the gain by them of much more territory 
to this region, to conjunction with the manoeuvre that is to progress around 
the St Gobain forest will place the entire German defence line eastward to­
wards, Rhdms to a critical position. Near Laffaux and to the north of Celles- 
Sur-Aisne, the Germans have delivered strong counter-attaçks, but the French 
everywhere hate maintained their ground.

The Germans also are reacting somewhat south of Ypres, especially In 
the region of Ptoegsteert, where the British are threatening the recapture of

The Red 
Sox were bent on cleaning up the series 
with two games on the home grounds, 
while the Cubs were equally set on even­
ing things up in the first game here and 
then forging ahead to fined victory.

Miss Susan M. Osborne, who founded 
St. Marv’s Home rdr Friendless Women 
and Girls, 141 and 143 West Fourteenth 
street, New York, forty-pne years ago, 
and continued all these years as the ac­
tive head of the institution, died sud­
denly last evening of heart disease.

The funeral was held to St. Francis 
Xavier church. Church dignitaries and 
prominent persons attended.

Miss Osborne was bom in New York 
City a little more than sixty years ago, 
and on Oct. 15, 1877, when a young 
woman, she founded the Home for 
Friendless Women and Girls in West 
Fourteenth street, and later established 
a refuge shelter in Fifteenth street, be­
tween Sixth and Seventh avenues. The 
institutions were supported by volun­
tary subscriptions, and it was one of the 
rules of Miss Osborne that no one was 
to be turned away.

Commissioner Hilyard brought up the 
question of trespassing on the dty prop­
erty at Mispec and said that he intend­
ed to take steps to put an end to hav­
ing the property stripped. He was ad­
vised to consult the city solicitor.

Engineer Hare reported that $1,000 
had been spent to repair the Mispec 
dam, which had been completed, but 
that an additional $700 was required 
for re-pointing and repairs to the crest 

J of the dam.
^ Mayor Hayes suggested that it should 

be worth while to Investigate the pow- 
h er possibilities of the stream and asked 
I that the Holgate report be looked up.

The engineer said that the turbines 
in the old mill were rated at 550 horse­
power but storage dams would be re­
quired to develop that much, 
that a dominion engineer was making a 
survey of water powers in the lower 
provinces, and he would get in touch 
with him.

It was decided to consult the Halgate 
report before taking any action.

A report on the tracks serving the 
new pier, Pettingill and McLeod wharves 
was presented by Commissioner Bullock. 
He also submitted a letter from Wm. 
Thomson & Company, stating that 
changing the tracks from the face of the 
wharf to the shore side would deprive 
the city of storage space with consider­
able loss of revenue.

Engineer Hare’s report gave an esti­
mate of $8,000 to $10,000 for repairs 
needed if the tracks are to remain where 
they are.

Commissioner Bullock said that an­
other report would be received from the 
L C. R. engineer. He also commented 
on the fact that a rock ledge prevented 
dredging to deepen the water at the 
berth. He added that removing the 
tracks from the face of the wharf would 
cause the loss of more than enough busi­
ness to pay the charges on the addi­
tional investment.

Commissioner McLellan could not see 
why the city should pay out money to 
maintain tracks for the benefit of the 
railways. He also remarked that the C. 
G. R. had built the elevator at Reed’s 
Point, and then found there was not 
sufficient deep water wharf accommoda­
tion within reach to carry vessels to 
take the grain.

Engineer Hare said that if the C. G. R. 
wanted to put deep water steamers at 
these wharves, they would have to ex­
tend the wharf to the edge of the rock 
ledge.
