EXECUTEDBY ELECTRICITY

FOUR MURDERERS DISPOSED OF
AT SING SING THIS MORNING.

Details of thelr taking offi—No Mise
takes Made This time—They Die
Without a struggle.

BY TELEGRAPH 10 THE GAZETTE.

Si~a Sivg, N. Y., July 7.—The four con-
demned murderers, Slocum, Smiler,
Wood and Jugiro, suffered the death
penalty this morning. Slocum was the
first to be put to death. He was electro-
cuted at4.42; Smiler the second victim,
at 5.13; Wood at5.39 and Jugiro, the
Japanese sailor, the fourth and last vie-
tim, at 6.054 . m. The entire time con-
sumed in executing the four men was
one hour twenty three and a halt min-
utes. g

Especial precautions had been taken
to avoid the mistakes that made the
Kemmler affair in part a failure, aud the
execntions went off quietly and without
La hitch, All the men were killed on the
first contact.

Warden Brown declined to permit

representatives of the press associations

to have access to the execution chamber
either as witness as or assistants.

A witness of the execution gave the
followlng account to a friend who in turn
imparted it to reporters. About 4 o’clock
the witnesses and jurors were ushered
into the death chamber. Slocum was
the first of the murderers to come into
the room. He received the last offices
of the Rev. Father Creeden, and with
tremendous efforts to keep his compos-
ure he declared himself ready to die.
He was then strapped to the chair and

their families. There were also a num-
ber of lgboring men and coal miners
and their families intending to have a
day’s outing at the little town of Poca,
and in addition, a number of passengers
for Point Pleasant and points beyond.
On coming within sight of the trestle
the engineer, according to the latest and
most reliable reports from the scene, ob-
served smoke arigsing from the tim-
bers. It was too late to stop the train,
and he dashed on, hoping to cross the
‘bridge in safety. Another reportsays
nothing of the smoke, but lays the blame
for the accident upon an obstruction on
the rails, which caused the cars to leave
the track.

The engine crossed the trestle in safe-
ty, and 8o did the-express car, but the
forward passenger car, after passing the
trestle and reaching the high ‘approach
upon the other side; left the rails and
rolled down the steep bank. It tarned
completely over in its descent, and now
rests upon its trucks atthe bottam of
the declivity. ! * g iR

The second passenger car -was. 8till.on
the trestle proper, not having- reached
thé enid’ of the embankment. The im-
petas of the first car dragged  the second
from the track, and it plunged. over the.
side of the tresile, turned upside dewn,
and fell on its roof on the earth thirty
feet below.

The
death of the four men appeared to the
observers to be painless. Death came
like aflash.

Doctors took charge of the bodies im-
mediately after their death and began
an autopsy. Each witness was besieged
by reporters as soon as he emerged from
the death chamber and left the prison
but nothing could be learned from them,
‘Warden Brown having laid strict injuc-
tions of secrecy upon’them all. *Two of

As the two cars left the track it
as if all the occupants united -in one
grand wail of despair and scream -of
agony, which was hushed in the erash
of the cars as they struck the bottom,
only to be succeeded by the cries of the
wounded and the moans of the dying.
To -add to the horror of the
situation, the heavy rear trucks of
the second car, which had remained
upon the trestle, fell upon the bottom of
the overturned car, upon which a few
wounded wretches had already crawled,
crushing those .'who had just emerged
from the interior.
As soon as possible those who had
escaped injury, reinforced by the en-
gineer and fireman, began the work of
rescue, messengers being despatched to
the nearest telegraph office, three miles
away, to summon help from this city.
Never did 'a “band of rescuers find
more need of their services or behold a
spectacle of greater misery. Crushed
and wedged in between the timbers of
the cars were women and children in
orne great mass, the dead crushed and
mangled in halfa dozen cases beyond
recognition.
‘When the body of Jasper Dougherty
of New Martinsville, W. Va., was found
it was without the head, which had been
shorn off at the lower jaw. The head
was found three hours later among some
rubbisgh, crushed into a shapeless mass.
Several of the dead had their brains
dashed out, others had many bones
broken, and all were cut, torn and mang-
led in a shocking manner. The more
seriously hurt of the wounded fared little
better, and half a dozen of them will die.
As soon as the intelligence of the dis-
aster reached the city a wrecking train
was dispatched to the scene and every
possible aid was extended.

A CITY COUNCIL WITHOUT PAY.

Ald. W. A. Chesley, in the course of
the debate on the report of the commit-
tee on civic salaries, is reported to have
said that the effect of doing away with
the allowance of $100 a year paid to each
alderman would, in his opinion, be that
only a very inferior class of men would
be willing to serve in the Common
Council, and it might also
result in sending to the board a set of
boodlers. This speech has attracted a
great deal of attention and bundreds of
good citizens have since been asking
themselves and others whether it is the
payment of $100 a year to the aldermen
which gives the Common Council of St.
John its present reputation. If Mr.
Chesley speaks for himself it must be
the $100 a year and not the good of the
city which induces him to take part . in
civic  politics, yet we doubt if
he would be willing to accept this
statement as a proper explanation of his
motives in becoming an alderman. We
have a better opinion of the present
Common Council than to believe that
the $100 a year which they receive,
affects them one way or the other and
~there is no man in the council so needy
that the question of pay for his services
as alderman b of serious t
to him. The Gazerrs is of the opinion
that the services of quite as good &
council as the present one could be
obtained for this city if the allowance of
$100 s year to the aldermen was abolish-
ed and the saving thus effected would
be an important item. The experiment
is, at all events well worth ‘irying. The
1ast has not yet been heard of the £4,200
a year which might be saved by requir-
ing the mayor and aldermen of St. John
to serve without pay.

THE POLICE FORCE.

A few days ago Sergeant Covay made
a report against officer Burchill of the
police force which were it truewould have
very properly caused his dismissal. On
investigation it seems that there was
not the slightest foundation for Covay’s
report save the imagination of that in-
dividual. Could it be believed that
Covay made the report in the interests
of the force he might be forgiven but
no one with the possible exception of his
friend and protector, Chief Clark, will
accuse Covay of such a motive. There
are reasons why such an individual as
Covay should show malice towards
Burchill and some others on the force,
and there are many who do not hesitate
to express the opinion that malice was
at the bottom of the particular case re-
ferred to. ’

A few months ago Chief Clark dis-
missed a nomber of men from the force
because in his opinion they were unfit to
be policemen. Yet he could prefer no
charge against them; and in one instance
at least the real cause of the dismissal
was “because the man had talked about
him.” Still the chief retains on his ef-
ficient force a man who without the
slightest evidence tries to bring about
the removal of a brother officer, and who
also has been the cause of more trouble
and annoyance to the force, the council
and citizens generally, than any other
member.

1t is little wonder therefore that while
this sort of thing goes on the public are
questioning the wisdom of the govern-
ment’s choice of a chief.

SCOTLAND AND IRELAND

‘We referred the other day to the rapid
manner in which the population of
Scotland was hing that of Ire-

The population of Ireland declined by
468,674 between 1881 and 1891, while
that of Scotland, as already stated, in-
creased 297,530, A similar increase and
a similar decline for the next ten years
would place Scotland ‘in advance of
Ireland in respect to population. As
Scotland is an infinitely poorer country
than Ireland in natural resources, the

PP

First, we. want compulsory education ;
we want it not merely in name, but in
fact. The state pays for the education of
all, not as & meagure of charity, butas a
measure of economy ; for its own stabili-
ty ; for the welfare of provinces, parishes,
communities, families and individuals.
The state represents the wisdom of the in-
dividuals of whom it is composed, and
when the state says, Here is free educa-
tion for all, its acceptance: should be
hearty and unaninimous. ' However, i
is not; hence. it should be made pul
sory,and we. would go 8o far as to
provide free text books for the children
'of the poor, and perhapa for all.  With
.compulsory education and. free text
books, & generation hence there would
be no necessity for- either, and little for
jails or almshouses. But our system of
education’is all wrong. Our teachers
and pupils, as we said - before,
remind us of the ants; we -used
to see running here and there,
as if demented or blind, about their ant
hills. In the public schools the youth
that is destined to b a hant re-
ceives the same instruction that is given
to another who aspires to nothing higher
than the position of a street scavenger,
and in nine cases out of ten it is of no
practical value to either. The business
of the public schools is to fit boys and
girls for the positions in life that they
are likely to occupy when they become
men and women. . We question if one
man or woman in a hundred in this city
when asked, When did you acquire
what practical and useful knowledge
you have? will not answer, *After I
got my education— after I left school.”
‘What, then, do we want? We want

pulsory. educati possibly, free
text books. We want practical educat-
ion ; education that will fit the pupil for
the business of life. To carry out this
idea there must be co-operation be-
tween parent, teacher and pupil. The
sole aim of secular education is to pre-
pare the subject to do his or her duty in
the best possible manner in the positjon
he or she is destined to occupy. Our
schools should be graded to accord with
the pupils’ ambitions, prospects, destin-
ies, rather than as they are. After
leaving school our children forget alarge
ghare of all they have ever learned, be-
cause it has no place in their every day
lives. What the children that follow, us
need is technical knowledge, and with-
oot such knowledge their children will
be unable to make any headway in
life. The young want instruction, as
well, in the laws of health and moral-
ity. Morals we have of imimaculate
purity in the teachings of Christ; and
hardly less acceptable in the writings of
Seneca, Plato, Marcus Aurelius, Confu-
cius and Shakespeare. It is the bpsi-
ness of the state to teach its children
how to live ; not in charity, as we said
before, but for its own stability and
honor.

The people and press of Boston are
busily engaged in discussing the merits
of the new Massachussets law with re-
gard to drunkenness which only went
into operation on the 12th inst. The law
briefly is this :—When an officer arrests
aman or woman for drunkenness, it is
his duty when his charge becomes sober
to ask him if he has been drunk
twice during the last year. If the answer
is in the negative he is required to make
an affidavit to that effect. Then the
prisoner must be released and the affi-
davit is given into the hands of the pro-
bation officer, who investigates the case,
and if it should be found that the man
arrested was up for drunkenness more
than twice a warrant can be obtained
from the judge. According to the new
Jaw no fines can be imposed for the of-
fence, and the only pnnishment is im-
prisonment, the sentence varying from
one day toone yesr. On Saturday
last the Boston police arrested 301 per-
sons for drunkenness of whom 280 were
released, under the new law.

Mr. Stairs claimed to have a know"
ledge of the subject matter and was in a
position, first of all, to say that during
the period binding twine has been made
in this country it has been sold on an
average as cheap as in the United States.
Prices varied ; some times they are
higher on one side of the line, some
times onthe other. He maintained that
the quality of the twine made in Canada
during the past few years was superior
to that made in the United States. He
went into a di ion of the ci -
stances attending cordage manufacture.
It was true that cordage could be made
as cheap in Canada as in the United
States, but it did not follow that
Canadians conld make and sell twine as
cheaply as it is sold by United States
makers when United States makers
sell below cost for certain periods
for a particular purpose. The prices
in the United States were fo - day on
about that basis. Last year it was other-
wise, and next year it might be dearer
in the United States. Large foreign
concerns might afford to sell below cost
for one season, but in the long run
they got their full profits and in the
long run they exacted full prices from
the consumers, and as large prices
as were asked by Canadian manufactur-
ers.

Mr. Fairbairn, the liberal conservative
member for Victoria, who crops three
hundred acres of grain, said he found
Canadian twine the best. As a practical
farmer who had made (his own way in
this country, he refused to attack other
industries and to pick holes in the
national policy for the sake of the small
binding twine duty.

The Extraordinary Drill of the Russinn
Cossacks. ¥

Gen. Kostanda, Governor of Moscow
last week permitted the representatives
of some Paris journals to visit the bar-
racks of Chadynskol, which were occu~
pied by a regiment of Cossacks of the
Don, and here is the description which
one of the writers gives of the wonderful
performances of the calvalry of the Czar:

“The drill of the Cossacks is something
marvellous. We came to witness it just
at the moment when Col. Tlovalski rode
up at a full gallop in front of the squad-
rons in line. In this country the com-
mander of a regiment never appears be-
fore his troops without saluting them
and pronouncing the following wordst
“Idorovo molodlayl’ (Good morning, my
fine fellows!’) To this salutation the en-
tire regiment responds ,We wish your
lordship good health!’

“The troops then scattered, and the
manceuvring began. It was simply as-
tounding, and the Frenchmen who wit-
nessed it, ten in number, on the invitat-
ion of Col. Tlovaiski, will never forget it
as long as they live.

«Imagine the most extravagant
equestrian programme of a circus, the
complete repertoire of Buffalo Bill's
Indians, enriched by the most extra-
ordinary variations—everything that is
delicate comical, magnificent, and wild
in the equestrian art. All this was dis-
played before us for two long hours by a
thousand men in a tempest of dust and
movemt sufficient to make the _coolest
head dizzy. We saw horses bounding
like panthers and men jumping like
monkeys. We'saw cavalrymen booted
with their carbines ,across their backs
and their sabres in their hands, charging
while standing upright upon their
saddles. Others would pass at full speed
beside Cossacks stretched upon the
ground, pick them up like pocket hand-
kerchiefs, and carry them off across the
croups of their saddles. Others again
would pivot upon their saddles and play
all the antics of circus clowns. One
horse, tripping upon somé obstacle,
apparently rolled completely over the
rider. We thought he was killed upon
the spot; but he jumped up, laughing
heartily while be rearranged his damag-
ed trousers.

Thrice the squadrons
defiled before their Colonel, first at a
walk, then at a trot, and lastly at &
harg The charge was thing
terrific. The Cossacks are armed and
equipped in such a manner that at a
distance it is impossible either to see or
to hear them. The uniforms are
sombre; the scabbards are of leather
and their weapons are darkened. - There
is no flaghing of steel, and little or no
sound. And yet the whole troop of men
and horses pass noiselessly by at full
speed, like a living squall. The colonel
scrutinized the appearance of each
squadron, and satisfied with the perform-
ance, shouted, ‘Karacho!” (Very good!)
to which the double row of Cossacks re-
plied, “ Rady staratza, vasche ryesokobl-
agorodiel (We will do still better yets
your lordship’) And the squall passes
off.
« Tt would be impossible to give a  full
deseription of such an exciting and splen-
did spectacle.”

GOVERNMENT OF CHILIL.

Courts of Great Britain do mot Recog-
nize the Congressional Party.

Lo~poN, July 6.—Augustin Ross, a re-
presentative of the Chili Congression-
al or insurgent party,made an unsuccess-
ful attempt today to get the courts of
Great Britain to recognize the Chilian
Congress as the government of Chili.

Mr. Ross appeared in court, claiming
to represent the government of Chili, and
prayed for an injunction to restrain the
Rothschilds and Baring Bros. Company
from paying over the proceeds -arising
from the sale of certain Chilian securi-
ties to any persons but those duly author-
ized by the Chilian government to re-
ceive such proceeds.

Counsel for the Rothchilds said the
whole matter centred on the question as
to who and what constitutes the real
and proper government of Chili at this
moment.

Council for Mr. Ross submitted an af-
fidavit to the effect that President Bal-
maceda was elected in 1886, but that be
was deposed by Congess in January,
1891, and that Congress now constituted
the de facto government of Chili. Coun-
sel, continuing, said that the Congress
was now engaged in subduing Balma-
ceda’s forces, and that it was justly en-
titled to recognition in the courts.

The judge said, however, that if a
sovereign power sued in the courts, it
