In this regard your Uxecutive believe
that some central head in Canada must
act as a Bureau of Info-mation in gath-
ering weekly reports towns and
cities in the Dominion rcgarding labor
troubles, and arrange to send a complete
report to Great Britain cvery week. Wae
therefore advise that our delegates to the
Trades and Labor Cong vss be instructed
'to bring the matter be”ore the coming
session, and, if possible, induce the Con-
gress to adopt a plan to forward weekly
bulletins to Gréat Britain
