Considerable business was transacted 

at last night’s meeting of the school 
board. Trustee Lewis was in his place 
for the first time this year, and had 
some criticisms to offer as to the way 
things were done. He had without his 
knowledge or consent been appointed 
chairman of the finance committee. He 
said he begged to resign.

I Chairman Jay pressed him to recon­
sider his decision, but he refused.

Trustee Huggett was appointed to 
act, and consented to do so until Mrs. 
Jenkins returned.

The request of the Nelson convention 
that a proxy be appointed to attend 
their convention, was, at the suggestion 
of Trustee Huggett acted upon. It was, 
however, understood that this did not 
bind the board to follow any parti­
cular line of action decided on by the 
convention.

The city council’s letter, opposing the 
extraordinary expenditure of the board 
was received and filed.

The principals of the Victoria pub­
lic schools wanted an increase of sal­
ary dating from January 1st, 1907, but 
as they had already been granted an 
increase to take effect August 1st of 
this year, they were all refused with 
the exception of Miss Williams, prin­
cipal of the Girls’ Central. Her salary 
will be' made commensurate with her 
duties, and equal t& the other prin­
cipals. The rise takes effect from 
January 1st, 1907. Her salary will 
hereafter be $1,260 per year.

The services of Miss MacDonald, as­
sistant secretary of the board, were at 
the suggestion of Trustee Riddall re­
cognized in a substantial manner. Her 
salary was raised to $50 per month.

Accounts totalling $2,372 were order­
ed paid. A bill for $911 received from 
the plumbers for the repairing of the 
pipes in the schools damaged by the 
late cold snap, gave rise to consider­
able discussion. After a thorough in­
vestigation of the charges made, how­
ever, it was decided that they were not 
exorbitant, and the account was order­
ed paid.

Satisfactory reports were received 
from Superintendent Eaton as to the 
work of the newly-appointed art and 
sewing instructors for the schools.

The really important business of the 
meeting now came before the board 
when Trustee Riddell, moved that sing­
ing become a regular subject on the 
P. S. curriculum. A very full discus­
sion took place as to the best method 
to be used. The Tonic Sol Fa and 
various other systems passed under 
review, but it was finally agreed to 
leave this to a committee consisting of 
Trustees Riddell, Bishop and Huggett, 
who will report on the matter. Special 
classes for the teachers will be formed, 
and it will after the first few months 
or as early as possible be their duty to 
deal with the pupils direct. The music 
master will act as supervisor and 
director, to sucure uniformity and 
maintain a high standard of instruc­
tion.

The work of the sewing mistress, as 
well as that of the instructress in 
drawing came up before the board at 
the suggestion of Trustee Lewis. 
“What are they doing?” he asked.

During the last famine, in 1891,

Crops in Russia in 1891 in the four 
leading grains, wheat, rye, oats and 
barley, were 258,000,000 bushels less than 
the preceding year. This year’s 
in Russia show a decline of 462,000,000 
bushels in these four grains. The de­
crease this year in Russia follows a 
relatively short crop last year. By 
comparison with the crop of 1904 the 
decrease in the four leading grains xvas 
662.000,000 bushels.

engaged at work.

The new wharf will be ready to 
cômmodate the steamer Iroquois as 
soon as she reaches Victoria. Accord­
ing to advices received by E. E. Black­
wood, the local ticket agent of the 
Alaska Steamship Company, the Iro- 
quios will reach Seattle on the 25th of 
March. There she will be converted 
into an oil. burner and receive a gen­
eral overhauling after her long voyage. 
These operations will occupy a month, 
and the vessel is expected to reach 
Victoria for the first time on the 1st 
of May.

While operating on the Great Lakes 
the Iroquois could take a full comple­
ment of 1,750 passengers. When she 
enters into the Puget Sound trade ft 
is not expected that she will be allow­
ed to carry more than 1,200.

British papers at the present time 

are-"showing a decided interest in Can­
ada as a shipbuilding rival of the old 
land. It is reported that various large 
firms engaged in that line of trade in 
Great Britain have had their attention 
directed to the field for development in 
Canada. In this connection both Es­
quimau and Halifax have been men­
tioned, and the generous aid in the way 
of steel bounties offered by the Do­
minion government is urged by the 
British papers as a reason why the new 
field should prove a profitable one for 
building firms.

In the past the great difficulty in the 
way of inducing British capital to in­
vest in this great undertaking in Can­
ada has been the vast increase in the 
prices in this country as compared 
with the British Isles. It has been es­
timated that in the construction of 
steel vessels the difference went over 
50 per cent, in price.

The Britisher who has experience in 
this line of business has, therefore, 
been slow to enter the Canadian trade 
in view of these facts, and it has been 
felt that a reduction in the cost of raw 
material and in labor in Canada would 
have to follow before he could success­
fully compete with the yards in the old 
land.

Halifax has taken a decided forward 
step in endeavoring to build up the 
ship building trade. The city, it is 
said, is prepared to expend half a mil­
lion in aiding such an enterprise, and 
the Dominion government will assist in

Carl Ahlvoth Sets New Time For Half 
Mile World’s Amateur Skating 

Record.
(Associated Press.)

New York, Feb. 12.—The real legal 
battle in the Thaw case has begun. 
District Attorney Jerome and Delphin 
M. Delmas, for the defence, have found 
their gait and from now on it is expect­
ed the legal fight will be fought to the 
last ditch. Mr. Jerome thus far would 
seem toi have a shade the betteir of the 
struggle, for he is entirely familiar 
with all the details of practice under 
the New York law, while Mr. Delmas 
will have to depend largely upon his 
associates for advice as to the technical 
part of the fight.

The fight to keep out the testimony 
which will tend to show that Thaw 
was Insane when he shot Stanford 
White, was begun yesterday and will 
be continued to-day. Dr. B. D. Evans, 
who is in charge of the hospital for the 
insane at Morris Plains, N. J., will be 
the first witness called by the defence. 
Whether he will meet a better fate than 
did Dr. C. C. Wagner, of the State In­
sane Hospital at Binghampton, yester­
day, remains to be seen. Dr. Wagner 
succeeded in answering Mr. Delmas 
hypothetical questions, but he was un­
able to get into the record his impres­
sion of Thaw based on six 
visits and various personal and physi­
cal examinations. Dr. Evans accom­
panied Dr. Wagner on all these visits 
and assisted in the examination. Un­
less Dr. Evans can make himself more 
definite in his statements than Dr. 
Wagner was permitted to be, there is 
little doubt that the court, following 
its ruling of yesterday, will keep out' 
the greater part of his testimony.

Under the law as interpreted by Jus­
tice Fitzgerald. Dr. Wagner was not 
allowed to testify to anything but his 
observations, and when he said hè 
based his opinions as to Thaw’s mental 
condition largely on Thaw’s own state­
ment and the history of the. case Mr. 
Delmas was forced to withdraw the 
question, the answer to which would 
have doubtlessly been that the alien­
ists considered Thaw insane when he 
fired the fatal shot.

Whether the answer of the alienists 
to the hypothetical questions would be 
considered proof that Thaw's mind was 
unbalanced at the time of the homi­
cide and will therefore open the way 
for the introduction of. cumulative evi­
dence which Evelyn Thaw, May Mc­
Kenzie and perhaps several others are 
ready to give, is a question that can­
not be answered until the time comes 
when the court will pass upon it. If 
this evidence is allowed to come into 
the case, there may be more sensation, 
but with the exceptions of what may 
possibly develop from this testimony, 
it is probable that the sensational fea­
tures of the trial are finished.

The prosecution’s inability, under the 
law, to go into the truth or falsity of 
Evelyn Thaw’s story makes it certain 
that there will be comparatively little 
in the rebuttal that will be startling. 
It seems now that the rest of the trial 
will be made largely of technical and 
detailed testimony.

Counsel for Thaw unexpectedly 
nounced last night that It will take 
about two days more to put in the di­
rect case for the defence. This, of 
course, does not take into considera­
tion the cross-examination of Thaw’s 
witnesses by Mr. Jerome, but it indi­
cates plainly that Thaw will not go on 
the stand.

What is regarded as an important 
document In connection with the trial 
was obtained yesterday by District At­
torney Jerome from Abraham Hummel. 
This document is a photographic copy 
of the statement which Evelyn Nesbitt 
Thaw testified Lawyer Hummel dic­
tated -when she went to his office with 
Stanford White. The original copy, It 
is stated, was destroyed, probably at 
the time Mrs. Thaw says she went to 
Hummel’s office in search of a paper 
which she had signed.

the recently organized municipality of 
Oak Bay, none will meet with greater 
commendation from those who frequent 
that charming suburb, than the recent 
action of the council in preserving for 
the use of the public the main bays 
fronting the sea to the south. This 
has recently been accomplished through 
the effecting of a lease for nine hun­
dred and ninety-nine years of the large 
bay immediately fronting the Oak Bay 
hotel. This lovely stretch of sand, is 
through "Lhe action mentioned, pre­
served practically for all time to the 
general public, and dedicated to their 
use.

The reserved portion extends from 
tiie point north of the hotel on which 
several houses stand, round to the other 
point of t.tje horsehoe. where the sep­
tic tanks of the "municipality are now 
being built.

Sflis Worship the Mayor and Board of 
Aldermen:

We beg to acknowledge receipt of a 
resolution of the council, asking us to re­
port on ‘‘the best means of securing an 
additional supply of water to the city for 
the coming summer.”

As you are aware, the city is supplied 
by two mains, one 12-inch and the other 
16-inch. On the latter is installed the 
North Dairy pumping station, the former 
is a gravity supply, and yields on an av­
erage 750,000 gallons per day. When the 
auxiliary pumping station on Yates street 
is working it draws part of its supply 
from the 12-inch, with the result that the 
pressure in that part of the city supplied 
by it becomes dangerously low. What we 
understand is required is something of a 
temporary nature, that may keep up the 
supply in the 12-inch main, and in some 

Nway tide over the difficulties until such 
time as a final and complete system of 
water supply is decided on.

Our opinion is that this want can be 
best filled by. placing a pump on the 12- 
inch main at the filter beds, and force an 
additional 5w gallons per minute through 
the pipe. If, however, the supply is in­
creased and no further restrictive mea­
sures employed at the discharge end, this 
would not give much relief. We would 
therefore recommend that 350 meters be 
bought. This is also Mr. Adams’ opin­
ion, vide his report of the 2nd August 
last, in which he says: “ v> ithout meter­
ing, the plan (pump on the 12-inch main) 
would certainly fail, it would be practic­
able to increase the supply sent in from 
the lake by this means by about 600 gal­
lons per minute during-the time of 
ing. The increased consumption with an 
improved unmetered distribution system 
would probably exceed this amount re­
sulting in the altered condition being 
worse than the first. If no other material 
change is made in the distribution sys­
tem the forcing in of this additional sup­
ply would doubtless afford considerable 
relief over present conditions. It presents 
the advantage of being the easiest, quick­
est and cheapest thing that can be done.”

We would ask further time to make an 
estimate of the cost of the pumping 
plant, as we are looking into the motive 
pow-er, whether a complete steam plant, 
or electricity, gasoline or coal oil. At 
present we are In favor of electricity, but 
wish to obtain information before report­
ing definitely.

Our recommendations are, therefore, to 
instal a pump on the 12-inch main, and to 
Instal another 360 meters. Should these 
recommendations meet with your ap­
proval we would ask that the meters be 
ordered immediately, so that they may 
arrive early in the summer. In making 
these recommendations it must be borne 
in mind that we have this summer and 
the next to provide for, with the pro­
bability also of the summer of 1909.

There is also another matter that arises 
in this connection, and, although not 
asked to do so, we have decided to refer 
to it in this report. This is the obtaining 
water from Elk lake during the time the 
water in Beaver lake is low and inclined 
to be objectionable. This can be done by 
building an open flupne between the two 
lakes and installing a centrifugal pump 
at the Elk lake end, the discharge being 
into the present screen house, the supply 
from Beaver lake being cut off alto­
gether, thus ensuring a sufficient depth 
of water over the filter beds, and better 
water in every way. The cost of the 
flume would be about $1 per running foot, 
and the distance approximately miles. 
There would also be the additional pump­
ing plant to be provided.

REGULAR SESSION Of 
COUNCIL OF WOMEN

The residents of Cowichan and 
Shawnigan lake will petition the gov­
ernment at the approaching session of 
the legislature, to construct a new road 
connecting those districts with the city 
of Victoria.

At the present time, the old Victoria- 
Nanaimo trunk road has to be employ­
ed. It involves a lengthy trip via 
Sooke, and a climb of the hills in that 
region, which at some points reach an 
altitude of over a thousand feet. The 
petition will request the opening up of 
an entirely new, and much shorter 
route, coming through the draw in the 
hills this side of Mill Bay, and being a 
continuation of the road which termin­
ates there. It will skirt the west side 
of Saanich Arm, and will effect a junc­
tion with the Goldstream road at some 
point contiguous to that place.

It is claimed for the new road that 
it will not only greatly lessen the 
grades, but will greatly reduce the dis­
tance from the rich districts in ques­
tion and their chief market town, 
which is Victoria. In addition it will 
open up several rich agricultural 
areas, while as a scenic route it will be 
unexcelled on the whole Island.

At the present time touring auto cars 
have to be carried from Victoria by 
train over the divide to Shawnigan or 
Duncans, from which points there are 
good roads through to Nanaimo and to 
Alberni. Occasionally, cars go the 
whole distance, but those who attempt­
ed it last year say that the one section 
which acts as a deterrent is that which 
the new route will overcome, namely, 
that via Sooke. With such a road as 
is now projected motorists could cover 
the distance from Victoria to Nanaimo 
and to Alberni in a comparatively short 
time.

Still, there can be nô gain­
saying the fact that our civilization is 
being weighed in the balances of na­
ture, and that it behoove us to build 
hfeh the barriers which divide us in­
dustrially and commercially from the 
aggressive, teeming multitudes of the 
Orient.

His Majesty has much larger and more 
ambitious projects in view—nothing 
less, than the extension of his domin­
ions to North and South America. 
Germany’s interests in Latin America 
àre very large at the present time. The 
Fatherland is competing actively with 
the United States for the lion’s share 
of the growing trade of the* southern 
republics and is reported to be steadily 
overcoming the commercial influence of 
Uncle Sam there. Having all but con­
quered in the south, the eyes of Ger­
mans are now fixed upon the great 
potential wealth of ' the north. Mexico 
is to be the next point of attack, and, 
that country commercially annexed, 
Canada will occupy the attention of the 
ambitious Teutons. That is the opin­
ion of the Paris correspondent of the 
London Financial News (not the most4 
reliable of authorities it must be con­
fessed), who holds that both Mexico 
and Canada are ultimately to be ruled 
from Berlin, the latter scheme of con­
quest to be accomplished through the 
“isolation of Great Britain,” whatever 
that apparently incomprehensible term 
may mean. Possibly His Majesty aims 
at getting square with us for imposing 
a sur-tax on his goods. However, it is 
not likely Canadians or Britons will 
lose any sleep over the announcement 
of this prescient correspondent. The 
“isolation of Great Britain” has not yet 
been accomplished, and, if it were 
brought about, it is doubtful whether 
the Kaiser wields a weapon heavy 
enough to thump Canada into a sub­
mission. The one thing we wonder at 
in connection with the ambitious pro­
gramme is that nothing has been sug­
gested that would compel the United 
States to bow her head to the yoke 
also.

the Chinese head tax may mean well, 
they ought to understand that they 
simply butting their heads against a 

stone wall, 
may be suffering a temporary incon­
venience because of a lack of Mongo­
lian labor, that is something that will 
adjust itself in a very short time. Other 
communities not far removed from us 
are advancing with great rapidity along 
the road to prosperity and national 
affluence although they are “suffering” 
from the handicap that is alleged to re­
tard development in British Columbia. 
As a matter of fact, has not the influ­
ence of Chinesè or inferior labor been 
baneful in its effects in proportion to 
the odium it has in the past cast upon 
certain forms of toil that are consid­
ered honorable in countries from which 
the Mongolians have either been ex­
cluded or into which they have not yet 
made their way? White men in other 
places than British Columbia are not 
disdainful of engaging in occupations 
which might easily be specified. In this 
country the brand of degradation. has 
been cast upon particular forms of la­
bor because in the past it has been ex­
clusively given over to Chinese. As the 
Colonist truly says, “It wdll be a very 
bad thing if at any time any species 
of honest labor shall be at any time 
stigmatized as beneath the dignity of 
a white man and fit only for Chinamen. 
The injury from such an arrangement 
would far exceed any benefits that 
might accrue from it.” Is it not a fact 
that the stigma has already been ap­
plied and that time only can remove 
it? And yet there are well-meaning 
but narrow-minded people who, for the 
sake of an assumed personal conveni­
ence, would perpetuate such conditions 
by removing the embargo on Chinese, 
under the assumption that white labor 
could be mollified by restricting the 
operations of the undesirables to par­
ticular fields. The proposition is 
intolerable, and we are satisfieed will 
not be considered for a moment by 
those in authority. If it is a fact that 

i there is a demand here for labor which 
cannot be filled, it is only a question 
of a very short time, with the rates of 
w-ages paid, until the working of econ­
omic forces shall produce the desired 
equilibrium. If an adjustment has been 
reached upon other portions of this 
continent in which thç conditions are 
practically identical, why not here?

tion for Canadian industries” is as 
dead~as the dodoi" And could there be 
a more effective tribute to the wisdom 
of the policy pursued by the govern­
ment of Sir Wilfrid Laurier? The ex­
isting tariff system not only gives all 
the protection any legitimate Canadian 
industry requires; it gives the con­
sumer a “square deal,” with the result 
that there has been symmetrioal pro­
gress’ all along the Nne from the far 
east to the farthest wést, with an 
overflowing treasury and a steady de­
crease in the per capita indebtedness 
of the country notwithstanding the 
large necessary expenditures in public 
works.

The political situation in India was 
the subject of part of an'addre'ss which 
was delivered before the Punjab Uni­
versity the other day by Sir Charles 
Rivaz, who has been lieutenant-gover­
nor of the Punjab for the last five 
years. He said that the present time 
in India was characterized by a spirit 
of political activity among the educated 
classes, by yearnings on their part for 
the creation of a nationality, and a de­
sire to take an increased share in the 
administration of the Indian Empire. 
Those responsible for the good govern­
ment of the dependency could sympa­
thize with those aims and aspirations, 
he said, so long as they were pursued 
In a proper spirit; but they had also 
to consider the wishes of the voiceless 
millions whose welfare and interests 
they held in sacred trust. Consequent­
ly, they were bound to proceed with 
deliberate caution in making any mate­
rial changes in a system of administra­
tion which, whatever its detractors 
might assert to the contrary, was un­
doubtedly gratefully accepted and ap­
preciated by the vast majority of the 
people, as giving them a larger measure 
of peace, security, and material pros­
perity than India had experienced for 
generations. Nor could it be denied 
that considerable steps had already 
been taken towards the association of 
Indians with Englishmen in the highest 
ranks of the public service. He ear­
nestly advised young graduates who 
would be taking an interest in public 
affairs to follow the lead of those of 
their fellow-countrymen—and he be­
lieved that happily they were in a large 
majority—who were actuated by a 
spirit of moderation and honorable fair­
ness, and to avoid the misguided exam­
ples of those who lost no opportunity 
of maliciously and falsely misrepresent­
ing and villifying everything connected 
with the British administration of the 
country, and of exciting racial ill feel­
ing and strife between Indians and 
Englishmen.

As a “City Beautiful,” Vic­
toria was not a decided success. Con­
tinuing, the alderman said: “Personal­
ly, I don’t consider it to be unreason­
able to think that the people along that 
part of the street may favor the pro­
ject. It’s a matter that might have 
lain unthought of for years, had not 
someone brought it before the atten­
tion of the people. Let us at least get 
the' opinion of the ratepayers on the 
matter.” Such was Aid. Henderson’s 
defence of his scheme.

Aid. Hall opposed the motion. Fort 
street was not going to remain the chief 
arfery of traffic in that part of the 
city, as it now was. If the city grew' 
as expected, the time would come when 
the cars would run up a wilder street 
further over, and the trend of traffic 
would be switched over there.

The mayor then took a hand in the 
discussion. Because things had failed 
two years ago, they were not going to 
fail now. The council must not wait 
to be forced to do thlrigs—let them 
keep in touch with the City’s progress 
and aid it in its advancement.

Then Aid, Hanna arose, and aston­
ished everyone by delivering an in­
spiring and enthusiastic eulogy of the 
mayor and his undying optimism.

“I thought that the council this year 
was going to be up-to-date,” said Aid. 
Hanna, sadly, "and I’d rather get out 
to-morrow than stay in it in company 
with a lot of old mossbacks. The 
mayor was elected by a large, majority, 
and when they returned him the people

Now I think that it’s up to the council

Hall, Fell 
and Vincent voting in the negative.

There was also a heated discussion 
over the grant to the Tourist Associa­
tion, Aid. Hall objected to the mayor’s 
suggestion that the council was cap­
able of dealing with matters up to 
$15,000, without a referendum. For a 
minute things waxed warm. Soon they 
calmed down again, and trailed away 
into the quiet rut of routine discus­
sion.

Aid. Meston’s by-law got as far as the 
committee stage, when the council 
rose and reported progress.

A large number of lots have been 
disposed of at the beach at $250, on 
the understanding that the road would 
be carried back to permit of a good 
strip of'land between the highway and 
the beach.

Despite the fact that a heavy sea 
was running, McNeill put off in his 
boat, and by dint of hard rowing suc­
ceeded in reaching the vessel when it 
was within an ace of destruction.

Hailing them, he shouted out for 
them to back water, which they did. 
Then going on board he told the cap­
tain his position. The latter at once 
surrendered the vessel to his guidance, 
and In a trice, McNeill brought the big 
vessel, loaded until the Plimsoil marks 
were under, to a safe anchorage.

The vessel lay there all night arid 
then, the fog having lifted, the light- 
housekeeper brought the vessel back 
to her course.

Premier McBride has done nothing 

yet respecting the filling of his cabinet 
vacancies, and a watchful eye is being 
kept on the situation by his supporters.

Til os. Taylor, of Revelstoke, is in the 
city, and it is generally supposed that 
he is here to urge his claims for recog­
nition for cabinet rank. Mr. Taylor 
belongs to the group of Conservative 
politicians who supported the premier 
when the latter was in opposition. Hon. 
Mr. McBride has always shown a dis­
position to show more consideration 
for these old time friends than those 
who have afterwards come into line. 
Mr. Taylor was shown a preference 
\then he was made Conservative whip 
over other staunch Conservatives who 
had not been supporters of the present 
premier, while the latter lead a com­
posite opposition.

Hon. R. G. Tatlow and also R. F. 
Green belonged to the same little 
group.

A. E. McPhillips, the present mem­
ber for the Islands, also was with the 
premier in opposition days, and aided 
in the formation of the firstf Conserva­
tive government. For that reason, 
among others, it is expected in many 
quarters that Mr. McPhillips will find 
favor in the premier’s eyes when the 
question of filling up vacancies is gone 
into.

W. J. Bowser, who toured the coun­
try with Hon. Mr. McBride during the 
last campaign, will have a claim also 
for recognition if he choses to press it. 
Mr. Bowser has repeatedly stated that 
he would not accept office if it were 
offered, but there are many who in­
cline to the opinion that it would not 
be safe to offer the billet to him if it 
was not desired that he should take it.

D. M. Eberts, an experienced occu­
pant of the office of attorney-general, 
is likewise to be reckoned with so that 
Premier McBride has anything but an 
enviable task to decide upon the rival 
claims.

W. Manson, the present holder of the 
provincial secretaryship, would, it is 
believed, readily embrace an opportun­
ity to regain a seat and continue in 
office. The only way in which this 
could be accomplished would be by the 
premier resigning the Victoria seat 
and the Conservatives of this city 
adopting Mr. Manson. This is a con­
tingency not likely to occur, however.

A number of reports were before the 
city council at its meeting Monday'. 
Some of these were quickly disposed 
of, notably the account with the Vic­
toria Publishing Company; the com­
munication from the Trades and Labor 
Council; the Poultry and Pet Stock As­
sociation’s request for an additional 
grant ; the Sylvester Feed Company's 
application for a building permit, and 
the Rifle Association’s modest request 
for $200. But there were others whose 
discussion threatened at time to drag 
on to the midnight.

When the report of the streets, 
bridges and sewers committee came 
up, there came also a pause in the 
speed of aldermanic consideration. The 
committee proposed the numbering of 
the houses and the naming of the side­
walks, and the building of cement side­
walks where not impracticable. The 
last clause caused great apprehension 
in a portion of the aldermanic minds. 
Some were of the opinion that It would 
defeat its own ends, and there would 
be more wooden than cement side­
walks. Residents who could have a 
wooden sidewalk at the city’s expense 
were not going to pay for a cement 
sidewalk. It was finally amended to 
read: “That cement sidewalks should 
be put down wherever deemed advis­
able,” and passed.

Winnipeg, Feb. 11.—Word was re­
ceived here to-night by Hudson Bay 
courier from Fort Churchill to the ef­
fect that Surgeon Moody, of the R. N. 
W. M. P., had been frozen to death 
near the fore on November 3rd. He 
was lost while hunting about twelve 
miles in the forest.

“The unprecedented long spell of 
severe weather through which this 
whole continent has been and is still 
passing through is having a most seri­
ous effect on the transportation com­
panies, .both in Canada and the United 
States,” says Wednesday’s Nelson 
News.

"Locally we have managed to get 
along after a fashion, but the continua­
tion of the cold spell, combined with 
heavy sno-w storms is bringing about a 
rather serious local situation.

"Yesterday communication with the 
mainline at Arrowhead was practically 
cut off. The passengers for the coast 
who left here yesterday ipoming had 
to walk into Arrowhead over the ice 
and, of course, missed connection at 
Revelstoke. There was no communi­
cation between Arrowhead and Nakusp 
last night and about 3 a. m. this morn­
ing the train arrived bringing mall 
and passengers from Nakusp only. The 
main cause of the trouble in the Arrow 
lakes has been, first, the forming of the 
ice to an unusual thickness and then 
the breaking down of the ice-breaker 
which happened the day before yester­
day. Inquiry at the local office last 
night resulted in the announcement 
that if the steamer Rossland could 
make Nakusp the Kootenay and Ross­
land would make a joint effort to-day 
to force a passage through, and pas­
sengers might start out this morning 
for the north with some prospect of 
getting through.

Two Brothers Smothered in Mass of 
Frozen Gravel.

Adelard and Arthur Roy. two young 
French Canadians, were killed on Feb­
ruary 1st in a sand pit near the La- 
chine canal, about half way between 
Cote St. Paul and Lachine. The two 
brothers were working in the pit when 
the steep bank caved in and smothered 
them under a mass of frozen gravel. 
They were completely covered by the 
gravel, and the other men working in 
the pit hastened to dig them out, which 
was done in a few minutes, and it was 
thought that they were still living. An 
ambulance was sent for but before it 
arrived both brothers were dead.

Guelph, Ont., Feb. 14.—The police are London, Feb. 13.—In the debate on 
the address in reply to the speech from

time chief secretary for Ireland, raised 
the Irish question.

ON STEAMER OCEANIC
SHORTAGE OF BANK

Large Crowds Gathered at Station 
In London to Bid farewell to 

Minister.

TREASURER GROWING
Extra Policemen Called Out to Pre­

serve Order Among Depositors 
Who Seek Savings. London, Feb. 13.—A great crowd of 

friends gathered at the Eustott railroad 
station this morning to bid farewell to 
James Bryce, the ambassador of Great 
Britain to the United States, and Mrs. 
Bryce, who proceeded to Liverpool In 
semi-state, occupying a car attached 
to the regular steamer train. At Liver­
pool they boarded the White Star liner 
Oceanic and sailed for New York.

The entrance to the car at the sta­
tion here was besieged by a crowd of 
distinguished people anxious to have 
the last word with Mr. Bryce.

In behalf of the ladies present Mrs. 
Harcourt presented Mrs. jBryce with a 
handsome bouquet, and ras the train 
left the station the friends of the am­
bassador and Mrs. Bryce gave three 
hearty cheers for the departing couple.

New Britain, Conn., Feb. 13.—It was 
learned to-day that the shortage at the 
savings bank of New Britain through 
the. alleged speculation of the missing 
treasurer, William F. Walker, may 
amount to half a million dollars. The 
shortage already is about $350,000, and 
is still growing1.

The run on the bank, which began 
on Monday, continues to-day, the cor­
ridors of the bank being filled with 
men and women when the doors were 
thrown open at 9 o’clock. The run 
probably will continue several days. 
The majority of those drawing their 
savings are foreigners. There was con­
siderable disorder around the bank to­
day and an extra force of police were 
called to check it. About $150,000 has 
already been drawn.

Baptist Funds Missing.
Hartford, Conn., Feb. 13.—That Wm. 

Walker, the missing treasurer of the 
savings bank at New Britain, made 
big inroads upon the $75,000 funds of 
the Connecticut Baptist Society, of 
which he was treasurer, was announc­
ed to-day, following a special audit in­
stituted a week ago. President Thomp­
son, of the society, said to-day that 
railroad bonds valued at $70,000, 
placed in Mr. Walker’s hands, are miss­
ing, while other shortages are also al­
leged.

SUFFRAGISTS DECIDE

Hudson’s Bay Company’s Courier Ar­
rives From Fort Churchill.

Winnipeg, Feb. 13—William Beach, 
Hudson’s Bay Company’s courier, who 
arrived here a few days ago, bringing 
tidings of the death of Surgeon Flood, 
of the R. N. W. M. P.,
Churchill last November, has given to 
the press here an interesting account 
of life and prospects and conditions in 
the far north.

Leaving Fort Churchill, near where 
he has staked out a claim on which 
to squat, and which he now calls home, 
on January 3rd, he arrived in Winni­
peg on Monday last, in the best of 
health and spirits, and says that, he 
enjoyed every mile of the tramp 
through the trackless wilderness which 
extends beyond the Great lake to the 
salt water. On th.e first portion of the 
journey he was accompanied by Mr. 
Boucher, who is in charge of the Hud­
son’s Bay Company’s post at Churchill, 
and who left him at Norway House, 
that being the end of his trip. They 
broke the trail as they came, no person 
having been over it this winter, and 
met the party of Northwest Mounted 
Rolice which went in from Regina at 
a point 200 miles south of Hudson’s 
Bay.

It was the first cold day that they 
had struck, the. thermometer register­
ing 50 below zero. The weather grew 
colder as they advanced inland, and 
the coldest point reached during the 
winter at Churchill was 39 below. The 
squad of police were all in good shape 
and reported a good trip. Mr. Beach 
waited for them for about a month so 
that they might break the trail, mak­
ing it easier for him coming out, but 
he could wait no longer, as spring was 
too swiftly approaching. Had he miss­
ed getting back before the breakup of 
Lake Winnipeg, he would have been 
forced to stay here until navigation 
opened and he could return by canoe.

The trip is not frequently made, and 
even the mail carriers do not go over 
the trail regularly. After Selkirk is 
reached a letter is forwarded by al­
most any person and is handed on till 
its destination is reached.

On the way down Mr. Beach brought 
the first mail for months, and carried 
268 letters, while on the comparatively 
short strentch between Selkirk and the 
north of the lake he took up 48 letters 
for people here. *

The winter at Churchill so far has 
been fine, and snow has not fallen to 
the/same extent as it has in Manitoba. 
As Mr. Beach came south the snow in­
creased. At the bay there were but six 
inches of a snowfall, while further 
down it increased to three feet. At 
this end of the trip the depth con­
tinued, and at the north of Lake Win­
nipeg there was a much lighter snow­
fall than at Selkirk. There were lots of 
deer on the road.

near FortRAILWAY COLLISION.

Fourteen Persons Injured in Accident- 
Thirteen Miles From Seattle.

Seattle, Feb. 13.—Fourteen 
were injured in a train wreck in front 
of the Northern Pacific station at Ren­
ton, thirteen miles southwest of Se­
attle, between passenger train No. 5, 
northbound, on the Snoqualmie branch 
of the Northern Pacific, and a heavily 
loaded coal train on the Columbia & 
Puget Sound railroad, at 5.30 o’clock 
last evening.

The accident occurred at the cross­
ing of the two roads. The engine of 
the freight train struck the passenger 
between the baggage car and the 
smoker. The smoking car was thrown 
over on its side and the engine of the 
coal train was badly demolished and 
thrown on its side. The crews of the 
two train escaped uninjured, with the 
exception of C. H. Roberts, a brake- 
man on the passenger.

The freight* train was running from, 
four to six miles an hour, according t.o 
an eye witness, and on account of its 
heavy load of coal, was unalble to stop 
in time to avoid the colliison.

The injured were brought on a spe­
cial train to Seattle and all, excepting 
Mrs. Reynolds, whose husband 
with her, were taken to the Seattle 
General hospital.

The two most seriously injured were 
Mrs. Reynolds, who suffered much 
pain with a broken leg, and B. Morish- 
iga, a Japanese, who suffered with, a 
badly injured head.

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RECOVERING BODIES 
Of WRECK VICTIMS

CORPSES PICKED UP
BV FISHING BOATS

Survivor Makes Charge of Cowardice, 

President of Company Defends 

Officers and Crew.

Block Island, R. I., Feb. 13.—Block 
Island had a brief respite to-day from 
the scenes of death and suffering 
which followed the collision off Watch 
llill on Monday night between the 
Joy line steamer Larcnmont and the 
oal-laden schooner Harry Knowlton. 

The survivors of the wreck were car­
ried tenderly to the steamer Ken­
tucky, which was to convey them to 
Providence for medical treatment, and 
fifty dead bodies were also placed on 
board. The vessel steamed out of the 
harbor and the islanders returned to 
(heir homes, many of them to recover 
from the fatigue caused by their long 
vigil on the beach. The life-savers re­
turned to their stations, which, just an 
hour before, had been filled with the 
dead and with the few who escaped 
with their lives.

The Kentucky’s smoke was still vis­
ible across the sound, howover, when a 
little fishing schooner came hurrying 
In before the wind with

Her Flag at Half-Mast.
A moment later a second fishing boat 
was seen heading inshore flying the 
same signal. A third schooner and 
then a fourth sailed in with a half- 
masted flag. When the vessels reach­
ed shore life-savers and natives, tired 
ns they were, cared for the dead as 
they had cared for the living, and pre­
pared to send t<y Providence the bodies 
of other victims of one of the most ter­
rible disasters that has ever occurred 
off the New England coast. As soon as 
the fishermen were within hailing dis­
tance their captains shouted their news 
to shore. The sea had given up at least 
a portion of itsojflead. and the seamen 
had gathered twenty-two corpses, two 
of them of women. The life-saving sta­
tion was once more

Turned Into a Morgue 
ns yesterday, their boats were run out 
and the dead .placed in them to await 
the arrival of another steamer to carry 
them to Providence.

The bodies brought in this afternoon 
were, with one exception, fully clothed, 
and had life-preservers strapped to 
them. This leads to the belief that 
these victims, unlike the others whose 
bodies drifted 
board the ill-fated steamer long enough 
to don lifebelts. It is probable that in 
doing so they met death by drowning, 
and thereby escaped a more painful 
death by freezing.

Early in the day it seemed that few 
more bodies would drift to the beach, 
and a small fleet of fishing vessels 
went outside to search the sound. All 
the bodies of those found were encaséd 
In ice and were kept on the surface 
by the life-preservers.

The first of the schooners to reach 
port carried the steering wheel of the 
steamer and six dead bodies, two of 
them those of women. The second boat 
bad the bodies of five men on board. 
Of the other schooners the first had five 
bodies and the second six.

The day on the island was a trying 
Dne for all who assisted in caring for 
the survivors. The night was broken 
by intense suffering from frozen limbs, 
and made terrible by the

Harrowing Recollection 
of the wholesale death they had wit­
nessed and their own narrow escapes. 
It brought little more sleep to these 
survivors. The life-savers were moved 
to tears by the sights in their boat- 
rooms. Fifty corpses lay there covered 
with ice from head to foot. In death 
the victims looked as they may have 
looked as they stood doomed on the 
3eck of the wind-swept and sinking 
vessel.

the life-savers worked slowly and pa­
tiently, always with the hope that 
anxious relatives would have no diffi­
culty in identifying their loved ones.

In the sleeping rooms, the delirious, 
the restless and the pain-racked 
vivors were given every attention. 
When the steamer Kentucky arrived 
ill were carefully wrapped In blankets 
and those who could not walk were car­
ried carefully in the arms of the life- 
savers to the boats on the beach. They 
were then rowed to the steamer, where 
the officers had made every possible 
preparation for their comfort, 
lead followed the living, and when the 
last body had been placed on board, the 
Kentucky, with her flag at half-mast, 
steamed out of the harbor on her way 
to Providence.

From all obtainable information, it 
appears that there were 127 persons on 
the Larchmont, and of these only 19 
were saved,, nine passengers and ten 
of the crew. Seventy-two bodies have 
been recovered.

There are two minutes of fierce strug­
gle.

“Down! down!” yells big Hunting­
don, dropping on his knees on the line 
in front of the tramping, kicking ’Var­
sity phalanx.

town (Liberal) moved the address in 
reply to the King's speech, and praised 
the assistance rendered by the Ameri­
can navy at Kingston. He also de­
clared that it was necessary- to change 
the machinery of the House of Lords, 
which at present gave that house a 
preponderance of Tories.

Lord Castletown declared that what 
was proposed in Ireland was devolution 
rather than revolution. After a hun­
dred years of union it was proposed to 
adopt administrative reforms, long 
overdue, to rescue their system from 
chaos. An appeal for financial Justice 
had failed, but separation was unthink­
able and impossible.

Lord Lansdowne (Liberal Unionist), 
former foreign secretary, said the 
opposition was left in entire ignorance 
as to the direction in which a solution 
for the present relations between the 
House of Lords and the House of 
Commons was to be sought. Did the 
government want to make the upper 
house stronger and more efficient, or 
degrade It to a mere debating society?

Railway Bonds.
Winnipeg, Feb. 12—A bill to authorize 

the guarantee of certain bonds of the 
Canadian Northern Railway Company 
was approved in the legislature to-day. 
The bill provides for a guarantee of 
bonds to the extent of $1,115,000.

Secretary Cuthbert, of the Tourist 
Association, was a very busy man 
when seen Wednesday. In outlining 
the policy of the association, he inti­
mated that one of their most import­
ant publications, “The Outpost of Em­
pire,” would be radically changed. 
Considerable space in the new volume 
will be devoted to the possibilities for 
manufacturers to locate here, such as 
cooperages, machinery factories, etc. 
This book only gets into the hands of 
those actually interested. It will there­
fore draw the attention of capitalists. 
The present flourishing condition of 
Victoria’s Industries will also be noted 
and due space given in which to outline 
their progress. It is Intended also to 
point to the favorable position Victoria 
occupies as a port of shipment.

“Impressions” will also be revised. 
Entirely new pictures showing the re­
cent development of the city will be in­
serted, ;and the opinions of late ar­
rivals, who have come here attracted 
by the possibilities of the city, will be 
given a prominent place.

Mr. Cuthbert considers this portion 
of the- programme very important.

Pointing to the office which was 
thronged with seekers after informa­
tion, he asked: “How is It possible for 
anyone to dream that the city can get 
along without the association?”

Continuing, he stated that the grant 
which the association asked for was 
the smallest that they could get along 
with. Regina, Edmonton, Calgary and 
Moose Jaw, each spent more than that 
in advertising last year. The council 
in each of these places was alive to the 
situation, and they were backed by an 
intelligent, progressive and aggressive 
business community. They spent 
$10,000 last year in Regina, and as a 
result various wholesale houses were 
coming there. They were also looking 
to the establishment of manufacturing 
industries. The same was true of Ed­
monton. They spent over $10,000 last 
year. They were spending nearly $15,- 
000 this. Already several new whole­
sale houses had signified their inten­
tion of opening there. Manufacturers 
were also coming, and Edmonton would 
soon be noted for other things than Its 
possibilities as a shipping point.

These towns all- looked to the Vic­
toria Association, the first of its kind 
in Canada, for pointers. He was, on 
his trips last year, asked to stop off 
and give them information. The urg­
ency of business, however, prevented 
him. It was too bad if this association 
was going to go back just at the time 
the others were advancing.

Tinstone has at last been discovered 

In a solid vein in Canada. Samples 
were received recently by the geologi­
cal survey from Harry Piers, curator 
of the provincial museum at Halifax, 
and they proved on being assayed to 
be cassiterite, the most valuable of tin 
ores, containing 78 per cent, of tin and 
22 per cent, oxygsn. The discovery was 
made by John Keddy at Lake Ramsay 
on John Reeve’s farm, three miles west* 
of New Ross, Lunenburg county, N. S. 
The ore is found in semi-crystalline 
forms disseminated through a vein of 
decomposed, kaolinized pegmatite in 
granite.

As early as 1868 tin ore is reported by 
Prof. How to have been found in Nova 
Beotia in granite at Tangier and Shel­
burne, and latterly it has also been 
found in granite drift at Tangier and 
Country Harbor, and in the tailings at 
Malaga gold district. Still the granite 
rocks which form the backbone of the 
peninsula of Nova Scotia have always 
been regarded as barren of minerals of 
economic value by the prospector.

In 1903 E. R. Fairbault, of the geolo­
gical survey, examined geologically the 
New Ross region, and reported in the 
summary report for that year the oc­
currence of ores of molybdenite, zinc, 
Iron, manganese, copper, lead and 
!*Hver and other less important miner­
als, and he recommended the locality 
as a promising field for prospecting. In 
the summary report for 1906 a reference 
is again made to the ore-bearing char­
acter of the granites of that region 
and to the rumor of tin ore having 
been found at Lake Ramsay. Speci­
mens brought then from that locality 
were examined for tin, but they only 
proved to be zinc blènd, a 
which much resembles cassiterite. The 
vein has only been opened 12 feet in 
depth and it requires to be developed 
considerably more to prove the 
nomic value of the deposits. Still the 
fact Is established that the granites of 
Nova Scotia contain valuable miner­
als, and chief amongst them is tinstone. 
More exploratory work should be done 
in that region by panning for tinstone 
among the streams and developing the 
numerous pegmatite veins which cut 
the granite.

In the reports of the geological sur­
vey tin ore is reported to have been 
found in drift at several places In Can­
ada. It was found in New Brunswick 
on the Pokiok river, York county; in 
Quebec on the sixth lot of the eleventh 
range of Whitton, Compton county, 
and in the gneiss of Buckingham, La- 
belle county: in Ontario in minute 
quantity at Sudbury, and in the Ver­
milion mine, in the county of Denison, 
district of Algoma; in British Colum­
bia in a three feet vein of pegmatite 
cutting granite near Osoyoos lake, also 
in Cariboo and Boundary Creek dis­
tricts; and in the Yukon in several tri­
butaries of the Klondike river, but so 
far, most frequently in Bonanza. 
Hunker and Sulphur creeks, where it 
occurs as stream tin in smooth round­
ed pebbles up to two inches in diame­
ter, which remain with the gsld in the 
sluice boxes, on account of 
weight. The discovery of tinstone in 
the Laurentian rocks of Greenland con­
stitutes a claim to attention in the fun­
damental strata of Baffinland where 
commercially valuable deposits may be 
expected.

Tinstone Is a rare mineral all the 
world over, and has been found in pay­
ing quantities only in very few places, 
and generally in pegmatite veins in the 
granite. The world’s output of tin in 
1905 was 92,607 tons, produced by only 
six localities: the Malay peninsula 
producing 58,547 tons, or 60 per cent, of 
the whole. Bolivia, 12,500 tons, Billiton 
and Banka islands in the Dutch East 
Indies, 12,615; Australia, 5,028, and Eng­
land, 3,857 tons. In the United States 
tin ore was found in several states, in­
cluding Maine, New Hampshire and 
Massachusetts, where it » occurs in 
granite much similar to that of Nova 
Beotia, but not in paying quantities. No 
tin was produced in the United States 
before 1903; in that year nineteen tons 
of high grade concentrates were ex- 

. tracted from South Carolina and ship­
ped to England; in 1904 about 142 tons 
of concentrates from South Carolina, 
South Dakota and Alaska were ship­
ped to England, but no production is 
reported for 1905.

The price of tin has increased» great­
ly during the last few years, and as 
the demand is greater than the supply 
it will certainly keep on increasing. In 
1905 the price per pound increased from 
29 to 35 cents; in April, 1906, it reach­
ed 38.6 cents, anfi at present it is 42 
cents. The high price of tin is natural­
ly stimulating developments in all parts 
of the world, especially in Australia 
and Bolivia. The cost of production 
has increased in the Malay peninsula 
<yn account of the exhaustion of the 
richer and more easily worked alluvial 
deposits, and also on accoutn of the 
rise in wages.

Mr. Faribault will be in Nova Scotia 
again next summer to complete the 
geological survey of the gold-bearing 
and granite rocks lying to the west of 
Halifax in Lunenburg county, and will 
devote some time to a study of the 
mode of occurrence of the mineral 
veins at New Ross, so as to assist if 
possible in the development of this 
promising new district.

C. B. Dodge last season. The launch 
used by Mr. Dodge last year proved 
rather too light and too slow, 
present one, designed by R. L. New­
man, of this city, the consulting en­
gineer for the Dominion government, 
will be much more powerful. It will In 
fact be somewhat similar to the launch 
Shawatlans, owned by the Grand 
Trunk Pacific, and used by that cor­
poration about Prince Rupert harbor.

The launch used by Mr. Dodge last 
year will act as a tender to the new 
one and with the two the hydrographic 
work at Prince Rupert harbor may be 
expected to advance very rapidly this 
summer.

The House was fill­
ed to its capacity, and the assemblage 
of members of the Royal family, peers 
robed in scarlet and ermine and peer­
esses resplendent in court dresses, 
state robes, and magnificent jewels, 
foreiggp diplomats, church dignitaries, 
judges and officers of the navy and 
army, all in gala uniform or clad in the 
vari-colored dresses of their office fac­

Ranged on the steps of the throne on 
either side of the King stood the Earl 
of Crewe, Lord president of the coun­
cil, bearing the Imperial crown, the 
Earl of Carrington, Lord Great Cham­
berlin of England, carrying the sWord 
of state and the Marquis of Winchester, 
Premier Marquis of England, with the 
cap of maintenance in his hands and 
other state dignitaries.

ORIENTAL COMPETITION.
At a meeting of the freight bureau of 

North Pacific Asiatic lines held at Seat­
tle, it was agreed among the representa­
tives of the regular lines to continue the 
present reduced flour rate to Shanghai, 
Hongkong, Manila and Japanese ports for 
sixty days longer. By that time grain 
shipments to Oriental ports will not be 
so heavy as they are at the present time.

The Japanese of late have been sending 
their own steamships to the Pacific Coast 
after cargoes and are now in a position 
to carry freight lower than the regular 
lines. Owing to the difficulties of landing 
wheat at the Coast ports because of 
trouble on the rail lines the tramp ves­
sels have been greatly delayed. On top of 
this trouble is the fuel shortage,, which 
may finally result in the withdrawal of 
the competing vessels.

The flour rate to Shanghai has been 
reduced from $5 to $4 and from $4 to $3.50 
to Japanese ports.

The Overshadowing Question 
of the House of Lords.

After the usual reference to the good 
will prevailingt between Great Britain 
and the other powers, the speech de­
plored the loss of life and destruction 
of property resulting from earthquake 
at Kingston and continued:

‘T have seen with satisfaction that 
the Kingston emergency has been met 
by the governor and his officers with 
courage and devotion and by the people 
with self-control.

“The occasion has called forth many 
proofs of practical good will from all 
parts of my empire, and I recognize 
with sincere gratitude the sympathy 
shown by the people of the United 
States and the assistance promptly of­
fered by their naval authorities.”

A congratplatcfry reference to the 
visit to India of the Ameer of Afghan­
istan was followed by the intimation 
“that while guarding the unity of the 
executive power unimpaired” some 
changes in the government methods in 
India were under consideration, bring­
ing them more in accordance with 
wishes of the natives.

“Serious questions,” continued the 
King, “effecting the working of 

Our Parliamentary System 
have arisen from the unfortunate dif­
ferences between the two houses. Min­
isters have this important subject under 
consideration with the view of a solu­
tion of the difficulty.”

The remainder of the speech was de­
voted to the proposed licensing bill, the 
object of which is to diminish the drink 
evil/ proposals for the improvement of 
the army organization, for Irigh local 
government and education, and minor 
measures.

On the Irish question the King said: 
“Your attention will be called to a 
measure for further associating 

The People of Ireland 
with the management of their domestic 
affairs and otherwise improving their 
system of government in Its adminis­
trative and financial aspects. Propos­
als will also -be submitted to you for 
effecting a reform of university educa­
tion in Ireland, by which I trust that 
the difficulties which have so long 
tarded h-gher education in that 
try may be remedied.”

Among the domestic legislation as 
foreshadowed is “a bill enabling 
men to serve on local boards,” evident­
ly intended as a sop to the 
suffragists.

HAD ROUGH PASSAGE.
The new freighter Haldis, chartered 

by Mackenzie Bros, to replace the 
wrecked Norwegian steamer Themis, 
had a rough passage across the Pacific 
to Vancouver, where the vessel arrived 
recently. Days at a time the steamer 
was a veritable bridge across the 
troughs of waves which tossed her in 
ruthless fashion, but through It all 
she behaved splendidly.

The Haldis is a steel screw steamer 
of 1,700 tons register, with a carrying 
capacity of 2,500 tons dead weight. Her 
dimensions are 265 feet long, 37 feet 
beam, and 12M- feet depth of held. She 
is classed as 100 Al at Lloyd’s.

Mackenzie Bros, have a 12 months’ 
charter on the vessel, with an option 
of extending the contract after the ex­
piration of the present agreement. The 
steamer will engage as quickly as pos­
sible in the ore-carrying trade during 
the rest of the winter, after which she 
will carry freight between Vancouver 
and Skagway.

IMPROVING GRANBY MINE.

Trolley System of Haulage on the 
Four Hundred-Foot Level.

Some time this year it is the inten­
tion of the management of the Granby 
Consolidated to install a trolley system 
of haulage at the 400-foot level of the 
property, thus doing away with the 
horses now being used at that level of 
the mine, says the Phoenix Pioneer. 
The system will be similar to that in 
operation in the workings of the No.
3 tunnel, which has worked so satis­
factorily for the last two or three 
years. Rather smaller electric locomo­
tives will be used than in the No. 3 
tunnel, and the same direct current will* 
he used also.

Heretofore a motor-generator set of 
75 horse-power has been in use in the ; 
No. 3 terminal for transforming the al- j 
ternating current to direct current, j 
Last week C. E. Lane, at the head of i 
the Granby electrical department, fin­
ished the work of installing a new 
motor-generator set, which is driven by 
a 200 fc*rse-power motor, and is so ar- 
ianged that it can be coupled up with 
the old set or operated separately. The 
current used is about 500 volts. This 
will furnish ample direct current, .not 
only for the No. 3 tunnel but for the 
400-foot level trolley installation when 
ever that shall have been put in.
