London, Aug. 3.—There was another
breeze in the House of Lords to-day, as
the outcome of the debate of Friday last
regarding the allegation that England
was not invulnerable against an at-
tempted invasion,

Lord Rosebery to-day somewhat test-
ily resented the secretary of state for
war, Lord Lansdowne, taking him to
task for suggesting that the commander

come to the House and give his author-
ity to the government’s military plans.
Lord Rosebery said he did not propose
to be snubbed in the discharge of what
he considered a public duty,

The Marquis of Lansdowne, replying,
said the war secretary was responsible
to parliament, and the commander-in-
_chief was responsible to the war secre-
tary.

Several other peers having spoken, the
Premier, Lord Salisbury, arose and said
he understood Lord Rosebery’s conten-
tion was that the nation would be much
more satisfied if Lord Wolseley would
come to the House and express his ap-
proval of Lord Lansdowne’s plans. It
was obvious that ‘if ILord Wolseley
could be called upon to do that, he was
also entitled to express disapproval.
"Lord Salisbury said he did not see how
that was possible.' There was much
force in what Lord Rosebery had said,
but it was of an abstract kind.

I was
pleased to hear from you and that you
were all” enjoying such good: health. I
have had good health for the last eight
months ‘considering “the hard living we
have had; we came very near starving
to death, .
We were relieved on the 24th May,
the siege lasting seven months and 12
days. There was. a constant rifle fire
night and day, and 12 big guns playing on
us every day, from a 5-pounder up to 3
100-pounder,. which made- it very lively
for us. There was less than a thousand
fighting men of us and over 7,000 Boers.
We had several pretty tough fights, but
we managed to stand them off. I had a
great -many narrow escapes, but never
got a scratch. There was about 700 of
them got into the town on the 12th
May. - We killed' 50 and ‘wounded 70,
and took 108 prisoners. Our losseg were
13 killed and 32 wounded. The fight
lasted from 5§ a.m. until 8 p.m., when
they surrender That was the closest
call_ we had of losing' the town. The re-
lief ‘column from the south was a flying
column of two thousand men, consisting
cof the Kimberley Light Horse, the Im-
perial Light Horse, with two batteries of
artillery, and the .Canadian artillery.
which came in from the north and joined
Plummer’s command, who had been try-
ing for months to relieve us, but was not
strong enough,’as we had, onlv 900 men;
but when both columns joined and tack-
led the Boers they made short work of
them. The fight only lasted about four
The ‘Boer losses were 600 killed
and wounded, while our losses were five
killed and 16. wounded. We expect the
main .column. from the south about the
10th June, 22,000 men. They. are bring-
ing' the railway- with them. It is slow
work, as the line is mostly torn up..They
are brlngxgg a large supply of foodstuffs,
and -as ‘we- are on half rations again,
they- will not let us have much food to
start with.: I was down to fighting
weight when rélief came—from 167 to
126. “We hdave had’ a tough time of it
1:and ‘hope 1o get home very soon now. I
‘hope to get away ‘by the 15th or 20th.
Hoping ‘to see you all soon, with kind-
est love to all, I remain, yours,
H.'8.

Of Bennett

Scenes in the Freight Sheds
During the Bloakade in
June.

Where Scows Are Built and
Launched in a Day--Plenty
of Work.

(Special correspondence of the Times.)

who visit it for the first time. When
we reached Bennett early in June every
one was busy. The all absorbing topic
was “When can we start for Dawson?”

r “Shall I take my goods in scows or
wait for the steamers?’ The first ques-
tion asked in the morning was: “Hias the
lake raised any?” or “Has any ice come
out of Linderman yet?”

The long roseate twilight, the soft air,
the delicate opal tints in which the rug-
ged hills are bathed give to the evening
hours an irresistible attraction, and only
the imperative need of rest forces one
to.abandon the charming scene.

I said that every one was busy. Tha
cause is not hard to find. Piled up rooft
high in the temporary freight sheds at
the railway - terminus was over three
thousand tons of freight, a. large guan-
tity of which laid there all’ winter, having’
arrived too late for navigation last year.
This pile had been added to all winter.
increasing as the spring opened, and in
the early part of June was coming in at
the rate of two hundred tons a day. Lit-
tle wonder if the transportation agents
gazing at the ever incresasing pile won-
dered how and when it would reach Daw-
son.

HIS LAST FIGHT.

The Late W. Whitley Describes His En-
gagement With the Gordons,

Ex-Chicf of Police Sheppard last night
received a belated letter written by his
step-son, W. Whitley on June 1st, and
which was probably the last written by
that deceased soldier before his death.
In it he describes an engagement in
which he was engaged with the Gordouns
outside of Johannesburg, as follows:

“I thought I would write a- few lines
to let you know we are 24 miles from
Pretoria. We were in a stunning fight
on the 2nd of May, all afternoon. The
Gordons lost 106 killed and wounded. We
had seven wounded, but nome kiled. I
can tell you the Gordons are grand fight-
ing men. 'The way they took kopje after
kopje was a wonder. They charged
them on the hill under a terribly hot
fire and won the day. It was a'grand
sight to see the bayonets glittering in ths
sun as they rushed the position. When
they marched into camp we gave them
cheer after cheer, which t*hey richly de-
served.

“At present we are’ six mlle's from
Johannesburg. ‘We are camped among:.
the. mines, of which there are plenty
here. I got theroughly wet in the river
about a week ago, and .since then I have

wera- freely expressed, Some simply[

suffered-a great deal with my legs. They |

pain me aH ‘night:long. For a few, days;
I could not walk at all, but they are bet-
ter . now. I guess they will be all rlght'
by the time this reaches you. ‘I hope 8o
any way..;

Queen Brings Details of How Pas-
sengers of Ill-Fated Vessel
Were Rescued.

Steamer Queen, Afaska’s excursion
craft, arrived from the North last even-
ing considerably in advance of the time
she was expected. She had 250 pas-
sengers on board, 70 of whom were mii-
ers. 'There was also a party of bounc-
ary commissioners aboard, including W.
F. King and Dr. Tittmann, heads of the
Canadian and American contingents.
These have completed their work of de--
liminating the boundary - line between
Canada and Alaska. Mr. King is now
at the Driard, but will leave for Vancou-
vér next week’ to ascertain the longitude
of that city by telegraph. . .

In an interview. Mr. King said that’
comparatively ”few miners. were affected-
by the readjustment of the - boundary

. line. Those in the Porcupine ' district
principally concerned in.the matter were’
not sctually engaged in developing their'
properties: to-any. extent, but ‘he could
not say whether these would mine under
the Canadian or American law, -

‘Dr, Tittmann said: “We found the trip
an énjoyable vacation.

Through Lack of Water--
Thousands Idle.

Pneumonia Prevalent--Dawson-
ites Prevented From Re-
turning Home.

W. W. Dobble and R. G. Shier, pas-
sengers by the Signal to Seattle from
Nome, are at the Victoria. They left the
far North

they disposed of at a fair profit.

They tell an interesting story of the
conditiong of the country they are well
satisfied at having left behind. They
give, as others have done, a very
gloomy picture of the Nome miniug
camp. On the beach tons of machinery
lie piled up in places where it had been:
landed from the stéeamers and where it
is likely to lie for all time to come,”for
the beach has been worked out long ago
and neither the owners or transportation
companies will ever find it a paying in-
vestment to move it again,

Messrs, Dobble and Shier have been
all over the Nome district and state that
there is very little mining now being
done, the creeks and gulchés where alone
the precious metal is fouhd being almost

dry now because of the lack of rain.j

There are now between twenty-five
thousand and twenty-eight thousand peo-
ple at Nome, ‘and of this number there
are at least four thousand or five thous-

.and compfletely’ out of employment and

in_distressed circumstances. Others in
poor stralts are making a Nitle and will
perhaps be able to get out of the coun-
try on the big barque Skookum, which
is being advertiséd to sail for: Seattle.
Fares on this monster craft have been
fixed at. $10° for the trip, and-at “this
price it is probable that over ‘a thousand
people will take passage., Many, how-,
ever, will be left, who in the opinion uf
Messrs. Dobble and Shier will be obligad
to receive govermment assistance before
leaving the country, for those stranded
now will find it exceedingly difficult to.
Hive through the rigors of the winter.
Wages at present are very small, the
best pay on the creeks being $3 per duy
and board. ‘Canadian money is mostly ia
circulation, * yet  despite this fact the
bauking institutions are charging *d ‘ten
per cent, discount and are doing a tre-
mendous business.

As for the lawlessness of the country

Mr. Dobble reports that crime is con-
tiniually going on and is likely to incréase
when the season changes, At present it
is all day at Nome and this serves as a
kind of protection against the notorious
work of highwaymen and eriminals. “Still
this class has things pretty’ much th»ir
own way. Only a few days betorerf"the
two men left, 'a bold robbery was dom-
mittad.

What Will Be the Outcome? ;

What is to be the outcome of the
present crisis? It would seem that it
must be one of the following possibili-
ties: First, China may be experiencing
a narrow escape from permanent “break-
uwp,” by which she will receive the last
warning that will arouse ‘her from the
letbargy of the past, and, imitating
Japan, 'make her become a mighty Asia-
tic power. Second, she may be forced by
the combined moral and physical in
fluence of -foreign nations to reorganize
her government under, their temporary di-
rection ‘and guidance, and so eventnally
save her integrity. Third, she may bg
placed under 2 joint protectorate of the
powers until she shall prove whether she:
will be -able to stand alone. under’ new
conditions: or must be partitioned among,
them, Fourth, she ;jmay be divided-into
admitted -spheres of - -influence, where
each power will be supreme, and actual
sovereignty will result.in time.

It is to be sincerely hoped that the
fircst may be possible, but, if not, the
heroic method of the second or third may
be necessary. 'The last is Jeast desirable.
but the mest threatening. The general
belief of the lay world seems to be that
the “break-up”.of the empire is at hand,
and therefore laymen as well as heads of
foreign offices are reported as contem-
plating how such division of China would
affect each nation, 1 say the last sug-
gestion is the least desirable, because it
seems least adapted to protect American
Interests, and means the end of one «f
the greatest empires in the world’s his-
tory which is deserving of a better fate.

Third,
the United States, which in‘a way holds
the key to, the moral qitqgﬁon, is gpposed
to any alienation of _ferritory, ' while
Great Britain and Japan maintain the |
same attitude. .Fourth, there is'a large
element of very, able men in China Je-
spite common opinion to the contrary,
that have sufficient statesmanlike quali-
ties to govern China wisely ‘and. success-
fully. These would -be supported by a |
considerable part of the population that
is ready to take active interest.in public
affairs, if there be no danger of political
exile or punishment.” Wheo can doubt the
ability of such men, for instance, as the
eminent Chinese minister at Washington
to take the Tead in ‘guiding China olt of |
her present difficulties? -~ Fifth, it will be
found that China’s particular weakness
in the present {rduble-is the lack of na-
tional police, or of organized forces of
law and order, such as a well-trained
army. If she had possessed even a
small, trustworthy, well-lisciplined force
under foreign officers, the présént riots
conld have been put dovv'n at'the moment
and plaee of inception.” The rest of ‘the
world would hardly have noticed the dis-
turbance. :

Therefore, if China will immediately
rcorganize her essential forces of order
throughout the empire, she will take the
first ‘principal step to preserve her in-
tegrity.

Further study of the map of Eastern
Asia will assist in comprehending the ex-
tent of possible spheres of influence, We
will assurne that: Russia, Great Britain,
Germany, France, Japan, and possibly
Italy, are the powers that would share
in any spoilation of Cathay. Russia first
interests ‘us because of her-  territorial |
prepondeérance on the north’and her ag-
gréssive  policy ' in .

History

Verbatim Report of the Address
of Miss Fitz-Gibbon on Tues-

day Evening.

An Eloquent Appea.] For a Closer
Study of Our Natinal
Affairs.

The address of Miss Fitz-Gibbon, of
Tovonto, «n Tuesday evening last, on the
subject of “‘Camadian History,” has
aroused so mueh comment that the
Times gives to-day a stenographic re-
port of it, so that its readers may the
better judge of its merit.
After being introduced*by Mayor Hay-
ward, Miss Fitz-Gibbon said:
Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen:
—If the mayor of guch a large and beau-
tiful city as Victoria was nervous in ad-
dressing such an audience, you will have
some compassion on me if my woman's
feeling overcome me. I have been asked
many times to speak to the Canadians
of their own history, but it has never
been my privilege to stand before such
an audience as this.
I want to speak to you, first, of why
a woman should take an interest in Can-
adian history, and then something .of i
what Canadian history is to the Empire.
We Canadians know less of our own his-
tory than we should, but it is only lately,
that the means of knowledge ‘has:.been
within our reach—within the last few
years. I, as a girl, often wondered how
a- small yellow book of thirty or forty
pages could contain the history of a
~country like ours, while so much time
was ‘spent in studying Roman and Gre-
cian affairs—but so it did. If my words
to you to-night can bring to you a tenth,
or even a hundredth part, of the appre-
ciation of the knowledge of our history
which I feel, but ¢an never express, [
shall feel that my coming to Victoria
has not been without some good.
Why should women take an interest
in Canada and Canadian history? It is
because none of the histories we know of |
in the world owe so much to women.
You all know that it was the proceeds
of a woman’s jewels which gave Colum-
bus the means to sail to the West. It
was two native women who pointed the
way to the opening of the St. Lawrence |
and led Cartier to Quebec. But thése
are not the only instances. Anyone who'
has been able to go down to the early
records and study the translations of the
records supposed to have been written
by Cartier, and to compare the state- |
ments made in them, would be led to
suppose and to be convinced of the fact
that it was women who helped to shape
the destinies of Camada.
I will tell you why it is interesting. '
It gives us a little bit of the history of
the native races. When Cartier sailed
up the St. Lawrence he carried back
with him some natives. This is how he
tells the story: '
The _chief, his brother, and three
daughters came in a canoe to the side
of his vessel. Two.remained on board,
and three returned, and later eight
canoes with eight or ten men in each
came out to bid farewell to the chief's
daughters and give them gifts. When
he returned on his second voyage up the
river he was met by Donnacona and
the natives he had brought with him
were landed. » Donnacona offered him
one of his damghters, evidently as a bribe
to depart, but Cartier remained. '
Later on, when Canada was settled by |
the French, it was a woman's money;
that provided the means; it was a wo-
man, Madame de la Peltrie, who began
the education of the people, and so on
through almost every period of Cana-
dian history does woman appear on its
. pages. st

Some years ago it fell-to my lot to
write the history of a soldier who had
done his duty to his Queen and eountry’
on. Canadian shores, and who had been
helped by a woman. But Wwhile T was
searching for the records of his life I
found here, - there -and. everywhere tha|
same story,—the women had destroyed
the records as old. rubbish, old papers,
because they did not appreciate their
value or understand that they might be
of some service  to future historians. |
Hence the reason I am privileged to
stand here to-night,—because I represent
the Women’s Historical Society, who are
affiliated with the National Council of
‘Women. Throughout all our work in the
Historical Society, we have found every-
where a lamentable ignorance of Cana-
dian history, but we have also found an':
intense desire to know more of Canadian
history. A very excellent book on Can-
adian history is that written by Charles |
T, Roberts. It was not accepted by the !
school boards on the ground that it read
too much like a novel. To my woman’s:

Just think of what Canadian’
history has been. Take the achievements 1
of the last one hundred and fifty years.!
In one hundred and fifty years Whatt
has Canada done? A conquered race
has been made happy and content; two
nations, two religions, two creeds, in
former days open to persecution’s  fir2
and all other terrible things, now grow
side by side on Canadian soil in peace.
From Canadian shores sailed the first
steamship; the greatest railway that
ever spanned a continent has been built
from ocean to ocean. Canada has held
her own,—her :many miles . of frontier
with less than five thousand soldiers
agdginst three armiessof upwards of eight
thousand. Her women stayed at home
amongst the forest and guarded th2
hearthstone while the men went out to
hold their own against the invaders. She
has done what no other nation has ever
done—she has maintained responsible
government without separation from the
mother country. o-day, on Canadian
shores, we have every language, every
nation, every climate, and every pro-
duct, and we are all united now under
the greatest flag that has ever waved,
and the flag which has ever carried with
it civilization and -Christianity.

impertance to the Empire? , Trace it
back to the earliest days, when Cabot
sailed from the British shore believing
that through the West he would reach
the great regions of the Oriemt. It was
left for British Columbia, in consenting
to become a part of Canada, to strike
the last blow which made it possible to
give Britain an Imperial highway to the
East, Canada has been called the key-
stone of the arch of Imperial Federa-
tion, for without Canada the English
Empire would not encircle the globe.
One of your last governors, in speaking
of the joining of British Columbia to
Canada, said that it was your privilege
to consent to the most important event
in Canadian history, and that it was you
who had succeeded in striking the last
blow which would make Canada one of
the most important countries in the
world. The Wast has its heroes in addi-
tion to tktose on the veldt, for what a
history of daring lies in the survey of
the Canadian - Pacific railway! Just
tkink of the great achievement in the
building of this line; the tremendous en-
gineering skill which has overcome such
difficulties! Shall we leave it to the grand-
children of to-day to realize what the
C. P. R. is to the world? British Co-
lmmbia has been for long sheltered behind
its mountains, and it will take some time
for it to fill its noble destiny in Canadian
Confederation. But things were not
built in a day. Federation was bern in
1783. There is a book extaff by Gov-
ernor Pyle, of Virginia, outlining exact'y
what our confederation is to-day. His
letters were to Lord Granville, and he no
doubt appreciated what it would be, but
the time was not then ripe. The Treaty
of Paris was one of the unoblest -and
most just treaties of peace that was
ever signed between two nationms.

I could talk for hours, and mnever
weary, though I fear I'd weary you, of
the glories of Canadian history, We
have heard to-night of the .flags and
their histories, and .all the techmicalities
of each. There are other stories-of other
flags, but had T time T'gould tell of no
less noble deeds than those relate@ which
have happened under the flag of €anada,
and which are like gems on the pages of
Canadian history. I want to rouse your
curiosity; I want you to be so interested
in Canadian history, that you will leave
no stone unturned, no book unread, that
will give you an ‘idea of what it is.

It is an old, but trite, saying, that

“the hand that rocks the cradle rules
the world,” but it is none the less true,
though trite. Women have every power
to influence for good or evil. It is wo-

who make men heroes; it is women  who
strengthen men to strike the' blow  for
their Queen and country.

women in the world befeére.

Our men are fighting now for the Em-
pire on-Afric’s shores, and when' the war
is over and our soldier boys returm, how
many a heart will be aching, how many
a home will be empty, but through it all
will not the Canadian woman’s heart
rise in grateful acknowledgement of the
fact that to them has been given the
privilege of giving their best and dearest
to the Empire? Nothing was ever gain-
ed except by sacrifice. You will all
recognize this, that “by blood all~things
were purified, and out of the 'woman
came the salvation of the world” = So

i we should follow our heritage; we'should

take up our duties and do them no mat-
ter how little they appear to be—if it
is only to teach our children love and
loyalty to their country, only to wipe
out those provincialisms, those“narrow
lines - that separate this great land of
Canada—this Canada of ours. The word
“colony’’ -has to be wiped:-forever-off the
page - of history. We are all Imperial-
ists,” and one of the things the National
Council had thought of deing was ‘to
suggest that after ‘every address, in
every country under the British flag, w3
should add the words “British Empire,”
so that throughout the future history of
Canada we ‘will be one: with-the history
of the greatest empire the world has ever
known, or will ever know, beecause it is
We will know
that we are all one in heart,—loyal to our
homes, ‘to our cities, to our prgvinces, to
our country;-and, above all, to the Em;
pire. - ‘Wipe out those provincialisms!

! Forget that we are Ontario, Manitoba,

or Pritish Columbia; make the Canadian
Racific railway a greater boni than it is
to-day—make it a bord in reality - be-
tween Imperial Canaca and Britain.

Skagway
Tq Bennett

Trip Over the White Pass and
Yukon Railway--An Inter-
esting Journey.

| A Perfect Road Bed—Some of the
Obstacles Which Had to
Be Surmounted.

At §:30 next morning we secured .a
seat on the train leaving Skagway for.|
Bennett. The line is a narrow guage
one, the cars comfortable. Every avail-
able seat was taken, The train consisted
of three passenger coaches, two bag-
gage cars, one caboose, and two engines,
both in front. We travelled slowly
through the town. Our first stopping
place was at “Shops.” Here the rail-
way company has its.round houses, sup-
ply stores and machine shops. Here the
climbing commenced, the speed aver-
Iaging about tep-miles an hour. Every
;halt-hour we had to stop to give the

engines a chance to get a full head of’

steam. Passengers have an opportunity
" then of getting off, using their kodaks
: and to admire the scenery from different
pointg of vantage. The scenery is ever
changing, sublime in its splendor, ma-
jestic in its grandeur. As a.feat of en-
; gineering every mile of the road attests
to the genius of the master mind which
planned it. Although I am not quali-
fied to express a professional opinion, I
think that as a feat of engineering it
does not compare with the C. P. R, road
in. the canyons of the Fraser. These
latter-day engineers have the experience
of the past twenty-five years for their
guidance, improved appliances, and high-
| er grade explosives. As against this the
{ long’ distance from the Supply markets
had its attendant disadvantages, which
necessitated constant attention in' the
supply office. There is one thing above
‘all that' must strike ‘any one who gives
the mitter the slightest consideration,
viz.: the very short space of time which
elapsed from the inception of the road
And, again, in ‘the
winter months, when construction ‘was
beifig pushed forward, the oft-recurring
delays caused by snow storms and smow
slides. No difficulty was too great to
surmount, and no obstacle allowed tosde-
lay the progress of the road. I think
this success was due to a happy combin-
ation of forces, “English gold, “Yankee
I was
told that the engineer was a Canadian.
Such a combination would bridge the
Pacific, or drive a tunnel from its waters
to the prairies. The climb is a steady
one as far as the summit, After climbing
about twelve miles we see Skagway far
below us and about three miles off as the
crow flies. The roadbed is in excellent
condition, for miles it is just hewn out
of the selid reck, now sand steme, then
granite, sometimes of a hard steel blue,
then red in process of disintegration, and
met again in more advanced stages like
gravel, which. will crumble in your hand.
With such material available all along
the road, and with the large force of:
men employed, in a very short space of
time this railway will have a perfect
road bed. We had heard a great deal
abont the dangers of this road. We saw
none. No doubt in the winter months
heavy falls of snow have their attendant
dangers and delays. The snow as we
saw it enhanced the beauty of the scene
—rugged peaks covered with a livery of
pure white, glistening and scintillating in
the sunshine, gradually melting under
the warm influence of a June gun, little
rivulets scurrying down the mountain
side .to feed the river which was rushing
along hundreds of feet at the base of the
canyon below us, is a picture worthy of
the brush of a great artist, but beyond
the compass of my pen. « F

The well worn'trail' of the pioneers is
visible nearly the whole of the distance;
with many temporary bridges still in
good condition. . It is not eatirely aban-
doned, and many ‘to: whom:a forty-mile
jaunt is just a day’s work, walk the
whole distance  from Skagway to -Ben-
nett with their pack.on their back, save
the fare ($10), and consider it a wery
easy .way to save that amount of money,
If I had any inclination in this direction
‘I would try to find a friend to -dake
charge of my ‘“ictas’” and check them
through on his ticket- and travel -light.
Many do this. "'We must have passed
fifty men  tramping the day we »swent
Whilst the walk may be health-
ful, and affords greater opportunities to
see the country, the luxury (at $10) of a
car ride is not fo be despised. :

The railway company through its fold-
ers’ and various newspaper articles have
described so accurately the scenery on
this ‘road, that any further attempt of
‘mine would be very tame reading. Now
I lave seen it I can truly vouch that all
I ‘have read is true. g

The many ingenious methods by which
natural difficulties are overcome on, this
road interested me. One especially, how
they got over a very awkward curve.
The track is shaped like the letter. Y.
When we reached this point one of the
engines was detached, ran up to the base
of the stem of the Y. .Here the engine
was turned and switched on to the other
area and run ahead, then the operation
was repeated for the coaches, and we
were soon on the main line, with an en-
gine in front and one in the rear. . ‘We
go for a short distance and en the apex
of a rock there floats the grand old
Union Jack, We. are once again«in our
own country.  (We do not for a moment
concede that the ground we have just
covered is not ours as well.)

“Summit?’ shouts the brakeman,. “ten
minutes’: stop, get your hand baggage
ready for examination by 'a Canadian
officer!” ¥n comes a.corporal of the N.
W. M. P., “spick and span,” the embodi-
ment of law and the terror of evil-doers.
he is followed by the baggage master,
who takes charge of the baggage which
contains that which cannot be satisfac-
torily explained, and which is to be con-
signed to the “pen.” HEvery one assumes
an air of perfect innocence, and as each
is in turn asked ‘“What is in this?” the
invariable reply is “Oh, nothing.”

that the old lady’s instructions were
carried out in detail, with satisfactory
results. Skirts with ample folds are ser-
viceable in this country, and, like char-
ity, can be made to cover a multitude of
sins.

The “Summit’” does not present a very
attractive appearance as a stopping
place, and to those who have to do duty
there in the winter months we extend
our hearty sympathy.

Here we reach an altitude about 3,500
feet above sea level. The air is very
invigorating. We travel for some dis-
tance on a level plateau, a natural rail-
way bed in places, and then through
tea-swamps. When we saw these we
could realize how difficult to traverse
these were, and that the stories we had
read of horses and mules that could not
be “extricated and Wwere simply left to
wallow, sink and die, were true.

We pass Log Cabin, once a busy spot,
now deserted, then we strike a country
of sand, nothing but sand. We pass the
head of Lake Linderman and notice that
the ice has only melted a very short dis-
tance from each side. The sight of this
confirms our suspicions that we are here
too soen, and try and console ourselves
by thinking that this is a country where
changes are sudden, and we hope the
warm weather is in our wake.

Sharp at noon we reach Bennett. - The
platform is thronged wih people. The
musical ring of the caulking mallet is
heard on all sides, We are soon sur-
rounded by a host of old Victorian
friendg anxious for news from home,
each one of whom greets you with the
same query, “Well, well, Mr. Vardon,
what are you doing’ here?’ followed by
how’s every one in Victoria?”’
After a day or two we fall into the same
habit. .

We at once proceeded to hunt for
quarters, get a rest, and to take in the
town. '

LITERATURE FOR A SEASON.

The Demand for Novelty in French Fic-
tion, and Its Effect Upon Writers.

In the July Century, in a paper on
“Artistic = Paris,” Richard Whiteing
writes caustically of the demand for
“something new’ that stimulates French
authors to feverish activity. :

Literature is another of the great in-
dustries, for France still does a consid-
erable export trade in that article.
Nothing is wasted. The still-born fic-
tion of the year is regularly exported to
South America as the latest rage of the
boulevard. Most of its job lots are simp-
ly . paradoxes that have failed. The
PFrench are always on the lookout for the
new thing, and this is at once the worst
danger of their literature and its allur-
ing charm. They have their spring pat-
terns in ideas, as in muslins, and a fash-
jon seldom outlasts.a seasom, The lit-
erary schools are about as short-lived
as the governments, and founders come
and go just like ministers of state. You
meet young fellows. who have'had their
day—graybeards of failure still with rav-
en locks. For they must be very young
at the start. Paris likes them tender,
since she Yneans to eat them up. I have
known a lad of parts quite put out be-
cause his “system” was not ready for
publication before he had turned eight*
een. France believes in youth just Dbe-
cause of her age. The contact warms
her blood. She has believed in it more
than ever since the German war. The
schoolboy lauds: it in all the ‘arts, and
the salons discover an infant prodigy

‘every day. It leads.to some waste of
effort, of :course,

The eccentricities of
these young men in @ hurry are appal-
lin. - Critical indignation is thrown away
upon ‘them, and the only corrective is
the rude justice of their struggle for
survival :
+Zola and his naturalists are gray-
beards in every sense, yet it seems not
so very long since they went out every
day to take the scalps of the schemes
of more ancient lodges, and seldom re-
turned without trophy. They were wont
to celebrate their trinmphs by feasts in
the wigwam of the patron, with much
boiled and roast, and still more talk, in
the twilight, of that literature: of Gau-
tier and his mates to which they had
given the death-blow, and of the other
literature which was to take its place,
Of this last, “O king, live forever!” was
to be read between the lines on_every
page. Well, well, where is it now? But
why say more than Mr. Justice Shal-
low has said already—‘‘All shall die?”
And has not Beranger sung the “old
clo, ”” of the warriors who have had their
day? The imperious necessity of the
new thing drove the disciples themselves
into revolt against the master, and, one
by one, they set up rival schools, and de-
molished him in epigrammatic perfaces
—generally the best things in their books.

Up to the last of June there
had been no trouble from the Boxers in
the prefecture except in a desolutory
way, but the conflict was every day be-
coming more inevitahle and finally the
governor of the province, who had all
along been keeping the riotious mobs
from uprising, gave notice to all that he
could no longer be held responsible for
the lives of the foreigners. Mr. King re-
ceived a letter from Mr, Verity, who was
closed in at Pekin, where he had gone
to attend a Methodist conference, asking
him to take Mrs. Verity in charge and
leave for Chinkiang. This he did, leav-
ing,of Jume 9th in company with Mis.
Verity and Mrs. Barrow, the latter of
whom eame across on the Glenogle, Oth-
ers remained at Tai-an-fu until hearing
from the British consul, but a week later
they too had to flee. They went north
to a little cove in the Guif of Pechili,
whenee: Mr. King suhsequently learned
they had taken passage for Japan with
some fifty others. All landed safely and
Mr. King is of opinion that all the Pro-
testant missionaries in the prefecture of
Shangtung, and there were probably
200, also made good their escape.

Mr. King believes that a combination
of influences have brought about the
present crisis in China. The building o
railways and telegraphs and telephones,
the great advancement of the missionary
work throughout the country during the
past few years and the taking of the va-
rious ports by the different powers have
all tended to arpuse a feeling of hostility.
These moves were regarded by the Chi-
nese as encroachments on their country.
The Empress, ‘too, has undoubtedly bean
assisting the Boxers. This fact Mr.
King is aware of from personal know-
ledge of events, Some five or six years
ago Boxerism had its origin in the pre-

gTagy

fecture of Shantung in a band of rob-

bers and pillagers, who went about the
country‘committing all kinds of depreda-
tions. The 'governor of the province,
however; kept them-' well under subjec-
tion, and would have continued to do so
had he not been removed. The one who
succeeded him was most lenient with
these desperados and he was likewise a
personal friend of the Empress. He al-
lowed the Boxers a free hand and the
organization soon became a powerful
force. Last fall the Empress recognized
the good services of the governor and
presented him with a beautiful piece of
seroll work. Mr. King says there is an
element in China which has the virtues
of a modern people, and if some of the
powerg can succeed in getting a represen-
tative of this class on the throne th:n
reform will be instituted in China which
will be of benefit to all nations. If this
can not be done then, to his mind, China
must be partitioned.

Rev, Father Fay, first Roman Catholic
priest at Vancouver, who has been
spending the past few days in the city,
has gone to Vancouver on his way 0
Dundee, Scotland, where he proposes 10
spend the remaining days of his life
amid the scenes of his boyhood. Father
Fay has been a familiar figure in the lifc
£ British Columbia for many years past
end it is with sincere regret that his
friends bid farewell to this repre
sentative.of the genuine old school. He
has not been so much in touch with the
public of the Coast cities for the past
few years, as he has been stationed at
Port Angeles, Wash,, but by all those
who have been residents of the province
for any length of time he is well &
membered, - Before he starts Bast, Fath-
er Fay intends ‘to take a trip through
the Kootenays, so that, as he says him-
self, he may “see that country as it I3
now and . compare it with what it was
fifteen or sixteen years ago,” when he
travelled it; which he did time-and agaia
under less comfortable conditions than
now prevail.

Victoria Crosses For Five More
Heroes Who Distinguished
Themselves in Africa.

Three of Decoratioas Awarded for
Conspicuous Gallantry in
Defence of Mafeking,

v

Five more Victoria crosses have been
bestowed for instances of conspicuous
bravery in the Boer war. The gallant
fellows who have won this, the most
prized of all the distinctions which can
fall to the lot of a British soldier, are
Capt. E. B. Towse, of the Gorden
Highlanders; Capt. C. FitzClarence, of
the Royal Fusiliers . (City of 'Londo‘n
regiment); Liedt. (now captain)  Sir
Johh P. Milbanke, Bart., of the Tenth
Hiussars; Sergt. H. R. Marnneau, of -the
Proteétorate regiment, ‘and Mréoper ‘H.
B. Ramsden, 'of 'the same corps. Both
Capt.” Towse and - Capt. PitzClarence
have qualified more than onoe for the

With reference “--to
these two 'detions, Major-Gen. ‘Baden-
Powell states that 'had this officer not
shown an:extraordinary spirit and féar-
lessness ;the ‘attacks would have been
failares and we should ~have suffered
heavy loss both in men-and: prestige. On
December 26th, 1899, during the’ action
at Game Tree, near Mafeking, Capt.
. FitzClarence again distinguished him-
gelf by his coolness and courage, and was
again wounded (severely through both
Jegs).

On December 26th, 1899, during the
fight at Game Tree near Mafeking, when
the order to retire had been.given, Sergt.
Martineau stopped and picked up Corp.
T Camp, who had been struck down
about ten yards from the Boer trenches,
and half dragged, half carried him' to-
svards a bush about 150 yards from the
trenches.
