Fredericton, N. B., April 15—(Special) 
Following the heavy downpour of rain 

the ice in the St. John river at this point 
started at an early hour this morning, 
and Tan out. From a spectacular st-ani#- 
point, it was the tamest ice run experi­
enced in many years, and so far as can 
be learned, no serious damage resulted.

A huge jam has formed among the is­
lands at Springhill, but above that i»int 
there is open water all the way to Grand 
Falls. The river is also clear between 
this city and St. John. The water rose 
about three feet here during the night, 
but any further rise this morning has been 
checked by the ice jam.

The tugs of the St. John River Log 
Driving Co., are moored at the court 
house slip, and will start swinging booms 
at Lincoln and Crock's Point just as

“That after examining the various ap­
pendices of the report, ,we consider that

This 
recommendation might also apply to ap­
pendix “F,” which deals with' matters 
of much importance, but in too extended 
form for general distribution.

THE PfcOPLE’S MISSION
St. John. N. B., April 14, 1909.

As I walked down Waterloo St. this af­
ternoon 1 noticed four display cards on 
the building known as the Peoples’ Mis­
sion. In reading the inscription “For to 
Sale or to let. Apply to C. T. Jones, 
Pond St.” the past history of the Mission 
came very vividly before me. In 1893 in 
Berryman’s Hall I often listened with 
rapture to teaching of self-denial and holi­
ness and I thought sure I had found the 
true teaching of Christianity. I listened 
to the wholesale condemnation of all 
churches, and especially the Baptists. I 
enjoyed the teaching and preaching, be­
cause there is something fascinating about 
the thought that you belong to something 
that is superior to tbte rest of mankind. 
I became a member of the Missioi) and in 
Sutherland Hall received new instructions 
in regard to Christianity, namely, that it 
was wrong for a Christian to have a bank 
account, or to carry life insurance. Some 
were foolish enough to believe it, and to 
day the preacher has the bank account, 
and the others have none. Then I re­
member the meeting to discuss the plans 
to build the present hall. How hard some 
of the workers in their spare time collect­
ed money for the hall and worked in every 
way to make it a success. The first busi­
ness meeting held in the hall, how en­
thusiastic it W'as, the preacher announc­
ing very earnestly that he was pleased to 
be able to dedicate the hall to the l»rd 
free of debt. Then my mind gjoes back 
to 1903 in the summer sometime, when 
the preacher thought of leaving for larger 
fields, and how earnestly he told the peo­
ple that if they gave him $300 he would 
give the property back to them, and so 
five trustees were appointed and the 
preacher left receiving the $300. In Feb­
ruary, 1909, he returns and gets the prop­
erty back and sells it for, so he says, 
$1,500.

Now. as there are institutions for the 
uplifting of mankind who go a begging 
for a place in which to carry on their 
work, I think it is most un-Christian-like 
to take property like this, without the 
people’s consent, and dispose of it for per­
sonal benefit,

London, April 13—The Act of 1908, 
which has been described as the Children’s 
( barter ih now in force. So wide are 
the provisions of this act that twenty- 
one others dealing with children are en­
tirely repealed by it, while seventeen 
are more or less overridden.

Among the classes of people who will 
at once be affected by the act are parents, 
foster parents, tobacconists, publicans, po­
licemen, automatic machine makers, park 
keepers, magistrates, dealers in old metal, 
pawnbrokers, entertainment managers of 
every description, barge owners, chemists, 
^rincrs and vagrants. There is no doubt 
that many abuses of child life which have 
to long been tolerated will come to an 
end, but not until the act has been in 
operation for some time will it be pos­
sible to know what loopholes have been 
left.

a perhaps disproportionate degree of pub­
lic attention. It will now be the duty of 
every policeman and park keeper to seize 
and confiscate the cigarettes, eigarrette 
papers or tobacco of anyone* apparently 
under 16 whom he may find in the act of 
smoking. He may search a boy thus caught 
in the act, but not a girl.

Tobacconists are forbidden to sell to­
bacco in any form to any person apparent­
ly under the age of 16, whether it is for 
his own use or not. The penalty for such 
a sale may be $10 for the first offence, $25 
for the second and $50 for the third.

Automatic machines for the sale of cig­
arettes formed an obvious difficulty. To 
suppress them entirely was considered too 
harsh and arbitrary, so it is provided that 
“if on coinplaint to a court of summary 
jurisdiction it is proved that any auto­
matic machine for the sale of cigarettes” 
is being "extensively used by children or 
young persons” the court may order those 
responsible either to take precautions to 
abate the evil or to remove the machine 
altogether.

This is the clause dealing with publicans. 
In short, it forbids the presence of any 
child, boy or girl, under 14, at any time 
in the drinking bar of any licensed prem­
ises.

Other important clauses provided that 
every child under 7 placed out to nurse 
for more than forty-eight hours must be 
registered by the foster parent with the 
local authorities, whose duty it will be 
to appoint infant protection visitors. These 
visitors will supervise the homes in which 
the children have been placed, and give 
any necessary advice or directions as to 
nursing and maintenance.

These visitors will be armed with con­
siderable power and may cause the chil­
dren to be removed to a place of safety if 
the homes are unsanitary, overcrowded or 
dangerous, or if the foster parents 
fitted for their responsibilities “by 
of negligence, ignorance, inebriety, immor­
ality, criminal conduct or other similar 
cause.”

Foster parents are forbidden to insure 
the life of a nurse child, and insurance 
companies are forbidden to accept any 
such insurance.

The act greatly strengthens the present 
laws dealing with all forms of cruelty to 
children and increases the punishments 
for offences under this heading with fines 
of $500 or terms of l,wo years’ imprison­
ment in grave cases.

OTHER PROVISIONS.

The. last clause headed “Miscellaneous 
and General,” covers a wide range. The 
principal provisions are as follows;

The public may be excluded from court 
while children or young persons give evi­
dence in certain cases.

No children, except babies in arms, or 
witnesses, may remain in court during the 
trial of other persons.

A dealer in old metal or a marine store 
dealer becomes liable to a penalty of £5 
if he or she purchases any old metal from 
a person apparently under the age of 16.

It becomes an offence for a pawnbroker 
to take an article in pawn from a person 
apparently under the age of 14.

A vagrant may be fined for permitting 
a child of school age to wander about with 
him, and the child may be removed to a 
place of safety.

It becomes an offence punishable with 
a fine of £3 to give intoxicating liquor to 
a child under the age of 5 years except on 
on a doctor's order, or in case of sickness, 
apprehended sickness or “other urgent 
cause.”

As an example of the great detail with 
which the act covers the ground may be 
quoted the provision that a child under 
seven must not be left in a room without 
an adequate fire guard.

The increase of drinking and.drunken­
ness among women and the great and in­
creasing number of women brought be­
fore London magistrates charged with be­
ing drunk and disorderly have been the 
subjects of frequent remark, but this 
evil is by no means confined to London.

Go where ydu will in Great Britain and 
you will find the drinking bars of the or­
dinary public houses frequented/ty wom­
en. They stand at the bar drinking beer 
or spirits just as the men do. In many 
cases they bring their children, boj's or 
girls, with them. The baby in aims is 
taken perhaps more frequently than any 
other child, for it cannot be left alone in 
the house or at play in the street. The 
custom of giving the child, not except­
ing the baby in arms, occasional sips of 
whatever liquor the parent is drinking is 
almost universal. To combat this evil 
the act provides that no child under 14 
shall be allowed in the bar.

The larva of the clothes moth founds in 

this section is a dull, white caterpillar, 
with the head and upper part of the next 
eegipent a light brown. The little insect 
is never seen free from its movable case 
or jacket, the construction of which is its 
first task. When the insect desires to 
change its position, it'drags this case along 
with it, and with its growth the insect 
enlarges tiie case in length and in width 
by slitting the case part way down and 
inserting a gore of new material.

From the outside this, little case about 
the larva appears to be made up of a mat­
ted mass of small particles of wool, but 
inside it is lined with soft whitish ailk. 
An interesting experiment may be made 
by transferring the larva from one ma­
terial to another, and in this way the 
additions to its case are shown in the col- 

of the various materials it has been 
placed on.

Uiion attaining its full growth the in­
sect attaches its case to the garment it 
has been feeding upon and undergoes its 
transformation to the chrysalis within the 
larval case. Under normal conditions the 
winged moth emerges from the case in 
about three weeks. In this winged state 
the moths are short lived, as they do not 
long survive the deposition of théir eggs 
for a new generation.

In the winged state the moths are per­
fectly harmless, their months being rudi­
mentary, and no food whatever being 
taken in this stage of their existence. It 
is in the larval stage that the moths de­
stroy clothing, portieres, furniture, car­
pets, etc. The eggs laid by the winged 
moths are very minute, hardly visible to 
fne naked eye, and are usually placed di­
rectly on the material which is to furnish 
the caterpillar with food. There is sup­
posed to be only one generation a year 
in this section of the country.

One of the best and most-used remedies 
is that of airing and beating articles in­
fested with the moths,- which in gerenal

The larva can stand a temperature of 
18 degrees with no apparent ill results, but 
alternate temperatures of heat and cold 
kill them.

One successful method used for storing 
clothing, furs, etc., to protect them from 
the moths is to pack the articles away in 
boxes, wrapped in common tarred paper. 
Many object to the smell of the tar, how­
ever, when the clothing is removed from 
the box.

One sure method of packing, which en­
tails no such disagreeable result and etill 
insures immunity from the attacks of the 
moths is to pack clothing, furs, feathers 
etc., known to be free from moth eggs, 
in heavy paper boxes. Then the edges of 
the box arc sealed over with paper 
to make them absolutely moth tight.

Building in North End Will be 
Dedicated at Public Meeting 
to be Held T jnightBitter Enemies of Dr. Pugsley Attempt to Launch Another Campaign Against 

Him But Fail in Their Purpose—Dr. Daniel Attempted to Read Garbled 
Accounts of Notorious Affidavit But Would Not Father its Contents

v
The now Temple of Honor building, in 

Main street, which is to be dedicated to­
night, is a fine brick structure, about 70 
feet long and 32 feet wide. On the ground 
floor are a large auditorium, with capa­
city for seating 450 persons, and a large 
and commodious kitchen fitted with the 
latest and best in sanitary plumbing. The 
stairs leading to the second story aie at 
the left of the entrance. They are finish­
ed in hard wood and are wide and com­
modious.

At the head of the stairs are a recep­
tion room, a cloak room and a toilet 

Turning to the left again one passes 
through two ante-rooms into the lodge 
room. This is a fine large room about 44x32 
with high ceiling. It is to be fitted up 
with upholstered settees, heavy carpets j 
and the best lddge furniture procurable, 
making one of the finest lodge rooms in 
the city.

Tonight a public meeting will be held 
in the new auditorium at 8 o’clock. Ad­
dresses will be given by several promin­
ent citizens. A programme of merit has 
been arranged. At the close refreshments 
will be served.

Tomorrow evening in connection with 
the dedication a citizen’s banquet will be 
held. Addresses will be given by H. A. 
Powell, K. C., Judge Willrich, Rev. D. 
Hutchinson, Mayor Bullock and Most 
Worthy Templar W. C. Whittaker. An 
orchestra will be in attendance. Tickets 
may be procured from any of the mem­
bers or in the North End drug stores.

pointed out that in the original affidavit 
there was clearly a charge against the 
minister of public works, but he under­
stood that the date of the transaction re­
ferred to in the affidavit had been changed 
from 1907 to 1905 and that fn the year 
1905 Dr. Pugsley was not a member of 
the dominion house.

Mr. Foster said that the specific pur­
pose of the resolution which Dr. Daniel 
proposed to make is to secure an investi­
gation by a committee of parliament into 
the contract in question.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier—“If it is only the 
transaction for which the investigation is 
sought why not leave out the offensive re­
ference to the minister of public works?”

The ground involved ih fine point of or­
der was gone over a half dozen times, fre­
quently as many as two or three members 
attempting to speak at one time in inter­
pretation of the rules of the house as ap­
plied to this case. George E. Foster made 
three or four speeches and finally finding 
that other members were not willing to 
leave him in undivided possession of the 
floor as long and as often as he desired, 
remarked: “Let us know if we are in a 
reasonable parliament or in a mad house. 
I leave the whole matter in the hafids of 
the prime minister.”

Thus appealed to, Sir Wilfrid again 
stated the rule of parliament that unless 
a specific charge was marie on the respon- 
siblity of a member of parliament no 
statement reflecting on a member could 
be received by the house. If a charge was 
made by one member against another he 
must be prepared to prove that charge. 
But he understood that Dr. Daniel did 
not propose to make a charge against the 
minister of public works. Sir Wilfrid sug­
gested that Dr. Daniel might be allowed 
to continue the reading of the affidavit, 
provided he bore in mind the speaker’s 
ruling that offensive words must not be 
used.

“Let this well known rule of parliament 
be well understood, if we are to preserve 
the dignity of parliament,” he said.

As . Dr. Daniel was about to resume the 
reading which had for so long been in­
terrupted the hour of six was indicated 
by the clock, and another rule intervened. 
This was the rule that on Wednesdays 
the house adjourns for the day at 6 
o’clock. The speaker left the chair with 
the affidavit unread, Mr. Foster protest­
ing that before a final ruling was made 
the whole matter should be carefully 
thought over in respect to any future de­
mand which might be made for a parlia­
mentary investigation.

There were some proceedings before the 
above incident.

Hon. Mr. Lemieux moved his resolu­
tion for an increase in the pay of post 
office messengers, porters, letter carriers, 
mail transfer agents, box collectors and 
fourth-class clerks. This was adopted and 
the bill to give it effect was introduced 
and reàd the first time.

Mr. Lemieux in presenting the resolu­
tion referred to the requests for increases 
in the pay of postal employes which had 
been made from time -to time and said 
that the increases which the resolution 
proposed were based on the reports of 
Superintendent Ross and the higher offi­
cials of the service. The new scale would 
give letter carriers probationary pay of 
$1.75, an increase of 50 cents, and there 
would be the same 50-cent increase for all 
grades of letter carriers which would give 
class D the highest, $2.50 per day, with 
25 cent» more, where special service was 
performed. Fpr fourth-class clerks the pay 
is increased from $400 to $500, with an­
nual increases of $100 to $700. Stampers 
atfd sorters are increased from $360 mini­
mum to $500, with annual increases of $50 
to $600. They would then qualify for pro­
motion to the fourth class. . L

The postmaster general said that the 
increase would affect 1,500 employes of 
the department and would increase the 
annual expenditure of the Service by 
$217,880.

George E. Foster started to spéak to the 
point of order raised by Dr. Pugtiey and 
in doing so was proceeding with a digest 
of the contents of the affidavit.

Mr. Foster was called to order by Dr. 
Pugsley, who said that a digest or the 
reading of the affidavit was contrary to 
the rules of the house, as Mr. Foster 
knew,unless coupled with a definite charge 
against him (Dr. Pugsley.) The minister 
of public works said that matters had gone 
far enough to make it clear that it was 
not the original affidavit which Dr. Dan­
iel and his friends were trying to get on 
Hansard.

At Meeting of Medical Society

In time of war the privates receive dou­
ble pay, and the officers* receive extra al­
lowances (in the case of captains this is 
£16 13s); infantry officers receive a sum 
of £41 13s to purchase and equip a horse. 
In the cavalry every first and third lieu­
tenant starts for the front with two 
horses (one his own, the other the prop­
erty of the treasury), every captain with 
four, and each colonel with six horses. 
Generals take four horses and a carriage, 
which contains besides personal luggage, 
all the necessary maps, plans and the 
military chest. Naturally, the soldiers do 
not receive their pay so regularly in war 
time as in time of peace. So before the 
start is made for the front everybody is 
asked to whom he desires to bequeath any 
moneys due him should he fall on the 
field.

A correspondent of the London Stand­
ard, writing from Buda-Pest on March 20, 
says of the then expected proclamation 
announcing a mobilization of the army.

The proclamation is notified to all men 
liable to military service first by posters, 
and in villages by the public crier. Tire 
duty of the gendarmes is to see that all 
men thus called upon report themselves 
Et the proper military headquarters. In 
Cwo days every branch of the military ser­
vice is brought up to full strength—every 

in full equipment. All the horses lent 
to the country folk by the treasury are 
withdrawn, saddled, and placed at the 
disposal of the reserve hussars.

On the day of mobilization civil life is 
practical!)' paralyzed throughout the 
country. Coffee houses, full at other times, 

almost empty; the shops show signs 
of the effect of the royal proclamation, 
and the electric tramway companies arc 
already at their wits’ end to discover how 
they will be able to replace all the em­
ployes who will thus be called up.

Everybody still on the lists is obliged 
to report himself, without respect of age. 
Those who arc no longer alert or have 
completed their thirty-eighth year are not 
Rent to the front, but are attached to 
some field hospital or catering station. Ae 
the number of reservists and supernumer­
ary reservists are called up far exceeds 
even the war footing, new army corps are 
created—new regiments, squadrons and 
batteries, which are held in reserve. These 
men, particularly the younger one®—are 
carefully trained at home, so as to be able 
at a moment's notice to replace the killed 
itnd wounded.

At midnight on the day of mobilization 
the whole ordinary traffic of the railway 
ceases and the railways are transferred 
to the control of the military authorities. 
The management of each station on the 
lines required is taken over by a military 
officer, who is attended by the requisite 
number of non-commissioned officers and 
privates; and the ordinary timetable is 
succeeded by the “military” timetable,

If it were to be open­
ed tpmorrow, it would be almost useless 
to us. At 3eq§t, it would be of lege serv­
ice to America than to any other com­
mercial nation.

Great Britain and Germany 
have been making extra efforts to extend 
and strengthen their spheres of commerc­
ial influence in the east since we under­
took the construction of the Panama Can­
al, and their merchants wondet- at the 
supine indifference of the American man­
ufacturer. It will not do for our people 
to take the attitude that they- will go af­
ter those markets when the way is open. 
Whilst the oriental trade is a highly 
profitable and desirable one, it is a diffi­
cult one to establish. Asiatics are ex­

It is a disquieting thought that since the 
French undertook the canal project, 30 
years ago, practically all the leading engin- 

of the world have been called upon to 
investigate and report on tli£ scheme. Our 
predecessors had their Comité Technique 
and we our board of consulting engineers 
both bodies composed of international au­
thorities of the highest repute. In addi­
tion, «numerous expert a^Avc made exam­
inations of the ground and the plans and 
have expressed their opinions. The result 
if collected, would till several good sized 
volumes with the most conflicting con­
clusions. The trip of another body of 
especially appointed engineers to the isth­
mus raises the question whether we arc 
trying to justify ourselves in a course 
which is contrary to the weight of the 
beet technical advice that has been given 
to us. If the Gatun Dam site ie a* safe 
as the commission declares it to be and no 
new complications have arisen, then the 
arguments which swayed Congress in its 
decision to adopt the lock-level plan are as 
potent today as ever they were.

The ideal waterway would be a strait, 
which vessels could enter directly from the 
ocean and in which they could steam free­
ly, pass one another and turn about. Such 
a waterway is entirely out of the question. 
Even though it were possible to construct 
it, the cost would be eo great as to render 
it a heavily losing investment for all time. 
As a matter of fact, however, no canal 
through the Isthmus of Panama is prac­
ticable without locks. The difference be­
tween high water in one and the other 
ocean is 22 feet, and, failing regulating 
works, the tide through the canal would 
prevent navigation during a large portion 
of each day. The most liberal plan for a 
sea-level canal contemplates no more than

of the Gatun Dam sank about 20 feet. 
News of this occurrence immediately start 
ed a wide discussion of the much-vexed 
question of the safety of the\ structure on 
which the entire lock-level plan of con­
struction depends. The matter was great­
ly exaggerated by the press, one of the 
newspapers going so far as to declare that 
the discovery had been made of <an enor- 

lake underling the Canal Zone. This 
unfortunately Was not true, otherwise the 
condition would have afforded a simple sol­
ution to the problem. With a large sub­
terranean lake available, all that would be 
necessary would be to scrape off the cov­
ering, or peel it off, as one might a pie 
crust, and presto—h ready made waterway 
at. sea level or. lower. As a matter of fact, 
the trouble docs not seem to have been of 
a serious character, nor such as would 
raise apprehensions of the safety of the 
dam site, ^he commission gave out an em­
phatic statement to this effect, which was 
reinforced by a similar utterance of the 
chief engineer. These assurances would 
have been more satisfactory but for the 
fact that Mr. Taft announced his intention 
of investigating affairs on the spot, and the 
President appointed a commission of en­
gineers to accompany him.

Unless we can make the canal a paying 

undertaking from the commercial point of 
view, it had better have been left alone. 
As a strategic agency it will be of little 
.account! It will enàblc us in time of 
peace to move our vessels expeditiously 
from one side of the continent to the 
other, but in case of war it may be more 
detrimental than useful. To fortify the 
canal is quite out of the question, 
to guard it effectually. A stick of dyna­
mite in the hands of a Japanese Hobson, 
Say, would be sufficient to wreck the 
lopks at Gatun and put the entire water­
way out of commission. Its neutrality 
will not be observed by a determined bel­
ligerent. In case of war the power first 
on the spot or having the strongest navy 
will seize and hold the canal. In the af­
fair with Russia, Japan showed an enter­
prising appreciation of the value of a 
coup de guerre. Should she design hos­
tilities upon the United States she would, 
before declaring war, prepare for a diash 
to the Panama Canal, and if our fleet 
happened to be elsewhere, we might be 
led to wish that We had never made » 
cut through the isthmus.

The lake will afford open navigation for a 
distance of 23 miles, pr more than half the 
total length of the waterway. The Cule- 
bra Cut will be traversed by a channel 
200 feet in width, and the remaining dis­
tance will be mainly occupied by a lake 
five miles across, filling ,a depression be­
tween the divide and tfyi Pacific Ocean. 
The total length of the channel, which 
extends several miles into the ocean at 
either end, is nearly 50 miles. Of this 
only one-seventh is less than 300 feet in 
width, while more than two-thirds of 
it is 500 feet wide or oyer.

Briefly stated, the reasons advanced by 
the minority of the board ' of consulting 
engineers for their belief that a lock canal 
is the better one for the United States to 
construct are as follows : 1. Greater ca­
pacity for traffic than afforded by the nar-

way„ but it does not appear to be a very 
strong one. It is true that a comparatively 
slight shock might derange the locks and 
obstruât navigation for a while, but a vio­
lent convulsion would be apt to work 
greater destruction upon the canal on sea- 
level than that at the 85-foot elevation. It 
muet be remembered that in connection 
with the former there must be a number 
of dams, levees, sluices and other works 
liable to damage by earthquake.

The main feature of the lock-level plan 
is a large lake 110 square miles in extent, 
which will be formed by shutting in the 
Chagres Valiev by the Gatun Dam, and 
impounding the waters of the streams 
that flow into it. This lake will form the 
summit level of the canal. At the Atlan­
tic end of it a broad channel about thrfec 
miles ip length will lead into the ocean.

from 160 to 200 feet of bottom width, and 
it is admitted that this would cost twice 
as much as the proposed lock-level water­
way and take twice as long to build. The 
foreign members of the board were unani­
mous in favoring the sea-level type, and 
this may be explained by the fact that, in 
Europe, the Suez Canal is the standard ot 
excellence. Furthermore, very large locks 
arc unknown in the practice of European 
engineers, and they expressed serious dis­
trust of the huge structures contemplated. 
On the other hand, while there are no such 
locks as those proposed now in the United 
States, the engineers believe that the ex­
perience of the large locks at the Soo and 
the Welland Canals fully justify the adop­
tion of the plans for those at Panama. The

The first
in Eastern Canada took place in the St. 
Andrew’s rink last night, wh^n 
than 500 people saw Herbert Danaher 
win from Robert Finnigan, coverning 
the full Marathon distance twenty-six 
miles and- 385 yards, in four hours one 
minute and fifty-four seconds. Finnigan 
was beaten about two niilee. Though 
he was compelled to leave the track twice, 
he ran gamely and made plucky efforts 
to regain lost groünd.

Much has been written of these gruell­
ing contests on the American -tracks and 
in upper Canada, but last night St. John 
was able to see for itself.

What a grind it was! Twenty-six 
miles and more on what was a small track 
for such a race; a board track, too, in an 
enclosed place where, even if lofty the 
air could not be like that of the invigor­
ating ozone of the outdoors—a grind for 
hour after hour. Danaher stuck. to it fpr 
four steady hours, never letting up, 
though at times only walking. Finnigan 
twice left the track.

From the first, keen excitement was 
manifested. Instead of diminishing, the 
crowd increased as the race progressed, 
while neither man showed signs of col­
lapse at the finish, it was apparent that 
the long grind was an awful strain, and 
it was quite apparent that it is essential 
that a contestant must be in .the best 
physical condition to take part in such 
contests. Both men showed signs of dis­
tress at times, but use of a wet sponge 
or bottle of tea handed them by their 
trainers had the effect of reviving them 
and, throwing the head back, the gait 
would be quickened. . .

The first indication of distress was 
when the hand was brought across the brow 
and the head inclined forward. The 
pace, at first quick, became a lope, slow­
ing down to *a jog, and sometimes to a 
walk, the hands clinched and elbows 
swinging and, as the race wore on, the 

hanging by their sides.
At various stages the trainers would 

run alongside speaking words of en­
couragement and almost urging the men 
to continue.

.. The start was made at 8.12. The men 
got away together, but Finnigan soon after 
the start took the lead and held it till 
the third lap, when Danaher, who had 
settled down to a long loping gait, jump­
ed to the fore amid much applause. The 
first mile was done in 7.25, the men being 
close together. From this out Danaher in­
creased his lead. On the 4th lap of the 
second mile he was half a lap ahead, and 
pn the 6th lap caught and passed Finni­
gan.

As they neared the three mile mark 
Danaher was three laps in the lead, and 
on the 8th lap of the fourth mile sprinted, 
gaining a fourth lap. On the fourth lap 
of the fifth mile Danaher was given a wet 
sponge. As he again sprinted on the sev­
enth lap the hand struck up a lively air. 
On the second lap of the fifth mile the 
lad in blue increased his lead to five laps, 
and on the 10th lap he was six laps to 

‘the good.

lap of the seventh mile Danaher had a 
seven lap lead, which was still further 
increased to eight.

Wrestler 
Straight falls

Dexter Pavilion, Chicago, April 14— 
Frank dotch, of Humboldt, Iowa, tpnight 
retained the world’s wrestling champion­
ship by defeating Yussif Mahmout, of Bul­
garia, ’in straight falls in a fast and fur­
ious match.' The Bulgarian was a,child in 
the hands of the American. „

Goth won both falls with crotch and 
half-Nelson holds in eight minutée and in 
nine minutes and ten seconds. The vic­
tory of the champion is all the more 
notable inasmuch as he did not use his 
famous toe hold in bringing about the 
downfall of the powerful foreigner, whose 
shoulders had not hitherto been put to 
the mat in America.

Gotch was able to get almost any hold 
he desired.

The match was fact and exciting from 
the time the men Entered the ring. It was 
full of action, snap, dash and vim from 
start to finish. It was so short that there 
was not a single idle moment during the 
two falls.

It was^ announced that after a confer­
ence lasting most of the day over Mah- 
mout’e determination to enter the ring in 
his bare feet, as has been his custom in 
his matches in this country despite 
Gotch's assertion that this would lessen 
his chances of obtaining the toe hold, the 
dispute had been settled by Mahmout’s 
proposing to forfeit 8500 of his end of the 
puree to Gotch and to enter the ring in 
his bare feet. Rather than call off the 
match Gotch agreed to Mahmout’s pro­
posal, although he contended that the rules 
called for shod feet-

It was 11 o’clock before the match be­
gan. For the first three minutes the two 
men rolled about the ring without either 
getting a hold. Finally, after three min­
utes ot wrestling, Gotch got a hold on 
Mahmout’s left leg and threw him to the 
mat. The American champion was after 
the foreigner like a wildcat and the Hun­
garian responded with every ounce of his 
strength, but could ndt break Gotch’s hold. 
Mahmout bridged and used every artifice, 
but Gotch gradually forced his opponent’s 
shoulders to the mat. It was a magnificent 
test of strength between two great ex­
ponents of wrestling, but the champion, 
cheered on bv his admirers, finally secured 
a crotch and half-Nelson hold and Referee 
Smith gave him the fall in eight minutes. 
Mahmout’s shoulders Were pinnqd to the 
mat for the first time since he has been 
in this country.

The crowd cheered and yelled for sev­
eral minutes after the fall.

Gotch and Mahmout started the second 
fall at 11.29. After a minute of fiddling 
in the middle of the ring, the men mixed 
and Mahmout put Gotch down on the mat. 
After some sharp work Gotch wriggled 
out of the Turk’s hold and assumed the 
aggressive. Gotch tried repeatedly for the 
deadly toe hold, but Mahmout fought 
harder than before and the American was 
unable to get the bare foot. Gotch ob­
tained a barlock on Mahmout, but the 
men wriggled off the mat. Referee Smith 
called them to the centre of the ring. Mah­
mout allowed Gotch his old hold. Gotch 
soon got a crotch and a half-Neleon but 
Mahmout wriggled out. The struggle waxed 
fast and furious with Mahmout on the de­
fensive all the time. Gotch then got the 
same hold that won the first fall for him, 
a crotch and a half-Nelson. Mahmout, 
realizing the danger, fought like a wild­
cat to break the hold, but it was of no 
avail. Despite the Turk’s immense strength 
and ability, he was pinned to the mat for 
the final fall in nine minutes ten seconds.
