Torrible Steamboat Disaster.

A St. Louis despatch of 6th says.—

The steamer La Mascotte blew up and
burned yesterday but it was impossible to
obtain anything hke a detailed story of the
herrible affair nntil to-day, and even now
half the horror cannot be described nor can
a fully accurate list of the victins be
given, Just how many lives were lost is
not known, probably never will be known,
as there is nothing of the boat’s books and
papers left by way of record. From the
many and various stories told by these
who were on the ifl-fated steamboat, each
contradicting the other in some material
feature, due largely to the confusion inevi-
table on such a terrible occasion, your cor-
respondent has condensed the following
recital of the disaster:—

La Mascotte was a new boat, built this
spring, at Evausville, Ind.,, where her
owners, Messrs. Dowland & Perkins,
reside. She was not a large boat, bnt was
elegantly furnished and equipped, having
been built purposely for the short packet
trade between St. Louis and Cape Garar-
deau. She has been runn:ng in that trade
ever since her completion, making tri.
weekly trips, and literally coining money
for her owners. She left here last Mon-
day evening, and started from Cape
Girardeau on the return trip about ten
o'clock Tuesday morning. At that time
there were on board about twenty-five
passengers, nearly all of them living at
Cape Garardeau or in the vicinity. The
crew of the boat consisted of about forty
persons, all told, There has never been
the least defect descovered in the boat’s
machinery, and when she started up the
river from Cape Garardeau there was not
the least indication of anything wrong,
She had proceeded up the river about
twenty-five miles, and at noon landed at
a point known as Neely's Landing. After
about five minutes’ stop she backed out
from the landiog and was just straighten-
ing up the river, both engines
aud a full head of steam on,
was au explosion.

THE EXPLOSION,

In strict steamboat parlance, she did not
“blow up,” us the explosion did not demol-
s" the upyer works; she simply collapsed a
a flue.

THIRTY-FIVE ILIVES LOST. |

It isstill impossible to tell just how |
many lost their lives, but Captain Thowp-
son says he thinks thirty-five.

Of those |
saved many are terribiy injured and will ]‘
die. Roy Petkins, the chief clerk of the |
boat, a brother of one of the owners, was |
seen to go to the office of the boat, take |
the contents of the safe, consisting of
money and valuable papers, and secure |
them about his person and then jump
overboard.

VICTIMS OF THE DISASTER,

A special despatch from Cape Girardean
says the explosion spent its force directly
backward into the engine room, and the
crew and roustabouts suffered from being
scalded by the escaping steam. Eleven
of the latter were so terribly burned that
huge scales of flesh peeled from their
bodies.

There are in the hospital here fifteen
persons all seriously scalded. Of these
five must die and three others are be-
yond recovery.

After the bodies of the killed and ir-
jured had been brought ashore they were
placed on the steauw.er Eagle, which
brought them to Cape Girardean, where
local and visiting physicians are now car-
ige for them. The register of the pass-
engers was lost, and it is thought that
some were drowned or killed whose bodies
have not been recovered.

THE STEAMER DRIFTING HELPLESS.

The boat is said to have been under 150
pounds of steam, her usual amount, when
the explosion suddenly occurred, blowing
the fire in every direction. The utmost
confusion prevailed. The pilot turned
her toward the shore, but the flames
caused him to abandon his post before
the stage plank could he_lowered. Sub-
sequently the current tarned the boat’s
bow out into the river again, while her
stern swung close to the bank, which af-
forded a means of escape for several who
were at that end of the boat, the pilot and
one cabin boy getting ashore without in.
juries or even a wet toot. The stage
plank was lowered and many were placed
upen it, mostly Wwomen aund children, who
would have been saved had not the
smokestack fallen squarely across it, and
all who were not killed by it were drown-
ed. Captain Thompson, after doing all
in his power tosave the passengers and
crew, jumped overboard and swam ashore,
the boat having by this time drifted fully
two hundred yards out into the river.
The steamer dritted over to the Illinois
shore, opposite Williard’s Landing, and
sank, the only thing visible at present
being her wheels.

SAVING LIVES ON THE LANDING PLANK.

Lew Grabam, the second clerk tells the
following story of the disaster:—“We
had landed at Neeley's and were pulling
out, and 1 walked up stairs and into my
room, when I heard a small explosion like
that of a sky vocket, and opened the door
to the cabin and saw the steam coming
into it from the barber shop. I saw the
Iadies in their cabin and called to them to
come forward. I saw fire comng fom
under the boiler deck and I took the
ladies forward to the boiler deck and
started .down stairs, where Pilot Graveau
gave life preservers to them, telling them
all to put them on immediately. I order-
ed the stage plank thrown overboard,
which was promptly done, and we put all
the ladies on the plank. The rigging
broke and the plank swung out. Mrs.
L. Seimers jumped iuto my arms and I
landed her on the stage, while I
thrown into the river myself. I swam
alongside of the stage and made the men
get off 8o it would bear up the ladies. I
then swam to a ledge of rocks and crawled
ashore. A man from Illinois with a skiff
took the penple off the stage and also
saved a number that were swimming, but
I don’t recollect the skiffman’s name.

Pupils’ school experiences, now
and under the old system, modes of im-
parting instraction, ete, were rapidly and
at times eloquently touchel upon and a
defence made against the cry that the
more necessary and practical branches were
sacrificed to the so-called scientific studies.
Referring to complaints that industrial or
technical instruction wag not imparted in
the schools he citel th® fact that indus-
trial drawing was taaght, and said provi.
sions were made for industrial instruction
as far as the principle of the system would
admit. Sewing and kaitting, and the
principles of domestic economy were pro-
vided for in the course, but advantage
was not taken of this savein the cities and
towns. The course, he admitted, needed
some readjustment in this respect. He
also expressed the hope that changss
would be made in the Superior School
course and organization to better adapt
them to existing wa ts. He protested
against efforts being made to ‘promote
technical at the expense of general educa.-
tion and said the trained hand must be
nal in order that the skilled hand might
be secured. In closing he referred to the
labors of the teachers and the necessity for
cooperation and sympathy with and sup-
port of their important work.

G. A. Blair, Esq., was
upon by the Chairman and paid a high
tribute to the teaching profession. The
teacher’s vocition was equally important
with that of parents and the clergy, for it
had to do with moulding the character of
the future meraniwomea of the country.
It was high-minded mewand wom2n who
constituted the glory of the state and it
was because the teachers had so mach to
do with the training of thsse that their
vocation was of the highest importance
and worthy of being held in the highest
honor. He knew that our teachers were
a credit to the community and worthy of
the interests entrusted to them, He refer-
red to the question of religious instru.tion
in schoolsand while realising, in the divi-
ded state of religion, that it was unrea.
sonable to expect that any particular
doctrines or dogmas could b2 taught,
he saw nothing to prevent teachers from
instructing the young in their duty to God,
the state. their neizhborsand themselves,
and the speaker gave a specific and
categorical list of thess duties which, to
his mind, might properly constitute a
a common school catechism. He urged
liberality in dealing with tewchers and
s1id women should be paid asgood salaries

Dr Jack, being called vpon next, refer-
red to old acquaintance with Chathan
and the improvement in school affiirs
here,as elsewhere in the last twenty years.
He said it was a pleasant and gratilying
contrast. Therawas in the old timea
training school ‘in St. John which no
teacher was obliged to attend. Teachers'
interests were then individual and divid-
el; there was no unity ; now they were
trained.to realise that there was a common
and noble purpose in their work and they
met, as they were meeting here, with one
mind and one purpose. He was glad to
see the imprdvem :nt that had been effect.
ed in educational matters in the provine-,
nt only in the methods of teaching but in
school buildings and appliancess.  One of
our n=els, however, was a proper system
of higher education leading up to the Uni-
vargicy and thematter had been proposed,
Chatham being spoken of asthe location
of the school for the North Shore. He
stronuly urged that Chatham should make
an effyrt to retain her present educational
status and unprove it, rather than assent
to a retrozrade policy, He hoped the
gramuar school would be retained, so that
Chatham might not let go its privileges
by which it ought to become the educa-
tional metropolis of the North Shore.

He sail when the
Normal School was located there he at-
tended it and obtained his certificate in
three daysand alvhough he had not pre-
viously known anythae of bookekceping
he mastered all the necessary detaiis in an
hour or so abd passed a successfnl exam-
ination in that branch. The course of in-
straction, under the present system, does
not make necessary provision fer those who
have only a limited time to attend school.
Au objection urged was the multiplicity
of studies, but those who made it had lit-
tle idea of the mind of a child,as variety of
studies promoted development. The glory
of the present system was that it taught
children to think, Teachers were under-
paid in proportion to the work they had to
do, and th-y should be appreciated more
than those who simply worked with their
hands.

Danl. Ferguson, E:q, Coll:ctor of Cus-
toms spoke in response to an invitation
from the chair. saying he had, like Mr
Harrison, declined te address the Meeting
when asked beforehand to do so, but he
would congratulate the Institute om the
dep irture it had made in having outside
speakers at the public meeting. It had
the effect of attracting a larger attendance,
He was not opposed to the use of the rod
in the schools, for he must admit that a
good deal had beec impressed on his mem-
ory byit. He was much in favor of the
present system, for he was convinced, in
his experience, of its efficiency, especially
in imparting a knowledge of the classics.
There was little cause for the grambling
that had been referred to fox the system
was efficient and the law one of the best
in existence, while with a few changes it
could be made as near perfect as possible,
After referring to the advantages of the
Institute and the faithfulness of the
teachers to their duties he said the ob-
jections against the pres:ribel course did
not apply in country schools, where the
course could be as simple as d=sired. It
was only in the towns where the course
must be adhered to. He closed by co m-
plimeatary reference to the Chief Su per-
intendent.

He said this was
neither the time or place to discuss the
school law of the land, but it was a time
to give encouragement to the teachers.
The new system was much better than
the old for everyone knew we had better
buildings, better books and appliances and
better teaching now then formerly. A
good deal had been said of the three Rs;
but he would much rather discuss the
three Ss—Stumpage, Suffrage and Steam-
boat Subsidies. The
was education and he had pleasure in bear-
ing testimony to the faithfulness of the
teachers and also in saying he believed
they deserved to be well paid. He thought
teachers of the third class should not be
required to go to the Normal School for
a test of their qualification, because it
was putting an unnecessary burden
and inconvenience wup)n them, as
they could have all the necessary train.
ing and examination atthe high schools
and through the Inspectors There should
be sowething in the way of testing the
faculties of teachersfor imparting instrue-
tion. This did not seem to have suffizient
attention from the Board of Education.
It was well known that there were persons
of excellent scholastic attainments who
could not impart their knowledge to
others, just as there were some judges
who were eminent as lawyers and yet
could not present a case so thata jury
could understand it. He urged the desir-
ability of the Institutes discussing propos-
ed changes in the school law and regula-
tions and dwelt upon the benefits and
necessity of children being made the sub-
jects of home-training as an aid to that in
the schools. When ~boms-training and
discipline were neglected the school could
never supply the deficiency. Parents and
the public wers too apt to act as if their
duty ended when they sent their children
to school and paid their taxes. He wasa
believer én the rod as well as in more
gentle means of training. He hoped this
meeting was an earnest of increasing inter-
est in a very important subject, commend-
ed the general faithfulness and efficiency
of our teachers, who seemed to manifest
great interest in those who were prepared by
them for the duties of life and felt reward-
ed in their successes after they had passed
beyond their control.

Mr Smith, in response to another call,
spoke briefly, saymg he had declined to
aldress the meeting When asked to do so,
one of his reasons being that his views
were not unlike those of Mr Harrison. At
the same time this meeting which was so
well attended and the gatheiing together
of so many teachers seemed to b~ evidence
and a gnarantee of intellectual progress
in the community, and the differing views
that had been expressed would, no doubt,
be beneficial to those direciiy interested
in working the system. He moved a vote
of thanks to the chairman,and the meeting
closel with brief remarks by that gentle-
man.

After the opening, Friday morning the
President introduced the Chief Superin-
tendent, who expressed his pleasure at
meeting so many teachers who appeared
to take a deep interest in education.
Exch teacher might have methods peculiar
to himseli, but there were great principles
which must'always be kept in visw. [He
had protited by attending Institutes, and
tho public had bezun te take more interest
in them

After remarks on the arrangement of
the manual work by the Pressdent, the
Chief Superiatendent and the Inspector,
Miss Raossell, Miss Quinlan and Mr.
Covert were appointed a committee to
attend to it. [t was resolved, on motion
of Inspector Mersereau, that an exhibition
of maunual work from all the schools of the
county be made at each Iastitute.

Mr Cox introduced the suhject of Phy-
sical Geography, explaining how to teach
children th: effscts of water and water
vapor, the influence of hills and moun-
tains, the nature of salt lakes, and the
canses of deserts.  Messrs. Mersereau,
Hutchison and  Crocket endorsed the
views of Mr. Cox, and it was resolved
that Mr. Cox should write out the sub-
stance of his remarks for the Journal of
Education.

Mr Carruthers read a good paper on
History, explaining his method of teach-
ing it. He would use the text books for
ais facts, but group the facts in the order
he thought best for his pupils.

Mr. Hutchison, President Palmer, Mr,
Anthony and Mr. Cox discussed the
method unfolded by Mr. Carruthers.

Dr. Jack,ex-President of the University
of New Brunswick, was introduced, and
made a pleasing speech.
