Preparations. for the Grand -Openirg

A Brief Sketch of the Chief Features of the
Coming Exhibition.

THE PROMINENT POSITION OF CANADA,

{The Colonies and Indis; March 12)

Although another two 'months must elapse
before the Colonial and Indian exhibition
can be thrown open to the publio, it may
Interest ourreaders to hesr some account of
the stage which has been reached up to the
present time in the preparation and arrange-
ments for the opening day. So far as can
be judged from appearances, there is the
best chanoe that the ‘‘Colonies,” or *'Co-
lonials,” as it haes been  dubbed, will prove
attractive in the ‘highest degree to the
British publie, and more or less to the pub-
lic of the world. Tbere is 30 much emula-
tion and friendly rivalry between the dif-
ferent colonies in their efforts to mske a
good dieplay of thelr resources and their
products of every description that it
would be strange indeed if' the result
vs & whole was nos highly appreciated. It is
now considerably more than a year since the
extensive preparations for the exhibition
were begun in real earnest by the royal
commission, under the presidency of the
Prince of Walee; and se the month of May
draws near the exhibition buildings at South
Kensington present a mere and more busy

[ appearance, Oae of the best arrangements

for this year is the revival of a scheme which
was originated at the time of the great ex-
hibition of 1851i It consists in the forma-
tion of workingmen’s clubs all through the
country, with a view to assisting the poorer
clasees to pay a visits to South Kensingtan
during the coming summer. Somers Vine
is at the present time making a tour through
the country in connection with these clubs,
and endeavoring to stir up an interest in the
matter among all classés. As on ' previous

play of pears and sma¥l fruit; but the show
of applee will comprisé every known variety
in Canada. The frults'are prepared by be-
log dipped in boiling petroleum, and "then
deposited in glass jars containiog a selution
of spirits of wine, salloylic acid and water.
Agricultural and horticultural produce will
be largely represented, as also the products
of the dairy., A ‘“‘creamery” or working
dairy {s to be on view. Some months ago’a
movement was started for the purpose of
having live cattle sent over from Canada for
the exhibition, but for lack of space in the
buildings the idea had to be: abandoned.

Possibly a contingent of Canadian cattle will
be sent over to the Smithfield show in Da-
cember next, instead. One of the first col-
lections of exhibits to be sent off “was that
from Assinibois, which consisted of seven
barrels of fine roots and sixty samples of
grain. ‘Woollen and cotton goods and other
manufsctures, aod indeed the resources and
products of the Dominion generally, will be
largely represented.

Largecollections are to be exhibited ‘of
the flora and fauna of ‘Canads, which pre
bound to display an  extremely diversified
character, considering ‘that the -Dominion
extends over nearly forty degrees of latitude
-and nearly ninety of longitude.  The animal
kingdom of Manitoba and

THE NORTH WEST TERRITORY

is to be represented with particular care,
even the migratory birds being ‘included.
Magnificent specimens  have been obtalned
of the heads and antlers of the mooge,
wapiti, Rocky Mountain sheep and goat; and
North American buffalo, besides specimens
of many of the fur.bearing animals, The
entomological collection will present maay
featares of intereat,and live fish, it is hoped,
will be sent over for the” aguarium., The
whole process of pisciculture is to be ex-
hibited. An interesting exhibitien of bee
farming may be expected from the Bee-
keepers’ Association of Ontarlo. The whole
process of bee culture is also to be visible,

The main departments of the Canadian
section of the exhibition. may be divided
under the heads—Art, Mineralogy, Nataral
History and Education. In the education
department, each province will show what
it does for the tralning of its yonthfal popu-
lation. As complete a collection as possible
is to be shown of Canadian literature and
art, and energetic steps have been taken by
the goveroment to procure artistic represen-
tatlons of the : soenery, soclal life and pro-
ducts of the Dominion. At the request of
the government the president.of the Royal
Canadian Academy invited all his artists to
send in pictures representing these features
of the country; these paintings, together
with speclmens;of sculpture, were to be sent
in to Ottawa! for selection: by the end of
January. Photographs have also been col-
lected illustrating Canadian scenery, Better
means than these could hardly be:adopted
for conveying to the British mind some idea
of what Canada and Canadian life really are,
Among other interesting objects in the
Canadian court will be a locomotive sent
over by the Grand Trunk Rallway Company;
three cars—a parlour car, an Immigrant.
sleeper, and a first-class car, went by the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company; and
a collection of athletic implements shown by
the Montreal Amateur Athletic Association.
There will also be a patch of. ground filled
entirely with plants - indigenous to Canada.
The provincial governments are to make
special collections, as well as the Dominion
government,

said it wou'd be no'iced t' at this bill was somewhat
changed from its original shape The charge had
beeu made at the suggestion of the law committee

In1882 » b1l was passcd naving for its object some-
thing similar to this acs. It had then been feit that
the Cansda Temperance Act did not go far enough,
that it did not provide machinery sufficient to proper-
ly enforce the fcott Act, 8o called, Private indi-
viduals had been called upon to take upon themssives
the burJien of making prosecutions If the Scott Act
had not been carried out its friends fclt that it was not
the fault of the law, but on account of a defect in the
machinery intended to enforce the same, He took
the ground that when an actis placed on the statute
book it should be carried eut, He was was not pre-
pared to say that this bill would acccmplish all that
was hoved fcr it.  He was not prepared to say that it
would stop violations of the S8cott Act, but he did be-
lieve that it would go a good ways in praventi g vio-
lations. The laws relating -to larceny did not
entirely prevent that crime, yet he believed
that in the interest of good order and
morality they had the sanctiou of the people,
»o it should be with thislaw, He then read section
one and said that heretofcra it had been nobody’s
business to look afrer violations of the Canada Tem-
persnce Act This section made it the daty of con-
stables, special constables and policumen to search
out and grosecuteall cffendera The second section
of thelaw ¢f 1882 {s repealed by this bil', and he
thought this was a change fcr the better. as i was
not proper that a man should te financially interest-
ed ia the success ot the information he might give
against an offender, Section three was one upon
which there had been & great deal of discussion in
the law committee.

He had attended a convention of temperance wen in
‘this city recent!y. They rep ted every secti
of this province and the feeling was general that ma-
chinery should be provided for the carrying out of
the Scott Act:. When we find laws agsinst stealing,
murder and other crimes, and when we find ten coun-
ties in this province declaring that it is a crime to se 1
liquor, and the same verdict soon to be given by
1he eleventh county, w8 cannot close our ejesto the
strong temperance sentiment of this cousntry
The fact that this law has beea seldom
or ever repealed, shews that it is a
law and would give every eat'sfaction
it were allowed a proper chance. He would sup-
port this bill, but was willing to go further and re-
quire the appintment of intpectors in places where
the Scott Act has besn adopted. Besides he would
like to see a clause in this bill givicg power to muni-
cipalites, towns or cities where the Scott Act has not
been carried to appoint inspectors to enforce the
license act. - Later he would move that such a section
be added to this bill.

MR, BURCHILL

agreed with the remarks of Meesrs. Stockton and
Baird in reference to this bill. He was well aware of
the fact that in some counties where the Scott Act
has been well carried out This, however, was due
largely to the fact that proper machinery had not
been provided for its enforcement. Be had no hesi-
tation in saying that the Dominion government,which
had passed the Canada Temperance Act, should also
have taken the responsibility of providing the proper
machinery. He thought it would be gettar if the
government appointed the inspectors. Municipal
and civic counci's may sometimes be composed ef
men not favorable to the temperance cause and
then the intentions of this bill might not
be carried out. At the same time he regarded
this act as a step in the right direction and
was prepared to give it his warmest support
MR, M'MANUS
opposed the bill, The bill of 1882 had beem got
through this house when not mcre than halt the
members were pregent.  Hehad then opposed the bill
strenuously, not becaute hs was not a friend of tHe
temperance, for be was a practical temperance man,
but because he thought this being a ' Dominion law
the Dominion patliament should be called upon to
provide proper machinery, Bisides he was opposed
to the idea of glvinﬁl premiums to men to go spying
or nosing around inte other people’s business, It
was no part of the duty of this legi:lature to perfect
a law passed by another parlisment In some of the
counties the act had been adopted bty very small ma-
jorities, This bill would enable men to carry out
v.iheir spits against those frcm whom they cannot get
siquor.

MR, M'LEOD

supperted the bill, It really only affected the coun-
ties that have adopted the 8cott Act, The act having

been adopted by many locslfiies it was right and

proper that the people shouli have a chance to

enforce the law.

Mr, McManus—Why did not the - Dominion govern-
mext provide the proper machinery?

Mr, McLeod said he had ne h:sitation in saying
that the Dominion government shou'd have provided
the machinery; but as they had not, that was no
reason why the legislature should not meet the
wishes of the people of the province on this question,
He would have accepted his bill as it had been origi-
zally introduced ana required municiralities, towns
or cities in which the law was adopted to appoint in-
ugoctors, on the ground that localities which brought
the act into operstioa should have a chance to
enforce the act, This was a reasonable bill;- it
simpiy gave the tempe:ance people sn opportuvity to
enforce the Scott Act. If there was not sufficient
temperance sentiment bchind itin any locality, then
the Scott Act could be appealed in three years from
its adoption. This biill was within the power
of this legislature and he hoped it would be
adopted.

Mr, McManus said the petition of the temperance
people should have been sent to the Dominion pa:lia-
ment He knew there wastoo much liquordrank and
was glad to be able tosay that he was as good a temper-
ance man as any of the supporters of this bill. This
act would give too mach authority to special con-
stables. He believed in seeing the law carried out
fairly and nut by underhand means as pr.posed by
this bill.

Mr, 8tockton agreed with Mr. McManus that it
would have been better if the Dominion parliament
had perfected the S8cott Act, It had not done so how-
ever, and it was proper that this -house should meet
the views of the paople of the province on this ques-
tlon. He did not understand the force of the argu-
ments used by Mr. McManusabout men going*‘aosing”
around or about the councils appointing unprincipled
men as inspectors.

If that gentleman is
ever to be useful to the temperance cause it is now
when he is ali powerful as a minister, but = e do not
ficd him now actively working in fav: r of temperance
as he had done in d:fferent parts of the maritime
provinees and insome portions of the upper provinces

silent? Has he become recreant to his temperance
principles, or have the temperance people lost confi-
dence in him, feeling that he had used the cause to
assist him in accomplishing his own ends? He (Mr,
Ellis) could not answer either questions, but it was
evident that the temperance people of this province
have not gone to that all-powe:ful man to ask for
this legislation. It wes no wonder that the promoter
of this biil spose of plnlyimz with legislstion and mak-
ing a mockery of it. If the cabinet minister has not
turned his back upon those whose influence placed him
in power, why d!d not his hon. friend from the
city and county of 8t. John atk his.assisia. ce in this
desired legiclauion, He would support this bill, fecl-
ing that when a locality adopted the Canada Temper-
ance Act its people should have the right to put upon
themselves the burden of paying an inepector 'if
they think proper, 8o that the law may be properly
enforced,
MR. HANINGTON

said he had thought this important question might
be discuesed without personal allusions to the mem-
bers of the Dominion goveroment, He was proud to say
that the Hon. Mr. Foster had won his high position
by h's splendid abilities and against the opposition
of Mr Kilis and his paper, He was glad, too, that
the temperance sentime:t was 80 streng in 8t. John
that Mr, Ellis dare not vote against this bili, notwith-
standing that the Globe had sneered at the temper-
ance workers,

Wr, Eilis said that was not 8o, Besides, ¥r, Han-
ington was not an authority on what appeared in the
Globe, having declared in this house, 1883, that he
never read that psper.

Mr. Hanington said he had never Jdeclared that he
did not read the Globe. He did not read it regularly
on account of its anmexation princ'ples, He saw
enough of the Globe to know that it had attempted to
be'itile Hon. Mr. Fost:r, as it had in days gone by
attempted to slur the present Jieutenant governor. He
defenced the minister of marine against the remarks
of Mr KEillis, Th2 Hon. Mr. Foster had been true to
his temperance record and had the entira confideace
of the temperancs people.

Mr, McManus—Does the hn gentieman mean to
infinuate that I am not & t:mperance man?

Fcr a time there was » war of wcrds between the
member from Westm. reland and the member from
Gloucester,

Mr Haningten sald he meant no r.flaction, He
had peen outside when the member for Gloucester
commenced his speech, but if the cap fitted him (Mc-
Marfus) he (Banington) had no objection to his pu:~
ting it on.

Mui, McManus—What cap fits me ?

Mr, Puagsley—The sooner it comes the better, Itis
hardship to expect the municip:lities to psy the in-
spectors and then have the fines go to the Dominion.

MR. WETMORE

said there had been a great amount of litigation over
the Scott Act, There was never a Jaw on 1he statute
beok that had vald the lawyers better. He could ap-
preciate the ¢fforts of temperance men in trying to
have the Scott A+t carried out in p'aces where it had
been adopted, He could not agree with his honor-
able friexd from Norihumberland that officers should
not be requircd to do the duty meantioned in the first
sec'ion, He bel'eved they shouid attend o such duties,
but thought that that was .lread, partof the busicess
ot policemen and constables.

QUEEN VICTORIA

The Victim of a Lumtic‘s Rudeness.

Aun Exciling Scene Near Buckingham Palace.

LONDON, March 24,—The Queen according
to announced arrangement went in state this
afternoon to the opening ceremony of laying
the foundation of the new examination hall of
the College of .Surgeons on the Thames em,
barkment. She was accompanied by the
Prince and Princess of Wales and other mem-
bers of the royal family. The weather was

clear and beautiful and people turned out in
vast numbers aleng the route taken by her
majesty.

The royal
party was everywhere received with the heart-
jest enthusiaem. The Queen appeared to be
purprised at the general exhibition of affection
and many times bowed to the crowds with
evident pleasure, The people rushed alongside
the royal carriage during its progress, greeting
her majesty everywhere with rapturous cheer-

LoxDON, March 24 —The Queen, after her
return from the corner stone laying, left Buck-
ingham Palace at 4.30 o’clock for a drive, ac-
compsanied by Princess Beatrice in an open
carriage, Among the crowd along Constitution
Hill road, bordering Palace Park, was a man
in shabby clothes and wearing a slouched hat.
He appeared much agitated and elbowed his
way to the edge of the asssmblege. When the
royal turnout reached a point opposite this, he
threw something into the carriage. Grea$ ex-
citement followed the man’s action and he was
quickly taken into

It was subsequently learned that atticle was
not an explosive, as was feared by many, but
only a piece of paper., When the Queen
noticed her assailant’s approach she shrank
back into the carriage, evidently somewhat
startled, but Princess Beatrice took in the
whole situation at a glance and leaned forward,
apparently for the purpose of shielding the
Queen from any attack.

The gen-
eral verdict is that it served him right, An
evening paper with Grit leaniogs says: ““The
presence of the Hon. Edward Blake among the
politicians who would value power purchased
by truckling to the vengeful prejudices of fac-
tion is to be regretted.” The Globe has grati-
fied the tories by involving the opposition
leader in the humiliating failure of its injudici-
ous effort to form a winning party on the basis
of race and revenge.

The Mail says: “It stands to reason that
twenty-four English-speaking reformers who
separated from Blake on the Riel affair, must
consider the hon. gentleman’s course unwar-
ranted and impolitic, jand if it be true, as
Girouard says, that seventeen @lisaffected Bleus
who voted with him more than suspected the
sincerity of his motives, what has he profited
by Edgar’s intrigne? This is the question
which Blake, as the leader of the reform party,
will yet have to settle with his followers. SBo
long as they believe that the government
might be beaten by °immoral coalition,’
to use a once familiar phrase, many
reformers quieted their aversion te a
French alliance and to the rebel and murderer
who was being exalted and glorified, by adopt-
ing the comfortable doctrine that the end
justified the' meéans, Now, however, that Sir
John has been sustained by an enormous ma-
jority, and that the only outcome of Edgar’s
1ittle game is the loss of moral prestige with
the certainty of defeat for the party at the ap-
proaching general elections, these unscruplous
partizans will be apt to call Blake to account
for the damsging failure of the move. The
same men,with Blake’s knowledge and consent,
thrust Mackenzie aside, because "in 1878 he
had led them to disaster whilst maintaining
the truth of great Liberal principles, and it
would only be poetic justice were they to bow-
string Blake for having drdgged them to dis-
grace in an attempt to secure office by
a very un-reformlike conmspiracy. Such old
wheelhorses as 8ir Richard, Mr. Paterson,
Mr, Charlton and Mr, Davies must by this
time be pretty well convinced that the heaviest
part of their load is the driver, who, having no
precise or well defined aim in view, is continu.
ally landing them in queer streets. Patting
mere party considerations aside, the division
on Wednesday night was a great victory for
stable government in Canada. It is a sub.
stantial victory, not only for the government,
which had been threatened for doing its duty,
but for equal laws and equal administration of
justice, and the best thanks of the country are
due to all, regardless of party, who helped at
the supreme moment to defend the right.”

Reinforcements have been sent to the
scene from Mons.

They
were twice ordered to disperse but failed to do
80, They finally began to throw stones at the
troops and the latt:r fired upon the rioters,
killing and wounding seventeen.

BRrUsSELS, March 29.—In a fresh fight be-
tween rioters and the infantry at Carnieres,
two persons were killed and many wounded.

Otrawa, March 23.—Referring to yester-
day’s debate, Thompson continued dealing with
Riel’s insanity, and showed that Riel's claim
of having divine mission was the strongest
proof of his sanity. It was not the act of Riel
alone but of his whole gonncll, that he should
declare himself a propliet, as they thought ,h°
would thus secure unlimited authority over
them. Itwas a deliberate act for a specific
purpose, Referring to Riel’s deluzions, he
quoted from Stephens to show that parte of the
conduct of most people are not affected by
their madness, and if such parts. are criminal
they ought to be punished for it. Respecting
the three doctors who made the report, he said
the statement had been made by Blake which
seemed to impugn reliability of one of them,
Dr. Lavelle, it was said, should be viewed
with great suspicion, because in the case of
Lee he (Lavelle) had testified that Lee was
sane and Lee had actually been afterwards
adjudged insane. The faet was that Lavelle
had never testified at all.

My, Blake—I never said he did. 2

Mr. Thompson‘‘Hand me Hansard,” This

handed him, he quoted as follows:—
¢'When the trial of Michael Lee, for murder,
took place at Napanee, some time sago, Dr.
Metcalf and Dr, Clarke and Dr. Lavelle exam-
ined him, The first two pronounced him sane,
De. Lavelle pronounced him insane.” (Great
cheering.) -He (Thompson) quoted from Blake
to show that Blake, in Riel's first
offence, coneidered his an extraditable
offence, It could not, therefore,
a political offsnce, He (Thompson) quoted
opinions of the judges of the Manitoba Court
of Appeals to show that the question of insan-
ity was before them and that all had pro-
nounced it settled—that Riel was sane. He
then showed the consequences to the state of
Riel’s sentence had been commuted and Riel
committed to an insane asylum. How long,
he asked, with the power the evidence showed
he possested during the outbreak of controlling
his conduct and of getting possession of his
senses when he winted to, how long would it
have been deemed just by the humane senti-
ment of Canada to keep him in confinement ?
He would have been soon set at liberty. Then
Riel’'s mext exclamation would have been not
that the rebellion of 1869 and ‘70 was not a
patch on that of 1885, bus that both together
would not be a patch on the next rebellion he
would raise. He concluded a most powerful
speech of five hours by saying :—Remote as
that territory is, strong as the necessity is for
vigorous government there and for the enforce-
ment of every branch of the law, I am not dis-
posed to be inhuman or unmerciful in the
execution of the penalties which the law pro-
nounces, but.in relation to men of this class,who
time after time have been candidates for the
extreme penalty of the law, who have despised
mercy when it was given them, before I would
give the answer to thoee who plead for mercy
which was given those who proposed to abolish
capital punishment in France: *“Very well,
but let the assassins begin.” For five hours
Mr. Thompson held the close attention of the
house and galleries, and at the close the mem-
bers went out, refusing to hear Mills, who fol-
lowed., In the corridors and everywhere today
the speech of the Minister of Jnstice
is spoken of as ranking with the best efforts
ever made in the chamber. ‘'‘ Conservative
stock,” said one, ** has gone up fifiy per cent,”
““‘Blake has found his master,” said another,
**because Thompson possesses as great industry,
as great power of marshalling facts, greater
natural acuteness of inteilect, fuller grasp of
facts and far away greater politeness.” Every-
where the same expression of opinion is heard,
The lawyers say they never listened to a finer
expoeition of the law.

that Canada was no place for them. He re.
ferred to the death of Williams most pathet.
ically and then said, who would have thought
that twelve months afterwards the leader of
the opposition would rise in his place and say,
I waut to vote that those who haye killed
you, our gallaut fellow representatives
and your brothers in arms, were
worthy of my sympathy. He regretted
Riel’s execution, because such words and
sentiments had been uttered by Blake and
others, It was a deep feeling of danger to the
French people of Canada which had animated
him and had drivea away the words of anger
that would have been justified in view of the
abuse heaped on him. Hej bad refused the
leadership of Parit Naiional, effered him by
Laurier and Mercier Af he would abandon Sir
John.

He
read another letter from Dr, Brunel, proving
beyond question that Riel was never insane
when confined in the asylum, but was as sane
as any man, Chapleau closed at 12 15 with a
magnificent peroration, in which he warned his
French Canadian friends against the evils
sure to follow the isolation of themselves from
other psrties and forming a party national,
and appealed to them to let their better judg-
ment guide them in their vote on the motion
before the house.

He com-
plaised that this removal, which ftook place
while the prisoner was appealing t> the
Supreme Court of New Brunawick for relief,
was an infringement of the liberty of the eub-
ject,

Hon. Mr, Thompson said there would be no
opjection to bringing down the papers ; in fact
a8 soon as the motion =2ppeared in the nctice
paper he had caused an application to be made
for copies of the judgment of the Supreme
Court of New Brunswick, which formed a very
important part of the case. He felt gratsful
to the hon. gentleman, not only for his motion,
but also for having spoken of it, as he (Weldon)
labored under an entirely erroneous impression
as to what devolved upon the department of
justice in the matter. The prisoner was found
guilty of breach of trust in office, and was
daly sentanced by the Nova Scotia court and
owing to an accidest or careclessness on the
part of the clerk of the court a correct copy of
the sentence was not sent along with the pris-
oner. He (Thompeon) had taken steps to have
this error corrected at once and in the mean.
time the prisoner was removed to ths Kingston
penitentiary, as with the decision about to be
given by the court, there would not be time to
do this and the prisoner would have been set
free and the ends of justicy defeat:d. The
same might be true of other prisoners and they
might all be sef free, He could assure the hon.
gentleman tiat the papers would show that no
slight was intended to the judiciary of New
Brunswick; in fact the supreme court of that
province declined to affirm the principle that
they bad a right to look into and review the
proceedines of the supreme court of Nova
Scotia., The question was simply a technical
one,

Mr, Cameron, Hurop, said it did nct matter
8o far as the principls was concerned whether
the reason for the application for the release
was a technical error or not. He thought the
minister had nct done rightin this matter.

Mr. Tupper said the hon.gentleman who had
just sat down was entirely wrong in this state-
ment, but he (Tupper) supposed that although
be did not appear to understand the case at

THE JOGGINS ERAILWAY,

The people who live round about the Jog-
glns mines coal region in Nova Scotia are
somewhat concerned by the announcement
that the Joggins company propose to sus-
pend operatlons unless arrangements oan be
made for the construction of a line of rail-
way from the shore at the mines to Maccan
station on the I. C. R. The distance ia
twelve milles, or, it connection is made with
the grindstone quarries a little farther up
$he shore, fifteen miles, The route is an
easy one,except thattworather heavybridges
will be required, The railway would run,
for the greater part of its length, along a
ooal field, At present coal is shipped in the
summer season from the Joggine shore at
one end of the route, and by way of River
Hebert from mines now in operation near
the river on the proposed line of railway,
while there are mines opened at varlous
points on the route still nearer the I. C. R.
The difficulty with all these workings is that
operations cannot be profitably carrled on in
She winter owing to the lack of carrying
faoilities, and there is no profit in coal
miniog when work i suspended in winter,
The Joggins mines are owned and werked
by St. John men, and the laboring oar In
the railway enterprise has been taken by
New Brunswickers, But Nova Scotians
will be the chief galners by the road when it
is constructed. The province will galn by
the increased coal royalty. The reglon along
the line will be thrown open to all comers,
and the railway will connect with the I. C.
R, ene of the most prosperous agricaltura]
districts in the provinces, including the fam-
ous Minudie marsh,and the extensive marshes
and uplands on the banks of the river.
Some years ago an arrangement was made
by which a grant of rails was to be given in
ald of the proposed rallway by the Dominion
government. Now the rallway company ask
instead the usual branch railway subsidy from
the Dominion, and hope to obtain a small sub-
sidy from thelocal government of Nova Scotia.
Judging from correspondence in the Chig-
necko Post and the Amherst Gaszeite the
local influence will be strongly exerted on the
provincial government, The electors of the
entire distriot affected have, it is sald, agreed

" only to this,
THE AGRICULTURAL REPORT.

Popular Stock—Butter Making—The Agri-
cultural Bocieties—Btock Farm and
. Board of Agriculture.

No. 2.

Secretary Lugrin expresses pleasure at the
many evidences to hand of improved stock
and the growing desire on the part of farm-
ers fo ralse the standard of their cattle, He
was told by one of the officlals of the Kin-
eardine Agricultural Soclety that the im-
provement in the cattle of the Kincardine
eolony, due to the animals purchased at the
Provinclal Stock Farm, was worth more
$han the total deficit on the management of
the farm slace its establishment,- While in.
timating that his Informant overstated the
eage, the secretary concludes that what is
true of this part of the province, is true of
nearly every other part, the stock farm, by
epnabling agricultural societies to purchase
pure bred stcek omn very favorable terms,
materially contributing to this*most excel.
lent result.

An inspection of the reports of the several
socleties shows that Ayrshires hold the first
place in po%uhr estimation, with Short
Horns next, Red Norfolk coming strongly
fo the front, while Polled Angus
Is gaining In . esteem for  beef
purposes, The secretary speaks very
highly of Herefords and Holstelns—the first
for beef and the latter especially for its
milk producing quality, though its large
eize makes it sultable for beef. He is quite
satlafied that the addition of these breeds to
the stock farm would be generally appre.
clated. In fact, so earnest are Mr, Lugrin’s
endeavorg to *‘ boom” the Holstein that he
glves to this class the honor of the only fllus-
tration in the report.

BUTTER MAKING,

Only about four pages of the report are
devoted to batter making, and fully one
half of that space to an advertisement of g
patent butter-worker, constructed on the
centrifugal eystem, *‘full particulars as to
price” of which can be had from a Montreal
party. It may be in order to epquire why
the Sectetary shows such a preference for
Americanand Upper Canadian inventors and
yet cannot find space for a good word con-
cerning even the progress made in butter
tubs by Mr, Jonah, Mr, Coombs and others
of our own people. The inference is not on
the face of it, a creditable one.

Says Mr, Lugrin: “It will be generally
admitted that very much might be done in
the way of increasing the quantity and im-
proving the average quality of the butter
produced in New Brunswick: Tae total
production in 1881 was put at.6.527,000 lbs.,
somewhat double the production of 1851,
The annual product has probably reached
seven and a half million pounds, "Nearly all
this for home consumption, only 749 lbs,
haviog been exported in 1884, " ,
The great trouble is very little of the butter
made in New Brunswick is fit for export.”
The sccretary recoguizes the fact that the
amount of first-class butter is not sufficlent
to supply home demands and that many per.
sons. are compelled to use very inferior
butter, Oa this head he says:

“‘Compulsory inspection has been suggest-
ed a8 a remedy for the acknowledged defect
In the quality of so large a part of the New
Brunwick butter product. It is claimed that
at present dealsrs make very little difference
In the price they pay for butter, and that the
person who makes poor butter gets almost as
much for it as the person who makes the
best. This is perhaps not strictly true, but
there 18 unquestiorably not that differ-
ence in price between the different
grades that is found in the Boston market,
for example, where quotations vary all the
way from ten to thirty-five cents a pound.
A compulsory inspection of butter would of
course subject farmers to a good deal of
trouble, wnich they are now free from, and
whether there would be any Gcmpensating
advantage I am unable to say. The subject
might very properly be discussed by the
agricultural sooleties, I do not know of any

to the farmers of New Brunswick than:
How can the butter product of New Bruns.
wick be improved in quality and increased
In quantity? Perhaps if at the next pro-
vincial exhibition special stress were laid
upon an exhibit of dairy produce, something
might be accomplished. I commend the
subject to the local agricultural societies and
suggest that as many of them as possible
deal with it in their next annual report to
the board.”

SUNDRY EXPENSES,

The Board of Agriculture fs a rather ex-
pensive body, taking Into account the extent
of its labors. At the last annual session the
board was oalled together at Fredericton,
December 15th, when a quorum not being
present the opening was deferred - till the
next day. Oa the 16th only a morning ses.
slon was held, Oa the 17th buelness was
not taken up till 2 p. m. On the 18th the
board met at 10 a.m, and adjourned sine die
after one sesslon. Coust to the province for
this meeting, $207. The sum total against
the board for the year amounted to $435 70,
fncluding $41 70 to cover Hon, D. McLel-
lan and Mr, Lugrin’s pleasure trip to the
New England Fair. Mr. Lugrin also got
$8.50 for expenses at St. John, and G. L.
Colwell and F. W. Brown $10 each towards
attending the stock sale, .
The *Stock Farm” account is worthy the
attention of the curlous. The expenses of
‘‘the committee and secretary” are put down
at $163 30; with an extra item of $25 for
their meals at the farm. Hon. D. McLellan
also received $30, ‘‘expenses visiting farm”
and there is a little item of $3
for “halter chains” for Mr. Blair's
Spring Hill farm. Provislons for the
public at the stock sale cost $98.33, or $1.33
more than was spent during the year for
fertilizers for the farm, while $40 additional
was paid out for walters, cooks, etc., for the
dinner,

Before dismissing the report on agricul-
ture, it is but just to President McLellan
and Secretary Lugrin to state that they have
evidently done their level best in the line of
suggestions to farmers, touching stock,
horses, crops, fertiiizers, etc. The ““practical
value” of some of this advice may poesibly be
understood in the light cast upon it by the
following story, told by a Western farmer :
““Know Bill Green ? Well, I should smile,
Bill hired with me'as a practical farm hand;
knew everything, he sald. Ieent him to
water the cattle one day and blame me, if
the fool didn’t take a bucket and souse them
all over with water, That’s how he watered
the cattle. I wasso mad I kicked him off
the place at once,

The New Brunswick exhibit for the Indian
and Colonial exhibition is developing into
goodly proportions and when it is considered
that the great majority of entries‘ have been
made eince January lst, the number of ex-
hibitors is gratifyingly large. The manufac.
turers and others who have been personally
solicited, entered heartily into the idea of
sending exhibits to. London, and many regret-
ted that the time at their disposal was soshort,
The prevalent opinion was that a first-class
exhibit would be a benefit to New Brunswick,
and all agreed that what were their interests
were likewise the interests of the province,

Many of the exhibitors in entering their
goods expressed the gratification it gave them
to second Sir Charles Tupper’s energetic efforts
in behalf of the Maritime provinces, Entries
are yet coming i and  energetic
committees are working up exhibits
in mauy parts of the province. Two
carloads of exhibits have already gome for-
,ward to Halifax for shipment and another lot
will be sent off today or tomorrow. In addition
to the educational display already fully de-
scribed, two dozen finely made school desks
built by Robert Sutherland, jz., of Frederic-
ton, will be sent. Besides the magnificent
Howe wood trophy, the New Brunswick rail-
way company will send the portable officd
mede by J. U. Risteen & Co, of Fredericton,
which took a medal at Antwerp, together
with a collection of weods, which will be shown
in various forms of manufacture, including
wood pulp made from poplar and spruce. The
agricultural display will be an important fea.
ture of the exhibition. It has been collected
by Charles H. Lugrin, secretary to the board
of agriculture, and will include & fine collection
of wheat, oats, rye, barley, buckwheat,
Indian corn, vegetables and a large assortment
of apples. Sections of soil selected
from various parts of the province
will be snown in g cases, to-
gether with brick clay and other such
material. In addition to the'fine collection of

ictures forwarded through the authorities at
itawa by John C. Miles, a committee con-
sisting of Messrs. Miles, Dole and Ward are
now soliciting the loan of provincial paintings,

All the old hand books of the pro-
vince, tegether with crown land reports and
other public documents will also be sent in
connection with the literature of the provincs.
Several fine maps and plans of the province
will also be forwarded from the crown lands
department.

PARKS AND SON (LIMITED),
About 25 years ago Messrs, Wm, Parks
& Som, in a small way, began the . manu.
tacture of a variety of cotton goods in
St, John, A little later another factory was

put in operation at Merriton, Ontario, but pre-
vious to this time all the cotton goods used in
the British American provinces were of for.
eign production., Today. the bulk of these
goods ueed in Canada are of domestic manufac-
ture. The factory of Wm. Parks & Son (lim-
ited) gives employment to between 200 and 300
hands, and is one of the leading industries of
St. John. The demand for their productions
extends from Victoria, British Columbia, to
St. Johns, Newfoundland, orders from each
of which places are now in course
of execution, The company will be
represented at the Colonial exhibition by an
assortment of their goods, not manufactured
for exhibition purposes, but selected from their
general stock, which will be likely to attract
much attention, as showing the progress that
has been made in Canada during the past
quarter of a century in the production of tex-
sile fabrics of this description, Their exhibit
includes thirty-tix patterns of checked, striped
and Galatea shirtings; six pieces of Lansdowne
tweeds, in mixtures and stripes—these are
eight ounce goods, of superior quality for sum-
mer wear, the patterns of which are in many
instances mew, and all fast colors. Parks’
warps will be shown in five pound bundles, in
orange, green, red, brown and blue; as well as
their no less favorably known hosiery yarns,
all numbers, two and three ply, in pink, royal,
sky, scarlet, garnet, cardinal, slate, black,
silver drab, seal brown, steel and brown and
white, Tae firm also exhibit in ten pound
bundles their two ply, 16 double yarns, made
for the trade in western Canada, where they
are used in place of their ordinary warps,
These are bleached, biue, red, orange, green
and brown. Parke’ carpet warps have long
been considered beyond the bounds of possible
improvement; the colors which are used in all
their manufactures, it is claimed, are more
brilliant and permanent than those that were
available a few years ago, and in this respect
they appear to be faultiess. The carpet warps
are shown in orange, blue, black, slate, green
and red, in five pound bundles. Parks’ knit-
ting cotton, which is shown in 40 two pound
boxes, is put up in two cz, balls, and forms one
of the most attractive features of their
exhibit. These goode, in the manu.
facture of which several improvements have
been recently made, are universally acknowl-
edged to be supsrior to any other goods of their
class manufactured in Canada, are shown in
bleached, blue and white, brown and white,
scarlet and white, two blues, seal brown,
Spanish brown, Cambridge, Oxford, silk drab,
steel, slate, black, silver drab, navy blue, car-
dinal, royal blue, and other pleasing and at-
tractic colors, The goods shown will form one

Steamboats in Africa.

VESSELS WEIGHING 50,000 POUNDS CARRIED
OVERLAND HUNDREDS OF MILES,

Many times within the last five years
large caravans have travelled along the paths
that lead far Into Africa carrying strips of
iron or steel, boxes of rivets and bolts and
sections of boilers, paddle wheels and smoke
stacke, After many weeks these expeditions
have heaped their loads upon the shore of
some great lake or mighty river, where

white men and their native assistants have
welded the hundreds of pleces together and
finally launched complete and perfect
steamboats upon the waters of inner Africa.

Eleven steamboats and one sailing vessel
are now plying upon these great lakesand
rivers. It # only twenty-elght years since
Burton and Speke were the first white men
to vislt lakes Victoria and Tanganyiks,
Only within the past ten years have they
and the third great lake Nyassa been care.
fully explored, the upper ~waters of the
Congo visited, and the Alima river traced
on the maps, Oa all these inland waters,
aad also on the Upper Niger, the whistle of
the steamboat is now heard, and many
natives have learned to welcome the puffy
little crafts as offering them a chance to
trade,

It wae a costly undertaking to transport
these vessels hundreds of miles overland, far
into the depths of Africa. Small as the
steamboats are compared with our river
boats, they weigh from 20,000 to 50,000
pounds aplece. From 800 to 1,500 porters
were required to transport each boat to its
destination. A few of the upper Congo
steamers, however, were mounted in sec-
tions on steel wagons with bound tires, and
Mr, Stanley tells of *‘the awful toil of drag-
ging these heavy steamers overland
before they are set afloat above the catar-
acts,”

These steamers were nearly all built in
Ebogland, and they puffed up and down Eog-
lish rivers on trial trips before they were
taken to pleces and shifted to Africa. Seri-
ous delay was caused if a single Important
plece was lost, After the little French
steamer Djue had nearly reached the Alims
river early last year it was discovered that
one of the most necessary pleces was miss-
ing, and the boat lay useless on the shore for
several months until a duplicate plecs counld
be obtained from Earope.

A missionary steamer launched last sum-
mer on Lake Nyassa, is manned, from engl-
neer to cook, by a crew of native Africans,
who were taken to England to learn their
duties. By means of this little craft and its
predecessor, the Ilala, regular commaunica-
tion s maintained among the mission sta-
tions along Nyasa's seven hundred miles of
coasts. In another steamer named Peace,
which 800 blacks carriad on their heads to
Stanley Pool two years ago, the misslonary
Grenfell travelled last year about 5,000
miles, making many interesting discoveries
which the Sun has already recorded, in
wholly unknown and densely populated re-
gions along the Congo tributarles,

A Town Filled with Nataral Gas.

THREE WELLS ON FIRE AND THE VILLAGE
THREATENED WITH DESTRUCTION,

Prrrssura, March 20.—A panic prevails
at Murraysville, 22 miles from this clty,
where the greatest natural gas gushers in the
world are located. The bursting of the
maln gas line within the borough limits,
yesterday, by which six persons were burn.
ed, two of whem died today, has had a ter-
rible effect. All day, despitethe efforts of

the company, the gas has been pouring out,
filling the town. It is a emall hamlet of 500
inhabitants, Thereare five wells pouring all
their gas into the mains of the Chartiers
company, which are broken. The result is
that the gas goes into the open ailr and
spreads through the town. The well which
is on fireis & big one, and the flames are
shooting up 150 feet. As the wind is very
high there is great danger that the Other
wells will take fire, There is no
prospect just now of the Chartiers company
being able to shut off the gas, as the pipes
are burned off close to the ground.

Tonight word was telephoned into the city
that a panic prevailed in the town. The in-
habitants have not dared to light g fire or
lamp, much less to strike a match, The at-
mosphere is full of gas, and a spark would
set the town on fire. The inhabitants are
moving out and camping on the hillsides
away from the wells and broken main, which
runs through the town. A later message
says that three wells are on fire and several
houses are ia flames, The town is likely to
be destroyed. g

Today the company requested Battery B
of the State militia to go out and avert
farther danger by destroying the pipe with a
cannon, and make a new outlet for the gas
outtide the town limits, A special train was
sent out from Pittsburgh this afternoon by
the Philadelphia company with fifty men on
board to work on the broken main. Cots
and other necessities for the wonnded of
yesterday have also been sent to Murrays-
ville by the Philadelphia company. It is
the most remarkable state of affairs ever
known in the gas belt. The gas supply of a
large part of this city, including mulls and
factories, is in danger.

An Archmological Find in Egypt.

(From the London Times )

Gen. Erenfell has had the good fortune to
discover an anclent Egyptian necropolis in
the Libyan desert, opposite Assounan, on the
left bank of the Nile, Among the tombs a].
ready opened are several which date from
the tweltth dynasty (circa B. C. 3,000 years),
and are constructed in the style of the great
Lycopolitan sepulcheres in the mountaing
above Siout. They consist of two or more
halls or chambers, connected by corridors,
the roof belng supported by columns, and
the walls decorated with colored bas reliefs
in brilliant preservation. Several of these
tombs appear to belong to members of a
noble family, the heads of which were prob.
ably governors of the province,

The largestis a truly maguoificent sepul.
chere, measuring 140 feet in depth by 40
feet in width, and contalnipg thirty columny
—=some square, some round. It purports to
be the, tomb of certaln princes of upper and
lower Egypt, who lived in the reign of one
Neferkara, and who is represented in one of
the wsll paintings as a lame man leaning o
a critoh, A fine shrine and an altar occupy
théir original position in the innermost
chamber, and are in perfect condition,

The sulptures are very curious, and the
aspect of the whole tomb is reported as ej.
tremely archaic. From the second to the
end of the eleventh dynasty there were,
hewever, many kings named Neferkara ; and
until the inscriptions are fully deciphered {t
is tmpossible to say under which ryley this
lame functionary flourished, Thie tom) is
attributed to those on the spot to the third
dypasty ; but it seems for many reasons
more likely to date from the tims of that
Neferkara who succeeded Mereursa of the
sixth dynasty. The founder of this line,
Ati, was a native of the island of Elephaz.
tine, opposite Assouafl, and the place firat
rose to importance under his successors. It
was during the relgn of Mereura that Una,
a famous General and Prime Minister, quar.
rled the granite ef Assouan for the sepulchre
and earcophagus of his sovereign, and
built a fleet of thirteen vessels as Ele.
phantine for the transport of the same,
Pending further details, we should there.
fore be inclined to ascribe the large tomb to
a nobleman of that perlod, especially if the
neighboring dynastry tombs are those of his
descendants. In one of these latter there
are found a serles of Ouiride statues, repre.
senting the deceased In mummied form,done
in baked clay or terra cotts, and placed in
recesses along the corridor. This, at all
events, is an entire novelty in tomb decot-
ation,

The cemetery will probably prove to be of
great extent, as there is evidence of its hav-
ing been in use down to a late period. The

largs tomb, usurped by later comers, was
found piled to the ceiling with mummies,
mummy cases, and fanerary farnitare of
Roman times, including upward of sixty me-
morial stal. Gen, Grenfell is actively pur-
suing his work of discovery by the help of

Sam Jones Talks to the Girls.
HIS WEEK'S WORK IN CHICAGO OLOSED WITH A
SERMON TO YOUNG WOMEN.,

CH10AGO, March 20.—Sam Jones closed his
labors tor the week with a sermon to girls only.
