GLACE BAT, N1 a, April 6.—At 
the board of conciliation yesterday 
the principal wltneees were General 
Manager Duggan and Alex, Dick,gen­
eral eailes agent of the Dominion Coal 
Company.

Mr. Dick gave a general statement 
of conditions In the coail trade In the 
Dominion, which he stated was almost 
wholly due to the strenuous efforts 
put forth during the past year by 
American ooal operators to an en­
deavor to capture the St. Lawrence 
coal trade Mr. Dick’s evidence was 
for the purpose of showing that the 
dullness of the coal trade was the 
Chief cause for the company reducing 
their output and thereby neceelt siting 
the laying off ot men at their col­
lieries. He said some of thely largest 
contracts for coal last year have been 
lost to American companies, which 
also accounted for slack work at their 
collieries this winter. Among other 
contracts lost by them owing to Am­
erican competition were the Montreal 
Gas and Coke Company of 126,000 tons 
and the sails for over 60,00 to smaller 
consumers had been lost through com­
petition of American anthracite deal­
ers. American agents had also se­
cured contracts for 48,00 tons for the 
Montreal cement works and 20,000 tons 
to a large steamship concern at Que­
bec. He said as thé result of the de­
pression in the coal trade and the in­
ability of the company to get con­
tracts dosed In time to start banking 
early there had already been a de­
crease this year to the sales of Neva 
Bootle oral of over half a million tons, 
which affected the Dominion _ Ctoal 
Company more than, amiy other* com­
pany. The Dominion Ooal Company’s 
business up to March showed a de­
crease of oyer 877,000 tons compared 
with last year. Mir. Dick said that 
owing to the lalbor agitation and re­
ports sent out from Glace Bay as to 
the probability of a strike many con­
sumers of ooal are anxious naturally 
about future supply, many of whom 
are tioMUmg back and declining to sign 
contracts until they know whether the 
ooal companies will be In a position 
to furnish their requirements. This

Aside from the Interest which at­
tached to this proceeding was the 
speech of Mr. Clarke of Florida, who 
denounced Bryan and Bryantem, 
Populists and Populism, and who de­
clared that he would support the 
Payne 'bill if It contained what his 
constituents wanted—a duty on1 
Island cotton and protection for citrous 
fruits, pineapples, eta

Protest against the free Importation, 
of Canadian coal as provided for in 
the Payne bill was made at a meet­
ing here today of representatives ot 
every ooal district in West Virginia 
and of a representative of the state of 
Washington.

Resolutions were adopted calling 
upon West Virginia's senators and re­
presentatives In congress to “use every 
honorable means at their command to 
prevent the enactment of any law per­
mitting -the Importation of coals from 
foreign countries Into the United 
States free of duty under reciprocal 
arrangement or otherwise.”

The resolutions also declare that the 
exclusion of West Virginia coal from 
the great lakes trade, due to the in­
creased differentials In the freight 
rates, and the loss of the New Eng­
land markets to Nova Scotia by re­
moving the duty on Canadian coal 
would so injure the West Virginia coal 
industry that most of its mines would 
be compelled to shut down.

This ie the week of the Paesover, 
and it is being observed by devout 
lows-in every part of the world. The 
eight days, which commenced at sun­
set last night, -farm the most import­
ant season in the Hebraic calendar, 
and appropriate services are being 
held In the local Synagogues. Rabbi 
Amdur preached in the Hazen avenue 
synagogue last night and services ore 
being held this morning, this evening 
and tonorrow evening. Tuesday and 
Wednesday are considered the most 
important days of the season and spe­
cial care is given the rites of the in- | 
stitution on these days.

The Jewish Passover partakes of a 
,patriotic as well as religious festival. 
Commemorating as it does the throw­
ing off of Flharaah’s yoke the season 
somewhat resembles the American 
celebration of Independence Day or 
our own Elrst of July, which is in 
honor of the founding of our Domin­
ion. As the Jews regard Jehovah as 
the head, of their state and their tem­
poral as wen as spiritual ruler the 
holiday is, however, a depely religious 
one.

As a holiday, however, the Pasover 
Is one of the most poetic. Its celebra­
tion of freedom symbolizes not only 
the breaking of shackles by all op­
pressed people, but it Is the festival 
of the birth of spring—the resurrec­
tion of life. In order to transport 
themselves in spirit to the days when 
their ancestors were led out of the 
house of bondage, the orthodox Jews 
eat unleavened bread for eight days. Tjj»

The beginning of Passover is mark­
ed by two Seder nights. These are 
celebrated this year on Monday and d A. JXL Hi D COLLIN’S 
Tuesday evenings. The Seder is one 
of the most impressive and 
pleasant family gatherings among 
orthodox Jews. The head of the 
family—or in his absence the 
oldest son takes hie ріале— 
lounges on sofa cushions at the head 
of the table, the lounging symbolizing 
that In leaving the house of bondage 
every Jew has become a freeman, a 
monarch In his own home.

Like the Oriental monarches and 
Greek patriarches; who used to lounge, 
while consuming their meals; so the 
Jew lounges while enjoying Ms Pass- 
over meal in the company of his 
family.

After the head of the family «lessee 
the wine, at the close of which every­
one utters devout Amen, the cere­
monial begins. The youngest In 'the 
family questions why everytMng looks 
so different that night. To tMe the 
head of the family answers by telling 
the story of the serfdom of the Jews 
In Egypt and of the miracles per­
formed by the God of Israel in behalf 
of the oppressed children.

Four cups of wine are prescribed for 
each person during the Seder. They 
are toasts to Abraham, Moses, Israel, 
tl.e oppressed, and one to the future,
Which always shines forth t^-the or­
thodox Jew as the hope of seeing 
Jerusalem rebuilt. In addition to the 
cutpe for the persons present there Is 
a cup for the Prophet Elijah, who is 
supposed to visit his beloved people 
during Ithle Seder. The door Is even 
left open to admit him. -Bitter roots 
are consumed as a reminder of the bit­
ter life led by -the Jews tn Egypt.
Parsley is used as a symbol of thank­
fulness for the earth’s products.
