DER RIVER.

(Natal Mercury.)

A Grahvrestown lady hegs received
~frem her sister at Modder River a let-
ter containing the, fullowing: With the
Boers coming and going,.I had 4 hard
time - cf it. After the first week we
bdd no fcod, and could not buy any,
because  the Foers Lought it ali up,
and weuld nct sell me any, although
they gave it by the bagful to Mrs. B.
and Mrs. L. But then, I was British.
The consequence  was that - we. were
starving for weeks.. I sent to ask-
somecne to eell me 2s. worth of meal,
and they sent werd back to the effect
that ikey would see me lie rotting first.
For 12 days I kad only one egg'a day,
and . the children Lad to go out and
get ‘“‘ainkies.”” 'When the Transvaal-
ers came in matters were worse. still,
for th¢y were more like savages than
civilized men. Finally, when our
iroops arrived, x was simply awful!
For thirteen’ hours they did not stop
fighting for five minutes, and the Free
Staters like peas. I am gquiie sure
that 2,000 were killed, arnd lots of them
thrown into the river. Others vrere
huried, but some were not quite dead
at the time, for our men subsequently
feund them with their arms and leg®
sticking up as if they had tried to get .
ocut upor. regeining consciousness, The
- Boers put dynamite close to my house
.with the cbject of -hlowing it up. They
also’ lzid some -all round the station
and by ithe bridge, but the . British
were too ouickly upon them. Now. we
are safe; the Beers gre around us. but
they cannot get to the line. I am con-
fident ibat they cannot hcld out much
loager, for the only focd Yhey have is
meat, and it will . mct be long before
eur ‘trecps bave them surrounded. On
thie- day of the battle the .explosion of
the shells cver our heads were awful,
a9 were likewise the. showers of builets
amurd us.
