Berlin, July 12.—Germany has tak­
en no stand In opposition to the 
United States In the affairs of Cen­
tral and South America. Germany 
has Issued no statement that could be 
construed Into antagonism to the 
American government. In what that 
government has done. Is doing, or 
may do In Nicaragua. This declar­
ation was made at the German for­
eign office this evening.

Special despatches received here 
from Washington and other American 
cities, reported that the German for- board, F. H. 
elgu office had Issued k statement to­
day that "Germany refuses to recog­
nise any right on the part of the 
United States to supervise her dip­
lomatic relations with other coun­
tries, Central and South American 
countries in general,
In particular."

When this report was placed In for 
the foreign office, It was given an em­
phatic denial. No such statement, 
an official declared, angrily, hud been 
Issued by that department, or by any 
other department of the government, 
lie affirmed that no declaration of 
such a nature could be made, because 
there was absolutely no necessity for 
It, and that therefore anything pub­
lished In such A sense was pure In­
vention.

Marble Head, Mass., July 12—The 
science of aviation may be said to 
have claimed Its 15th victim lu the 
suicide here today of Lt. Alexander 
L. Pflttner, a native of Budapest. Hun­
gary. a former officer in the Hungary 
artillery, and a member of an old and 
aristocratic family of that country.

Pflttner has met with a number oT 
mishaps recently In attempting to 
fly the Burgess -Curtiss aeroplanes 
at Plum Island near Newburyport and 
each time became more and more dis­
couraged and morose. His high strung 
temperament was apparently unable 
to stand the dlncouragftments andi 
early today he went out from Marble 
Head In a skiff, and It is believed com­
mitted siltclde by drowning. The skiff 
was found floating late In the day con­
taining the man's coat and hat and an 
automatic revolver. The barrel c.f the 
revolver was somewhat clouded as TT 
It had been fired.

Lt. Pfltxner was about 86 years of 
age. He graduated from the L’hiver- 

('harlottenburg 
verslty of Budapest, taking engineer­
ing courses, after "Which lie served In 

artillery. Later he specialised In 
Internal combustion motors.

He came to this country about eight 
years ago. and was employed by a 
leading automobile company, develop 
Ing a motor which won many awards 
for speed and endurance.

Later be associated himself with the 
Herring Curtiss aeroplane company 
at Hammondsport and designed and 
built himself the motor which Olenn 
Curtiss used In winning the Gordon 
Ben net cup at Rhelms last year.

A few months ago he came to Mar­
ble Head to become superintendent of 
the Burgess company and Curtiss ae­
roplane plant utul had made many 
flights at Plum Islad.

His body which was support 
cd by a sapling, had scarcely shift­
ed position and the Ashing rod was 
still held by a death grip.

The murdered man. 
position, had been passed In the early 
morning by several rowboats, the oc­
cupants of which believed that he 
had fallen asleep. It was not until 8 
o'clock that two farmhands employ-

the man was murdered, passed near 
him. They asked him what luck he 
was having. Getting no response they 
made an Investigation which caused 
them to call Richard T. Lynch, Mr. 
Bradley's son-ln-iaW. Mr. Lynch found 
that the ninn was dead with two bul- 
letholes In the back of his head. Coun­
ty Detective George D. Totten, Coun­
ty Physician William II. Long and 
County Prosecutor F. A. Pope hastes' 
ed to the place and took charge of 
the body.

The officials have been unable to 
obtain any clue to the murderer. Tro­
vati lived on Canal 
yon’s foundry In Raritan with his wife 
and two young children. It was his 
custom to go fishing every Sunday 
night and remain away until Sunday 
morning. Last night he started up the 
footpath of the canal about 6 o'clock 
on a bicycle. His bicycle and lantern 
were found near his body and no at­
tempt had been made to rob him. 
County Physician Long thinks thst 
he had been dead several hours when 
discovered. There have been several 
murders us the outgrowth of feuds 
among the Italians of Raritan In re 
cent years. Whether Trovati has been 
Implicated In any of these feuds tue 
authorities have not been able to dis­
cover. There has been recently a race 
war between the negroes employed 
on the Bradley estate and the whites 
of Raritan. The 
In Ituiltun un Friday night and Mr. 
Bradley said that he would make an 
attempt to get permits from the au­
thorities for the negroes to carry re­
volvers.

Trovati was not employed on the 
Bradley farms and la not known to 
have been Implicated. The authorities 
think he was murdered by one of his 
fellow countrymen.

Fruitless Search.
Emperor Francis Joseph, although 

he had forced him to leave Austria 
and to surrender his Austrian citizen­
ship, relented when the news was 
brought to him that his eccentric 
cousin was missing, and has prob­
ably been shipwrecked. He despatch­
ed a cruiser which spent almost a 
year In exploring almost every mile 
of the coast between Iqulque and Val­
paraiso, as well as the adjacent is­
lands. in the hope of discovering 
trace of the prince or of his ship, the 
Murgherita. The search proved fruit­
less.

Archduke John was passionately de­
voted to his old mother, the Grand 
Duchess of Tuscany, who died In 1898. 
As long as he lived he was wont to 
write to her almost dally when away 
from her side. Hé wrote to her a 
long and detailed letter Just before 
nulling from Iqulque. but from that 
time forth until she died, eight years 
afterward, she never received a line 
from him. nor the slightest Informa­
tion as to whether he was alive or 
dead. With him on board the Marg- 
hérita when she sailed were hla 
rees wife. M illy Stubel, and a cfe 
German, Austrian. English and Italian 
sailors: also, some of these people 
had relatives. Yet they have never 
given any sign of life since they sailed 
from Iqulque with the archduke. The 
archduke
Ing man. who even In his younger 
days was completely bald and wore a 
wig, of which he was not in the least 
bit ashamed, being often accustomed 
to remove it when incommoded by the 
heat and desirous of cooling his head. 
Ii would, therefore, be easy to recog­
nize him If be were alive, 
only people who claim to have seen 
him since his alleged death have been 
persons who hud never seen him In 
Europe previous to his disappearance, 
and who were ignorant of his baldness 

which does not appear on his por­
traits and of other striking peculiar­
ities.

CLARK HELPS 
SOI FIELDERS

Clever Pirate Captain of In­
ventive Turn of Mind De­
signs Cap Which Will Prove 
of Great Service.

Fred Clarke, manager, captain and 
left fielder of the Pittsburg world’s 
champions, may win fame in the realm 
of science when his days of usefulness 
In the world of sport are ended. The 
Kansas farmer Is of an Inventive turn 
of mind, and when he is not playing on 
the diamond, devotes his spare time to 
thinking out plans to help his fellow- 
men and to add something to the fam­
ily treasury, which is already well 
filled.

His first fling In the Invention line 
netted the base ball world a patent 
canvas covering for the infield, which 
is guaranteed to make it possible to 
play every day on which rain Is not 
actually falling at game time. The 
cover has already been put in use at 
Pittsburg, Cleveland, New York, Cin­
cinnati and several other cities.

Now Fred has something new. It 
Is u cap specially designed for "sun- 
fielders," those unfortunate mortals 
who are compelled to field fly halls 
with Old Sol pouring his blinding 
light right into their eyes.

For years sun-fielders have worn or­
dinary smoked glasses. It was Impos­
sible to see a ball leave the bat with 
these over the eyes, hence the glasses 
were worn far down on the nose until 
the sphere rose in the air. and then 
the player pushed the glasses up over 
his eyes. One day Clarke. In making 
this move, jabbed a finger into one 
of his eyes, and that set him think­
ing.

The result Is a cap with a long alum­
inum peak, to which a pair of smoked 
glasses are fastened with a hinge. 
There Is also a strong spring 
ment, and when not in use the glasses 
lie up against the peak of the cap In a 
horizontal position. All that is neces­
sary to make them fall over the eyes 
is a touch of the finger, and this Is 
far easier than pushing an ordinary 
pair of glasses from the point of the 
nose upward.
