(By J. F. Worrell on the SL An­

drew's Beacon.)
A friend telephoned a few days ago

to call my attention to the odd place 
in which he had noticed a robin build­
ing its nest, viâ, on the top of the head 
of the Statue of St. Andrew, on the 
Roman Catholic (Thurch! I visited 
the spot at ray earliest opportunity, 
and sure enough there was the benign 
and noble countenance gazing down 
upon me as on "former occasions, but 

upon his brow there rested a 
wreath, not of laurels it is true, but 
though of common mud and straws, 
it was daintiy woven anr carefully 
placed as if by this means further to 
perpetuate the rememberance of that 
great and good man in whose honor 
the statue had been erected. The 
mother bird sat peacefully upon her 
nest, under the material protection of 
the balcony built above the statue, 
and under the spiritual protection of 
the shadow of the Church. The same 
bird a few days before had attempted 
to build her nest on the roof of the 
veranda of one of the neighbouring 
houses, but on being discovered the 
nest was destroyed by the owner of 
the house. Thereupon she sought re­
fuge in the Church, and it is to be 
hoped that no person with au exagger­
ated idea of the "fitness of things" 
will cause her to be disturbed a sec­
ond time, but that she may be allowed 
to rear her little brood in safety.

I notice in the recent changes in the 
game laws of this province that a 
bounty has been put upon hawks and 
owls, proving that our legislators are 
over twenty years behind the times 
In the study of bird life. As far back 
as 1893 the Untied States had several 
experts employed to Investigate the 
reputed destructiveness of these class­
es of birds. After examining hund­
reds of stomachs the authorities of 
United States concluded that these 
birds were of inestimable value to 
fanners on account of the large num­
bers of rodents and Injurious insects 
which they destroy. The government 
estimated that the loss of crop during 
the year in which there was a bounty 
on hawks and owls, owing to their 
slaughter, would amount to hundreds 
of thousands of dollars.

There are eleven species of hawks 
and ten species of owls found in New 
Brunswick, and every single species 
is of benefit to the farmer. One bird 
only out of the total twenty-one has 
bad qualities which out-balanced his 
good. I refer to the Sharp-shinned 
Hawk. This is practically the only 
hawk that will molest the poultry 
yard, but given the opportunity a pair 
of thorn will carry off twenty or thirty 
chickens before the farmer can real­
ize the cause of his loss.

perhaps any person is justified 
in shooting this bird on sight. Before 
doing so, however, one should famil­
iarize himself with the different vari­
eties, in order that he may not in his 
ignorance destroy some of the bene­
ficial kinds.

The object of this legislation is no 
doubt to Increase the number of p>r 
tridge. and for that reason by the un­
informed would be considered a laud­
able one. It is true that the Sharp- 
shinned Hawk and one or two spec­
ies of Owls do destroy this bird, but 
the loss from this cause is small com­
pared with the loss from other caus­
es. such as destruction by skunks, 
minks, foxes, bobcats, and man, and 
the loss of eggs and newly-hatched 
young ones on account of cold weath­
er during the nesting season, 
granted that there is one species of 
Hawk which is destructive to fanner's 
property, and that there are two spec­
ies of Owls that are destructive to 
game birds, is this sufficient reason 
that the other eighteen beneficial 
species be outlawed, that hundreds of 
dollars should be paid in bounties, 
and that thousands of dollars should 
be wasted through the loss of crops 
which will follow the destruction of 
these birds? If our representatives 
have not the time or the means to in­
vestigate such matters for themselves, 
they should read what the authorities 
in other places are doing and profit 
by their experience.

’ Parents are now entitled to a pension 
if they are Incapable of self-support 
owing to age or infirmity and are In 
need.

Soldiers discharged as medically un­
fit are to receive twenty-seven shill­
ings, six pence a week, with full chil­
dren’s allowances, until their pensions 
are fixed.

SUCCE88IONAL CROPS

Many amateur farmers are puzzled 
to know just how to handle a success­
ion of crops. To get the most out of a 
small area it is necessary to plant 
seeds from week to week and, in some 
cases, to sow two crops In one row at 
one time. For instance, lettuce and 
radieli may be sown in the same row. 
parsnips and lettuce, corn and pump­
kins, corn and spinach, lettuce and 
early cabbage, etc.

Some examples of successful plant 
lngs.may serve to explain what is 
meant by following one crop with an; 
other:

Early beete followed with celery.
Early beans followed with turnips.
Lettuce or onions sets followed with 

tomatoes.
Radishes followed with tomatoes.
Spinach, lettuce or radishes followed 

with cabbage.
Early crops may be taken off and 

consumed and immediately afterwards 
their place may be taken by some 
other crop. The eoil should be dug 
over and more manure added if pos 
stole. This should be followed by a 
careful raking down before the plants 
are set out or the seeds planted.

General Sir Louis Jackson, K. B., 
E. C. B. C. M. G., of the Imperial 
Army, who was to the city for tim 
week-end, was a guest of honor at the 
Canadian Club on Saturday evening.

During the evening General Jack- 
son was called upon for a few words, 
and upon arising was received with 
much applause.

He spoke on the Training of Sold­
iers; on the Training of the Youth 
of Today, and on a Soldiers Better­
ment on his Return to Civil Life.

He spoke on the probabilities that 
the war might soon end, and referred 
to soldiers who must be obtained and 
trained for the accomplishment of 
this. He alluded to the state which 
enforced laws for the education of 
the youth, both mental and physical, 
So with the soldier, he must be train­
ed and this {raining given under favor­
able circumstances.

The speaker went on to say, "In past 
time, the state took men from differ 
ent walks In life, when these were 
required for war purposes; and in 
traditions and readings we learn that 
these same soldiers were given lit­
tle heed, when the war was over. 
But a comparison exists today in the 
fact that each soldier Is given a train­
ing when unfit tor military duty. 
Since the soldier’s life was a hard 
one, it was naturally looked upon by 
the nations in general. This has 
changed, as after this war the people 
recognize that these men were drawn 
from all classes, In different walks 
of life, they being one of themselves, 
and the problem Is on one hand now 
to give a further training by a tech­
nical education, to make him, upon 
hie discharge, educated in a techni­
cal manner more fit for civil life. ,

On the other hand the problem is, 
"to ensure that the conditions under 
which he procures this training are 
most favorable, as can be contrived, 
so that he may be rendered more fit 
for his return to civil llfe^

He again added : "A soldier's pay in 
the military life was, perhaps, small, 
but with the additional training ob­
tained, enabled him on return to his 
civil life, a better citizen, disciplined 
to laws, and enabled to undertake his 
civil life again in a more proficient 
manner.

The general’s entire speech was on 
the life of a soldier, his military train­
ing, and future technical training, 
which enabled him a greater circle 
of success on his return to civil life.

His remarks were listened to at­
tentively, as the general himself has 
studied matters, and is more fit to 
voice opinions than many more who 
believe they know.

The medical man stated that if it 
only modified the disease the amount 
of labor now Involved would to a large 
measure go for naught. The total 
number of cases within the jurisdiction 
of the Board of Health at present is 
seventeen. With the exception of one 
case at Dipper Harbor, all the patients 
are at the Isolation Hospital. There is 
also another case of smallpox at the 
hospital which comes under military 
authority.

On Saturday the St. James streat 
Military Hospital wàs placed under 
quarantine regulations as a precau­
tionary measure of any disease being 
brought in by visitors.

ANOTHER CASE OF 
SMALLPOX FOUND

Among the visitors to the city during 
the week-end was Thomas J. Riley, 
who represents one of the largest 
dealers In hardwoods in New York. 
Mr. Riley returned to the city from 
Nova Scotia where he purchased a 
considerable quantity of lumber for the 
firm. Speaking of market conditions 
for lumber, he said that there wy an 
open market at present, but consider­
able difficulty was being experienced 
in some sections of the country in ob­
taining cars for transportation. As to 
the prices now listed and the pros­
pects for next season’s production, no 
said that the market was steady now, 
but it would be a very difficult matter 
to forecast future prices as this to 
some extent depends on the war.

He stated that the cut of hardwood 
in the Maritime I’rovlow 
been as extensive in the past as it 
might have been, but the lumbermen 
were beginning to realize the need *»f 
more hardwood. Mr. Riley makes a 
trip out of New York every month and 
his knowledge of the lumber business, 
coupled with bis genial disposition bas 
won for him many friends in the Mari­
time Provinces.
