INDIA’S MAHUA TREE
YIELDS FOOD AND DRINK

Tipple iis  Like Irish , Whiskey, and It
Also Gives Lubricating Oil.

Vice-Consul 'Gexteral John | S. Hunt
writes from Calcutta, India, as follows:
“The mahua, malwa, mowha, mowa or
mowra tree in India is a large deciduous

‘I'tree throughout the forests of Dekkah,

Carnatic, west coast and central India,
and Guzerat, stretching north as far as
Oudh and Kumaun, and eastward across
to Orissa. ‘Though found in a purely
wild ‘state in many parts of India the
value of the flowers and fruit has caused -
it to be brought under more or less cul-
tivation.” The economic valug of the tree
lies in its edible flowers and oil yielding
seeds, although the gum or gutta that
flows from incisions or abraisions on.the
stems shows an average of 48.9:-per cent.

| gutta, 388 per cent. resin and 12.3 per

cent. ash. The bark "also 'is used as a
dye, while all' the propertiés of the ‘tree
are used. to some extent medicinally.

“The mahua, puts forth its leaves from
February to April. Cream colored flow-
ers .appear in great clusters of 30 to 50
near the ends of the branches from
March to April. About theiend of March
the flowers begin to arrive at maturity,
and every morning about sunrise the
succulent corolla’ tubes fall in great
showess. 4o the grownd, which has: been
cleared of grass and underbrush and pre-
pared for the harvest. 'This: continues
to the end of April, but usually the fall
from a single tree is complete in seven
to ten days. The flowers are then spread
out and left to dry in the son; in a few
days they shrink in size; ehange in.color
to. a reddish: brown, and their peculiar
sweet. odor becomes’ more apparent.

“These 'flowers -are eaten extensively
while fresh, but generally speaking they
are ‘dried thoroughly and ‘cooked  with
‘Sometimes they

powder, and in this condition, are cook-
ed in round cakes and mixed with a va-
riety of foodstuffs; Mahua is extremely
sweet, and the ability to eat and digest
it must be acquired. -Few Europeans are
able to eat more than one flower on-a
single occasion without having disagree-
able after effects. 'Sugar and molasses
of a good quality are also made of ma-
hua. It is estimated that in the central

4 provinces .alone ' 1,400,000 of the native

yeoplc use mahua as a regular article of
‘ood.

“The art of distilling these flowers is
a very ancient one: ' For the manifacture
‘of spirits. the. flowers:” when dried are
sold: to village distillers, or to the gov-
ernment distilleries; The flowers are.im-
mersed in water. for about four days;
they are then fermented and thereafter
distilled, ' If the distillation has been
carefully carried ‘out the spirit thus pro-
duced is not unlike a good Irish whisky.
At Arst it has‘a strong, smoky and rath-
er foetid flavor, but age remedies this
and converts it into a quite palatable
though strong drink. The method of dis-
tillation is similar to"that pursucd in all
other countries, save that in India it is
1ess" Scientific and corregpondingly more
wasteful.

“T'he seeds of the mahua, which suc-
ceed the flower from which the spirit
is. made, are: extensively used for the
manufacture of mahua butter, which is
used in the adulteration of ghee, for
Igbricating and - ‘illuminating . purposes
and for eating by the native people., The
method of expression is crude. The ker-
nels gre taken from the smooth, chestnut
colored pericarp by being’ bruised, rub-
bed and subjected to a moderate’ pres-
sure. 'They are then ground and the oil
obtained by cold expression. .In the cen-
tral provinges the kernels are pounded,
boiled, wrapped in several folds of cloth,
and the oil thereafter expressed.”

Toll Gates in America.

In America the last of the turnpikes
are disappearing. A toll gate abolished
near the town of Peru, in Vermont, is
said to haye been the last in New Eng-
land. ' Local protests have been unavail-
ing, but when this plece of road became
an important link in a popular motor
route through the Green Mountains, the
matter was taken up by the State, and
this thoroughfare was freed from tolls.—
Weekly Scotsman.

The, hext item of expemditure which fs critici#éd was an/amount of $94,625
loaned by the trust company to the railway company to implement the amount
which . the bonds vgould have realized if taey had brought 98 per cent and the
sum which they actually did realive when sold. By the legislation embodled in
Chapter 25 of the Acts of 1912 if was provided inter alia: “That if the whole
or any portion of said bonds be gnaranteed and the proceeds thereof deposited
with a bank or trust company such deposit must in no case be less than ninety=
€ight per cent of tae par value of said bonds.” (8ection 8.)

As.a matter of fact when the bonds were sold they brought only 958-4, at |
which figure their pmceeds fall below 98 by the amount last above named. To
fulfil the provisions of the act the railway company borrowed the difference
from the triist compeny, then immediately deposifed it with tae last named
company, apd arranged to repay it by crediting to such loan account 21-2 per
cent ‘of the’ amount called for by each order-in-council. But it was admitted’by
Mr, Carvell that the legislation of 1918, Chapter 89, by which 95 per cent, in=
-stead of 98 per cent, must be deposited as above provided, made it impossible
to mnintnln that tbere Wwas a diversion by the company in that regard, at least
in ‘the sense and meanmg of the statute under whicy we are sitting, for this
 legislation freed the borrowers from such lability and the full proceeds of the
bonds as sold remained with the trust company. *

Considerable discussion took place over the fees paid to different solicitors
who, from one standpoint or another, had different déalings with the raﬂwsy
company and with the construction company.

Speaking generally on this branch of the inquiry, we do not think that fees
paid by either company t0 secure its incorporation should be chargeable o the
proceeds of these bonds, although it is manifest that as far ds the construction
" of ‘the road is concetned, they or some of them, might be a proper charge in the
final analysis of the total cost of the road.

It ‘was three centuries, however, neces-
sary as house mumbers seem to be, be-
fore it became at all general. Then the
nombering was such as to be of ne aid
at all. In Berlin, for instance, houses
were numbered without any considera-
tion-of street names. The numbers be-
gan at 1 and went on to maybe 5,000 or
10,000 if there were that many houses
in the city. A man lived in 8,000 Ber-
ln in these days. To Ond that house
was as difficult almost as to find the
house if it had no number.

The system followed in numbering the
‘houses was not alwuys clear, so that
visitor might have found 2,000 Berlin
and naturally thought that 3,000 was in
the game direction only to find ‘that it
was off in anether ga

During the later days of the Stuaris
in ‘England the houses of London were
not* aumbered’ and there would have
been little advantage in numbering them,

coachmen, charmen, porters and errand
boys of the ¢ity were able to réad. The
ignorance of the London coachmen of
those days no doubt was responsible for
the ridiculous appeatance of the streets
of the English capital. There had to be
some way or means by which coach-
men wounld be able to know one house
from another, so shopkeepers painted
their places in colors symbolic of  the
businesses they were engaged in. If not
that then a carved figure gayly painted
would be hung outside the entrance so
that the coachmen could see.it.
