The Spring Hill coal is well adapted for house, stean and smelting parposes. Sita-
ated within 37 miles by rail of the lodes of brown hematite and micaceous iron ore of
the richest quality, known as the Acadia iron ore, of Londonderry, it is difficult to as-
sigo limits to the quantity of ore likely to be taken to Spring Hill, for smelting by a
coal unusually tree from sulphur.

The Lumbering Interest.

Fredericton :—

We learn by telegraph from Fredericton
that the Hon. John J. Fraser has been ap-
pointed Provincial Secretary in room of the
late Hon Geo. L. Hatheway.

— Hon. Robert Young has accepted Pre-
sidency of Conncil.

Crown Land sales begin thirteenth
August, upset price eight dollars.

Simultaneous with the appointment of
the Solicitor of the River Du Loup Railway
to a high position in the Government and
proposed introduction to the floors of the
Assembly, comes the information that the
Government, which is abso.utely control
led by the Railway Company, has advan-
ced the rate of Timber Mileage to all
Lumbermen throughout the Province !

The Company, including several leading
lumber operators who are its most promi
nent members, will have control of nearly
two millions of acres of the Pablic Lands
of this small Province besides the large
tracts they already own ; and these rail
way lands they are selecting from among
fie TIMBER lands. not from the settlement
lands, as was ecxpected. If they can,
through their influence inside and outside
of the Government, succeed in advancing
the cost of lumbering on all who are not
within the charmed circle of ¢ River Du
Lonp,”” they will do a tremendous stroke
of business for themselves at the expense
of everybody else. The game will com
mence with the next Crown Land Sales in
Fredericton, and the end may be foreseen
without any difficulty.

The gentlemen in the Company who are
not interested in extensive Inmbering ope-
rations, will be doing the public and the
lumbering interest of the country a servi e
by carefully watching the development of
thisattempt to enhance the cost of lamber
on all who cannot control or have not pur
chased large tracts of timber lands. We
are informed that the cost of getting logs
to market and manufacturing them has in-
¢ -cased filty per cent in the past three
years :—the farther addition to the ex-
pense when this new scheme has succeeded
can be realized even by the uninitiated.

St. Jonn's N. F. July 6.
In the year 1835 three persuns expiated
their crimes by death upon the scaffuld in
this Colony. Since that time until Mon
day last, June first, no such penalty has

been inflicted there. The causes of our

long immunity from the dire necessity
which demands so terrible a vindication of
the law human and divine are two fold.
The first cause is happily to be found in
the general character of the people, and
the consequent rare occurrence of the more
gerious crimes ; and the second is in the
extreme reluctance of our jurors to convict |
After this

long interval of 37 years the courts and
officials have had to perform this terrible
and most unwelcome sacrifice to . society.-
and on the day named at 8 o’clock Patrick
Geehan, whose ¢rime has already been de-

tailed in Tae TrizuNE, was hurried to his
last acecount. To his latest hour he pre

served the composure which distinguished
him during his trial ; but under the in-

fluence of the ministers of his religion, e

at length realized the awfulness of his po

sition, acknowledging, though with much
improbable colouring of facts and many

questionable circumstances of excuse, the
Jjustice of his sentence, expressing to them

his contrition for his heinous offence, and

resigning himself to the inevitable destiny

awaiting him here and hereafter. The
execution in accordance with English crim-

inal law, which 12 months after enactment
prevails in the Colony, was strictly private,
the officials of the gaol, and of the Sher-
iff’s .office, and one or two others only
being present. The wmechanical arrange-

ments were such as to prevent all needless
suffering, and the unhappy man died al-

most instantly. A coroner’s jury shortly
afterwards held apjnquest upon the body
and brought in a vérdict in accordance with

the facts. His body was buried within the
precincts of the prison; and so ended this
fatal episode in our annals.

OUR MAIL SERVICE.

It is refresbing to turn away from scenes
of death and horror to consider the ludi-
crous bunglings of our Anti-Confederate
M:nstry. We have had another specimen
of their contracts in the utter inefliciency
of the Mail Service which they have foist-
ed upon us. The whole affair is a huge
piece of jobbing, initiated lor the simple
purpose of aggrandising one of thzir sup
porters, the Hon. Mr. Harvey,who is agent
for the Countractors. the Gult Ports Com
pany This Compary undertook to send
us a boat early in April, but it was nearly
May when their firsc boat, the ¢* Pictou,’’
arrived. The boats were subject to survey
and approval, and upon the report of the
surveyors, the Government were compelled
to reject the ‘¢ Pictou.”” Then we were
treated to an atrocious tub, the ‘¢ Alham
b a,”’ a craft fit for no position better than
that ofa carrying boat upon some inland
navigation. Then came an iron boat, the
¢ Feorgia,’’ which .was a good blockade
runner in 1862, and then by no means
new ; and as an iron boat, completely un-
fit to encounter ice upon our dangerous
coast. From time to time we were
put off. He contracted for a wooden boat
or hoats.. The Company insisted upon
giving us iron and promised that weshould
have a wooden boat in the fall of the year.
Next comes the ** Gaspe ;’’ and on her first
trip the ** Gaspe’’ gets two or three points
off her course, and runs this course for a
considerable number of miles, as if for the
express purpose of avoiding Newfoundland
and getting ashore on Langlais. At any
rate, at Langlais she got ashore. By a
most providential concurrence of circum-
stances, her passengers and a considerable
portion of her mails are saved, brought on
to St. Peters, and after some further delay
transferred to St. John’s, When we com-
pare our prescnt service, at a time when
our Treasary is overflowing and everything
prosperous, with the s-rvice as it was
under Cunard and Inman, when our colo-
nial purse was lean and our circumstances
adverse, we may well feel inclined to ex-
claim

* Oh, si practeritos nobis referat Jupiter
annos.”’

But in these good old days there were no
political parasites to be pampered and fed
fat. Now we have changed all that. Mr.
Purse-proud, Mr. Haughtyman and Mr.
Hate-the-mob are not ashamed to wait upon
the Hon. Mr. Corruption and the Hon. Mr.
Filch-funds and to demand the reward due
to supporters in the shape of spurious con-
tracts and solid coin. So it is, and has
been, since the inauguration of the present
regime. Every single supporter of the
Gevernment, mercantile and otherwise,
bas bad kis good substantial sop. Mr.
BenNerT and Mr. McKav, the owners of
Tile Cove Copper Mine, not only had their
mine freed from future Royalties, but had
$20,000 to $30,000 of past liability blotted
out.

ences in the matter of mails. The time
would fail e to speak of " the smaller fry,
Rexouvrs and Winrtons, Dupers, NooNans
and ParsonsEs (pere etfiis.) Suflice it to
say that like mosquitos, in proportion to
their insignificance so is their apparent
hunger ; and in proportion to their hun-
ger does the paternal government purvey
them pickings.
THE PROSPECTS OF THE FISHERIES
are up to this time somewhat uncertain.

Men
rash frantically from the town in search of
cooler airs'ard the invigorating influences
of czone. Sportsmen col'ect together the
rod. the gaff, the landing net, and the fly
book ; and provender being providently
purveyed proceed upon their excursions.
‘I'> those who are in earnest 1n search of
sport, there is no country on this side the
Atlantic which fnrnishes greater

Thousands of deer roam over our hills, for-
ests and marshes.

But those who have
defamed it have, for the most part, been
men who called at St. John’s in a steamer
short of coal, stayed a few hours, had the
misfortune to get soused in a shower of
rain, and then left us blaspheming the
miserable place. But the man who would
see Newfoundland in its fairer phases, and
then vituperate it, would travel from Dan
to Beersheba and cry, ‘It is all barren.”

For
years past, his reputation, to say the leass,
has been unsavory Finally, he was im-
peached by the Senate for corrupt practices,
and being found guilty, was removed from
the Bench. He does not scem to hive had
the same hardihood in ** cheeking it out”
as the Ring leaders, and tbe shock pros
trated him. A few days ago, however, he
was interviewed at his residence by one
of the New York reporters, when he ex-
pressed himself in the following terms :—

simply an ordeal through which I have had
t) pass to make me brighter and better ;

He spoke r1esolutely of his determination
to carry the case to the Court of
Appeals; but ever and anon betray-
ed emotions of despondency.

The gang board was however soon pushed
out, and the boat began to empty its living
freight. It would be proper here to ex

plain thatthe wharf has lately been length

ened a distance of thirty feet,and it wason
this new portion that the people had chief-
ly gathered to the number of sixty or
seventy. In the twinkling of an eye a crash
was heard, and the next instant the people
on the solid patrt of the wharf, the beach
an the boat were terrified at the sight of
sixty or seventy men, women and children
struggling for life in the water, the new
part_ol the wharf having literally caved in.
The shock was so sudden and unexpected
that one hardly realized the terrible danger
the people were in. The shrieks of the
women, the cries of the imen and the garg-
ling splashing noise that was made by the
puor wretches injthe water were frightful to
hear.
