The minutes of last meeting were read 
by the Secretary and adopted.

Dr. Inches, from the Committee on 
New Business, reported that several 
papers would be read in the course of 
the meeting.

Dr. Berryman, Treasurer, had no 
financial Report to make, there having 
been no funds to administer, but was 
now, he announced, in a position to re­
ceive the Annual dues.

The President, Dr. Steeves, then de­
livered an address on Insanity, in which 
were considered the prominent causes 
produce Neurotic disease and develop 
insanity, the relations of civilization to 
insanity, and its prevention.

Dr. Bayard moved a vote of thanks to 
the President for his instructive and 
able address, seconded by Dr. Hamilton, 
and carried unanimously.

The Election of Officers was next in 
order.

Dr. Brown moved, seconded by Dr. 
Travis, That the old officers be re-elec­
ted. Dr. Coleman thdught better not, 
but distribute the honors generally, and 
moved in amendment, that we proceed 
to the election of Officers. Amendment 
put and carried.

Dr. Bayard nominated Dr. Earle as 
President, seconded by Dr. Berryman.

Dr. Christie moved nominations close, 
seconded by Dr. McFarlane. Carried, 
Dr. Earle was then elected by acclama­
tion, and in a short address expressed 
his thanks and the wish that he would 
till the position as well as his predecessor.

Dr Atherton nominated Dr. Todd 
Vice-President, seconded by Dr, Brown ;

Dr Holden viewed the matter diflerent- 
ly from Drs. Bayard & Berryman, and 
thought the resolution not suggestive ol 
rio-ht but of cofirtesy, and if changes 
were good then Society would sustain 
them. The resolution was no reflection 
on the action of council.

Dr. Travis said that the Council is the 
Executive under the Act, and so long as 
they act according to law, the Council 
cannot call on the Society Uf discuss its 
actions. Dr. Atherton, as one of the 
Council, thought that before imposing a 
tax on the Society it should be consulted, 
but as amendments were thought to be 
needed, this one was added to the rest, 
when they passed the House of Assembly. 
It was however wrong in principle, and 
so he had maintained in the council 
meetings. , ,

Dr. Taylor did not think the resolution 
intended as avoteof censure,and believed 
it necessary that amendments to the Act 
should be first submitted to the Society.

Dr. Preston thought Council had 
worked wonderfully well.

Dr. Bayard stated that the Council act­
ed as they thought rightly under the 
law, and viewed the motion as a vote of

Dr. Duncan could see nothing 
in the resolution reflecting on the Coun­
cil, and thought that the Council—the 
smaller and appointed body—in making 
amendments should, if not by right, at 
least in courtesy, consult the society, the 
larger body, and the one appointing the 
majority of its members.

Dr Brown thought amendments thus 
brought before the Society would be 
slow work and much time lost in making

Council had not only 
carried out the provisions of the Act, 
but gone beyond that and originated 
new ones. He had every confidence in 
the Council, but thought it would be 
well, when new enactments are required, 
to have the matter discussed before the 
Society’! ’ , ...

Preston and Bayard then claimed 
the floor, when Dr. Holden moved that 
the question be now put. Carried. Re­
solution was then passed by a vote of 
20 yeas to 7 nays.

The Portraits. •
To the Editor of the Globe.

Sir,—In a late number of the Frederic­
ton Herald is the following : “ The por­
trait of Queen Charlotte stands first in 
the opinion of no less a judge thsn Pro­
fessor Walter Smith. On visiting the 
Parliament Buildings these pictures ar­
rested his atteution, and on inspecting 
this one he said it was the original paint­
ing, and the work of Sir Joshua Rey­
nolds. He said at first the painting was 
worth as much as the building itself, but 
afterwards gave his opinion that the pic­
ture would tiring £50,000 in England. 
The other pictures are not original, but 
copies. How these paintings came here 
is at present unknown, with the excep­
tion of that of Lord Glenelg.” In refer­
ence to this matter the following may 
be of interest :

Journals, 1821 : “ To His Excellency 
the Lieut. Governor or Commander-in- 
chief, the sum of one hundred pounds 
sterling,. towards procuring the full- 
sized portrait of His late Majesty, King 
George the Third, pursuant to the re­
solution of the House of Assembly of 
the first of February.”

In the Journals of the House, 1822, is 
the following :
Message from His Excellency the Lieut.

Governor.
Monday, 11th February.

“The Lieut. Governor is much grati­
fied to have it in his power to present to 
the House of Assembly full-length por­
traits of their late Majesties, King 
George the Third and Queen Charlotte, 
feeling assured, from the loyal principles 
which instigated the vote of the last 
session for providing the King’s picture, 
that such a portrait will be acceptable to 
the House.”

At the same Session: “To Thomas 
Bonner, Esquire, such a man as will pro­
cure a bill of exchange on England for 
twenty-one pounds, eight shillings, to 
defray the expense oi freight and other 
incidental charges, incurred in the ship­
ment of the foil length portraits of their 
late Majesties from England to the city 
of St. John.

The portraits arrived at St. John the 
previous November, and it was intended 
to exhibit them. “ but were found to be 
so packed up that they could not be re­
moved from their cases and replaced 
without the risk of doing them much in­
jury.”

As they were a gift to the “ House of 
Assembly," as iuitimated by His Excel­
lency, it Is there they belong.

Earl Sheffield took his place in the 
House as early as 1807. His portrait was 
procured by Governor Carleton, then in 
England, in 1805 he received the free­
dom of the city of St. John. His Lord- 
ship died in 1881, at the age of 96 years.

In the Journal 1821 is the following :
“To Thomas Bonner, Esq., the Pro­

vince agent, the sum of thirty pounds, 
two shillings, sterling, being a balance 
due to him of the amount for procuring 
the Boyal Arms.”

As these historic paintings will, no 
doubt, grace the Exhibition at St. John 
at the Centennial celebration, it was not 
pleasant reading “that George 111. is out 
of frame and considerably damaged."

As this is the semi-centennial of tlie 
appearance of their Majesties at tlie Capi­
tal, it is a fitting time to know something 
about their history.

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THE HAPPY RETREAT-

The reports which meet the eye of 
Northern readers, of the heated term 
in New York and other American 
cities, and the many deaths conse­
quent thereupon, are well calculated 
to lead them to think well of the 
country which they claim as their 
home, where cool breezes and health- 
giving atmosphere enable them to 
endure, with some degree of comfort, 
the heated days in July and August. 
We have bad some hot periods too, 
for there have been days within the 
past fortnight when thermometers 
registered nearly a hundred in the 
shade, at noon. Strangers who visit 
this section of country enjoy most 
gratefully the cool nights which so 
frequently follow a hot day, and it is 
this which, added to the attractions 
of sport and pastime to be enjoyed 
in the Northern section of New 
Brunswick, attracts so many visitors 
from other parts during the summer 
season. The Miramichi liver, or 
“ Happy Retreat” has along its 
banks numbers of attractive spots 
which possess many charms for the 
tourist and sportsman, which only 
need to be brought more prominently 
to the notice of pleasure seekers to 
induce them to visit the “ Happy 
Retreat,” there to enjoy Nature 
amid beautiful surroundings, and to 
obtain that refreshing rest which 
neither the wearied business man or 
gentleman of means have ever sought 
in vain in this section. The whole 
North, with its lotfely and pictures­
que watering places—its beautiful 
rivers and sporting grounds, is un­
surpassed as a summer retreat for all 
who seek rest aud recreation, while 
the genial hospitality and friendli­
ness of its people add not a little to 
the charms of a section of country 
whose praises have been sounded 
forth with no uncertain sound by the 
thousands of strangers who have at 
various periods paid a visit to it— 
both from the Old as well as the New 
World. Passing Northward from 
Newcastle the visitor reaches Bath­
urst, a beautifully situated place— 
the Town and Village commanding 
a view which is more than ordinarily 
fine—its nearness to the waters of 
the Bay Chaleur making it a most 
desirable spot in which to spend a 
few pleasant days in the summer. 
Passing a’ong, the visitor can either 
jog on to the Capes where the sea 
air and salt water bathing can be en­
joyed to an unlimited extent ; or find 
his way to Belledune, a quiet, rural 
retreat, near to the waters of the 
Bay Chaleur, where he will meet 
with kind and large hearted-farmers, 
of various nationalities. Further on, 
there is Jacquet River, with its fine 
bathing and fishing grounds ; New 
Mills and Charlo, charming spots, 
where the tourist can find much to 
enable him to pass an exceedingly 
pleasant vacation ; and a little further 
on Dalbousie is reached,—the capital 
of Restigouche — a most inviting 
summer resort, situated on rising 
ground, from which there is to be 
had a grand view of the Bay Chaleur. 
This place has at times a number of 
visitors, who find there all the enjoy­
ment necessary to enable them to 
pass a few weeks in a pleasant man­
ner. Dalhousie is also a healthful 
locality, in this respect corresponding 
with the other places named. Six­
teen miles further on and Campbell- 
ton is reached. This place is most 
desirably situated, and is often made 
the head-quarters of families who 
visit the Restigouche during the 
sporting season. The people of 
Campbellton are not a whit behind 
their brethren of other towns as re­
gards hospitality, as can be vouched 
for by all whoknow its warm-hearted 
residents. Three miles above the 
town is Athol House, whose proprie 
tors, Adam and Robert Ferguson, 
Esquires, are ever ready to extend a 
hearty welcome to friends as well as 
strangers who visit their home. 
Athol House is beautifully situated 
on a point of the river, and a visit 
thereto will well repay the tourist in 
search of new fields wherewith to 
excite his admiration. From Camp­
bellton up stream the scenery is 
most beautiful and picturesque—the 
lovely river, with its limpid pqols 
and sparkling rapids, winding in and 
out among pretty and well cultivated 
islands, presents a sight which, if 
equalled, is certainly unsurpassed in 
Canada, the scenery being heighten­
ed by the background of mountains 
and hilly slopes on either side of the 
river. A few miles further on and 
Matapedia is reached — the spot 
which for years has had wonderful 
charms for the pleasure seeker and 
angler. A more beautiful spot can­
not well be conceived, and possessing 
as it does so many and varied attrac­
tions, it is cot to be wondered at that 
it has of late years been visited by 
so many persons from various parts 
of the world, royalty included.

The Northern section of New 
Brunswick, with its watering places 
and lovely summer retreats is becom­
ing each year more widely known, 
and is looked upon by visitors of 
every rank, during the heated term, 
as the “ Happy Retreat."

Campbellton Items.
One of the most interesting objects to 

visit in Campbellton at present, is the 
aquarium of Mr. Geo. A. Vye, situate in 
the I. C. R. Dining Hall. Last April he 
procured from the Restigouche Hatching 
House, 3000 salmon ova, which he placed 
in his aquarium, supplied with a flow of 
running water. In about six weeks later, 
there were hatched 2500 young salmon, 
the remainder not proving productive. 
Some time ago, while Mr. Vye was ab­
sent for a day, the water supply was in­
advertently turned off from the young 
salmon, and a general massacre was the 
result. About 500 escaped with their 
lives, Sud to-day swim around their 
adopted home with decided vigour. 
They are now about 14 inches long. 
They form an interesting subject of 
study for the travellers who spend 20 
minutes at the Dining Room. In addition 
to his new role as a pisciculturist, Mr. 
Vye is known as an enthusiastic disciple 
of that sportsman who first lent a charm 
to Ashing—Isaac Walton. Last week in 
company with Mr. Robert Watt, he spent 
three days at Crooked Rapids, Upsal- 
quitch, at which place fourteen salmon 
were secured, which was very good 
sport, considering the scarcity of those 
fish.

I have, on previous occasions, directed 
your attention to Mr. William Fergu­
son’s taxidermie collection of birds, 4c. 
A late visit to his store showed that he is 
still enlarging their number, as well as 
obtaining new varieties. He has about, 
thirty five subjects in his cases now. 
The birds, which are all native, were ob­
tained in a variety of ways. Some were 
secured by the aid of the gun, others 
were trapped, while a few of the aquatic 
birds were found imprisoned in salmon 
nets. Prominent among the collection 
are these—Night Heron, Bald Eagle, 
Arctic Owl, Northern Diver and the Rus­
sian Eagle. Mr. Ferguson has his birds 
mounted very naturally, the perches and 
miniature stumps being tastefully cover­
ed with moss, &c. A good opportunity 
of studying natural history is afforded 
any person who views these birds, as Mr. 
Ferguson is very kind in exhibiting them 
and explaining their characteristics.

Mr. Robert Dickie has completed a 
spacious fire-proof vault for the Bank of 
Nova Scotia here. Mr. Wm. Andrew, 
who has been fitting up the office, will 
complete that work in a few days, wliefi 
the Bank will be able to properly enter 
on its work. In the meantime, the Agent 
may be found daily at his post, where he 
has already done considerable business.

A recent visit to Tide Head by your 
correspondent allowed him the opportu­
nity of viewing one of the most beautiful 
spots in the County. The farms pre­
sented a fruitful appearance, while the 
surrounding scenery enchants the view. 
Moffat’s Mills at present arc idle, as ex­
tensive repairs are being made upon the 
dam. A platform station where ordinary 
trains stop when signalled is to be dis­
placed next summer by a station-house.

The steamer “ Clyde,” referred to in 
your last issue, has proved since being 
placed on the route, a very slow boat. 
She has failed to make anything like good 
time. Considerable dissatisfaction is 
also felt with her at Gaspe. Your cor­
respondent learns that it is not unlikely 
the “ St. Lawrence” will soon return to 
this route. In the interests of this route, 
a suitable steamer with moderate rates of 
travel should be maintained. *

Ryan & Robinson’s Circus and Mena­
gerie, travelling in their own cars, pas­
sed through this town on Sabbath, on 
their way to Newcastle. Contrary to 
the moral law, but probably in accord­
ance with the code of their profession, 
they made the sacred day “ pay-day” 
among them. They remained here about 
four hours, feeding their animals during 
that time.

The scholars of St. Andrew’s Church 
Sabbath School intend holding their an­
nual pic-nic on Thursday afternoon, on 
the grounds of Mr. A. R. Chamberlain, 
about two miles above town. The friends 
of the school generally arc expected to 
attend, if they desire.

Mr. Jeremiah Connors, blacksmith, re 
ceived yesterday by telegram the sad in­
telligence of his son’s death by being 
killed on the P. F. I. Railway. Mr. 
Connors, who intended removing himself 
to that province in a short time, had 
sent his family on afew weeks ago. The 
young lad, about 13 years of age, was in 
the company of some other boys when 
he met with the fatal accident. Mr. 
Connors left here by early train this 
morning for the Island.

Several underground drains are being 
opened up in town, which will have a 
wholesome effect. While these improve­
ments are in progress, our citizens 
should not neglect others of vital im­
portance. Our town is what we make 
it. We have not always acted up to 
that truth, however, often waiting for 
something to turn up to improve the situa­
tion. White paint and whitewash are 
valuable auxiliaries in creating cleanli­
ness and good order.

Streets kept in order, promptness on the 
part of hog-reeves to do their duty, a 
general activity among our people to 
make Campbellton rank chief among the 
North Shore towns must certainly result 
successfully.

A son of Mr. Henry Duncan fell from 
a tree last week and dislocated his 
shoulder, Under Dr. Lunam’s treatment 
he is recovering. Mr. David Nelson, of 
Kempt Road, was recently injured by a 
horse kicking him.

Friday last wns the hottest of the sea­
son, the thermometer registering 90° in 
the shade. The succeeding days have 
been almost equally hot. About this 
time last year we were having constant 
rains.

The Government steamer •• Diuid” ar­
rived in port this afternoon. What her 
business is we have not learned.

good, running as it does so far in the 
rear. It however rests with the Govern­
ment whether this town will be as it is 
throughout all time, or grow to be one 
of the first towns of our country. The 
evil is great—the remedy light, simply- 
being a seven mile line of railway which 
will harm neither, but in the end do 
good to both.

As regards natural scenery Dalhousie 
holds a proud place. It is pleasantly 
situated on the gentle sloping hill side, 
having the magnificent Restigouche 
flowing directly in iront, while oehind, 
standing out in bold relief, is a line of 
hills, at this season covered with foli­
age worthy of the Emerald Isle, and in 
places where from rain and other causes 
the soil has been washed away, leaving 
bare rock jutting oat, which adds rough­
ness and grandeur to the scene. On the 
opposite side of the river again, stretch­
ing I think, about an easterly and west­
erly direction are the rugged mountains 
ot Quebec, which belong to the Ap­
palachian System. In appearance these 
mountains resemble those of New Bruns­
wick. They are, however, much high­
er. The stranger, to gel a good view 
should take his stand on the hill back 
of the town where he can see for miles 
around him in all directions. As the 
great river winds here and there 
among the hills, it represents in places 
a monstrous silver serpent, gliding 
down the valley. Again where it is part­
ly hid from view, it looks like a chain of 
lakes of molten glass, reflecting the 
rays of the setting sun, which appears 
for a few moments to rest on the high­
est peak, and then slowly sinks down 
among the valleys of Bonaventure. 
When the great orb itself is hid from 
view a few rays that fain would stay 
stream forth their blood red light 
through the hill gaps, and are reflected 
back from river aud rock with a bright­
ness which to be understood and ap­
preciated, must be seen. As regards 
bold, natural scenery, Dalhousie is 
seldom equalled and rarely excelled.

Bathurst.—The Bazaar held there 
last week was a grand success. The 
net profit I believe is $1800; a sum 
largely in excess of what was expected.

Crops.—A little more rain is needed 
for- the crops here. All along the Bay 
Shore the soil is naturally very dry, and 
require a great deal of moisture, aud 
the dry season has greatly injured what 
promised to be good crops, especially 
the grain. Potatoes look well. New 
potatoes have been in use here lor some 
days past.

Mines.—The Elm Tree mine will 
yet, judging from present appearance, 
prove a great source of wealth to the 
country. As regards quality and quanti­
ty there can be no doubt that both are 
all that could be desired.

The quarterly meeting of this Presby­
tery was held in Charlo on Tuesday. 
After devotional exercises the roll was 
made up and called.

The following Ministers were present— 
Messrs. Murray, Johnstone, Lindsay, 
Mackenzie, Robertson, Aitken, Houston, 
Nicholson, Russell, Herdman, M’Carter 
and George. The elders present were 
A. Armstrong, of Bathurst, W. Firth, of 
Campbellton, Tait of Dalhousie and M’- 
Millan of Charlo.

When the Minutes were read a some­
what warm discussion took place on the 
question as to whether a notice of mo­
tion given at a meeting held at 
Charlottetown during the meeting 
of synod was sufficient. Some took the 
ground that the notice to be competent 
should be given at a stated quarterly 
meeting. On a vote being taken the 
minute was confirmed by a majority. 
Messrs. Houston and Aitken asked and 
obtained leave to have their dissent re­
corded.

Mr. Mackenzie was chosen Moderator 
for the year. The following minutes re­
specting Dr. Jardine and Mr. McBain, 
both of Chatham formerly, were read 
and approved. That respecting Dr. 
Jardine should have been brought up 
long ago but fell aside by oversight

Ip consenting to the translation of 

Dr. Jardine from Chatham to Brockville, 
and his consequent removal from our 
bounds, thisjPresbytery bears testimony 
to his worth aud to his labors while he 
was among us as pastor of St. Andrew’s 
Church, Chatham. Dr. Jardine showed 
himself to be a fine combination of the 
scholar and the practical worker. He 
had high culture, but he was not a re- 
cluse or a bookworm. His preaching 
was fresh and erudite, and at the same 
time he was a systematic visitor among 
his people, and one of the most active 
men in the business transacted in this 
court. The Presbyte ry cherish an affec­
tionate memory of their brother, aud 
follow him with prayers for abundant 
success to attend him in his labors in the 
sphere which he now occupies,

REV. J. A. F. MCBAIN.
In consenting to the translation of Mr. 

McBain the Presbytery puts on record 
the esteem in which he is held by the 
brethren after an experience of four and 
half years. He gave most diligent at­
tention to the work done in this -court, 
his acquaintance with the ecclesiastical 
procedure and his wisdom in council, 
rendering his services very valuable. 
His bearing to his brethren was that of 
a Christian gentleman. As a preacher he 
was faithful and able, his aim being to 
declare the whole counsel of God. He 
was particularly assiduous in the prose­
cution of pastoral work, testifying from 
house to house in behalf of the religion 
which he .professes. His deep interest 
in the schemes of the Church has been 
manifest in the liberal contributions 
given by his congregation. The Pres­
bytery parts with him with regret, and 
prays that his labours in his new sphere 
may be still more abundant and success­
ful.

The Commissioners to the General 
Assembly reported their diligence in at­
tending the meetings of that court. Mr. 
Mackenzie reported as to the Commis­
sioner’s Expense Fund, showing that 
there was a balance in hand after meet­
ing all claims. Committees were ap­
pointed to examine session records and 
statistics.

There was presented and read a call 
from Elgin and Athelstanc, in the Pro­
vince of Quebec, in favor of Rev. S. 
Houston with relative papers. The call 
was signed by upwards of 200 communi­
cants and 50 others. There was read a 
guarantee by Elgin of 8400 and a manse 
and garden, and a similar paper from 
Athelstane, pledging 8550 and a free 
house, in all 8550, and a house in each 
place. The papers showed that the peo­
ple of the congregations named are en­
thusiastic in their desire to get Mr. 
Houston. The churches are five miles 
apart. The Presbytery appointed Mr. 
Murray, oi Douglastown, to preach in 
Bathurst next Sabbath, and notify the 
congregation to appear for its interests 
at meeting to b« held on the 15th in New­
castle when the matter will be issued.

A committee was appointed to examine 
and prescribe exercises to students.

Mr. McCarter reported as to the 
Synod’s action on the Lumbermen’s Mis­
sion. He stated that the Synod’s busi­
ness committee arranged the time for 
hearing the Presbytery's representatives 
for Friday, while the members from this 
quarter had to leave on Friday morning 
to be boitfc for Sabbath. When atten­
tion was called to tfic iqaMer a change 
w'as refused. Mr. Mackenzie, Iptyevcr, 
missed the train on Friday morning ami 
so was present without intending it 
when the matter came up. The Synod 
recommended the mission to the favor­
able conciaeratiou of the Board.

The Potato Bug.
As this pest is doing considerable 

damage to the growing potato crop, we 
publish the following for the information 
of all interested.

The Toronto Globe says: “It appears 
from experiments that a heaping tea-, 
spoonful of Paris green to 12 quarts of 
water is just as certain to destroy the 
potato beetle as a larger quantity. But 
one pound of the poison mixed with 100 
lbs. of plaster may be applied by the 
hand, as it is proved by repeated tests 
that no bad results follow taking it in 
the bare hand when thus mixed. The 
plaster is worth to the crop all the labor 
and expense.”

Mirror and Farmer.—“ He lives in a 
town near by and raises good potatoes, 
and this is the story he told us on July 
3 ‘ I cut potatoes in thin slices and
rolled them in Paris green and put the 
pieces in old pans or boxes and set them 
out in the field among my potatoes, as 
soon as they can be seen. I keep the 
pan supplied with this bait and the re­
sult is astonishing. Sometimes the 
slices will be all eaten up and the bugs 
will be three or four deep all over the 
pans er boxes. I have this season kept 
these bug killers in my field until now, 
and I have done nothing else to kill the 
bugs, and I have now no slugs and can 
find but few eggs. Have practised this 
method two years. It works well, it 
saves time and labor ; it kills thousands 
of them. If everybody would practise 
this method we would soon have less 
potato bugs.’ If potato raisers were com­
pelled to put this method in practise 
both spring and fall the immigrants 
from Colorado would soon be scarce.”

Personal.

and Rev. James Murray, of Douglastown, 
exchanged pulpits on Sunday. The 
first named clergyman, preached in St. 
Mark’s, Douglastown, in the morning, 
and in St. James’ Newcastle, in the 
evening.

Mr. James Berry, who has held the 
position of head gardener at Government 
House, Fredericton, since 1842, died on 
the 30th ult., aged 07 years.

Miss Tweedie, of Moncton, and sister 
of R. L. B. Tweedie, attorney-at-law, is 
in a critical state of health at the 
Weldon House, Shediac. She has been 

"attended by Dr. J. D. Ross until to-day, 
when Dr. E. B. Chandler was telegraph­
ed for to Moncton, and arrived by the 
noon express.—Transcript, 3rd.

Rev. Benj. Chuppelle, Methodist Mis­
sionary, who has for the past year been 
laboring at Nicola Valley, British 
Columbia, Is about surrendering his 
charge, and will accept a call to a new 
mission about to be opened at Saanich, 
Vancouver Island.

We have to record the death of another 
of our most respected residents, B. R. 
Jouett, Esq., which occurred at his resi­
dence yesterday morning at 10.30 o’clock. 
Mr. Jouett was for many years aud at the 
time of his death Usher of the Black 
Rod, a position occupied by his father 
before him. He married a sister of the 
late Judge Wilmot, whose death preced­
ed his a couple of years ago. He was 79 
years of age.—F’ton Reporter, Aug. 5.

Mr. John Flett, of Nelson, who has been 
away in Montana for some time past, is 
paying Miramichi a visit, for the benefit 
of his health.

Mr. Wm. Hamill, a Newcastleite who 
has for many years resided in Boston, is 
now visiting Miramichi, where he will 
find many warm friends, pleased once 
more to meet him. We trust this return 
to the home of his boyhood, although 
only for a brief season, will result in great­
ly improving his health, which has not 
been good for some time past.

A Skating Rink at Dalhousie.
For some time past there has been 

much talk of erecting a Skating Rink for 
the amusement of the young people dur­
ing the long winter months. Such a 
building would, indeed, be of great be­
nefit, not only to the juvenile portion of 
our inhabitants, but also to the com­
munity at large ; for the example of the 
Newcastle and Moncton rinks prove that 
a large number of strangers assemble 
to participate in the Carnivals, twhich 
take place at stated intervals at those 
places.

Apart from this, such a building would 
show that the people of Dalhousie arc 
alive to their own general interests ; and 
that they arc not afraid to sacrifice a 
little, at the outset, for greater gains in 
the future. Although it is, as yet, sum­
mer, yet it is the most suitable time to 
have a proper understanding with refer­
ence to the furtherance of this scheme.

A public-meeting should be at once call­
ed in order to give all an opportunity of 
expressing their opinion ; and also to 
subscribe the required amount. Some of 
the young people might themselves help 
along the enterprise, by getting up a Con­
cert and handing over the proceeds to 
the committee who may be appointed at 
the meeting.

At all events, if we can succeed in 
erecting the Rink—and there is no reason 
why we should not—we can then look 
around and examine the best method of 
getting up a band, which will furnish us 
with.music on all occasions.

Deaths by Drowning.
Newcastle was the scene of a sad oc­

currence on Thursday last. On that day, 
Johnny, (son of Trackmaster W. W. 
McLellan, Esq.,) aged 12, went bathing 
with two or three companions, about 10 
a. m., at the ferry slip opposite New­
castle. It appears that the poor hoy, 
who could not swim, in some way got 
beyond his depth, and was carried away 
by the current- which runs at times with 
considerable force through the spans, 
and was drowned. His yoim^ compan­
ions being unable to render him any aid 
personally, hastily procured assistance, 
Mr. McFarlane, who lives near the ferry, 
doing his utmost to find the boy, but 
was unable to do so. The sad news was 
sent to town, whereupon a number of 
persons, including Doctors McLearn and 
Fish, went over, and efforts were at once 
made to recover the body. While drag 
ging was going on, some of the men 
waded, walking abreast in twos and 
threes, which plan succeeded, Mr. P. 
Wheeler striking the body with his foot 
at about the place where the unfortunate 
lad was last seen by his companions. 
The remains were carefully examined by 
the medical gentlemen present, and life 
declared to have been extinct for some 
time, the body having been in the water 
iully an hour and a half, it being near 
noon when it was recovered. As an in­
quest was considered unnecessary, the 
remains were conveyed to town, and af­
ter being deposited in a casket were 
taken to the home which so short a time 
before he had left full of life and vigor. 
Mr. McLellan, who was then at Petit 
Rocher, was summoned home, reaching 
Newcastle by special engine about 2 p. 
m., then to learn of the sad accident 
which had deprived the home of a bright 
and intelligent boy. Mr. McL., who has 
been in a weak state of health, was al­
most prostrated by the shock he received 
when the sad news was communicated to 
him. The sad occurrence lias awakened 
the deepest sympathy for the afflicted 
family, which was evidenced by the large 
gathering at the funeral on Saturday 
last. The remains were interred in the 
burial ground of St. James’ Church, the 
casket bearing upon its cover two beau­
tiful wreaths of flowers, tokens of that 
sympathy which should, and which does 
to so large an extent, exist between all 
classes, towards those who are called 
upo-i to suffer the affliction and mysteri­
ous dispensations of an all-wise Provi­
dence.

Mr. Henry Norman King, brother of 
Rev. J. K. King, Methodist Minister at 
Kingsclear, was drowned one day last 
week while bathing in the Merrimac 
river at Lowell, Mass. Deceased was 
married in Sackville about three months 
ago.

The “ World” says that on Friday af­
ternoon last William Thomas, son of Mr. 
Thomas Wallace, of Bartibogue, was ac­
cidentally drowned wnilst bathing in the 
Bartibogue, in company with two others.

A number of cases of deaths by drown­
ing are reported within the last few days 
throughout the Province and elsewhere.

“ The State of Maine.”
Persons who have seen the new 

steamer of the International line, now 
on the route between St. John and 
Boston, speaks of her in the highest 
terms of praise. The steamer made her 
first visit to St. John on the 2nd inst. 
The “ Telegraph” refers to the new 
vessel as follows : —

The State of Maine is the largest pas­
senger steamer ever run between St. John 
and Boston The registered tonnage is 1,- 
409 99 or in round numbers 1,410 tons. The 
general model of the hull is the same as that 
of the steamer Falmouth, which has proved 
a very speedy boat. The upper works, how­
ever, are of th3 very latest pattern, and the 
saloons bear a close resemblance—though 
on a somewhat smaller scale—to those of 
the steamers Bristol and Providence of the 
Fall River line, which are admittedly the 
finest passenger steamers afloat. No ex­
pense has been spared by the International

The contract for stuffing and mount­
ing the Canadian fish exhibit for the 
London exhibition of 1883, has been 
awarded to Mr. James H. Carnall, of 
St. John.

The Globe says that Mr. M. MdLeod, 
tobacconist, lias assigned. Liabilities 
are said to be 815,960 ; assets 810,000, 
special creditors being secured to about 
that extent.

The aggregate increase in the Customs 
receipts for the month of July, when a 
large increase at Winnipeg is taken into 
consideration, is in excess of a quarter 
of a million dollars.

The Fredericton Herald says that Po­
lice Magistrate Marsh of that city has 
eighty cases under the Seott Act now 
before him. The costs of the convic­
tions under this act alone wonid amount 
to some 8300.

At a meeting of the Women’s Christian 
Temperance Union of the town of Port­
land, held on the 3rd inst., a vote of 
thanks was passed to the Hon. I. Burpee, 
for his handsome gift to the town of a 
public Library.

JamesMcAvity, of St. John, N. B., and 
others, citizens of Lincoln, purpose or­
ganizing a corporation to manufacture 
pulp and paper on the water power at 
Lincoln Village, with a capital stock of 
seventy-five thousand dollars.

An Ottawa despatch says : Arrange­
ments are progressing regarding the an­
nual camp drill. The New Brunswick 
camp will commence at Sussex on the 
22nd October, and the Nova Scotia camp 
at Aldershot on the lltb September.

The Governor-General and the Princess 
Louise seemed to have been favored 
during their late visit to the river 
Cascapedia. In ten days the Vice-Regal 
party landed 76 salmon, weighing 26 to 
33 pounds apiece.—Quebec Chronicle.

The bank of Nova Scotia has com­
menced business in Sussex, the agency 
being in charge of George W. Daniel, 
who is well known in St. John. An 
agency has been opened at Fredericton, 
in charge of Mr. C. J. R. Kerr.

The construction of the Canada Pacific 
Railway is being carried on with a speed 
unprecedented in the annals of railway 
enterprise. Between seven and eight 
thousand men are employed on the 
prairie sections. Three and a quarter 
miles of track are laid daily.

An Order-in-Council has been passed 
amending the clause of the Fisheries 
Act respecting the close time for Lob­
ster fishing, by extending the fishing 
season for the current year 14 days in 
Nova Scotia and for 21 days in Quebec 
and Prince Edward Island and in the 
Counties of Restigouche, Gloucester, 
Northumberland, Kent and that part of 
the County of Westmoreland situated in 
Northumberland Strait in New Bruns­
wick. f

The Twelfth Annual Sunday School 
Convention of the Maritime Provinces 
opened at Dartmouth, N. S., on Friday 
last. The opening session, was held in 
the evening in St. James’ Church.

The Hon. Dr. Parker opened the meet- 
ing by calling upon the congregation to 
sing “ All Hail the Power of Jesus 
Name.” Prayer was then offered by Rev. 
S. F. Huestis, alter which there was an­
other piece of music followed by prayer 
offered by Rev. Dr. McGregor. The 
chairman then gave an outline of the 
growth of SabbMh-School work both in, 
this province and in the world at large. 
The different agencies made use of in 
furthering this work were spoken of and 
the importance which should be attached 
to them, particularly religious literature, 
and the various output of the religious 
press. ,

The Rev. P. M. Morrison delivered an 
address of welcome, to which a suitable 
and well-worded reply was made by Mr. 
Wm. Lemont, of Fredericton. Then 
Mr. E. Payson Porter delivered a stir­
ring address on “ Some things the Sunday 
School has done for the World in the 
last century.”

THE WAR IN EGYPT,
St. Petersburg, Aug. 2.—A semi­

official statement ia published that 
Russia never endorsed the Anglo- 
French naval demonstration in Egyp­
tian waters, but, on the contrary, de­
clared that, although not wishing to 
oppose, she would never encourage 
isolated action.

London, Acs. 3.—An official tele­
gram from Alexandria says: “The 
left front of the picket guard was 
driven in. by Arabi’s cavalry on Wed­
nesday morning. The picket main­
tained its position 80 yards in rear of 
the original post: firing continued for 
some lime. Arabi’s men withdrew, 
and tiro post was re-occupied. No 
casualty occurred. The Forty-sixth 
Regiment moved to the front on Wed-, 
nesday. Arabi’s troops are showing 
signs of activity. The naval contin­
gent and the mounted infantry have 
been reinforced.”

The enemy’s real position is six 
miles from the British lines. He is 
still entrenching.

Constantinop e, Aug.3.—The Rus­
sian circular, announcing the with­
drawal of Russia from the conlereuce 
states as soon as England took action 
apart from conference Russia decided 
to withdraw. Ouon. the Russian re­
presentative, in announcing the de­
cision of hie government expressed 
each friendly sentiments towards the 
Porte, that the latter was enabled to 
ask Onou to display them by remain­
ing rather than quitting the confer­
ence.

London, Aug. 3.—A despatch to 
the Exchange Telegraph Co., dated 
Alexandria, 3.30 p. in., announces 
that all Brilish troops have been or­
dered to the front, an attack being ex­
pected. A despatch to the Exchange 
Telegraph Co. states that the town 
has been occupied by Ihe British and 
the telegraph office has been re-open­
ed.

Alexandria, Aug. 3.—Tho 88th 
Regiment made a rcconnoisance this 
p. m. to a point 5 miles beyond the 
Ramlch outposts. It was the most 
extensive yet made ; the 38th and 60th 
regiments advanced in two columns. 
The enemy’s position was fonnd al­
most abandoned and with the excep­
tion of a few videttes, none ef their 
force is observable. A few shots 
were fired, bat no casualties resulted. 
The Brilish returned at dusk.

The fears in regard to the failnre of 
the water supply have subsided.

The number of Christians rourder- 
ed-at Damanhour, Tautah, and Mahal- 
la is now estimated at 550.

Constantinople, Aug. 4.—DeLes- 
seps has telegraphed the Porte protest­
ing against Admiral Seymour’s action 
concerning the Suez Canal. He de­
clares that it is in no danger from 
Arabi Pasha, who, he says, has al­
ready given numerous proofs of hu­
manity. The British occupation of 
the canal will only compromise it by 
affording Arabi Pasha an example for 
the violation of its neutrality.

Alexandria, Aug. 4.—Persons who 
arrived from Kafred Dowar estimate 
Arabi’s force at 7,000.

Arabi issued a proclamation accus­
ing the English of cowardice, taunting 
them, and daring them to attack him.

Arabi has forbidden the inhabitants 
to supply fresh provisions to Chris­
tians on pain of dest.i.

Arabi’s proclamation states “ Egyp­
tian soldiers with excusable zeal fired 
only the buildings belonging to hostile 
Europeans and killed only those de­
tected in communicating with the 
enemy. The traitor Khedive, having 
opened tho gates of the city to Eng­
lish troops, for this act is deposed by 
the Saltan who will send troops to 
assist us to drive ont our enemy.

The Times Berlin despatch says that 
the outbreak of serious differences be­
tween England and the Porte regard­
ing the proclaiming of Arabi a rebel 
is considered almost unavoidable.

Berlin, Aug. 5.—It is stated that 
Germany regards the occupation of 
the Suez by the British as a purely 
military step, taken to facilitate the 
landing of Indian troops.

London, Aug 5.—The Daily Tele­
graph has the following despatch:

Alexandria, Aug. 4.—There was a 
small skirmish early this morning on 
the left front ef the British lines. The 
attack was made by the enemy, which 
was promptly replied to by Major 
Forrester, with fifty men of the 46lh 
regiment. The enemy is in great 
force at Abonkir.

Tho Standard's St. Petersburg de­
spatch says it is no longer in doubt 
that a divergence of views exists t>o- 
tween England and Russia which is 
exercising prejudicial influence upon 
all attempts to harmonize English ac­
tion in Egypt with legitimate right 
and the wishes of the powers?' It is 
not unlikely that this divergence will 
lead to a break up of the Conference 
at an early day without any tangible 
result. ^

The Daily News says it undefflands 
that Gen. Wolesley, prior to depar­
ture for Egypt, slated that it was his 
confident belief that tbe campaign in 
Egvpt, would be ended before 15th of 
September.

Alexandria, Aug. 5.—The armor­
ed train went to Meks Forts on Thurs­
day. The forty pounder breechloader 
made beautiful practice on Maroent 
earthworks at 6000 yards^ Shells 
were seen to burst right ii^Vrabi’s 
earthworks. Arabi’s threats to enter 
Alexandria are believed to be intend, 
ed to mask his retreat.

Heavy Fighting. — Alexandria, 
Aug. 5.—The object of operations to­
day was a rcconnoissauce in force, 
commencing at 4 in the afternoon. A 
steady advance was made by the mar­
ines upon tho railway line, the Rifles 
upon the West bank of the Mahmad- 
deveh Gaunt, the South Staffordshire 
Regiment, aud mounted Infantry upon 
tbe cast bank. The enemy were 
driven in from their advanced posts
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and enamelled to bring into action all 
their troops available in front of their 
principal line of intrenebments at 
Kafr El Dwar, namely-, about fonr 

talions of infantry, a force of caval- 
and severalguns,. The latter ^ere 

completely silenced by the accurate 
fire of onr 40 pounders. The Egyp­
tian infantry held their ground with 
considerable steadiness, but the mar­
ines on the railroad, under the im­
mediate command of Gen. Alison, 
poshed them back upon the second 
line of entrenchment towards iiKafr 
£t Dwar. The marines were support­
ed by the South StatRMshire Haftp 
ment and Rifles. Theysnffcred some­
what, but behaved with the greatest 
coolness and steadiness under a heavy 
fire. The object of the British opera­
tions, which was tojcompel the enemy 
to display what force and guns they 
had in front of the main position, was 
completely attained. This was ascer­
tained by nightfall, when the British 
were slowly and steadily withdrawn. 
The enemy’s loss is unknown.

London, Aug. 6th.—The official of 
Admiral Seymour concerning the en­
counter with the enemy at Mahalla 
Junction on Saturday is as follows: 
“Our force consisted of 200 men of 
the Naval Brigade, with one 14 pound 
and two 9 ponnd guns, under Capt. 
Fisher ; a thousand marines under 
Col. Tuson; half a battalion of the 
38th and 46th regiments, and all of 
the 60th regiment. We had a skirmish 
with the enemy who were 1,000 strong 
with 6 guns and 6 rockets, from half 
past five till halt-past seven in the 
evening. Total ca nalties to the Nav­
al Brigade and Marines were 2 killed 
and 32 wounded.

The Egyptians fought determinedly. 
Their wounded were carried to the 
British rear and carefully attended to.

Lieut. Vyse tell while gallantly 
pressing to the front of the left wing 
of the attack. Neither dead nor pri­
soners were left in the enemy’s hands,

The Standard’s report says that 
many of the enemy threw themselves 
into the canal and were drowned or 
shot as they swam across. When the 
marines fell back the movement was 
steadily carried out in the good old 
fashion of British soldiers ; when a 
man fell his next file would cry out 
lor a “ stretcher” and stand by with 
his rifle at the ready until the wound­
ed man was carried away.

The Times Alexandria despatch 
says no words are too strong to ex­
press the admirable coolness and cour­
age of the marines and sailors during 
the action on Saturday.

•tone fort was completely disabled the 
little earthwork ot five guns remained 
unhurt while inflicting terrible dam­
age upon the whole English squadron. 
Finally, three British ships of war 
have just tome out of an 11 hour’s 
duel with all the forts of Alexandria 
(four of which were destroyed by 
their fire) with fewer casualties than a 
single French broadside made on 
board Nelson’s flagship at Trafalgar.

THE WAR IN EGYPT,
What does England fight for?

The London correspondent of the 
New York Times says:—The chief 
trouble in Egypt arises out of the 
Suez Canal, the freedom of which to 
England is a matter of such impor­
tance that no British Government 
would hesitate about undertaking a 
great war for its defence. Sir Wilfred 
Lawson, the other night in the Com­
mons, charged the Government with 
fighting Egypt on commercial grounds 
and then sneered at them for their 
mercenary motives. But what does 
England generally fight for? And 
what would she be with her sea-paths 
blocked ? It is worth while at the mo­
ment to examine the immediate “ Bri­
tish interests” in Egypt apart from all 
other considerations. The English 
capital expended and sunk in public 
works at Alexandria and Cairo 
amounts to £25,000,000 (not dollars), 
and the interest of English commerce 
“ staked in Egypt” is estimated at 
£100,000,000. England’s investment 
in the Suez Canal apart from the ques­
tion of right of way is a great source 
of revenue. English capital has made 
the East flourish, and English life 
throughout many a distant village and 
city is dependent upon the prestige of 
English power. The moment evi­
dence ot its waning travels through 
the barbaric States, there are not wan­
ting millions ready to test the report 
of fallen greatness. Such were the 
reputations of Ministers like Palmers 
ton and Beactmsfield, that had Arabi 
been dealing with those Ministers he 
would never have pushed bis revolt 
against Khedive, Sultan, and the Ang­
lo-French control to the point of the 
■word. Orientals do not understand 
the “moral force” which' Mr. Glad­
stone has so long upheld. They wor­
ship-power ; they obey physical 
strength ; they interpiet generous ac­
tions unbacked by g fins as weakness ; 
they see in a Minister who issues an 
ultimatum without following it up a 
chief who cannot or dare not fulfil his 
threats. Arabi Pasha has been as 
much misled by British vacillation as 
he has been deceived by French intri­
gue, and the selfish, not to say trea­
cherous, support of the Sultan. A 
strong English Minister would posai 
bly have avoided the destruction of 
Alexandria, unless as “ the prophet in 
the wilderness” declares, “ the hand 
of God is in this thing, and the first 
gun of. the mighty war foreshadowed 
in Revelations has been fired.”

The Medicinal Value of Vege­
table».

A celebrated cook hook discusses 
the medicinal value of vegetables, as
follows :

“ Asparagus is a strong diuretic, and 
forms part ot the cure for rheumatic 
patients at such health reports as Aix- 
lei-Bains. Sorrel is cooling, and 
forms the staple ot that soupeaux her­
bes which a French lady will order lor 
herself after a long and tiring journey. 
Carrots, as containing a quantity of 
sugar, are avoided by some people, 
while others complain of them as in­
digestible. With regard to the latter 
accusation,it may be remarked, in pass­
ing, that it is the yellow - core of the 
carrot that is difficult of digestion— 
the outer, a red layer, is tender 
enough. In Savoy, the peasants have 
recourse to an infusion of carrots as a 
specific tor jaundice.

“ The large, sweet onion is very 
rich in those alkaline elements which 
counteract the poison ot rheumatic 
gout. If slowly stewed in weak broth, 
and eaten with a little Nepaul pepper, 

_it will be found to be an admirable 
article ot diet tor patients ot studious 
and sedentary habits. The stalks of 
cauliflower have the same sort of value, 
only too often the stalk of a cauli­
flower is'so ill-boiled and unpalatable 
that few persons would thank you for 
proposing to them to make part of 
their meal consist of so uninviting an 
article. Turnips, in the same way, 
are often thought to be indigestible, 
and betlenenited lor cows and sheep 
than for delicate people; but here the 
fault lies with the cook quite as much 
as with the root. The cook boils the 
turnip badly, and then pours some 
butter over it, and the caler of such a 
dish is sure to be thé worse for it. Try 
a better way. What shall he said 
about our lettuces? The plant has a 
slight narcotic action, of which a 
French old woman, like a French doc­
tor, well knows the value, and when 
properly cooked it is really very easy 
of digestion.”—Medical Record.

S un spots and Great Storms.

Professor Couch, of Des Moines, 
Iowa, advises those living in exposed 
places to provide cellars or caves of 
refuge tor shelter when the sky looks 
threatening in the southwest. He 
says that 1882 is the maximum year of 
the 11.1 years sun spot period, and 
also the maximum year of two other 
periods—a long and very long period ; 
and the same degree of euergy that 
gives the maximum sun-spot period 
also gives the American continent 
maximum rainfall and a marked de­
gree of force in the effects of its 
storms ; and the end is not yet.
