“ROCK OF AGES.”
AN AsTONISHING DISCOVERY AS TO THE
AUTHORSHIP OF THE HYMN.

The London Figare says:—It is so
well known (in America) that everything
which is good emanates from the United
States, that we are heartily ashamed once
more to own up to an unblushing piracy
on the part of an Englishmsn. The
work pirated is the universally-beloved
hymn “Rock of Ages, cleft for me.” MWe
in England have for more than a cenfury
been under the impression that the hynin
was the work of John Wesley’s famous
antagonistic, the Rev. Augustus Montagu
Toplady, that it first appeared in the
Gospel Magazine for March, 1776, under
the title of “A living and Dying Prayer
for the Holiest Believer in the World,”
and it was translated into very excellent
Latin by Mr. Gladstone a quarter of a
century ago. But it appears from the
Boston Musical Herald that we have for
110 years labored under a delusion. The
hymn was really written by an American
'lady about six years since. The circum-
| stances are so extraordinary that they
may be quoted here :— <

Maude (Smith) Moore is the wife of J.

Maine Standard, we think. Four years
 afterwards it was printed in a Western
Ipaper, over the signature of a gentleman.
' Two years later this came to the notice of
| Mrs. Moore. The editor of the Augusta
!paper immediately entered into corres-
| pondence with the Westerner, who claim-
led to have written it at a certain time ;
but, as the Aungusta editor could date its
publication four years earlier, the Wes-
tern man retired from the field. Mrs.
Moore’s thoughts flow so naturally and
gracefully that the tender, loving stanzas
finds a warm welcome ir our hearts.”

Let us, therefore, render all due honour
to the lawyer’s wife, of Thomaston, Me,
That lady, it will be noticed, sent the
work to the Maine Standard, whose edi-
tor probably knew no more of “Rock of
Ages” than he did of Sanskrit. A “gen-
tleman” (name unknown) imposed this,
poem upon a Western paper, the editor
of which had also apparently never heard
of it.

AN OUTSPOKEN CANADIAN
PREACHER.

The Rev. D. J. Macdonnell, of St. An-
drew’s Church, Toronto, who'is at presen
in Edinburgh on a visit, preached in Naw
Greyfriars Church on Sunday eveming.
Mr. Macdonnell, whoisa very well-known
preacher in his own country, was abous
ten years ago the subject of a “herosy
hunt” regarding his views on the question
of eternal punishment, which had the ef-
fect of increasing his ‘former popularity.

That
did not entail absence of wholesome fun,
between which and frivolity there was a
wide gulf. Frivolity Tas a curse, bug
they might thank God for the Lubbling:

- Further, he said, apart from the*
influence of Christ, society tended to be-
come corrupt. Did wealth, he asked, pre-
vent moral decay? No; it sometimes
hastened it. Did education or cultre
prevent it? An educated villain was
only the more clever villain ; a refined
rake was only the more dangerous and
detestable. May God, he added; bring &
curse upon the machinations of some very
refined and highly polished, well-manner-
ed, well-bred, well-brought up devils.—

most all localities where factories are
situated, that the land (front of which we
fish) is settled and owned by individuals,
many of whom are engaged in catching
lobsters and selling to those jactories.—

of the land three dollars for the privilege
of fishing in front of his own farm, or do
they want to monopolize the south side
to the exclusion of all others 'who might
want to establish a business in that lo-
cality. Would it not be well to consider
that others might have enterprise enough
to establish a factory, employ labor, pay
money, and become as beneficial to that
south side as the gentlemen who want to
exclude every person but themselves.—
We must consider that each factory fish-
ing one thousand traps would want from
three to five miles of a comst. Many
factories have 2000 or 3000 and
even more. The ordinary trap. fishing,
however, does not injure the mode of fish-
ing, followed by the inbabitarts who fish
on their own act and sell to the factories;
as they use what we call Curleys or hoop
traps, and fish nearer the shore. But let

He spoke of, Onffirio, and said that in
that province nearly all the male adults
are orangemen, and ¢ women and chil-
dren attend the orange lodges on Sunday
ifternoons.” In the lodges it appears the
principal obligations is one binding memw-
bers “ to wade knee deep in Papist blood.”
The moment the capture of Riel was an-
nounced the lodges were hurriedly called
together and “secret petitions” were pre-
pared and forwarded to Sir Jchn Mac-
donald, calling upon him to “hang the
French-Canadian papist at any cost,
whether guilty or not guilty, sane or in-
sane,” and of course Sir John had to
obey. Though all Protestants in Ontario
are not Orangemen the vast majority are,
for “the Protestant ministers preach
Orangeism from the pulpit and attend
the orgies of that secret society.” “I ask
you; therefore,” said the stump speaker,
“to vote for the punishment of the minis-
try. that represents Orangeism and that
sacrificed a French-Canadian Catholic, as
in times past it sacrificed Irish-Catholics
who stood accused wrongfully of capital
offence, to the fury of the intolerable
bigotry of Ontario. Down with them !
They “murdered our brother; let us
avenge him and teach these hangmen and
the bloody-minded people for whom they
act that-we French Catholics are a great
living power in our own land.”

Ciry oF MEexico, August 5.—The cor-
respondent of the Associated Press called
on Saturday to get the views of President
Diaz and Senor Romeo Rubio, Miunister of
the Interior, on the Cutting case. Cut-
ting said the Minister, “ having been com-
manded by the Court to make an apology
did so in the El Paso newspaper, but
worded it so as to make it really an insult
to the Court. This newspaper, although
published in the United States, Cutting
knew to be circulated in Paso-Del-Norte
on the Mexican side of the Rio Grande
and he took pains to circulate the issue
containing reflections on the Mexican
‘Court in Paso-Del-Norte, crossing theriver
to this side himself to circulate the paper.
He was thereupon arrested in the proper
legal form, aud put in jail. He was treat-
«d with even more consideration than
Mexican criminals.” The Minister was
asked if he thought the Judge had acted
in good faith. . He replied :—*“ I do, and
for that reason the executive power here
could not on a demand from the United
States Government set aside the judicial
power.” President Diaz said :—“I have
no apprehension of difficalties growing out
of such an insignificant affair, which is
really only a quarrel between two disre-
putable journalists. I think the United
States Government was a trifle hasty in
the matter, probably on account of too
earlyand inaccurate and onesided reports.
I have no doubt the full explanation al-
ready forwarded to the American Con-
gress will lead to a calmer consideration
of the matter, and that justice will be
doue,”

THINGS WORTH KNOWING.

1. That fish may be scaled much
easier by dipping into beiling water
about a minute.

2. Thatfish may as well be sealed,
if desired, before packing down in
salt, though in that case do not scald
them.

8. Salt fish is quickest and best
freshened by soaking for a time in
sour milk.

4. That milk which is turned or
changed, may be sweetened and ren-

dered fit for use again by stirring in
a little soda.

3. Thatsalt will curdle new milk;
hence, in preparing milk porridge,
gravies, ete_, the salt should never be
ngded until after the dish is prepar-
ed.

6. That fresh meat, after begin-
ning to sour, will sweeten if placed
out doors in the cold over night.

7. That clear boiling water will
remove tea stains and many fruit
stains, Pour the water through the
stains, and thus prevent its spreading
through the fabric.

_ 8. That ripe tomatoes will remove
ink and other staios from white cloth,
also from the hands.

9. - That a tablespoonful of turpen-
tine boiled witk your white clgthes
will aid the whitening process.

10, That boiled starch is much
improved by the addition of a little
sperm or a little salt or both, or a
little gum arabic dissolved.

11. That beeswax and salt will
make your rusty flatiroos as clegn
and smooth as glags. Tie a lump of
wax in-a rag and keep it for that pur-
pose. When the irons are hot rub
them first with a wax rag, then scour
wilth a paper or rag sprinkled with
salt.

12; That blue ointment and kero-
sene, mixed in equal proportions, and
applied to bedsteads, is an unfailing
bedbug -remedy, and that a coat of
whitewash is ditto for the walls of a
log house, .

13. That kerosene will soften
boots-or shoes which have heen hard-
ened by water, and render them as
pliable as new.

14, That kerosene will make tbe
tea-kettle as bright as new. Satu-
rate a woolenrag and rab with it. It
will also remove stains from clean
varnished furniture.

RECIPES.

Sour.—This fornis 8 most impor-
tans article of food -with-most people.
It is an economical disposition o
make of pieces of meat not otherwise
easily made useful, and even very
cheap meat may be converied into
palatable and wholesome food. . The
directions for this vary. We give
one of the most economical : Put iu
a pot four and a halt quarts of cold
water and three pounds of rump heef,
with whatever remains of pouliry or
cooked meat may be at hand, Puat
upon the fire until it boils, and then
place where it will simmer gently,
removing the scum as it rises; add
two earrots, two turnips, two small
onions, a head of celery, and taree or
four cloves. Let it simmer for six
hours, adding water to supply the
loss by evaporation. This may be
varied by using different vegetables,
etc. The meat and vegatables are
removed and the clear soup served,
After which the meat and vegetables
are served plain, or the meat is dres-
sed with tomato or other sauce.
Sometimes a tcugh fowlis put into the
soup pot and cooked until tender,
and then put into tbe oven and
browned. The broth thus made
serves for a variety of soups; with
vermicelli, maccaroni, rice or barley,
it gives soups of thoses names. B
using a variety of vegetables cut fine,
it makes vegetable soup. Roast an

It should never be forgotten that
water is of more importance to ani-
mals than solid food. Every drop
of water taken into the stomach is

stomach and is absorbed into the
blood juo a few minutes. If the
water is icy cold it takes from the
stomach and blood, a large amount
of heat and chjlls the system danger-
ously. In the dairy the water sup-
ply is the most important part of
the whole business.

To succeed with horses a man
must be ever watchful of them; he
must get to know them and luve
them. Their health and comfort
must be his constant care, and
grooming must be a labor of love
and not a tiresome duty. Espe-
cially do horses necd care afier
a spell of hard work, and every
humane master will at such a time
wipe them dry of perspiration, taking
off the harness, if possible, to do so,
even if he has to put it on again im-
mediately. Let the legs, from the
knees and hoess down, be well hand-
rubbed, ‘and if fevered from over-
driving, they should be bandsged in
wet cloths, to take away the beat.
Atiention to these little matters will
oot only stimulate the horse’s affec-
tion and gratitude, but will preserve
him in good health, and prolong his
years ol usefulness.
