He first settled in Halifax, Nova Scotia,

The work on the ternal revenue schednle
is proceeding slowly. A definite understand-
iLg regarding the form and scope of the
proposed income tax has mnot yet becn
reached, There is but little doubt that an
income tax will be imposed, hut the
opposition to  placing it on individual
incoives is still very great. If this purpose be
abamloned and the tax be pliced only on cor
porations aned legacies, a very considerable
revenue must be reised from other sources,—
The iucreased tax on cigarettes, a tax of six
cents a pack on playing cards, and a probuble
ars will, at the best, yield only an
nal revenue of a few million dollars.
It is among the strong probauvilities that
nothing definite regurding the internal revenue
schedule will be accomplished until the re-
assembling of Congress after the Christmas
recess about the 4:h of Jannary.

The message of President Cleveland to
Congress, accompanying the papers and
correspondence in the Hawailan iuatter,
has Leen made puolie. In the " message the
Presidént eriticises with great severity the
actions of Mr. Minister Stevens, who is refer-
red to v minister full of zeal for annexation,
