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THE GRAIN CROP
VARIES GREATLY 

Weekly Report of N. B. Department 

of Agriculture—Reports of Late 
• Blight on Potatoes|

The weekly report on agricultural 
conditi m« in New Brunswick, as re- 
ported by district representatives of 
the department of agriculture fol- 
lows:

Fredericton, Aug. 29—Grain har- 
vesting is becoming quite general in 
many sections of the province. The 
crop varies greatly throughout the 
province. In sections of Carleton, 
where drought crop is inclined to be 
light. Taking the province as a 
whole, the grain crop will be up to a 
fair average. It is somewhat thin 
on the ground but is. well headed and 
well filled. Some northern counties 
report extra good crops of grain.

Reports of late blight on potatoes 
are beginning to come in from the po-: 
tato inspectors. This has been much 
later than usual in showing up and the 
potatoes are nearer maturity. The 
cloudy weather, with little sunshine, 
seems to have favored the develop- 
ment of the disease. Just how far, 
the blight will develop on the later 
varieties cannot be estimated at pres­
ent.

Cobblers are being put on the mar­
ket now, the average price received by 
the growers being around $3 a barrel.

Under live stock reports, there is lit 
tie change from last week. The nor­
thern counties report farmers being 
offered $5 each for lambs, but few 
sales are being made. Lambs are in - 
good condition generally and growing 
well. Pastures are getting shorter all 
the time. Recent rains will freshen 
them up somewhat. Cows are re­
ported to be in good demand, with 
prices remaining high. Reef cattle 
are slightly lower in price, due to the 
larger number coming on the market.

The elephants are our chief stand- 

by in Siam, and without them teak 
could not be worked, as it grows in 
such inaccessible places that no haul­
ing machinery rould be brought near 
the tree. Elephants can climb like 
cuts. It is marvellous to see them 
pick their way up and down steep 
slot es, but sometimes they lose their 
foothold. One cf our elephants fell! 
down a steep river bank last year, hit 
her head against a rock and broke her 
neck. The work of the elephants' 
consists in climbing up to the fallen 
tree and pushing or rolling them 
downhill to a spot where it is level 
enough for dragging chains to be at­
tached. Then they drag the lots 
down to the nearest floating creek, 
often six or seven miles away. An 
elephant can handle from fifty to sev-' 
enty logs per season, which lasts from 
about the first of June till the end of 
February.
