It is probable that a chief will be 
appointed as soon as a first-class 
man can be secured. The two new 
fire halls will soon be completed. 
There will be the need of appointing 
two new foremen for these positions, 
in addition to the equipping and fur­
nishing the places.

So far as can be learned from the 
city hall gossip, the opinion is that 
the fireman with the best reputation 
for the position, is Assistant Chief 
Acheson, of Hamilton. He is a 
nephew of the late Chief Acheson of 
that place, one of the best firefighters 
in Canada, and is to the manor born.

Aug. 23.—The distant 
Venezuela war cloud does not ruffle the 
placidity of the Dutch capital in the 
least. There is no enthusiasm over the 
prospect of punishing President Castro 
for the insult offered to the Dutch 
minister. The public appears content 
to let the Government take whatever 
measures it considers proper and ne­
cessary, and displays little interest or 
curiosity in the course events have 
taken in the diplomatic relations be- 
twen Holland and Venezuela. Some 
show of interest was made directly 
after a meeting of the cabinet, at 
which, for nine hours, the entire sit­
uation was discussed, but since then 
the wheels of government have moved 
slowly.

tween the two nations by diplomacy, 
but preparations which are now being 
made by the ministry of marine dis­
credits such optimism. Nothing less 
than the speedy withdrawal of Presi­
dent Castro’s decrees, which have been 
the means of crippling trade In the 
Island of Curacoa, and something in 
the nature of an apology for the hu­
miliation of the Dutch minister, will 
be satisfactory to Holland.

There are few, however, who believe 
that Castro will consent to these 
terms. Arbitration is being urged by 
some of the newspapers, which put 
forward the argument that Holland, 
being the home of the world’s peace 
movement and the scene of the peace 
conference, and as capital of the site 
of the peace palace, should be the last 
country to embark on warfare.

The Government would be glad if 
such a solution as that, offered by ar­
bitration were possible. Queen Wilhel­
mina particularly is anxious to pre­
serve peace, but apart from the fact 
that Castro laughs at the decision of 
arbitration courts, the cabinet regards 
the summary dismissal of its minister 
as an insult to the national honor, 
which is outside the class of cases for 
which arbitration is suitable.

Diplomatic precedents, it is pointed 
out, required President Castro, if Min­
ister de Reus was persona non grata, 
to notify the Dutch Government that 
he desired the minister’s withdrawal. 
But no such step as this was taken by 
the Venezuelan president, who, with­
out regard to the delicacy of the situ­
ation, practically ordered the repre­
sentative of Holland from the country, 
as Holland now understands it, without 
just cause or reason. When the ques­
tion as to what action should be taken 
against Venezuela first came before 
the Government for consideration, two 
possible complications arose if a 
blockade was undertaken. One that the 
United States might find objections to 
this action on the ground that it was 
opposed to the Monroe doctrine; the 
second was that other nations which 
held grievances against Castro might 
wish to join in his punishment.

RAINS IN ENGLAND
STOP LONG DRY SPELL

NINE MILES IN 4 MINUTES

Pennsylvania Special Train Breaks All 
Records of That System.In Some Parts of Country the Drought

Was Complete.
Warsaw, Ind., Aug. 23.—All speed 

records of the Pennsylvania system 
were broken Friday morning when 8 
special train ran from Pierceton to 
Warsaw, nine miles, in four minutes. 
A speed in excess of 100 miles an hour 
was maintained the entire distance.

On the train were exports from the 
Pennsylvania shops at Altoona, Pa., 
together with experts from Harvard 
University. The object of the run was 
to test bridges and other equipment. 
Half an hour before the train was run 
between Pierceton and Warsaw at 92 
miles an hour.

London, Aug. 23. — Thursday saw 
the end of the second phenomenal 
spell of dry weather England had this 
summer. In some parts cf the coun­
try the drought had been complete and 
the farmers and fruit growers were in 
despair. At Portland Hill no rain fell 
from Jun. 17 tc Aug. 19, aid at Jer­
sey the aggregate measurement of 
rain for that period was only .07 of an 
inch. In London the total measure­
ment for rain for 31 days was .22 of a» 
inch.

Rainfall was more frequent in Scot­
land and Ireland, but in these parts of 
the kingdom the shortage was consid­
erable. At Leith the measurement for 
24 days was .11 of an inches, while at 
Roches Point it was only .08 of an 
inch for 23 days, and even at Valen- 
cle the aggregate measurement this 
month was .11 of an inch.

The weather summary issued by the 
meteorological office shows a consid­
erable deficiency of rain for the whole 
summer in the extreme south of Eng­
land. English Channel stations show a 
deficiency of 3.26 inches, while for the 
southwest district of England the de­
ficiency was 3.07 Inches, and in South 
Ireland 3.01 inches. In most districts 
the aggregate rainfall since the com­
mencement of the year was less than 
the average deficiency, amounting to 
5.7 Inches in the English Channel and 
exceeding four Inches in Southwest 
England and South Ireland.

Montreal reports to Bradstreet's 

say: There has been little change in 
the general business situation here 
during the past week. The volume of 
wholesale trade is not up to general 
expectations and there seems to be 
little chance of improvement until 
well into the fall. Collections are on 
the slow side. There has been some 
re-order business in summer lines of 
drygoods, but it has not been heavy 
considering the favorable weather 
that has been experienced. The gro­
cery and hardware trades are mod­
erate in volume. Retail trade is re­
ported moderate. The brightest sign 
is the continued excellence of the crop 
reports from the west and an excel­
lent outlook for fall trade in almost 
all parts of Canada. Country trade 
is slightly more active. Butter and 
cheese are firm. Exports of both are 
light. Little grain is now being ship­
ped, but early in September the new 
crop will begin to come through. 
Hides are firm, but the demand is 
light.

Toronto reports to Bradstreet’s say: 
General business has a steady tone here. There has hardly been the ex­
pansion that was expected, but ex- 
pectations were too optimistic. It was 
hardly to be hoped that there would 
be any real expansion in general busi- 
ness until after the crop had been harvested. The grain movement is 
already under way and money should 
begin to move more rapidly in all di- 
rections. Unless a settlement is ef- 
fected the C. P. R. strike may affect 
this movement and that of merchan- 
dise. Crop reports continue good al­
though there is some talk of frost in 
the west. The outlook for fall busi­
ness continues good and travelers re­
port good demand for fall and winter 
lines of drygoods. The volume of 
trade in staples has, on the whole 
been excellent. The grocery trade is 
fairly good with staple lines moving 
well. Hardware is fairly satisfactory in all lines. The building trades are 
moderately active and will continue 
about so until the end of the autumn. 
Country trade is moderate. Values 
are steady and collections fair.

Winnipeg report say: General trade 
has a cheerful tone and the outlook 
for fall and winter business is excel­
lent. Threshing is well under way 
and the grain is showing splendid * 
condition. The latest authoritative 
estimate states that the total yield 
will be about 110,000,000 bushels of 
wheat. Country trade is quiet as us­
ual at this time of the year, but a 
general revival is expected to appear 
as the crop is marketed. Collections

British chambers of commerce by 
consenting to a separate minister at 
Whitehall who will devote his time 
specifically to the advance of British 
trade.”
Commissioner Grigg has already 

entered on his duties, and with his 
deputy commissioners who have been 
located in the chief cities of the Do­
minion, will make a determined effort 
to increase the volume of trade be­
tween Canada and the mother coun­
try.

MISSION.
A significant tribute to the wisdom 

and courage of the present Dominion 
Government in undertaking the regula­
tion of the railways of the country by 
means of a commission is paid by Mr. 
Wm. Whyte, second vice-president of 
the Canadian Pacific Railway Com­
pany. In an article in the current 
number of Canada West, Mr. Whyte, 
who is his company’s chief executive 
officer in the west, frankly acknowl­
edges the success of the Dominion 
railway commission’s work. The Gov­
ernment, he points out, while recogniz­
ing that additional transportation fa­
cilities were of vital importance, yet 
at the same time saw clearly that effi­
cient railway regulation was an abso­
lute necessity to the development of 
the west, and instead of resorting to 
dilatory tactics, it met the situation 
face to face. The Government’s pol­
icy of regulation was founded on the 
lines of justice, and the administrati m 
of the act in that spirit was calculated 
to earn the approval of all parties af- 
fectedy. It did not take the railroads 
long to realize that the operation of 
the act was for the benefit of both the 
people and the railways. The wide 
powers of the commission, which give 
it a unique character, are thus sum­
med up by Mr. Whyte:

"The authority of the board’s 
members is plenary within its jur­
isdiction, and its decisions and or­
ders may be made rules of any 
superior court. There is no appeal 
from their decision, unless the 
board itself grants an appeal, ex­
cept on questions of jurisdiction or 
to the governor-in-council. . , In 
one step Canada has accomplished 
what the United States has not been 
able to do in years of effort. The 
powers of the railway commission 
under the railway act are infinitely 
greater and more clearly defined 
than are those of the interstate com­
merce commission under the inter­
state commerce act, and, in com­
parison, the latter seems ridiculously 
weak and ineffectual. The power of 
the railway commission within its 
jurisdiction over the railways In 
Canada is absolute, and its duties 
and powers are set forth in the rail­
way act.”

Pittsburg, Aug. 22.—Pittsburg won 
the greatest baseball game ever played 
in this city from Brooklyn today by 
the score of 1 to 0. The contest last­
ed seventeen innings, which breaks all 
records for extra-innings games in this 
city, and equals the National League 
record for “1 to 0" games made by 
Chicago and Boston in 1901. The 
world’s record for a similar contest is 
eighteen innings, made by Providence 
and Detroit, in 1882.

Paris, Aug. 23.—Miss Winifred Par- 

eons, daughter of the late Charles 
Parsons, president of the Rome, Wa­
tertown and Ogdensburg Railroad, 
who died in 1904, was found dead with 
a bullet wound in her head today in 
her apartment in the Avenue Lane. 
The police say that the case is one of 
suicide, while friends of the dead girl 
declare that the shooting was an ac­
cident.

Widow Will Trust Case to the CityToronto, Aug. 22.—With her face and 
head swathed in layer upon layer of 
bandaging, Mrs. Edwin Sherwin was 
carefully lifted into a Pullman berth 
on the 5:20 express for New York last 
night. Mrs. Sherwin was terribly torn 
by her pet dog while lying on the floor 
unconscious from an epileptic fit early 
in the week, and yesterday it was an­
nounced that the dog which had at­
tacked her was suffering from hydro­
phobia. Mrs. Sherwin will be rushed 
to the Pasteur Institute in New York 
with all possible speed to undergo 
treatment to combat the disease.

Taken in Ambulance.
Mrs. Sherwin was taken to the sta­

tion in the police ambulance, and lay 
for some time on a stretcher on the 
platform surrounded by her friends, 
while her husband went to see the 
United States officials about getting 
her across the boundary line. His un­
easiness on that score is easily ex­
plained when it is remembered that a 
little time ago a young man on his way 
to Buffalo to be fitted with artificial 
legs was turned back at the frontier. 
Assured on that point, he returned to 
his wife. Mrs. Sherwin was conscious, 
but apparently exceedingly weak.When 
the time came to board the train the 
stretcher could not. get through the 
car door and she had to be carried in. 
With her arms clasped about the neck 
of Ambulance Driver John Egan, aided 
by another constable on duty, the suf­
fering woman was tenderly carried to 
her berth in the Pullman. She has suf­
fered intense pain from the injuries in­
flicted by the maddened beast, and 
particularly from- her left eye, which 
was completely torn out.

Ottawa, Aug. 23.—Smoke was ob­
served to oe pouring from the Royal 
Mint on Sussex street on Saturday af­
ternoon, and a passerby rang in an 
alarm from the nearest box. When 
the Are brigade arrived in full force 
smoke was issuing in clouds from half 
a dozen of the basement windows. The 
mint is a branch of the Royal Mint of 
London, and is conducted upon the 
regulations made by the authorities in 
England. The mint does not run on 
Saturday afternoon, and the British 
authorities had neglected to make pro­
vision in the regulations for such an 
emergency as that of Saturday. The 
firemen, therefore, found themselves 
separated from the blaze by a unique 
obstacle in the form of a regulation 
that no one should be admitted to the 
mint when it was not running. There 
was an armed guard on hand to en­
force this regulation, and it was sup­
ported by a steel fence 30 feet high, 
protected along the top by wicked 
spikes four inches apart, each capable 
of impaling a trespasser. The men 
on watch over the treasure within the 
building refused to relax their orders 
and open the gates to admit the fire­
men, though the smoke was growing in 
volume every moment. Finally Chief 
Prevost took the matter into his own 
hands, and ordered ladders up to the 
top of the spikes. Up went the fire­
men and hose, Chief Prevost leading, 
while the guard within the walls stood 
and watched the fire-fighters descend 
into forbidden ground. Axes made 
short work of one of the basement win­
dows, and a stream of water was turn­
ed through the iron bars of the win­
dow upon five tons of coal in front of 
the furnace within. This had become 
ignited and was blazing merrily There 
was nothing else on fire, as the build­
ing is fireproof, and there was nothing 
in the vicinity of the coal but stone 
and concrete work The fire was soon 
extinguished and the firemen went back 
the way they came The only damage 
was from smoke, which penetrated 
every part of the building

They were 
the Misses New and Leigh, who, a 
short time ago, broke Prime Minister 
Asquith’s windows with stones and 
announced when they were arrested 
that they would use bombs next time. 
The five hundred persons in waiting 
were mostly women. Some of them 
assisted the released prisoners into a 
much-decorated brougham and then 
disposed themselves in omnibuses and 
formed a procession, which drove to 
Queen’s Hall, where a breakfast was 
served in honor of the martyrs to the 
woman suffrage cause. Miss Chrysta- 
bel Pankhurst said in a speech that 
their imprisonment had been made 
much more uncomfortable for these 
Suffragettes than it had been for 
others. Undoubtedly an attempt had 
been made to crush the spirit of Misses 
New and Leigh, but that was impos­
sible. Miss Pankhurst also stated 
that the autumn campaign of the 
suffragettes would be more deter­
mined than any that had gone before. 
The honored guests both made short 
speeches, but did not complain of 
their treatment while in prison. Miss 
Leigh states that in a short time she 
expected Prime Minister Asquith to 
say: “Sigh no more, ladies; the vote 
is yours."

The company on Friday issued notices 
to the men to call and draw their August 
pay.

Tangier, Aug. 22. — It is reported 
that Abd-El-Aziz, the recognized sul­
tan of Morocco, has been captured by 
the followers of Mulai Half, his bro­
ther, who is fighting him for suprem­
acy. The troops of Abd-El-Aziz are 
said to have been routed at a point 60 
miles from Morocco city, after which 
the sultan was made a prisoner.

Another report has it that the sultan 
escaped from the followers of his bro­
ther and has taken refuge in the 
French zone.

In 
South Africa he commanded the Can­
adian Mounted Rifles, being mention­
ed In dispatches on two occasions and
