Williams has yet to be tried on the 
charge of murder.

The Murrell boys, Sidney and Wil­
liam, appeared in police court witih 
Williams shortly after they had been 
arrested for the murder of Russell 
Campbell at Melbourne on April 12,

A. Putnam of Toronto, su­
perintendent of the Farmers' and Wo­
men's Institutes, and director of dairy­
ing in Ontario on “Developments in 
Ontario Dairying." and in addition, a 
comprehensive speech by the com­
missioner for Canada of “Dairy and 
Cold Storage," J. A. Ruddick of Ot- 
tawa.

In his address on the developments of 
dairying Mr. Putnam urged the rais­
ing of the quality of dairy products 
in the Dominion, particularly if aid 
was to be had from the ministry of ag­
riculture. In the past, he said, that 
the work of the agricultural colleges 
and dairy schools had not brought suf­
ficient results. 1

Laude Dairy Industry.
He commented on the extent of the 

dairy industry in Canada, the many 
farms and the 8.000,000, cows, all of 

‘which were supplying milk and dairy 
products. He spoke of the farms neg- 
lected during the war being rebuilt, 
the greater interest of the farmers in 
rhe care of their herds, and how the 
influence of the instruction of the de- 
parment of agriculture was reaching 
cut even “to the hack concessions"1 
where the farmers were realizing the 
good done. Mr. Putnam also lauded 
the dairy standards act as a means 
of raising the quality of dairy pro­
ducts.

Two important resolutions passed 
the Western Ontario Dairymen's Con­
vention in its closing session Thurs­
day afternoon in the Masonic Temple, 
London, without the slightest objec­
tion on the part of any of the dele- 

. gates.
The first was one supporting any 

enactment or legislation, which would 
enforce a system of cream grading in 
Ontario. The question of cream grad- 

. Ing having been one of the prominent 
features of deliberations throughout 
the whole length of the sessions, the 
one problem, possibly on which there 
was a general unanimity of all the 
speakers, the resolution's passing was 
but a general, practical expression of 
the general sentiment of the dairy- 
men.

The other resolution asked for the 
barring of oleomargarine from Canada, 
and the discontinuation of its manu­
facture in the Dominion.

Among reasons given in the resolu­
tion for the stoppage of the entry and 
manufacture of oleo, were: that though 
there was a duty on Canadian butter 
entering the United States, no duty 
was charged on oleomargarine coming 
into Canada; that "the sale and use 
of oleomargarine often without the 
knowledge of the purchaser, is unfair 
and injurious to the manufacture of 
butter in Canada." It was also given 
as an argument that the present low 
price of butter warranted such action 
In order that Canadian industry might 
be protected.

“If I may summarize the situation 
as it appears to me, I would do so as 
follows:

"Canadian dairy producers have not 
interested themselves as much as pro­
ducers in other countries have in mar­
keting problems connected with the 
disposal of their products.

"The present is a critical time in 
the history of the dairy industry, ow­
ing to conditions arising out of the 
war.

“Canada is the only important 
dairying country in the world that 
does not exercise some form of con- 
trol over its exports.

“Competition in the world's mar- 
kets will be much keener in the future 
than it has been in the past.

"Dairymen's organizations cannot 
control prices, but they can do much 
in securing the fullest possible return 
to the producer that world prices will 
permit.

“Producers should study world con­
ditions in order to adjust their busi­
ness to changing circumstances.

"Canadian dairymen have depended 
too much on government action instead 
of taking the initiative themselves, and 
thus increasing their own power and 
self reliance."

Tenders Butter Report.
In tenderng the report on butter- 

grading in Ontario in 1921. Mr. Scott 
said: “Butter-grading in Ontario has 
not received the same support from 
the trade, nor from creameries, as it 
has in some provinces. There are 
no doubt many reasons for this. First: 

: of all we have a home market for prac- 
tically all the butter manufactured in 
the province."

After speaking of the grading of but­
ter in Ontario, Mr. Scott said finally:

“In conclusion let me say that I 
trust 1922 will see a real improvement 
in Ontario's butter output. Signs are 
numerous that the creamerymen have 
the vision of bigger and better things 
in the future, and who can measure 
the possibilities of men united in pur­
port- and co-operating for improve- 
ment."

"The modernity of antiquity" was 
the subject of the lecture given by 
Dean Sherwood Fox of the arts 
faculty of Western University at the 
public library Thursday night.

In introducing his subject, the 
speaker declared that there was a 
tendency prevalent today to live as 
though there never had been a past, 
that everything we had now was 
taken for granted as being the result 
of the present day achievements in­
stead of being lessons from the past.

Dean Fox traced, through the ages, 
the beginning of science, stating that 
as long ago as 600 B.C. an eclipse of 
the sun was predicted with accuracy, 
and that in the fifth century astron­
omy was the guiding thought of the 
time.

To the ancient Greeks we are in­
debted for our knowledge of geome- 
try, it being only in quite recent 
years that the books of Euclid had 
been revised. In the year 300 B.C. 
Euclid gave to the world his books 
of geometry, and they have been used 
in their original form practically ever 
since.

Extracts were read from transla­
tions, showing that the science of 
medicine was known to the Greeks and 
practiced at the Temple of Healing. 
Several translations of Greek drama 
were read which compared very fav­
orably with the up-to-date drama 
now played. The plots and settings, 
as explained, were all very similar to 
what we see today in a modern play.

been regarded as poisonous seems ridi­
culous to the present-day person, but 
that it was is a fact that is borne out 
by at least two residents of London.

J. W. Tucker, 146 Hamilton road, still 
has very vivid recollections of the time 
when he took a bunch of bananas from 
South America to London, England, to 
show some of his friends the kind of 
things that grew on the trees there. 
The bunch was picked green and put 
in the Ice-box of the vessel and carried 
to England and exhibited at the port of 
London as a curio.

The crew knew nothing about its 
edibie qualities, and those shown the 
specimens declared that it was best 
left alone, because it was sure to be 
poisonous, and would have nothing to 
do with it whatever, finally prevailing 
upon the owner to throw it into the 
River Thames before anybody should 
become reckless and attempt to eat 
some of them.

Had the owner of the fruit had a 
vision of the future of the banana in­
dustry he would no doubt have gone in­
to the wholesale fruit business right 
away, but not knowing what the future 
held in store for the article was satis­
fied that he had had some amusement, 
and for the time forgot the incident.

Not Used by Natives.
At that time the natives of South 

America did not use the banana as an 
article of food, and that was the reason 
that the crew of the ship did not know 
of its delicious flavor, and, therefore, 
missed many a time when its use would 

Ihave added relish to the ordinary ships 
fare.

It seems strange that people were ever 
afraid of what is to everyone today a 
very commonplace article of food.

Jacob Smith, who with his son Frank, 
is in the fruit business in the city, was 
the first man, it is claimed, to offer 
bananas to the people of London, Ont.

Thirty-seven years ago Mr. Smith 
tried to sell the first bananas that came 
to London on the market square.

He had peculiar experiences regarding, 
their value. He was told that before he 
could tempt even his most intimate 
friends to eat of the fruit that he would 
have to eat some of them himself as a 
demonstration that they were not pois­
onous.

Needed Coaxing to Buy.
That was thirty-seven years ago, and 

housewives had to be coaxed to buy 
them, as they considered them detri-l 
mental to their welfare. Now it takes 
more than 50,000,000 bunches annually 
to supply the demand for them in Can­
ada and the United States alone.

Bananas were first shipped to Canada 
in 1866 from Northwestern Columbia, 
near the present Panama Canal, but 
very little was known of them until the

The man who is al­
ways in a hurry, as a rule, bolts his 
meals, tires his body and strains his 
nervous system.

But it is not because of hurry that 
man's life has lengthened. It is be­
cause the general public is becoming 
more educated to methods of keeping 
well. Science is triumphing over dis­
eases which once caused great plagues 
and great scourges. The people who 
are always in a hurry are dragging 
down the average length of life.

In general, the hurry habit causes 
much fatigue, and it is fatigue that is 
an underlying cause of a great deal of 
sickness. This is because an exhaust­
ed body offers but little resistance to 
the attacks of any disease germs.

Hard work never hurt any one, but 
hurry and hard work cannot be com­
bined. The hardest workers are the 
most careful of their health.

In preventing bodily fatigue a great 
deal depends upon the rate of speed 
at which the muscles are required to 
work. Working steadily but not too 
fast, the muscles have the chance to 
throw off the refuse products, at the 
same time bringing in new fuel for 
energy for further work.

Rest is the great repairer of muscles 
and nerves. It gives the muscles the 
time which they must have to get rid 
of their small store of energy.

Justice Masten Doubts Rights 
of Plaintiff to Costs.

DO VM. TRAFFORDMr. Justice Masten has handed out 
judgment dismissing the action brought 
at the last high court sittings here, by 
Timothy Adair on behalf of Lewis 
Hearn estate the costs he incurred in 
to set aside the deed made by Mr. 
James. His lordship throws some doubt 
in Mr. Adair’s right to take out of the 
Hearn estate the costs he incurred in 
bringing this action against Mr. James. 
He says:

Upon a consideration of the whole 
evidence, I am clearly of opinion that 
this action cannot succeed, and I find 
that when the deed in question was 
made on 30th September, 1920, Lewis 
Hearn knew what he was doing and 
wisely and providently desired to sell 
land in question that it was advan­
tageous for him to do so, that he was 
not induced to sell by any undue in­
fluence or persuasion though he was at 
the time liable to be easily persuaded, 
that the price paid was a fair price and 
adequately commensurate with the 
value of the lot sold, that his interests 
were protected by competent indepen­
dent advice, and that the increased 
price subsequently offered was the re­
sult of special circumstances which had 
not arisen at the date of the convey­
ance in question. Action dismissed. 
Not a case for costs. So far as it has 
appeared at the trial no order was ever 
obtained by the committee authorizing 
the bringing of this action. It will be 
a matter to be carefully investigated 
and considered by the Local Master 
when passing accounts of committee, 
whether plaintiff’s costs should be al­
lowed out of estate.
