As soon a8 the Reformers took possession of
the Bible after it had been preaerved by the
Church from Psgan, Infidel, Guth and Hun, for
fifteon centuries, they immediately wet it up ae &
fetich to be woraniped, and as & rival to the
Ohurch that bad preserved it.

Rev. Dr. Talmasge, in a sermon delivered on an

lteelf and early Christianity. Profeaaing.
too, the rule of privete interpretation, it
denisa to the whols Oatholic people the right to
interpret according to sheir belief, slthongh
that Catholio peopls had held this belief for
sixteen centuries before tho existence of Pro
testansiem, and fursher, had introduced Christ-
anity into thesn reformed lands one thousand
years before reform war born, In the case of

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A HORRIBLE CRIME.

A Man Pushes his Yife over the CHfs at
Niagara Falls,

New YORx, Avgust 11 —A despatch to the
Herald from Nisgara Falle, Ont., eays one of
the most atrocious crimes perpetrated iu thie
lecality came to light here yeeterday, J. C.
Haydan, chief of tha detective forcs, accompa-
nied by sssistant deteotive Furtherer, arrived
here this morning with Mrs, Quigley, wife of
C. H. Quigley, o lather by trade, of Rochester,
foquest of the body of the woman who was sup-
posed to have been seen here on the 27th July
iast by her husband, The woman was the ac-
cused husband’s sister and had eome to point out
the epot where the crime bad been committed and
to identify the body.

Offieers Hayden and
McMikine, after an hour's climbing, reached
the spot indicated, where the body of the unfor-
tunate woman was found mangled on the rocks,
with her clathes much torn. From what few
particulars are known it appeara that Day had
commitied bigatay and thav he ie charged with
baving hurled his wifa down a pregipics at the
whirlpool, It aleo appears thab wife No. 2 be-
came acquainted wihg these fagte aud told the
police, The body was brought up and an in-
queat held on Monday, when the coroner's jury,
from the evidence of Mrs. Quigley, returned a
verdiot that Mrs. Day met her death by the
handa of her husband by his shoving ber over the
bank. Detective Furtherer arrived in town
with Day, who had heen arrested in Rogheater
for bigamy, and did pot know a obarge of mur-

 der was hanging over him, the officers keeping

this dark from him. They told him that the
body of a woman had been found at Niagara
Falls and wae supposed to be thah of his wife
Deseriah, and that they wanted him to come
here snd identity her, He willingly assented
and came here as stated. When shown the
ciothing of the dead womsn he asid he
did not know them as those of hia wife. He
said his wife wore a black dress, buy not like
the one found on her. When looking at the
clothes the stench from them waz unbesrable,
and Day pinched his noatrils with his fingers
and amiled. He was then arreated by the Can-
adian police on the oharge of murder.

A Great Prince ot the Church

—_—

Passes Away—A Rketch of the Remarkable
Career cof A Remarkable Man.

———

Tha death of Cardinal Newman removes from
the Sacret Oollege and the Church in England
one of the greates: and moat remarkable eccles-
inatica of moder. times. He was remarkable
both on account of his great intellectual gifte
and on account of the vicissitudes of hie long
and eventful career. During the best part of
three score years he has been at all times a not-
able factor in the history of the religious move-
ment of the age. As theologian, dialecti-
can, philosopher, historian, critic, post and
preacher, he has made a great and enduriog
mark. Skilful 1o controversy, earnest in all
matuers of belief, purs and bigh-minded inever
action of his life, sincare when the world, wit
all the captinusnees of the odium theclogicum
deemed him insincere, he has flled with a noble
record the long chapter of his fouracora years.

His RARLY DAYS.

Jobu Henry Newman waa bora in Liondon in
the year 1801, His younger brother, X'rancis,
atarting from the same poluy, and i fluended at
the outeet by much the same traiving, arrived
at conclusions diametricaliy opposad to bis own.
While the one drifted vo religious liberaliem, o
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pues Theiam in fact, the mind of the other wan
gradually schooled to the opposite pole of
Faith. How the resnlt came about in the case
of the mare celebrated of the two may be read
in that remarkable work, * The 4pologia,” sn
autobiography in which the Cardinal unveila
hie lifa, his opinions, the influences which had
operated upon him, and the changes he had un.
dergone, with a candour that has cauased it to
be compared to the *‘Confessions” of Sb. Augus-
tine. During the early past of his childhood
Newman lived with his father in Bloomesbury
Square. Ib1snota littia remarkable that one
of his early playmates should have been Ben-
jsmin Disraeli. According to oue writer ‘‘on
mast Saturday afternoone in the last year of the
firay decade of the present ceptury, two boys,
aged rerpectively nine and five, might have
been geen p'aying in the gardens of Bloomabury
Square, London. The boye, both natives of the
Square, offered the moat complete contrast to
each other in appesrance. The younger wheue
head was profuse with long, black, glossy ring-
lets, was a ohild of rare Jewish type of beauty
and full of life and activity. The other was
grave in demeanor, and wore bis hair close cut,
asnd walked * old fashioned,’ He was of pute
English race and Puritan family. The names
of chesa children denoted these differences as
much ne their appearances. The one was Ben-
jamin Disraeli, the ¢ther John Newman.” Both
of these lads bad a great future before them ;
one becoming Prime Minister of Great Britsin,
and the other a Roman OCardinal. The
deceaged. first wend to & private school and
thences to Oxford, whevre he graduated with
honours in 1820, aud was soon after elected to a
followship of Uriel. The influences under which
he was thus brought were of the mosb intellse-
tual kind, Newman’s academical ocarveer as-
sumed at onog, both on account of his splendid
gifts, a8 well a8 through the associations of Oriel,
tha promise of conepicuouna brillisncy. Univers-
ity tradition tells of his wide scholarship, his
retentive memory and his clesr methodical in-
tellest. In 1824 he took orders and was ap-
pointed to a curacy in Oxford, His firet saemon

HI§ CONVEBSION,

The stery of Newman’s conversion has been
told g0 frequently, and notably by himself in
his 4 pologra that 16 needs no repetition. That
story 18 the hissory of the Tractarian Movement
which has been ably termed the Couater-
Reformation, It wasin Ootober, 1845, that he
waz formally received inko the Churoh, and it
would be difficult to exaggerase the sensation
which the announcement caused. A disd
Inguished ban¢ of friends and aympathizers
followad him. Naever had so large a body of the
English clergy meceded since the Reformatiou.
The movement, iu fach, drew from the Church
of Eogland all that was intellectmally
distinguished within her communion. " A
great luminary,” :said Mr. Gladstone, '‘ has
drawn with him a third part of the stars of
heaven.” The effects of this memorable change
of creed cannot be fully realized even now. 1ts
force han not yet been spent, Mr, Froude has
sumnmed up the comtequences of it, as they
appsear to the impartial observer, in the tollow-

ing passage : ‘‘ To bim, if to any one man, the
world cwes the intellectual recovery of Koman-
ism, Fufty years ago it was in England a dying
cread, lingering in the balla and chapels of a
few balf-forgotten families, A shy Oxford
student has cume out on ite behalf into the field
of controveray, armed with the keeneay weapons
of modern learning and vhilosopby; and wina
illusgrious converts and has kindled hopes that
England hereell, the England of Elizabeth and
Cromwoll, will kneel for sbaolution again before
tbe Father of Christendom. Mr. Buckls ques
tioned whather any great work bad ever been
dons in thia world by sn indlvidual man.
Newman, by the solitary force of his own mind
has produced this extraordinary change, What
be bas done we all ses ; what will come of it our
children will see.” Shortly after his reception,
Dr Newman established, ab the suggestion of
Mgr. Wiseman snd the Holy Father, a house
of the Oratoriang at Birmingham and the
school which has since achieved, largely bhrough
the eminence of i{te founder, a world wide
distinction, There Dr Newman haz speut the
1ast forvy yeaes of his life, with the exception of
& fow years in Dublin whither he was sent by
the Holy Father to found the Irish Oatholio
Unlversity, There he has worked, and studied,
and prayed with unflagging iodustry and
never-wavering devotion, and from thence hag
emanated those great works which are among
the masterpiaces of literaturs,

MADE A CARDINAL.

In 1877 Dr. Newman wss elected Honerary
Fellow of Trinity College, Oxford, and in 1879
he was raised dhe Oardinalate, At firsh he waa
relnctant to accepy the princely position. The
Holy Father treated him with all the delicate
consideration due to his venerabls ags sand
evmmanding [nfluence, bud pressed the offer on
his acceptance, aud Dr, Newman felt it his
duty to obey. The choics was » popnlar one.
All felt that justice had been done to the ablest
and moat notabie of the Ohureh's champions,
and Protestants . especially, who kuew what

) for consoience sake
when he quitted the Anglican Communion,
were oot sorry that Rome had recognised his
super-eminent qualities, Replying on his retnrn
from Rome, to an address from his own congre-

tion at the Oratory, be aald shas the £ly
ather had expressed a wish that he ahoald not
separate t trom his old dutles at-Edgbas-
ton, and that it was a consolation %0 him %o
know that e should be there t0 the eqgd, and

Oratory and the prieat and pastor of the Oratory

Napoleon knew himaself how to pay
court to the clergy in order to gain his end,
having learned that the altar was the beat sup-
pore of the throne, He wished to be crowned
by the Pope,but when hia Holiness went againat
hia will he was held prisoner hy Booaparte
during two years in his palace at Fontainebleau
Mr. Mercler {lattered the Jesuits, a powerful
corporatios who do not deny him their grati-
tude, yet nat the wame time he 1nsults hie
eminence, Cardiuul Taechereau, who would nos
lend himself to the premier’s schemes. Hia
vrdehip, the Bishop ot Three Rivers. comments

THE LABOR QUESTION.

The Comte de Mun gives an Important Peint
in 1o French Chamber.

Tha Coemte de Mun, whe has dene a0
much In France of late years te {dentify in
the public mind the Cathello spirit with the
material well-belng el the working classer,
soored not only an oratorloz]l success in the
QOhamber of Deputles the cther day, bnt
alae a polltlcal gue, By his lntervention s
clauee in the Rspublican Bill te regulats the
heura of Iaber with regard to women and
children underwentan impertant amendment,.
Ar Cathollos throughout the world have
thrown thomselves with suoch zeal Into the
movement for ameliorating the ocendition of
the working classes, It may be well to enter
somewhat inte detalls respecting this meaz-
ure which Is before the Frenoh Parliament,
It Is not the result of the Borlla Cenference,
although this doubtless gave It an onward
movement. It has already made ssveral
journeys between the Senats and the Cham-
ber ef Deputloes, It only applies to werkehops
snd faotorles, it not being propased to In-
terfere with the bome laber of children and
young women under age, except when ma-
ohinery ls empleyed. It wan preposed to
inclade shope and effice, but  the number eof
these In France being estimated at absut
700,000, the amendment waa rejeocted en the
ground that 1t wonid be diffienls, if net Im-
pomible, to eatabllsh any satiefactory system

of inspection, The bill declared that ne child
shsll enter & factory or werkshep before the
age of . thirteen, unless ne ashall have
previcusiy obtalued a certificate eof primary
ednoatlen, In which cass he mpy be
sdmitted at the ags of twelve, It was thls
clauss that M. de Mua attacked se succese
fully on Satarday last. He declares that
oven at thirteen a child was too young te
undertake regulsr labor when physical
development and the dangers of premature
tell were considered. He was willing, hew-
aver, to accept the age of thirieen en condi-
tion that it should be applicable to all with.-
out reference to achool certificates. Althsugh
the Commimien ateod out for the retsction
of the oclause, the Chamber adepted M. de
Mon's view by 378 ve 105. It was moreever
deofded that until the age of sixteen no ohild
should be admitted to a workehop withent a
s‘gersificats of physiosl aptitude.” Tie Bill
fixea the mexjnm labor per diem at 10
beurs in the case of males under 18 years of
age, and girls and women Irrespeotive of age,
ons hour being dedncted for meals and rest.
In reply to the argument thas this limitation
of houre would have an unfortunate Inflaence
opon Fench productfon in view of foreign
cempetitien, M, de Man made a very closely-
reasoned and eloquent epsech., He ebssrved
that although tne gquestion of industrial
cempoetitien with other countriex was one ot
great importance, the health of women and
uhildren waas of still greater moment, and he
and those who shared hia views would never
censent to the sacrifice of the lstier te the
former. If the esconemio censideratien were
the higheat In connectlen with this matter it
weald be justifiable to abase the laber of
women and ohildren because it ooat less than
that of men. He earnestly heped than an
international undesstanding would be arrived
at on themse questi>ns, He was aware of the
difficultlea in the way of such an agresment,
but the fact of the aubjeot having besn dla-
onessd a» it had been was in his opinion ene
of tho moat important events ef the century.
He raferred to what Eggland, Garmany snd
ether conntries were new delng to improve
the condition of laber in the interest) ef the
working classes, and he declared that If
France persisted with her eyatem of leng
werking hours she would be left beblnd by
the ether natlens of Earepe. The Comte de
Man’s speech made s very perceptible im-
presalen on the Chamber,

objects on the esrth’s surface are vialble,
Emile Metzger meantiona tha% he ence saw
Kelzersplckt in Sumatra, when separated
from it by a dlatance of 110 Enpplish miles;
he also says that on very favorable eccasiens
he has made out te ses Guy Merapl, In Java
when 180 miles intervened. E. Hill the ofvil
engineer, esye that he has seea Mont Blauc
from Piz Muraup, near Dissentls, a distance
of almest 120 miles, J. Starkie Gardener
staten that Mont Blanc Is visitls from Piz
Landgard, theugh distant abeut 210 miles
Waymper, the explorer, says that when he
was Io Greenland he conld plainly see a
mountain pesk from which bo was ssparated
by 130 mlles. The whole range of the Swias
Alps have been losked npon by J. Hippisly
while 200 miles away ; Sir W, Jones aflirms
that the Himnalayas have appeared to hie view
from the great diatance of 224 miles.

THE HYGROMBTER,

The abaorption or organic hygrometer way
fovented about the middle of the fiftsenth
century, by N. de Casa, although the inven-
tion is genereolly descrlbed to L. da Vinch
The fir:® condensaton by hygrometrical is
atteibuted to the Grand Duke Ferdinand II.,
of Toscany. The first continuons hygrome-
trioz ] obrervations appear to have been by
R. Boyle, at Oxford, in Jane, 1666. The
tirat thermomaeter is attributed to G, Gelitel,
toward the end of the sixteenth centary.
Semse few years later the initrument was im-
proved, although the freczing point waa the
only fixed pelnt determlned, and the gradua-
tlon was made by meane ef lLtile knobs in
tae glass, every ter.th one being epsmeled.
The firat rain-gauge was used by B, Castelli
In 1639, although nsua!ly a later dats I8 quet.
ed. The dlscovery of the Yorricelllan tube
ocourred In 1643,

her drive her weapon against the Impene-
trabls snrface_with a force that lifta her body
with every stroke, but let the smallest
guan'ity of alr escape from the lunge, and
the ating will penetrate at ence, I have never
#een an exception te thisin twenty-five yeara’
observatlon, I have taugkt young girle with
very delloate hands te astenish their friends
by the performange of this feat, and I saw
one so severely stung as to require the
services of a physician threugh laughing at a
witty remark of her siater, forgetting that
laughing required breath. For a theeryin
explanatien [ am led te bellave that helding
the breath partially oloses the peres ef the
skin, My experiments In that direction have
pet been exact eneugh to be of
any solenfifio value, but I am satirfied shat it
very zensibly affacts the amennt of insenaible
perspiratien.”

SEA SICKNESS,

Dr. C. W. Hamilten, writos teo the
Britisk Medical fJournal of May 10, 1890,
that he has found the seed ef the kola
(Sterculin acuminsia) a meat sucoessful
remedy in mea-sickness, From half to ene
drachm of the sead was tlowly chewed, and
in about half an heur the distressing symp-
toms of the malady gradually disappeared.
The writer had never found any drug te act
as well as thie, and bellevea that further
trials will prove it to be an effectanal remedy
ter sea-sickness, The so-called nut Iv In
reality the seed ef the cola staroulia acumin-
ats, a tree over thiity feet high grewing in
troploe] Afrloa, each fralt ef whioh containa
frem eix to twelve sesds abeut the slze of
ohestnuts. It has properties similar to coffes
and oeooa. The chief active principles are
oaffelne, of whioh there ls abeat 2} per cent,,
theebromine 0.02 p,c., and tannin 13 p.c., In
addition to rtarch, celluless, etc.

PUMIOE STONE,

This In & veloanlo product, and It s eb-
tained principally from Campe Blance, ene ef
the Liparl lslande, which s entirely compes-
od of thia substance. It s extenelvely em-
ployed in varlous branches ef the arts, and
partioularly In the state of pewer, for polieh-
lag the varlous articles of ont glaas ; it ex-
tensively used Iin dressing leather, In grind.
ing and pellshing the aurlace of metallle
plates, eto. Pnmice-stone is ground or orueh-
od under a runner and sifted, and this state
is uaed for brass and other metal work, and
alao for japanned, varnished and painted
geods, for which latter purpose It la generally
applied on weelen clethe with water, Patty
powder Is the pulverized oxide of tia, er gen-
erally of tln and lead mixed In various pre-
portlens, The process of manufacture Iy

like {un all cazer.  The metal ie exidized fn

on all sldes ¢xoept & aquare hels in - the front
side. The retort Issnrrounded by fire and
kept at a red hea, so that Jts contents are
partlally Ignited, and they are centinually
stirred, to expose fresh portione $o the heat-
ed alr. The process s complete when the Aald
metal eatirely dlsappears, and the upper part
of the exide then preduces sparkles seme-
what like partloles of Incandescent charoeal.
The oxide Is then removed with ladels, and
spread over the bottom of large iron cecling
pans and allowed to ceol. The lumps of oxide,
which are as hard as marble, are then select-
ed from the mass and greund dry uader the
runner ; the putty powder ls aftorward care-
fally sifted threugh lawa.,

SPORTS OF INSECTS.

It 1a not generally known that some of the
smallert Insects are diszcovered to enjoy them-
nelves in sperts and amusements, afcer thelr
ordinsry tells, er satiating themeelves with
food, just as regularly as is the case with
many human beings. They run races, wrestlo
with each other, and, out ot fun, carry each
cther on thelr backs, much in the saame man-
ner ag beys, These pleasing characteristic of
insects, are particulaily observable among
avty, which are remarkable for their sagacity,
Bennet, a French auther, says he observed a
tmall species of ants, which, in the intervals
of thelr indastry, employed themselves in
oarrylog each cther on their backs, the rider
holding with his mandibles the neck eof his
bearer and, embracing it cleeely with his
legs. Gould, anether writer on ants, men-
tlons $hat he has eften witnessed these exer-
olses, and says, that in all cases, after being
oarried a certaln lengthb, the art waslet go In
» friendly manner, and received no persenal
Injury. This amusement 18 eften repeated,
particularly ameng the hill ants, who are very
fond ef this sportive exercize, It was ameng
the same speacles that Huber ebserved similar
preceedinge which he has described with his
senal mlonteness, *‘I approached,” he says,
“one day, t> the formioary of weed.ants, ex.
posed to the sub, and sheltered from the
north. The ants were heaped upen cne an-
other In great numbers, and appearad to en-
joy the temperaturs on the surfece of the
nest, None of them were at work ; and the
Immense mnltitude of Insects presented the
appearance of a liquid in a atate of ebullition,
upon which the eye could scarcely be fixed
withent difficulty ; but wben I examined the
conduct of each art, 1 saw them approach
one another, moving their antenrx with aa-
tonlghing rapldity, while they patted,
with a alight movement, the cheekn of other
ants, After these preliminary geatures,
whioh resembled caresslng, they were ebaerv-
ed to ralee themselves npright en thelr hind.
legs by palrs, atrugple togetber, eelze each
other by a mavdlble, foot or antenr:c, and
then immediately relax thelr hold to recom-
mence the st.ack, They [astened upon sach
other’s sbounlders, embrace and everthrew
each other, then ralsed themaelves by turne,
taking thelr revenge witheut preducing any
serlous misohlef,

** They did net spurt out their venom asin
thelr cembats, ner retain thelr epponents
with that ebatinacy which we observe In thelr
real quarrels, They presently abandened
those whish they had first seized, and en-
deavered te aatoh others, I huve seen ceme
whe were so eager In these exerclees that
they pursued eeveral workers In asnccession,
and struggled with them for a tew momente,
the skirmish only terminatlug when the leass
animated, having evertbrown his antagoniat,
sncceeded in escaping and hiding In one of
the galleries, In ene place, two ants appear-
ed te be gamboeling about a atalkk of grase,
turning slternately to avoid or eelze each
other, which brougkt te my recellection the
sport and pastime of young dugs when they
rize on their hind-legs attempting to hite,
evertarow and selzo each other, without once
oleslng thelr teeth, Te witnses these facte, it
12 necessary ta appreach the ant-hllls with
mu:h oantion, that the ants sbould bave no
idea of yonr presence ; If they bhad, they
would cease at the moment thelr playe ar their
occapations, woull put themselves in a pos.
tare of defense, curve up their talls and ej:ct
thelr venom,”

Marriages Rites.

la old times in Ireland It was thonght right
and proper to se¢m to use foroe In carrying
off the bride to her huaband. She waa placed
co a swift horee before the bridegroom, while
all hor kindred started in purauilt with shouts
and orise, Twelve maldens attended the
bride, and each was placed on horseback be-
hind the yeung men who rede after the bridal
pafr. On arriving at her future heme, the
bilde was met on the threshold by the bride-
groom's moether, whe broke an eaken uake
over her head as a good angury of plenty in
the future, In the meountains where horaes
cannot travel, the bridal party walk in pro-
cestion ; the yeung men carrylug terches of
dried bogwoed to light the bride over the
ravinos, for In winler the mountain streams
are rapld and dangerouna te oress. The Celtic
ceremonial of marriage resembles the anclent
Greek ritusl In many points, A traveller In
Ireland seme fifty yeara ago, before pol tios
had quite killed cmance and ancisnt tradit en
in the hearts of the peeple, thus describis a
rustlo marriage featival whioh he came on by
chance ene evening in the wilde of Kerry :

A large hawthorn tree that steod in the
middle of a field near a atream was hung all
ever with bite of colored stuff, while lighted
rush oandles were placed here and there
amengat the branches, to sympolizs, no doubt,
the new life of brightness preparing for the
bridal palr, Then camse a processlon of boys
marching slowly with flates and plpes made
of hollow reeds, and one struck a tin oan
with astick at Intervale, with a strong rhyth-
mical cadence. Thla represented the plsotram,
Ovchers rattled alates and bones between their
fingers, and beat $ime, after the manner of
the Crotollatorl—a rude attempt at muaic,
which appears amongst all natlens on the
earth, even the mesat savage, A boy fellowe?d,
bearing a lighted teroh of beg-weed. Evid-
ertly he was Hymen, and the flame of love
was hle oognlzance, After him oame the be.
trothed palr hand.in-hand, a lsrge rquare
canepy of black stuff belng held ever their
heads ; the emblem, of cenrse, of the mystery
of love, shrouded and veiled from the prylng
light of day, Behind the pair followed twe
attendants bearing high over the heads ef the
young ceuple a sleve filled with meal ; a sign
ot the plenty that would be In their heuae
and an omen of geed luck and the blessing of
children. A wild cherns of dancersand sing-
ers closed the procession ; the

A fShoxt Sketeh ot This Distiuguished Irish
Prelate.

A writerin a recent number of the Irten
Echo givesthe fcllowing sketsh of Cashil's
archbisbop : Furty yaare ago, he eays, when
» young oiraie in th2 oructy of Cork, Dr,
Croke, archbishop of Osshel, was & recoyn'z-
od fizure In Irkah prlitics,  He preached the
deairice of the Lsnd League when Mr. Par-
poll and Mr, Davies were o thelr nurses’
arms, That wasin 1849, ohen fumine svoe
atriding thraugh the country, aad she grest
olearances of toat yorr were stlll impendiog.
The ontlook for the Irlsh tenunt farmers, as
aclare, was gloomy 1a the eatroms; they
wera unabla to discharye thelr linbilittes, auti
ghelr only prospect of rilief was a geaeral
reduosfon of rents.  Dr. Croke straightway
Jrew up & plao by which the landlerds might
be forced t» adopt this lesve, and snb-
opitted it to tae country. He weuld have
she rolvent tenante oo any given estate bind
themselves, like honest meu, by solemn pre-
mire, not to propese for or recelve the farm
of an sj 2cted or distressed tenant who him-
self rought and waes rofused n reasonable
abatemsnt, unless the farm in question be

{ven taem on the conditions already pro-
posed £ aod refused by toe landlard, The
pecensary reault of thla plan would be ons of
two thinge—either the renta would be redac-
od to the desired eguitable leval, or the land-
Jords wonld be constrained to keep extensive
tracta of country on thelr enfeebled bands,
Dr, Croko expreseed his convictlon that if
goma sach plan was adopted n serlons lnroad
woald be thereby mado in laudlord rules in
Ireland, and some share of the I:ich tenanty
farmers might yet hope to live and floursn,
The farmers, hewever, did not hesrken te
hia plan of campaign. What might have
been had they adopted his conasels it fo not
for the writer tosay. Thirty years after,
D Croke, as archbishep ef Caanel, was to
witaers the preachiog of similar cruede by
tbe feundera of the Land Leagne,

Nstimng daunted, Dr. Croke worked on,
and was ont of the few stardy Irlsh priesta
who toek an active part in the Iand agitatisn
of the “Fift'es," when Sir Charles Gavan
Dafly, with Frederick Luoas and others, eet
sbout the making of an “‘igdependent," s
distingnished frem the “‘place-hanting,” Irish

party.

Haviog passed with dle-
tinction through the usual course of studies,
he was appointed te a professorahip in the
Collage of Messin, in Belginm. He soon after
after proceeded to Reme, entered the Irlsh
Oollege there, and al.o attended the lectarss
at the Roman Upiversity. His three years’
eareer In the city of the Popes was of muoh
orillianoy ; he oaptured twe geld medals, and
took the degree of dector of divinlty, A
yesr aiter wloning these distinotions ho was
ardained a priesc and retarned to Ireland,
He then entered Oarlew College as professar
of rhetorio, and again went back te his alma
water, the Irigh College in Paris, where he
was engaged in teaching theelogy.

The Celebrates at Danlet 0'Counnell’s Day
Are 8iioved by B Mob,

ToroxTO, August 6.—The celebration of
Daniel QO'Connell's day was made the occs-
slon to-day for a parade of all the Irish
sucleties In the clty, and this evenlng an en-
tertalnment was held in Moss' Park rink,
which was fillsd with the best representa-
tives of our Irlsh populatien. A riet sccurred
te.night, however, which was nefther started
nor helped by the Irlah secieties. Ssveral
fite and drum bapnds from Parkdale, West
Toranto junction and the city assembled and,
followed by & howling rabble, marched
through the atreets playlog party tones,
evidently looking fer trouble. They cenld
be Identiffied with none of Orange organlsz-
tione of the clty,but were simply out on their
own account, They marched ts tiae number
of fifteen huodred through the principal
atyests and passed bioas' Park rink yelling ab
and tannting the peopls inelde. A few police
were there and atiempted to stop jthe meb,
baut ceuld not, and a elight Iracas occurred
onposite the rink. Stenes were thrown on
both eides, but ne bedy was Injured.  The

croxd thea marched srouzd the block back |

to the rink, only to by met by a strong body
ef prlice, who charged ani scattered the
crowd, The street waa very dark and noibing
could be seen of the pesplc but a flaciug mate
while thude of pulicemen’s olaba could bs
heard, Aft:r boing ecsttered pars of the
crowd collected vn the cormer of Jarvis and
Quaceen street, aed for s while the air was
tuick with tlyiog eterer.  Saveral polfcemen
weore struck but not muoch lojared, and no
arrests were made, At the curner ot Sher-
bourne and Sbuter street aoctaer row oc-
¢:rred.  The crowd reasscembled there and
8t .ned the police, but were dlepersed, soveral
of the pel.ce belng injarsd. Neveral elight
carusities oozurred, one cit'z:n baen taken to
the hospital w.th a scvers cut {n the bead,
and a woman was reperted to have had her
gkul] fractured. No arrsests were made.

flicted upon the riotera held for trial and ex-
presripg gratitude for the =id rendered by
Turkish solclers in quolling the disturbancee.
A council conetsting of slx Arwenisn bishops
and several Armenian notables will meet at
the Patriarchate to deliberate upon the char-
acter of the reply o the note.

Dismond ory:isla are
utually celerles: or pale yellew, sometimes
greev, brown, blue, or even black, ~As
the dtamend ia fo hard, it oan enly be cut
or polished by means of its own dost, A
diamond is firat shaped by carefol split-
ting, or by rubbing twe stones against each
other ; the faces are then ont by imbedding
the stone In a mass of melted pewter, and
pressing It on a rapidly revelving herizontal
{ron wheel, which s molstened with a mix-
ture of diamond dust and oll, The valune ef
the diamend for ornamentil purposes ls due
to i5a splendid lnatre, to 1t preat refractive
and dlspersive power, by which whita light
feaplit up late Its conatituent golors, and
Iastly, to its great hardness, which enablen it
to retaln {ta polish uosoratched by ordinary
dust. The natiaral erystals of the diamend
aro largely umed for outting glase. This

United States Jealousy.

Wastixcroy, August 7.—The Seoretary of
the Lreastcy hag sent Lo the Senate hia anawer
to the resolutton introduced by Senator Cullom,
on July 26, relative to the Capadian Pacific
Railroad. That resolution way very sweeping
in ite terms, and desired to know whether a
1 nited States customs agenb is atationed an
Vancouver, BC, who seals the cara of the
Canadinn Pacitic Railrond containing mer-
chandise in bend to the United Statea, and
from what places that merchandise comes. The
rosolution also asked for information as vo the
manner in which gonds imported by the Grand
Trunk Railroad sre bouded, and whother any
law is vivlated on that account. 'The anewer of
the Secretary of the Treasury will nob ba satis-
factory to the Canadisn railroada. The secre-
tary does not give any epecifio indication as to
what he i8 going to do, bub the inferences from
his reply are important. The answer shows
that it is the purpoes of the Treasury Depart-
ment to change the existiog moethod of inepach
ing and sealing cars at Vancouver, and that
the United Stater customs agent will not here-
after be parmitted tobond wmerchandiseimported
from China or Japan for tramsportatior to the
United States in the cars of she Cavadian
Pacific under the United States Treasury seal.
1t is underetood hero that this will be rasher a
serious matter for the Canndian Pacific, inas-
much as o considerable portion of the bonded
business which it has transacted through she
agency of the United States customs inejnctor
nt Vancouver consists of imjnetations of Ohinere
and Japancss merchandiae, 1t is evident that
the Secretary of the Trensury intends to forbid
the uwe of tho Unived States Consular seal for
any merchandise imported tubo Dritish Col-
nmbia from China or Japan, or from any other
country, except such ar can be termed & cown-
tignoua country tu the United Stasaa.

Death by Electricity.

The unfortunats man Kemmler, sentenced
to death at New York for the murder of his
wifo, nnderwent the penalty of his crime by
being elecctrocuted, to uve the word colned for
the new meathed of iInfliotlag the death
penalty In the Stata of New York. The de-
tails of the execution and the herrible
bangling attendant upon I8 have caused a
feellng ef disguit everywhere. The press of
the world har commentsd upen the preceed-
ings, and In many qoartere it han been sald
thas in Kemrnler's care electriclity, as a means
of oarrying oot the death sentencs, had been
used for she first and last time, It Is quite
natural, aiter reading the sickening detalls
of the execution, that people shounld rush
Into extremee and cendemn a system adepted
through the mest humane motives and after
the mest careiul Investigations. Ne ene oan
doubt the humanitarian feelings that prompt-
ed the pansing of tho law, deing away with
the praotlce ef hanging a oriminal like a deg,
and substituting in its stead a precess whioh,
after the most matare deliberation, waa cen-
sldered the leant painfal to she enfortunste
sufferer. The acceunt glven of the oarrylng
out of the sentence upon Kemmler 1s no doubt
revoltlng, but Is It any more so than the de-
talls 50 frequently published of hangings that
were bungled? Meat awuredly mot. Oar
neighbors wlill not sllow olamor te Intsrlere
with their desire to carry ous the law In the
most humane manner pemsible, Edlson, the
eminent eleotriolan, has glven his viewsz on
the subject, and atates that the trouble arene
from the ignerance of the physloisns charged
with oarrying out the sentence, and he pointa
out that instead of applylng the electrio ferce
to the back of the head, it shenld have been
applied to She hands. It Is much to be re-
gretted that Mr, Fdison was net conaalted
befers inatsad of after the faot. Geverner
Hill, of New Yerk, Is reported as having
stated that thore was net the least prospsot
ol the lIaw enaoting the new mode of carrying
out bthe death pemalty belng repealed, It 1s
hardly prebable that any attempt will be
mado to revert te she old methed of hanging;
on the contrary, it Is more than lkely that
for the future akilled electriclany will be
secured, who, underatanding the buslness,
wlil garry out the wentende sclentifioally ;

snd that, for the last sime, the peeple have *

been horrified by the aocount of sn exeontlon
by eleotrioity, onarried ont by men who ap-
pesr to have had neither the knowledge nor
the nerve necesssry to de their duty pro-

perly. .

BUROPEAN.

One hundred and thirty-five deaths from
oholera occurred at Mecca last Weduoesday.

Cholera in s virulent form bas appeared
in several Ruesian towns on the Polieh fron-
tier.

The mayor of Limerick and several other city
officials have been expelled from the National
League for voting againet Jobn Dillon.

Mr. Bowell, editor of the Irish Midland,
Times, has been sentenced to siX months
imprisonment for publishing a boycott resolu-
tion,

The Russian Goverament has decided fo sub-
stitute soldiers trained- to the business for the
ordinary engneers of locomotives on strategic
railroads.

The polics of Warsaw have expelled from that
ciby fifty-four toreign Socialiets, with the wara.
Ing that if they return they will be imprisoned
at hard labor,

The Parie Tc¢mps says :—'' The King of
Dahomey is reported dead. Egbas is marctiog
to join the French., The Dahomiana are trying
to intircept him,

The Egyptian Government bax sdopted she
severeat measures by quarantine and surveil-
lance to prevent Jeddah pilgrime from bringing
cholera into Europe.

The Pope has written to the Bishop of Malta
censuring she opponenta of she agresment with
England, whereby cervain privileges are granted
those of the Catholic faith.

During the lass two months & large number of
tourista have mev with fatal accidents through
atlempting to climb the Austrian Alps, the
fatalitive 1n most cages resulting from the care-
lesaness of the victims.

The commission appointed so inveatigate the
condition of Westminster Abbey in respect of
ita further use as & burial place of distinguished
persons is of the opinion that there is yev room
lor a hundred or more gravee.

The election to fill the vacancy in the Houee
of Commons for the east divialon of Caermarth-
enshire, caused by the death of Mr. David Pugh
(Home Rule). roenlted in the return of Mr,
Thomas (Gladsetonian), without opposition.

Toe Cuar's
Government, he says. asserts, which is true,
that no new rules have been adopted as to the
Jews. What is the fact, is that old and eever
statutes, which had grown obsolete, are being
rigidy entorced with terrible effecs.

The eastern
limit of the Freach territory will extend from
Tanis to Lake Tchad. It is officially stased thas
by the terms of the agreement, France assents
to the British protecorate over Zanzibar and
Muscat, In return for the necognition by Great
Brilain of the extepsion of the Freach sphere
of influence in Algeria and Senegal to the
Niger River. The sgreement also provides that
the British Consul in Madagasoar shall take
his ezequatur from the French Government,

The mountsine of the dlstrict of
Mount Athos, nesr Salonica, are covered with
vass forests of pine, osk and chestnut. They
are 6000 feet above bhe level of the sea and dur-
ing the Middie Ages were dotted over with
hermitages and monasteries, tweuty of which
still remain. The monks dwelling in the moun-
taing are eaid to oumber about 6000 from
Greece, Bulgaris, Roumania and Ruesia, No
females are permitted to enter the peninsula,
Tbe monks ars ruled by an administrative as-
sembly composed of delegates chosen for a term
of four years, Some of the monasteries had
rich libraries and uld and beautiful manuscripts.
Saveral of the latter have been M(.)hotrgcnphad
and deposited in the Museam of Moscow.

Fach State in the Union has ag many '*slectors
at Iarge” as it has '* Sensbors in Oongress and
as many ‘' electora” a3 it hae representatives in
Copgress, Your * puzzle” i quite justified,
a3 theee electors are DOW merely a matter of
form, though they go through what now
amounts to a farce and a travesty of what was
framed as an ingenious political conatitution.
Articls two of the American Constitution pro-
vides that the President is to be an elected
officer, and also that ‘each State shall appoint
. . . anpumber of electors equal to the whole
number of Senators and Representatives to
which the State may be entisled in Congress,
# » * Mhe electors shall meet in their respec-
tive States and vote by ballot for two pereona,
of whom one at least shall not be an inbabitant
of the same State with themseives, And they
shsll make a lisv of all the persons voted for
and of the pumber of votes for each, which liat
they ehall sign and certify and tranamit, eesled,
to thoe seat of governmens of the United States,
directed o the Presideot of the Senate. The
President of the Senate chall in the presence of
the Senate and the House of Represeatativea
open all the certificates and vhe votea shall then
be counted. The person baving the greatesd
pumber of vctes shail be presidens, if such
pumber be a majority of the whole number of
eleciors appointed, asd if there be more than
ope who have such a majority and have an
equsl number of yotea then the House of Re-
presentatives phall immediately chogse by ballot
ope of them for President; and if no person
have s msjoriby then from the five higheat on
she list the said House shall choose the Preai-
dent.” * * * This is the intention of the
American Constitution as designed by the able
men who sketched ib cut. Bub that only the
form remains and that the spirit has, appar-
ently, for ever dsparted, a8 in a good meny
other instancee, s meen in the fact that the
President of the United States to-day is elected
by » meeting of a very promiscuoua party char-
acter which makes a *“ticket.” The wice idea
which had in view the election of the Chief
Magistrate by the besy and cerefully chosen
electors hae been overridden, and the Presidens
musp in future be simply she outcome of a
porty cry endorsed by the largesh mob. What
the Protestant Bishop presching on the ocea-
sicn of the Washingbrn Centernial termed
 JeFersonian vulgarity” has overtarved the
Washingtonian simplicity, and at the same
time the worth and solidiity of the American
Constitution. The resuit has been slready
seen.

domestic strif~, and the evidently approaching
break up which must be seen within the pext
halt century.

J.S.—1It ia true thay Napoleon I, never ex-
pected to be exiled sfter his surrender to the
Prince Regent. Tne man ssums to have been
saturased with vanivy, and certainly, in view of
his career, his mental intoxication may be ac-
connted for. But the lesson vsught by Napo-
leon is not of his ** greatness,” but the abject
listleness into which the nations of Europe bad
been sinking. The force of Napoleonic great-
nees wan ppent in the person of his nepbew, and
the spirit of the Corsican brigand was well ex-
hibited in his correspondence, so full of mefn
and treacherous suggestion and black ingrati-
tude, with the German suthorities after Sedan.
But t> return to the ohief point in your ques-
tion. It was suggested by some of the advisers
of Napoleon I. that he should apply for a writ
of habeas corpus and fight his position cut In
the courta. He also took out a criminal libel
suit, baving eome idea that his departure for
St. Helena could be delayed by this meana.
But thees quibbles availed nothing, and all that
“the most genmerous of his enemies,” ms he
hypocritically wrote on surrendering to the
Britieh, could do, was to prevent his being shoo,
as the German, Austrian, and Russian potec-
tates wanted, and hurrying bim into exile,
But the application for a writ of Aabeas corpus
for the production of the body of one ‘‘ Napoleon
Boneparte,” and then the usual legal jargon
was entered, and the record still stands.

In 1848,
the army under Sir George Pollock had done
all thas could be done to repair the misghief
done to British prestige in India by the dinas-
ters which befell the army of ocococupation in
Afghanistan, sent to conguer Dost Mahomed.
Iv had aveoged dthe staughter of an army of
which only one of eixteen thousand had come
back to tell the tale. And it waa thought that
the bringiog back in triumph from the Mahom-
medan conguercrs the gates of the anclent
Hindoo temple, torn away by the aworda of the
followera of the Xoran, would bave had s good
moral effect on the Hindoo mind. Lord Eilen.
borough was evidently s sound politiclan, But
the “religious instinct” iz Engiand blazed ont,
and the proposed ach was deoonnoed as an aod
of hideous profanity and a tribute to beathen-
jsm, So the unlucky *‘grates” were dumped
inte the military areenal at Agra, whera they
remain to-day. And now antiquariaus say that
they were nob bhe famous eandal wood gates of
Somnauth at all, bubt that the inscriptions on
them prove them to have been made not more
than thres hundred years ago.

A HERO GONE.

The Death of John Boyle O’'Reilly

An Extraordinary Career Closed.—From
Priion to Pinnacles of Fame—Patriot,
Poet and Orator nt Rest.

E——————

Tuz death of John Bople O’Reilly, the tamous
poet, and edisor of the Boston Pulot, removes
from the ranks of Irish patriota one of the mosb
prominent ligures which adorn that brilliant

paslanx, More than that, his career has been
surrounded by a halo of romance, sud his
adventures ** of moviog accidents by flood and
field " add to the interests of an eventiul life,
John Boyle (’Reilly was born at Dowth Castle,
Co. Meath, Ireland, June 28th, 1844. and was
the son of Mr, Williamm David O’Reilly, an
eminens scholar who for thirty-five years fuled
the post of mester in the Netherville Iosvitu-
tion. His mother, Eliza B.yle, was a lady of
high literary astainment and was closely allied
with the family of Col. Johp Allen, a patriot
soldier of 1798, who, entering the service of
revolutionary France, gained a high posision in
tbe Irish Legion, especially distinguishing him-
gelf at the storming of Astorga, where, nnder
the concentrated fire of 2000 men, he carriad the
Freoch colors over the ramparts. The subject
of the present esketch was educated by his
talented father, and ab a very early age
commenced to set type in the uilice of the
D:rogheda Argus. For some time after that bis
course was much like that of other young
men'in a eimilar position., He continued his
trade in the offices of several Dublin papers and
then went to England, and, it ie said, at one
time stood at casein the Times oiliee. But be-
ing of a very
BESTLESS DISPOSITION

he broke the monotony of his calling by re-
porting and attending u.eetiogs, where he gave
proof of his oratory sod poetical nature. In
1863 it will be remembrred that the insurrec-
tionary movements in Ireland began to assume
gerious proportions, and youug O'Reilly, who
waa in tull sympathy with the 1ntentions of the
leaders, thought that he wouald take a part in
the fight. Will that end be enlisted io tke
Tenth Hussars, then, ag now, a crack regimemt
of cavalry, His design waa to foments sedition
among the rank and file, snd in this he was not
sucoessful for the reason that the ranks of thas

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regiment nt the time was largely composed of a
clawe who, while soma of them may have listen-
ed to hie mini.nizing eifo:ts and stfected to re-
ceive them in good part, were really playing
the Py oo bhe unevepecting youth, He was
closaly watched by a sergeant, now, by the way,
p major in one of the LUragoon Guard
Resiments and ap end of shree yeors, sudden-
ly arrested ona cuarge ot light treason. His trisl

tal charges. His rentence was imprisoninent
for life. but this was afverwards commuted to
twenty years pensl servitude. In 1567 John
Boyle O'Reilly commenced hiz voyage to the
penal colony of West Ausoralis 10 compsny
with s number of other vonvicts among whom
were John Flood, Depie Cushmsn snd Edward
Kelly. It bhas been noticed that during the
journey to Australia the prisoners published a
paper entitled * The Wild Goore,” full of gond
wriving, Wit and bumor, It was Jan, 10th, 1865,
whep 1he prison ship arnived at her destination.
But O'Reilly’s was nov a dispoeition to become
calmly resigned $o his fate aud from the ousset
bie designe were to break away and once more

and Le opporbunity of working for his beloved
Ireland. How Le eacaped was for a long while
a myetery Bo impoesible a feat did it appear but
the dead man’s lips were unsealed some years
after and he told bhe story himeelf, ''At laat,”
he wrote, ‘‘ after more than ten years of walt-
ing I am relieved from a promise not to siave
the full particulars of my escape from West
Auatralia in 1869, The acoount I have given
publicly or Lrivavely has been true in detail but
it has not been the whole truth nor have the
events been placed in the order of their occue-
rence,” He then goea on in the narrative o
tell how, for several months before his escape,
he had resvlved on making the effort. He took
no conncellora into hi# plan becanse he had
seen 8o many failures and thoughs he could
play the game alone. *‘ Forbunasely,” he goes
on, ** I was disensded from this purpose. One
day I wes visited at the camp of the convict
road party’'—of whiob be was store keeper—
“by the Rev. Patrick McCabe, & Catholic
priest, whese * parish ’ extended over hundreds
of miles of bush and whose only parishioners
were convicts and ticket of leave men. One
day he rode %o my hut and we walked together
into the bush. I had then made all my plans
for escape and I told himm my intention. * It is
an excsllent way to oommit sulcide,’ he said and
he would not speak of it any more. As he was

wes brief and he was found guilty on tive capi .
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leaving me he said, * Don’t think of that again,
Lebd me think out & plan for youn. Yoa'll hear
of mo before long.” He went away and I waited
weoeks and weeks and

NEYER HEARD A WORD.”

But hewas notforgotten, and he narrates how one
day be haard a *‘cod-ee,” or bush cry, and zaw
& man approaching who explaioed that he was a
“friend of Father Mac's,” that the American
whalers could be off the coast in February and
he was going to make arrangements with one of
bhe captaine for his escape. This was done,
and, after some preparations, on the night of
Febraary 17th he slippsd away into the busb,
where he met his friends with horses who sock
him o the coast. But before the whaler wag
reached she unfortunate men had to undergo
terrible sufferings, boing witnoud food or water,
When the expected schooner did come in sight,
o vhe amazemnent of those who were awaiting
her she passed On, leaving the boat and inmates
to their fate ! So back to shore they had to ge,
and O'Reilly was left alone, his compsnivns,
promising to return in a week. Iortunately,
one who lived not far away brought food for the

eutferer, At  last an iden  meizad
O'Reilly that perhaps, after all, whe
“Vigilant ” was looking for him and he

had better go and look for her. 8o, like the
Arcient Mariner, ** alone upon the wide rea,”
he ventured out in a smail boat which be
borrowed. Sure enouch, he meb she **Vigilant,”
and was 80 near that he beard -oices on her
deck., But once again the achosper passed on
and left him. *‘* She eailed away and was out
of wght befure night.” Then tha fugitive
slowly and sadly pulled back to shors, YFive
days passed wearily, and then his friends re-
turped with the welcome newas that the whalers
were bo sail next day,and that the “Gazalle,” of
New Bedfoad,

He has often spoken on
public ccoasions,and his addresses have received
attention, not only becaasse of their eloquence,
but because of the etriking character of she
intellectual and political aspiratinns which have
permeated them, He kas kuown how to present
the decsmmes on which the republic reats at
oace freshly and pointedly,and with a keen and
parneab nymprilty which has given his words an
added value.

Mr. O'Reilly was one of the founders and was
once the president of the Papyrues Ciub, and he
wag, 83 well, an active member of the St
Bovolph, the Round Table and other literary
clubs in Boston. In 1873 he married Miza Mary
Murphy of Charlestown, who, with four daugh-
ters, eurvives him. His second volume of poems
is dedicated to his wife, ‘‘whose rare loving
jadgmens han been a standard I have tried to
reach.” On the occasion of Mr, O'Reilly's laet
birthday, late in June, a writer in the Boston
Post said : “Acoording so the biographicai dic-
tionaries John Boyle O'Reilly was forty-six

years old on Saturday, and can-
oot bub think in referring to the
anniversary how little the chrono-

logical record can be trusted in regard to a
person’a real age. Tried by the experiences be
bas gone throngh, the eventful drama of tbe
siruggle for Irish liberty, the trial for high
treason, bhe aentenoce to death, its commutation
te imprisonment for life and then to twenty
ears penal servitude ; the convicts doom in
estern Ausiralia, the thrilling esoape and the
triumph of his American career—trisd by all
these O'Reilly muet be hundrede of years old.
But tesning hia age by the Ialure of thomss ex-
citing events to impair his simplicity of charac-
ter, vo dull the edge of his broad and generous
sympathies, and to chill the cnreent of bis
affections. ho is a much younger mwan than she
blographers make him out, He bas kapt himself
goun by an sarnest interest in the welfare of
ia fellows and by devotion to the higher ¢ul-
ture ; and his contaot with life under condislons
not seemingly favorable to optimism has left his
nature a8 sunny a8 when it was first open to the
light of day.

The visita-
tion—of the kind whick the Trich peassnt
dreads mosb, which has 8o often in the course
of this century left 1ts mark in depopular-d
villeges and heaped  graveyards—might
have been  forseen. The lrish  news-
papars, in occasionsl paragrapha and lethers
from Paddy’s earthly I’rovidence, the pirich
priests, have been giving warning of it. In
several localitiea aloug the western, south.
wesbern snd southern coaat the fell dissase bas
been showing signa,

But, sccordiog to our present information,
Caatlahaven and the neighhoring parishes, all
In the diocese of Rows, ure the placea where the
failure ia most apparent, Castlehaven is near
Skibhareen, and on the southwestern consy of
the eonnty of Cork, They are poor encugh at
the hest of times, these seaccast parishes of the
gouthweat.

TOMATOES LYONNAISE,

Pecl and cus Into emall pleces half a dozsn
good-aized molid tomatoes, Lot them atand
while you slloe fonr white onlene. Fry these
latter In s pan with batter uatil they begin
to ohange oolor, stirring frequently te pre-
vent scorching, When they turn slightly
yellow, poor en the tomatoes, juice and all,

CORN AND TOMATOES.

cocked cors and tamaboee, pase through the
colander and you have & dellghttul vegetable
soup, which may be served with rquoares of
toasted bread,

It is alas one thet lends
itielf most readily to the skiilful combinatiens
of tha cook, There {a na vegatable of cur
gardens better weorth experiment or mere
capibte of forming a true staple of the sum-
mer biil of fare. Lo be sure it 13 so good 1n
tte simplzat forma that one ls inclined to feel
ag if it woro useless to fry to lmpreve upon
them. Lot those who uhink that ** roast
oorn" 1a & mere meanioglese tradlition try tre
experiment of putting u few ears in a wire
gridiron and brolling them careiully over hard
wood ooals, Let the corn be young and
tonder, yet not so young as to Iack swettosas
and flasver; let the ceok have gufficient
patlence te watch the ewraclosely and turn
them round by slow degrees sc as to cook
gently and sufficlently without scorching ;
and let the butter served with the breakfast
be fresbly churned with all the aroma of the
swootest grasaes. Few palates will be so un-
gratefal as t3 demand snything more. In
cuiting from the ear for fritters er corn pud-
ding a simple knack will enable one te leave
the bask of the kernel upon the cob withoot
any loss of the mflky contents, Cut with a
sharp knife lengthwlse throogh each row of
kernels ; then press firmly with the back ef
the koplfe Irem end te end, and the eoft
portion will be easlly pressed cut, For atow-
ing alons or ag sugoetash It {s more suitable
to cut off the solid kernel, and in deiug this
eare must be exercised te aveld cutting toe
deeply, and so encumbering the milky mam
with pithy flakes of fibroms matter, It Is
better %o make ashallow cot acd then go
over the ear with the baok of the knife,
pressing out that pertion of the selt contents
whish romains. When stewed alons very
little watss should be used, and that as
nearly as posaible evaporated and a cnpfal of
aweet cream er rich milk added at the finish,
When this hag betled up atir in » genereus
lump of butter, and serve qulckly,

Wash 1t fowl's nostrlls with carbelic
soap-suds ; then Injeot two or three drepa of
kerowene in the nostrila. Once a day is suffi-
olent. A very eaay way, but not as sure a
oure, Is $2 burn brimatoene or sulphur In the
hen-house at evening, when fewls are at
roost, The objection te using avlphur aboat
fow!s in that they are more ap$ to take cold.
Oare should be taken that net too much sul.
phur s burned, Take ap lron dish ; put in
a small shovelful of wood ooala; take to the
hen-bonse, which must be closed up tightly ;
place the dish on the floor, put on half a tea-
speoneful of sulphur for a reem S by 12 feet,
and leave te burn fer 10 or 15 minutes; then
open the deor and allow a fresh sapply of alr,
remove the pan ef sulphur, and close for the
night, Yon shounld use yeur judgment abeut
hew much ef the futnes the henx can endars ;

SALT FOR OUR DOMESTIO ANIMALS,

Salting stock is a matter not properly done
by one farmer In twenty. Steck need salt ay
much as human beings. It [a a censtituent
part of thelr systame, continually belng worn
ocut and censtantly needing replenishing,
While man and beast can live without other
than the sparze supply they get naturally in
the food they eat, still they do better when
they have all that their appetites orave, and
they never take it in excess. Wild animals,
especlally those which divide the hool, will
travel moores of miles to get aslt, In early
days hnrters knew wbat a ‘fdeer.Jick”
.meant, and they would resert to them and lis
{a walt fer the animals to appsar, which they
slways did when salt-huogry. Deer-lcks
were spets where salt came to the surface.
The ealt sprioge of Onendaga, N.Y., were a
famcus deer lick, A buck was fired at there
and a born knocked offi A week later it
was killed In the Mohawk valley, ever 100
milea away, befere the wennd bad healed,
There le no donbt that deer fravel many
miles to gratify thelr appetitea for this usefal
cendiment, Ressoning from analegy, It ia
gafe to conclude that domestic animala desire
salt just as ardently. When they **hanker”
for Is, 1t Ie fair to preanme tkat they are L1l
af oase without it, .and unrest alxays

antagonizes bodily thrift.
hava been without ealt msome time, they

Bat all thia has ochange within a decade, the
most enterprrising tillers of the eofl having
‘‘gone weat’' to moro congenial tields.

The Progreas of the Home Rule Countroversy
1n the Honse of Commons—Those Who
Have Fallem by the Way.

———

Eheu ! I must be getting old.

Natthat I am at ali phyaically seneible, I
am glsd to say, that ageis Qreeping npoen me.
Injeed, In thls respect, I can safely affirm
that I teel as young te.day as I feit *‘twenty
®olden years ago,”” Bat, neverthelsss, when

Now, I recognise aadly that the youra are go-
“ing by. Irealised thia truth in an especial
manner a ceupla of daya agoe ae I walked dowo
‘the steps of the members’ entrance te the
Houge of Commons, arm In arm with Mr, E.
‘T, Goarley, the junfor member for Suader-
dand. As I ocbatted plesaantly with him, my
mind went back to a memerable Parliament-
ary decision ef exiotly sixtesn yearaago, a
decislen which I remember distinctly althengh
I was net anywhere in the neigborhoeod ef
‘Westminiater at the time. BMr. Geunrley was
hononrably and intimately saseciated with
that decision, hence Its belng suggestsd te
me by his companlenship the ether day, In
shis long interval of sixicen years what gaps
have besn made In the ranks of publio men,
and what a striking change has come ever
the policy which Great Britaln formerly
pariaed In regard to Ireland.

1874,

It wea on the 30th of Juns, 1574, that Mr,
Isano Butt, In his capacity of leader of the
Xrish Parliamentary party of the day, sob-
mitted the Home Rule questivn to tae House
of Cammens for the firs$ time. He did not
ask the Hooss diroctly to grant Heme Rule
49 Ireland. He only touched the mere fringe
ot the subjeot by requesting that a committ-e
abould be appointed te examine, and report
apen khe nsture and extent of Ireland’s
demand for Home Ruala. In 1890 we have
got far beyond that peint, We new demand
the thing ltsel!, and, what ts mors we are
-gelng ta get It. The dobate on Mr. Butt's
metlon eccupled twonighta—that of Tueaday,
June 30tb, and of Thuraday, July 2ad. Mitd
and Innecusus as the demand of the Irish
leader {n that day was {t nevertheless was re
jeoted by an overwhelming majority. The
vote In faveur of the metien waa 61, againat
it 458. Of the representatives of the Irish
censcituencles whe tosk part in the divisloa,
5I, er 53 Includlog the twe tellers, supperted
Mr. Batt while 35 et them oppored him.
Frem this statement of the nnmbera it will
be seen that 7o late as aixteen years ago the
harmless request made by Ireland for an en-
qulry into tae nature and extent of her
demand fer Home Ruls could only obtain the
adhesion of 10 Britiah members of the Honse
of Commons, Of thls emall band of fale.
rmainded Britleh members it has te be told to

THE FIRST VOTE.

Even if it does remind me that I am gett.
ing old, It 1s Intereating te compars the Now
with the Then, Of the ten British members
whe voted with Mr. Batt oaly three are stlll
to the front in Parllament, and they, I hepe,
ars destined to bear a hand In the final strog-
gle with la rapldly appreaching and which Is
distined to glve back te Ireland the Senats
which she lost in 1800. These three men
whe are still to be met with In St. Stephens
are Slr, Wilfrid Lawssn, Mr. Thomas Burt,
and Mr, Gourley. Of the remainlng seven
Britlah members who supported the mild
Irish demand that was put forward fn 1874,
one single representative hallad from Scot-
1and and one from Wales, As far as Scetland
and Wales are now concerned the pendulum
has awuag heavily te the other side. Analya-
ing the verdlot given by England, Scotland,
Wales, and Ireland on the guestien of Home
Rule in the general election ef 185G, Mr.
Giadatone bas pat these lacts on recerd, ‘Ol
thess four nationalitice, three have speken
for Irish autonomy in a tone yst more da-
olded than the tane in which the feurth han
forbldden {t. Scetland has approved our
Irleh polloy by taree to twe, Irsland hereself
by four and a ixalf to one, and gallant Wales
by five te one. In the aggregate they have
returned mere than 150 supperters ef the
policy, and rather above 50 agalnetit ; or
shree to one its favour.” Deoldedly In
the breadoning and widening of a menre of
falr-play towards Ireland as well as in the
matter of the [apac of time wo have get far
away {rem 1874,

THOSE WHO HAVE GONE.

The single Soetch member who in Mr,
Butt'e era vetad in lts faveur was, strange to
Bay, that erravic oreature, Mr, Edward Jen-
kins, the auther of “Ginx’s Baby," whe hap-
pened at the time to be member for Dandee,
The Weleh member was Mr, Ellis Sgteun,
who represented the Fiint Barghe, and who,
peor fellow, fa since dead. Y bave naw
named five out of the ten Britlesh membere
whe voted In the minority of 61. The re-
mafning five were Meaars Joseph Cowen and
Hameond, of Newcastle on-Tynse; Sarjeant
Simen, of Dewebary ; J. K. Ocesn, cf Bulton;
and Sir Onarles of Dlike, of Obelsea. Of theee
I fancy Serjeant Simon and Mr. J. K, Cross
have jained she majority.

‘Brisish membors who oast all deubta and sus-
plofens te the winds and beldly went Inte the
lobby In faveur, net merely of an enquiry into
the natuze and extens of Hemae Rauie, bot ab-

‘solutely In smpport of a well-defined and
complete socheme of Home Rale itaelf, An
advance from 10 members who voted for a
mers exquiry {n 1874 to 228 meabsrs whe
voted for an elaborate and comprehenslve
Home Ruls Bill in 1887 Ia not by any means
a bad growth, .
A GREAT CHANGE.

Losking back from onr standpniat of 1890,
wlth vor koowlsdge of how the Irish Natlon-
al question stande to the days of 1874, the
poettlon taken up by Mr. Batt’s eppoaents in
tnd disoussions of %hut year, the main live ef
argnment advanced by them against the Irish
leader, appear jadlcrously groterque to our
eyes, ‘* Mon may dis, but causes live,” was
noi ono of those maximas whiockh improseed
themselves on the minds of the Tory party—
or, for that matter indeed, on thr minds of
tbe Liberal party elther—Iao that Parllamont.
ary Sowslon ot eixteen years ago when BAr,
Gourley was one of the tan Britlsh members
who voted ar ths Irieh pesple weunld wish
them to vato. Home Ruls was poeh-poghed
on every elde. It weas a cemee of mushreom
growth aund would disappear ns quickly ne
mushrocms habitaally do. The wish for self.
governmint was merely a momentary oraze,
a passiog aherration which with mild treat.
ment would apsadsly vanish, This was whet
we sald, It all sounds very funny now when
the asttlement ef tha guestirn of glving eelf-
govarnment te the Irieh peonle {2 one of only
o l.ttle t'ms. Here in an cxtract from the
epeech of the Right Hon, J. T, Ball, the Irish

Weord was sped avor
tue Freemun wire from the Heuse of Com-
mons that “ Power Is up,” and the next
morning a full report of the el:sborate and
eloguent oratlon appeared in that portion ol
paper devated to the proceedings of Parlia-
ment.

Manrilce Brooke, hewever, was of the opin-
fon, apparently, that meclsl engagements
shonld be put before political pledges, Donbt-
lem In thils he thought a» many others amengst
bis celleagues theught. At all eventa Mr,
Breoks' name does not appear fa the division
list as having voted for Mr, Batt'sa motion, I
am given to underatand that the ressen for
his abeence waa that he was entertainlog Lord
Waoleley at diuner on the night of the divi-
sien, and that the attraction of such distin-
guished soclety was {nfinitely greatesr than
that of Wertminater, even though the oause
of Home Rale could have been served by his
presenca there. With materisla such as thess
werking eut the problem of 1reland’s legisla-
tive freedom it was foll tlme that a Parnell
and a Biggar should make their appearance
en the scene. If these two had aet pat in an
appearance in tne politioal arena and—te In-
duolge in an extravagant assumptlon—If Ire.
land had remained cemmitted contendedly to
a parllamentary policy, with such men ar
those of aixteen yeara age at the helm, thare
woull I am contident, be no such atrlking
contrasy te Institute as the one I have drawa
here hatween 1874 and 1590.
