An Act to incorporate the Village of Pembroke, in the

W'HEREAS the inhabitants of the Village of Pembroke, in the Preamble,
County of Renfrew, have by their petition represented, that
from the rapid increase of the. population of the said Village, it has
become necessary to tonfer upon it corporate powers, and prayed that
5it may be incorporated accordingly, and it is desirable to grant the
pr]zixyer of the said petition ; Therefore, Her Majesty, &c., enacts as
follows :
