Mr. Boycott- How he Excited Hostility

and why he is to be “Hunted Out.”

Mr. Boyeott is & Norfolk man, the son of &

clergyman, and was formerly an officer in the

Thirty-ninth regiment. On his marriage he

settled on the Island of Achill, and farmed

there until ke was offered some land agencies,

which occupied so much of his time that he,
alter ssme twenty years' residence in Achill,

elected to take a farm on the main land. For
seven years he has farmed at Lough Mask,
acting also as Lord Erne's agent. He has on
his own account bad a few difficulsies with his
workpeople; but these were tided over by con-
cessions on his part, and all went smoothly
till the serving of nosices upon Lord Erne’s
tenants. All the weight of the tenants’ ven

weance has fallen upon the unfortunate agent,
whom the irritated people declare they will
“hunt out of the country.” 't'he position is
an extraordinary one.  During his period of
occupation Mr. Boycott has laid out & great
deal of money on his farm, has improved the
roads and made turnips and other root
crops to grow where none grew before. But
the country side has struck against him, and
he is now actually in a state of siege. Per-
sonally attended ~ by an armed escort every-
where, he has a garrison of ten constables
on his premises, some established in g hut and
the rest in that pat of Lough Mask House
adjacent to the old castle. Garrisoned at
home and escerted abroad, Mr. Boycott and
his family are now reduced to one female
domestic. Everybody else has gone away,
protesting sorrow, but alleging that the power
brought te beur upon them was greater than
they could resist.

When the strike first began Mr. Boycott
went bravely to work with his family, setting
the young ladies to reaping und binding, and
loo! after the beasts and sheep himself.
But the struggle is nearly at an end new. Mr.
Boycott has sold some of bis stock; but he
can neither sell bis crop to anybody else, nor,
as they say in the nerth of England, * win "
for himself. There remains in the ground ut
least £500 worth of potatoes and other root
crops, and the owner has no possible means
of doing anything with them. Nor would any
human being buy them at any price ; wor, if
any such person were found, would he be able
to find any laborer to touch any manner of
work on the spos under the ban. By an im-
palpable and invisible powerit is decreed that
M. Boycott shill be ** hunted out,” and it is
more than doubtful whether he will, under
existing circumstances, be able to stand
against it. He is uuquestionably a brave and
resolute man, but there is too much reason
to believe that without his garrieon and
escort his life  would not be worh
an hour's purchase. There are few fairer
prospects than that from the steps of Lough
Mask Honse, a moderately comfortable and
unpretending edifice, not quiteso largeasa far-
mer's homestead in England. But the pota-
toes will rot in the ground and the cait'e will
go astray, for not a soul in the Ballivrobe
country dare touch a spade for Mr. Boycott,
Personally he is protceted, but no  woman in
Ballinrobe would dream of washing bim a
cravat or making him a loaf. All the people
have to say is that they ara sorry, but that
they * dare not.” Hence either Mr. Boyeott,
with an eecort armel to the teeth, or his wife
without an escort, for the people would not
harm her, must go to allinrobe after putting
a horse in the shafts themselves, buy what
they can, and bring it home. Everybody
advises them to leave the country, but the
answer of the besieged agent is simply this—
1 can hardly desert Lord Erne, and, more-
over, my own property is sunk in this place.”

SEVEN DAYS ON A RAFT.

Afloat Without Food or Water—Res-
cued and Taken to Boston After
Dreadful Sufferings.

[From the New Yerk Herald.]

Richard MoDonald, first officer of the Brit-

The County
of Richmond had a crew of nine men, all told,
and left Elizabethport, N. J., on October 3,
for the island of St. Taomas. On October 14,
after a series of severe gales and rough seas,
the bark was found to be in immediate dan-
ger of foundering. By eight o'clock at night
the crew had giver up sl hopes of keeping
her afloat, and took measures for saving
themselves. In the heavy gale which pre-
oedoed the foundering of the vessel one of the
two boats carried by the bark had been
smashed by the sea, which constantly broke
over her. The other boat, however, was capa-
ble of holding sixteen men and a sufficient

Shortly after the swamping of the boat the
bark went down suddenly, stern foremost.
ONLY TWO AFLOAT.

When our vessel went down, said Mr. Me-
Donald,the wind kad moderated considerably,
although the sea was running very high and
was washing over us every minute. We all
knew that she was going down, and each of
us was casting about for some means to save
himself. I wasstanding on the fore rail,
holding on to the starboard fore shrouds.
Before the sinking I had secured a ladder and
had lashed a couple of planks to it. This I
bad with me when I saw the bark was sink-
ing, The rest of the crew were ranning about
the decx, some of them not seeming to know
what they were about, and some apparently
muta with peril. I threw the ladder overboard
and sprang after it. I was tossed twenty feet
from it by an immense wave, but swam to 1t
and managed to get hold of it, and as I did so
I saw another man holding on. He was bare.
headed and cried out to me to cling fast.
This was Harry Lang, » seaman of the bark.
‘We both kept lmld of the ladder until the
forecastle deck, which had floated from the
wreok, drifted near us, when we let go and
swam to it. 'The deck was about thirteen feet

long and eight broad, and afforded us some
room and a comparatively safe refage. When
we gained it we both looked about for the
rest of the crew, but could see nothing of
them. Capt. McDonald and all except my-
eelf and Lung unquestionably went down
with the vessel. A few spars were in sight,
tossed about by the waves, but noliving thing
was visible,

As large s our raft was the heavy eca
tossed it about like a cork, and we were in
imminent danger of being swept off every
minute. We managed, however, to lash cur-
gelves to it, the sea keeping us drenched all
the time. I had been suffering for some time
before with a tore leg, and the salt water in-
creased the pain very much. Io relieve this
and protect my leg I took off my flinnel
undershirt and wrapped it about my legs. We
remained lying down on the raft until twelve
o'clock next day. At twelve o'clock I got up,
and bysteadying myeelf with a hand on Lang
managed to look around the horizon. As
soon 88 I stood up I eried out that there was
a sail in sight. A second glance showed we
that it was a bark under full sail, but that we
had not been seen, and that she was bearing
away from us. By this time thirst had begun
to tell on both of us. though Lang bore up
wonderfully and did not complain at all
‘When he stood up with me and saw that the
vessel in eight was slowly receding from us
we looked at each other and sank down upon
the raft. We bad nothing with which to make
a signal but the flannel shirt wrapped about
my legs. - I took this off and tried to wave it
to the bark, but it was not seen. In two
hours when I looked ngain she was out of
sight. pes

From this time until the sixth day of our
stay upon the raft I cannot tell how the time
passed. When thirst tortured us too much
we rineed our mouths with gea water, which
seemed to relieve us. Our wmouths and
tongues were parched and swollen and the
sun was beating down upon us. Lang had
only his shirt, which was in ¢hreds, and an
old pair of pantaloons on, and suffered from
cold as well as from thirst and hunger. He
stood it bravely, however, and tried to cheer
me up. although I was in a better condition
than himself. His face on the fifth day was
blistered and his lips were black. My own
were little better. After the third day neither
of us suffered so much from hunger as might
have been expected. It was the thirst that
tormented us. From this there was not a
minute's rest During the third and fourth
days the sea was almost perfectly calm. The
sun beat down upon the sea and almost
blinded us by its reflection. On the fifth day
we were both too weak to stand up unas
sisted, but we still managed to keep a lookout
for a sail. Lang would sit up on the raft and
I would stand behind him, and by placing my
hands upon his shoulders [ could rupport
myself and look over the gea, This we did
alternately and at intervals during the day.
At night we sat side by side upon the raft.

THREATENED BY SHARKS,

On the second day, while the bark was in
sight,we saw near the raft a number of finback
sharks and sume of lar er size. They plashed
and played about the raft for hours at a time,
and seemed, a8 Lang said, waiting for a
chance turn of the raft to farnish them with
a meal. On the fifth day Lang began to show
signs of delirium. He had been shipwrecked
before and bad soffered terribly. When be
began to grow flighty he recalled this event
and confounded our situation with his former
misfortune. I was elow to notice it, for my
own head was light, The sky and ten recmwed
as one to me, und I could hear in the noise
of the seas voices that I knew on shore. I
was first made aware. of Lang's condition
by his starting up suddenly, when we had
both been lying eide by side for hours silent
and almost motionlezs on the raft, and erying
out. ‘They're coming with the boats. I
raised up and looked out, but saw mo eail-nor
any boate. I turncd round to Lang and
saw by the glitter in bis eyes and the un-
earthly look in his face that he was out of
his head. All that day he would point to the
white caps of the waves aud say that the
boats were coming. Sometimes he would say
they were fishermen, but that they would not
eave us, for they did not care. By night his
hallucinations began to affect me. Each time
he would eall out * a boat ' I would stagger to
my feet and look about the horizon. Ina
moment I was conscious of Lang's delirinm.
and would settle back to my position only to
start up and repeat it over and over again.

On the sixth day our suffevings were ter-
rible. Iecan't give you any ideaof them. I
remember only that Lang improved while 1
felt myself giving way. He cheered up won-
dertully and tried to impart some of his con-
fidence to me. He said that be knew we had
been slowly but surely drifting s¢ uthward, and
must be near the track of the homeward
bound West Indiamen. ‘In this he was right.
On the sixth night we had been lying side by
side without uttering a word. At the first
sign of daylight I managed to get on my
knees and look about. I looked toward the
east, and was rewarded by seeing a eail. As
the light increased I saw another sail nearly
opposite the latter, but both of them were
bearing away from us, and neither had evi-
dently scen us. Weak and eximusted as we
were we managed by turns to watch thece
gails all day. The wind was so light that
they made little headway, and we saw them
- a8 the sun went down, but theydid not see us.
In the morning neither vessel was in sight.
We comforted ourselves, however, with the
thought that we were in the track of vessels
and stood a good chanee of being picked np

THE RESCUE.

The last night on the raft was one of less
terror than any of the others. We bathed our
beads and rinsed our mouths with sea water,
which greatly relieved our thirst. Neither of
us suffered much with hunger, which was al-
most forgotten through the agony of our
thirst. On the morning of the seventh day a
elight rain fell. By lying down on our backs
we caught some of'it in our mouths, At noon
1 stood up and saw a bark about six miles to
windward of us. By our united efforts we
toreup a piece of the planking of onr raft.
This we split and succeeded in fastening my
flannel shirt to it. In an hour we saw the
bark, which was close hauled, fail off two or
three pointe, and knew that she had seen us.
She proved to be the bark Leandro, Captain
Gaudalich. We were taken on board and
landed at Boston.

First Officer McDonald and Lang are both
inglishmen, and were taken care of by the
British Consul in Boston. The day before
yesterday McDonald’s sister went after him
and brought him from the City Hospital to
this city.
