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He paused, and spat reflectively into

what he, having traded in his youth to

Maine, St. John, and Halifax,

knew as a cuspidor. His whole appear-

ance showed him at first sight a man who

for the most part of his life had sailed out
of Aberdeen or Peterhead.

His iron-grey hair was thin upon his
head, and made a halo round his brick-
dust face, on which the sun, the storm,
and whisky of full fifty years had done
their worst. His beard was stiff and
bristly, and grew high upon his cheek, and
underneath the chin, looked like the back
of a wild boar or porcupine. His upper
lip was shaved and blue, his teeth stained
yellow with tobacco juice. Thick tufts of
bristles overhung his eyes and sprang
from out his ears, and his enormous hands,
once muscular and hard with hauling up-
on ropes, although immense, were soft
and flabby, though still freckled by the
sun which tanned them in his youth.
Upon his middle finger was tattoed a ring,
round his wrist a bracelet which he tried
hard to hide by pulling down his cuff.
Not that he was ashamed of it, or ever for
an instant posed for anything but what he
was, but, as he would explain, “ Mistress
MKechnie thocht it didna’ look genteel
A woman's clavers, aye ou aye; but then,
ye see, Mistress M'K. raises a wild-like
turley-wurley whiles, aboot 2 feck o’
things that dinna matter, for I say when
a man has got the siller that is the princi-
pal.” And certainly he had the siller, for
from a mere tin-kettle of a tramp, bought
upon credit and in which the saying was
if you should drop a marlin-spike it would
go through her plates, he had attained to
the possession of a fleet which peopled
every sea.

But though good luck, which he refer-
red to as the “act of Providence,” had
thus befriended him and seated him in
his own private room in the great office,
which he once likened to a liner’s cabin,
the highest praise in_his vocabulary, he
yet remained at heart the self-same
pawky, pious, superstitious, and hard-
fisted sailor man that he was when he
first sailed in a whaler to the Arctic seas
from Peterhead. His friends and his
contemporaries knew him as Andrew
Granite, whether because of his resem-
blance to the stone, his character, or
simply from his birthplace, or_from alt
combi no one was sure. But from
the Clyde to Timor-Laut, whenever any
of his ships was spoken and ran up her
number, a smile went round extending
from the forecastle to the bridge, and
some old shell-ba¢k was pretty safe to
say, “One of old Andrew’s coffins, damn
them, a Granite liner ; yes, by God: sink
like a stone in some place some day, or
‘run upon a shoal marked in no blooming
chart; Andrew will grab the insurance
money, and, and then go off to kirk.”

Withal he was a genial, simple, whisky-
drinking, pious, and not unkindly man,
with all the low-class Scotsman’s love for
law and pride in never being over-reached
and with a gift of story-telling which a
long life at sea had sharpened and im-
proved.

His conversation ran on bottogary, on
jettison, demurrage, barratry (“a grand
word yon,” he would explain), and barn-
acles.” Much had he got to say about
Restraint of. Princes and the like, of berth
notes, back freights, charter party, cessio
clause, frustration of adventure, and as to
whether frost and rats fell under act of
God, or might be held as perils of the sea.
Much did he like to dwell upon “dicees-
ions o’ the Coorts,” quoting with unction
Stamford v. Wells, Hadley v. Baxendale,
and Vogeman v. Parkenthorpe, with com-
ments of his own upon the judges, with
much about the lunar and the calendar
in the vexed question of the “Charter”
month, much of the usages of trades and
ports, all which he held “redeeklous,”
deeming them part and parcel of a scheme
against the Granite Line. An elder of
the kirk “outby Bearsden,” where, as he
said, “he stopped,” he yét believed that
Providence was a malicious demon on the
watch to do him damage, sending foul
winds and snapping shafts of screws,
blowing off heads of cylinders and heating
brasses in an arbitrary way, as if the
Power referred to had nothing else to do
but to watch him and his affairs through
a celestial magnifying glass which he
kept screwed into his eye after the fashion
of a watehmaker when looking at a watch.

The house “outby” where Andrew
Granite * stopped ” was built of such well-
hewn and finely pointed stone as to re-
semble plaster, so neat were all the joints,
so sharp the edges, and though substan-
tial, did not seem designed to live in, but
rather asa model from some exhibition of
what no’house should be. Roofed with
dark blue metallic-looking slates, it stood
in its own carriage-sweep, which, laid with
furnace slag in lieu of gravel, formed as it
were a yellow ochre river flowing between
the bulwarks of green grass which bound-
ed it, and which, as the possessor said,
were “ trimmed square by, the lifts and
braces and ran down sheer into the tide.”
He used to add that “in a ship, ye ken,

Laurels and rhododendrons, . the latter
“bonny heebrids,” as the seafaring “gaird-
ner ” called them, stunted and withered
by the wind, stood ranged beside the
avenue in rows, each with its Latin nick-
name dangling from a wire upon a piece
of tin, asif it was convicted of some crime
against its fellows and was doing penance
for its sins. Cast-iron hoops contrived to
look like withies bordered the road; and
to make all things sure, enamelled plates
with the inscription “ Parties are request-
ed to keep off the grass” reminded people
to be cautious how they walked. A bat-
tlemented lodge and wrought-iron gate
with a huge gilt monogram upon the top
stood sentinels at the edge of the domain.
Clumps @ young spruce trees were dis-
posed at intervals to break the wind,
which bent them over opposite the side it
blew, and stripped them bare where they
caught all the fury of the blast.

The inside of the villa was suitable to
grace.

Plate-glass and varnished yellow pine
gave it a sort of likeness to.a ship. White
fluffy mats lay on the floors, and on'the
walls were water-colors, so well finished
and so smooth that they could easily have
been mistaken for the best kind of
chromo-lithographs.

Wax fruit and feather flowers,. and
humming-birds looking distorted ghosts
of their bright selves, were stuck about

upon the mantelpieces, covered with glass
shades. A banner-screen with a ship
worked in crewels stood before the fire,
which in a bright steel grate burned till
the twelfh of May, and then until October
so contrived n?to present tﬂe appearance
of a waterfall. istress M’Kechnie, a
large, high-colourel lady, dressed in black
silk and girt about the neck with a gold
chain from which a watch was hung
which dangled loose or else was stuck
into the waistband of her gown, sat in
her “droring-room” in state. A large
medallion of her lord, with a stout wisp
of his stiff hair fashioned into a cable
round the edge, was pinned upon her
breast. It showed him at the age of
thirty, grim and ill-favoured, and had
been taken in the port that he called
“Ryo” by an artist who he said had been
“an awfu’ clever chiel,” and certainly
should have been heard of in the world
of art for his stout realism and adherence
to the truth.

The owner of the house sat in his
sanctum, which, like the cabin of a ship,
had small round windows, and was
adorned with books, bound in morocco
bindings, which he never read, and with a
coloured photograph of her he always
called “Mistress M’K.” and stood in awe
of ; for she came of “weel-kenned folk,”
and had some tocher and a temper which
was not always safe “to lippen to.”

With cigars lighted, his friends about
him and their glasses filled, Mr.
M’Kechnie used to give full play to his
imaginative mind on many subjects which
had appealed to him during the course of
his career—as law pleas about ships,
soundings in various ports, the absence of
all lights on certain coasts, the charms of
ladies he had known about the world and
his success with them, and other things of
a like nature which he discussed more
freely when certain that his wife had gone
to bed. One tale led to another, but thé
tale that his friends all loved best was one
he never failed to tell after his second
tumbler of stiff toddy, when, with his feet
in carpet slippers worked in yellow beads,
and with a fox’s head in blue in high
relief upon the instep, he would light a
Trichinopoly cigar, and after, with the
story-teller’s instinct, having forced his
friends to press him, take up his parable,

“Hae ye all got your glasses filled?
Weel—age—]I am a sort o' temperate
man masel’, but speerits, ye ken, are a
fair panawcea, that is when taken moder-
ately,” To such a proposition no self-
respecting Scotsman has an objection,
and they all used to fill, -and, “paidin™
with their ladies, inhale the fumes of. the

hot spirit, puff their cigars, and wait

expectantantly.

“Ye see, ma freens, law is a kittle o’
gear, especially sea law, as mony 0’ ye
ken I know fu’ weel. But the maist awfu’
thing is what they ca’ yon general average
— ay juist fair redeeklous. Ye ken what
Mr. Scrutton says—he’s an M. A. and
L.L. B. and has juist written the maist
compendious work on contrack of af-
reightment as expressed in charter-parties
—a pairfeck vawdy-mecum. Ane ye ca’
Mackinnon helpit him, and between the
twa they lay ye aff a’maist a’thing that
can arise between a charterer and a ship-
owner upon the sea.

“Charter-party, sort o' dog Laytin,
carta partita they ca’t. In the auld days
they just wrote it in duplicate ona single
sheet o' paper, and then divided it by
indented edges, each part fitted to the
other. That’s hoo they got the name,
indenture.

“A feck o’ things ye’ll find in Scrutton’s
book, ma freens, sort o’ auncient like.
Whiles when I havna’ much to do I tak’
it doon and lauch, manI lach ower it
tiltma held juist whummles like a sturdy
sheep. Oo aye—ye’re richt—I'm sort o’
wandered.

“ Weel aweel, I'll tell ye now about a
wild-like tulzie I had aince with a lash o’
Dawgos a’ aboot yon cursed general aver-
age. Man, it was this wey, ye ken—
whiles 1 juist wonder that a man like
Scrutton—Mackinnon is na’ blate either
—does na’ dae something to get the law
changed. Na, na, ye could na’ richtly
look for it; it’s the man’s bread, ye ken.
Aye, I'll heave aroond, I'm subject to thae
digressions; so was Sir Walter Scott and
others I could mention. Ye mind aboot
the seventy-twa, or it may be the seventy-
five, freights were fairly high and ship-
owners were ettlin’ to mak’ some siller.
Bad times we are havin’ noo—yon cuttin’
prices, I juist ca’ it cuttin’ throats—but in
the seventy-five—that’s it—I had a boat
was gaein’ oot to Smyrny wi’ a feck o’
cotton goods.

ARE SURVEYING SHIPS TO

In St. Stephen anthracite of
the best quality was selling at $12 a ton
two weeks ago, and the price may be even
lower to-day.

Why should it not be as cheap
in St. Andrews as in St. John, for instance ?
Something is wrong somewhere, and it
should be rectified. A group of people
contemplate purchasing one or two
schooper cargoes of coal on the cobpera-
tive plan, as they regard the present local
prices as unreasonably and unnecessarily
high. s

THOMAS WEST

Mr Thomas West, senior member of
the firm of J. and J. Taylor, Limited,
passed away suddenly at his home 113
Wellesley Crescent, Toronto, early Satur-
day morning, April 28th.

\_S early as 1881 Brandes wrote: .

/A "And when that time comes, Ger-
many will lie alone, isolated, hated by the
neighbouring countries; a stronghold of
conservatism in the centre of Europe.
Around her, in Italy, in France, in Russia,
in the North, there will rise a generation
imbued with international ideas and eager
to carry them out in life. But Germany
will lie there, old and half-stifled in her
coat of mail, armed to the teeth, and pro-
tected by all the weapons of murder and
defence which science can inveut.
there will come great struggles and great-
er wars. 1f Germany wins, Europe in
comparison with America will politically
be as Asia in comparison to Europe.

« But it is not seemly to play the pro-
phet.” )

Perhaps no other European writer of
the present day is fitted equally with
Brandes to discuss the titanic conflict of
the nations from the standpoint of the
neutral observer. The author of “ Wil-
liam Shakespeare,” " Wolfgang Goethe,”
“ Voltaire,” temperamentally and by
inclination finds his chief literary activity
in the domain of internationalism. His
“Main Currents in Nineteenth Century
Literature ” is nothing less than a keen
analysis of cause and effect touching the
rise of nations as expressed through the
men and women who toiled patiently to
gain the light.

In * The World at War,” soon to ap-

pear in America in its English translation
.(Macmillan), Brandes wields a pen no
Jess trenchant and illuminating than when
his subject matter is more strictly literary.
Some of the chapters are partly familiar
to American readers through extracts
published here shortly following their
appearance in Danish periodicals. -His
replies to Clemenceau and William Archer,
for instance, in answer to certain critic-
iéms launched against Brandes by these
long-time friends of his, were of such im-
portance that ‘the polemics had to be
known everywhere. But far from de-
tracting from the value of “The World
at War,” the inclusion of that material
enhances its worth as an international
document. Here, as throughout the book,
theétask of Miss Catherine D—Groth, the
translator, has been accomplished with
such skill and discernment as only those
familiar with the Danish language and
the author’s idiosyncrasies can fully un-
derstand.
. It was exactly half a century ago that
Brandes published his first book. Much
that he has written during that period
may be considered introductory to his
most recent work. Always a, champion
of snbject nations like Poland, like Fin-
land, a firm believer in the rights of
oppressed people, as in the case of Alsace-
Lorraine and North Schleswig, Brandes
brings to bear again and again his indig-
nation against the brutality that charac-
terizes world-politics. Notwithstanding
the comparative smallness of his audience
at home with the Danish language consti
tuting a handicap to a writer with an
international horizon, he makes his ap-
peal to the whole world. In order of time,
his Goethe stands midway between his
volumes on the literary heroes of two of
the Entente nations.

The preface to “The World at War,”
short but pertinent, throws a clear light
over all that follows. *I have assembled
my articles on the war,” says Brandes, ”in
the hope that they may be placed in
proper sequence, before the few readers
in Europe, America, and Asia who are
not irredeemably biased, but wish to
form an impartial opinion on the war, an
who might care to know mine.” His de-
termination to remain neutral brought
against him many of his most intimate
friends in the countries at war. In an
open lettar to Georges Clemenceau, pub-
lished February 28, 1915, Brandes wrote
in part as follows: “Dear Friend: .
You attack Denmark’s neutrality in the
bitterest and most offensive terms. You
ascribe it—since the country cannot have
forgotten the mutilation Germany sub-
mitted it to—to fear and cupidity. [,
who, if I may say so, cannot well be sus-
pected of any desire to enrich myself by
the war, would consider Denmark’s par-
ticipation in the war as madness.
Through your paper, which I read, I
know you feel that Denmark ought to
declare war on Germany. As long as
there is a grain of sense left in a Danish
Government, this will not happen.”

And again, in tee following month,
Brandes wrote to Clemenceau

“You, my dear Clemeneau, have turned
this quite objective discussion into such a
personal issue that 1 feel obliged to add a

Idonot lack feeling, as_you
infer that I do, nor is it true, as you ad-
vance, that 1 do not care what happens
to France. My entire sympathy is with
her. I believe you are the only one of my
French friends who has ever doubted it

STOCKS OF GRAIN IN CANADA

The compilation of returns collected
from elevators, flour mills and railway
companies shows that on March 31, 1917,
the quantity of wheat, and wheat flour
expressed as wheat, was 126 million
bushels, as compared with 197 million
bushels last year, and 79 million bushels
on February 8, 1915. The total for 1017
includes 673 million bushels in the ele-
vators, flour mills and in winter storage
in vessels, 45,638,000 bushels in farmers’
hands and 12,862,000 bushels in transit by
rail.

When the land for the Experimental
Station now located at Morden, Man., was
urchased in 1915, it was found to be
ll)ndly infested with couch grass (also
called quack, twitchor quick, grass).

In an effort to exterminate this weed,
sixty-five acres of that part of the farm
which appeared to be the worst infested
was treated as follows:-

About thefirst of June, it was ploughed
four inches deep well harrowed.
The spring tooth cultivator was then
used, serving to draw the roots well to
the top of the ground. Next a chain
harrow was employed. This implement
brought all the loose grass to the surface
and left it in large rolls all over the field.

Experimental Farms Note

Crate feeding on milk mashes will do
more to put quality in chicken meat than
any other practice. The small portion of
the consuming public that have eaten
crate, milk-fed poultry have no desire to
purchase the range and yard fattened
birds, ' as there is such a great difference
in the quality of the meat of the birds
handled under the two different systems.

Crate feeding on milk mashes is a
simple process that may be practised on
few or many birds. At the Experimental
Station for Vancouver Island, slat crates
to accomodate eighty birds were prepared
and five birds of an average weight of
three and one half pounds were confined
in each section. These birds were fed for
a period of fourteen days and made an
average gain of two pounds per bird.
The meal mixture used was sixty per cent.
wheat middlings and forty per cent. corn
meal. To this meal mixture was added
three ounces of salt for each 100 pounds
used. - The birds were starved for twenty-
four hours and given a mild dose of Epsom
salts before feed commenced. They were
fed sparingly the first day and the quan-
tity of feed increased at each meal until
they were on full feed at the end of the
third day. The allotted quantity of meal
for each feed was mixed with sour skim
milk to the consistency of porridge.
Three feeds were given each day at inter-
vals of six hours. Grit was supplied once
each week and chopped green Swiss chard

- | was given daily at noan.

The quantity of the meal mixture and
skim milk required for a pound of gain
was but one pound, thirteen and a half
ounces of meal and three pounds four
ounces of skim milk. Valuing the meal
at three cents per pound and the skim
milk at fifty cents per hundred pounds,
the cost of each pound of gain was seven
and a half cents.
Starting with three and a “half pound
thin birds and increasing them to five and
a halt pound high quality birds at a cost
of fifteen cents each, the five and a half
pounds of first quality chichen meat was
sold for twenty-seven-cents per pound,
which was an advance of nine cents over
the ruling price for the not specially fed
birds.

five and a half pound weight and increased
the quality and value of the original three
and-a half pounds, so they were sold for
one dollar and forty-eight cents per bird.

a cost of Tifteen cents, converted into a
first-quality chicken that sold readily at
one dollar and forty-eight cents. Quality
in table poultry will sell it.
