ELOQUENT FIGURES.

OST of us are fully aware that
M there are tremendous issues
bound up in the question as to
whether the present war on the Con-
tinent shall be limited to Austria and
Servia, the present contestants or,
through the interference of some oth-
er power—Germany or Russia—shall
become general to Europe.

Such a possibility seems grave
enough even only in the abstract,
but when figured out statistically it
becomes positively horrifying.

The. effects of a modern war are
nothing short of disastrous, even when
important the engaged powers are
comparatively unimportant and when
the field of actual hostilities is greatly
limited.

Of this fact, the world was given
ample proof in the Balkan conflict
between Turkey and the Balkan
League at first and later between the
victorious states themselves over the
division of the conquered territories.

The countries invalved in that strug-
gle were the smallest and least im-
portant of the European States. Yet
in less than a year the loss of human
life and the financial loss were tre-
mendous. The killed and wounded

- nnmbered 385,000 and the cost of the

war in hard cash was over twelve
bundred million dollars.

all conscience, against war and suffi-
cient to justify the historic pronounce
ment made in all earnestness - and
with no thought of profanity by
Sherman, when he said: “War is
Hell!” :

But consider the terrifying situa-
tion that will arise if Germany and
Russia fly at eaeh other’s throat and
the Austro-Servian War takes on a
general European aspect.

On the one side will be arrayed the
armies of Great Britain, Russia and

km jp guite enouh u‘ument in

France;on the other, the forces of
Germany Austria and Italy.

That is, countries numbering a total
population of three hundred and
seventy-eight millions will be en-
gaged in a war that would assuredly
result in the slaying of millions of
liv'es and the cost of which would re-
duce many of the powers of Europe
to the verge of bankruptey.

Ast to its effect on trade and com-

merc egenerally, one can judge to
some little extent from the fact that
the mare possibility of such a general
conflict has unsettled financial affairs:
has knycked the bottom out of the
stock markets and has sent up the
price of provistions.
“The irvolvernent of the six Great
European Powers in hostilities would
mean the eniployment of a total
number of close on twenty million
men, and it is ixteresting to note just
how the two sid¢:s would compare.

in time of peace muster over two mil-
lion men, but the combined war
strength of the allies would be over
nine millions, 1made up as follows:

Such are a few of the interests in-
volved in the vital question whether
the war shall be lo:alised or whether
Germany and Russia shall take sides
and make the whole of Europe once
more a stricken ficld on which mil
lions of men shall engage in mortal
conflict.

And surely such a prospect is one to
appal the most rabid of those who
desire to see the aggrandisement of
one particular nation or group of na-
tions by humiliating some rival power
and its allies.
