Ignatius Cockshutt,” fromia business,
financial and an industrial ‘standpoint,
was. the leading ‘factor in.the forma-
tive days of Brantford.

Mr, Cockshutt was manager for his
father in a general mercantile trade
until 1840, when he asstimed.control.4
The two stores combingd; which he
occupied, used to he situated on the;
cornér of Colborne and South Mar-
where  Young & Com-
pany and the Bank of Nova Scotia
now ‘have premises. His location
there was regarded’ as dubious by
some old timers, as at that period
the nrain-business of the place (asso-
ciated with grain) was at the end of
golbo'rne street  where Lorne bridge
now ‘stands, but in #his, as in so many
other instances “during his long and
honorable career,. he showed great
foresight. = He was a man of rare
ability, keenahd just in all his deal-
ings, and met all obligations whe-
due, just as # he e¢Xpected everyone
else to do with him. He possessed: %
great sens¢ ofdhdinor,and in comnek-
tiofi with the various interests wit

which he became associated, mani-
fested a great.memoty, and mastery
of detail, One 6F his many ofitstand-
ing feats was the .construction ‘of the
Cockshutt-road, svhich fed to a mark-
ed’ agricultural development in con-
nection with the sectign of the coun-
ty ‘thus opened up. He was a promo-
tor and President of. the. first Brant-
ford Gas Company, and also of the
Brantford waterworks, when they
were started. 2

Prior to the establishment of the
latter, Mr. Cockshutt had been a vol-
unteer fireman. In 1840 a volunteer
“Goose neck company” was formed
mainly owing to him, and he was a1
active thember in the ranks. It was
called “goose neck” because of the
apparatus, which consisted ofa box,

and set of brakes. The water was ca--
ried by the bucketful and poured int,
the box, from which it was ejectel
by means of the brakes. No hose was
used on this engine, the man oper-
ating it standing on top and holdin:

special committee of the Town Coun-
cil adopted a.petition of I. Cockshutt
and 113 others to grant $300 for an
independent fire company @ :and the
purchase of 'a Washington » enginc.
This was'in use until the time of the
establishment of the waterworks.
Mr. Cockshutt was active in a
great many other directions. He
backed the Cockshutt Plow Works
when established by his son, the late
Mr. J. G. Cockshutt, and, afterwards
taken hold of by Mr. Harry Cock-
shutt, the present President and man-
aging director of that flourishing con-
cern. He also came to the financial
assistance of other local industrics
when money was tight, and gave free-
ly towards the House-of Refuge, an

C.B., Civil Lord of the British™ Ad#
miralty ,when in Montreal a few days
ago, granted an interview to a press
reresentative, in the course of which
he stated he believed Canada would
do her fair share in Empire 'defence.

Sir Francis was permanent secre-
tary of the British Board of Trade
until 1907, when he became Under-
Secretary of State for the - Colonies.
He has filled a number of important
Government offices in Britain, and
has been employed on special mis-
sions in Canada, Newfoundland and
the United States on several occa-
sions. He founded the hospital and
medical service for the Canadian and
Newfoundland fishermen, has served
on many Royal Commissions, includ-
ing those on London Traffic, the
Shipping Rings, Electoral Reforms,
and Canals, and was formerly secre-
tary to the chairman of the select
comirittee on the Jameson Raid.
Later he was a member of the Com-
mission to South Africa to advise on
the Constitution for the Transvaal
and Orange River Colonies; was on
the staff of King George, then Prince
of Wales, during his visit to Canada,
and was later, in 1910, made Vice-
«chairman of the development Com-
mission, a newly appointed British
authority charged with the duty of
fostering new developments and in-
dustries in the field of agricultux:e.
He accompanied the Duke of Con-
naught when he opened thg. South
African Parliament.’

Speaking to a press representative
on arrival, Sir Francis said ‘the
British Lord Chancellor’s visit was
said to be the only occasion on which
a Chancellor had been absent since
the days of Cardinal Wolsley. He was
not in the least surprised to hear
that Lord Strathcona was also com-
ing. Speaking from his knowledge of
Lord Strathcona at home, Sir Fran-
cis said Lord Strathcona had done a
remarkable work in Britain as a gerat
Ambassador for Canada; he was ever
to be found engaged in political, so-
cial, and benevolent undertakings.

; Sir Francis is naturally interested
in the Navy and the part Canada in-
tends to play with regard to it. He

‘s not concerned as to the form in
which Canada chooses to swing into
line in the common defence of: the
Empire, taking the view that Canada
will do her part in her own way.

“While” he says, “‘one wishes to
say nothing laudatory, one cannot
truthfully say that there are any
signs »f declension in Britain. The
trade returns form a good index to
the state of the country, the vigor
and virility of her people, and, as
these have been, establishing  great
records during: the last four “or five
years, I do not see where the evi-
dence of decay comes in. The wages
of labor have gone up within the last
few years; and in spite of the higher
cost of living, the position of ‘the
pecple has improved,

The visit to America of the Lord
High Chancellor of England, Vis-
count Haldane, is somewhat of a de-
parture from precedent as it is the
first time a Lord Chancellor has left
English shores in his official capac-
ity during his term of office, since the
days when Cardinal Wolsey, as Chan-
cellor, went on his famous embassy
to France. In such:an event it is ne-i
cessary to obtain the reigning sov-,
ereign’s permission. A journey for;
health or pleasure is quite .another
matter, howevet, and requires no such
Royal sanction. ; _

Unlike two famous predecessors in,
office, the present, Chancellor - con-|
formied to custom and left behind him
his seal of office, the Great Seal, ot
whichf he is the legal custodian, in the
custody of three rccently-appointed
deputies, thus placing the Great Seal
in Commission—as it is termed. '

Both Cardinal Wolsey and Lord’
Broughman were guilty of a grave de- |
parture "from constitutional practice
when in office, for both took the Great
Seal ont of Engiand,—the first named
on his famous journey to France, and
the latter on a journey to Scotland.
The haughty prelate actually sea}ed‘
writs with it at Calais, thereby losing,
the confidence of his sovereign and
the people.

The erratic Brougham went so far
as to lose the Great Seal, when in
Scotland. in a game of blinc@ma'n’s
buff. * He had accepted an invitation
to spend a few days at the country
house. of the Dowager Duchess of
Bedford—“Rothiemurchus”-—anc! one
evering while romping with'his fel-
low-guests, some of the ladies stole:
the Great Seal from his pocket 'and
hid it in a tea-chest in the . drawing-
room ‘where he was compelled to hunt
for it, blindfolded. This and" other
rather undignified escapades on hlS!
Seottish journey are said to have cost
the brilliant staresman his sovereign s
confidence.

Great Seal Has Often Been Placed
In Commission. . g

Once at least in every reign—save

that of Edward VII only—has the

Great Seal been placed in commis- [

sion. The last occasion was in 1850
when, owiny to. the difficulty in
‘choosing a successor to Lorda Cotten-
ham, the Seal was placed in the keep-
ing of Lord Langdale (Master of the
Rolls), Vice-Chancellor Shadwetll, and
Baron. Rolfe. :

1t is not generally known, perhaps,
that upon the accession of each new
sovereign a new Great Seal, like new
coinage, is struck at the mint. The old
one is then “demasked”—that is to
say, the mew monarch strikes it a
blow with a hammer suffic‘ent to
make a slight. distinguishing mark.
The Great Seal is really at the dis-
posal of the Sovereign, but by long
custom it is regarded as a perquisite
of the Lord Chancellor, so that Lord
Haldane may_become in due course
the absolute pbssess_or of ‘a Great Seal
to treasure amongst  his heirlooms
and do with as he likes.

Proposed - Reforms - Include
Scheme for Adoption of
Small Holdings.

LONDON, Sept. 20— David Lloyd
George, Chancellor of the Exchequer,
according to official - announcement,
will inaugurate his great land cam-
paign at a.meeting at'Bedford on Oct
11, Thé committee, which the Chan-

.cellor- appointed,  to, study. the ques~

tion, has concluded its labors ,and its
report will ‘be issued soon after the
Bedford meeting. * 4

It is understood that the report will
recommend chiefly ‘the adoption of
small’ holdings cultivated by the ten-
ant occupiers, this ' tenancy system
being safeguarded by land courts, Tt
will also propose reforms in the con-
dition of agricultural laborers, fewer
hours of work, more holidays and the
institution of wages boards.

It is believed, however, that the
Cabinet is still far from agreed on the
details of the land policy.

According to the Liberal papers the
Government is basing all its plans on
Parliament lasting until 1915, They
point out, however, that dissolution is
likely to occiir in/June or July of
that year. This would be before the
new Irish’ Parliament was actually
sitting, for a delay of some fifteen
months is expected between the
Home Rule receiving the royal as-
sent in June, 1914, and the actual con-
stitution of the Parliament at Dublin.

LONDON, Sept. 20—Sir George
Reid, High' Commissioner for Aus-
tralia, was entertained by members of
the British press prior to returning
to. Melbourne on official business.

The good wishes of the British
journalists were expressed by Mr.
Robert Donald, as president of the
Institute of Journalists,” who refer-
red to Sir George as having done
more to make Australia known to
the British people than any man liv-
ing, and had been the real spokes-
man of the United Commonwealta.

In reply Sir George Reid spoke in
the most appreciatory terms of Brit-
ish journalists and complaiped that
there was no university with a chair
fellowship, prizg or bequest for one
of the greatest studies in the world.

Pastor Russell. :

THE SIN OF FATHE® ADAM.

Born With Criminal Instincts, Life |Is
a Battle Against Them--There Is
None Righteous, 'No Not One—
Where Lies the Blame?- -The Value
.of a Correct Diagnosis—We Can
Oppose, Sin. Best When We. Know

Diagnosis is val-
'uable’ in the at-
{tempted = cure of

— any malady. This
is true of sin-sickness, depravity, as
of any other ailment of humanity.
The better we iunderstand the origin
of sin and the methods of its opera-
tion in . 1rselves and in others, the
more succesaful we shall be in com-
bating it. - We must know what helps
to feed the ailment and what tends
to destroy: it.

Our forefathers erred, evidently, in
their -declaration of total depravity.
Noné of ns ever met a huinan being
entirély’ depraved—entirelysdevoid of
sympathy for righteousness-and truth
—dead to alligood influences,  Hxp i
ence, however, does corrobes
Bible statement that ““there
righteous no, not one’’—all=are sin
ners. “Moreover, the Bible goes to the
root of -the matter; and experience
corroborates its statement in our text
—that we and all humanity were born
in a state of sin, with the predilecﬁbn
or-inclination toward sin.

We are not, however, to . condhde
that God made us sinners; for ‘the
Bible contradicts ‘that thought, and
assures us that “all His work is per-
fect.”” According to the Bible, we re-
ceived our lives from - our  parents;
and they theirs from their parents;
and so back to Father Adam: ~The
Bible tells us: that our parents sinned,
and came under:the Divine sentence
of ‘death; and that this meant mental
and moral, as well as physical, de-
generacy. The Apostle declares, “By
one. man’s disobedience sin entered
into the world, and death by sin.,”—
Romans 5:12. !

This curse of death which came
upon; the race, and which. affects us
from the moment of birth;is a ter-
rible blight. g:emt,ﬁh { tb “is-mach |
more reasona an c wqes
clared by our ,mietaken"crm
curse of eternal ~torment—neverthe-
less the curse of God is sufficiently
terrible, and world-wide.” The pen-
alty, “Dying, thou shalt die,” i
much less horrible than if it ‘had
read, “Living, thou shalj live in eter-
nal torment.”’ : :

When, therefore, we find in our:
selves and others wayward, sinful
tendencies, we reflect that ‘these‘are
ovidences of the fall, the curse, and
that all who are under such influ-
ences are to be: pitied. True pity,
however, must ngt he sympathy with
sin, but with the sinner, who 18
handicapped by the predisposition 1o
sin. Sin calls - for radical measnres-
for its extermination for the ‘rélease
of the sinner; but our best efforts for
them' an” for others will be attained:
through a knowledge of the facts, and
through the exzercise of: the proper
sympathy. There are probably more
people inj 'red "through lack of sym-
pathetic help than are helped by the
administration of -éold-blooded " jus:
tice ‘without tenderness or sympathy.
We have been slpw to learn: this
lesson.

Undoubtedly as human sympathy
expands through a knowledge of the
facts. "both parents and children will
be blessed by that increase of knowl-
edge.” Parents néed’ to learn - that
their- own mental moods and sym-
pathies. with right' or wrong:/'serveé:to
stamp, to birth-mark their children,
either ‘favorably or unfaverably. The
parents of a vicious child should re-
fléct that they had much to do with
that viciousness. ® Properly informed
and right-willed; they “might ‘have
-produced the child with a mach-more
favorable ~organismy It requires  a,
grest -deal of training to work out of
the child’s disposition that which was
inbred at its birth. Indeed, the prob-
ability is that only a small portion of

it will ever: be -eradicated in this life."| .
