GREAT MORAL EFFECT.

Rome, June g, via Paris, June 10—
The presence of King Victor Emman-
uel at the front is having a tremend-
ous moral effect upon the Italian
troops, according to reports reaching
the capital from all sections of the
long battle line. His majesty has visited
every scene where fighting is taking
place which has meant the expendi-
ture of a vast amount of energy on
his part as the line of advance of the
Italian forces is exceedingly irregular
and he frequently has climbed to fort-
resses situated upon  loity heights
along the frontier. Much of his trav-
elling has been done on horseback
because roads are lacking on a con-
siderable portion of the front.

Bishop of London
Stirs HisHearers
With Great

Thoughts on the
War.

London, June 10.—“God always has
to let His people choose the gospel of
the second-best, and I believe wich
all my soul, I, Bishop of the Church
of God, that the righteous war which
we chose in August was according” to
the will of God rather than an un-
righteous peace,” this was the strik-
ing-sentence in an 3Iddress delivered
Tuesday evening in St. Paul’s Cath.
edral by the Bishop of  London to
three thousand members of the City
of London National Guard.

. "War,” said the Bishop, “was as
ideally incousistent with Christiani*

as slavery was, but even God could
only get of each age the morality of
which it was capable. God could only
educate the world gradually. The
Christian Church had in itself all
principles which make slavery im-
possible, but it would take another
two thousand years to abolish war
and meanwhile God has to let His
people choose the gospel of the se:-
ond best. When I think of what
Christ died for on Good Friday,” con-
tinued the Bishop, “it was very mucn
like what our boys are dying for out
there in Flanders. Christ died for
freedom, honor, purity, and love. O ir
boys out there are martyrs for the
same cause as truly as St. Stephen
was martyred, who fell after his cap-
tain. If God loves freedom, honor
and chivalry, then I say the contest
we are fighting to-day, is on the side
of God and will become God’s holy
war.”

FRENCH PRESS
CRITICIZES BRYAN’S
ACTION SEVERELY

Paris, June 10—Great importance is
attached by the morning newspapers
to the resignation of Secretary of
State Bryan from the cabinet of Pres-
ident Wilson. They express the be-
lief that it explains the delay in an-
swering the German reply to the first
American note of protest on the sink-
ing of the Lusitania and forecasts the
contents of the second note just sent.

“It must be admitted that such a
resignation and above all such a let-
ter surprises us in Europe,,” says Jean
Herbette, one of the best known
French writers on foreign affairs. “It
is hard for us to understand that a
minister, at a time when his country
was discussing with Germany as
grave a question as the use of sub-
marines against merchant ships could
part company with his chief execu-
tive and openly declare that he is in
complete disagreement with him as to
the methods to te employed.

| “We should say this minister had
not the right to diminish the prestige
of his government before foreign
countries, but Mr. Bryan has a double
lexcuse. First of all, ministerial dis-
tipline must have seemed rather irk-
some to a man who so many times
has aimed at the presidency. = Then,
too, his departure does not in any
way lessen the prestige of his govern-
ment for that prestige rests on the
iardent patriotism of the American
people on the deep sense of justice,
honor, high character and popularity
of President Wilson, and last but not
least, on the powerful fleet which
President Wilson reviewed last
month,”

Bryan’s resigration as secretary of
state and the circumstances leading

Chief attzntion was concentrated on
tihe effect of Secretary Bryan’s per-
sonal statement giving the reasons
for his resignation. In that state-
ment, Mr, Biyan announced his in-
tention as a private citizen of sub-
mitting to the public for judgment
his view of what the American policy
The
propositions, which Mr. Bryan ex-
Pects to urge upon the people are

many to submit the questions in dis-
pute to an international commission
for investigation during a year’s time
and that meanwhile American citizens
should by proclamation be warned
not to take passage on belligerent
ships or on American vesse's carry-
ing ammunition. These suggestions,
Mr, Bryan explained, had been sub-
mitted to the president, who had not
felt /justified in adopting them. It is
upon these propositions that Mr, Bry.
an hopes to create a public sentiment
in the United States that will make
war with Germany impossible. Mr.
Bryan’s  statement, some officials
thought, was unfortunate, coming at
a time when the discussion with Ger-
many was in progress. Some mem-
bers of the cabinet, had advised
against the issuance of the state-

There was considerable speculation
here to-day as to who would succeed
Mr. Bryan. While the president is
not expected to make a choice for
some weeks, it was believed that
Robert Lansing, councillor of the
state department, who has been com-
missioned as secretary of state ‘ad in-
terim’ eventually would receive the
permanent appointment. Mr. Lan-
sing began to-day his first full day
as secretary. Likewise Mr. Bryan be-
gan today his first full day as a priv-
ate citizen. He spent the day quietly
devoting much time to reading ar
answering telegrams of congratula-
tions from friends all over the coun-
try . Mr. Bryan has not determined
definitely his plans for the future.

J. Hanbury-Williams, Now in Russian
Army Staff For British Govt, Writes

Mr. W. F. Cockshutt, M.P., has re-
ceived from Montreal, the following
interesting letter from Russia from J.
Hanbury-Williams, formerly A.D.C.
to Lord Grey and who visited Brant-
ford with the Governor-General:
General Headquarters, Russian Admy,

; April 29th, 1915.

I am what they call “Liasson Offi-
cer” between our army and the Rus-
sian army, and have been working
quite alone all these months, but
to-day I am to be provided withan A,
D. C, a young officer MacCaw, of
the 3rd Hussars, who talks Russian
well, and I hope will be a help to
“devil” for me. It has been a stren-
uous time. I have had to draw up re-
ports, ciphers, cables, etc.,alone, and
I shall be glad of a bit of help. Our
headquarters is a railway train, and
I have a compartment to myself, just
big enough for a table to write on,
and the photos of the family to look
at as I go to bed and wake. up in the
morning. :

We move about a good deal; and I
go “on trek” every now and then, and
have now seen the fighting pretty
well all over the front. The week be-
fore last I was at Przemysl and up in
the Carpathians, and then went on to
the borders of East Prussia, went up
in a balloon, etc. Our troops here are
doing well. They are gallant and pa-
tient soldiers, the brave “soul” . in
them, and as gentle as lambs till they
get roused, when “there is trouble.”

The Austrians continue to give
themselves up in large numbers, and
it is curious to see thousands of them
being marched along in care of about
two Cossacks, who treat them most
kindly and well. I have seen the Ger-
mans and the Austrians in their tren-
ches and have seen a lot of our ar-
tillery work, which is good—all most
interesting, but, of course, one cannot
help longing for all the misery and
suffering which is caused, to be at an
end, and I shall be glad to see my own
belongings again.

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HERD'S STORY
OF AR VICTORY

Lieut. Warneford Des-
cribes How He Smashed
the Zeppelin.

Northern France, June 10.—A con-
frere on the statt of the Northern
France journal, Le Telegramme, had

the good iortune yesterday to meet
Lieut. Warneford after his return
safe and sound from his splendid
hawking of the giant Zeppelin in the
air between Ghent and Bruges. They
had a little talk. Warneford was de-
lightfully modest, and didn’t want to
say much about his exploit, which he
declared just happened to come his
way in “the fortune of war.”

“A most charming very young gen-
tleman, this Sous-Lieutenant Warne-
ford,” says the Journal, “is the brief
pen picture of the hero. He was
most prudently reserved and spoke
as men of action do speak, with no
wealtiz of words.

“He said that three of them, Lieu-
tengnt J. P. Wilson, J. Mills and
himself set off the night before upon
an air reconnaissance. They started
in the dark with only their compasses
to guide them. At about half past
three in the morning they found them-
selves in the vicinity of the north of
Brussels. Coming down a little lower
they were able to distinguish a big
Zeppelin hangar at Evene.

“My . companions, Wilson and
Mills,” said Warneford, ‘then rose a
little higher until they were exactly
over the hangar. Then one after the
other they let fly with their bombs.
Several found their mark, and I saw a
long flame shoot out from the hangar,
but whether there was a Zeppelin in-
side or not I couldn’t say. Having
thrown their bombs, my companions
continued their flight, turning high in
the air and making for their own
camp.

RESERVED AMMUNITION
“I reserved myself and my ammu-
nition for further adventures. I pro-
ceeded on my journey at an increased
height. It was just on 3 o’clock in the
morning, when all of a sudden I per-
ceived on the horizon about midway
between Ghent and Brussels a Zep-
pelin flying fast at a height of about
6,000 feet. I immediately flew towards
it, and when I was almost over the
monster I descended about 15 metres
and flung six bombs. All six struck
the envelope of the’'ship fair and
square in the middle. There was in-
stantly a terrible explosion, and the
displacement of air around about me
was so great that a tornado seemed
to have been produced.

“My machine tossed upward, and
then flung absolutely upside down. I
was forced to loop the loop in spite
of myself. I thought for a moment
that the end of everything had come.
“‘In the whirl I had the pleasure
of seeing my victim falling to earth
in a cloud of flame and smoke. Then
by some miracle my machine righted
herself, and I came to earth in the
enemy’s country. I was not long on
the ground, you may be sure. I speed-
ily put myself and my machine into
working order once again. Then I
set the engine going, but now,’ con-
tinued the young man, with a quick
little smile, ‘I can say no more, for
here ‘is my lunch, and I am hungry.’”

WIRELESS INTERCEPTED
By Special Wire to the Caourier.

Paris, June 10.—A report issued by
Admiral Thaon di Revel, chief of the
Italian naval staff, shows that Aus-
trian wireless messages are intercept-
ed regularly by the Italians, says a
special despatch from Rome. The Ital-
ians have been able to obtain this in-
formation, which is of immense mili-
tary value, by the use of a new device
invented by Guglielmo Marconi. The
device is said to make it impossible
for the Austrians to intercept Italian
messages.

'BRITISH CASUALTIES,

London, June 10—Premier an-
.nounced in the House of Commons
yesterday that the total of British
casualties from the beginning of the
war, to May 1, was 258,009 men in
killed, wounded and missing.

Divided into categories of killed,
wounded and missing, officers and
men, the Ist shows the. following:

Officers—Killed 3,327, wounded 6,-
498 and missing 1,130.

Other Ranks—Killed 47,015; wound-
ed 147,482, and missing 52,617.

Totals—Killed, 50,342; wounded,
153,980; Missing, 53,747.

The losses ip the naval division are
not included in this list.

Mr. Asquith’s statement of losses
was for the continental and Mediter-
ranean forces of the empire. He
promised to give the losses in the na-
val division later. Neither did the list
of Yesterday include the forces of
Great Britain engaged in the various
smaller wars in Africa and the Near
East.

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TURK GUNBOAT
SUNK IN TIRS

Enemy in Mesopotamia Has Be-
come Completely Demor-
alized.

London, June 10—The Turkish gun-
boat Marmaris has been sunk and
the Turkish transport Mosul has been
captured, according to an official
statement given out last evening by
the British government. The action
took place in the Persian Guif region,
The text of the statement follows:

“Fuller reports of our advance up
the Tigris River and the occupation
of Amara show that as the result of
an action on May 31 and June 1 the
enemy’s force which had been threat-
ening Kurnah for some time became
completely demoralized.

“No resistance appears to have been
offered to the small party pursuing
by river the Turks trying to escape
as fast as they could in mahalas and
steamers. The former surrendered on
being overtaken, while the Turkisa
gunboat Marmaris was sunk and the
transport Mosul captured.

“Although the strength of the force
which arrived at Arma in the Comet
(British destroyer) and some small!
launches was quite insignificant, the |
entire garrison, which numbered over |
1000, surrendered, including the
Turkish civil governor of Amara, Ha-
lim Bey, the commandant of the force '
recently opposing us at Kurnah, and '
Said Uilah, commandant of two first
bridage battalions.

“Shortly after our occupation of,
Amara the advanced guard troops
of Daghastani’s column, which had |
hastily retreated from-the Kherka,!
Valley, entered the town and were
captured. The remainder of this
force, estimated at about two thou-
sand, fied, leaving a heavy gun in our
hands.

“The remnants of the enemy who |
so far have escaped capture, are re-!
tiring in a state of disorganization, !
many having discarded their arms.”

The British forces are moving up
the valley of the Tigris into Mes»-
potamia, the seat of the ancient em-
pires of Babylon and Assyria, and at
this moment may be drawing the
sword on the supposed site of the
Garden of Eden. Hostile gunboats ars
advancing up the Tigris toward Ba~-
dad, the city of Haroun-al-Raschid,
their guns commanding the fertile
lands devastated by the incursions of
the Arabs in the seventh century, and
later by those of Turks, Mongols and
Tartars. ;

The city of Amara, now occupied |
by British troops, is situated on the
Tigris, in Bassorah, approximately 100
miles as the crow flies south-east cf
Bagdad.

The Turkish gunboat Marmaris dis-
placed 492 tons and carried a com-
plement of 66 men. She was 174 feet
long and was armed with four nine-
pounders and two'! 1-pounders. She
also was equipped with one torpedo
tube. The Marmaris was built at Le
Creusot, France, in 1897.

WIL RESIGN

Sydenham  Street  Methodist
Board May Take This
Course.

It would appear that the action of
the Stationing Committee of the Ham-
ilton Conference of the Methodist
church, in turning down the request
of the Sydenham Street church for
a change of pastorate and refusing to
honor their call to Rev. C. Herbert
Woltz of Springford, has caused con-
siderable resentment and teeling
among the members of the board and
church.

During the first week in the New
Year the board notified the chairman
of the Distirct and the President ot
the conference that a change was de-
sired, and, a call was extended to
Rev. J. H. Knight of Charing Cross,
London conference. Owing to opposi-
tion of certain officials, a transfer was
unable to be affected and the call had
to be dropped. They then called Rev
Mr. Woltz, who accepted, subject, ot
course, to the approval of the station-
ing committee. So that there would
be no misunderstanding the attitude
of the church board, petitions were
sent out signed by nineteen members
of a board of twenty-three to the pro-
per authorities.
augmented by a committee of three
who were sent to appear before the
stationing committee last Saturday ev-
ening to insist on a change and that
Rev. Mr. Woltz be sent. They were
further armed with an even stronger
petition than the previous ones, sign-
ed by the same nineteen members ot
the board. Apparently the stationing
committee thought the board were
not in earnest and ignored their re-
quests and demands.

Last night the members of the
board held an indignation meeting to
protest against the arbitrary attitude
of the stationing committee. They
passed unanimously a strong resolu-
tion, which among other things con-
tained the statement that unless their
wishes were complied with they
would resign the official positions thev
held in ‘the church. They signed
the resolution and appointed a com-
mittee of three to further their wishes
in the matter.

The president of the conference
Rev. Mr. McBain has been notitied
of the attitude of the board. Rev. Mr,
Lavell, the chairman of the district,
and Rev. Mr. Hamilton, the repre-
sentative from this district on the

stationing committee, have also re-|

ceived intimations of the condition of
affairs. The matter will be taken up
by the Special Conference committee
in the course of the next ten days.
They have power to deal with such
matters.

NEGOTIATIONS
ARE NOW OFF

Rome, June 10.—Germany has
broken off negotiations for the
exchange of wounded prisoners

who are unfit for further military
service, with all the belligerent
countries. The exchange was
first only applied in regard to
British prisoners. Various pre-
texts for this action have been
placed before the Vatican, such
as possible use on semi-military
duties of prisoners still having
one arm. These have made the
worst impression at the Vatican..

FRENCH NOW
HOLDING T
“LABYRNTH’

Only a Fraction of it is
Left in German
Hands.

London, June 10— Careful reading
between the lines of the various of-
ficial announcements ‘of the last
twelve hours leads British observers
of the situation on the continent to
the belief that the wearied l_?qssi:ms
have been successful in gaining a
breathing space, along the eastern
front. FKurthermore evidence of the
stubborn opposition which the Aus-
tro-Germans are said to be meeting
near the center of the line in Galicia
is declared here to exist in the state-
ment from Petrograd that 2,000 Aus-
tro-German prisoners have been tak-
en in a series of counter-attacks near
Przemysl.

According to Russian reports the
Austro-German offensive in Southeast
Galicia has not been able to cross the
River Dniester at any point other than

Lemberg, and which they reached last
Sunday. Berlin contradicts this with
the statement that the right wing of
the army under General Von Linsin-
gen has advanced to 10 miles further
and occupied Stanislau, an important
railroad center.

ONLY A FRACTION LEFT

In the west the French make their
usual report jof slow progress accom-
panied by the repulse of German
counter-attacks. The French claim
and Berlin admits that the French
now are in occupation of entire vil-
lage of Neuville, St. Vaast, while only
a fraction of “The Labyrinth” is left
in German hands. From other por
tions of the French front come re-
ports of minor advances.
ITALIANS REPULSED

According to Vienna, the efforts of
the Italians to cross the River Ison-
zo, near Corizia, have been repulsed
after a serious engagement. It would
apepar evident that the Italians have
met the first difficult problem of their
invasion of Austria in this endeavor
to cross the Isonzo, although they
claim to have a foothold at some
places on both banks.

The resignation of William Jen-
nings Bryan as secretary of state, is
still an absorbing topic of discussion
with the English press. The text of
the American note to Germany is
awaited with great eagerness.

Paris, June 10.—3-30 p. m.— The
French war office this afternoon is-
sued a report on the progress of hos-
tilities which reads as follows:

“There was all last night a very
violent engagement in the region be-
tween Lorette and the sugar refinery
at Souchez.

1,800 yards long and for a depth of
about 1,000 yards. There is nothing
further to report from the remainder
of the front.”
