The important and live subject of 
Odd Storage wae then teken up, the bal1 
being set rolling by Wm. Rand, of Can­
ning, in a most admirably written paper 
entitled “Cold Storage and Trade.” A 
system of cold storage both in the frai1 

and on the transporting steam­
er has become a necessity. With the 
tingle exception of apples our export is 
practically nothing. This was attributed 
to the want of proper shipping facilities. 
With our splendid natural advantages 
for production, we should no longer 
delay the adoption of cold storage. It is 
no new nr untried thing. The United 
States has erected about 6,000,000 cubic 
feet of cold storage building*, and are 
constantly adding to that.

100 lbe. of water at 32 degrees on the 
stove and burn hay in the stove until the 
water reaches a temperature of 91 degree.
